Just because Panicum virgatum (Switch
grass) is native to your area doesn’t mean the genotype of a particular seed is properly “local”. We can probably agree
that a genotype from Texas isn’t the same as one from Minnesota — even if the species is the same — and you probably
don’t want to plant it in your Minnesota prairie. When a Texas switch grass is out of place, it’s not going to do well in the
temperatures and rainfall typical of the Upper Midwest ... if it survives at all.
