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WHAT IS IT A DATA CENTER?

Modern data centers are signifi cantly different from early versions of 
this method of installation of servers and other technologies. Original 
data centers were founded on the backbone of Internet connections 
from the 90‘s of last century. Large data halls were built primarily 
as a space perfectly protected in terms of security, uninterruptible 
power supply and with adequate capacity of communication lines, 
mostly optical. Cabinets in the halls were then leased to users for 
their technology and Internet applications. These centers had almost 
every time raised fl oor with high load, beneath which were placed 
all cabling and cooling connections. Cooling was mostly centralized 
so whole room was air conditioned regardless of the distribution of 
thermal load and without the ability to effectively regulate cooling for 
each cabinet or the data hall.

With the development of telecommunications, with new protocols 
and increase of the transmission lines capacity has become available 
high-speed connection without need to place the device directly to 
the backbone connections.

Parallely the revolution took place on another front - the front of pro-
cessing power and storage capacity. Processor performance growth 
dramatically, appeared multi-core processors  and new operating sys-
tems. Hard drives and other storage media multiply its capacity.

Server operating systems have begun to use available resources for 
sharing of multiple, simultaneously running applications and there 
was only a small step to share one physical computer for running 
multiple operating systems simultaneously - to virtualization.

Majority of companies now run their applications either on their own 
servers dedicated to specifi c applications either uses the services of 
the ever popular virtualization and cloud-hosting. Both of these me-
thods require a high density of installed computing power. Because it is 
a critical application for running businesses and institutions it require 
power-fail safety, physical protection and also controlled cooling. All 
these aspects are covered by the concept of data center.

Over time the standard was set for the design and construction of 
data centers. Cabinets are placed in groups, usually in the form of two 
rows spaced 1.200 mm (two standard raised fl oor tile). Aisle between 
the cabinet is then roofed and closed at the ends by sliding doors. 
For really large data centers can be found dividing doors also within 
these units, which split them down into smaller parts.

The main product of our company‘s data center solution is RDA 
cabinet with a load capacity of 1,300 kg in a version adapted for the 
construction of data centers. Other necessary components such as 
ceiling panels of various types, including the sliding doors, as alterna-
tive self-closing etc., make a complete modular system.

We also offer a complete range of raised fl oors for installations that 
allow their use. Particularly is critical fl oor load in the rooms of the 
future data center. In case when is not possible to use the raised fl oor 
(low room height, lack of permissible fl oor load and so on) we can of-
fer an alternative, in the form of In-Row cooling units with top media 
inlet and condensate pump. This advanced solution offers extra large 
installed cooling capacity in a small footprint.

Combining multiple cabinets in a data center will arise the need to 
optimize cooling. Uncontrolled air fl ow is costly and ineffi cient.

Scheme of data center cooling
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Hot / cold aisle
Arrangement into hot / cold aisles is one of the standard solution for data centers. Cabinets are oriented face to face, 
while cold air is supplied through perforated tiles in raised double fl oor. Standard ANSI/TIA/EIA-942-A recommended 
cold aisle width of 1.2 meters. This is the size of two double fl oor tiles. Via perforated tiles at front of cabinets is  
supplied cold air which is sucked by installed technology to each of them. Cold air is supplied to active elements via 
doors with 80% perforation. In this case, the double fl oor is used for delivery of cold and is necessary that all other 
openings in the fl oor, such as the cables entries are covered. The reason is to maintain static air pressure in double 
fl oor and to minimize cold air loss. 

Contained cold aisle
Solution of open hot / cold aisle offers possible shortage in recirculation of heated air and therefore risk of creating  
so called hot-spots  - locally overheated areas. The solution is contained cold aisle. This is a closed modular expand-
able system which physically separates the cold air from the exhalation of hot air. Actually, it creates a separate area 
for hot and cold air and eliminates mixing of them. Cool air is fed into the closed aisle through perforated tiles of 
raised fl oors or locally using the side cooling units, which are mounted directly in line between the cabinet. Standard 
width contained cold aisle is 1.2 meters (two fl oor tiles) or 1.8 m (three tile fl oor). At the ends the aisle is also equi-
pped with a glass sliding doors. The use of this solution is becoming new standard and is especially recommended for 
its cooling capacity and effi ciency to achieve the lowest energy consumption of the data center.

Closed modular solution
Closed modular solution enables maximum energy effi ciency and scalability for focuse for long-term development 
of a data center. This solution can be designed and manufactured tailored to customer needs. In one room can be 
zones not only with different operating temperatures, but also with different density of the thermal load. Solution is 
characterized by a high-IP cabinet. This also provides protection installed components from dust and moisture. 
Side cooling units are attached directly with the racks to make a closed module with internal cold zone at the front 
part of the cabinet and hot zone at the rear of the cabinet. This solution allows you to combine any number of racks 
and cooling units in the module. Our specialists will prepare a proposal for the project to ensure the space capacity 
required for technology installation and the corresponding power conditioning, including any needed redundancy.

Floor feed
This method increases the use effeciency of cold air through the delivery from double fl oor to the installed technology. 
The cabinet is installed on the openning in the double fl oor. Defl ector, located at the bottom of the cabinet, directs 
cool air to its front section. Cold air in this case is further directed in the front section of the cabinet by door without 
perforations, these may be of glazed or metal. The hot air is extracted either from the rack by doors with 80% perfo-
ration or ceiling of cabinet.
By installing cool air supply regulator to the bottom of the cabinet may be adjusted the amount of air, or delivery can 
completely discontinued when the cabinet is not in use. The advantage of this cooling method is great fl exibility in 
planning of the room usage. Cabinets installation to hot and cold aisle is not required if the hot and cold air is sepa-
rated inside the cabinet. To achieve this is needed to install separating frame inside of cabinets for a strict separation 
of cold and hot air.

Floor feed with plenum return
Possible disadvantages of cold aisle and cooling supply from the fl oor and return to the room is that the hot air is 
brought into the surroundings of switchboards. This do not cause a complication when it is considered already in the 
datacenter design stage. In certain cases can be a solution to completely separate the warm air  in areas with high 
thermal loads due to the concentration of the installed equipment. 
The solution is supply cooling air from the room or raised fl oors and returning to the ceiling. This is the solution when 
the hot air do not return into the hall, but it is fed to the ceiling or double ceiling. Rear defl ector located in the upper 
part of the cabinet helps to optimize the fl ow of hot air into the chimney extension. Large gauge of adapter allows 
the passage of large quantities of air at the relatively low speed.
Cold air intake is done on the front door or cabinet, and hot air is discharged through the chimney extensions to the 
ceiling / double ceiling above devices. Air conditioning units takes hot air from the ceiling, cool it down and deliver 
back under the raised fl oor. The air coling circuit is closed. This solution provides high effi ciency cooling for very large 
volume of hot air. Some research indicates that this solution can be used to cool up to 30kW per rack.
