Edward was conveyed into the city by nobles and citizens, 358/18; B: few cities can boast of someone 
like Thomas Cook, 458/12; B: E usually not far from the city, 464/5; B: London as most illustrious city, 
468/5. 

coniugium   -   union, marriage, “the first society” 2 
E: these factions are related by bonds of blood or of marriage, 334/4-5; R promises marriage of his only 
legitimate son to B’s daughter in exchange for B’s help in getting the throne, 400/4-5; narrator: 
necessary to recount certain events from the time of E's marriage to see falseness of slander against him, 
436/5; Elizabeth not so vain to think herself worthy of marriage to E, 438/23; Queen Mother to E: 
marriage with Elizabeth not regal or honorable, 440/13; Queen Mother: the sacrosanct majesty of a 
princeps ought not to be tainted with the indelible blot of twice-married condition by his first marriage,

1 Cicero maintains that a free and peaceful civitas requires not only law (“The civitas without law would be like the human body 
without mind,” Pro Cluentio 146) but also the art of speaking since consensus and consent are needed (De Inventione 1.1-3; Pro 
Sestio 91-92; De Legibus 1.17, 19, 23, 33, 61, 2.12, 14; De Oratore 1.30-33). Augustine in his City of God [De Civitate Dei] defines 
civitas as “a multitude of individuals in concord” (concors hominum multitudo, 1.15), strongly disagreeing that a consensus about law 
or justice is a requirement, as Cicero argued. For this fundamental disagreement, see City of God 2.21, 19.21 & 24.

foreign marriage will make peace at home, 440/10; E settled the throne in his house so securely that it 
could not be disturbed except by domestic dissension and internal treachery, 448/15; B: people's loyal 
devotion to the house of York, 464/10; B: R's unsurpassed glory achieved by virtue at home and abroad, 
468/1; people departed for home with mixed feelings, 482/1. 

gens   -   a race, nation, people, country

R's faction: a large crowd assembled by Q would undoubtedly make former enemies afraid, 342/16. 

patria   -   native country 
E asks factions to reconcile on behalf of their country, 336/15; Cardinal to Q:  country disgraced if son 
away from his brother, 378/10; Cardinal: Q sent son to Wales in his and the nation's best interest, 
380/29; Q refuses to send her son to the man whom the laws of her country designate the heir to the 
throne, 390/13; B asks R to take on his shoulders a country which was wholly dependent on him, 
476/10. 

populus   -   people, nation, “a multitude gathered together in fellowship by a 
 consensus about right and a sharing of the useful”4  

Kind Edward IV [E] and the populus: E and the people (conflicting views about): no other ruler 
dearer to people than E, 316/7; E's extravagance not particularly irksome to people, 318/4; E's 
widespread and hearty goodwill with the people, 318/30; E: many dangers before a people broken

R: Q is disrupting weal of the people [rempublicam], 342/26; N: R & B misrepresent the interest of the 
weal of the people [rei...publicae], 348/13; Cardinal to Q: she would serve realm’s weal publicly [rebus 
publice],  378/17; Q: if you lack prudence or good faith, you will inflict an incurable wound on me and the 
weal of the people [rei...publicae], 394/7; B urges R to rebuild a crushed and downtrodden respublica by 
accepting to be its skilled helmsman [gubernator], 476/10; R professes commitment to the weal of the 
people [rei publicae], 478/12; B: says it will be easy to find a princeps to care for the weal of the people 
[respublica] if R refuses his election, 480/3; R agrees to labor for the weal of the people [republica], 480/13. 
Related terms: Earl of Derby dislikes two separate councils: handling public business (communem rem)

societas   -   the condition of being associated for a common purpose, fellowship,

5 To stress the point that res publica refers to the good of the people as a whole, Augustine offers this explanation: “rem publicam, id 
est rem populi, rem patriae, rem communem” (City of God in 5.18).  In City of God 2.21 and 19.21 & 24, Augustine quotes Cicero’s 
definition of  res publica as res populi (De Re Publica 1.39 and 3.43), but see footnote 7 regarding Augustine’s major disagreement 
with Cicero on the nature of populus.   
6 Cicero argues that the “chief purpose in establishing” the civitas and respublica is safeguarding property (De Officiis 2.73), but he 
also defines respublica as “property of the people” (De Re Publica 1.39). 
7 The definition of populus becomes a major point of disagreement between Augustine and Cicero. Augustine in the City of God 
2.21 and 19.21 quotes Cicero’s definition of populus: “multitudinis coetum iuris consensu et utilitatis communione sociatum esse” (De Re 
Publica 1.39, 3.43), but strongly disagrees with it. Augustine redefines populus in terms of concordia, not ius and utilitas: “an 
assembly of the rational multitude united in fellowship by a harmonious agreement as to the objects of its love” (“rationalis 
multitudinis coetus rerum quas diligit concordi communione societus,” City of God 19.24). 
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R ruptured all bonds of human fellowship, 320/12; Catesby joins R's fellowship of execrable crime, 
406/13; H not unentertaining to E in fellowship, 420/5. 
sociare  –  to join or unite together: E and Elizabeth joined in marriage, 448/1. 
socius  –  ally:  B an ally to R, 398/24; Q would never choose Shore's wife for ally, 410/7; Queen 

Mother: E taking a serving woman (Shore's wife) for ally, 440/15; E refuses to have as ally a woman he 
cannot bear to look at, 444/3; B: people benefit by being allies in election of R, 470/26. 

urbs   -   city 
E sends game from hunting party into city [of London], 318/28; Edward sent to London, the regal city, 
on E's death, 336/25; senate of the city and a large number of citizens went to meet Edward four miles 
outside of the city, 358/15-6 (2x); B: as if two sewers in London, one near the city and one [sanctuary] in 
the very bowels of the city, 370/23 (2x); Edward escorted through the middle of the city by a large 
retinue, 396/18; news of H's killing flew rapidly through the city, 420/9; B: R summons the prefect of 
the city and some of the senators to the Tower after H's death, 420/11; E not far from the city during 
much of the year, 464/3.

E's daughter Anne married to Lord Howard, 314/16; servant of H sent to Archbishop of York told by his 
master not to wait for him to finish his rest,  352/9;  lords clearly had to take the weapons with them 
when the Princeps moved his court unless they wished to throw them away, 358/1; B: stolen property 
returned to its master without violation of sanctuary, 374/19; R calleds Q's son dearest nephew and lord, 
396/14; servant's master [from Stanley] had seen in his sleep a terrible image of great evil which would 
affect both him and H, 414/9. 

1. dux   -   commander, general, leader

naufragium  –  shipwreck: B: sanctuary beneficial for people impoverished by shipwreck, 370/1. 
nauis  –  ship: asks R to take the scepter as if the helm of a ship long without a skilled helmsman, 

476/12. 
procella  –  violent wind, storm: foreboding of great troubles through some secret instinct of nature, 

as the sea with no apparent reason becomes turbulent in the face of an oncoming storm, 402/4. 
temo  –  helm: B asks R to take the scepter as if the helm of a ship long without a skilled helmsman, 

476/12. 
1. tempestas  –  storm, tempest: B urges R not to let fear of storms make him serve his own ease or 

abandon the public's, 476/14. 
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2. tempestas  –  time/storm: love for E was enhanced by the cruelty of the following time/storm, 
316/9. 

imperator   -   supreme commander 
Playing the role of supreme commander in a tragedy, 482/15. 
imperium8  –  supreme administrative power (implying possession of force needed to exercise it): N: 

many of Henry VI’s supporters died in the more than 20 years of E's imperium, 316/14; N: throughout 
his imperium, Edward IV treated everyone with courtesy, 318/19; N: R's thirst for imperium, 320/7; N: 
younger Edward sent to Wales with imperium, to check [refrenare] the wild savagery there, 338/2; N: R 
plans to remove both brothers from imperium, 360/10; Q: even a child forces his way to imperium over 
his parent's dead body, since the thirst for dominion easily eliminates feelings of kinship, 394/17; B: 
R’s wisdom reveals that imperium brings with it more cares than advantages, 466/20; B appeals to 
Londoners’ self-interest in giving imperium to R, 468/14; B: R has all arts for managing [moderari] 
imperium, 466/11.

minister   -   servant, assistant, agent 
Woodville’s servants still asleep, 344/25; R & B dismiss & replace the king’s servants at will, 350/1; 
Woodville thanks R’s servant, 350/7; Lord H sent a servant to assure the Archbishop of York about the 
young king’s situation, 352/4, 6; R & B’s servants, 356/26; Cardinal asks if the Q thinks they are 
knowing servants of ill-will, 392/8; Bishop of Ely sends a servant for strawberries, 406/22; breathless 
servant from Stanley urges H to flee, 414/8; Radcliff served Protector’s tyrannical deeds, 430/19; 
servants of Nashfield shout “King Richard” again and again, 472/9; R: to carry out the laws and to act as 
their servant was the essence of kingship, 484/4.

8De officiis 2.26 is Cicero’s most famous passage on imperium, a passage that is often taken as his ideal of a government based on 
law: an “imperium of the Roman people that maintained itself by acts of beneficence, not oppression,” in which the “highest 
ambition of our magistrates and generals was to defend our provinces and allies with justice and fides; and so our government 
could be called more accurately a protectorate [patrocinium] of the world than an imperium.”   
9 In Republic 3.37, quoted by Augustine in Contra Julianus 4.12.61, Cicero wrote: “God exercise[s] supreme command over man, 
the mind over the body, and reason over lust and anger and other vicious elements of the soul.” Tusc 2.51 states that reason 
should exercise supreme command over the emotions just as “ a just parent govern sons of good character [“iustus parens probis 
filiis”] – they are able to govern “with a nod [nutu]”. In his City of God, Augustine describes ideal rulers as those who “justly 
exercise supreme command [juste imperant]” in service to God’s maiestas, for “ruling and protecting the commonwealth [regendae 
tuendaeque rei publicae]” (5.24). In De officiis 1.13, Cicero describes the “well-fashioned” princeps as that magnanimous soul 
“unwilling to be subject to anybody save one who ... exercises supreme command according to justice and law [iuste et legitime 
imperanti].”  
10 For the magistrate as one who administers the law see Pro Cluentio 146. Cicero  explains that the “ magistrate is a speaking law, 
and the law a silent magistrate.... The whole character of a republic is determined by its arrangements in regard to magistrates” 
(De Legibus 3.2, 5). 
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Woodville assigned to be young Edward's moderator in Wales, 338/3. 
immoderatus  –  immoderate: R cautions against the immoderation of those eager to hurt us for their 

advantage, 340/2. 
moderari  –  to set measure, set bounds, moderate, manage:  Cardinal: Q most qualified to guide her 

own children...if she leaves sanctuary, 380/16; B: R had all arts to moderate imperium, 466/11. 
moderatior  –  E became more moderate in his final days, 318/8. 

pontifex   -     high priest, pontiff, bishop 
sanctuary established by virtuous kings and pontiffs, 364/21; B: some princeps or pontiff with more mercy than 
prudence established sanctuary, 372/15; whether pontiffs did not dare to proceed with H IV's marriage to 
Elizabeth with sinister rumor of marriage to Elizabeth Lucy, 446/15; bulls bought from pontiff show how newly-
ordained bishop has been aspiring to the title, 482/14. 

pontificulus   -   underprelate 
E: would willingly let some underprelate reproach him for twice-married state if he aspired to 
priesthood, 444/21. 

prefectus   -   mayor of London (as used in this work) 
318/24; 420/11; 432/16, 21; 468/17, 19; 470/2; 470/8, 19. 

princeps   -   “first” or “leading” citizen, one who is preeminent in a particular 
sphere; expert, first or leading citizen; chief, head, leader 

1. General use: N: exacting money is virtually the only thing that alienates the English from its princeps, 
318/15; N: long-confirmed sovereignty makes many principes proud, 318/21; N: offspring of Henry VI 
(more innocent than prudent) was princeps, 320/21-24; E: danger of seeking princeps’ favor, not truth, 
332/7; E: factions arise competing for princeps’ favor, 332/10; E: princeps and path of virtue, 332/14; 
H: better title and greater authority necessarily fall to the camp where the princeps dwells, 356/16; N:
