Nomenclature of genera and subdivisions of genera within Scleria PJ. Bergius 
(Cyperaceae)

Summary

A list of effectively published names of genera and subdivisions of genera included or 
formerly included in the genus Scleria is provided, together with their status and types. The 
following names are here typified: Hymenolytrum Schrad. ex Nees, Macrolomia Schrad. ex 
Nees, Mastigoscleria Nees, Omoscleria Nees, and Trachylomia Nees; Scleria sect. 
Foveolidia Raf., sect. Margaleia Raf., sect. Paniculatae Pax, and sect. Rugunia Raf.; 
Scleria ser. Polystachyae Benth. and ser. Subspicatae Benth.; Scleria [unranked] Spicatae 
Boeck., and [unranked] Tuberculatae Core. Moreover, two excluded names are typified: 
Cryptangium Schrad. ex Nees, and Scleria ser. Axillares Benth.

Introduction 

While preparing a revision of the neotropical representatives of the genus Scleria 
(Camelbeke & Goetghebeur, in prep.) the need was felt for an exhaustive list of 
names of genera and subdivisions of genera included or formerly included in the 
genus Scleria. Our study of all relevant and available literature revealed that several 
of those names were not typified or that their nomenclatural status was unclear. 
Therefore, if infrageneric taxa are to be recognized in this large genus of 
Cyperaceae (+200 species), the nomenclatural problems of these names have to be 
resolved and the correct types have to be cited or designated. We have tried to 
achieve these goals and the results are presented here.
