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PREFACE.

A BOOK containing a sufficient number of figures to assist con-

chologists in the determination of the shells they may occasionally

acquire, has long been a desideratum.

We have, it is true, the extensive work of Martini and Chem-

nitz, the more confined publications of Knorr, of Gaultieri, of

Rugenfuss, Lister, Rumphius, Petiver, and others ; but in no

instance, except the first-mentioned, has any attempt been made

to include a figure of every species. The great expense attending

such pubUcations, and the want of sufficient encouragement in

purchasers, has hitherto operated to prevent the accomplish-

ment of so desirable an undertaking. It has therefore been the

endeavour of the Author, in the absence of larger and more costly

publications, to supply their place by a work which will incorpo-

rate in one volume figures of all the known shells, reduced indeed

to a small size, but with a degree of accuracy that it is hoped, will

not only enable the conchologist to fix upon any particular species

he may wish to define, but also to arrange his collection by inspec-

tion, without the trouble of consulting other publications on the

subject.
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The plan followed in the present undertaking has been to give

0)16 characteristic figure of each species, and the arrangement

adopted has been that of Linnaeus. The Author is well aware

that in this age of general novelty he shall be censured by the

young, and perhaps by the experienced conchologist, for adhering

too tenaciously to the principles of his early master ; but let it be

remembered, tliat all systems built on artificial foundations must

be liable to objection, and that it still remains to be proved

whether the present innovators had not better have trusted to the

Linnean method, with such additions and divisions as its great

author might be supposed to have made had he now been living,

than by an extreme multiplication of the genera, rather to increase

than remove the difficulty of determining the species.

With a desire in some measure to accommodate those who

have adopted the French arrangement, the Author has added the

divisions of Lamarck, referring his genera to the figures in the

Index Testaceolozicus.

U may not be improper to remark that all the plates (with the

exception of the first six by that excellent artist the late Mr.

Sowerby) have been executed under the immediate inspection of

the Author, and every attention paid to make the figures as accu-

rate as possible. To accompUsh this purpose recourse has always

been had to the shells whenever they could be procured, so that the

figures are for the most part original. And here the Author has

great pleasure in acknowledging his obligation to Mrs. Mawe,

Mr. J. and Mr. G. B. Sowerby, who with their usual liberality

have allowed him the free use of their extensive collections towards

the completion of his task.
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Each page of the Index is divided into five columns. The first

contains the Linnean names : the second, a reference to the page

in GmeUn's enlarged edition of the Systema Natitrce, where the

descriptions of such shells as were noticed by that editor will be

found. The English names occupy the third column : the fourth

refers to some of the principal authors whose figures have an esta-

Wished reputation ; and in the fifth division will be seen the name

of the place where every shell is to be found.

The figures of Montagu and Donovan have been constantly

quoted for the British shells, and where the species is confined to

Britain, the word alone is mentioned ; but where it occurs also in

other parts of the world, it is denoted by " Britain, &c." Thus the

shells that have been observed on our coasts will be immediately

detected.

With regard to the Plates, it must be noticed that several shells

have been named by authors without any reference to figures, and

which are too obscurely described to be identified. This will

account for the gaps which occasionally appear in the numbermg

of the plates. Thus in Plate I. we pass from No. 27 to 29 ;
hi

Plate 11. from 17 to 19, and from 21 to 23, &c. It must also be

noticed, that in some instances the figures are misplaced, such as

No. 23 of Plate I., the engraver having forgotten it till he had

finished No. 37.

As a guide to the comparative size of the different shells, a mark

or a letter of the alphabet is added after the number engraved

on the plate. Thus + indicates a shell half an inch long ; + three-

quarters of an inch; a an inch; a an inch and a quarter; « + an

inch and a half; a + an inch and three-quarters; b two inches;
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c three inches, and so on : w denotes shells of the natural size ; and

m such as are magnified. Thus in Plate I. figure 15 is an inch

long; fig. 16, an inch and a quarter; fig. 4, an inch and a half;

fig. 1, two inches ; fig. 27, three-quarters of an inch ; fig. 29, the

natural size. In the genus Nautilus, Plate 13, all the figures,

except three, are magnified.



A SYNOPSIS

THE LINNEAN GENERA.

1. CHITON.—Plate 1.

Animal, a Lophyrvis.

Shell, multivalve (valves or plates), generally eight, arranged longitu-

dinally ; moveable on each other, like the joints in the tail of a

lobster ; connected by a projecting coriaceous border, which is

either plain, spinous, or scaly.

2. LEPAS—Plate 1.

Animal, a Triton.

Shell, multivalve, either conical or compressed, formed of several

valves : the conical shells are sessile, strongly fixed at the base,

and the valves are articulated or joined to each other by delicate

sutures. The compressed shells are not articulated, but con-

nected by a membrane, and supported on a flexible retractile

pedicle.

3. PHOLAS.—Plate 2.

Animal, an Ascidia.

Shell, multivalve, consisting of two principal valves, with several

smaller accessory valves on the hinge. Hinge recurved, united

by a cartilage, and having a strong incurved tooth in one valve.

Shell always gaping at one end, generally at both.
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4. MYA.—Plates.

Animal, an Ascidia.

Shell, bivalve, generally gaping at one end. Hinge, for the most part,

with a single solid, thick, broad tooth, strongly attached by carti-

lage, but not inserted into the opposite valve.

5. SOLEN.—Plate 3.

Animal, an Ascidia.

Sliell, bivalve, equivalve, elongated transversely ; open at both ends.

Hinge with an awl-shaped reflex tooth, often double ; not in-

serted into the opposite valve.

6. TELLINA.—Plate 3.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, generally flattish, sometimes orbicular, anterior end

often produced into an angular beak. Hinge usually with three

teeth ; lateral teeth in one of the valves flat ; often remote.

7. CARDIUM.—Plate 5.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, equivalve, nearly equilateral, somewhat heart-shaped,

ribbed longitudinally ; beaks prominent, valves toothed or plaited

on their internal margin. Hinge with four teeth in each valve
;

the two cardinal teeth near together, and alternating with the op-

posite ; the two lateral teeth remote and inserted.

8. MACTRA.—Plate 6.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, valves unequal at the sides ; subtriangidar ; beaks pro-

minent. Hinge with the middle tooth spoon-shaped, having a

small cavity on each side ; lateral teeth remote, locking into the

opposite valves.
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9. DONAX.—Plate 6.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, equivalve, of unequal sides, the anterior side very short

and very obtuse; generally crenulated on the margin. Hinge

with two cardinal teeth, either on each valve, or on one only : a

single remote lateral tooth in the posterior side.

10. VENUS.—Plate 7.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, equivalve, with a heart-shaped depression on the carti-

lage slope. Hinge with three approximate teeth in each valve,

the lateral ones inclining a little outwards.

11. SPONDYLUS.—Plate 9.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve ; valves unequal, eared, spiny or rugged ; one convex,

the other rather flat and adherent. Hinge with two strong re-

curved teeth in each valve, and an intermediate hollow for the

ligament.

12. CHAMA.—Plate 9.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, irregular

;

beaks recurved, unequal. Hinge with a

single oblique tooth, thick and coarse ; articulated into a cavity

in the opposite valve. Two muscular impressions in each valve.

13. ARCA.—Plate 9.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, equivalve ; beaks prominent, and separated by a chan-

nel. Hinge, composed of numerous teeth, inserted into the in-

terstices of the opposite valve. Muscular impressions two in each

valve.
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14. OSTREA.—Plate 10.

Animal, a Tethys.

Shell, bivalve, irregular ; valves uneqvial and somewhat eared. Hinge

without teeth, but having a strong elastic ligament inserted into a

hollow in the valves.

15. ANOMIA.—Plate 11.

Animal, a Tethys ?

Shell, bivalve ; fixed, and irregular ; valves unequal, the lower one

with a hole at the base, which is stopped by a testaceous plug at

the will of the animal. Hinge without teeth, valves united by

ligaments.

16. MYTILUS.—Plate 12.

Animal, an Ascidia?

Shell, bivalve, equivalve, fixed by a silky byssus ; the beaks nearly

strait, terminal and pointed. Hinge lateral, generally without

teeth. Ligament marginal ; muscular impression long and sub-

lateral.

17. PINNA.—Plate 12.

Animal, a Liraax.

Shell, bivalve, equivalve, wedge-shaped, gaping at the summit, pointed

at the base ; beaks strait. Hinge lateral, without teeth, ligament

marginal, linear, and very long.

18. ARGONAUTA.—Plate 13.

Animal, a Clio.

Shell, univalve, unilocular, involute, boat-shaped; very thin. Spire

double-keeled, tuberculated.
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19. NAUTILUS.—Plate 13.

Animal, a Cephalopode ?

Shell, univalve, spiral, multilocular, the chambers formed by transverse

divisions, which are concave, and communicate with each other

by a small tubular aperture.

^ 20. CONUS.—Plate 14.

•Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, convoluted, turbinated : aperture longitudinal, linear,

without teeth, terminated at the summit by a slope ; base entire

:

pillar smooth.

21. CYPRiEA.—Plate 17.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, involuted, suboval, obtuse, smooth ; aperture longi-

tudinal, linear, toothed or wrinkled on both sides ; base strait

and open.

22. BULLA.—Plate 18.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, convoluted, without teeth, oval ; aperture for the most

part the whole length of the shell, entire at the base : often with-

out any spire.

23. VOLUTA.—Plate 19.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, oval, more or less ventricose, spiral : aperture sloping

and without a canal : pillar plaited, the lower plaits the largest

and most oblique.
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24. BUCCINUM.—Plate 22.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, spiral, gibbous ; aperture ovate, ending in a short

canal leaning to the right, with a beak or projection turned back-

wards : pillar-lip expanded.

25. STROMBUS.—Plate 24.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, spiral, ventricose ; aperture dilated and terminating in

a canal leading to the left : outer lip mostly expanding with age

into a wing, or into long and pointed claws.

26. MUREX.—Plate 25.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, spiral, oval, or oblong : channeled at the base ; canal

strait and entire, sometimes slightly reflected. Externally studded

with spines, tubercles, or folds.

27. TROCHUS.—Plate 28.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, conical, spiral ; aperture more or less angular, trans-

versely contracted. : pillar placed obliquely.

28. TURBO—Plate 30.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, spiral, solid ; aperture contracted, orbicular, entire.

29. HELIX.—Plate 32.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, spiral, subdiaphanous, brittle; aperture entire, con-

tracted, semilunar or roundish.
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30. NERITA.—Plate 35.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, solid, somewhat globular, flat beneath ; aperture semi-

orbicular : pillar-lip oblique relative to the axis of the shell, flat-

tish, truncate, and often toothed ; inner lip frequently toothed or

crenulated.

31. HALIOTIS.—Plate 36.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, ear-shaped, generally flattish ; spire lateral, very

short ; aperture nearly as large as the shell ; disk perforated by

a row of pores in a line parallel to the edge.

32. PATELLA.—Plate 37.

Animal, a Limax.

Shell, univalve, more or less conic, without a spire.

S3. DENTALIUM.—Plate 38.

Animal, a Terebella.

Shell, univalve, tubular, slightly arched, lessening insensibly towards

the extremity, and open at both ends.

34. SERPULA—Plate 38.

Animal, a Terebella.

Shell, univalve, tubular, generally affixed to other bodies, open only at

the anterior extremity.
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35. TEREDO.—Plate 38.

Animal, a Terebella.

Shell, a cylindrical tube, taper, and flexuous : two testaceous hemi-

spherical valves, truncated on the fore part, and wholly indepen-

dent of the tube, are attached to the head of the animal. There

are also two lanceolate valves near the tail.

In submitting the following SUPPLEMENT to the Public,

it will be proper to remarl , that the plan pursued in the Index

Testaceologicus has been continued for the sake of uni-

formity, though Uable to an objection with respect to the

first column.

It appears absurd that the word Linnean names, should

;

the arrangement is Linnean, the head could not well be dis-

pensed with, without injury to the body.

It will be seen by a reference to the third column, that

the majority of the shells have been figured from specimens

in the British Museum, and the names attached to them

in that collection have been adopted. For the rest, except

such as have been derived from books, the Author gratefully

acknowledges the assistance of Mrs. Mawe, and Mr. Gray,

from whose Cabinets, and principally from the former he has

derived the most essential benefit.

It is to be hoped that an inspection of the Plates, and a

careful comparative examination of the Figures, will leave

the Subscribers at least as well satisfied with the second

part of the Index, as they have kindly professed themselves

to be with the first.

The additional list of Lamarckian names, adapted to the

plates and figures in the Index Testaceologicus, has been

extracted from the three last volumes of the " Animaux sans

Fertebres "; and the Genera have been arranged alphabeti-

cally for the convenience of reference.

As a guide to the comparative size of the different shells,

a mark or a letter of the alphabet is added after the number

engraved on the plate. Thus + indicates a shell half an inch

long ; + three-quarters of an inch ; a an inch ; a an inch and

a quarter ; a + an inch and a half j a + an inch and three-

quarters ; h two inches ; c three inches, and so on : w denotes

shells of the natural size ; and m such as are magnified.
