The prices we quote on fruits are Rock Bottom, in fact, as low as is consistent with good quality. We do not and will not han-

dle cheap and inferior plants, fruits or seeds; they are invariably a disappointment to the buyer, being dear at any price.
Our fruits, with few exceptions, require budding and grafting, planting and transplanting before they are delivered to you and

then consider how very low we offer them. This then is the why and wherefore we give you premiums on plants and not on fruit.

All orders for our goods to be sent by express wiU be sent charges collect, that is, purchasers will pay express
charegs upon receipt of goods.

All orders to be forwarded by mail we send postage paid by us.
After giving the prepaying system a thorough and careful trial we find that the great majority of our best pleased customers are

those who pay the express charges themselves upon receipt of goods giving two very excellent reasons why they prefer to do so: first

Be sure to sign your name, give ad-
dress, and always sign your name the same. Many orders reach
us, lacking either or both. We have a number of unidentified or-

ders on hand.

REMITTANCES
Should be made either by money order, express order, bank

draft or registered letter. By remitting as above stated, will be
at our risk. United States postage stamps can be sent, if not con-
venient to remit by any of the above methods. Denominations
of 5 and 10 cents preferred. We guarantee all plants to reach
their destination in good growing condition; if they do not arrive
in such state, please write us promptly just what is wrong or what
is missing, and we will give it prompt attention, and replace such
plants that arrive in bad condition. However, when plants die
some time after they are received in good condition, it is no fault
of ours, and we should not be asked to replace them.

CANADA POSTAGE
As postage to Canada is double the United States domestic rate,

we must ask our Canadian friends to send 10 cents extra for each
SI.00 worth ordered. Do not send Canadian postage stamps or
silver, as we cannot use or dispose of them.

MISTAKES
We make them, but when we do we are always ready to correct
