Advance sales are at record levels and 
we’re set for an incredible weekend 
in the town enjoying the very best 
comedians working up new shows. The 
festival is built on the belief that there 
is a special energy when artists are 
creating new work, and our audiences 
understand that they’re part of the 
process for developing new work when 
they visit the event.

AT HOME to help reduce waiting times at the 
festival box office. If you’d prefer, you can 
keep the details on your phone rather than 
physically printing them but you will need 
the details to hand for each show.

If you buy tickets in advance, please make 
sure you have each ticket printed or stored 
on your phone ready for your arrival at the 
festival.  You will need these at the venue 
entrance when you arrive to each show. 
Please help us avoid unnecessary delays by 
having them ready by the time you reach the 
venue ticket checking point.

PLEASE NOTE:  Audiences are let into each 
show 15 minutes before the show begins. 
Please make sure you arrive on time as some 
performances may not accept latecomers.

Any remaining tickets for shows during 
the festival weekend will be available for 
purchase at the Box Office. Tickets will NOT 
be available to purchase from the individual 
venues. Please see below for the festival 
box office opening times.

BOX OFFICE 2023 – WE HAVE MOVED! 
New for 2023, the official festival Box Office has 
moved from Y Plas reception over the road to 
the Sports Hall in the Leisure Centre.

You’ll find it straight round the corner from the 
main doors of the Leisure Centre (aka Mach 
Arena) with banners and sailflags highlighting 
the Box Office entrance.

Here you will be able to purchase tickets, get 
up to date info on sold out shows and speak 
to Box Office staff about any general ticketing 
queries you may have. The opening times are 
as follows:

Sunday 30th April: 11am – 10pm

We accept cash and card payments on the 
Box Office during the weekend of the festival.

The Box Office team are there to assist with 
ticket purchases and queries from existing 
ticket holders.

To help reduce queuing times, all other 
enquiries should be directed to the team 
at the Information Point right next to the 
Box Office.

INFORMATION POINT
Also located in the Sports Hall, the 
Information Point team will have up to the 
minute details on ticket availability and sold 
out shows as well as being able to answer all 
sorts of other festival queries. 

ACCESSIBILITY INFORMATION POINT
This has a dedicated member of staff to help 
with accessibility queries at the festival. See 
page 14 for full details.

TOCYNNAU I SIOEAU

Ardoll Adfer - mae £1.50 o bris gwerthu’r tocyn yn mynd i Ŵyl Gomedi Machynlleth i ddatblygu 
a gwella’r digwyddiad.
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HI! IT’S MY FIRST TIME AT THE FESTIVAL. I’VE HEARD 
IT’S GREAT.

It is! You’re in for a real treat.

SO WHAT DO I NEED TO DO? DO I NEED A TICKET TO 
ENTER THE FESTIVAL?

No, because we’re based in the town of 
Machynlleth the festival site is free to roam. You 
then purchase tickets to the individual events 
that you’d like to see. Whether that’s just one 
show, or as much as you can cram in, you just pay 
for what you see.

WILL I BE ABLE TO BUY TICKETS ON THE FESTIVAL 
WEEKEND?

For shows that have tickets left you will! If there 
are specific shows you are heading to see, it is 
advisable to book in advance (via our website) as 
many sell out before the weekend. 

IS IT JUST STAND-UP COMEDY?

Nosiree. The festival has always been about 
comedy in the widest possible sense, as we like 
to showcase what comedy can be, whether this 
is theatre, sketch, poetry, experimental stand-
up, whatever. As the festival has got bigger it’s 
allowed us to develop this further with dedicated 
theatre, and children’s programmes which grow 
every year. There is also a free programme of 
events on Y Plas lawn including live music, kids’ 
activities and cabaret.

WHAT DO I DO WHEN I GET THERE? WILL IT BE 
OBVIOUS?

One of the great things about Machynlleth is its 
size. The railway station brings you into the edge 
of town and from then on everything is walkable. 
We’ve worked out that all the venues fit within a 
500 metre square footprint, so you’re never more 
than a ten minute stroll from where you want to 
get to. Once you’ve located the Clock Tower, use 
that as your compass and think of the town as a 
capital T.

FAQS
WHERE CAN I PARK?

Maengwyn Street Car Park is the pay and display 
car park in the centre of town (follow directions to 
the Rugby Club). If you are bringing a vehicle and 
want to park in the campsite field then spaces are 
available for £10 for the weekend. You can buy a 
ticket in advance via the campsite section of the 
website or pay in cash on arrival.

ARE THERE ELECTRIC VEHICLE CHARGING POINTS IN 
MACH?

There are charging points for 4 vehicles in 
Maengwyn Street Car Park. As a small town in a 
rural location, there is limited capacity to offer 
electrical vehicle charging in town with such a 
large influx of people at the same time. 
If you are travelling to the festival in an electric 
or hybrid vehicle, it is important to make sure you 
have sufficient battery charge for your journey 
and it is advisable to recharge as fully as possible 
before getting to town where demand is likely to 
be much greater. 
You can use a mapping service such as  
zap-map.com to find charging points on your 
journey.

I BOUGHT TICKETS ON-LINE, WHERE DO I COLLECT 
THEM?

All advance tickets are print at home. If you are 
looking to buy tickets for shows on the weekend 
then head over to our box office at the Leisure 
Centre. There you’ll be able to grab a programme, 
see what shows are still available and purchase 
new tickets! For full details on ticketing see page 6.

WHERE CAN I STAY? I’M HAVING TROUBLE FINDING 
ACCOMMODATION IN TOWN.

The town’s hotels and B&Bs can fill up pretty 
quickly, which is why we set-up camping facilities 
to the rear of the Bowling Club, and close to 
all the venues. Equipped with hot showers and 
fancy toilet blocks it can be your home from 
home for the weekend, and if you’re looking for 
more comfort you can rent a yurt or bell tent in 
advance and it’ll be waiting for you when you 
arrive. Another option is to take the train towards 
to the coast, with late trains to Aberystwyth and 
Borth you can be by the seaside, and ride in each 
day.

I HAVE A QUESTION ON ACCESS – WHO CAN I ASK?

If the accessibility section of the website doesn’t 
answer your question then please email us on  
accessibility@littlewander.co.uk and someone 
will get back to you. On the festival weekend 
itself, there is also the Access Information Point 
by Box Office with a dedicated team on hand to 
help.

WHAT ABOUT EATING AND DRINKING WHILST I’M 
THERE?

Because we’re based in a thriving market town 
there are plenty of charming cafes and warm pubs 
for you to refuel in, as well as our favourite food 
stalls based on the lawns of Y Plas and Owain 
Glyndŵr Centre. Our festival bars run until late to 
keep you entertained.

GREAT! CAN I PAY BY CARD?

Our festival bars have card payment facilities this 
year. However, some of the stallholders are cash 
only. There aren’t any banks in Mach but there 
are four ATMs. All the cashpoint locations can be 
found on the map at the back of the programme 
on page 138. You can buy tickets from our box 
office on card and the majority of local businesses 
take card payment too.

I NEED THE LOO. WHERE SHOULD I HEAD TO?

We place banks of temporary toilets at Y Plas, 
the Owain Glyndŵr Centre and to the rear 
of Y Tabernacl that supplement the public 
conveniences within the town. Check the map for 
your nearest port of call.

I HAVE SOME LOST PROPERTY! WHERE WOULD IT BE 
HANDED IN?

Any lost property from individual venues is taken 
back, logged and stored at the Box Office. 

THIS IS ALL WELL AND GOOD BUT WHAT IF I HAVE 
MORE QUESTIONS ON THE WEEKEND?

You’re in luck!  There are stewards at each venue 
that can help with specific queries relating to 
their particular space. 
For more general enquiries, we have a team 
assembled at the Information Point next to the 
Box Office inside the Leisure Centre who can help 
with almost anything!

Gan ein bod yn nhref Machynlleth, mae safle’r ŵyl 
yn agored i grwydro. Byddwch wedyn yn prynu 
tocynnau i’r digwyddiadau unigol ry’ch chi’n 
dymuno eu gweld. P’un a yw’n un sioe, neu gynifer 
â phosib, byddwch ond yn talu am beth fyddwch 
yn ei weld.

FYDDA I’N GALLU PRYNU TOCYNNAU AR 
BENWYTHNOS YR ŴYL?

Byddwch – ar gyfer sioeau sydd â thocynnau’n 
weddill! Os oes sioeau penodol yr hoffech eu 
gweld, cynghorir archebu ymlaen llaw (ar ein 
gwefan) gan fod llawer o sioeau’n gwerthu pob 
tocyn cyn hynny. 

AI COMEDI STANDYP YW’R CWBL?

Ddim o gwbl. Mae’r ŵyl wastad wedi croesawu 
comedi yn yr ystyr ehangaf posib, gan ein bod yn 
hoffi arddangos beth gall comedi fod, boed yn 
theatr, sgets, barddoniaeth, comedi llwyfan arbrofol, 
unrhyw beth. Wrth i’r ŵyl dyfu, mae wedi caniatáu i 
ni ddatblygu hyn ymhellach gyda theatr bwrpasol, 
a rhaglenni plant sy’n tyfu bob blwyddyn. Mae yna 
hefyd raglen rad ac am ddim o ddigwyddiadau 
ar lawnt y Plas gan gynnwys cerddoriaeth fyw, 
gweithgareddau i blant a chabaret.

BETH DDYLWN I WNEUD AR ÔL CYRRAEDD? A FYDD 
HYN YN AMLWG?

Un o’r pethau gwych am Fachynlleth yw ei maint. 
Mae’r orsaf drenau ar ffin y dref, ac mae popeth 
bellter cerdded ohoni. Rydyn ni wedi cyfrifo bod 
y lleoliadau i gyd o fewn 500 metr sgwâr, felly 
fyddwch chi byth yn bellach na deng munud o ble 
rydych am fod. Ar ôl i chi ddod o hyd i Dŵr y Cloc, 
defnyddiwch e fel cwmpawd, gan feddwl am y 
dref fel T fawr.

CWESTIYNAU CYFFREDIN
BLE FEDRA’I BARCIO?

Maes Parcio Stryd Maengwyn yw’r maes parcio 
talu ac arddangos yng nghanol y dref (dilynwch 
gyfarwyddiadau i’r Clwb Rygbi). Os ydych chi’n dod 
â cherbyd ac eisiau parcio yn y maes gwersylla, 
yna mae llefydd ar gael am £10 am y penwythnos. 
Gallwch brynu tocyn ymlaen llaw trwy adran 
safleoedd gwersylla’r wefan neu dalu mewn arian 
parod wrth gyrraedd.

OES MANNAU GWEFRU CERBYDAU TRYDAN YM 
MACH?

Mae mannau gwefru ar gyfer 4 cerbyd ar Faes 
Parcio Stryd Maengwyn. Fel tref fechan mewn 
lleoliad gwledig, prin yw’r gallu i gynnig gwefru 
cerbydau trydanol yn y dref gyda chynifer o bobl 
yn dod ar yr un pryd. 
Os ydych yn teithio i’r Ŵyl mewn cerbyd trydan neu 
hybrid, mae’n bwysig sicrhau bod gennych ddigon 
o wefr batri ar gyfer eich taith ac yn ddoeth i 
ailwefru mor llawn â phosib cyn cyrraedd y dref lle 
mae’r galw’n debygol o fod yn llawer mwy. 
Gallwch ddefnyddio gwasanaeth mapio fel  
zap-map.com i ddod o hyd i fannau gwefru ar  
eich taith.

Machynlleth is linked by direct train to 
Birmingham New Street, meaning that it is easily 
accessible on public transport from most major 
cities.

Trains also run regularly to local towns and so if 
you’re struggling to find suitable accommodation, 
then it’s always worth looking in Aberystwyth, 
Tywyn, Borth and others along the Cambrian Line.

The petrol station in town has been demolished 
for a major rebuild and won’t be operational until 
the summer. Therefore, during the Comedy Festival 
weekend, there is nowhere in Machynlleth to fill 
your car with fuel.

The nearest daytime petrol stations are Tal-y-bont, 
Mallwyd and Tywyn with 24 hours facilities only 
available in Aberystwyth and Newtown.

We strongly advise you to refuel your vehicle on 
the way to Machynlleth in order to have plenty 
in the tank when leaving and give greater range 
before you need a petrol station on the way home.

IMPORTANT – ELECTRIC VEHICLE 
DRIVERS
There are only charging points for 4 vehicles on 
the town pay & display car park, no supermarket 
forecourt options and therefore very limited 
capacity to recharge EVs with such a large influx of 
visitors at the same time.

You can use a mapping service such as zap-map.
com to find charging points on your journey to 
the festival to ensure your vehicle arrives as fully 
charged as possible.
