" the level of performance of Alabama 
Architects is rising each year" 

As my term comes to an end, I 
w o u l d l i ke to repor t to y o u on the 
condi t ion of the Profession of 
Arch i t ec tu re in the State of A l a ­
bama. 

Firs t , Profess ional ly : I n m y o p i n ­
ion, the level of pe r fo rmance of the 
Alabama Arch i t ec t s is ce r t a in ly r i s ­
ing each year, as is obvious f r o m 
the projects being constructed 
across the State. I do not believe 
that at any t ime i n the past has 
such a general degree of compe­
tence been at ta ined. However , i t is 
ax iomat ic that we must con t i nua l l y 
improve in our e f fo r t s , and I have 
reference not on ly to the "show 
case" projects but p r i m a r i l y to the 
average design produced by the 
average f i r m , f o r as vou k n o w , this 
is the mass of w o r k upon w h i c h 
j udgmen t of the profession rests. 

Second, Economica l ly : T h e eco-
cond i t ion of the profession has been 
good as cons t ruc t ion a c t i v i t y has, 
t h rough most of this year, remained 
h igh . However , the i n f l a t i o n a r y 
s i tua t ion i n the count ry at large 
has produced pressures w h i c h have 
had and w i l l cont inue to have a 
dampening e f f ec t on cons t ruc t ion . 
This si tuation, i f continued, could 
have severe effects on us a l l , but 
most economic predic t ions I have 
read forecast some improvemen t 
d u r i n g the coming year. 

T h i r d , I n t e l l e c t u a l l y : I f i n d i t d i f ­
f i c u l t to assess this area, but I do 
feel tha t the young men jus t com­

ing in to the profession have a more 
in te l lec tual approach to the prob­
lems of architecture, and this can 
on ly w o r k to the general good. H o w ­
ever. I th ink that the need of con­
t i n u i n g education, s imilar to the 
medical profession, which has a l ­
ways existed in architecture, grows 
more acute each year. W i t h the 
constant ly increasing complexi ty of 
a rchi tec tura l practice, i t is essen­
t i a l that the Univers i ty and the 
Counci l and Chapters cooperate in 
inaugura t ing a program in this 
f i e l d . 

Four th , Ethically: The Arch i tec tu­
r a l Profession remains essentially a 
h igh ly ethical one. This is not to 
say that we are free of ethical 
transgression by some of our mem­
bers, nor is i t to say that these 
transgressions do not cause p rob ­
lems f o r al l of us. These deviations 
must be pursued w i t h a l l the energy 
that our l imi ted author i ty al lows. 
However , if these deviations were 
the ru le rather than the exception 
they would certainly not receive 
the pub l ic i ty that is accorded them. 

F i f t h , Sociologically: I n my o p i n ­
ion, we as a profession have been 
del inquent in this area for years, 
and indeed un t i l recently, were 
almost completely divorced f r o m 
par t ic ipa t ion in the mainstream of 
communi ty l i fe . We need—the i n ­
d i v i d u a l Archi tect needs—to be­
come involved to a greater extent 
in civic, cu l tura l , and chari table 
act ivi t ies in our respective commu-

nities. Considering the broad educa­
t iona l and professional background 
that we as a group possess, it is a 
t ragic waste of one of our State's 
valuable human resources for 
Archi tec ts to neglect thei r c iv ic re­
sponsibil i t ies. One s ignif icant ex­
ample of the benefits accruing to 
the communi ty and the profession 
f r o m this ac t iv i ty is the experience 
of our hosts, the B i r m i n g h a m Chap­
ter, i n the i r tremendous group ef­
f o r t fo r the re-design of d o w n ­
t o w n B i rmingham. The f r u i t s of this 
e f f o r t w i l l be seen and enjoyed by 
the citizens of Bi rmingham—and 
the Archi tects of B i rmingham—for 
many years to come. 

To sum up, the condit ion of the 
Profession today is generally good, 
but it w i l l continue to be so only 
i f we face up to our f u l l responsi­
bi l i t ies as citizens and Architects. 
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The Annua l Meet ing of the A l a ­
bama Council of Archi tec ts A . I . A . 
began p rompt ly at 8:30 a.m. at the 
T u t w i l e r Hotel on F r iday morn ing , 
December 2, 1966, w i t h President 
Ed Baumhauer ca l l ing the session 
to order. 

F red Renneker, co-cha i rman f o r 
the 50th Ann ive r sa ry meeting, and 
president of the host B i r m i n g h a m 
Chapter, welcomed those at tending, 
a f t e r wh ich general cha i rman A l l e n 
Bar t l e t t gave i n f o r m a t i o n on the 
events that were planned. 

J i m Adams presented the f o l l o w ­
ing resolution, wh ich was passed 
unanimously by the Counci l : 

"Recognizing that there is a need 
for a program of U r b a n and Re­
gional Planning in the State of 
Alabama, and being aware o f the 
close relat ionship between p l an ­
n ing and architecture, T H E R E ­
FORE, BE I T R E S O L V E D : that 
the Alabama Counci l of the 
Amer ican Ins t i tu te of Archi tec ts 
and the four Chapters compris ing 
the Council encourage the estab­
l ishment of such a p rogram w i t h i n 
the School of Arch i t ec tu re at 
A u b u r n Univers i ty , and o f f e r our 
f u l l cooperation and assistance to 
this end." 

Parker Narrows presented the 
f o l l o w i n g resolution, wh ich was 
passed unanimously by the Counc i l : 

W H E R E A S , W m . A . Speer has 
been Dean of the School of A r c h i ­
tecture and the A r t s at A u b u r n 
Unive r s i ty for the years 1962-1966;

as Dean as of September 1, 1967;

What Direction Will Evolve from the 
State Turmoil over Aesthetics 
in Our Profession? 

"Archi tecture has t u rned in to 
chaos," said L u d w i g Mies v a n der 
Rohe. " I t is baroque, w i t h bui ld ings 
by painters, not architects. A r c h i ­
tecture can only express our c i v i l i ­
zation. You cannot invent a new 
Archi tec ture every Monday m o r n ­
ing." 

I n setting the stage f o r speaker 
Vernon De Mars, F A I A , the words 
above were quoted by Lawrence 
Whi t t en , program cha i rman. He 
proceded to out l ine Ame r i c a n 
Archi tecture , through the "gent le­
man's game and carpenter's c r a f t " 
which fo l lowed Thomas Jefferson's 
t ime. Then indus t r i a l i sm came and 
America made its f i r s t o r ig ina l 
cont r ibu t ion to Arch i tec tu re , the 
skyscraper. 

Between the great w o r l d wars a 
new indus t r ia l s tyle began to under ­
mine the Roman temples and Vene­

t i an palaces of the w e a l t h y p r o ­
prietors , Gropius and Mies m o v e d 
to the U n i t e d states and became 
pa t ron saints o f the new A r c h i t e c ­
ture .
