AUGUST 1997 trade winds 
HI-FI SALES UP - SORT OF! 

According to a recent Verdict report on consumer spending patterns, there will be 
growth in spending by 25- 35-year-olds over the next six years, and a corresponding 

decline in spending by under-25s. Since the older group has more disposable income and is 
prone to spend it on, or in, the home rather than hedonistic pursuits, sales of hi-fi are 
expected to increase. With CD sales at a record high, there's obviously no shortage of 

interest in listening to music. Disposable incomes and leisure time are steadily increasing in 

most major Western economies so the trend is stable and long term, but it's had a 
stronger impact in Britain than elsewhere since Britain's CD sales-per-head are second 
only to the USA. 

Whilst Verdict predicted a rosy future, The Business Book for the electrical retail 

market in Britain ( 1997) apparently thinks otherwise. It opines, " It is hard to see the 

separates market halting the decline in volume". At 835,000 pieces, sales for 1996 were up 
4% over the previous year, their figures show. However, against an overall downward 

trend it is difficult to tell whether this is an anomaly or the start of an up-turn. Verdict see 
it as the latter, but The Business Book takes the opposite view, plausibly explaining that 
secondary brands are moving out of the separates sector to concentrate upon the larger 

audio systems market. The Japanese giants have managed to persuade people that all- in-

one systems are hi-tech hi-fi, free from techno-babble and religion, and coming in at a 
fantastic price. It will be interesting to see whose prediction for the future is right. 

Meanwhile, in a curious but perhaps natural law 

of the market, as the volume of sales went down, 

average purchase price went up, The Business 
Book explaining it thus. Those continuing to 900 - 

purchase real hi-fi are increasingly well informed 800 - 
and buy on quality rather than price. Specialist 700 - 

manufacturers are slowly taking a larger share of 

the remaining market and their prices are higher, 
pushing up the average unit price. The change was 
relatively modest though, price rising just 2% (£4) 

to £224, so we are not talking Krell prices here. 

The hi-fi separates market was valued at 

£207million for 1996, healthily up on earlier years, 
all of which were below the £200m mark. By way 

of comparison, the audio systems market (midis, 

minis, micros) was valued at {528million, but the 

unit price was a measly £247.50 - for a complete 
'hi-fi' system! 

Although the independent retail sector is in decline in Britain according to Philips' 

market data, it is still very large by European standards. The Business Book says single-

store independents account for 89% of sales of hi-fi separates, the rest being taken by 
multiples. 

So where is the hi-fi market going? Whilst UK economic and social demographic 

conditions are all set fair at present, The Business Book does make the point that there is 
little in the way of technical progress to entice people into making a purchase or buying a 

replacement. In fact, it could be said that hi-fi is technically moribund, recent failures like 
DCC acting as a deterrent to those who might want to innovate. 

Only MiniDisc appears to be the exception, with a firm sales base in Japan and a 

programme of development. With a newly revised ATRAC system due out soon, MD now 
truly meets stringent hi-fi standards. With no real competition, it may start to take off in 

popularity, becoming a de facto recording medium standard in future, much as cassette has 

been in the past. This is probably going to be gradual, though, and is unlikely to have much 

impact upon separates sales overall. Although MiniDisc is more durable and convenient 
than CD, it offers no improvement in sound quality and The Business Book suggests that it 
belongs to the portable market. However, cassette started off in this fashion, as a portable 
dictation medium which ended up in the Nakamichi Dragon. 

It could well be that DVD, with its huge storage capacity and potential to become an 
'ultimate' source, will some day replace audio CD, but that is some time off. DVD 
standards have yet to be sorted out, but there is a lot of serious discussion going on about 

a new, advanced audio coding standard to replace CDs, which was conceived in the late 

1970s. But whilst DVD may offer this prospect, people are likely to stay with CD for a 

long while yet. The Consumer Electronics business is very nervous about destabilising

people's confidence in a product when it is doing 

well. When CD sales start to level out, then we 
might get to hear more about DVD audio, but 
until that time, it is likely to remain in the lab. 

The Business Book notes that, "the music 
industry has little enthusiasm for junking CD 
yet". 

Of Digital Audio Broadcasting (DAB) The 

Business Book says, "The format will not have 
much impact if it simply offers more of the same. 

.. The initial target market will be in-car use... It would be a 
brave person who predicted the short term demise of 

analogue radio". None of this sounds very promising, but few 
would disagree with it. 

The Business Book view of the hi-fi separates market 
concludes that, "while the separates market may be 

contracting in volume terms, it is still a sizeable sector and, 
more importantly, showing some growth in value terms."

But if you've 

already got a transport and budget 

Jon Marks and Ketan Bharadia 

get to grips with five 

convertor hopefuls to 

find the best of DACs 

at f600-f 1000. 

convertor, which DAC should you go 

for if you've got up to £ 1000 to spend? 

We've assembled a group of five 

contenders to answer this question. 

There's the £825 Enlightenment from 

DPA, famous for their radical and 

effective in-house decoder designs and 

love of miniature 'surface mount' 

components. Another DAC following a 

non-standard design route is the £750 

Black Box 500 from well known and 

respected manufacturer Arcam. The 

third British manufacturer in the test is 

Audiolab, represented by their £900 

8000DAC, partner to the 8000CDM 

transport we use here at Hi-Fi World 

towers, alongside the more expensive 

Teac P-30 (both of which were hooked 

up to the DACs here). Next comes 

Marston Audio Research with their 

£650 Silhouette and £300 optional 

matching power supply unit. Finally, we 

have the sole overseas contender in 

the form of the £600 Model 18 Delux 

from American company Monarchy 

Audio. 

All the DACs were connected to 

the transports via co-ax cables - using 

the optical inputs invariably produced a 

rather dynamically squashed sound with 

blurred detail. And while each DAC 

was being auditioned all the others 

were removed from the system and 

switched off. If this wasn't done, the 

result was a hard, grainy sound from 

whichever DAC was being tested. 
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TECHNOLOGY 

DPA have always done things a little 

differently from most and it shows in 

this DAC. The Enlightenment uses 

DPA's proprietary I- bit dx32 

processor (eight of which are used in 

the amazing £6000 1024 DAC) built up 

from the discrete components in the 

two white-outlined boxes on the 

circuit board. This carries out the 

filtering normally done in the analogue 

domain in the digital domain. As a 

result, the analogue circuitry is simpler 

and has shorter signal paths than 

would normally be the case, which 

improves sound quality, making it more 

transparent, say DPA. 

The DAC takes its power from a 

single transformer mounted directly on 

the PCB, the various sections being fed 

through six LM3I7/337 variable 

positive and 

negative 

voltage regulators. These are mounted 

flat on the PCB and surrounded by a 

mix of standard and surface mount ICs. 

This reduces Radio Frequency 

interference which DPA say adds a 

coarse, gritty coloration to the sound. 

On the back panel of the 

Enlightenment's somewhat non-

standard size case sit the single co-ax 

and optical inputs, along with another 

optical socket for the Deltran signal 
which synchronises DAC and transport 

to reduce jitter. 

SOUND QUALITY 

Listening started with the Dave 

Brubeck Quartet's Time Out CD. 

Cymbals shimmered and decayed with 

great realism, only a hint of brightness 

at the highest frequencies tainting the 

sound. Both sax and piano had richly 

natural texturing courtesy of the 

DPA's wide ranging tonal colour - 
the only thing 

grey about the 

DPA is its casing. 

Plucked double-

bass amply 

demonstrated 

the fact that 

the 

Enlightenment 

has a deep and 

hard hitting 

bass (second 

only to the 

Monarchy Audio 

Model 18), 

although I can 

imagine it might 

cause problems in 

an already bass heavy system. Where 

the DPA equalled the PSU'd Silhouette 

and drew ahead of the other DACs 

was in sound staging and image focus. 

Instruments had body and presence 

rather than sounding like two 

dimensional cut-outs as they can often 

do. 
Chaka Demus and Pliers made their 

way to the CD tray next. Here the 

DPA proved its pedigree - even with 

the drum machines and synthesisers 

working overtime the Enlightenment 

kept a track of everything, never 

sounding confused or overwhelmed. 

All hi-fi aspects of the sound were 

present and accounted for, with deep, 

powerful bass, translucent midrange 

and fast, clean treble. Even more of a 

sound for sore ears than all this was 

the sense of cohesion that the DPA 

gave to music, with images knitted into 

a spacious acoustic. Admittedly the 

DPA was pipped in the detail stakes by 

the Marston DAC and matching PSU 

but this didn't detract from the 

enjoyability of its performance. 

Wagner and Otto Klemperer 

continued the proceedings. The 

Enlightenment produced a wide, deep 

sound stage for the orchestra to fill, its 

various sections clearly defined. And 

once again the DPA pulled off a 

convincingly organic performance. 

Tonally it was rich and full although 

that hint of brightness at the highest 

frequencies was still present. 

The DPA Enlightenment is a very 

musical DAC which is highly enjoyable 

to listen to. But care must be taken in 

system matching to ensure its powerful 

bass and slightly emphasised high treble 

don't cause any problems.

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TECHNOLOGY 

Arcam have decided not simply to buy 

in a DAC chip set from an outside 

manufacturer as most companies 

producing DACs do. Instead, like DPA, 

they've plumped for an in-house 

convertor in a screening can which uses 

discrete surface mount components and 

multiple power supplies to achieve near 

20-bit resolution, Arcam say. The DAC 

is hooked up to a Philips 1307 (DAC 7) 

filter chip. 

Aiding sound quality are the 

separate power supply transformers, 

one for digital and one for analogue 

sections. There's also a smattering of 

industry standard 5V and LM3 I 7T 

variable voltage regulators for the 

various ICs. 
The Black Box 500's rear panel is a 

real socket-fest. All inputs are catered 

for, with a pair each of optical, co-ax 

and BNC 

sockets along with a single AES/EBU. 

Like the Audiolab, there are two pairs 

of analogue outputs. Setting the Arcam 

apart is another pair of optical 

connectors to allow the BB500 to sync-

lock to an Arcam transport to reduce 

jitter. And like the Monarchy DAC, the 

BB500 comes with a volume control (so 

it can be used straight into a power 

amp), although the Arcam's is digital 

where the Monarchy's is analogue. 

SOUND QUALITY 

The Arcam is one of the best DACs I've 

heard in a long time. The way it handled 

Tori Amos' Boys For Pele allowed all 

the nuances and rhythmic drive to shine 

through in what was a superbly 
engrossing performance. And it pulled 

this feat off whether music was strolling 

along at a relaxed tempo or going hell 

for leather at 125bpm. 
Where the Arcam also scored was 

for its smooth, grain-free 

midrange and treble. 

Tori Amos' singing 

was powerful, as 

was her 

harpsichord 

playing, but 

both had the 

tonal colour 

to sound 

realistic and 

natural. 

Switching off 

the Black Box 

500's display 

helped here. 

removing a slight 

fuzziness from the music to 

te41114 

give crisper dynamics and more detail. 

These qualities stood the Arcam in 

good stead when it faced up to the 
Chemical Brothers' Setting Sun'. This 

recording sounds like it was mixed with 

an industrial sander - saying it has a few 

rough edges is putting it mildly. Through 

the Arcam, its heinously addictive 

heavyweight rhythm remained intact 

and its upper registers were just as they 

should be - raw and powerful but not 

painful. Convertors like the Marston 

did, however, pull ahead in bass 

extension and sound stage width, 
instruments and samples having more 

room to breathe where they could 

sound rather cramped on the Black 

Box. 

An EMI digital remastering of 

Wagner's Flying Dutchman 

(Philharmonia orchestra, Klemperer 

conducting) proved this DAC has no 

problems dealing with complex 

orchestral works. The full range of tonal 

colour here contrasted with the 

Audiolab's rather greyer rendition, 

putting the Arcam on a par with the 

DPA. Sound stage depth was good, as 

were dynamics, although again the '500 
produced a smaller scale picture than 

the DPA. That said, the DPA could 

sound almost unnaturally dynamic at 

times. 

The Arcam Black Box 500 works 

well with whatever you throw at it, 

whether it's Janis Joplin or Bach. It 

doesn't have the overtly warm balance 

which used to characterise Arcam's 

components. Instead, it has a smooth 

but even-handed delivery. While a 

slightly bigger sound stage and greater 

bass extension wouldn't go amiss, the 

Arcam is still a good all rounder.

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TECHNOLOGY 

Audiolab have opted for Philips chips 

inside their 8000DAC. The convertor 

is the TDA7350 20-bit noise-shaping 

IC with 384 times oversampling which 

passes its output on to a TDAI547 

20-bit filter. Both of these are 

contained in a screening can to reduce 

Radio Frequency interference. Power 

for both digital and analogue sections 

comes from a total of I I separate 

regulators; reservoir and decoupling 

capacitors are by Elna. Dealing with 

analogue filtering and outputting the 

analogue signal are three pairs of the 

well known and much used 5534 op 

amps. 

The Audiolab takes the opposite 

approach to input sockets 

from the Marston Silhouette. On the 

8000DAC's back 

panel are three optical, three BNC 

and one AES/EBLJ electrical inputs, but 

no RCA co-ax sockets. 

SOUND QUALITY 

Getting the Audiolab ball rolling with 

Stravinsky's The Rite of Spring, I found 

the 8000DAC civilised in a way many 

of this company's components have 

been thanks partly to a lack of 

roughness across the midrange and 

treble. Also playing its part is a treble 

roll-off which could be heard on 

whatever music I was listening to, with 

the 8000DAC setting up a sound stage 

(good width but slightly curtailed depth 

next to the DPA and Marston) behind 

the front plane of the 

loudspeakers rather 

than on a level with it. 

In this way, it was 

actually reminiscent 

of the Arcam Black 

Box 500 with its 

display left on - 

missing out on 

a little 

incisiveness 

and 

projection. 

With Tori 

Amos' 

'Marianne' 

from her Boys 

For Pele CD the 

Audiolab spread 

images across 

one of the broader 

sound stages in this group 

test. The images themselves, though, 

didn't have the transparency of the 

DPA or the outright detail of the 

Marston Audio Research Silhouette, 

coming across as slightly out-of-focus 

by comparison. And the 8000DAC 

could start to get a bit confused when 

things got busy, as this song proved 

with instruments starting to blend 

together on crescendos. In spite of 

this, the Audiolab showed that it could 

muster a fair spread of tonal colour 

and the bass control to give the 

pounding rhythms of ' Caught a Lite 

Sneeze' the power they need. 

The 8000DAC seemed happier 

with the simpler electronic 

arrangements of Chaka Demus and 

Pliers' Tease Me album. 'She Don't Let 

Nobody' strolled along with precise 

timing and smooth vocals, as did the 

whole of this CD. Other beneficiaries 

were the sparse vocals and percussion 

of ' Never Be Mine' from Kate Bush's 

Sensual World CD where the 

8000DAC picked up brownie points 

for punchy upper bass and the 

disconsolate opening to 'This Woman's 

Work'. 

The best way to sum up Audiolab's 

8000DAC alongside the other 

convertors in this group test is 

'inoffensive'. Where the DPA can 

sound almost over-dramatic at times 

the 8000DAC takes a more measured 

approach. Where the Marston Audio 

Research Silhouette can be a little 

clinical at times in its basic form the 

Audiolab was smoother and less 

artificial. But at the end of the day, the 

Audiolab lacks the involvement and 

natural flow of the DPA, Marston and 

Arcam convertors.

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TECHNOLOGY 

Lurking beneath the Marston's 

unassuming black casework is a 

surprisingly small Printed Circuit Board 

sparsely populated. Marston, like DPA, 

have decided to travel the surface 

mount component route which gives 

shorter signal paths than standard 

resistors and capacitors. The heart of 

the Silhouette is a Crystal 

Semiconductors 4328 I8-bit DAC. This, 

along with the rest of the digital section, 

draws its power from three regulators, 

while the analogue stage relies on no 

fewer than five. 

To prevent contamination by Radio 

Frequency interference, all ICs are 

screened with aluminium foil and heat-

sensitive chips have heat sinks bonded 

to them. Taking care of passing the 

signal on to the amplifier are current 

feedback op amps chosen for their high 

slew rates. And if you decide to partner 

the DAC with the outboard power 

supply (£895 for the DAC and PSU if 

bought together, £295 if the PSU is 

bought on its own), basically what you 

get is a hefty 500VA toroidal 

transformer like you'd expect to see in 

a beefy power amplifier. This supplies 

the analogue stages of the DAC, leaving 

the on-board transformer powering the 

digital sections. As far as socketry goes, 

the Marston will only accept co-ax 

plugs, eschewing both optical and BNC 

inputs. 

SOUND QUALITY 

The first CD in to the Teac P-30 

transport's tray was Chaka Demus and 

Pliers. My immediate impressions were 

of an extremely clean and clear sound. 

The dynamic duo's vocals 

were well focused and 

easy to follow, the 

rhythm section in full 

flow as my tapping feet 

demonstrated. There 

was a good dose of 

detail present as 

well, all the way 

from the 

powerful 

bassfines up to 

the complex 

percussion. 

The ever-

present Dave 

Brubeck Quartet 

followed with Time 

Out. Here the Marston 

was equally impressive. 

Cymbals sounded suitably realistic, 

shimmering and decaying in a believable 

manner and sax was rich and smooth. 

The piano imaged well forward out of 

the right-hand 'speaker as it should and 

had a realistic timbre to boot. 

It wasn't quite ten out of ten for the 

Silhouette though. Plucked double-bass 

was less prominent in the mix than it 

should have been and sounded a bit 

lightweight. There was also an artificial 

hardness present on some of the more 

heavily struck piano notes but this 

wasn't unpleasant enough to become a 

problem. 

Turning to Wagner's Rienzi 

overture performed by the 

Philharmonia Orchestra and conducted 

by Otto Klemperer I once more found 

a clean, clear sound. Strings flowed well, 

never sounding aggressively sharp and 

horns had real, brassy power. The 

Marston managed to capture the full 

scale of the piece without coming 

across as 'loud' or harsh. 

Switching to the optional power 

supply made a significant difference, all 

of it for the better. Most notable was 

the improved weight to the sound, 

especially at the bass end. Stereo width 

broadened significantly although stage 

depth, which was already very good, 

didn't benefit to the same extent. All in 

all, the Silhouette sounded much more 

natural thanks to the loss of the clinical 

edge that the DAC possessed when 

used on its own. 

Marston Audio Research's 

Silhouette DAC on its own is really 

rather good, only a few minor 

blemishes blotting its copy book. With 

its optional power supply the good bits 

get even better. 
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TECHNOLOGY 

The Monarchy is the only DAC in this 

group test to rely on multi-bit 

convertor technology (Analog Devices' 

ADI860N). The other DACs, like most 

these days, use I-bit processing. 

Monarchy say they went this way 

because of the better perceived 

dynamic range provided by multi-bit 

filters. There's a separate DAC in left 

and right channels, each of which is 

individually trimmed for best 

performance. 

Like Arcam, Monarchy use two 

mains transformers for analogue and 

digital sections, the former getting a 

potted toroidal, the latter an IE core 

type. Five regulator ICs also put in an 

appearance. 

Unusually, the Delux I8's electrical 

inputs are transformer coupled which, 

Monarchy say, suppresses jitter and 

maximises signal transfer. Alongside the 

AES/EBU socket are single co-ax and 

optical inputs. Outputs come in two 

flavours, one fixed and one variable 

thanks to the analogue volume control 

from Noble. This allows the DAC's 

output to be connected direct to a 

power amp - no pre-amp is necessary. 

SOUND QUALITY 

Despite being the cheapest DAC of the 

group the Model 18 Delux feels the 

most sturdily built. Much of this 

impression is due to the heavy gauge 

casing and thick front panel which left 

the other DACs in this test feeling like 

biscuit boxes. 

In the company of Chaka Demus 

and Pliers the Monarchy excelled. Bass 

rhythms were pumped out with real 

force and authority - this aspect of its 

sound was unequalled by any other 

DAC in the test. Not only was the bass 

powerful, it was also well defined and 

had enviable get up and go. This meant 

the Monarchy conveyed the pace and 

timing of these songs very well. 

Transient attack was similarly eye-brow 

raising and made for highly enjoyable 

listening with any sort of music which is 

rhythm driven. 

As with most things in life the 

Monarchy isn't perfect though. It's not 

as transparent as the better DACs in 

this test, sounding slightly veiled by 

comparison. Vocals lacked body as well 

and consequently sounded a little flat. 

But this was all in keeping with the 

Monarchy's smaller price tag. 

Dave Brubeck was up next. Cymbals 

came across as rather thin and 

dry, lacking the harmonics 

and resonances 

captured in the 

recording. With 

this CD it 

became 

apparent that 

while the 

Model I 8's 

sound stage 

width was OK, 

depth was 

limited. And a 

lack of tonal colour 

portrayed the sax, 

which should be rich, 

textured and flowing, as flat, 

thin and hard edged. On the other 

hand, double-bass was doing its job well 

with power, weight and definition 

readily apparent. 

Listening to Wagner's Rienzi the 

constrained sound stage was apparent 

in the diminished size of the acoustic. 

Within this space though the various 

sections of the orchestra were well 

focused and easy to identify. Orchestral 

crescendos were a little squashed 

because the Monarchy didn't quite have 

the dynamic headroom to do them 

justice but this DAC maintained the 

music's flow where the Audiolab 

8000DAC sounded rather uninvolving. 

The criticism levelled at the 

Monarchy might seem damning but 

given the fact it's up against competition 

costing at least £50 more, it does pretty 

well for itself. And a rhythmic 

performance and superb bass welly 

ensure that with a lot of music it 

remains highly enjoyable. 
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CONCLUSION 

The DACs in this test seem to fall into 

two fairly well defined sonic groups. 

The first of these consists of DPA's 

Enlightenment, Arcam's Black Box 500 

and Marston Audio Research's 

Silhouette (with power supply). The 

second is made up of Monarchy 

Audio's Model 18 Delux and 

Audiolab's 8000DAC. 

What sets the first group apart 

from the second is a mix of ingredients 

which taken together make these 

DACs a great way to spend a lot of 

time listening to music. The DPA, 

Arcam and Marston all have rhythm - 

there's no way music through these 

DACs is going to sound uninvolving or 

lacklustre. This is backed up by a 

natural ebb and flow to their 

presentation which enables you to 

ignore the fact that you're listening to 

hi-fi and just get on with immersing 

yourself in the music. The last part of 

the puzzle is a transparency which lets 

you hear deep into the music, all its 

delicate subtleties revealed. This makes 

music so much more convincing and 

involving because all the nuances which 

shape the music are there to be heard. 

While the Audiolab and Monarchy 

Audio are streets ahead of the kind of 

DACs that were around four or five 

years ago, next to the threesome 

above they have a slightly old-fashioned 

sound. This comes through most 

obviously as a lack of acoustic space 

and transparency. 

The Audiolab 8000DAC is the 

more culpable of the two here as it 

costs a good deal more than the 

Monarchy's £600. Its treble roll-off 

serves to remove some of the music's 

sparkle, leaving in its wake a rather 

warm, soft-focus sound that can come 

a-cropper on busier passages. The 

Audiolab lags behind the group leaders 

in the rhythm stakes too, where it fails 

to set your foot tapping and your heart 

pounding. 

At £600, the Monarchy with its 

multi-bit DAC actually looks like pretty 

good value. It may not be quite as 

engrossing a listen as the Marston, the 

DPA or the Arcam but it doesn't 

offend and its multi-bit convertor chip 

packs a mighty bass punch. Another 

plus is its on-board analogue volume 

potentiometer which means a pre-amp 

isn«t necessary to set volume levels. 

Build quality is very good too, with a 

reassuringly hefty weight and solid 

casework. 

So which is best, the DPA 

Enlightenment, Arcam Black Box 500 

or Marston Audio Research Silhouette 

with matching PSU? Well, as is ever 

the case with good hi-fi, the choice is 

yours. If it's edge-of-the-seat 

excitement, bass punch and unbeatable 

rhythm, then the DPA is the one to go 

for. On the other hand, if detail is high 

on your list of priorities and you look 

for a more forceful, harder-edged 

presentation then the Marston looks 

like the best bet. For a more measured 

but by no means less engaging sound 

there's the Arcam which will doubtless 

fit snugly into many systems thanks to 

its smooth but not rolled-off treble 

and easy-going rhythm. And at £750 

it's very good value too. 

I'd hesitate to say that the best of 

modern convertors at £600-£1000 

have a more 'analogue' sound than 

those of old - vinyl and CD have very 

different sounds and never the twain 

shall meet. But good modern DACs 

can sound very natural and make 

listening to the silver disc true 

audiophile fun *

Finally realising how 

desirable a commodity vinyl 

can be, all these reissues come 

on premium vinyl with original-

style packaging and most sell 

for between £7 and £ 15 - the 

same as a standard CD. 

So why all this sudden interest in a 

format the record companies once tried 

to kill? Well, conspiracy theorists will 

be sad to hear that it's the simple 

expedient of money. Nowadays, LPs 

rather than CDs are the rarities 

enthusiasts want. So the record 

companies, famous for their interest in 

their customers' cash, have found 

themselves another nice little earner. 

Not that they'd put it so bluntly of 

course, preferring to spin the story 

bathed in vast amounts of nostalgia. 

EMI's Steve Davis told Hi-Fi World 

that, "People have an abiding affection 

for vinyl" and, "People want another 

chance to buy the real thing". To wit, 

EMI has released the Centenary series 

of 20 classic Rock titles, with everything 

from Peter Gabriel's Sledgehammer to 

The Beach Boys' Pet Sounds. 

The albums have been kept "as

authentic as possible", with original 

artwork and no tacky 'bonus' tracks 

added. The response has surprised EMI, 

with all 40,000 180gm audiophile 

pressings snapped up by dealers, and 

Steve says, "we'd like to think we'll do 

another 20 later this year". 

Castle's Mick Carpenter believes 

reports of vinyl's death were 

"premature and exaggerated", saying 

there's still a great demand. He thinks 

LPs are particularly useful because of 

their attractive packaging, hence 

Castle's superb recreation of the 

original artwork on The Small Faces' 

classic Ogden's Nut Gone Flake LP. The 

circular sleeve, designed to resemble a 

tobacco tin, was an essential part of the 

album's artistic concept that you just 

can't replicate with CD. Again, Mick 

says that Castle are contemplating more 

reissues if the project goes well and all 

the signs are that it has. 

But it isn't only Rock titles that are 

finding their way back to black plastic. 

Impulse have just reissued no less than 

20 classic Jazz waxings from the likes of 

John Coltrane, Quincy Jones and Sonny 

Rollins on 180gm audiophile vinyl. And 

Blue Note have followed suit with 22 

more titles ranging from Herbie 

Hancock to Dexter Gordon on similarly 

high grade LPs. 

Meanwhile, Testament Records, a 

small label with an exclusive licence to 

reissue EMI's vast Classical catalogue, 

are offering a number of titles with 

meticulous analogue mastering, all cut at 

Abbey Road and quality checked on a 

Michell Orbe/Wheaton/Transfiguration 

MC front end. Pressing is carried out by 

EMI to Testament's specification on 

I 80gm virgin vinyl from lacquers rather 

than Direct Metal Masters. 
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Behind the scenes, vinyl's 

resurgence has surprised many 

industry professionals. EMI's 

record pressing boss at the 

Hayes plant, Bob Bailey, says 

that business has undergone a 

transformation in the last five 

years. The huge drop in 

demand for vinyl in 1992 

looked like the writing on the 

wall for the format - EMI was 

anticipating it surviving only a 

further six to nine months. But 

the Dance music boom in the 

early Nineties kept the I 2in 

single presses rolling and then 

audiophile vinyl appeared on 

the scene, sparking a fresh 

demand for premium quality 

LPs. Bob told Hi-Fi World, 

"Vinyl didn't die, it changed. 

Rather than cheap 7in singles, 

the future looks like a new, 

higher quality LP. Now we're flat out 16 

hours a day."

HOW DO THEY SOUND? 

We decided to sample some of the 

latest reissues to find out just how well 

they'd been produced. Listening took 

place through a highly revealing system 

comprising Michell Orbe/SME Series 

V/Ortofon MCI5 Super 11 source, 

Mistral amplification and Mission 752F 

loudspeakers. Where possible, 

comparisons were made with original 

UK or Japanese pressings. 

EMI CENTENARY SERIES 

£14.90 

This series is made up of 20 titles 

Direct Metal Mastered onto 180g virgin 

vinyl. Generally original analogue 

masters have been used but on some 

titles, digital remasters were chosen. 

EMI refused to comment but it's 

rumoured that Pink Floyd stipulated 

that digital masters should be used on 

their reissue. The vinyl is pressed at 

EMI's Hayes facility. 

KATE BUSH - THE KICK 

INSIDE 

Against a mint 1978 Japanese pressing, 

the EMI LP turned out to be rather 

good. The Japanese disc had an 

extremely smooth, musical sound with 

superb sound staging. By contrast the 

EMI lacked some of the reference's 

sweetness and imaging, but had stronger 

bass, a clean, detailed midrange and 

crisp treble, albeit rather 

'chrome-plated'. Overall 

though, an excellent result 

considering the EMI disc's 

relatively low price and 

non-audiophile 

aspirations.

By contrast, the reissue 

had more vinyl roar, but also a stronger 

bass, brighter treble and plenty of detail. 

Sound staging was better on the original 

but the reissue was still 

good in this respect.

eware - today's reissued LPs 
aren't quite the same as the 

original Sixties' and Seventies' 

pressings. Why? Well, some companies 

use the digital remasters made for their 

CD reissues which have a cold, flat 

sound. So always avoid reissues with 

'digitally remastered' hidden in the 

sleevenotes' small print. 

Even if the original analogue 

masters are used, modern reissues still 

won't sound quite the same because 

they're cut on modern lathes using 

digital delay lines. Rather than using 

analogue tape loops to drive the 

control electronics, the latest lathes 

(such as the Neumanns used at EMI's 

Abbey Road studios) use 20-bit, 48kHz 

digital delay lines to achieve efficient 

groove spacing. Although the quality of 

the digital convertors is very high - far 

superior to CD - they can still 

introduce slight digital coloration. 

Finally, there's the vexed question 

of Direct Metal Mastering. Unlike 

Sixties' and Seventies' vinyl, most

Completing the power supply section is 

almost 40,000uF of high grade 

smoothing capacitors which ensure that 

the supply output is steady and smooth. 

Other technical highlights are a high 

quality Alps Blue volume pot and 0.1% 
tolerance metal film resistors in critical 

areas, along with polypropylene and 

polystyrene capacitors. 
Completing the system we have the 

junior member of Celestion's new A 

series. The £899 A I is a two-way stand 

mount design which features a 25mm 
titanium dome tweeter and a I 75mm 

woofer. Both units are specially made 
for the A series of 'speakers. The 

tweeter was designed using finite 
element analysis methods to give a 

smooth response and is Ferrofluid 
cooled. The bass unit has a die-cast 

aluminium chassis which helps heat 

dissipation from the voice coil and thus 

improves power handling. And its 

injection moulded cone is specially 

strengthened around the voice coil to 

improve dynamics and detail.

Lovers of bass will find themselves 

drawn to the Q55s for their great 

downward extension, which handled 

the drum machine on 'Say You'll Be 

There' with almost disdainful ease. 

Following hard on this number's 

heels was 'Two Become One'. Here a 

couple of the Q55's less amenable 

character traits started to show up. 

First of these was a slightly recessed 

lower midband which could make vocals 

sound rather distant at times. This was 

compounded by a slightly raised upper 

midrange which gave a little extra 

prominence to sibilance. 

Trait number two was a blurring in 

the bass which could take the edge off a 

song's rhythmic drive, though it never 

left it sounding stodgy. Confirmation 

came in the form of Tori Amos' Boys 

For Pele CD , where the congo on 

'Talulah' was looser and 'plummier' than 

it should really be. 

As ever, the proof of the pudding 

with 'speakers is Classical music. On an 

HDCD encoded recording of 

Stravinsky's The Rite Of Spring, there 

was no doubting the KEFs' ability to 

capture the emotional intent of the 

music. The 'speakers' bass extension 

lent a helping hand here, giving timpani 

tremendous power if not precision. 

In spite of their imaging skills and 

great bass reach,1 have to say that the 

Q55s still ended up sounding like 

they've been engineered to shout for 

attention in the showroom, with their 

peaked bass and treble. This style of 

presentation might appeal to home-

cinema goers and ardent bass heads, but 

if you're after finesse to match power, 

better bets would be Castle's £450

This month, Douglas Floyd-Douglass takes a look at three more contenders 

for top loudspeaker cable. 

Pentacone Grade 1 
(l 76.25 for 3m bi-wire terminated) 

Rock music 

provided 

swift proof 

of the 

Pentacone's 

control and 

speed, with a 

very taut, fast 

sound. Jazz was 

presented in a 

similar manner, 

with treble in 

particular crisp 

but free from 

excessive 

brightness. Dance 

had a better time of 

it with the 

Pentacone which was 

less ruthlessly 

revealing than the 

Apollo. 

As with the Apollo, 

though, it was Classical 

recordings that really 

gave this cable a chance 

to strut its stuff. With 

its bass depth, speed 

and articulation it 

reminded me of studio 

rather than hi-fi quality 

sound. The Pentacone is 

the most natural and 

uncoloured cable out of 

the three here and looks 

like very good value 

even though it's the 

costliest. 

Apollo Fathom 
(£99.80 for 3m bi-wire terminated) 

I tried the 

Fathom first 

with some 

Choral music 

(Canterbury 

College and 

Choir of 

Westminster 

Cathedral). 

Here, the Apollo 

showed an 

impressive 

openness, 

particularly on 

vocals. Bass was 

well rounded, if 

slightly rich as 

orchestral 

recordings 

demonstrated. The 

Fathom's detailing 

could be a little over-

zealous at times in a 

slightly up-front way - 

this side of the cable's 

performance made 

the hard, artificial 

sound of processed 

electronic music 

obvious. 

This is a top cable 

for Choral and most 

Classical music but it's 

too revealing (and 

unforgiving) for 

synthesised Dance and 

similarly engineered 

Rock works. 

Nordost Flat Four 
(£89.70 for 3m bi-wire terminated) 

Dealing with the Classical music that 

the Apollo and Pentacone thrived on, 

the Flatline seemed rather less at home. 

While it was transparent and sound 

staged well, there was a kind of glassy 

hardness to the treble that was at odds 

with the Pentacone's natural 

smoothness. This did help the Nordost 

dredge up bags of detail, though, and 

bass was never less 

than controlled. 

Where the 

Flatline really came 

into its own was 

with Rock. 

Powerful guitars 

and punchy bass 

produced extremely 

atmospheric results 

- this is not a cable 

that leaves you 

uninvolved. And 

Dance music was so 

convincingly up-beat 

and rhythmic the 

Nordost should 

convince the Ministry 

of Sound to rewire 

their entire PA rig. 

As Jazz showed, 

the only fly in the 

ointment was a 

slightly hard, bright 

midrange and treble. 

But then, as the 

cheapest cable of the 

three, the Flatline still 

makes financial sense.

iving with 

hi-fi is full of unexpected 

surprises. Somehow, I had never 

realised that Meridian like the two 

monobloc 505 power amplifiers here, 

was designed and built by "Digital 

Gramophone and Wireless Ltd." How 

quaint. A digital wireless, what with 

Digital Audio Broadcasting with us, I can 

just about get my head around. A digital 

gramophone, though? 

Given that Linn once vehemently 

derided all things digital, the manual for 

the LK240 monobloc power amplifiers 

was inspected suspiciously just to see if 

they had become the "Scottish 

Analogue Wireless and Gramophone 

Company". But no, that is not where 

Linn's particular verbal ambush lies. 

Each individual LK240 is a "Single 

Speaker Amplifier". There are terminals 

enough on the back of each to bi-wire 

two or single-wire four two-way 

'speakers. 

Both companies, by 

the way, have their own ways of coping 

with the CE regulations regarding 

loudspeaker terminals. Meridian fit fully 

plastic-shrouded screw terminals, into 

which some sprung banana plugs can be 

forced (just). Linn, however, opt for a 

strange split screw with a gold-plated 

collet. Don't like 'em. They are very 

close together so you daren't leave any 

spare wire hanging out. 

Not having a digital gramophone I 

plugged an ordinary analogue Gyrodec 

with a Koetsu Black cartridge into an 

Is° and an Argo HR pre-amp and the 

whole lot into the single 'speaker 

amplifiers. Oops, L mean monoblocs. 

They were also driven direct from 

various CD players via a passive pot 

The interconnects, I discovered, need 

to be watched with the Linns. Van den 

Hul The 

Second, surprisingly, was 

ruinous and flattened the sound from 

the LK240s. No wonder Linn supply 

their own cables, though low-

capacitance cables worked just as well. 

The Meridians were less fussy, but 

sounded bleak straight out of the box 

and took some time to settle in. 

Putting the Beautiful South's 0898 

album on the platter demonstrated two 

quite different styles. With the Linns, it 

was as though this multi-tracked 

recording had a kind of balloon of 

sound between the 'speakers. The two 

(male and female) vocalists found 

themselves at the outer central edge of 

the balloon, as it were, with the music 

tracks packed tightly around them.

Through the Meridians, the mix 

flattened out between the 'speakers 

more, the multi-tracking less 

amorphous and more clearly separated. 

Now the Meridians' flatter layering was 

truer to the technicalities, but the Linns 

made for more immediacy. On vocals, 

the LK240s added their own ingredients 

to the midrange: baritone voice had a 

slightly more muscular diaphragm, 

soprano voice greater crispness than is 

entirely truthful. 

It was a listening session with some 

samples of Sony's ' Legacy' collection, all 

Jazz and Blues 20-bit SBM-remastered 

from the Columbia back catalogue 

(highly recommended) which really 

confirmed the fundamental differences 

between the Linn and Meridian styles. If 

the latter painted a Mondrian between 

the 'speakers, the former was more of a 

Miró. Miles Davis' trumpet-playing on 

'Springsville' had more style via Linn, 

more technique on Meridian. The 

drumkit was much more spacious via 

Meridian, more bunched together on 

the Linn. In terms of bass, there wasn't 

much to choose: more of a good solid 

whack from kick-drum on the LK240s, 

more sense of the drummer having to 

stretch a bit to reach the snares on the 

505s. 

Where people will seriously part 

company with one or other of the 

presentation styles is over something 

like the Klemperer Brahms Nol on an 

original Columbia stereo LP. The 

orchestra had greater scale and 

substance on the Linns, while there was 

far more detail and a broader swathe of 

sound between the 'speakers on the 

Meridians. At times, for all that the 

cellos and violas had more drive in the 

Linn version, first violins at the top 

didn't seem numerous enough, almost 

down to a solo violinist at times. 

Some string vibrato was distinctly 

grating, too. 

Conversely, though the 505s got 

this right, they didn't make as much of 

dynamic climaxes, which seemed 

mildly compressed against the Linns. 

A spell with an early Renaissance 

piece confirmed the Linns made a 

much livelier, more danceable sound. 

But neither amp could be said to be 

perfect; why true stage depth appears 

increasingly to be off the (transistor) 

amplifier agenda these days I don't 

know. 

The 160W 505s had a distinct 

flavour which Meridian owners would 

recognise instantly. Most auspicious was 

the broad lateral spread of the 

recorded image, stretching rather wider 

than is usual from left to right. That 

doesn't mean the in-fill between was 

vague; individual instruments or voices 

were clearly defined and precisely 

located. Equally, the I 25W LK240s 

were interested more in an overall ' big 

picture' and the pre-eminence of tunes 

in the scheme of things than the finer 

points of instrumental tone colour and 

pin-sharp individual images. This is all 

very likeable, quite impressive, and with 

some people it would go down a storm. 

Having been spoilt by such 

amplifiers as those from Chord, Michell 

and Sugden at prices in roughly the 

same band, I couldn't entirely forgive 

the Meridians' 

comparatively 

squeezed 

dynamics and 

stage depth. They 

were a little too 

light in body; 

lithe, yes, but 

muscularly, the 

impression stuck 

that they were a 

bit under-

developed. On 

the other hand, 

the LK240s' 

occasionally curt 

dismissal of 

imaging precision 

took some of the 

shine off them, too. It's a marked case 

of "Yer pays yer money..." 

By the way, it's taken all this time to 

click. You don't suppose 'digital 

gramophone' is Fenlands dialect or 

Cambridgeshire-speak for a CD player 

do you? Just a thought •

new silk dome tweeter succeeds where its 

predecessor failed. 

M
ission have launched a new 
version of their 732 

loudspeaker, the 7321. 

As with the original 732, it uses a 

medium size cabinet with a moulded 

front baffle, the driver layout 

inverted to improve imaging. The 

polypropylene bass driver 

remains, but it's now partnered 

with a silk dome tweeter. The 

tweeter was a weak point with 

the original design, so this 

looks like it could be money 

well spent by Mission. Also 

new are 

bi-wireable terminals, 

bringing the 7321 fully up to 

speed with the 

competition. 

A Mission forte has 

always been a vibrant and 

upbeat character and the 

7321s lived up to 

expectations here. 

Divine Comedy's 

'Everybody Knows' 

set the ball rolling. 

Electric guitar was 

superbly portrayed in a bold 

and energetic fashion, accompanied by a 

spot-on sense of timing. Only a slight 

looseness in the bass marred the 

proceedings and the fact that, 

ultimately, the 732is didn't go quite as 

low as some of their rivals. Balancing 

this was an articulate mid-range which 

gave vocals expression and separation 

from instruments. While all of these 

characteristics were present in the 

original 732, where real progress has 

been made is higher up the frequency 

spectrum. 

Previously, stringed instruments 

could sound grainy and harsh. Now 

there is a smoother, more cohesive 

balance, which means high volume levels 

can be enjoyed rather than endured. 

'Suffocated Love' by Tricky gave the 

Missions' mid/bass drivers a good work 

out, the powerful synthesised bass line 

underpinning the track. Vocals were 

impressively open and transparent, as 

was the 732is' presentation generally 

for a 'speaker of this price. Fine sound 

stage depth allowed for a layering of 

instruments and gave the track a sense 

of atmosphere. 

The sound stage wasn't quite as 

holographic as some smaller 

contenders, such as B&W's 601 or the 

System Audio 1005. But it was broad 

enough to avoid boxiness and 

possessed decent depth of sound. 

review 

Classical music has not 

been a strong point with 

budget Mission 'speakers, so 

I was prepared for 

disappointment with Philip 

Glass's 'The Low Symphony'. 

Whilst it would be true to say 

that the Missions didn't quite 

have the finely etched and 

studied qualities of Heybrook's 

Solos, the 732is are still a 

significant improvement upon 

their predecessors. As before, 

violins that had once sounded 

steely were now imbued with a 

lucidity and smoothness alien to the 

previous 732. 

It's often amazing what a few 

tweaks here and there can do to 

transform a product. The Mission 

732i has leapt from being an erstwhile 

middle-ranker to one of the best of its 

class. This doesn't necessarily mean it is 

the best. Slightly loose bass, narrow 

imaging and lack of analysis see to that. 

But then show me a £200 'speaker that 

doesn't have flaws. I can see the 732is' 

blend of pace and excitement mixed 

with control appealing to many people.

Sony's £ I80 ST-SE700 should be high on any audiophile's tuner shopping 

list reckons Ketan Bharadia. 

M
ost people go through life 
listening to the airwaves with 

nothing more than a box full 

of air populated by the usual ICs 

hooked up to a piece of skimpy cable. 

And most of these boxes put out a thin, 

hard, uninvolving sound that's perfect 

for encouraging background listening 

rather than serious ear-to-the-dial 

enjoyment. Lately, though, a fresher, 

more enjoyable sound has been heard 

from certain companies' tuners, Sony 

amongst them. So we decided to find 

out what audiophiles on a budget can 

expect for £ 180 with the ST-SE700. 

This Sony is a rare tuner in that it 

possesses LW in addition to FM and 

MW. There's also RDS (Radio Data 

System) and EON (Enhanced Other 

Networks) for those seeking text 

information and traffic news. There are 

even two FM aerial inputs which allow 

you to connect up the Sony to a signal 

from a roof aerial or cable company. 

And when tuning into a station the 

Sony's meter actually worked usefully 

instead of showing full strength at the 

merest hint of a signal as many others 

do. 

Right from the off it was obvious 

the Sony stood out from the tuner 

crowd. Listening to a news broadcast 

on Radio 2 I was pleasantly surprised. 

Normally on budget tuners voices 

possess a chesty coloration and a 

sibilant edge. With the Sony this 

coloration was barely apparent. 

Following the news was 'New York, 

New York' by Frank Sinatra. 01' Blue 

Eyes was as smooth as ever but this 

didn't stop the accompanying trumpets 

rasping as they should, although they 

never became harsh or aggressive. The 

overall impression was of a smooth, 

sweet, enjoyable sound. 

Switching to Classic FM I caught the 

London Symphony Orchestra playing 

Haydn's Symphony No101 in D. The 

sound of the orchestra ebbed and 

flowed naturally, the interplay between 

the various instruments easy to follow. 

Sound staging had a depth to match its 

width and image precision was similarly 

impressive. The only small whinges 

were that orchestral dynamics were 

subtly restricted and higher frequencies 

a little rounded off. But to be honest, in 

the face of the ST-SE700's music making 

capabilities these flaws paled into 

insignificance. 

Listening to MW and LW proved 

that both were better than average for 

tuners in this price range, sounding 

relatively clear and listenable. If it's the 

BBC's World Service you're after as 

well as Radio 3, this is one of the few 

budget tuners that will fit the bill. 

Sony's ST-SE700 joins NAD's 412 in 

the ranks of high quality budget tuners. 

Both of these two have transparency 

and imaging abilities that leave most of 

the competition standing. The NAD 

may have the edge in terms of clarity 

but the Sony's sweet, smooth character 

is going to win it a lot of friends •

1 tried the 

same arrangement with my two 

Kenwoods, a £200 KA-3020SE 

and KA-I030 which cost me 

£60 second-hand. While not 

exactly high-end audio, when 

they were set up in the way 

you suggested the results were 

amazing. 

Dire Straits' Making Movies 

album on vinyl sounded 

tremendous - the sound stage 

opened up a good two feet 

either side of my 601itre home-

made floor standers. 1 could 

put my finger on the 

instruments in the room the 

imaging was so precise. I've had 

problems with the sound stage 

through my floor standers, 

which use Audax 8in paper 

cone mid/bass drivers and Fane 

horn tweeters. They lack the 

subtlety of more famed 

'speakers, but bi-amping did the 

trick. 

But 1 have a complaint, only 

one mind. The system 

demonstrated by you doesn't 

allow for different players to be 

used, as you have to go behind 

the amps and switch the Tape 

Out lead to say Phono or Tape 

depending on what source you 

want to use. So after much trial 

and error, 1 found the following 

worked well (see diagram). 

The Kenwood KA-3020SE 

now serves both left and right 

woofers while the Kenwood 

KA-I030 serves the tweeters. 

Silver interconnects run from 

Tape 2 Out on the '3020SE to 

the CD input on the ' 1030. The 

sound stage narrowed a slight 

amount but still gave a fantastic 

result all for a total system 

price of £680.

little outlay. 

We decided to go for the 

set-up with the NADs in 

June because we wanted to 

get the very best sound 

quality out of the system 

and because bi-amping with 

the amplifiers dedicated to 

separate channels is a 

relatively unexplored avenue 

for upgrading. The standard 

approach, which we've 

followed in the past with 

John Shearne's amps for 

have used a pair of 

Y-connector cables. One end 

of each of these would run to 

the Pre-Amp Out sockets on 

the first amp. The other ends 

would be connected to the 

Power Amp In sockets of the 

respective amps, with one 

amp handling only the left 

channel and one only the 

right. This would mean only 

one volume pot. and one 

source selector to control the 

whole system (diagram 

No2).

If you have two amps of the same type you can use one to power 

the left channel and one the right. Using two different amps for 

this will give different sound qualities from each 'speaker. Wired 

up in this way, amps which have separate Pre-Amp Out/Power 

Amp In sockets can be used to bi-amp and control volume level 

and source switching from one amp. 

The mono alternative involves 

using both amps in mono mode and 

simply feeding one with the left 

channel and one with the right 

channel from each source (diagram 

No3). This leaves you with two 

volume controls (which I personally 

prefer - it renders unnecessary the 

balance controls that often 

introduce crosstalk and ruin the 

sound stage)and two source 

selectors but no re-wiring. IM 

. . . AND NO2 

Until recently I had thought that the 

trend towards bi-amping was probably 

more to do with getting us all to buy 

yet one more piece of equipment! 

However, articles and letters published 

in HFW (which I trust more than some 

of your competitors) encouraged me to 

experiment with my spare A&R A60 

amplifier. 

As one of my two A60s is the AP 

model with split pre and power 

sections, I first tried taking a lead from 

the Pre-Amp Out socket to the AUX 

input on the other amp. One amp fed 

the treble and the other the mid/bass 

drive units. Next I tried feeding each 

channel of the source into each amp. As 

there is a mono mode on the A60 I 

didn't need to run a lead from the Tape 

Out socket to the other CD input. 

I can't say that I was overly 

impressed by the first arrangement but 

my findings with the 

other set-up concur 

very much with 

yours with the two 

NAD 310 amps - ie, 

improved low level 

signals, better 

ambience and a 

wider and more 

defined sound stage. 

So far so good, 

but as we all know 

there is no such 

thing as a free 

lunch. The first 

drawback is that of 

making up new 

cables as the A60 

uses the dreaded 

DIN sockets. I hope 

to convert my A60s 

to phonos and so get over this problem. 

More inconvenient is the fact that 

altering volume levels involves not one 

but two volume controls. With the high 

gain of the A60 this can involve several 

attempts to get the correct balance. An 

evening's listening can take a lot of 

fiddling with the volume control and I 

live in a terraced house so I don't want 

to fall out with my neighbours. 

Accepting that using one amp for 

each 'speaker gives the best sound, I 

would like to know if I can take a line 

from the Pre Out socket of the A60/AP 

amp and feed that into the power 

section of the second A60 (assuming 

that it is converted to AP spec). This 

would mean that 

only one volume 

control is needed 

but would I need to 

run the second A60 

in mono mode or 

supply the incoming 

signal to both left 

and right channel 

inputs? 

I hope you can 

answer these 

questions as I am 

now converted to 

bi-amping. This is a 

realistic option for 

many audiophiles 

as they merely 

need to find

another amplifier of the type they are 

using. 

In the case of the A60, NAD amps 

and other popular models, these can 

still be found second-hand at reasonable 

prices making this a very cost-effective 

upgrade providing that they can be 

properly connected. 

Thank you for an excellent 

publication. For many of us, reviews of 

new and expensive equipment are of 

little more than academic interest. 

Where HFW scores is with its realistic 

upgrading tips and DIY projects which 

are of interest to a much wider 

audience.

Naim's ARO has three 

mounting holes which 

allow no forward or back 

adjustment of cartridges 

for alignment. It suits only 

Linn cartridges as far as 

achieving correct 

alignment goes. This 

means only other 

cartridges with Linn-style 

overhangs will be correctly 

aligned in the ARO. 

Incorrect alignment has a 

very big effect on cartridge 

sound quality so I'd forget 

the ARO and go for the 

Ekos instead. 

Your choice is pretty 

much limited to one of the 

phono stages mentioned by 

the fact that input 

impedance needs to be

I know that with valve amps, 

it is generally better for the 

sound (and for the valves) to 

leave them switched on all 

the time. Does it make any 

difference with solid-state 

amps?

If sound quality is your 

priority then leaving 

components on all the time 

will save you having to 

wait for them to warm up 

although I've yet to come 

across the component 

which gets better the 

longer it's left on. 

Valve amps can be left on all the 

time but it will shorten the valves' 

working lives. 

Leaving valve amps on 

saves the valves from 

potential damage at 

switch-on where the 

anodes can be stripped 

because the High Tension 

supply reaches the anode 

before the heaters have 

reached their proper 

working temperature. 

Increasingly, though, these 

days amps are fitted with 

HT delay circuits to 

minimise this problem. 

Valves have relatively 

short lives when compared 

to transistors and leaving 

valve components on all 

the time will drastically 

shorten their useful 

listening life, especially in 

power amps where the 

valves are worked hardest. 

Some solid-state amps 

benefit from long warm-up 

periods but it varies from 

one component to another, 

as it does with valve amps. 

But with the greater 

longevity of transistors 

there's less danger of 

shortening the life of a 

solid-state amp. 1M

However, the circuit 

shown, conceived in Hi-Fi 

World towers, should 

work. The first stage, one 

half of an ECC83 double 

triode, has a high input 

impedance and useful gain. 

Output is coupled to a 

250k log, volume control 

through the 0.22tuF DC 

blocking capacitor. 

The cathode follower 

output stage has a low and 

substantially resistive 

output impedance. Most 

headphones are a 40ohm 

load. This will load down 

the output but frequency 

response will remain flat. 

The main problem is 

preventing bass roll-off in 

the output coupling (i.e. 

DC blocking)capacitor. 

This must be 2004uF for a 

-3dB point at 20Hz, 

practically achievable by 

strapping two 10014F 

reversible (non-polarised) 

electrolytics in parallel. 

Maplin stock these. They 

also stock a suitable mains 

transformer (Order Code 

XP27E). You will need a 

240V AC secondary that 

can deliver 30mA or more, 

plus 6.3V for the heaters, at 

IA. Remember, this circuit 

shows one channel only;

ECC83s for stereo. 

For lower impedance 

headphones I suggest an 

output step-down 

transformer is used.

Note that we have not 

built and validated this 

circuit, as we usually do.

Paradigm's f230 Mini Monitors can 

survive in the budget 'speaker jungle. 

p
lay a word association game with 
almost anyone and mention the 

word, "Canada" and you'll 

probably get an immediate response of, 

"Mounties". But there's more to this 

huge country than men and women in 

red uniforms on horseback. For 

example, there's the 'speaker 

manufacturer Paradigm, who, having 

built up a strong following on the other 

side of the pond, are now turning their 

attention to Britain with designs like the 

Mini Monitor. 

While the Mini Monitors aren't 

especially large they look chunky thanks 

to their deep enclosures, which, after a 

bit of experimentation, were positioned 

about 30cm from the rear wall and toed 

in. The 'speakers sat on Atacama SE24 

stands which were a good match in 

terms of height. 

The single-wire Mini Monitors were 

thrown in at the deep end with some 

demanding high-power organ music 

from the compilation CD Bach is Back. 

Immediately impressive was the weighty 

bass on the organ's lowest notes 

considering the size of the cabinet - the 

clear polypropylene mid/bass driver was 
certainly working hard for its living. 

On higher notes a sharpness was 

apparent from the tweeter which gave 

it a slightly edgy sound. The Paradigms 

also suffered from a lack of midrange 

projection because of a not-so-subtle 

'loudness contour' effect (see measured 

performance). The raised treble and 

bass that cause this tend to impress in 

the showroom but 

become fatiguing 

after long listening. 

Next up in the 

Teac's CD tray 

was Tori Amos 

with her Boys For 

Pele album. 

Vocals were 

presented well, 

the Paradigms 

managing to capture a large 

percentage of her quirky accentuation 

accurately. Stereo focusing, though, was 

a touch vague, making it difficult to 

pinpoint her voice. Piano notes also 

came across as rather dry and wooden, 

as though their harmonics were 

somehow being suppressed. Having said 

that, it was still an enjoyably rhythmic 

performance. 

Tchaikovsky's Symphony No6 

performed by The Royal Philharmonic 

Orchestra illustrated the good and the 

bad in the Paradigms. On the credit 

side, double-bass was substantial and 

there was a good sense of scale to the 

music courtesy of spacious sound 

staging. On the debit sioe, the Mini 

Monitors made violins especially sound 

screechy and sharp. They also turned 

the shimmering cymbals on Time Out 

by the Dave Brubeck Quartet into a 

thin, dry imitation of their normal 

selves. 

The Paradigms are pretty good 

'speakers at heart, but their high 

frequency performance lets the side 

down by sounding sharp 

and edgy. The lack of midrange 

projection is also a disappointment. The 

Paradigms' problem is that at about £30 

less there are products from the Big 
Gun loudspeaker manufacturers which 

are capable of shooting the Mini 

Monitors down.

ecently, I've 
discovered some 
fascinating hi-fi sites 

on the Internet, which I'll 
mention here, but one in 
particular has caught my 
attention with a great idea 
that drives a coach and 
horses through high-cost 
commercial audio 
measurement systems. 

Matthias Brennwald, a 
Swiss physics student, has 
noticed that Macintosh 
computers come with an 
audio input and 16-bit AID 
convertor as standard. He 
has written a programme 
that turns a Mac into a 
spectrum analyser for 
loudspeakers, complete 
with digital test-signal 
source. A PowerMac 
suitable for this task costs 
around £800, not 
including the monitor, 
oodles less than a 
dedicated commercial 
analyser - and you get a 
powerful computer free! 

This is a fantastic idea, 
great for all serious 
DIYers, engineers, 
students and small audio 
companies. Up till now 
audio measuring systems 
have cost a lot; Hi-Fi 
World's totals around 
£15,000. Anyone already 
possessing a Mac gets a 
near equivalent almost 
free, needing only a 
measuring microphone 
and the necessary software 
of course. The Internet 
being what it is, even this 
comes free in demo form, 
complete with an 
impressively well written 
and laid out user manual. 
It's so good that I need say 
little more about the 
technicalities here. It's 
best if you yourself go to: 
http://home.sn.no/-rpd/s 
peaker/software/ 

This is The Speaker 
Building Page, one of the 
best Net sites I've found 
dealing with 
loudspeakers. The 
programme is called 
simply MacSpeaker and 
takes up 1Mb on disc. It 
comes as a 176k BinHex 
archive (.hqx) that takes 
about 1 min. to dump 
down and must be 
unstuffed by Stuffft 
Expander rm from Aladdin 
Systems Inc. I've listed the 
names so you can find the 
sites through a search 
engine like AltaVista.

I have never bothered 
to inspect a Mac's audio 
input specs. but the 
Motorola StarMax 3180 
clone I use has a "sound 
generator capable of 
driving audio equipment", 
which acts as a source of 
digitally generated test 
signals, like impulses. 
Motorola claim "CD 
quality 16-bit stereo, 
44.1kHz sampling rate, in 
and out". Input line level 
OdB is 2V peak-to-peak 
(0.7V rms) into 6.5kohms, 
noise is lower than 86dB 
down "with no discrete 
tones" and distortion is 
claimed to be "less than 
0.1% at full level". 
I notice though that 

the audio bandwidth is 

quoted as 20Hz-17kHz 
(+1-2dB), but the 
measuring system can 
equalise out response 
errors using a calibrate 
routine. The 603e 
PowerPC processor with 
integrated Floating Point 
Unit this computer uses 
has no problems handling 
such audio programmes. 
This isn't a plug for Macs, 
by the way. I'm looking 
forward to the day when 
a computer will run 
anything and am putting 
my money on the 
forthcoming CHRP 
standard. 
Being relatively new to 

the Internet, I am more 
than a bit impressed by 
what it has to offer 
audio buffs. But what a 
pity that when it comes 
to computers and audio 
engineering, the two 
being evermore tightly. 
linked (and yes, you can 
get CADCAM for valves 
on the net - try 

Intusoft!), America seems 
to be light years ahead of 
the UK and much of 
Europe. 

At the end of the day, 
what I am talking about 
here amounts to 
engineering technology as 
it is today, with enormous 
implications for 
tomorrow. Things are 
moving very fast, but 
Britain doesn't appear to 
be much of a player any 
more. This will have an 
adverse affect on 
employment in an area of 
electrical engineering 
where we really should, 
at least by historical 
precedent, be 
participating more 
strongly •

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SEEING GREEN 
Jon Marks spins the silver disc with Roksan's new f900 Caspian CD player. 

Green is not a colour 
most owners of CD players 

will be unfamiliar with. First, 

there was the great 'Green Pen' debate, 

which revolved (no pun intended) 

around whether painting the edge of 

your CDs with green ink from a pen 

improved the sound. Then came green 

self-adhesive linings to put on the tray 

of your CD player. There were also 

rubber damping rings that fitted around 

the outside of a CD which came in a 

breathtaking shade of, yes, green. Now 

Roksan are putting green back on the 

agenda with their Caspian CD player. 

Sitting next to the laser inside the 

Caspian CD is a green light. Roksan say 

this shines onto the disc and helps the 

laser to focus on the disc, reducing data 

reading errors and improving laser 

tracking. Roksan were a bit vague as to 

exactly how this system works because 

there's still some patent work going on. 

Suffice it to say, the green light and the 

fact that this player comes from the 

same stable as the Caspian integrated 

we use as a £700 reference whet my 

ears' appetite. 

The Dave Brubeck quartet showed 

what the Caspian was capable of in the 

treble, with great resolution of detail 

that wasn't due to an in-your-face 

forwardness, just an extremely revealing 

presentation. With cymbals on this 

album, almost all the delicate tonal 

gradations were obvious, where many 

players only manage a monotonal 

version of events. Similar focus and 

delicacy were obvious 

in the bottom end, as a lean but 

perfectly formed double-bass 

demonstrated. 

Janis Joplin's Pearl album on a 

Master Sound Super Bit Mapping CD 

found the Caspian no slouch when it 

came to rhythm. That said, it wasn't 

quite as gripping a listen as DPA's 

Renaissance, which had a more adrenal 

outlook on music. Atmospherically, 

though, the Roksan got the slower 

moving 'A Woman Left Lonely' pretty 

much spot on - I could almost smell the 

sweet smoke filling the studio as the 

recording was made. 

With Robert White's Sacred Music 

for Choir CD (Voces Sacrae, director 

Judy Martin), 'smooth' was the 

operative word. Voices had power as 

well as a complete freedom from 

excessive sibilance and harshness across 

the midrange. And the way the acoustic 

came through the Caspian meant I 

could just close my eyes and 'see' the 

interior of St Martin's church in East 

Woodhay. Beethoven's symphony No I 

had the same openness, the Caspian not 

holding back any of the spaciousness 

caught on this HDCD disc. The Roksan 

thrived on whatever musical diet it was 

fed, avoiding the twin perils of tubby 

bass and skinny, insubstantial midband 

and treble. 

The Caspian is a very smooth, even 

performer blessed with 

plenty of rhythmic drive. It may not be 

quite as funky as DPA's Renaissance but 

it does make the DPA sound a bit 

ragged and uneven. While the DPA also 

loses out in detailing as well as bass 

control, it has a lucidity the Caspian 

can't quite equal. It looks like going 

green is a good idea sonically for the 

Caspian. I can see the competition 

following suit, although they'll be going 

green with envy •

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DIAMONDS 
ARE FOREVER 

Eric Braithwaite salutes Denon's spring-chicken DL- 103M MC cartridge, 

which is now 34 years young. 

I
t's bargain time. For one thing, this 

is a review of a cartridge whose 

price has increased by no more than 

a pound a year in the last ten years. For 

another, it's two reviews in one. This is 

the first review in Hi-Fi World of 

Denon's DL- 103M Moving Coil 

cartridge and it's by way of a review of 

a vintage cartridge as well. 

Historically, this is one of the great 

cartridges of all time. It first saw the 

light of day in, would you believe, 1963, 

when Denon created it for the Japanese 

broadcaster NHK (the equivalent of the 

BBC). It's not been out of production 

since, making it one of the world's 

oldest living MCs and due for a 

telegram from the Queen - well, since 

it's Japanese, Emperor then. 

There is a certain vintage aspect to 

the 103M in looks at least, with its 

square and squat appearance. It harks 

back to the Sixties in other ways, too. 

Output is on the lower end of what is 

now average and it tracks at what, to 

modern eyes, is a fear-inducing 2.5g, 

though there is in reality nothing 

wrong with that. 

As far as the speck of diamond on 

the end of the cantilever goes, there's 

no fancy ' line', 'wedge' or ' Geiger' 

profiling. This is a simple, no-nonsense 

old-fashioned conical shape. That's not 

necessarily bad either. For all that more 

esoteric shapes are generally reckoned 

to track better, it has to be said the 

103M didn't falter, even at the tell-tale 

end of the LP side. Nor, rather 

surprisingly, did it emphasise LP hiss, 

the groove staying very quiet. 

When we measured this cartridge it 

tracked superbly. Frequency response 

was flat, with slight treble lift - just 

enough to brighten the sound a little. 

Treble loss on inner grooves was 

modest at 2dB or so, just enough to 

cancel the lift out, giving good balance 

overall. So the DL- 103M measures well. 

Now, it could be that knowing the 

Denon was originally relaying LPs over 

the airwaves may have coloured my 

judgement. Yet if a character made itself 

felt consistently, it was that the 103M 

made LPs sound as though they were a 

live broadcast performance. That's not 

to say it has an FM bandwidth - it 

doesn't. It's more subtle than that. It 

was a little while before it dawned, 

listening to Cotrubas in the Kleiber La 

Traviata, that her voice, and Domingo's, 

were just a little sharper-edged, a little 

brighter than normal. 

•  
Meanwhile, the string tone was 

particularly sweet, brass quite forthright 

and images very solid. So much so as to 

produce that very 'live' illusion of 

Cotrubas really walking across space

20k 

from one side of the stage to the other. 

Decent stage depth helped here too; 

the off-stage orchestra sounded 

properly distant. 

There is, if one is looking for a 

disadvantage, a bloom that is a little 

overdone when it comes to the lower 

midrange. Pick on a solo horn in either 

Mozart's or Strauss's horn concertos 

and it is a little too laid back. That's a 

minor drawback, because otherwise 

this cartridge doesn't have the slightest 

problem with blazing dynamics when 

the band gets busy. 

The 103M is beautifully balanced in 

tone, free from exaggerations, clear in 

the presence region, spot-on tight with 

imaging and rhythmical to boot - no 

wonder it's lasted this long. Personally, I 

can't think why people struggled with 

Deccas to achieve a much wilder and 

far less groove-friendly variation on 

what the Denon does. And the price? 

Well, exchanged for your old LP-

chewing MC it's a mere £ 110. You 

don't often see a bargain like this and 

get to buy a piece of history at the 

same time •

any more, apparently. The few who do 

no doubt hear whirling noises from 

below as those states that supported 

his principles decide they're simply not 

as true as they used to think. "History 

repeats itself', he wrote once, "the first 

time as tragedy, the second time as 

farce." Well, Pioneer is attempting to 

repeat history. Remember the run-away 

success of the A-400 amplifier? Now 

there is a " British tweaked" version of 

the A-300R, surnamed the "Precision". 

The revisions were planned by Tom 

Evans responsible for the acclaimed 

'GTE' version of the A-400. Pioneer 

have used specially-sourced and hand-

matched ICs from California in the gain 

stages of the pre-amp and the front-end 

of the power amplifier. And three 

capacitors in each channel are military-

spec and expensive non-electrolytic 

types, chosen for their high frequency 

characteristics. 

Wiring up a pair of Jamo Concert 8 

loudspeakers which have an 

exceptionally clean, clear and detailed 

tweeter, proved the changes really 

work. To hear every drummer's stroke 

on perfectly distinct and separate 

cymbals is unexpected from any 

amplifier, let alone a £400 one. Neither 

is it normal to hear such silvery bells

listening 

to Mozart's Ein Musikalischer Spass. 

This is a lively piece at the best of times 

and the combination of Concert 8s and 

A300-R Precision made it a real sprinter 

thanks to the amp's quite remarkable 

rhythmic grasp. 

Somehow, transistor amplifiers that 

portray depth and an overall acoustic 

seem to have become rarer these last 

couple of years. The Pioneer proved 

particularly good in this area, with a 

definable acoustic that extended to full-

scale orchestral recordings like the 

Adagio from Mahler's Ninth played by 

Barbirolli and the BPO. 

Though the Precision has grown in 

stature over a mere A300-R, it hasn't 

quite achieved high-end giant-killer 

status. Showing up on Faure's Elegy, 

there was a certain amount of muddling. 

With the best amplifiers at £600-£1000, 

there's more discrimination between 

the points at which double-basses and 

cellos meet and more clarity in 

woodwind. Yet I for one will put up 

with a lot more than that for the 

dyramic strength and power of an 

amplifier like this. 

The moving-magnet only phono 

stage remains untweaked. Switching 

between phono and CD while the 

Barbirolli/Mahler was playing showed 

that whatever has been done to the pre 

and power stages 

has brought out 

more here than 

anyone would credit. 

True, the dynamic 

envelope of the BP() 

was a little 

compressed by 

comparison with the line 

stages and the Faure Elegy's high violin 

notes were less clear, as though the 

upper harmonics had been cut off. But 

for what is still a budget phono stage, 

this was a very good overall sound. 

It has often been said that Yorkshire 

women have outstanding complexions, 

something which has been attributed to 

the quality of the water. Pioneer's 

A-300R has benefited from its time in 

Castleford, Yorkshire, just as much. 

Perhaps other hi-fi companies would 

gain by moving up to Yorkshire, too.

Virtues

A
s a spotty youth I was 
interested in getting crazy 

power ratings from solid-state 

amps - the more Watts the better. My 

mother's front room became filled with 

hi-fi construction projects: 100watt, 

500watt and the ultimate 1.25kilowatt 
per channel monster that would 

occasionally take out the mains' circuit 

breaker when switched on. 

I had read about valve amps and was 

curious as to how something with less 

than 100watts on tap could possibly cut 

the mustard. I can remember reading 

rantings about them from one reviewer, 

at a time when only about three or four 

new valve amp makers existed in 
England. 

Perhaps he aroused my interest. It 

was a week before my 18th birthday 

when I purchased my first real hi-fi valve 
amp, a Radford STA25 Series 3 

complete with matching SC22 pre-
amplifier. 

A chance find at a local hi-fi shop, 

the poor thing wasn't working - it kept 
blowing its mains fuse. One 1N4007 

diode saw my amplifier back in 

operation. It had a couple of other 

minor faults but it was alive and kicking. 

An audition beckoned. My Castle 

Howard Ils were hooked up and a CD 

player plugged in. After about 20 

seconds of warm-up, music emerged 
into the front room. 

My jaw hit the deck. This thing 

seemed to have endless power and life. 

The sound stage was simply glorious 

compared to my beloved I.25kilowatt 

lump.

Radford made their 

own transformers rather than 

sourcing them from people like 

Partridge or Parmeco. The finish on the 

power amplifier is superb, giving it a 

feeling of quality not matched by any 

other English vintage power amplifier. 

And the SC22 pre-amplifier was 

beautifully styled, with a heavy chromed 

fascia, machined control knobs and 
beautiful detailing. 

Inside, the circuitry was a little more 

innovative than in the power amp. The 

phono stage was a hybrid, using both 

triode valves and silicon transistors. The 

line stage was pure tube and featured 
filtering circuitry and tone controls. 

Both the pre and 

power amplifiers were supplied with 

comprehensive instructions and data 

sheets. These included claims about the 

longevity of the amplifier and the 

minimum life expectancy of all the 

components, as well as useful servicing 
data. 

Altogether there were four power 

amplifiers in the range; MAI5, MA25, 

STA 15 and STA25.

When looking to buy a Radford, try 

to get the cleanest, most original 

example you can. They either turn up 

almost untouched or in a very sorry 

state, suffering from misguided 

modification. If it's a '25, check the bias 

voltages. Also remove the bottom 

cover and check for added components 

which shouldn't be there. 

A clean Radford set can fetch 

upwards of £500, so make sure you are 

buying a good one. If it's a bit rough but 

working, around £300 will be enough. 

Generally, ' 15s and '25s change hands 

for the same amount of money. Both 

amplifiers are conservatively rated, so 

the difference in usable loudness levels 

is relatively small. 

For the STA25 to work properly, the output valves need a bias of 

2V, which is set with four potentiometers on the amp's back panel.

Arthur Radford wasn't one of the 

industry greats.

In a modern system, that glorious 

midrange can still show today's 

amplifiers up, making these Series Ill 

amplifiers a good bet for anyone looking 

for openness, if not outright authority. 

For the sound quality, prices aren't high 

and the amps are very reliable if looked 

after correctly.

I
t seems to be 
impossible to go 
through daily life

Instead, it 
was my turn to mutter an 
apathetic, "Oh". Without 
meaning to patronise, 
there's a lot of people out 
there who really don't 

know what they're 
missing out on. And, no 
doubt, they're the same 
people who appear totally 
incredulous when you 
mention someone's 
decided to buy a decent hi-
fi rather than having the 
latest status symbol parked 
on their drive. 

way towards explaining 
the success of 'chic' 
lifestyle mini systems sold 
at out-of-town electrical 
super stores. They may 
not sound especially 
good, but they make the 
right statement, and are 
often seen as an 
accessory. Just look at 

taking the opportunity to 
cash in their wind fall and 
go on a shopping spree. 
Some of this money has 
found its way into 
purchasing decent hi-fi 
separates, surely 
something the hi-fi 
industry could never have 
dreamed of when the first 
building societies 
announced their 
intentions to merge and 
become banks! 

Maybe this is just an 
economic blip, but there 
are signs of hope from 
another quarter. You only 
have to look at the 
numerous adverts for 
semi-pro equipment to see 
a flourishing market. 
Whether you like it or 
not, the Dance culture has 
seen a rise in the numbers 
of young people actually 
getting involved with 
music.

I recall a Linn advert 
from a year or so ago, 
which ran something like, 
"He has a top job in the 
City, a country house, and 
takes several exotic 
holidays a year.

The ad 
obviously implied he 
placed no emphasis 
whatsoever on music or hi-
fi. It was bold and perhaps 
rather crude, but it struck 
a chord with me. 

The problem that hi-fi 
faces is that it's not a 
particularly visible sign of 
wealth so it doesn't 
impress, for want of a 
better phrase, society at 
large. And as society has 
changed over the last 20 
years or so, visible wealth 
and aspiration have 
become more important_ 
This probably goes some 

how many general interest 
magazines feature them as 
such, rather than as a 
means to relay music. I 
think this has had a lot to 
do with why hi-fi has 
slipped from third to 
eighth on the list of major 
purchases made by people 
in the past 20 years. 

The question is, are 
there any signs of this 
trend reversing? 
Despite what is usually a 
quiet time of year for the 
hi-fi industry, many stores 
are showing 
improvements in sales. 
Yet there have been 
recent events that have, I 
think, affected the 
situation. 

With so many investors 
benefiting from building 
society pay-outs and the 
resulting stock market 
buoyancy, people are

Before you know it a 
full hi-fi separates system 
has grown up. And as 
most of us know, once 
we've heard how good a 
decent system can sound 
it's difficult to go back to 
a midi. Furthermore, the 
area in which this trend is 
thriving is amongst 
students.

Jon Harks 

describes an 

unusual but 

interesting 

system built up 

over the years by 

reader Ted Hay. 

I
t looks as though once the hi-fi 
upgrade bug bites, it bites for life. 

Ted Hay has been an ardent 

audiophile since 1937 and is still 

searching for the hi-fi holy grail in his 

70s. We decided to pay Ted a 

visit, having recently received a 

letter from him detailing his 

intriguing system. 

Heading up the source 

ranks is the familiar Linn LP 12 

turntable matched with an 

lttok arm and the fantastic 

Audionote lo MC cartridge 

(bought second-hand from the 

local undertaker). 

The Io's tiny output is 

stepped up through a Denon 

AU-320 MC step-up 

transformer before being 

handed on to an Aragon 24K 

pre-amp. Alongside the Linn 

sit a Philips CD 650 CD 

player, Sony TC-K45 cassette 

deck, Pioneer F-9I Reference 

tuner and a Teat quarter-inch reel to 

reel tape machine. So far, so 

conventional. It's from here on in 

though that things start to differ from 

the norm. 

Ted's main source is an LP 12 turntable with an Ittok arm and 

Audionote lo MC cartridge. 

Once the line level signal exits the 

Aragon pre-amp, it's fed into a three-

way active crossover (Rane AC23) 

which splits the Aragon's full range 

signal into three bands with 

I 2dB/octave roll-offs; bass 

(from about 40Hz to 180Hz), 

midrarge ( 180Hz to 3.5kHz) 

and treble ( 3.3kHz and up). 

This arrangement means 

three stereo power amps are 

needed to run the 

loudspeaker drive units. 

Handling treble duties is the 

venerable Quad 405-2 power 

amp which caters to the 

Motorola piezo pressure 

dryer with Acoustilens horn 

and the Pioneer ribbon 

tweeter. Ted chose both of 

:hese units because they have 

very low masses and give 

superfast transients. The 

Pioneer in particular stands 

out because it has a huge 
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Seen here sitting on top of the Pioneer F- 9I tuner is the Pane 

AC23 active crossover at the heart of the system. To its right 

is the JVC power amp, while above it are a second pre-amp 

(from JVC again) and the Denon AU-320 MC step-up 

transformer. 

magnet assembly that endows it with a 

high efficiency of 95dB/VV and because 

its claimed response runs right up to 

100kHz. The Japinese are especially 

keen on wide bandwidth loudspeakers 

and the Pioneer certainly scores from 

this point of view. 

Dealing with the VVestrex 2090 

pressure driver firing into a ten-cell 

Altec 1003B horn and the nid/bass 

units in a pair of Leak Sandwich cabinets 

is a JVC 3030M power amp This was 

designed as a studio amp and turns out 

100W per channel in Class B. JVC didn't 

skimp on the bui d quality - there are 

two hefty power supplies with their 

own transformers on the chassis, one 

dedicated to the output stage and one 

the driver and input sections.

This is fitted to an 

open baffle and acts as 

a kind of fill-in between 

the Morels and the 

Leak Sandwich 

woofers. 

At first glance it 

might look as though a 

system like this, made 

up of such an 

assortment of drivers, 

would have a hard time 

sounding cohesive. In 

fact, it has one of the 

most cohesive sounds I've come across. 

Setting it apart were two factors. 

One is that a single driver, the 

VVestrex pressure unit with its Altec 

horn, covers a large chunk of the 

midrange where the ear is most 

sensitive to crossover phasing and 

response anomalies. The second is that 

this is an active set-up. 

The net result is a well balanced, 

superbly dynamic delivery with a focus 

and punch in ne bass that loudspeakers 

with passive crossovers can't match. 

Missing out on the great lengths of wire 

chat make up crossover inductors really 

does pay div dends. Inductors also

reduce an amp's damping of a driver, 

meaning it has less control over the 

cone. And with the whole caboodle 

fronted by the LP 12 with an MC of the 

los calibre, the sound was always 

transparent and revealing. 

Talking with Ted as we went 

through his record collection, I asked 

him why he had gone the active route: 

TED HAY "It gives you a great deal 

of control over how the drivers work. 

It's a near approach to how I think a 

good 'speaker should be. I think the first 

real breakthrough in loudspeakers came 

when Peter Walker of Quad made his 

first electrostatic. There were no really 

good ' speakers before that time in my 

view. Peter actually showed us what hi-

fi should be like. The ELS 57 wasn't 

perfect at all, but it was a reference for 

all other 'speakers. 

JON MARKS I know there are 

people who still regard the ELS 57 as a 

reference. 

TH What makes a good 'speaker 

for me is balance. 

JM And when you say balance, you 

mean a flat frequency response? 

TH Yes, that's right. And from a 

subjective point of view as well. You 

know, you might balance it objectively - 

it might measure flat - but you can find 

out subjectively it still might not sound 

good. As you know, you've got to do a 

bit of tweaking here and there. 

I've also been disappointed by a lot 

of two-way 'speakers because many 

have a midrange peak which pushes 

vocals up-front and putting the 

crossover in the presence region 

can ruin the sound. Some people 

seem to mistake this forwardness 

for detail and transparency. 

JM So you prefer to cross 

the midrange driver over quite low 

down? 

TH Yes, at about 200Hz.1 

use a series capacitor for the ten-

cell horn and a choke for the Leak 

Sandwich bass driver. 
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JM I suppose the point of using an 

active crossover is that you don't need 

to use the large capacitors and chokes 

found in passive crossovers. 

TH Well, sometimes you still do - it 

can pay to use them to tweak the sound 

slightly but mods like this should be 

kept as simple as possible. The more 

elements you put in a crossover, the 

more you dirty the sound. 

JM Companies like Epos tend only 

to use simple crossovers. In their two-

way designs like the ESI2 they use a 

single capacitor to roll in the tweeter 

and the mid/bass unit is actually run full 

range. 

TH I think there's a lot to be said for 

that sort of approach. You need a hell 

of a good bass/midrange driver for that 

though. But I think no one driver can 

ever handle the full bandwidth 

satisfactorily. I tried that quite a while 

ago. 

JM What kind of drivers did you 

use? 

TH Vitavox first - they were good 

units. Goodmans as well but I didn't like 

those much in the early days. 

JM Did you listen to Goodman's 

Axioms as well? 

TH Yes, those too. They were good 

actually. But before then the drivers 

were a bit duff. I didn't think much of 

the early Wharfedales either. 

JM I had a pair of Wharfedale's I 2in 

dual concentrics a year or so ago. They 

had huge Alnico magnets for the paper 

mid/bass cone and a metal dome 

tweeter. They sounded quite good, 

although efficiency was only 86dB/VV 

and power handling limited to about 

20W. 

TH Some of the best sounds I heard 

in those days came from mains 

energised 'speakers. They were 

incredible. The one I had was an Epoch. 

It had a horn a foot long and 8in wide at 

the mouth. The driver's voice coil was 

3in in diameter and the surround was 

made of pigskin. 

JM Pigskin?! I can't see vegetarian 

audiophiles going for that! 

TH I used to drive it straight off 

my valve amp's output valves - the 

driver's impedance was about 

I 00ohms. 

JM You didn't use an output 

transformer then? 

TH No. And the transients this 

set-up produced were incredible. 

Unfortunately it blew up one night at 

a party. 

System No2 consists of Quad 22/11 valve pre/power amps driving 

Tannoy Cheviot 'speakers. The source is an Audionote step-up 

transformer fed from a Goldring-Lenco GL88 turntable for playing 

78s, with arm and cartridge by Wilkin and Wright. The cartridge is 

an early Moving Coil (vintage 1946) and uses replaceable steel 

needles instead of a diamond stylus. 

JM So many 

loudspeakers 

go to the great 

junk shop in the 

sky because of 

parties! 

TH Out of all 

the other 

drivers I've lived 

with, I thought 

the Westrexes 

were some of the 

best, although 

some are better 

than others. But in 

the midrange, 

even they are 

really bettered by electrostatics like the 

Quads and Martin Logans. Getting hold 

of replacement film for the old '57s is 

pretty much impossible unfortunately. 

Then there was the lonophone 

tweeter which used plasma, I think. 

People reckoned that was bad for your 

health though. 

JM Yes, it used to discharge quite a 

lot of ozone, which isn't a good thing at 

ground level. 

TH What 1 look for is a truly 

transparent midrange. Sir Thomas 

Beecham, the conductor, said he 

wanted to hear every instrument playing 

in the orchestra. He didn't want eight of 

the musicians going to sleep and the 

person listening to the recording not 

noticing. He wanted to be able to hear 

everything." 

Life-long audiophile, Ted Hay. 

Ted's system is always changing. The 

next step is a crossover for the 

Westrex which equalises its response at 

the top end so it can cover the entire 

midrange. There's also the possibility of 

an upgraded turntable and CD player. 

Like all dedicated audiophiles, Ted's 

journey towards hi-fi nirvana is never-

ending. Bon voyage!

least. This is an Icelandic 
singer. No, no, no, not like 

Bjork. You can understand the 
words and they're interesting 

words, too, lyrics even. And 
what a singer: Elaine Paige at 

one moment, Patti Smith 

another, P J Harvey 
somewhere else and maybe a 

spot of P J Proby on a dubbed 

chorus. She has a versatility 

(she popped up on 808 State's 
rooz', by the way) befitting a 

graduate from LAMDA, which 
along with the Guildhall has 

been turning out some 
hellishly good Jazz musicians of 

late. Just to prove she could 
be one too, there's a splendid 

little Jazz-Funk track, 'Shot', 
due out as a single. 

Ragga and the JMO are enormously 

inventive. In fact, they've invented 

post-modernist Rock. The boring old 

pastiche and tribute-to-the-'60s 

(or '70s or '80s) stuff should stop here, 

dead. These Icelandic geezers have 

stuffed it. 
The album is driven by a clamorous 

percussive beat which track-to-track 

plays variations on itself from Trip-

Hop to R ' n' B, using "mucked up 

domestic appliances" (except they 

don't write it with an 'm').

COLD KRUSH CUTS

Cold Krush Cuts is an intriguing head to 

head turntable battle between futurist 
Japanese DJ Krush and the pioneering 

figureheads of the highly rated Ninja 
Tunes groove collective, Coldcut. 

Think of this album in terms of a 

game show, with both competitors 
getting a stockpile of records, in this 

case label Ninja Tunes' back and front 

catalogue, and then throwing them on in 

whatever order they deem best. The 

result is the two teams both do a nice 
line in mixing, scratching, cutting and 

pasting. 

So have Coldcut met their Pearl 
Harbour? 

Kicking off the proceedings they do 

a superb job with 23 tracks, each of 
which has that unmistakable 

experimental feel thanks to a vague 

Dance/Trance beat. This is a diet of 
mashed up beats, orchestral guests and 

turntable mayhem. 

Using a series of their own tracks in 
the hour-long mix, Coldcut also mix in a 
range of tracks from highly rated peers, 

particularly DJ Food and Funki Porcini. 
The Dub concoctions, such as DJ 

Vadim's The Breaks', include some 

startlingly good Jazz motifs and run the 
usual gamut of Hip-Hop, Drum 'n' Bass, 

Jungle, Trip-Hop and the odd freaky 
noise. If there are any vocals they fit in 

comfortably with the general ambience. 
Most of the tracks merge into each 

other leaving a flavoursome mix. 

However, Get Your Head Down' by 

Luke Vibert and 'Naked Leaves' by 
Coldcut are particular standouts. 

DJ Krush takes over on Side B with 
a similar assortment of tracks, 

concentrating especially on those by DJ 

Vadim and the London Funk Allstars. 

Although with DJ Krush there is a vague 

sense at times of repetition, this is 

another impressive journey irto modern 
Dance by Ninja. 

THE CHEMICAL BROTHERS 

XDUSTCD2 

If there's anything to entice an old man 

like myself back onto the dancefloor, it's 
the Chemical Brothers. 

Techno's equivalent of the Gallagher 

brothers have followed their promising 
debut album Exit Planet Dust, released 

two years ago, with one of the most 

cocksure albums to be heard thus far in 

'97. It has even managed the incredible 

twin feats of pushing the Spice Girls off 

the Number One slot and rocking 
straight into the American Top 20, 

putting British Electronica very much on 
the world map. 

Forget the timid Ambient sounds 

often now associated with ecstasy 

fuelled Techno/Dance - this album is a 

Dance contradiction. It's a full-on head-

bursting assault on the senses driven by 
the dirtiest and nastiest of rocking beats. 

Dig Your Own Hole is a Dance 

album you can Rock to and a Rock 

album that will even get the unlikeliest 
of retroheads reaching for their Dancing 

shoes, Noel Gallagher for one. 

Starting off as a bunch of gawpy 
Manchester students, who had a couple 

of wacky records they liked to spin to 

their assembled group of mates at the 
odd club, the Chemical Brothers grew 
from humble beginnings. 

With an aptitude for business and a 
knack for getting people onto the 
dancefloor, they built up their empire to 
the point where, two years ago, they 

started Heavenly Social Sunday, one of 

the capital's most famed clubs. It was to 
put their stamp on a city obsessed by 
innovations and good music. 

Dig Your Own Hole is testament to 

this originality. It kicks off with the 
riveting Block Rockin' Beats', a tune 

that sums up the whole album - brutal 

machine riffs, funky basslines and wailing 
sirens. The nearest comparison would 

be The Prodigy's Firestarter' - less 
insane perhaps, but a whole lot meaner. 

Like the brilliant Prodigy, listening to 

the Chemicals is a bruising, almost 

combat-like experience. And it just gets 
better. Backing up the opener are the 

stunners Dig Your Own Hole' and 
'Elektro Bank'. 

Moments of respite are few and far 
between but worth the wait. There's 

'Setting Sun', the collaboration with our 

Noel which uses The Beatles' 

'Tomorrow Never Knows' as its 
template. In the same vein are the soft, 

mysterious psychedelic trip 'Where Do 

I Begin?' (vocals provided by Beth 

Orton) and the total, blissful meltdown 
of the last track, 'The Private 

Psychedelic Reel' which verges on the 
transcendental at nine and a half minutes 

long. 

Overall Dig Your Own Hole has a 

sort of amateurishness that is appealing 
in a raw Hip-Hop kind of way. The 

Americans have names for this type of 

music - they call it Digi-Rock or 

Electronica. They can keep the names, 

we'll keep the band. This is music to 

scare middle- England.

'The 

Hoe' is pretty average, while ' KauIt' is 
a tad to weirdybeaty to really make it 

on most floors. ' Flashback' cuts the 

mustard, though, in a retro, funky, Acid 
Electronica way, with its Techno beat 

and sumptuous, squealing Acid building 

through the track. 
And, perhaps, that's why some of 

the reviews of 30 were a touch on the 

dismissive side. Laurent Garnier's DJing

Well, on the face of it this has to be 

one of the unlikeliest Jazz records of 

1997, and unless Lee Ritenour teams 
up with Sonic Youth later this year, 

The Sign of 4 is likely to remain that 

way. 

I've gone on at length here in the 

past about British improvising guitarist 
Derek Bailey, and of late Pat Metheny 

has turned up in this column with 
surprising regularity. 

Bailey is a legitimate musical 

phenomenon. A key player in the small 
but influential British Jazz avant-garde 
of the '60s, he has spent the 30 years 

since resolutely not selling out, treading 
his own, highly individual path. Along 
the way he's organised regular Free 

Music festivals, written an extensive 
history of the practice of improvisation 

in many areas of the world's musics, 

run a highly influential independent 
record company and, of course, 

developed one of the most singular 
guitar techniques on the planet, a 

technique which has gradually earned 
him a loyal if highly disparate following. 

But what's truly remarkable about 

Bailey is the renaissance he's enjoyed 
over the last couple of years or so. 

Now in his mid-60s, he has recently 

recorded what are not just among the 

most astonishing records of his own 
career, but some of the landmark 

albums of the decade. Arcana's The 
Last Wave saw him alongside bassist 

Bill Laswell and the late, great Jazz 

drummer Tony Williams - one of the 
finest examples of a true power trio 

ever. He has recorded with Japanese 

prog-Rockers Ruins (and for that 

matter, performed with them in 

London very recently as I write - one 
of the shows of this hack's life). And on 

Guitar, Drums and Bass he pitted his 
guitar against Jungle break beats - 
essentially an extension of his home 

improvisations to North London pirate 

radio stations - and turned in one of 
the most lauded albums of 1996. 

Not bad for a musician who, when 
asked by The Wire magazine for his 

take on 1996, replied that he was still 

trying to figure out 1956. At a time 
when any minor tweaking of musical 

practice is heralded as a major stylistic 

innovation, Bailey remains a genuine 

ground breaker. 

American guitar player Pat 
Metheny, of course, is a very different 

matter, but is also, in his own way, very 

much a phenomenon. Probably the 
most bankable Jazz musician alive, he 

has maintained an improbable balance 

between, on one hand, a large, adoring 
international audience, won over by a 

20-year succession of highly accessible, 

lushly orchestrated group recordings, 

and, on the other, a series of 

adventurous live and recorded projects 

which has more seriously addressed his 

love of both Hard Bop and Free Jazz. 

Unlikely as it may be, The Sign of 4 
brings together Bailey and Metheny 

Simon 
Hopkins 

with percussionists Gregg Bendian and 
Paul Wertico (a regular member of 

Metheny's group for over a decade). A 

reasonably priced triple CD, the 
package presents two shows 

performed last December by the 

quartet at New York's famed home of 

New Music, The Knitting Factory, and 
studio sessions recorded over two days 

around the same time. It's to the 

Knitting Factory's own imprint that we 
owe the release of this record, and all 

respect to them for pulling off what I 
imagine was a tricky business 

proposition. 

This is, in many ways, a meeting of 
two very different worlds. Metheny, 

renowned for his championing of guitar 

synthesisers, obviously brought to the 
live shows a lot of electronics. Bailey 

brought his electric guitar and maybe a 
wah-wah pedal. 

No matter. Metheny's trademark 

lush ambience is nowhere to be heard 

here. Instead, he produces a vast 

canvas of constantly shape-shifting 
sounds through which Bailey 

improvises some of the most hair-

raising music of his career. Wertico 

and Bendian, too, perform some of the 
most adept, sensitive percussion I've 
heard of late, turning from clattering 
drum mayhem to spindly, angular 

textures on a vast array of tuned and 
non-tuned percussion. 

In a perfect world, a whole army of 
Metheny fans would be won over by 

this record and the critical fringes who 
normally support Bailey vigorously 

would put aside their prejudices about 

the younger musician. But then in a 

perfect world this group would have a 

weekly residency in my local. Until 
Utopia arrives, we have The Sign of 4, 

which I can't see being surpassed - in 

quality or invention - by any Jazz 
record this year •

Scott Hamilton is back on Concord, 

although the consistent pace of his new 
releases renders the concept of him 

ever having been away somewhat 
laughable. This time the release also 

features Tommy Flanagan on piano, Bob 

Cranshaw on bass and Lewis Nash on 

drums, and is recorded with Concord's 

usual panache, emotion and space in 

abundance. 
The CD consists of ten tracks 

including Flanagan's own 'Beyond The 

Bluebird', Gillespie's 'Woody 'n' You', 

Carter's 'Blues In My Heart', and 

Parker's 'Steeplechase'. 
Some time ago I commented on the 

lack of sparkle in Hamilton's recent 
playing when compared to his earlier 

releases. I felt that he was settling into a 

routine - a rut - and perhaps losing 

some of his style and charm. He then 

comprehensively demonstrated 
otherwise in his last release and 

continues in this vein with After Hours. 
Having also seen him play live a short 

time ago I can confidently report that, 

while the set was perhaps not up to the 

standards of some I have seen him play, 
Hamilton is still as surprising and 

interesting a player as ever.

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PERSONAL STANDARDS 

CCD-4752-2 

Another Concord release, this one puts 

the clarity of the label's recording 
technique at the disposal of Alan 

Broadbent. 
Here, Broadbent fronts a simple trio 

with Putter Smith on bass and Joe 
Labarbera on drums. This kind of soft, 

even sound seems to translate to CD 
almost as well as a solo performance. It 

would take an extremely critical ear and 

a top-flight hi-fi to find fault with this 

recording in my opinion. 
For your money you get nine tracks, 

eight of which are written by Broadbent 

and one by bassist Smith. 

Broadbent's work is presented 
without the perspective of chronology 

or theme, simply as an insight into the 
music of a composer who gestates his 
art slowly, producing (in his words) one 

or two tunes in a year, at most. This 
does not, when listening to the tunes, 

come across as a struggle but more of a 
gentle maturing into a modernist 

mainstream mould, rather like the 

ageing of a good wine. This may be a 

rather worn simile to use, but is does 
serve to counterpoint the fact that the 

music is fresh, vibrant, and heartily 

recommended. 

Last, but far from least, comes an 

offering from vibraphonist Gary Burton. 
With this album there is a slight feeling 
of deja vu. Is it me or is there a 
tendency for vibraphonists in particular 

to use that '... and Friends' suffix when 
coming up with their album's title? 

Surely professional musicians are the 

kind of people who turn up to record 
CDs like this in a studio session, while 

friends are those you jam with after a 

few beers in the back room just to see 

what kind of spontaneous sound 

evolves? 
Titular quibbles aside, Departure has 

musical substance in the form of 

Burton's vibes, Peter Erskine's drums, 
Fred Hersch's piano, John Schofield's 

guitar and John Patitucci's bass. 
Together they run expertly through ten 

tracks including Silver's ' Ecaroh', 
Wells/Torme's 'Born To Be Blue', 

Corea's 'Japanese Waltz' and 

Phinnessee/Miller's 'Tossed Salads And 

Scrambled Eggs', which is enjoying 

something of a renaissance as the theme 

from Frasier. 
Well played, well recorded, and well 

recommended if you're a fan of the 
vibraphone.

Born in Switzerland in 1890, the son 

of a Calvinist minister, Frank Martin 

had already taken his first tentative 

steps in composition when, at the age 

of ten, he heard a performance of 

Bach's St Matthew Passion. It was to 

leave a deep and permanent 

impression, but it was another four 

decades before Martin's own musical 

language reached its full flowering. 

He dabbled in twelve-note 

techniques, most notably in his First 

Piano Concerto ( 1933-34) and then 

added Bela Bartok to a list of 

influences that, aside from Bach, 

already embraced Debussy, 

Schoenberg and Hindemith. Martin's 

first indisputable masterpiece was an 

oratorio on the Tristan legend entitled 

Le Vin Herbe. He went on to write a 

number of other choral and operatic 

works, both sacred and secular. 

However, the work which finally 

established Frank Martin's reputation 

was orchestral rather than vocal, the 

brilliant Petite Symphonie Concertante 

of 1944-45. The work was written to a 

commission from his fellow-

countryman and incomparable 

supporter of new music, Paul Sacher, 

and was given its first performance in 

Zurich in May 1946. That same year, 

Martin revised the piece for full 

orchestra, dropping the ' Petite' prefix 

in the process. He believed the 

unusual scoring of the original would 

deny it concert exposure. He was to 

be proved wrong. The Petite 

Symphonie with its glittering, 

transparent sonorities and arresting 

percussive effects has become one of 

the most frequently heard of Martin's 

compositions. 

Three years later, Martin again 

turned to the concerto grosso form, 

at least in its modern guise. The 

Concerto for seven wind instruments, 

timpani, percussion and strings is an 

altogether sunnier and more relaxed 

work than its predecessor, whose 

nervous energy perhaps betrays the 

anxious mood prevailing everywhere 

at the time of its composition. In the 

Concerto, only the second movement, 

with its hypnotic and unsettling 'tick-

tock' ostinato pulse betrays a sense of 

foreboding. 

Both of these modern, yet 

immediately accessible masterpieces 

are superbly performed by musicians 

from the city of Frank Martin's birth, 

Geneva. There is virtuosity a-plenty 

from this top notch chamber group, 

which was only formed some five 

years ago, and their ensemble playing 

in the Passacaille which concludes the 

programme is of a similar standard. 

Here Martin pays homage to his 
original and most lasting inspiration 

Bach, using a form beloved of the 

German master, the passacaglia. It is a 

work of sustained and affecting 

nobility, clearly possessed of great 

depth of feeling - I was reminded of 

Richard Strauss's heart-achingly 

poignant Metamorphosen from the 

same period ( 1944-45). 

This welcome and enriching 

introduction to the orchestral music 

of Frank Martin also benefits from a 

recording of the highest quality - wide-

ranging, vivid yet atmospherically 

balanced. And if you want to find out 

how it's done, the accompanying 

booklet tells you how, right down to 

providing a diagram of Dinemec's 

mobile recording truck! I earnestly 

hope that this Swiss-based label will 

continue to explore the music of a 

composer who, alongside Arthur 

Honegger, brought true musical status 

to the land of the cuckoo clock.

For decades, the responsibility for 

championing the music of Edmund 

Rubbra was shouldered more or less 

single-handedly by Richard Itter's Lyrita 

label. Several of its important 

recordings of the symphonies 

conducted by the likes of Sir Adrian 

Bonk, Vernon Handley and Norman del 

Mar have been reissued on CD, and 

very fine they still sound. Nevertheless, 

the appearance of a new symphonic 

cycle from Richard Hickox, of which 

this is the third instalment, has been 

warmly welcomed by all admirers of 

Rubbra's music. Moreover, to date 

these Chandos issues have lived up to 

and, in some cases, most notably the 

glorious Ninth Symphony, surpassed 

expectations. 

But 1 may be jumping the gun; there 
will be those for whom Rubbra is 

merely an entry in the record catalogue 

and his music an unknown quantity. 

Suffice it to say, therefore, that Edmund 
Rubbra was born in 1901 in 

Northampton but did not begin serious 

musical studies until the age of nineteen 

after some four years' employment as a 

railway clerk. He gained a music 

scholarship at Reading University and, 

the following year, a scholarship in 

composition at the Royal College of 

Music. Among his teachers were 

Gustav Hoist and Ralph Vaughan 

Williams. 

In a career spanning almost seven 

decades, Rubbra composed well over 

one hundred works including 

concertos, chamber music, choral 

compositions, songs, madrigals and a 

Mass for double choir. But it is his 

symphonies that lie at the heart of this 

considerable output, and justifiably so. 

They are works that combine 

craftsmanship and invention with a 

sublime beauty and deeply felt sincerity. 

Rubbra's is English music that 

doesn't wear its Englishness on its 

sleeve; there is nothing here of the 

'cowpat school', as Constant Lambert 

scathingly termed it. Instead, there is 

something of a Nordic grandeur to 

Rubbra's symphonies, with echoes of 
Sibelius and, in their robustness and 

forcefulness, Nielsen. Above all, 

though, it is Rubbra's individuality and 

unwavering spiritual conviction that 

shine through in music that, if in many 

respects stoutly traditional, is no 

pastiche. 

In this latest issue in his Rubbra 

series, Richard Hickox offers 

superlative performances of the Second 

and the Sixth Symphonies. 

compositions undertaken some 

seventeen years apart. The former 

,! _ I 
dates from 1937 (although its-

orchestration was substantially re ised 

in 1950) and is a work of arrestin 
directness and strong musical unity. 

Almost every detail contained in its 

four tightlylmitmo'vements derives 

from the  ison string line, yet owe 

there is no lac expansive lyricism - 

witness the serene adagio which offers 

repose between the tautly energetic 

scherzo and the dance-like rondo 

finale. 

The Sixth Symphony, composed 

between 1953 and 1954, contains what 

many commentators believe is the 

finest single movement in any of 

Rubbra's symphonies, the song-like 

second movement marked Canto: largo 

e sereno. The playing here is 

spellbinding, demonstrating just how 

fine an ensemble the BBC's Welsh 

orchestra has become. It is equally 

satisfying in the other three movements 

of a work which, like its companion, 

derives virtually all its material from a 

single sequence, in this case a four-note 

(E, F, A, B) ' motto' heard on cor anglais 

at the opening of the finale. The reason 

this kernel occurs here is simply that 

this was the first movement Rubbra 

composed, intending it to open the 

symphony before coming round to the 

view that it was better suited as its 

conclusion. 

It has been said that Rubbra's music 

is "not of our time, but could not have 

been written at any other" and, hearing 

Richard Hickox's eloquent and 

committed performances of these two 

symphonies, that observation falls into 

place. And Chandos's spacious, full 

sound - recorded using a 20-bit system 

- is ideally suited to Rubbra's richly 

detailed scores.

Claudio Monteverdi was responsible 

for the original operatic masterpiece, 

Orfeo, first performed at the court of 

Mantua in February 1607. It was in a 

different league from any of the six 

dramma per musica which had 

preceded it, beginning with Jacopo 

Pen's Dafne of 1598. But to 

those familiar with 

Monteverdi's musical progress, 

Orfeo was no 'bolt from the 

blue'. Rather it was the 

inevitable consequence of his 

genius as a composer of 

madrigals, the first collection of 

which had appeared in 1587 

when Monteverdi was just 20. 

The fifth collection (or 

'book') of madrigals predates 

Orfeo by less than two years, 

having been published by 

Riccardo Amadino in Venice in 

July 1605. It was to prove a 

turning point for its composer. 

Monteverdi's unorthodox 

style, particularly in matters of 

harmony, had already come in 

for fierce criticism from certain 

more conservative members of the 

musical establishment in Italy, most 

notably the theorist and composer 

Giovanni Maria Artusi, canon of San 

Salvadore in Bologna. Artusi had found 

much that was not to his taste in the 

fourth book of madrigals, which 

Amadino had published two years 

earlier. 

In the dedication to the fifth 

volume, Monteverdi seizes the 

opportunity to rebut Artusi's 

criticisms. He comments that the 

modern composer, in choosing his 

musical devices and method of 

composition, above all ". .. builds upon 

the foundations of truth", concluding 

with the succinct exhortation, "Live 

happily." 

Artusi's adverse remarks clearly 

cut little ice with the audience for 

Monteverdi's music: the fifth book was 

reprinted by Amadino on no less than 

six occasions in the ensuing ten years 

and a seventh reprint appeared in 

Antwerp in 1615 (Italian merchants 

had strong trading links with this 

northern European port). 

With the fifth book, arguably the 

most integrated and coherently 

assembled of the madrigal collections, 

Monteverdi's stature and reputation 

were secured. Equally importantly, it 

was a major turning point in his career. 

In this collection of nineteen miniature 
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Quinto Libro

dramas, the genre is taken to the limit 

of its expressive potential; the 

previously prescribed emotional 

boundaries are pushed to breaking 

point. Though possessing sufficient 
originality to indicate a new stage in 

the development of the madrigal, 

Monteverdi himself would henceforth 

require an altogether grander vehicle 

for his ideas. That vehicle was opera. 

The texts for the collection are 

taken from the Pastor Fido (Faithful 

Shepherd) of Gian Battista Guarini, 

published in 1590 and one of the 

madrigalists"bibles', the other being 

Petrarch's Canzoniere. The dramatic 

and poetic power of Guarini's words 

are tellingly reflected in Monteverdi's 

music, which makes a familiarity with 

the texts essential. Thankfully, the 

translations employed in this excellent 

production by the French Opus III 

label are first-rate. 

Alongside its bold use of harmony 

and strong melodic lines, the fifth book 

of madrigals is also distinguished by its 

varied instrumental accompaniment 

(deemed essential in the last six pieces 

but optional elsewhere). Coupled with 

the demands of the vocal parts, this 

would indicate strongly that this 

collection was not intended for 

amateur performance. For its 

aristocratic audience, appreciation 

would have to come from 

listening not, as it had been 

accustomed to, playing. 

When it comes to the 

expressive nuances which 

permeate these madrigals, 

Rinaldo Alessandrini's 

Concerto Italiano start with a 

self-evident advantage over 

rival ensembles. As was 

displayed in their recordings 

of the second and fourth 

books of madrigals (again for 

Opus Ill), nothing can 

surpass the instinctive, 

idiomatic response of singers 

for whom the sound and feel 

of the vocal lines is inbred. 

That aside, the nine soloists of 

Concerto Italiano are 

uniformly outstanding in their 

technique, flexible, ever attentive to 

detail, and sensitive in their tuning. 

Just as important in conveying this 

music to a modern audience is their 

dramatic understanding, bringing alive 

what might initially appear an archaic 

genre. The range of emotions - 

passionate, pessimistic, joyful, 

lachrymose, even gently ironic - with 

which Monteverdi puts flesh on the 

bones of Guarini's verse is given full 

rein in these scrupulously prepared but 

far from detached interpretations. 

Moreover, the warmth, intensity and 

fidelity of the performances is 

beautifully caught by the cleanly 

balanced recording, produced and 

engineered by the proven team of 

Yolanta Skura and Laurence Heym in 

the appropriate venue of the salone 

della musica of an Italian villa *

Bandwidth was unusually wide 

though, stretching up to 138kHz (- I dB) 

which sugge>ts not.

Otherwise, producing 50watts into 

8ohms and 0watts into 4ohms, the 

A-300R Precision has plenty enough grunt 

to handle modern loudspeakers. 

The phono stage was also a wide 

bandwidth design, its response stretching 

from 10Hz up to 110kHz. Unfortunately, 

this isn't too clever, since disc warps will 

flap the cones of a reflex loudspeaker.

The Meridian is a real powerhouse, 

producing 150watts into 8ohms and no 

less than 256watts into 4ohms, more than 

enough for in;ensitive loudspeakers or big 

rooms.

The distorcion spectrum possessed 

extended odd-order harmonics, especially 

into low loads.

PERFECT 
TECHNIQUE 

Jon Marks tips his hi-fi hat to a classic turntable which has yet to receive 

its due respect - Technics SL- 1000/11. 

H
ave you ever 
heard the old 

chestnuts, "The 

Japanese only turn out 

mass market hi-fi dross" 

and, "I wouldn't touch a 

direct drive turntable 

with a barge pole, 

they're no good"? Well, 

Technics disproved both 

these statements two 

decades ago with their superb 

SL-1000/II turntable. 

Selling back in 1978 for a whopping 

£1100 (when an LP I 2/Ittok cost half as 

much), the SL-1000/II was made up of 

the SP- I 0MkIIP motor unit, SH- I OB3 

plinth (powdered obsidian in resin cast 

to produce a gorgeous plinth the size 

of a sideboard and weighing almost 

20kgs) and EPA- I00 tone-arm with 

titanium nitride arm-tube. 

The SL- 1000/I! obviously went 

down well with cognoscenti because 

the BBC used it as their studio 

turntable of choice. And this is where 

many of the examples you can pick up 

come from. If you're worrying about 

reliability, don't. The SP- I 0MkIIP's 

direct drive motor packs a massive 6kg 

torque punch, spinning the 2.9kg 

platter up to 33rpm in less than a 

quarter of a second. And the build 

quality makes most modern decks look 

like they're made from balsa wood. 

The old myths of " direct drive 

decks can't hold their speed" and 

"direct drive decks are noisy" also bite 

the dust when faced with the SP- I0 

and matching plinth. The motor unit 

has a claimed wow and flutter figure of 

0.025% which easily betters most belt 

drive turntables and the plinth soaks 

up any noise from the motor and the 

outside world. 

So how does it sound? Fitted with 

an SME Series V tone-arm and DNM 

Aciore MC the Technics sounded as 

solid as it looked. Bass is deep and well 

controlled, midrange open and treble 

free from harshness. In fact the 

Technics and the SME seem almost to 

have been made for each other. 

While the Technics' standard 

performance is good, it can be 

a little uninvolving with Rock 

music. There's a very easy 

cure for this though. Fitting 

inexpensive 5V regulators 

to the ICs in the crystal 

oscillator section of the 

power supply costs about 

£5 if you DIY and brings 

about a huge improvement 

in sound quality. With this modification 

(which we hope to cover in a future 

supplement) bass becomes superbly 

extended and powerful, while midrange 

and treble have a smoothness and 

transparency that makes a lot of other 

decks sound harsh by comparison. 

Speed stability also benefits, and the 

deck becomes wonderfully taut and 

rhythmic regardless of the type of 

music it's playing. 

Prices obviously vary depending on 

condition, ranging from about £275 up 

to £375 for the motor units and £ 150+ 

for the plinths. Original EPA- I00 tone-

arms go for about £ 150 as well and 

stand comparison well with more up-

to-date arms. If you're a fan of superb 

engineering and like to get the most 

from your vinyl, Technics' SL- 1000/11 is 

definitely a golden oldie worth hunting 

down •
