uring my short stint in
the pro audio side of
this business (working
in mastering). | picked
up the admittedly crude
but pin-sharp phrase,
“you can't polish a
turd”. Those of you who'd hitherto thought of
me as a cultured and clean living sort of per-
son could well be shocked - for which | apolo-
gise - but this phrase has no alternative
(except the archaic "you can't make a silk
purse and out of a sow’s ear”).

What it means is that if - for example - an
instrument is badly tuned. a certain guitar amp
knackered, or a player or singer hopelessly
inept and it's been committed to tape, there’s
little that can be done about it.

This is something we often forget in hi-fi.
Without thoughtful or prolonged, varied lis-
tening, a product can easily be damned as
being harsh and bright, or woolly and slow,
when there's little justification for calling it
either. Rather, it could be down to the fact
that recordings differ wildly.

Listeners should be acutely aware of this,
especially in demonstrations or shows, so
always take your own CDs. If a certain solo
piano demo sounds hard and edgy then it
need not necessarily be the amp, CD player
or ‘speakers.

Ultimately, sound depends on not only
microphone techniques or venue acoustics,
but the actual instruments themselves. A
Yamaha grand piano, for example, will have a
more crisp and harsher sound than a
smoother Bliithner or Bechstein. Although
these traits would be emphasised by brighter
sounding kit, it could be that you may dislike a
certain make of piano rather than a ‘speaker!

How many times have you walked into a
room at a hi-fi show, sat down for a few min-
utes (or seconds) and promptly made for the
door, unhappy with what you've just encoun-
tered? It could be that you haven't given the
stuff a chance, as all it takes is one recording
that perhaps you're unfamiliar with and you've
damned the stuff for eternity.

This is one reason why we tend to use

tried and tested discs for reviewing purposes.

This way | definitely know if a certain
component is either sluggish in the bass or
bright in the treble as I've heard this disc so
many times | know what to expect and when.
Okay, so | often get totally sick and tired of
the music but at least the review gear gets a
fair chance! | have to find the excitement (or
lack thereof) in the equipment as opposed to
the music.

It's not just hi-fi reviewers that have to
ward off stagnation of this kind, either.
Consider a classical music concert or record-
ing reviewer or a theatre critic.

Now and then, something new and
unheard will emerge, but most of the time
you're dealing with stuff that you're highly
familiar with. Although it may be boring to a
certain extent, it gives a greater knowledge
from which to make your important decision.

It's down to the way the piece is played or
interpreted, rather than simply being swayed
by the music. It would all be a lot easier if we
listened to notes but unfortunately we can't -
it's in the professional blood.

So, next time you're at a hi-fi show and the
demonstrator refuses, for whatever reason, to
play your discs (it happens, believe me), subtly
remind him that it's all for his own good!

RUNAROUND, SUE

After successfully closing down Napster, the
US music industry has gone on a spree of
litigation to get its imitators. The recording
industry and Hollywood studios have joined
forces to sue MusicCity, Kazaa and Grokster,
which together form one of the most popular
file-trading networks to spring up in
Napster's wake. It's the fourth major legal
action to have been filed - so far it has shut
down Scour, neutralised Napster and put
Aimster into serious financial peril - and also
the first outside the US.

The latest object of litigation will test the
law to the limit, because these three file-
swapping services don't need a central
company to create an index of downloadable
files. The companies involved have said that
even if they disappear, the network of file
swapping can survive as people continue to
distribute the software unofficially. By
contrast, the Recording Industry Association
of America (RIAA) and the Motion Picture
Association of America (MPAA) has dubbed
them, “a 2 st century piratical bazaar”. RIAA
Chief Executive Hilary Rosen said, “we
cannot sit idly by while these services
continue to operate illegally, especially at a
time when new legitimate services are being
launched”.

inn calls this "the ultimate

source product for multi-zone

Arguably the company's
most interesting creation to date, the
Knekt Kivor is (deep breath): a web-
enabled, hard drive recording and
playback ‘audio distribution system’
that stores almost 1400 hours of

uncompressed music. It also does the
full multi-room thing, serving up to 16
users independently and simultane-
ously. In a Linn Knekt Intersekt sys-
tem, access from up to 128 zones is
via a Linn Knekt keypad, and by
touchscreen or computer.

Each Knekt Kivor has four
modules, the [a] *Tunboks hard disk
music storage system, [b] ‘PCl Musik

Machine' soundcard, [c] ‘Oktal’ eight-
way 24-bit DAC, and [d] ‘Linnk’
control interface.

[a] TUNBOKS

The heart of the Kivor - think of this
£8,000 box of tricks as the transport.
Within its sizeable case, the basic
Tunboks contains two 76GB hard
drives which give 248 hours of
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uncompressed music, or far more if
you choose to compress. It doesn't
stop there though, because you can
add 76GB disc drive modules at £500
a time, up to a maximum of ||,

As well as working with the rest
of the Kivor modules, the Tunboks
can be used in any conventional music
system with a stereo DAC, and can
furnish up to 16 independent, low-
jitter audio outputs. Music can be
downloaded via either the built-in
CD-ROM drive, or the digital audio
input of the PCI Musik Machine
soundcard. When loading a CD, the
Tunboks connects to the Internet and
downloads the title, track, artist and
music type and adds this information
to its database. Linn says that the
internal modem also makes possible
remote diagnostics and future
software upgrades.

[b] PCI MUSIK MACHINE

A fascinating product in itself, Linn's
first PCI soundcard can be thought of
as the digital output section of the
Tunboks. It gives eight balanced digital
audio stereo outputs for direct
connection to the Okztal. It works by
turning the raw PCl data from the
Tunboks into ‘jitterless’, HDCD-
compatible AES/EBU digital audio
data. These eight channels are then
transmitted for processing to the
Knekt Intersekt for distribution. It
can also accept one stereo channel of
AES/EBU digital audio, which can be
converted to 32-bit parallel data prior
to storage.

The Kivor PC! Musik Machine
normally processes uncompressed
digital audio data but it has the ability
to pass signals for subsequent
compression to MP3 format as well.
There is one balanced digital audio
stereo input for recording on the
Tunboks. Two cards can be fitted to a

Kivor, giving 16 digital stereo outputs
and two digital stereo inputs.

[c] OCKTAL

The Kivor's £3,000 DAC module is
capable of concurrently decoding up
to eight digital stereo channels for
connection to a Linn Knekt Intersekt
system and encoding one stereo
channel directly to the Tunboks
source. Each digital audio input
channel can detect and lock automat-
ically to any sample rate between
32kHz and 96kHz at up to 24-bit
resolution. Linn says it can improve
the sound quality of Digital Satellite,
cable systems, DAB, MD and DAT
products via their own digital outputs,
and also directly interface to
AES/EBU equipment for professional
audio applications. It also offers
analogue to digital conversion with
manually-controlled input scaling and
peak level indicators.

[d] LINNK

This £1,000 device bears no relation
to the early-Eighties Linn phono stage
of the same name. Rather, it's the
Kivor's multi-room control interface
and handles up to 16 Knekt remote
infout connections and converts the
Knekt communications protocol to
and from RS232 to allow a Knekt
System to communicate fully with the
Kivor Tunboks. With the Linnk
installed, the operation of the Knekt
Kivor system is very simple through
any number of Linn's Knekt Room
Control Units, touchscreens or
computers.

USING THE KIVOR

Essentially, your first point of contact
with this amazing device will be
through a computer screen. Any
notebook or desktop PC will connect
to the Tunboks via the RS232 port or
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USB (although the USB software
drivers weren't available at the time
of writing). Installing the software is
straightforward enough - your
friendly Linn dealer will come round
to your house (mansion, stately
home, etc.) and do it for you! Suitably
booted up. the software displays,
Windows Explorer-style, a list of the
music on the Tunboks.

To add new CDs to the system,
you simply feed your disc into the
Tunboks’ slot. If you've checked the
‘Auto Record’ box on the software,
the system starts transferring the
music onto the hard drive. Because
the CD-ROM drive inside the
Tunboks is a multi-speed affair,
recording is far faster than real time
(roughly three minutes per disc), and
you can also play music through the
Kivor while the process is going on.
Once finished, the system dials up the
Internet and downloads the complete
track and title information all by itself.
Within 10 minutes, your disc and all
its text info is sitting on the Kivor’s
hard drive ready for action.

To fully understand the Kivor, you
have to think of it in terms of a multi-
room set-up. It's possible to use it as
a single-source component in a single
room, but that's rather like only using
your Ferrari to nip down to the
shops. To play music, you could either
select it on your computer screen or
make your way down to the East
Wing of the house to your listening
suite, whereupon you'll pick up your
Knekt RCU (room control unit), and
select the disc and track you wish to
play. This is made easy by the RCU’s
text display, and the fact that every
disc the Kivor stores has full artist,
title and track information grabbed
from the internet database. So, you
scroll along through your discs by
ARTIST (i.e. "Van Morrison"), click
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Walrus Systems

Within a second or two, the
remote power amp you have in
the corner of your room gets
the Kivor's line-level feed and
the music begins to issue forth
through your loudspeakers.

SOUND QUALITY

| auditioned the Kivor in multi-
room form, driving a Linn
AVS5105 power amp and Ninka
loudspeakers. The results were
superb, and | got the impression
that it was better than its
partnering equipment. This
combination had quite a dry and
clean character - very Linn, of
course - which bristles with
pace, bounce and dynamics. A
very good analogy would be
Linn's own £1,950 lkemi, which
is itself a big improvement on
the Karik 3 | reviewed and loved
back in the mid-Nineties.

The listening kicked off with Van
Morrison’s ‘Coney Island’, which
is a slick but beautifully-recorded
track with some fantastic string
work. The Kivor set up an
extremely wide and tightly-
defined acoustic, whose depth
perspective was excellent, the
music rising out of an inky black
silence. Although it leant to the
dry side of neutral, the Kivor

conveyed the rich, resonant
nature of Van's voice impres-

sively well. And while strings didn't
shimmer as convincingly as they do
through either the CDI12 or LP12,
they were still rendered with a
smooth, even texture that never
once became strident. The overall
effect was as moving as I've heard
from any CD player, CDI2 notwith-
standing.

Next was Air's ‘All | Need', an
equally engaging piece of electronic
Pop that can be incredibly involving
if reproduced right. As the song
kicked off, the Kivor's superbly
articulated bass shone through. It's
very lkemi-like in this respect -
strong and powerful with real grip,
but also a tad dry and clinical. Above
this, a clean, open midband was
joined by a sweet and delicately
etched top-end. The Kivor was very

good on the ‘architectural’ aspects
of the sound too, the result being
that everything fitted into the mix
with real precision.

This was pretty much the form
whatever music | tried. The Kivor
sounds just like any high-end Linn
CD player - dynamic and tuneful, yet
dry and smooth. This is no small
praise - ultimately, Naim's CDX
might just have the edge over it in
terms of musicality and deep-down
forensic detail, but the Linn's an
accomplished all-rounder
nonetheless. Whether it's a Sony
remaster of Miles Davis' ‘Sketches
Of Spain’, or Karajan doing
Beethoven's Ninth on DG, you get
an engaging but neat presentation
that cuts to the mustard.

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Philip’s much anticipated consumer DVD recorder is finally here.
The DVDR1000 promises much but does it deliver the goods, asks

Noel Keywood?

mn»

his is the big one — the first

product to embody the last

but most awaited DVD
recording format: DVD+RW. With
the launch of DVD+RW consumers
around the world can at last see what
lies before them in the DVD record-
ing field. It's a great prospect, one |
have been awaiting eagerly, because it
allows me to finally decide what DVD
system ['ll be using in the future for
videos and for very high volume data
storage on the computer.

We've had DVD RAM from

Panasonic since 1998, but it’s
expensive and incompatible due to
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the use of a protective caddy. As
Pioneer pointed out to me, DVD-
RAM was always intended to be a
computer storage format; only
recently have Panasonic domesticated
it to store video.

Earlier this year Pioneer (and
others) launched the second DVD
recording format, DVD-RW, It is the
first of the dedicated consumer video
recorder formats, that use a naked
disc. The coming of DVD+RW, from
Philips, Sony, Ricoh, Yamaha and
Hewlett Packard has overshadowed
it. When an alliance as experienced
and powerful as this is formed the

world inevitably waits to see what
they are developing — and why. Philips
DVDR 1000 DVD+RW consumer
video recorder reviewed here is the
first product from this alliance, the
first example of the fast of the new
digital recording technologies, brewed
up last century for the beginning of
this century.

GETTING THE PICTURE

If we quickly look at the circum-
stances into which any video
recording format must fit it'll clarify
the issues and give you some idea of
what to expect and what look for to



suit your own purposes. DVD
recorders are complex items that can
do many things - almost everything in
fact!

A DVD video recorder must
record a disc that will play on any
DVD video player. Video players
(DVD ROMs) have been around for a
few years now, sales have been strong
so there’s a large installed base, as
they say. Most video rental outlets
now have DVD sections almost
rivalling VHS tape in extent. It’s vital
that a DVD video recorder produces
a disc that will play on these
machines. The difficulty here is that
professional video discs for these
players are pre-authored and
compiled to possess a continuous
data stream, complete with time code
and chapter markers. It is difficult to
replicate this on a domestic recorder.

At home, if you want to record
to a DVD disc just like a VHS cassette
there’ll be none of this slickness,
starts and stops will punctuate a disc
as the kids fight dad to record Big
Blue House over Match of the Day.
Digital doesn't like being started and
stopped randomly like analogue. The
time code is broken, synchonisation
lost and the whole shebang gets
shaky. Until now these problems have
been resolved using “lossy linking” — a
domestic digital patch-up job that
DVD players, bred for Hollywood
films, cannot handle.

So how do you make a shaky old
consumer recording compatible with
a playback system designed quite
specifically for Hollywood? It's a
culture ciash as much as anything else
and | sort of admire Philips tenacity in
trying to make the two idioms to
marry up. To link recordings
accurately DVD+RW has “lossless
linking” that can join successive
recordings to an accuracy of |
micron. This makes the data stream
appear continuous so a DVD video
replay drive can handle it.

What Philips claim is this gives
DVD+RW the ability to provide
compatible recordings without
compromising editing facilities. With
DVD-RW you have to make a choice
between playback compatibility or
editability; one compromises the
other. Philips claim DVD+RW does
not force you to choose between one
or the other: you get compatibility
and editability. All the same, there are
user-selectable recording format

options on the Philips DVDR 1000 too
if recordings won't work on a specific
video player, so the issue isn't quite so
simple. The player can also adapt
recordings made on other machines
to display DVD+RW menu features.

ENTERTAINMENT
COMPLEX

To cater for a wide range of options
the DVDR1000 is a very complex
machine, both technologically and
operationally. It provides basic video
editing, but for complex work you’ll
need a DVD+RW recorder drive
(coming soon) on your computer and
a video editing suite, plus a pretty
powerful computer. Since it produces

L review

provide digital compression. However,
the machine will only record when it
(automaticaily) detects a video signal,
so unfortunately you cannot use the
DVDRI100 as a stand-alone audio
recorder. There is no SPDIF input for
digital audio, nor are there any
internal surround-sound decoders;
only stereo audio outputs are
available. If you want surround-sound
for an external decoder or receiver
there are optical and co-axial output
sockets that deliver MPEG2, Dolby
Digital or dts. Dolby ProlLogic is also
available.

On the video side you can
connect a TV via an aerial link (RF),

via a CVBS link (composite video

a compatible disc a DVD+RW
recorded disc should play on a
computer DVD-R drive, like the
Pioneer AO3, and indeed Philips claim
the DVDR 1000 supports DVD-R.

A technique known as Variable
Bit Rate recording is used to pack
data onto a disc. With this and
MPEG?2 video compression the
DVDR 1000 provides 2hours of
recording in Standard Play (SP) mode,
on a 4.7GB disc (singe-sided, single
layer). The disc is re-writable so it can
be used over and over again and
current quoted price is £15.

On the audio side Philips new
machine will play CDs and CD-RWs.
It will not play SACDs nor DVD-
Audio discs. However, it will play the
24bit/96kHz soundtrack of DVD-
Video discs and specialist 24/96 audio
discs. Of course, there's an audio
recording channel as well as a video
recording channel, which encodes
two channels (i.e. stereo) in |6bit at
48kHz, using Dolby AC-3 format to

baseband signal), S-video or via
SCART (RGB). | initially connected via
SCART alone, expecting to be able to
run the TV from the recorder’s video
tuner. However, | wasn't happy with
picture quality. This simple
connection method also means you
must watch the programme being
recorded, so | added the RF
connection as Philips recommend so |
could use the TV direct from aerial to
view one programme whilst recording
another. The DVDR1000 remote
control switches from TV to DVD,
and the SCART signal can be switched
between the on-board TV tuner or a
video disc as sources. It gets a little
complicated. Philips need to provide a
simple block diagram for users.
Viewing DVD tuner (i.e. the
recorder’s TV wner) via SCART you
are looking at the signal after it has
been through the video A/D (9-bit),
compression (MPEG2), VBR, buffering
and then re-conversion back through
the video D/A (10-bit) and out to

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your TV via RGB. It’s a lot of signal
processing and the effect upon the
picture was clearly visible in all
modes, from High Quality (HQ)
which gives 60mins recording time,
through to Extended Play (EP) which
gives 4 hours. | was hoping that HQ
at least would give a picture
indetectably different from the
original, but this wasn't to be. There
was noticeable loss of detail and the
slightly waxy appearance to people’s
faces this produces. Grass and trees
looked a little bland and the picture
was generally a little soft, lacking
sharp edges.

In SP mode, these effects becarme
more pronounced, and digital
compression artefacts started to
become noticeable, seen as a
roughness to edges of small objects
and a shimmering effect on grass, for
example. At times small areas of
intense chrominance completely
parted from the luminance signal
when movement was involved.
Waving flowers became a vague
smudge and as helicopter shots of Fl
cars panned out the images lost
shape, becoming a coarse edged blur
on the track. | found these effects
sufficiently disconcerting to avoid
watching the digital signal when
possible. This, however, is the level of
quality you get from an off-air
recording of TV.

Whether you find this quality
acceptable is a matter of personal
choice. There's less noise and
graininess than standard VHS tape in
SP mode, no more detail, but a lot
more in the way of trick features. You
can remain in pause for as long as you
want and move forward or back
manually, frame by frame, without
difficulty. There are three slow speeds
and three fast speeds. However, fast
shows only frames, not speeded up
motion, so x32 misses a lot. |
watched carefully for fast motion
problems after seeing terrible digital
breakup in an F| transmission, where
car wheels seemingly divorced
themselves from bodies as the image

flashed across the screen, but this was
in the transmission link. Flying
footballs, horses feet and other areas
of rapid movement all held together
properly in SP mode (VBR is most
heavily ¢hailenged by rapid changes of
large volumes of data within a frame).
The LP and EP modes slip below VHS
quality and are unpleasant to watch.
Interestingly, Philips provide a Sport
mode for LP and EP to minimise
movement discontinuity.

SOUND PERFORMER
| can't say | found the DVDR1000
easy to use, but Philips have tried
hard to make it so | suspect. With my
Philips TV accidentally switched to its
TV tuner rather than A/V in, playing a
video disc resulted in a rolling
unsynchronised picture. The TV
would not adjust its colour balance
with SCART in use and RGB
sensitivities were such as to make the
picture look washed out from the
DVDR1000. Another Philips TV,
brought over by Philips represen-
tatives, managed a lot better. Those
were small problems | encountered. |
noticed the recorder also ceased to
accept commands at times and had to
be re-set by switching off then on, as
recommended by the handbook! But
that’s not the whole picture by any
means; in fact it's just a very tiny part.
The DVDRI1000 is a complicated
beast because it does so much. After
a while | got the hang of using it
casually like you do a video recorder,
but it was always a bit challenging. It
generates a programme menu that
contains small still shots, plus the
time and date of recording, known as
Titles. A disc will hold up to 48 titles
which seems ample for 2 hours of
recording time. The titles can be
individually crased and changed,
which may be necessary since the still
shots often bear little relation to the
programme (e.g. a shot of a girl with
an umbrella for a FI recording!). Up
to 99 chapter markers can be
inserted per title, to identify events,
or even to make the player skip

i
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commercials. This is where the
video editing features of
DVD+RW come into play.
Otherwise, chapter markers
are inserted automatically
about every five minutes.

All this worked well
enough, but you must tolerate
a fairly intrusive on-screen
display over the picture to see T
(titte) and C (chapter) numbers, and
you can't track-jump upward by
chapter number without switching
this display off, although you can by
going to fast-forward, which seems
illogical. Some tidying is needed.

The same overlay shows total
track time and elapsed play time,
which gives some idea of where you
are on a disc. Switching this info off
leaves only the player's fluorescent
display which is not much help. This
could be improved too. All the same,
you can edit a disc once recorded
into neat and useful titles and
chapters between which you can skip
with the track skip buttons,
something VHS cannot offer.

What Philips claim as a distin-
guishing feature of DVD+RW is that
you get this editing functionality, plus
the ability to divide a title and label
each part, without sacrificing compat-
ibility with DVD players designed for
pre-authored Hollywood films. That is
the essence of DVD+RW, clearly
delineating it on the basis of its video
functionality rather than anything else,
such as its computer storage ability. It
is an impressive package.

Talking of which, you may fancy
making a few films yourself. If you do,
the recorder has front panel inputs
for i-link digital video through a
Firewire (IEEEI394) connection, or it
will accept Hi-8 or S-VHS through an
S-video input (analogue), together
with a separate audio link. There are
also independent co-axial video and
audio inputs. The rear also has a
SCART input to accept a video
recorder, satellite receiver, etc.

There is a whole section in the
handbook devoted to the mind-
numbing subject of TV programming
(inc. VPS/PDC), timer recording and
Video Plus programming. There is
also Parental Control to stop the
kiddies watching video nasties.

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equipment. Here quality was fine,
reaching the usual high standard of
DVD, and possibly a little better than
many players. To read the slowly
rolling intro of Joan or Arc | found
the slow-mo facility useful and it also
let me identify the aircraft in Saving
Private Ryan as Mustangs (OK, so you
already know what a P38 is). |
stumbled into another drawback with
compatibility by possessing a Sony
DVD player that doesn't handle CD-
RWs, nor DVD-RWs, so recordings
made on the Philips would not play
on it. | suspect quite a few players will
fall into this category - compatibility
with other players can be checked
out at www.philips.com/dvdrecorder.
The sooner higher reflectivity
DVD+Rs become available the better
for backward compatibility of
DVD+RW. Philip’s informed us that
the record-once DVD+R discs will be
available by end of the year. The cost
will, of course, be cheaper than that
of the re-writable type but there is no
definite disc price as yet.

A machine like this is wasted if it
is not used in conjunction with a hi-fi
system of one sort or another (e.g.
stereo or surround). With the audio

outputs connected to a Cyrus 7
amplifier and a pair of sand filled
Mission 773s | was more than a little
surprised by sound quality, which was
excellent. The player has firm, deep
bass that gives a good sense of both
rhythm and scale from both music
discs and sound tracks. As a CD
player it is a good one. Of course you
get TV sound too but there is a large
time delay between the direct picture
and sound, due to buffering, so the
digitally processed picture must be
watched.

With a pair of audio inputs next
to the stereo audio outputs |
expected the DVDR1000 to be able
to act as an ordinary CD recorder,
but as | mentioned earlier it cannot
record sound alone; it will only
record sound in conjunction with a
video input. Although it may seem

wasteful to use a 4.7GB video disc for

sound only, there could be times
when it is convenient, bearing in mind
that an RW disc can be erased
afterwards — perhaps after the sound
recording has been stored elsewhere.

By all accounts Arcam’s
new Diva range has been selling by
the bucketload. In totally re-arranging
their market strategy from ‘purist’ hi-
fi to a more AV orientated product
range, the company have recently
announced a useful profit. Even their
traditional hi-fi products have under-
gone a facelift and in some cases, such
as the excellent A85 integrated ampli-
fier, have introduced ground breaking
new electronic technology to great
effect in both sound quality and user
friendliness. This is worth noting, as
the Cambridge company are very
much an ‘acid test’ of the industry as
a whole.

We've already reviewed the DiVA
A85 amp and CD72 CD player and
were impressed by both. Now it's the
turn of the A65 amp at £380.
Although it's about the same price
and has roughly the same features as

the old Alpha 8R, its power output is
closer to the old 7R. Therefore, best
to look upon it as a better finished
higher spec 7R than a true 8R
predecessor: that job goes to the
AT75.

In terms of build quality, finish and
features Arcam have really puiled all
the stops out. The flimsiness that let
the old 7R down has been banished
thanks to more robust build and a
double-layer metal front panel. Detail
control and panel fit is also much
improved.

Perhaps more importantly, the
range of features Arcam now offer
answers all criticisms of the 7R’s
failings. The remote control, which
looks just as swanky as the amp itself,
now operates source selection and
will even control a complete Arcam
system. There's also a second set of
‘speaker outputs that were previously
available only on the 8R. It's good to

see that the MM phono stage has
been retained, as well as the pre-amp
outputs for bi-amping. The only
possible criticism left is the single tape
loop. Multi-media recording fanatics
may have to look elsewhere.

True to Arcam’s budget range
tradition, the internal electronics are
of sensible, tried and tested quality.
There’s nothing in particular to note,
except that all the major components
are of a quality expected from an amp
of this price. Attention has also been
shown to the damping of the major
components.

Rivals at this price range are
many, but the key opposition comes
from NAD's C350 (£330) and
Marantz’s PM60 | 0KI (£400).

seamless. A tight and controlled bass
response led to fine timing and good
iistener involvement. There was
decent detail retrieval, shown with
the texture of vocals and percussian
alike. With such fine articulation of
both vocals and instruments, it was
something of a surprise to find that
the sound staging wasn’t exceptional.
Often, fine resolution and a broad
sound stage go hand in hand, but this
isn't the case here, with the overall
‘width’ and "height’ of sound slightly
constrained. Nevertheless, few at this
price can match the Arcam’s ability to
cover the entire frequency range with
such apparent even-handedness and
fluidity. As a means with which to get
a true insight into the music the A65
also shines thanks, once again, to its
balance and resolution.

| didn't expect Tricky's ‘Black
Steel’ to perform quite so well and, in
truth, it didn't. Although the bass
response was fair for a 40W amp, and
the treble detailed enough, | felt the
Arcam lacked projection. This imbued
the balance with a slight blandness,
with the resulting sound being just a
bit too smooth for its own good. The
electric guitar and cymbals suffered
most from this over refinement.
Despite these concerns, the amp still
demonstrated qualities of timing and
articulation that compare favourably
with rivals.

Claire Martin’s ‘Over By Allenby’
was much more to the Arcam'’s liking.
Both Martin’s vocals and the instru-

mentation were beautifully resolved.
There was excellent separation
between individual instruments and
no trace of the ‘muddle’ that can
afflict certain competitors. Being
especially critical, one could wish for
the brass to be slightly more reedy in
texture and for the bass to be a touch
firmer. That having been said, the bass
response was solid enough to firmly
underpin the music, and drive the
rhythm through with conviction.

Berlioz's 4th Movement of the
Symphonie Fantastique provoked a
mixed response. The fine string
timbre contrasted unfavourably with
the rather restrained brass section.
The timing was still good, but this
failed to disguise the fact that at most
times the A65 was simply too
reserved. There wasn’t quite the
drama that the piece demands. In
short, dynamic bursts of music didn't
make me flinch as something like a
NAD C350 can.

Looking back at this review, it
appears that the A65 comes in for
some hefty criticism. Yet, in truth, it's
an amp | rather like.

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Although Meridian’s range-
topping 588 silver disc spinner is a
conservatively styled affair, it boasts some
interesting design features, says David Price.

he Meridian CD story starts

today's 508. So, having been so
favourably impressed with the 506.24
back in summer 2000, | was interest-
ed to play with this, the latest and
supposedly greatest silver disc spinner
from the Huntingdon company.

The £1,950 588 is Meridian's top
CD player, borrowing technology
from the 800 DVD machine. It
‘employs a precision DVD-ROM drive
to read information from the discs
using a technology developed for the
Meridian 800 Series, with a precise
pickup system optimised for CD and
CD-R playback. One offshoot of this
is that it can play MP3 discs, recorded
on data CD-Rs on computers.
Although these won't give as high
fidelity as standard Red Book CDs,
you get ten times as much music onto
each disc and the sound - especially
on this player - is surprisingly good.

So why use a DVD-ROM? Well,
Meridian says that ROM drives
recover the data from computer discs
perfectly - thanks to their ability to

This is all controlled
using a precise master oscillator
located within the final output
section, and the digital output is
precision re-clocked too.

The 588 continues the company’s

throughout. As well as the beautifully
made, glass-topped, midi-sized
(321x88x332mm) case, it uses very
tidy 6-layer PCBs, 7 separate power
supplies, and surface-mount
technology throughout using carefully
selected components. The digital
section employs a 192kHz 24-bit
DAC, combined with a direct-coupled
audiophile-standard output amplifier.
The player features both balanced
XLR and unbalanced RCA phono
analogue outputs, along with both
coaxial and optical digital outs. RS232
control ports are provided for status
information or custom integration or
automation at a later date, along with
the usual Meridian COMMs ports.
Ergonomically, the 588 is business
as usual for Meridian. The front panel
features controls for Open/Close,
Play, Stop, Display, Pause, Previous,
Next and Off, along with the green
dot matrix twelve character display
with indicators for CD, MP3 and
Repeat. Thoughtfully, Meridian throws
in one of its highly desirable MSR
remotes, too. As befits its price, this
player is classy and slick to use, and




feels considerably higher up the
evolutionary scale than even its price
rivals. The usual Meridan weighty
drawer is still there, the company
being perhaps the only maufacturer to
retain this feature.

Listening was conducted with my
reference Cyrus 7/PSX-R and Mission
782 loudspeakers. The player got a
day of repeat play before it was used
in anger. Think Meridian, think
smooth. Put bluntly, this is the
company that makes top notch hi-fi
for audiophiles who really don't like
Naim gear, thanks awfully. To wit, you
get a full bodied and beautifully
balanced presentation with the
company’s trademark rounded,
softened edges.

| kicked off the listening with
Augustus Pablo’s 'King Tubby Meets
Rockers Uptown', which apart from
being an essential slice of early
seventies dub, sounds like it was
recorded in someone’s bathroom on
a mono cassette recorder. It's a great
test of any CD player - will it get
preoccupied with the recording’s
imperfections, or will it let the music
flood out? The 588 did the latter - it
sounded conservative, full bodied,
mature and well- bred, but also
musical. True, it didn't boogie like a
Naim CDX, but neither did it go all
frigid and hi-fi like Sony's latest high

end SACD players. The key here is
‘organic’ - the Meridian is self-effacing
and doesn't sound showy or charac-
terful in any way.

Moving to Prefab Sprout’s
"Appetite’ - a rather better Thomas
Dolby produced slice of eighties pop -
and the 588 truly sang. Again you can
hear how it gently sits on attack
transients, very subtly and cautiously
softening leading edges in a most un-
Naim like way. But beyond that is a
deep, wide and tall soundstage, in
which all the instruments in the mix
have room to breathe. Tonally it's
warm but not euphonic, investing
everything from digital synthesiser
stabs to hi-hats with a slightly rose-
tinted feel, but the overall effect is
deeply satisfying. This CD satisfies
through its sheer ali-round
competence, rather than being
outstanding in any particular area.

Herbie Hancock's ‘The Prisoner’
showed the player’s languid and
beguiling presentation at its best.
There was a touch of bass warmth
and looseness, generally impressive
dynamics but a tendency to curtail
the very strongest accents, and a
deliciously organic and listenable
sound. The midband seems to be
where the 588 improves most
markedly over the 506.24 - you get
just a little more focus, imaging

precision, low level detail and air.
Whether this improvement is justified
by the substantially higher price, I'm
not sure. Still, the way the 588 let all
the different instruments play simulta-
neously without submerging one
another, was most impressive.

The 588 is all about depth and
control - it's a beautifully refined and
well mannered machine that
excavates deep into those digital pits
on every disc, and issues forth vast
amounts of musical (and hi-fi) detail.
It's never less than impeccably
behaved, and a joy to use. Some may
question whether it's worth the extra
- you can get much of what the
Meridian offers from a number of
£1200 players around today - not
least the 506.24 and Rega's Jupiter
tested next month. It's a fine machine,
none the less. Meridian aficionados
will love it. Those looking for the
very best sound per pound may
choose to spend rather a lot less and
lose only a little. Then again, there’s a
whole lot worse out there for the
same money. [l £

they do look marginally better
with their grills on, but they sound
marginally better with them off. Fit
and finish is of high quality, though
the test reveals more cabinet
resonance than | would have
expected, given their small size.

They have a power rating of 50-
300W and a quoted sensitivity of
84dB/W@ I m, which is considerably
lower than average for a pair of
domestic hi-fi speakers.

The SCM7s are a two-way design
with a 25mm soft dome tweeter and
a 150mm treated polyester weave
mid-bass unit. The latter features a
45mm dome, which should ensure
good horizontal dispersion of mid-
band frequencies. Interestingly, the
SCM7s are an infinite-baffle design,
with no front or rear port. This gives
them a limited low-end extension of
around |00Hz, on paper at least. Two
pairs of binding posts sit at their rear
to facilitate bi-wiring/bi-amping.

| began by connecting the SCM7s
to my current reference system: Sony
SCD-1 (heavily modified), Pass Labs
XI1/Aleph4, Analysis Plus Silver Oval
interconnects & speaker cables,
Cardas Golden Cross power cords
and Townshend seismic sinks.

stands ensured the drivers were close
to my ear level when seated. | found
this to be particularly important, as
the SCM7s seem to have limited
vertical dispersion. My preference
was to place the SCM7s 0.5m from
the rear wall and 2m from the
sidewalls, which provided the best
compromise between bass extension
and tautness. Others may prefer them
sitting closer to the rear wall. To
ensure proper ‘warm up’, the SCM7s
were left playing for a day before any
serious evaluation.

The SCM7s couldn't have been
any more different than the similarly
priced Cyrus CLS50s | reviewed in
the September issue. The SCM7s
don't attempt to produce a larger
than life sound, but do try to focus on
areas generally required for mini-
monitor use - imaging and depth,
dynamics and transparency.

Imaging and depth were very
good. The SCM7s produced a nice
wide soundstage with Jerry
Goldsmith's ‘Movie Medleys’ SACD
(this is a multi-channel hybrid disc
that seems to work well through my
two-channel system). They accurately
pinpointed individual instruments
across the stage and back to front.
They also displayed a good level of
transparency and seemingly
disappeared from the soundstage,
leaving just the music behind. On
Ronny Jordan’s ‘A Brighter Day' CD,
the synthesised bells on the opening
track clearly chimed to the distant left

accurate and real.

| particularly enjoyed listening to
the Tower Of Power ‘Live’ SACD
through the SCM7s. On track 9, "You
Strike My Main Nerve', there is an
incredible trumpet solo by Jesse
McGuire, which the SCM7s
reproduced with beautiful purity and
no edginess what so ever. This was
even more impressive considering the
mid-bass unit was pumping its little
heart out to the rhythm of the bass
line at the time. Now | wouldn't say
the bass was particularly well
extended, but it was tight and tuneful,
which is important to get a true sense
of the music.

On Patricia Barber’s 'Cafe Blue’

produced with a full and smooth
texture.

This effect was even
more pronounced off the vertical
sweet spot. Also, the SCM7s are not
particularly dynamic - a quality one
would normally associate with
monitors. | felt that large movements
in the mid-bass unit didn’t equate to
large dynamic swings in the sound
heard. This was particularly prevalent
with the Tower Of Power SACD. On
track 9, | could only take the volume
up to around normal listening level
before the mid-bass unit started
clipping.

So, overall how do the SCM7s
rate! Well, at the end of the day, it's
all about making compromises that
you can live with. If you play a lot of
dance or reggae music, I'd advise
against the SCM7s. There are other
speakers at this price point that
would better suit you. However, if
you put musicality above everything
else, you'll find the SCM7s do a fine

job. They have good timing and
rhythm, image beautifully, and display
high levels of purity, allowing you to
forget about them and focus on the
music. just be aware of their
limitations in terms of bass extension
and ability to kick out high SPLs
though.

damped, rolling off slowly below
100Hz. This gives tight, dry bass,
providing a powerful amplifier is
used, but the SCM-7s do not go as
low as current reflex hi-fi 'speakers.
They should be used close to a rear
wall, in order to augment bass a
little. Doubtless they were designed
for such positioning.

Sensitivity again reflected studio
practice, measuring a very low 82dB.
So again, a powerful amplifier of 60W
or more is needed for reasonable
volume. However, the SCM-7s are an
easy load, being almost purely
resistive across the audio band,
except for the bass unit's peak at
70Hz, our analyses show. Impedance
measured 6ohms overall, so the
speaks will not draw heavy current.

The SCM-7 is an accurate mini
studio monitor, toned down a little
for domestic use. It needs a powerful
amplifier and should be used close to
a rear wall. Then it should give tight,

fast bass and a detailed but amenable
balance. The recessed grill will likely
compromise imaging against
something like a Mission m72, for
example, but rockers doubtless
won't mind too much. NK

champions of Super Audio
Compact Disc they introduced a
whole host of two channel products
that ranged from the heavyweight (in
both kilos and price) flagship SCD-|
right down to the humble SCD-
XB940. The 940, at the start of the
year, was priced down at a seemingly
bargain basement £550 and was
regarded as the great white hope for
the format, but the software (or
rather, decent software) was sadly
lacking and little happened - until
now, that is. The new range of multi-
channel players from the company are
rapidly replacing the existing two
channel models and we have a grow-
ing range of both multichannel
SACD/DVD combination players and
dedicated audio players to suit all
pockets, the cheapest example being
the excellent SCD-XA670 audio-only
player at a remarkable £299! Add to
this the fact that both EMI and Virgin
are due to release mainstream and
classic titles in the format and it
seems that real market penetration is
a possibility.

Whilst Sony are busy promoting

SACD to the common man, they'd be
daft to forget the dedicated
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Sony are now beginning their multichannel SACD
player onslaught. Simon Pope checks out the
latest model to pass through the door. . .

audiophile who represents the start
of the migratory process that such a
new format requires. Hence the
emergence of two new players, the
cheaper of which is the SCD-
XA333ES featured here. At £1200
this is a player that's primarily
targeted at the serious hi-fi buyer,
offering all the qualities of earlier
audiophile SACD players, except with
the added bonus of multichannel
(depending on your opinion, of
course). Audiophile components and
features are found throughout the
player.

Visually, the XA333ES is attractive
and it is built solidly too, raising it well
above mass market, black box
standard. The top section of the clean
and clear display window doubles up
as a smooth and well oiled loading
tray. Operating buttons are located to
the right of the fascia and have a good
and reassuringly expensive
operational feel. On the user friendly
front, it's good to see the jog wheel
much beloved of MiniDisc recorders

skipping; it makes life a lot easier.

Inside the champagne gold
casework (also available in black)
there are plenty of things to reassure
the doubtful hi-fi anorak. Sony’s ES
range has always been impressive
from a purist hi-fi point of view and
there’s no skimping here. There are
three of Sony's own SA DAC
converters to be found inside. Each of
these converters integrates a DSD
filter, an oversampling filter and a
multi-level DAC. As part of the ES
range it features a dual R-core
transformer which provides power to
the audio, servo and digital circuits.
There’s off-centre feet for stability, a
gold plated line-out terminal and the
inclusion of gold-plated headphone
jack with dedicated volume control.

There is one optical and one
coaxial digital output as well as a 5.1
multichannel analogue output. There
is both SACD and CD text to deliver
information on each track. The
chassis is a base and pillar design that
helps to minimise vibration.

As far as sound quality is




concerned the Sony is pretty much a
winner. Kicking off with the full monty
of multichannel SACD, it gave a
detailed and precise performance
with ali the discs | tried, but the disc
that provided the most detail was a
compilations of unaccompanied
choral music sung by the American
group, Gaudeamus on DMP Records.
The fact that they have a typical
‘American’ sound - bang in tune but
as rough as a crocodile’s
undercarriage when it comes to tone
- made the performance all the more
realistic. | could pin-point the edgy
voices in the tenors and the soprano
that put her 't’ in the wrong place. It's
great fun! The overall sound was
upbeat and bright, sometimes
emphasising the harsh edge in some
of the voices, but wonderfully clean
and crisp.

| found the same level of detail in
a disc of the Budapest Festival
Orchestra playing a selection of
musical lollipops under the direction
of Ivan Fischer. There was a good
sense of hall ambience and none of
the bizarre mixing I've encountered
with other classical multichannel
discs. Here the surround was used
realistically for the echo, plus the

applause and coughs of the audience!
Also, strings were smooth and open
with no smothering of the sound,
violins refrained from over harshness
and ‘scratch’. Percussion was realistic
with plenty of slam in the bass drum
and timpani.

Moving on to two channel
rock/jazz fusion in the form of Hue
And Cry on the Linn label, the 333
delivered a full and speedy sound that
showed up a powerful and nimble
bass response. Treble, although bright
was also quite sweet, the ride cymbals
shimmering brightly in an engaging
manner. Good depth of perspective
was also there, even with ordinary
CD in a way that brought it up to the
level of, say, Meridian’s similarly priced
506.24 CD player, which excels in
depth and insight.

The Solti version of the Ring
Cycle on Decca’s remastered CDs
gave a full and generous sound that
never became too mechanical
sounding (as Japanese CD players
often can be) with these glorious old
‘analogue’ recordings. There was
space and depth a-plenty, with vocals
lucid and rich.

It's perhaps best for the cautious
audiophile to treat this as a very

impressive two-channel SACD and

CD player that competes with the
best dedicated CD players
at the price but also

has the undoubted

benefit of SACD. It has a
great sense of perspective and
a fast sound with good bass, but
can also be graceful when called
for.

As for the multichannel angle, if
at some stage you wish to dabble
with it, the options always there.
Importantly, as DVD players often
suffer in the sound stakes when
accommodating video circuitry, there
is no degradation of sound quality
when the multichannel components
are added to the box here. It's easily
as good, if not better, than the
company's previous two channel
efforts at the same price. Those
wishing to take the plunge should give
it a serious audition. ll &

I wasn't surprised to see the slight
rise in frequency response of this
player. It's interesting that Sony
consciously choose such a charac-
teristic, because it turns up regularly
in their top-end products and it gives
them a distinctively hard, bright
sound with discs that tend that way.

Most
players have a slightly rolled out top
end these days; Sony seem pretty
dedicated to their way of seeing
things. it's difficult to label fine
deviations that subtly set sound
quality as right or wrong. Obviously,
the XA333ES will sound a little
different to other players. lt may
appeal because of it, according to
taste.

Sony players also yicld the best
performance figures and the
XA333ES was no different here
either. It produced 0.007% at 0dB
and a creditable 0.35% at -60dB,

CD, showing the player has linear
replay convertors.

Qutput was a little low at 1.9V,
somehting that will only affect side by
side demonstrations, because a
player with 1dB or so more output
will sound more dynamic.

The XA333ES delivers an
interesting set of results that reflect
Sony's expertise with CD and SACD
and also serve to show how sound
quality is determined.

away with the metal top

plate of his amplifier, using
instead a sheet of transparent glass.
This approach makes for an interest-
ing and handsome look. Of course,
beauty is very subjective, as is sound
quality, but unusual as it undoubtedly
is, I'd be surprised if anyone were to

consider the Brinkmann amplifier ugly.

The most dominant feature seen
through the glass top is the goid
coloured toroidal transformer. Our
sample also came with an in-built
tube-driven |8bit DAC with 8x
oversampling. This costs £500 extra,
above the standard £2000 for the
amplifier, and adds a welcome two
inputs (digital-only) to the amp's
standard four line level inputs.

Another unusual feature for a
high-end amp is the addition of a
headphone socket at the front of the
case, where it can acrually be
accessed easily. This is isolated from
other circuitry, being powered by its
own mini amplifier.

component quality is very high, as is
the way the amplifier is put together.

| began sonic evaluation by
connecting the Brinkmann to my
current reference system: Sony SCD-
| (heavily modified), B&W Nautilus
803s, Analysis Plus Silver Oval
interconnects & speaker cables,
Townshend seismic sinks and an
Isopower mains conditioner. The
Brinkmann comes with a mediocre
looking power cord hard-wired into
the transformer, preventing experi-
mentation, which is a shame. I'm not
sure how susceptible amplifiers
generally are to vibrations, but |
placed the Brinkmann on a
Townshend seismic sink nevertheless.
The speaker terminals on the
Brinkmann are a pleasure to use,
being perfectly shaped for tightening
by hand. The amplifier was left playing
music for three days before any
serious listening and never really got
very hot during this period.

| started my listening with the ‘An

guitars. With the Brinkmann, there
was absolutely no doubt as to where
each guitar sat in the soundstage.
Again, David Sylvian's vocals sounded
full and real.

The Brinkmann had a nice habit
of disappearing, leaving just the music
behind. This was especially the case
with well-recorded music with a wide
soundstage. The 1960 recording of
Carmina Burana by the Philadelphia
Orchestra on SACD sounded
wonderfully spacious and open with

This is certainly a different amplifier,
having both digital and analogue
inputs. There is an internal DAC that
accepts an SPDIF signal from the
digital inputs. It’s analogue output
feeds a low voltage double triode
strapped in grounded-grid mode. The
DAC feeds the cathode directly,
output from the anode going straight
to filtering. Brinkmannm claim 75W
but our sample produced only 60W
comfortably; at 75W it would be into
clipping. The spec seems rather
optimistic, especially by conservative
Japanese standards. Similarly we
measured | I0W into 4ohms, where
Brinkmann claim 120W. All the same,
the amplifier is fairly powerful, being
in a common 50-60WV category.

The output stage, around which
there is no loop feedback Brinkmann
claim, produced a little more
distortion than is usual nowadays,
especially as power rose at high
frequencies. At -1dB below full
output levels rose to 0.4% - an
amount that is usually audible, At low
outputs third harmonic distortion

no sense of confinement or
processing. Indeed, The
Brinkmann faired well with
all the orchestial music !

Finally, | tried the
Brinkmann's built-in DAC.
Smooth is the first word that
springs to mind. Very
smooth! In comparison to

Ultimately, it missed the naturainess
of my single-ended class-A reference,
which gives the music a ‘there in front

dominated, measuring 0.1%. This is
an acceptably low figure, except that
distortion levels doubled into low
4ohm loads.

Frequency response was very
extended, reaching from a low 3Hz
right up to 150kHz (-1dB).
Separation was wide, noise low and
d.c. offset within good limits.

The digital input threw up some
unusual results, with upper treble
roll-off causing response to measure
18.5kHz (-1dB). There was much
more distortion than is common,
with 0.3% at full output, 0.2% at -
30dB and no less than 9% at -60dB.
Levels like this are more than ten
times usual. Noise was an acceptable
-82dB. The digital input path is way
outside modern specs but may well
have its own, unique sound. It needs
long and careful audition though,
since long term fatigue could be a
problem.

This is an unusual amplifier in

every respect. It is best judged by

review

of you' quality. But remember here
that we're talking about a huge
difference in cost between the
Brinkmann and my reference, and it
has to be said, a much smaller
difference in sound quality.

Overall, I'm very impressed with
the Brinkmann. It does so much so
well, especially in terms of resolving
every last detail in the music and
placing everything where it should be
placed. With most material, it's a
very musical amplifier. Only with
music with a particularly demanding
low-end did it in any way struggle. If
purity of sound is top of your list for
a £2000 amplifier, give the Brinkmann
a listen. | doubt you'll find anything
better at this price, or for consid-
erably more.

nel, Triangle loudspeakers
have a tradition of high sen-
sitivity and a full, open sound.
Founded in 1981 by Renaud de
Verngette in Villeneuve Saint-
Germain, France, the company pro-

duce all their own drive units, which
share the same acoustic signature for
seamless matching.

All models use their trademark
metal dome tweeters, the three-way
Zerius featured here employing the
TZ202 (hence the number after the
name). Described as a pavilion edged
twecter, the 202 has apparently been
through many hours of thorough lis-
tening, as well as being designed with
the aid of specialist simulation soft-
ware. It has a Nextel finish which is a
highly inert coating that enables a
reduction in micro bending at its
pavilion edges. It is also fitted with a
gold plated anti-spin bullet to reduce
‘lobing’. They claim the forte of this
unit is its uniform integration with
the drive unit system as a whole,
resulting in a more efficient than
usual response when crossing over
from the midrange to the tweeter.

The bass unit used in the Zerius
is the company's T16 DRI 10C which
uses, like all of Triangle’s other
bass/mid drivers, an injection
moulded aluminium basket for high
rigidity. The unit itself is made of a
fibre oriented cellulose pulp with a
coated polymer surround. The T16
midrange unit uses a Triangle
developed peripheral suspension
with a ripple profile made from cloth
saturated with Latex. All units finally
have their voice coils wound in two
layers, one on the outside and the
other on the inside of a Kapton

support. This helps, say the company
to result in a more linear impedance
curve and good thermal homogeneity.

The finish of the £700 Zerius is

good. Although the cabinet is actually
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vinyl wrapped, you'd never know it
without close scrutiny! For the
money, they're big, measuring a
healthy 1010x220x297 mm
{HxWxD). So you need a good sized
space in which to put them, my 14x12
feet being the smallest you could go.

Typical of most other affordable
high sensitivity ‘speakers, though,
such as those from Klipsch, a rap on
the side of the cabinet results in a
boxy ‘thock’ which could well colour
the sound. A large flared port is
located at the bottom of the cabinet
below the drive units.

These ‘speakers are in direct
price competition with Mission’s fine
782 ‘speakers, which | use as my
midprice reference, so | had
something decent on hand to put
them up against. As you'd imagine the
two couldn't really be further apart
when it comes to design, the Missions
being an infinite baffle design with a
side firing bass reinforcement driver.
This gives them a tight and somewhat
dry sound, although one with plenty
of punch and power but you need a
good amplifier to get the best from
them.

The Triangles are open and
generous in their sound, high
sensitivity making amp matching a lot
easier. However, the metal domed
tweeters give a bright and sparkly
sound that could take off the top of
your head with a like minded
amplifier. These ‘speakers better suit
the smooth Audio Analogue sound
and | got the best from them with a
Bellini/Donizetti pre and power amp
combination (it's probably no
coincidence that they're distributed




by the same company in the UK).
Using World Audio Design’s KiT6550
valve integrated also provided good
results. They need a good running-in
period to get rid of some of the
extreme top end brightness.

With rock music such as Paul
Weller's ‘Stanley Road’ the sound
was fast and immediate, with a fine
and generous low end. The
*speakers go deep and their bass is
open and warm, but not as fast as
that from the Missions - more
suited to classical than rock.

The midrange was pleasantly
open, too, with Weller’s vocals
very clear and natural and guitars
detailed. Drums were finely
reproduced but the cymbals at the
top end suffered somewhat from the
tweeter. Ride cymbals weren't as
sweet as that from the Missions and
hefty sibilance was evident in the
vocal line.

Better results were found with
classical and jazz. ‘Kind Of Blue’ had
an overall warmer sound with
Coltrane’s midrange tenor very good
and well detailed. Bill Evan's piano was
also finely produced and brought to
the fore - it's far from evident some

of the time with other equipment.
There's no doubt the Triangles fared
best of all with the wonderful ambient
live recording of Mahler's fifth
symphony conducted by Bernstein

with the Vienna Philharmonic on a

DG CD. The hall ambience was
opened up with the high sensitivity
sound and bass thumps as his feet
shuffled on the podium were impres-
sively evident. Imaging was impressive,
although not up to Mission’s
standards, but there was much more
space to the sound with a deeper
perspective. When the bass drum
rumbled or thumped it was right back
in the sonic picture, although
perfectly discernible to the ear. The
only gripe came at the top end again.

Like all Mahler, this has some very
high register playing for the violins
and the upper notes tended to
scratch somewhat, but the inherent
excitement in the performance of the
‘speaker took the emphasis away
from this aspect to a certain
extent.

So, what to say then? If you
use either valve amps or lower
rated integrated smooth amplifi-
cation you would be wise to give
the Zerius 202s a good listen.
They have many good points, not
least of all good bass and very
generous, big sound. But beware
of that treble (and a slightly
flabby bass) - if you like string
quartets played loudly, female
unaccompanied choral music or fast
guitar-heavy rock, and use Naim or
Krell amps, look elsewhere!

MEASURED PERFORMANCE

With Triangle loudspeakers | see a
background design rationale that is
quite obviously the product of
conscious decision based on tastes
and expectations, some of which |
don't share or even understand - but
others might.

Loudspeakers should be efficient
- itis a sign of appropriate materials
and design. Superficially, the Triangles
are this, producing a whopping 92dB
SPL from one nominal watt of input
power (2.84V). In fact, with a
nominal impedance of Sohms the
Zerius 202s draw more than lwatt,
but all the same they are still very
sensitive and quite efficient too. This
was the case with the last Triangles |
tested, but to achieve this they used
lightweight paper ¢one drivers that
broke up fiercely when volume was
turned up. The response trace of the
Zerius 202s is not especially smooth
by current standards, so they will
have their own sound.

High voltage sensitivity allows
low power, high quality amplifiers to

be used and the Zerius 202s would
work with 20W amps easily. Sensitive
loudspeakers are necessarily big,
which may seem counter-intuitive. It
means they also have a good bass
performance, seemingly making small
amps sound powerful. The Zerius
202s reach down to 40Hz, almost
flat, our frequency response analysis
shows.

So we seem to have a range of
valuable properties here, namely a
flat(ish) frequency response and high
sensitivity. Neither are an accident.
But Triangle want a fast, incisive
sound and the Zerius 202s again
display a steady rise in output above
4kHz that becomes a sharp, resonant
peak of ~10dB at |6kHz. The
tweeter isn't the sort of thing most
manufacturers would choose to fit,
smoothness being a recognised
strength nowadays, even in German
loudspeakers like the Elacs we tested
last month. This is where Triangle are s
in a world of their own. 4

The steep slope of the

impedance curve indicates high
reactance at the crossover point of
3kHz which, taken in conjunction
with low overall impedance, means
the Zerius 202s are not an especially
easy load.

The Zerius 202s are better than
those | measured before. They will
sound clear, likely clean, but with
bright, sharp treble that will sting at
times. NK

Although a Linn
product, the Classik wasn't
necessarily designed for use with
these relative antiques. A number of
things could be contributing to the
lack of oomph from the Kans. The
only definite specs | could get access
to were of the Kan 2s, which had only
changes to cabinet structure and
nothing else, so they are very similar
to the Kan |s. Newer Linn ‘speakers
now have an impedance of around
4ohms - the Kans have a minimum
impedance of 6.8ohms, plus sensitivity
of 86dB making them not the easiest

of loads. As you say the Nait | has a
fairly low output - although according
to the men themselves it's more like
15-17W as opposed to the “alleged™
7W - but had a grip and a sound that
defied such specifications. The
Classik, though, has a quoted output
of 50W per channel into 8ohms, so
there shouldn't, in theory, be a
problem.

If you'd find it too emotionally
stressful to part with your Kans, make
sure that you are getting the best
from them as far as placement and
cabling is concerned. They were
designed to be used no more than
one foot from a rear wall. Any further
away (especially with medium and low
powered amps) and you'll really be
missing something. Also, they benefit
greatly from bi-wiring. If you're using
the ordinary Classik cable, move up
to the K20 or K400 (bi-wire at £9
per metre) this could make a big
difference. And try placing the Kans
along the narrower axis of the room
(providing, of course, this is
domestically appropriate, we wouldn't
want to start any divorce
proceedings!).

The problem of failing
turntable power supplies is
an increasingly common
one, and there are lot of
decks around whose
manufacturers either won't service
them - or can't because they've
disappeared. Like the Voyd Valdi, the
Alphason Sonata used one belt
running over both puileys and the
sub-chassis. The idea was to equalise
the force on both sides of the platter

and minimise contact area on the sub-

load compensating power supply. This
is because DC motors make a
constant torque for a given DC
voltage, so as the drag varies on the
stylus between inner and outer
tracks, the speed can vary. For this
reason I'd suggest Origin Live's DC
Motor Kit (£262), which is a 'known
quantity’ and works very well with
the Sonata.

Your in-depth description of your
listening room doesn’t suggest any
particular positioning nasties, but it’s
still possible it's causing the problem.
With this in mind, it’s best to
eliminate all other possibilities, so
first try checking the speaker wiring.
This is pretty straightforward, as all
you need to do is remove the drive
units and check the red and white (or
black) wires are soldered onto the

same terminals on both speakers, and

that these same wires trace back to
the crossovers at identical points. You
may well find that the polarity on one
of the midrange drivers is reversed -
which would explain a lot. If you can’t
find anything wrong with the wiring
into the crossovers, it's possible that
one of the crossovers is mis-wired.
Without a circuit diagram, an easy
way to test this would be to
reassemble the speakers and move
the CD, amp and speakers into
another room to see if you can
replicate the problem on the test
disc.

BB B ntil now DVD for most people
has been a good way to see
~aw»” movies at home. But DVD can
do a lot more and you might not be
surprised to learn there's a record-for-
mat battle being waged to try and cap-
ture the recordable DVD market.
Audio recording is on the agenda.

Sony and Philips were wrong
footed by the introduction of DVD but
they are trying to regain the initiative
with DVD+RWY, the last of the new
DVD recording formats. Toshiba,
together with a coalition of Japanese
manufacturers, introduced
the DVD video disc in
1992. Where before
Japanese manufacturers
had ignored Western
software content
providers, and had suffered
as a result — notably with
DAT — DVD Video from
the outset was sold to
Hollywood as an ideal carrier for
movies. Toshiba and their partners did
a good job. The Americans insisted on
regional coding so they could control
the global sates and marketing of films -
and the rest is history.

DVD Video discs have muscled in
on the VHS cassette. It is obvious that
DVD recordable discs will muscle in on
just about everything else, likely
changing the consumer marketplace
forever to become a completely
dominant medium. As well as replaying
films, DVD recorders will replace the
video recorder, TV programmes being
recorded digitally to DVD discs. The
same discs could store camcorder
recordings as well.

Then of course there is the
computer market, where the storage
capacity of DVD, typically 4.7GB, is no
less than eight times larger than CD.

Put all this together ~ and other
side issues such as the ability of DVD
to replace CD altogether, even for
audio, and it's obvious that commer-
cially, recordable DVD is the big one.

The DVD Forum in Japan, set up to
establish standards for DVD video,
decided some time ago that two
recordable formats were needed, one
for computers to be known as DVD-
RAM (Random Access Memory), the
other for domestic video to be known
as DVD-R (Recordable).

Panasonic developed and marketed
DVD-RAM. The two big drawbacks of
DVD-RAM are incompatibility of the
caddied disc and high price; a 4.7GB
disc costs £25. Panasonic are now
releasing the DMR-E20 domestic
recorder, which records to both DVD-
RAM and DVD-R. DVD-R discs are
meant to be compatible with DVD
video players, so this is Panasonic’s
attempt to muscle in on recordable
video based DVD. In the computer field
they also have a crossover product, the
new LF-D31 |, priced at around £490.

At which point the

DVD recorder becomes

the centre of a

domestic home entertainment -
including hi-fi — system.

Theirs is a side-show compared to
what'’s going on elsewhere though.
Pioneer earlier this year released the
much awaited DVR-AO3 DVD-R
recorder for home computers. At
around £690 it’s expensive, but this
recorder will record compatible DVD
videodiscs that should play on any
video player. It will also hold 4.7GB of
computer data, and record audio CD-
Rs and RWs as well. They also have a
domestic recorder, the DVR-7000.

But the DVD Forum, it seems,
never solved the difficulty that arises
from "lossy linking”, which makes
home recordings incompatible with
DVD video players and imposes
long disc finalising times.

Philips, Sony, Hewlett Packard
and others spotted this weakness
in the DVD Forum’s DVD-R
format specification and found a
way to overcome it. In doing so
they also found a way to jump in
with a DVD recording system that
makes compatible video discs
without compromise in other
areas, most particularly video
editing functionality. This makes
for a recording system outside
the remit of the DVD Forum, yet
one that produces video discs
that will play on most DVD video
players. They have regained the

technological initiative in the all-
important DVD field. Hewlett Packard
have launched a computer recorder, the
HP100 i, priced at £450 inc. VAT. This
will record not only DVD+RW but also
audio onto CD-R/RW,

So now we have it: no fewer than
three DVD recording systems, with
rival domestic video recorders and
computer drives all lined up for a ding-
dong battle. Currently, I'd choose
DVD+RW. Philips, Sony and Hewlett
Packard aren't to be ignored; the price
is right and the technology looks
effective.

Don't think this has nothing to do
with audio because recordable DVD
computer drives record audio now,
and domestic video recorders look
likely to do so soon. At which point
the DVD recorder becomes the centre
of a domestic home entertainment —
including hi-fi - system. lt will receive
and record TV; it will also act as a CD
player, CD recorder and DVD video-
audio player, and perhaps a DVD Audio
player. Add a vhf/fm or DAB tuner,
alongside the TV tner, and it will even
get radio and record it. The only
trouble with this fascinating scenario is
you'll need a PhD to operate the thing.

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ack in 1970, an obscure

Ainerican microchip manufac-

turer faced an unusual dilem-
ma. Boffins in its research department
had come up with a ‘silicon chip’ that
did almost everything an enormous
‘mainframe’ computer could, but in a
fraction of the space. Although a
fiendishly clever piece of high technolo-
gy. the problem was finding a use for it.
After all, why would anyone possibly
want a miniature computer?

Of course it's easy to laugh now,
but some thirty years ago,
few people ever imagined
there would be a market
for home computers,
least of all Intel’s
marketing department. By
luck or chance however,
the new chip became
adopted by hobbyist geeks world.
building their own
machines. Demand
mushroomed, and the rest - as they say
- is history.

Thus began the inexorable rise of
the PC. For many years after its
inception in 1982, IBM’s ‘Personal
Computer’ was little more than a
business tool, happiest performing
worthy werd processing and number
crunching duties on people’s desktops.
Only in the past few years has it
become an integral part of many
people’s everyday lives. To do this, the
PC has had to find new and exciting
uses which connect with everyone -
like sound and vision. Thanks to the
exponential growth in processing
power and tumbling memory costs, mid
nineties PCs got a major makeover and
went 'multimedia’. Boasting fancy
graphics, stereo sound and CD-ROM
drives allowing easy access to large
amounts of music and games, the beige
box in the corner of the room had
finally got a life and started partying.

About time too. Even the
microcomputers of ten years earlier,
like Commodore’s 64 and Sinclair's ZX
Spectrum, had been better at
cntertaining and amusing. indeed, as far
back as 1977 hobbyists were using
home computers for music. Steve Jobs
and Steve Wozniak saw the link long
before the giants of the PC industry.

For many people, their Apple Il
microcomputer was the prototype for
today’s multimedia PC.

By the mid nineties, PCs were
finally able to play music CDs with half
decent results, but still no one had
come up with a convincing argument as
to why they should. As late as 1997
however, | finally got an inkling when |
tried some new software that let you
record a song from your turntable onto
your PC hard drive. This done, you
pressed a button and gasped in

amazement as it went through the
WAV file removing all clicks, pops and
general surface nasties. Still, this "audio
restoration’ software seemed
incomplete, and it wasn’t until cheap
CD burners arrived on the scene that
you could use it to make your very
own ‘rémasters’. Then came last year's
Windows Media Player 7, and with it
new, cheap and capacious hard drives,
streamed audio via the internet and
decent digital music portables. At last,
multimedia proper had arrived.

This year’s major development has
got to be Linn’s Kivor. Although
not a new idea, it's a
brilliant distillation of a weiter
of pre- existing ones. Look
closely and you'll see it’s
based on a common or
garden PC. But there's
more - because it's a jaw-
dropping combination of
multitasking, multiroom
and multimedia. The
world’s biggest audio
jukebox, it offers a
staggering range of features
and facilities - and sounds superb
to boot.

The first time | heard the Kivor
‘used in anger’ was at Peter Tyson
Hi-Fi in Carlisle. | was upstairs in the

sumptuous surrounding of the dem
room, feet up with cup of coffee and
Linn remote control in hand. The Kivor
was downstairs - some fifty feet away,
playing music in one of the other dem
rooms, merrily ripping new CDs to its
hard drive and logging onto the net to
grab track details. All this time, the
Kivor sounded better than the lkemi I'd
heard five minutes earlier - which is no
mean feat! It's a truly significant
product, and a tantalising glimpse of
tomorrow's hi-fi world.

What | want now is a little less, far
cheaper. When Linn do a ‘mini Kivor’,
more focused to single room, stereo
sound at one fifth of the price,
computer audio will have truly come
of age. Suddenly there'll be no reason
not to have one, and we'll find
purpose-designed, standalone CD
player separates starting to go the way
of Elcaset, Compact Cassette and
DCC into hi-fi's museum of the

obscure. Don't laugh - that day is far
sooner than we all imagine. Intel’s
'silicon chip’ boffins would doubtless
agree! @

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f we're in recession, it seems as

though someone’s forgotten to tell

the hi-fi industry. | can’t remember a
season when there have been so many
formats, a lot brand new, jostling for
market share, Sony has a reputation for
aggressive marketing and, with SACD,
they seemed to have excelled them-
selves this year. Not content with
launching three new SACD machines
they've also just launched two DVD
players with SACD combined and a
surprising SACD multi-channel CD
player.

With such an onslaught, it would
appear that DVD-A doesn't
stand a chance, especially
with Sony’s might in
terms of software provi-
sion. This Christmas will
also be the first time that
recordable DVD will
become an economic reali-
ty for many.

First off the block in Britain is
Philips impressive DVDR 1000.
Although it uses a recording system
(DVD+RW) not officially sanctioned by
the DVD forum, this model is a land-
mark for several reasons. The first is
that, although priced at £1300, it will
probably come down to under the cru-
cial £1000 harrier in the January sales,
and perhaps even before.

Also important is its backward
compatibility. Unlike rival Panasonic’s
DVD-RAM system, the Philips doesn't
use a disc caddy so recorded discs can
be played baclk in existing video players.
This is of great importance when you
consider the vast amount of DVD play-
ers already in existence.

The only barrier | can see in front
of Philips is the fact that the system is
currently re-writable only - an issue
when the blank discs cost around £20
and older players cannot read re-writa-
bles. DVD+ R discs will appear soon we
are told, so recordings can be played on
older DVD playeis.

All the same, | see the DVDR1000
as the Philips CDR-870 of its genre -
and remember this was the CDR
machine that really set the ball rolling
for the format.

History has shown that it can take
years for many new formats to really
catch on. As a case in point just look at
MiniDisc. Although launched in 1992, it

wasn't until four or five years later that
the format really began to sell in big
numbers.

At the risk of being proved wrong,
the next slow burn, big success looks
to me like being MP3. There have
already been minor sales successes of
the portable hard drive type units, yet
they never really took off. From my
retail experience, most customers still
prefer portable MiniDisc. However,
recently we've seen the growth of MP3
from one of the most unlikely quarters
- that of DVD. A significant number of
budget DVD player buyers are insisting

that their prospective purchase plays
MP3 discs. This doesn't create a great
problem, as pretty much all of the
budget machines now will play such
discs. Tellingly, however, those that
don't offer MP3 playback are often
being shunned no matter how good
their performance in other respects. It’s
time now for the likes ot Sony, Pioneer
and Panasonic to catch up, and |
suspect they have such machines
already in the pipeline.

Even though the big three are
variously supporting SACD and DVD-
A, MP3 s still a low-resolution format,
so shouldn't cause conflict. It’s true that
a higher resolution MP3PRO has just
been launched, but even this falis some
way short of what's on offer from
SACD.

Further support for MP3 is coming
from in-car audio companies. Blaupunkt
have just launched a new model which
combines a DAB radio and MP3 player
featuring a multi-media card or CD
ROM, that fits in a standard car hi-fi
slot. The crucial feature here is the fact
that the unit has a CD ROM. Just as
with DVD players, this allows users to
copy music files from computer onto
CD, in MP3 format, and then replay
them. As more and more of the
population equip themselves with
computers featuring recordable CD
ROMes, the popularity of MP3 CD-

based players is bound to increase. It
surely can't be long before separate CD
players are being equipped with the
ability to play MP3 discs?

One thing’s for sure, though, if MP3
does boom, and is adopted by other
CD player manufacturers, it could just
give CD the shot in the arm it needs
for medium term survival. CD
combined with MP3 at the budget end
of the market, and CD combined with
SACD at the higher end.

My only fear with so many
competing new formats is that it will
lead to widespread customer
confusion. It’s not hard to understand
the appeal of a CD player that records.
Even MiniDisc had a ready made
market in that it was, and still is to a
degree, the ultimate choice for those
needing an easy to edit, compact,
portable, software driven audio
recording medium.

There is a huge appetite for a
recordable DVD system, but the battle
between the three formats will confuse
and put many off for some time to
come. What the hi-fi manufacturers
need now is customers with money to
spend and something they want to
spend it on! @

Andy Giles finds much to admire in Otis
Redding’s 1965 masterpiece Otis Blue and

laments the passing of soul music.

hatever happened to soul

music? From its roots in
black gospel and blues
rhythms it seems to have descended
into ghastly aggressive rap or silly
glamour-pussies swaying about like
hookers in Harlem. | apologise to
those who still maintain the fine tradi-
tions of soul years past — but | hear
precious little of it these days. | loved
original soul — as exemplified on the
old Chess label (admittedly with a
fusion of jazz/blues) and on Stax,
Atlantic and latterly Atco. | also
adored Jerry Butler, Wilson Pickett,
Sam and Dave, Jackie Wilson, Betty
Everett. . . the list is endless and | find
it difficult to continue writing about it
all without wanting to dive down to
my music room and put some on.
And if | do just that — the first LP |
reach for wiil be 'Otis Blue/Otis
Redding Sings Soul’, surely the most
remarkable example of pure soul
music ever cut.

Born in Dawson, Georgia, on
September 9th 1941, Redding grew
up in nearby Macon. He first sang in
church choir and at school, an early
inspiration being local hero Little
Richard (Ray Charles also hailed from
the same area). He initially came to
fame through his high-school friend
Phil Walden, who helped Otis find
gigs, and it was through Walden that
Redding met a local R & B group,
Johnny Jenkins and the Pinetoppers.
In 1962 he was working with them as
roadie, general assistant and
occasional singer. When Jenkins went
into Stax Studios in Memphis and the
session finished early, Otis persuaded
Jim Stewart, boss of Stax, to let him
cut some songs. One was a Redding
composition, These Arms Of Mine.
Stewart was sufficiently impressed to
sign him up, even inaugurating the
Volt label to deal with his releases. In
1965 Redding recorded Otis Blue for
Volt and it was released on

September 15th that year.

From the opening bars of
‘Ole Man Trouble’, to the stirring
hoins blaring on 'Shake’, to the
all time classic romance of 'f've
Been Loving You Too Long', 'Otis
Blue' is the glowing example, the
summit of soul music. Although
it is crammed with soul, ‘Otis
Blue' is fuelled by a rock 'n’ roii
passion, and it crackles with an
energy that underscores even
the most tender moments. For
this must-have album, Redding
penned the classic 'Respect’,
which is more of a stomping,
rollicking number in his hands than in
Aretha Franklin's. Although Franklin
would claim the song as her own by
1967, there is no denying the energy
and dynamics of it in the hands of the
composer.

Although every track on the
album is a gem, the standout number
would have to be 'I've Been Loving
You Too Long'. This song was tailor-
made to fit the Stax sound, as the
horns embrace Redding's mournful
cry, building up an emotional intensity
that words simply cannot do justice
to. ‘Shake’, originally by Sam Cooke, is
the perfect wedge of dance music,
showcasing the Stax rhythm section
of Steve Cropper and Duck Dunn on
guitar and bass and Al Jackson, jr. on
drums. The high energy is also quite
evident on Redding's version of the
Rolling Stones’ ‘Satisfaction’, with a
performance so perfect, in fact, that a
rumour persisted for years that
Redding was actually the song's
original composer. The album closes
with a cover of Cooke's ‘A Change is
Gonna Come’. The song, which is
ostensibly about a love affair in
demise, is done in grand, dynamic
style.

'Otis Blue' was Redding's first
fully realized collection and presents
his talent unfettered, his direction

clear, and his confidence emboldened,
with fully half the songs representing a
reach that extended his musical grasp.
More than a quarter of this album is
given over to Redding's versions of
songs by Sam Cooke, his idol, who
had died the previous December, and
all three are worth owning and
hearing. Two of them, "A Change Is
Gonna Come' and 'Shake’, are every
bit as essential as any soul recordings
ever made, and while they (and much
of this album) have reappeared on
several anthologies, it's useful to hear
the songs from those sessions
juxtaposed with each other, and with
*Wonderful World', which is seldom
compiled elsewhere.

Otis Redding died on December
10th 1967, being killed, along with
four members of the Bar-Kays, when
their plane crashed into the freezing
waters of a lake near Madison,
Wisconsin. With such powerful
numbers, ‘Otis Blue' was easily his
best album and is timeless, every song
a perfect fit in the cycle. Soul albums
simply do not get any better than this.
If only the awful Soul2Soul outfit of a
few years ago had taken more notice
of it. Soul’ How dare they twice
include the word in their name? They
wouldn't know soul if it jumped up
and bit them on their arses. [l 2
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oni’s first impression of the

RA-Ols was to walk straight

Very few valve amplifiers measure
normally. Imperfections of one sort
or another often show through in
measurement, but in this case the
Renaissance got everything right,
which is quite difficult with valves.

The
Renaissance produced a little less
power than quoted, measuring out at
20W at |kHz (1%thd) and 18W at
10kHz and 40Hz. It is the latter two
results that look good as valve amps
go, due to the use of rather better
transformers than usual. Because
triode amps like this clip so softly it is
easy to get the 22W figure quoted |
should point out; the manufacturers
likely use a 3% distortion limit.

Baker has been making vinyl spinners
longer than | care to remember.
Moreover, he's recently become
something of a legend for his tonearm
tweaking process - without his Origin
Live counterweight mod, many
impoverished vinyl junkies would be
forced to buy far more expensive
pick-up arms!

More than most in hi-fi, he's a
man whose ears | have a lot of time
for. He has a forensic knowledge of
turntable design, and a clear
philosophy which informs it. Mark
believes it’s all about vibrations - or
controlling them to be precise. This is
the key to record deck design
because stylus movements are so
incredibly small, and the slightest
unwanted motion will cause
colouration. As records are played, a
stylus experiences tremendous
acceleration in the record groove,
with forces measured in tons per
square inch. This also creates
vibration that causes unwanted
resonances, if not properly
controlled.

Mark says that what divides a top
turntable from an also-ran is how this
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unwanted vibration in eliminated. It's
an intricate process that requires
clever mechanical engineering
solutions - tweaking a couple of caps
in the power supply simply isn't
enough! The object of the Oasis-S is
to rotate the record at a constant
speed free from this vibration. This is
achieved by extensive use of carefully
selected, resonance reducing
materials and matched material
interfaces. Components are
meticulously

dimensioned, with N
attention paid to .
their shape and form

(be it solid, hollow,

tubed, or flanged), method
of attachment (be it bolting,
gluing, welding, screwing) and
decoupling (using springs, spikes,
elastic bands, rubber, foam, air
cushion).

To my eyes, the only let
down was the rather crude looking
connections between the turntable
and its offboard power supply - two
crude bullet connectors that would
look more at home behind a car
dashboard. | placed the deck on my
Audiophile Furniture BASE SP-Ol sub-
table, which is my preferred support
for my regular Michell Orbe (QC) -
which served as a reference. An
Ortofon Kontrapunkt B moving coil
was fitted.

Essentially, the Qasis S has a tight,
clean, even sound with a conspicuous
lack of colouration and overhang.
Cueing up High Tension's ‘British
Shuffle’ on the original Island twelve
inch revealed an extremely detailed
and tangible sound. Most impressive
was the way it did the hi-fi ‘start-stop’
thing with alacrity, whilst still giving
real insight into the textural aspects
of the acoustic instruments being

played. Bass guitars assumed a

physical presence, rather than being

notes playing up and down a scale -
but were never overblown or
excessively coloured. Cymbals were
sweet and shimmering, and midband
detailing - including the vocals - was
superb. All very natural, beguiling and
musical.

Interestingly though, the Oasis-S
doesn't sound similar to other decks
that go for the ‘organic’ approach,
such as Linn's LP12. In fact, it's closer
to the Michell Orbe (Papst AC
synchronous motor version) in its
open, analytical, widescreen presen-
tation. Cue up Randy Crawford's
‘Someday I'll Fly Away' and you get an
amazingly vibrant sound, with
shimmering timbres from those
acoustic instruments and that sublime
voice - from drum kit to keyboards,
the whole recorded acoustic feels
alive with atmosphere In other hi fi
respects though, the Oasis-S is no
less accomplished - best of all were
those strongly articulated images
which hung out from the soundstage

and were completely unmoved by
other instruments positioned in
front and behind them. Factor in
the firecracker dynamics, taut
basslines and an infegtiously toe-
tapping sense of rhythms and it's a
powerful performer.

It's best to think of the Qasis-S as

a good stab at bringing the best of
both the Linn and Michell sound.
Ultimately it betters neither at
their respective fortes, but many
vinyl junkies will actually find it a
more sensible option. It lacks both
the LP12's hypnotic swing and the
Orbe’s stunning insight, power and
projection, but still ends up

sounding superb. It's very natural,
supple and cohesive with tremendous
delicacy and an impeccable sense of
timing. It takes you deep into the
music and doesn't preoccupy you
with the minutiae of production and
recording details. Rather, it strings
the whole thing together superbly
and just cuts to the chase of the
music. As such it's superb value -
especially considering that brilliant
bundled arm.

Mark Baker is the guru of Rega
arm mods. This is the fruit of his
thinking - a re-tubed RB250 using
a new kind of copper wiring with
high-quality cartridge tags one
end and alloy phono plugs the
other. and a separate earth wire
terminated at the headshell.

Well, it's not actually
on the way out just yet but there are
many options available that mix high
quality CD replay with another func-
tion or audio format, so two of our
systems feature CD replay with a
twist - one is an excellent CD-
recorder and the other a bargain
SACD/CD player with the option for
multichannel music upgrading at a
later date.

Some of you will be aware that
vinyl is on the increase and much of
what's available in the charts is
available also on vinyl, providing you
know where to get it and you have
internet access!

THE NEW FORMAT SYSTEM

hose wanting to take the

plunge with the new high res-

olution formats will be best
served at present with SACD, cham-
pioned by Philips and Sony. If it's pure
audio you're after the move won't be
as expensive as you'd imagine and it
holds marvellous potential for
upgiading at a later date. The system
we have put together here may look a
little odd at first but it does offer a
very fine sound and is a perfect
entrance into the new format territo-
ry.

The Sony SCD-XE670 player is a
budget bargain. Just £300 buys you
not only a very good CD player but
also the option of the excellent
SACD format in both stereo and
multichannel playback modes. The
discs available aren’t cheap but the
good thing is that there's plenty of
two channel material available and the
multichannel discs (which also play in
two channel mode) should be coming
thick and fast now that big labels such
as Virgin and EMI have signed up. And
the even better news is that SACD is
a fully ‘migratory’ format - most discs
are dual layer and have a CD quality

layer that will read in CD players. The
situation is the same with
multichannel discs. Therefore, a
multichannel, dual layer SACD disc
will actually play in CD quality stereo,
as on a CD player. What at first
seems confusing is in reality very user
friendly.

The most expensive component
in the system by far, the amplifier, is a
good match. Although only two-
channel, the £700 XA-200R is a very
fine amp that does justice to the
SACD format, as well ordinary CD.
Being from Musical Fidelity, it acts as a
great introduction to high-end sound
for a reasonable price, raising the
system as a whole to another level.
This amplifier emphasises detail and
the midrange (further enhancing the
natural detail within SACD) to an
extent rarely found in a system of this
price. Delivering 2x75W of power
there’s plenty of slam and guts
available, as well as finesse and
subtlety.

The £150 Diamond 8.2s are the
larger of the two standmounts in the
impressive new range from
Wharfedale. They deliver the same
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speed and detail as their smaller
brother but add a littie more depth of
field and bass to the sound. Although
a mere fraction of the cost of the
XA-200R the Diamonds rise to the
occasion with a high-quality amplifier
and are in many ways better suited to
high quality midrange hi-fi than budget
products - they deliver a midrange
sound for a budget price tag! Front
porting means they can be placed
close to a rear wall - so they sit easily
in the home.

This is a lively sounding and
exciting system that performs well
with a whole variety of music. An
SACD recording of unaccompanied
choral music showed the sound was
full of detail and ambience, the voices
sounding rounded and very realistic
with a good sense of scale.

Also highlighted here was the
dynamic nature of the system, with a
realistic gap between pianissimo and
forte that’s rare at this price. Rock
music on ordinary CD, in the shape of
Nirvana's Nevermind, was immediate
and lively. ‘Come As You Are’ had
plenty of clout and drive, with the
drums especially detailed and forceful.
Back to classical with Bach’s Cello
Suites on CD played by Yo-Yo Ma,
which saw the system giving a faithful,
if a tad bright performance of the
instrument. This again was highly
detailed, showing a great way with the
midrange.

Whilst on paper this system may
seem a bit of an ill-matched stir fry,
it's actually a very tasty one. It was
put together to deliver detail and
excitement and it fulfils this task
perfectly. Although not necessarily for
those who like it smooth, it's
nonetheless very sophisticated,
demonstrating the best sound of this
type you can get with two channel
digital for the money. It also offers
vast potential for upgrading to
multichannel amplification and
‘speaker packages at a later date,
should the SACD bug take hold.

his is a set up for those who
want the ability to both
record and playback to an
exceptionally high standard. CD
recorders are very popular and sell by
the thousand but often their playback
quality leaves a lot to be desired. The
recorder featured here breaks that
particular mould and along with the
Creek integrated and fine Epos
‘speakers contributes towards a very
high standard in an inexpensive sys-
tem. This system is ideal for someone
wishing to maybe add a budget
turntable into the equation, as the
Creek has an optional phono stage.
With a CD recorder vinyl albums
could be recorded to CD for posteri-
ty. your mates or the car.

The Maranz DR6000 is one of
the finest sounding digital recorders
available and for £400 offers a
remarkably good value package. Being
closely linked to Philips in CD
recording technology, it embodies
their know-how, but also possesses
the audiophile credibility associated
with Marantz. The result is an easy to
use recorder that also has immense
playback appeal. one that’s way ahead
of the competition.

Creek’s 4330 Mkll integrated
amplifier is a true budget audiophile
amp. The company have a great
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reputation for delivering a clean cut,
high quality sound worthy of a true
*hi-fi’ title for what seems a very good
price, equalled only by NAD. The
4330 Mkil at £320 carries on this
tradition with aplomb. There is
extensive use of audiophile grade
components and the company’s
specialist hi-fi credentials give the
package an impressive sound.

The Epos M2 ‘speakers are a
perfect match for the detailed and
smooth sounding Marantz recorder
and even more so for the Creek
integrated, as Creek Audio actually
now own and design the Epos brand.
The combination is an excellent one
and the M12s are impressive
performers for their £429 price tag.
Although not cheap, they are a
seriously good ‘speaker with a touch
of high-end appeal. Superbly built.
with a heavy. solid cabinet and good
quality bi-wiring terminals, they have a
clean yet superbly smooth and
detailed sound.

| started off the listening by using
the system as a CD replay set up and
found the sound mightily impressive.
This brings the best from CD and the
good balance of components means
the sound is full, detailed and
satisfyingly smooth in the true
traditional hi-fi mode.
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What you get here, as Paul
Weller’s Stanley Road CD
demonstrated, is firm and tight bass, a
very musical midrange with guitars
and vocals emphasising not just notes,
but phrasing also, and a treble that is
sweet and very smooth whilst
retaining detail.

There was very good separation
of instruments and imaging and the
mix was delivered in an impressive
way, with drums placed right to the
back of the stage and vocals smoothly
interjecting directly in front, to the
centre. Extreme panned details were
easily discernable and deftly played
guitar flicted from left to right with
impressive realism.

Classical orchestral in the form of
Tchaikovsky's fourth symphony on
Chandos Records fared very well,
There was plenty of air and space
around the instruments and the
flowing nature of the phrases came
through beautifully on the MI2s.
Basses and cellos had a taut and
woody quality and the woodwind
floated realistically to the centre of
the sound stage.

| have the Tchaikovsky recording
on both vinyl and CD. The digital
original remained detailed and
spacious, with no discernable
degradation whatsoever and the same
was true with the recording | made
from vinyl through the analogue
inputs. The sense of flow and
smoothness in the vinyl version
remained on the CD and the DR6000
ruthlessly revealed the bumps and
clicks where | probably used the
record as a drinks coaster in my
younger days.

There’s no doubt that this
system, as well as being good for
recording, is a very fine audiophile
playback for both CD and LP, but it
invariably favours good recordings.
The items give a fine rendition of
timbre and tone and offer a real sense
of high end rarely found below

THE VINYL SYSTEM

t's one of the myths of the hi-fi

industry that in order to gain

musical enjoyment from LP you
have to spend something verging on
Zaire's national debt. The three com-
ponents here all represent excellent
value for money and deliver a true
vinyl hi-fi sound for less than the
watershed £1000 mark. And it looks
pretty sharp to boot!

Firstly we have the stylish £300
Project RPMfour package, complete
with Project 9 arm and a £45
Ortofon 510 Mkil moving magnet
cartridge. This offers great value for
money, as the arm alone is priced at
£250 when purchased separately.
Made in the Czech republic, the
RPMfour is the start of the more
‘upmarket’ turntables in the
company's range, the £100 entry-level
Debut being a great seller worldwide.
It has an attractive monochrome look
with fine build for the money (don't
expect heavyweight platters and
plinths at this price) and the RPMfour
will play both 33 and 45rpm discs by
manually moving the belt on the
motor pulley, Set up here is simple:
you take it out of the box, add the
counterweight and plug in!

Rega’s £300 Brio amplifier is the

£900

company's entry level integrated and
features four line inputs and a very
good moving magnet phono stage (as
you'd Imagine). Power isn't the point
here: the amplifier is rated at a
middling 38WV into 8ohms. The
emphasis is upon creating a musical
and smooth sound as opposed to one
with bruising qualities. Don’t expect
bells and whistles (the design is
functional and simple and there's no
remote) but the sound of the Brio is
sweet and sophisticated and a great
match for an affordable vinyl source.
Mission’s £300 780 loudspeaker is
already becoming something of a
modern classic. This highly acclaimed
“compact bookshelf” features the
excellent 78 Series Keraform
bass/mid driver. Using ceramic
impregnation the drive unit has a fast
and immediate sound, due to its high
stiffness to mass ratio. It’s also one of
the most detailed sounding mid/bass
units you're likely to encounter at this
price. The cabinet is rigid, with a
thick, dense feel that reduces the
coloration often found at this price
point, and the interlor of the cabinet
has machined contours to disperse
resonance ehergy, enhancing
neutrality. At the rear there is a

.
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narrow port and two sets of high
quality binding posts.

This vinyl system offers a taste of
good analogue values for a
surprisingly small amount of money.
LPs had a detailed and sweet sound,
and despite the relatively low output
of the Brio amp there was plenty of
bass with good clout when need be,
although the volume had to be
cranked accordingly. Kicking off with
Bob Marley's ‘Exodus’, the system
emphasised the smoothness inherent
on good reggae recordings. Marley's
vocals were warm and well detailed
and plenty of high frequency
percussive intricacies were brought to
the fore, such as subtle cymbal work.
The sound had a nice depth
perspective and, as always with
Mission ‘speakers, imaging was first
rate. Moby's ‘Play’ was next and it
showed the system can deliver the
goods when it comes to bass - the
pumping low frequencies of
‘Bodyrock’ were both powerful and
tuneful, although the ‘speakers
couldn't quite reproduce the lowest
information on disc.

The Rega amp has a smooth,
sweet sound, demonstrated best with
Tchaikovsky's fourth symphony on
Chandos records. It is a nice, open
recording with the strings conveyed in
a good wide perspective. The sound
was spacious and lively, with violins
nicely smooth and natural. There was
none of the glassy sound that's often
found with more ‘affordable’ CD
equipment.

This system is great for those
who want to upgrade from an ageing
vinyl replay set up, to get the best
from their LP collection. it is equally
good for someone who wants to
experience the sweetness and fluidity
of hi-fi vinyl for the first time, but
doesn't want to shell out large sums.

In this first
instalment, Hi-Fi World passes on its top tips for getting the best sound

for the least dosh.

Reality
Some of the best budget cable comes
from SonicLink, who run the whole
gamut of prices from virtually zero to
astronomical. Their entry level
interconnect, for example, named the
Whisper is a steal at £20.

Another out and out bargain
comes in the form of van den Hul's
The Storm hybrid, a cable that uses
the company’s excellent carbon
technology for just £30 (the most
worth spending with a budget system
totalling say, £1,000 or less). With
both of these you'll basically notice
better focus of instruments
throughout the picture and added
detail to both the top end and
midrange, plus bass with increased
reaction and speed. More subtle
differences are there but - as much as
some would like to tell you otherwise
- at this price they are minimal.

Loudspeaker cable is another
matter, as very few ‘speaker systems
include a run of cable. Chose wisely
here, as spending a little more than
the absolute rock bottom can reap
bargain rewards. There's some that
think that bell wire’ you can pick up
for next to nothing will suffice. In
some cases it will but not if you crave
hi-fi traits such as detail and speed.
This will cost you more than the
interconnects, so choose with care
and always try to get a listen to as
many different cables as possible. If
you can't tell any difference (there’s
nothing wrong with this) forget what
the dealer tells you, be sensible and
go for the cheapest! The average run

is 3 metres per side with banana plug
terminals.

Bi-wiring is worthwhile when an
option (depending on whether your
‘speakers have two sets of binding
posts or not). It usually costs twice
the price of single wire, so if budget is
tight, go for a single wire set - you can
always buy another to bi-wire when
you can afford it, as long as you have
two pairs of speaker outputs on your
amp, that is. If you don’t and you want
to bi-wire, many manufacturers will
make up a pair with single wire
terminals at the amp end and bi-wire
at the ‘speaker end. Good cheap
options are Chord Company’s
Carnival at £2.99 per metre (single
wire), Cable Talk’s 3.1 at £2.50 per
metre (single wire) and SonicLink’s
SonicLink AST-150 for £4.00 per
metre or £48.00 for a terminated 3
metre pair

[2] Loudspeakers - Sand or
Stand?

Another thing you'll need to do to
get the best sound from your system
is to make sure the ‘speakers are
working to the best of their ability. A
lot of this has to do with how and
where you place them. For
standmount ‘speakers you'll ideally
need a decent pair of stands. These
will need to be solidly built
and at a height which
raises the tweeter to
roughly ear height (when
sitting, of course). Some
stands will need to be
filled with baked sand
(available from DIY stores)
to stop vibration and a
ringing which will occur
with hollow merallic tubes.
Spikes can be added to the
base to further stabilise
the ‘speakers and tighten
up the bass. If stands are a
later purchase or
domestically out of the
question, then the next

best thing is a sturdy bookshelf. Be
careful how far to the rear wall you
can place them, though. Front ported
‘speakers can be placed nearer than
those with a rear port - a ‘speaker
too close to a rear wall will cause
boom and distorted bass. Corners for
budget ‘speakers are a no no - the
same ‘room boom’ will occur. If the
only option is the floor or up in the
corners you'll miss out on a few
things, namely imaging and soundstage
and ragged bass. You'll hear music, of
course, but the intricate subtleties
that define good hi-fi will be, to a
certain extent, lost.

Many opt for floorstanding
designs because of the above
problems that can occur with
standmount placement but these, too,
have to be tinkered with. Many
budget floorstanders have a chamber
in the bottom which is
intended for sand filling.
This stabilises the
cabinet and results in a
much tighter bass with
increased focus of
imaging and
instruments. Using the
‘speaker with the
chamber loaded is well
worth the ever-so pain
in the ass job of filling it
with sand.

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f TEAC and Denon can do a range
of baby separates, then why not
tube specialists AudioNote? To
wit, Peter Quartrop came up with the
Zero range, complete with the beau-
tiful little phono stage you see here.
It's also available separately for £449,
and as such is a serious rival for the
likes of Trichord's Dino, which | had
conveniently on hand for compari-
son's sake.

The R-Zero is an MM only phono
stage, housed in the range's standard
silver painted aluminium alloy case,
complete with lavish brushed
aluminium front panel - the seventies
revival continues unabated! It uses
two tiny tubes - one Philips 611 IWA
in its input stage, and another Philips
61 12WA in the output stage. Look
inside and you'll see a neatly laid out
circuit board (sporting a sprinkling of
ELNA, Rubycon and BHC capacitors)
which is attached directly to the rear
panel. A small frame-type mains
transformer is screwed directly to the
underside of the case. There's hardly
a welter of facilities - gold plated RCA
phonos handle input and output
duties, and there's the usual switched
IEC mains socket.

| burned in the R-Zero for a few
days, during which time the casing
never got more than slightly warm.
Plugged into my Michell
GyroDec/SME V/Goldring G1042, the
AudioNote revealed its hand within
the first few bars of Scritti Politti’s
‘Absolute’. Big, bold and bouncy, the
little AudioNote proved a hoot to
listen to.

but it was nevertheless a very
pleasant thing to listen to.

This rather set the tone for the
rest of the listening - moving up the
frequency range, the R-Zero served
up a very wide soundstage, with
powerful, confident soundstaging.
Listen a little harder though and you
can tell how loosely placed the
individual instruments were. Switch
to the Dino and the images are far
more tightly and explicitly located.
This phono stage doesn't accentuate
fine detail as much as the Dino, but
curiously is no less enjoyable for it.

Despite the R-Zero’s few failings,
the amazing thing is that its sound is
far greater than the sum of its parts.
This phono stage invests life into the
music - or rather, does not remove it.
Contrast it to the excellent Dino -
the Trichord deconstructs and
unpacks the music skillfully, whereas
the AudioNote just gets down and
parties.

If you're disinterested in the

nuances of timbre, the tiniest dynamic

and rhythmic inflections and detail to
the nth degree - and just want boogie
- then you'll love it. If you're at the
stage where you're turning to valves
in search of something completely

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Equalisation possessed the not
uncommon pattern of treble lift and
slow bass roll down, our spectrum
analysis shows. It means the
AudioNote will have a lighter, brighter
sound, but with LP this is often
acceptable, especially through a clean
sounding valve stage.

Michell’s new Orbe
VC power supply
and motor upgrade
is here at last. David
Price powers it up.

fter some useful spring and
plinth mods, now it's the
turn of the Orbe's QC
power supply and Papst AC motor to
get the treatment. They're now
superseded by a brand new
European-sourced 9.5v DC motor
and accompanying VC power supply

A DC motor first appeared
on the Gyro a few months back, bur
the Orbe version tested here has a
new tacho speed control loop back to
the power supply, and comes housed
in a heavy, 3kg base to eliminate
vibration.

The great thing about DC motors
is that they don’t transmit 50Hz mains
noise. As our mains supply is
notoriously full of mush, any rubbish
going into an AC motor will come
out the other side and be fed into the
record as it turns, manifesting itself as
a blurring of bass notes and
coloration further up the frequency
spectrum. Despite the Orbe’s weighty
mass-loaded acrylic platter, decoupled
motor and thin rubber belt allied to
the very well designed QC power
supply - some noise still gets in. Being
DC however, the new motor is
completely isolated from this 50t iz
noise, giving - so the theory goes - a
tighter, cleaner sound.

Installing the new motor and PSU
is easy - you just lift out the old one
and slot in the new, then plug it into
the new VC power supply. An LED
glows green for 33 on the VC, or red

for 45, and another LED lights up
green on the motor unit itself.

My listening took place with an
Origin Live RB250 and Ortofon
Kontrapunkt B cartridge, feeding a
Michell Delphini, passive preamp,
modded World Audio K5881 power
amp and Yamaha NS1000M
loudspeakers.

| really can't remembei any other
vinyl upgrade I've ever made that's
had such a dramatic effect. In my
system at least, it's been like night and
day. From Hi Tension's ‘British Hustle’
to Soul Il Soul’s *Keep On Moving',
the VC package gave stunning results.
The Orbe sounded far tighter In the
low bass, explicitly signposting the
way bass guitar notes were plucked,
and bass synth sounds became
incredibly breathy and atmospheric.
More surprising was the change
further up the frequency spectrum,
which had a layer of mush literally
stripped from it. As well as
tremendous clarity and substantial
amounts of hitherto unheard low
level detail, there was a startling
improvement in dynamics and ease.
At last, that slightly mechanical,
‘clockwork’ sound first heard on the
Gyro has been banished forever. In its
place is a deliciously lilting and
beguiling sound, that’s both
rhythmically and dynamically tighter,
more expressive and tonally natural.

Brilliant basslines aside, the best
facet of the VC package's sound is the

way the Orbe unlocks the timbral and
textural information coming from
inside a record. The opening pianos
on Al Stewart’s ‘Year of the Cat’
sounded disarmingly rich and full
bodied, sparkling with life and
shimmering with harmonics. Strings
on Rose Royce's "Wishing on a Star’
were gloriously carried, with oodles
of air, space and presence. The effect
is best described as a sense of ‘being
there' - now like never before, cue up
an analogue recording, close your
eyes and it feels like you're right in
front of your fave musician.

The VC and motor mod. gives
the Orbe more of everything. From
bass speed and articulation to
midband clarity and image location,
the deck moves from superb to just
plain awesome.

It costs an admittedly hefty £750.
If, however, you buy your Orbe brand
new the price has only risen £100 to
£2,095 for the full plinthed model, or

u'd be forgiven for thinking

it's April 1st. After all, Aiwa

micro systems are the stuff of
millions of nasty bedsits and bed-
rooms nation-wide. But this is differ-
ent - yes, really. It isn't the British
made, cheap, tacky, risible plasticky
affair that you'd expect. The original
and best Aiwa Microsystem was a
very different beast indeed.

Warp back to 1980, and
remember the Aurex System |5 by
Toshiba. This was what the Japanese
would call *epoch making’ - the first of
its type, it was an incredibly small but
exquisitely built ‘mini component’
system designed to perform as well -
if not better - than its full sized rivals.
It was an inspired creation, blending
superb sound quality (for an all-in-one
system), stunning ergonomics and
ingenious design. The only problem
was that it cost £1,000 - a lot of
money now, but then it worked out
at around four times the price of a
Linn Sondek!

Enter the Aiwa. Although not the
first micro system, it was undoubtedly
the first affordable one. It still cost
and arm and a leg, still offered
surprisingly fine sound, but at around
£350 (still more than an LP12), was
just about within reach of the
dimensionally challenged audiophile.
In doing so, it created the market for
piroper miniature hi-fis. Products like
the Linn Classik and Cyrus Quattro
are filling precisely this niche today.

The system comprises four
separate half-width components, the
C22 Stereo Preamplifier, P22 DC
Stereo Amplifier, R22 Stereo Tuner

and L22 Stereo Cassette Deck. Each
separate boasts styling that could only
come straight from the seventies -
that’s thick silver brushed aluminium
front panels complete with rack
mounting handles to you, sir.

Round the back we see conven-
tional RCA phono sockets and
captive power leads coming out of
each individual component. Although
this is a nonsense for a system
designed to work as a whole, it was
Aiwa’s declaration of intent to the
Japanese hi-fi press (at least) that this
was ‘real hi-fi’ and not a re-styled
music centre!

Build is superb. We're talking
aluminium casings, big power
transformers, heavy heaksinking on
the power amp and a beautifully
compacted cassette mechanism taken
from one of Aiwa’s very well
respected high end hi-fi cassette
decks. It's important to remember
that in the seventies at least, Aiwa
was a true high end brand famous for
innovative and pioneering design - and
extremely stiff price tags.

Although each component
performs surprisingly well, it's the
preamp that lets the side down
thanks to the welter of (not very
useful) facilities. With inputs for
Phono (MM), Aux | and 2, Tuner and
a Tape Monitor it was a versatile
affair. It also has tone controls,
loudness, muting, low filter
(remember them) and balance
facilities. Sound is tidy and sweet but
also rather veiled and shut in. By
contrast, the 40W power amp is
possibly the best, offering switching
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What’s this thing doing in a serious hi-fi magazine? Well,
it’s not what you think! David Price remembers Aiwa’s
small but perfectly formed Microsystem.

for two sets of speakers, a headphone
socket and LED power meters (ha!).
Feed it directly from a CD player and
you'll hear a surprisingly powerful,
articulate and tuneful sound with few
rough edges. Bass grip in particular is
impressive, even through tricky loads.

The cassette deck is a
masterpiece of miniature engineering
- beautifully put together, it features
the bare minimum of facilities (Dolby
NR, CrO2 switching, LED meters,
tape counters) but does the job well.
It’s stable, open sounding and the
heads are good enough to run the
likes of TDK SA tape into the red
zone relentlessly. Only the clunky
piano key controls let the side down.
The tuner is another little gem -
digital tuning display (although it isn’t
a quartz synthesised tuner),
switchable AFC and Hi- Blend and an
impressively sweet and open sound
on FM. Better still is its AM
performance - most modern tuners
don’t even come close.

The original Aiwa Microsystem
won't make you dump your Linn
Classik in the bin. It is, however, an
interesting little bit of kit that - in one
respect - is historically significant in
hi-fi's great scheme of things. A
masterpiece of packaging, it put the
writing on the wall for Japan’s mass-
market manufacturers which had -
until then - made ever larger and
more imposing products. Today, you
can pick up Aiwa Microsystems for
under £100 complete with the neat
factory rack. If it's music for your
bedsit or bedroom you're after, you
could do a hell of a lot worse. ll &

It's
undoubtedly one of the most
desirable players on the market at
present.

One of the worlds largest
electronics companies, Philips started
life way back in 1891 when a certain
Gerard Philips formed a company in
Eindhoven (still the base of the
company) in the Netherlands. The
company was concerned with the
manufacture of incandescent lamps
and other electrical products! First
products were carbon-filament lamps
and by 1900 it became one of the
largest producers in Europe.

By the 1920s Philips began to
patent its innovations with its entry
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into both X-ray and radio reception.
These two areas led the company

into the consumer electronics sphere,

with experiments in television
beginning during 1925. Production of
radios started in 1927 and by 1932
Philips had sold one million units. A
year later it had produced its one
hundred millionth radio valve. Moving
into further areas of electronics, the
company launched its first electric
shaver in 1939, by which time it
employed forty five thousand people
worldwide.

Fast forward to the sixties and
Philips was by now heavily involved in
the development of recording,
transmission and reproduction of
both audio and video. Crucially to the
music industry, it introduced the
Compact Audio Cassette to the
world in 1963 and Compact Disc in
1983. Whilst the company was
leading the world in hardware
development, it was also concen-
trating on the music side of the
business, establishing Polygram in
1972

Today, Philips is still at the cutting
edge of technological development
and at the forefront of the digital
revolution. It is currently recognised
by the hi-fi and home entertainment
industries for its involvement not only
in CD recording but also DVD
recording.

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David Price tries out Arboretum Systems’
new Hyperprism 2.5 audio plug-in pack for

PCs and Macs.

irst things first: ‘plug-ins’ are

small self- contained modules

of computer code designed to
perform a particular purpose when
working with other ‘host’ programs.
Arboretum Systems’ Hyperprism
tested here is a set of over thirty
plug-ins specially made for audio soft-
ware running on Macs or PCs.
Essentially, it will work within any
Windows 95/98/NT 4.0 sound pro-
gram that supports the Microsoft
DirectX plug-in format. This includes
sequencing software such as Acid,
Cakewalk, Cubase VST, Logic Audio,
Samplitude, Vegas Pro, as well as
audio editing packages like Steinberg's
Wavelab, Syntrillium’s Cool Edit Pro
and Sonic Foundry’s Sound Forge - all
of which have been featured in
Computer Audio World over the
past couple of years,

Why use plug-ins? Well, the likes
of Cool Edit et al are superb
products, but for those doing serious,
heavy duty audio restoration (such as
transcribing early 78s to CD with
maximum fidelity), the existing noise,
scratch and crackle filters in these
packages may prove not quite up to
the job. Make no mistake, they work
well - but Arboretum would have us
believe that its designs work even
better!

Hyperprism 2.5 is a set of high-
quality audio plug-in effects tailored
for the needs of electronic music
production, film/ video post and

multimedia audio production. It is

also available for the MacOS VST and
AudioSuite and Premiere plug-in
formats. The range of effects is simply
stunning, and really beefs up the
modest “one size fits all” range of
plug-ins that come with your average
sound editing program - especially
the budget,‘lite’ versions like Sonic
Foundry’s Sound Forge XP.

Briefly, Hyperprism offers Filter
Processes (Low Pass, High Pass, Band
Pass, Band Reject), Modulation
Processes (Vocoder, Frequency
Shifter, Phaser, Flanger, HyperPhaser,
Chorus, Ring Modulator, Tremolo,
Vibrato) and Delay and Reverb
Processes (Single Delay, Multi Delay,
Eche, HyperVerb, Room, Reverb, Hall
Reverb, Granulator). Then there are
its Stereo Processes (Pan, Auto Pan,
Quasi Stereo, Stereo Dynamics, M-S
Matrix) and 'Miscellaneous Processes’
(Harmonic Exciter, Bass Maximizer,
Tube/ Tape Saturation, Pitch Changer,
Formant Pitch Shifter, Noise Gate,
Compressor Limiter, Sonic
Decimator).

To understand how they all work,
it's useful to think of Hyperprism as a
‘virtual rack’ of studio-quality effects
processors. Each effect in the package
can be selected from a menu In the
host application (for the purposes of
this review | used Cool Edit Pro)
previewed and adjusted in real-time
and applied individually to piece of
music stored in a WAV file.

They work brilliantly - whatever
you run through these plug-ins, there

are no nasty surprises and
they do pretty much what
they say on the label, with
minimal degradation of the
WAV file's essential sound
quality.

The company claims that
a"166MHz or faster” Pentium
computer is required, running
Windows 95, Windows 98 or
Windows NT 4.0 and one or
more audio editing programs
which support the Microsoft
DirectX plug-in format. My Pl
500 with 128MB of memory
really suruggled. If you're going
to do any serious digital signal
processing (for example, a 74 min
WAV file), then you're going to need
a beefy PC or an empty diary. Of
course, the processing speed depends
on the level of DirectX implemen-
tation in your “host” sound editing
software. Some programs may do the
effect processing off-line (i.e. not in
real time).

All in all, a fine and very useful
set of ‘bolt on’ bits for your existing
audio editor then. But his is one of
those products that dedicated,
computer audiophiles will feel the
need to buy, simply because the
existing DSP effects in most audio
editors are already reasonably good
at filtering all the treble energy out of
your knackered punk singles or
treasured 78s. Recommended, but
audio professionals or computer
musicians will find them more useful
than your average hi-fi nut. ll &

David Price tries out one of Europe’s
favourite MP3 jukeboxes - FastTrack’s
eJay MP3 Station 2.0.

ime was when MP3 addicts

had to download their own

players and rippers separately,
then try and get them to work with
one another on their computers,
Thanks to the inexorable march of
progress however - either that or a
bunch of marketing men sensing a gap
in the market - you can now buy
countless (so-called) MP3 jukeboxes,
which claim to offer an all in one solu-
tion, straight out of the box.

The downside of this is that
these days, you'll have to pay for the
privilege of this alleged convenience -
in the case of MP3 Station 2.0, £19.99
no less . All the software manufac-
turers have fallen over themselves to
‘add value’, which is marketing speak
for including a feature list as long as
your arm, most of which you'll
probably never use. If you can't see
any harm in this, you've probably lead
your computing life with Microsoft
values - ever larger programs, ever
more system resources, ever more
disk space - all for stuff you probably
will never so much as realise is there.

The trick with efay is that, while
it claims to be comprehensive, it isn't
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going to automatically log on to the
internet to download stuff you'd
never even dream of listening to in a
month of Sundays. Nor will it attempt
to predict the future, come up with
an answer to ‘life, the universe and
everything’ or do your tax return for
you. In short, it’s a lean, trim, reduced
fat kind of product, that simply does
what it says on the label without fuss
- nothing more, nothing less.

Well, all this is true.The latest
ejay is an extremely well-judged bit of
code. It installs easily, loads up swiftly,
and presents a clean, unfussy user
interface - this is no contrived,
befuddling GMT ‘}-Box". Although MP3
Station 2.0 is said to be aimed at
‘more experienced users’, it presents
you with a considerable number of
‘buttons’ at the top of the display.
Pressing on the relevant one lets you
variously, summon up the ‘music
archive’ (i.e. playlist), record tracks
from a music CD in your CD-ROM in
either MP3 (compressed - with a
choice of 32kbps right up to
320kbps) or WAV (uncompressed)
format or write a CD-R (assuming
you have a compatible CD burner).
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You can also print a cover for it
using ejay’s built in creation
software and change the audio
output settings (choosing from an
extensive list of graphic equaliser
presets or define them yourself, as
well as adding noise, distortion,
filtering or echo DSP effects). Then
there's the ‘Animator (which
summons up some very pretty
patterns on your screen as you play
your fave ‘choons’ - smokers of
‘fazz cigarettes’ will doubtless love
this, but yours truly of course
wasn't impressed).

Pressing the Info button gives a
very useful and comprehensive
display of your music files’

attributes (bitrate, MPEG layer etc.),
and the options button gives you a
choice of encoding speed, file format
(MP3, WAV, CDA, M3U - but sadly no
AAC or WMA yet) and CODB
options (whether you want efay to
go online automatically to look up
the names of the files you've just
ripped to MP3), Finally, there’s a
Radio button (which lets you listen
to a host of streamed media) and a
button to visit the ejay website for
updates.

It works beautifully. The white on
blue display is eerily soothing to look
at and fades beautifully in-between
pages - no jerky frame changes here.
The graphics are excellent - clean and
completely uncluttered, you get the
feeling of using a beautifully designed
bit of kit from the likes of, say, Cyrus
or Linn. Unlike so many of its rivals,
ejay isn't gaudy, flash or vulgar.

The question remains - why pay
money for this when the Windows
Media Player bundled with your
operating system does most of this
(except, importantly, recording in
MP3 format)? The answer is that if
recording in MP3 format is important
to you, this is as good as any and
better than most. My only criticisms
are the aforementioned lack of AAC
or WMA support - not fatal, but let’s
hope you can download plug-ins to
support these increasingly popular
formats soon.And there’s no fine
sounding Fraunhofer MP3 codec
bundled (but you can get this from
Fraunhofer's website for free). This
apart, efay is ermm, ‘wicked, mate'![ll &

Audio Coding in the petite shape
of Panasonic’s SV-SD75 ‘e.wear’
player and asks, ‘what does it all

mean’?

he story so far. MP3 arrives

on the scene in the mid

nineties, an obscure comput-
er file format that nobody’s heard of.
By 1997 the advent of MP3.com has
popularised ‘digital music’ to the
extent that people are talking about it
in the non-specialist press. In 1999
the first mass-market MP3 portable,
Diamond Multimedia’s Rio PMP300,
launches to a waiting world. In 2000
Napster goes ballistic and the record-
ing industry wheel out the litigators.
By the end of 2001, Napster is look-
ing for a new future in its ‘subscrip-
tion’ model, and MP3 players cost
under £100 from your local Currys.

MP3, meanwhile, is sniffed at by
much of the hi-fi press, mainly
because they're not really very sure
what they're listening to. For sure,
most of the players aren’t much cop,
but the coding system itself can
sound surprisingly good at high
(192kbps or above) bitrates. No small
reason for this is the DNA it shares
with PASC, Philips much praised data
compression algorithm used in its old
DCC decks - some reckon a ‘91|
DCC sounds better than Sony's rival
ATRAC system ten years down the
line! The real problem for MP3 is not
its sound, but the amount of memory
storage needed to accommodate
decent sounding, higher bitrate MP3
files.
Enter AAC. MPEG-2 Advanced

Audio Coding is a continuation of

MANIC
COMPRESSIC

ISO/MPEG Audio Layer-3 developed
in Erlangen by Fraunhofer. Extensive
co-operation with international
partners produced a system with
even better flexibility than MP3.
Fraunhofer claims that it’s possible to
achieve half the bit rate with no loss
of subjective quality. With sampling
frequencies between 8 kHz and 96
kHz and any number of channels
between | and 48, it’s certainly a very
versatile little codec. Essentially, AAC
makes use of the signal masking
properties of the human ear in order
to reduce the amount of data it
needs to describe sound. The quanti-
zation noise is distributed to
frequency bands in such a way that
it's masked by the total signal and
remains inaudible. Even though the
basic structure of this coding method
hardly differs from MP3, there are
some new aspects worth mentioning.
Differences include the filter
bank: in contrast to the hybrid filter
bank of MP3,AAC uses a plain
Modified Discrete Cosine Transform
(MDCT) said to outperform the filter
banks of previous coding methods.
Temporal Noise Shaping (TNS) is also
used, which shapes the distribution of
quantization noise in time by
prediction in the frequency domain.
Fraunhofer says that voice signals in
particular experience considerable
improvement through TNS. AAC also
uses prediction, a technique
commonly established in the area of
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speech coding systems. It benefits
from the fact that a certain type of
audio signal is easy to predict. There
is also finer control of quantization
resolution, so the given bit rate can
be used more efficiently. Also, the
information to be transmitted
undergoes entropy coding in order to
keep redundancy as low as possible.

The result is a fine sounding
audio codec that - thanks to its high
coding efficiency - is perfectly suited
to digital broadcasting applications. To
wit, the Japanese radio authorities
quickly decided to use AAC within
practically all digital audio
broadcasting schemes (radio makes
heavy use of compressed digital audio
these days). AAC also looks set to
play a major role for the delivery of
high-quality music via the Internet -
the popular Liquid Audio format has
used a variant of it with great success
for several years now. Indeed, AAC’s
future looks assured thanks to its
status as the only high-quality audio
coding scheme used within the new
MPEG-4 standard, the future “global
multimedia language”. With this is
mind, it's no surprise that Panasonic
opted to use it in the company’s new
‘e.wear’ digital audio portables (along
with MP3).

The fact that AAC is really rated
in Japan - which is, as usual, ahead of
the West in the take up of internet
audio devices - must be one reason
for Panasonic’s commitment. Another




could be the need to trump its arch
rival Sony in the digital music stakes.
Sony is using a variant of its ATRAC
coding system (used in MiniDisc)
which is efficient and sounds very
peppy (if rather rough and ready at
lower bitrates). AAC, lest we forget,
shares some genetic code with DCC,
so it looks fike we've warped back in
time to the old DCC vs. MD wars
again. Panasonic, interestingly, was a
powerful advocate of DCC in its
native Japan!

So what then of the SV-SD7S?
This is actually the company's second

AAC product () tried out its

predecessor, the SV-SD7S, in Tokyo
last November and the differences
look minimal), launched in the UK
this May. It's now on special offer for
a mere £279.99 of your English
pounds. It's incredibly smali at just
S0.8x49.2x1Smm - only Vivanco's
Vmax is smaller and not by much.
This one is far, far better built
however. It feels ‘expensive’ and
Panasonic has obviously put a lot of
thought into the design. It even
comes with accessories that enable it
to be worn on a wrist like a watch,
or hung round a neck pendant style -
hence the silly name! It's a real
‘lifestyle’ product. Panasonic even
point out how good it is to take
down the gym. Also available is the
second product in the e.wear series -
the £300 SV SDOS.This contains
many of the features of the SV SD7S
in a unique foldable pair of
headphones.

The SD part of the name stands
for Secure Digital. It is a tiny storage
card system developed by Panasonic
in collaboration with Toshiba and
SanDisk. Panasonic reckon SD Card
will become the standard storage
system for solid state (MP3/AAC)
audio players, digital cameras, mobile
phones and portable data terminals -
and with Matsushita behind them,

who are we to argue? Right now the
cards come in 8, 16, 32 and 64MB
sizes, but expect a | GB version by
the end of 2002. Flash memory prices
are tumbling, and no longer is it a
major limiting factor.

The SV-SD7S is a superb piece of
contemporary industrial design. The
silver on black inverted LC display
looks great and is a statement of
intent from Panasonic - no cheap
bought-in bits here! It's heavier than
you'd think for its size (although by
no means heavy at $Sg including the
single AAA battery, which gives
around 4 hours playback) and gives
the impression that it will
stand up to real world’
punishment. Despite its small
size, that large display shows
the name of the artist and
the track playing. The player
also boasts a variety of
playback options including
repeat and random modes,
available from a novel blue
twist switch on the left side
of the unit. On the opposite
end, there's a slot for a single SD
card, where you'll find a2 64MB card
supplied.

The kit comprises a CD-ROM
that contains easy to use software
(complete with Panasonic AAC plug-
in), a USB reader/ writer for fast
connection to a PC, amazingly good
sounding in-ear phones (by the dismal
standards of its rivals, at least), a
storage case, neck strap and wrist-
watch band.The software supplied is
RealAudio’s latest and greatest,
complete with Panasonic’s AAC plug-
in. It's easy enough to use, although
not the most intuitive. However, if
there are any questions the
Panasonic’s comprehensive
instructions should put you back in
the picture.

SOUND VALUES

The SV-SD7S comes complete with
the latest incarnation of Realjukebox,
complete with ‘Panasonic plug-ins’
offering the extra AAC compatibility.
It's preset to 96kbps, but you can
easily change it to 128kbps in the
Preferences menu, or indeed select
WAV recording, or RealAudio, or
MP3 formats.

On 96kbps AAC, Air's ‘All | Need’
sounded incredibly clean and open,
positively trouncing MP3 at the same
bitrate. Although frequency extremes

L computer audio

lacked sparkle, there was
nevertheless a sense of the sound
being alive and vibrant. By contrast,
MP3 at lower bitrates sounds like
first generation MiniDisc players.
Moving up to 128kbps and the sound
was superb - gone was any real sense
of listening to compressed audio and
it became an enjoyable, organic,
musical experience.Treble shimmered
and bass pounded, while the midband
had impressive depth and scale.

The Panasonic wasn't so hot
playing MP3 unless you wind up the
bitrate to 320kbps using the
Fraunhofer Pro codec. It's necessary
to use an external, bolt on codec
because the bundled Realjukebox

only offers a maximum of 96kbps
MP3 coding! At high bitrates though,
MP3 sounds very sweet and open
through the SV-SD7S. If anything, MP3
at full tilt has a marginally
sweeter, more DCC-like
sound, whereas AAC has 2
sharper, more bracing
character.

Thumbs up then for both
the Panasonic SV-SD7S SD
audio player and the AAC

format itself. Each makes an
incredibly convincing case for

the other.Top quality

128kbps AAC takes up little

more space than middling 96kbps
MP3 and offers far better sound.
With the Panasonic’s useful 64MB of
memory, you can store up to 1S
tracks of superb sounding AAC
music, making it roughly equivalent to
a MiniDisc portable in this respect.

SOLID AS A
ROXIO

David Price tries out Roxio’s new Easy Creator
5.0 Platinum CD authoring software package.

his is the distant descendent

of the very first CD authoring

(i.e. recording) package that
Computer Audio World reviewed -
Adaptec’s Easy CD Creator 3.5 - back
in April 1999. Since then, this type of
application has gone from being an
anachronism bought only by anoraks
to standard fitment on virtually every
new multimedia PC. If you think this
is an exaggeration, you may be sur-
prised to learn that Microsoft has
incorporated functionality of this type
into its new Windows XP operating
system - 5o pretty soon everyone will
have access to software of this sort.

So if CD recording is free with
your next PC, why spend £45 of your
hard earned cash on the new Easy
CD Creator 5.0 Platinum edition?
Roxio (formerly Adaptec) has tried
oh-so-hard to answer that question,
packing a dazzling array of features
into the program, most of which you
either didn't know you needed or
didnt know were even theoretically
possible! In just a couple of years,
Easy Creator has gone from the
equivalent of a budget 1970s cassette
deck to a nineties digital mixing desk
- and beyond!

First and foremost, it boasts a
redesigned intuitive user interface.
Recognising the fact that human
beings like your mum and your sister
are going to want to use it, gone is
the geek chic Windows Explorer-style
file menu display. No previous
programming experience required,
then...

In its place is a whiz-bang,
designer desktop in silver grey which
presumably signifies ‘stereo’, ‘hi-fi' or
suchlike! Anyway, you choose both
your source and destination from
graphical legends which aren't
immediately obvious - but you only
have to learn them once, so who's
complaining! You can burn CDs from

hard disk files or indeed other
CD:s in your PC CD-ROM
drive(s).

Once you've selected the
folder(s), you select the tracks
within (either WAV, MP3 or
WMA files) and EzCD tots up
the total playing time until your
recording reaches the allocated
limit. Don’t worry about having
to convert your MP3s or WMAs
first though, because from Version
4.0, Easy CD does it automat-
ically for you.You can then add
transitions and cross-fades
between tracks.You can also
record your MP3s or WMAs as
MP3s or WMAs in computer
data file format - meaning you can get
around ten hours of compressed
music onto a single CD- R for
playback on computers or MP3-
compatible CD personals. There's
even a built-in ripper that converts
WAV files to MP3s,

Inside the lavish box comes a
single CD-ROM with a massive suite
of programs which are all summoned
up by the opening Easy CD Creator
5 menu. It comprises the core Easy
CD Creator 5 Platinum application
itself, SoundStream 2, DirectCD, Take
Two, Spin Doctor, CD Copier,
Videolmpression, Photo Album,Video
Postcard,VideoCD Creator, CD Label
Creator, Sound Editor, Session
Selector and Web-CheckUp. There's
also a well written Comprehensive
User's Guide and handy Getting
Started Guide.

Briefly, CD Spin Doctor allows
users to burn LPs to CD, removing
scratches, hisses and pops in the
process.The new Easy CD Creator
Music Project comes has DSP
features including a ten-band
equaliser, realiser and normaliser. CD
Copier lets you burn a backup copy
of any non-copy-protected CD.
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Non-audio features include photo

and video features for making CD
photo albums,Video CDs and Video
postcards. CD Label Creator even
goes onto the internet to get the
track and title information for your
music CDs and then prints it onto
commercially available CD labels!

Yes, it's a great piece of software.
It makes all its rivals look ridiculously
cumbersome and complex - as
indeed they are. But it neither
satisfies truly advanced users in the
way that Nero does, nor justifies its
very high price tag as far as beginners
or casual users are concerned.
Basically, you can't ask a specialist
price without being a specialist
product, and Roxio’s latest - great
though it is - simply doesn’t differ-
entiate itself enough from the new
Windows XP freebie. However, if you
can find it for half its sticker price at
a computer fair or in the back of a
magazine, then it comes highly
recommended for everyday burning
tasks. [l &
