 In principal Regulation, under Section 8, the Sub Section (4) 
shall be substituted after sub-section (3) as under:

resulted in reaching to the aboriginal tribe or tribal reserve directly 
or indirectly the foreign material, the material which is not 
indigenous to the tribal reserve or in photography, videography of 
aboriginal tribe or in removal of their body part or tissue or in 
display or exhibition or publication of photography, videography of 
aboriginal tribal or/their belongings or in bringing members of 
aboriginal tribes in physical contact with the persons other than 
the members of the aboriginal tribe without the permission of Lt. 
Governor shall be punishable with imprisonment of three years 
extendable upto five years and fine of Rs. 10,000/- extendable upto 
Rs. 25,000/-.
