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Mayur Shelke comes
forward to help tribals

Vegetable prices
at APMC down
40% as buyers
don’t step out

Mayur Shelke, the railway pointsman who
risked his own life to save a child at Vangani
Railway station, has got into social work.
Shelke distributed food kits to tribals (adi-
vasi pada) nearby. Amid the lockdown, he
distributed the kits to four tribal villages
with 115 families in Pimploli gram panchay-
at in Neral.
Shelke, a 30-year-old, resides with his par-

ents, wife and 45-days-old son at Talawade vil-
lage in Neral. Shelke is doing his pointsman
duty, but has turned out to be a real-life hero.
Not only railway staff  and colleagues, but
Shelke has been a celebrity for different pas-
sengers coming to click selfies with him.
In April, Shelke saved a 6-year-old visually

challenged boy, who lost his balance and fell
on track while walking along platform num-
ber 2 at Vangani railway station. After the in-
cident he became a celebrity. Shelke claims
many NGO and social workers felicitated
him with an award and certificate and also
gifted him with cash as goodwill. Instead of
using the cash for personal use he utilized it
for the needy.
"After the lockdown was imposed by the

state government, I visited the four tribal vil-

lages in Pimploli gram panchayat. I found a
total of  115 families residing in the four vil-
lages. Most of  them are dependent on daily
wages and are sitting idle at home. It's diffi-
cult for them to survive with daily life. So, it
was our job to help the people in need. I found
a total of  115 tribals and distributed 115 food
kits to the families. In such times we should
look after the neighbours. If  everyone starts
to help the neighbours in whatever way they
can then there will hardly be anyone hun-
gry," added Shelke.
Shelke had appealed to many citizens to

come forward for help of  the needy. "Not only
food kits, but there are many ways people can
help the community, he added.

In the last one week, the
prices of  most of  the vegeta-
bles have dropped by
around 30 to 40 percent due
to low turnout of  retail buy-
ers at the wholesale market
in Vashi. Despite a sharp
drop in the arrival of  veg-
etables, there was no major
rise in the wholesale prices
on Tuesday.
On Monday, the vegetable

market at the Agriculture
Produce Market Committee
(APMC) in Vashi received
around 600 vehicles loaded
with vegetables. However,
there were few retailers at
the market owing to multi-
ple reasons from lockdown
restrictions to cyclone im-
pact. According to traders,
many retailers are not com-
ing to the market speculat-
ing less arrival of  vegeta-
bles due to the cyclone im-
pact in several parts of  Ma-
harashtra and Gujarat.
Keeping the trend in mind,

the traders brought down
the arrival to ensure a good
price. “The number of  vehi-
cles came down to 450 from
600. However, there was no
change in price as the turn-
out of  buyers at the market
is very low,” said a trader.

Man sets up community kitchen to help poor migrants amid Covid curbs 

First time in 3 months, NMMC
sees less than 100 new cases

After almost three months,
the Navi Mumbai Munici-
pal Corporation (NMMC)
saw less than 100 positive
cases of  COVID 19 on May
25. The city witnessed a to-
tal of  94 fresh COVID 19 pos-
itive cases on Monday, last
week of  May. On February
18, the city had seen a total
of  93 positive cases. There-
after, the number of  posi-
tive cases kept rising and it
touched 1,441 in April.
However, the constant

drop in the number of  new
cases of  OVID 19 has
brought respite for the local
body as it had become diffi-
cult for them to provide
beds to all severe patients in

ICU. The civic health de-
partment claimed that lock-
down and mass screenings
helped to control the spread
of  the virus in the city.
For the last week, the

number of  new cases of
COVID is a little more than
100. At present, the number
of  active 1,817 is also two
and a half  months low. The

recovery rate has also im-
proved and it reached 96%.
The city witnessed a sharp

rise in COVID 19 cases in
the second wave as a maxi-
mum of  1441 cases were re-
ported in a single day dur-
ing April. In the first wave,
a maximum of  477 positive
cases were reported in a sin-
gle day on August 20.

Mumbai: Crisis brings out
the best in people and a man
from Mumbai has proved it
as he has set up a communi-
ty kitchen from his own sav-
ings for the poor migrant
workers suffering due to the
COVID-19-induced restric-
tions.
Faiyaz Shaikh, who is in

his mid 40s, lost his job in
August last year, but that did
not stop him from helping
the poor families in Ambu-
jwadi slum locality at Mal-
wani in suburban Malad.
Now, his community

kitchen is providing food to
around 500 people every day,

Shaikh told PTI.
He is also providing them

ration and medicines since
last year, he said.
Over one lakh migrant

workers live in the Ambu-
jwadi locality and their
livelihood is dependent on
daily wages. Shaikh said
during the lockdown last
year, he got help from some
NGOs for ration and medi-
cines, but this time, he had to
manage things on his own.
"After I lost my got, I got

around Rs 10 lakh from my
company. I am utilising that
money to offer food to the mi-
grants through the commu-

nity kitchen and also provid-
ing them medicines," he
said. Shaikh said he came up
with the idea of  a communi-
ty kitchen after seeing the
sufferings of  slum dwellers
in Malwani.
"The kitchen must contin-

ue to feed the children and
the needy," he said.
He said the community

kitchen has also helped in
providing employment to lo-
cals and at the same time, hy-
giene is also maintained.
Shaikh said his wife has

also been running an English
medium school in the area
since the last 11 years where
around 350 students are en-
rolled. "The fees of  students
was waived off  for three
months last year, and now for
the entire year," he said.
The locality where the

school is situated comprises
daily wagers and they don't
give priority to the education
of  their children, he said. "If
the fee waiver was not al-
lowed, there would have
been dropouts from school,
endangering the future of
these children," he said.

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Raw material price hike brings
construction sector to its knees

The rise in prices of  steel
bars, cement among other es-
sential raw materials has
largely affected the construc-
tion sector. Also<, the prices
for plastics, man-made poly-
mers and resins, used in
everything from piping to in-
sulation have been rising
rapidly over the past few
months, says developers.
The pandemic-induced spike
in prices of  essential raw
materials and the shortage
of  supply with traders have
emerged as a bigger chal-
lenge for the developers
across the markets. 
Ashok Mohanani, presi-

dent, NAREDCO Maharash-
tra said, "We have made an
appeal to the Central Gov-
ernment to bring the iron
and cement prices under
control. In the last three
months, the iron prices have
increased by Rs 20,000 per
ton, which is almost a 50%
increase. Apart from this,
copper and aluminium
prices have also increased.
At the time when the real es-

tate industry is already feel-
ing the pressure of  the sec-
ond wave and the lockdown
restrictions, the rise in the
raw material prices will put
brakes on the recovery of  the
real estate sector."
In fact, many housing proj-

ects, which were resumed af-
ter the first wave of  the pan-
demic, are likely to slow
down again owing to this
new raw materials crisis.
Bhushan Nemlekar, Direc-
tor, Sumit Woods Limited
said, "The developer frater-
nity has been demanding a
reduction in prices of  the

raw materials since the last
few years. However, the Gov-
ernment has not yet taken
the demand seriously. This
can have an impact on af-
fordable housing projects.
Also, the shortage and the
hike in the prices of  raw ma-
terials will not only impact
the construction cost but
will also increase the lead
time as well."
Similarly, Jayesh Rathod,

Executive Director, The
Guardians Real Estate Advi-
sory stated, "The rise in raw
material prices over the past
few months has made ce-

ment and iron dearer. This is
due to a combination of  fac-
tors including unprecedent-
ed demand, multiple acts of
force majeure, and the in-
evitable interruption of  sup-
ply chains caused by the
Covid-19 pandemic. Once the
lockdown restrictions are
lifted, we might notice a
gradual rise in the property
prices in the coming months.
In some parts of  the country,
we may witness minor hikes
in the property prices by the
end of  the next quarter
whereas we may see more
significant corrections in the
price by the end of  2021. All
of  this will be contingent on
the successful stabilization
of  the ongoing healthcare
crisis in the country by the
relevant authorities."
The real estate stakehold-

ers are in constant touch
with the government, sug-
gesting ways which can en-
able the industry to improve.
Experts opine that the gov-
ernment should offer some
special booster package be-
sides incentives on stamp
duty, premium payments to
help the industry.

Many housing projects to get delayed as cost of iron, steel, copper, cement soars amid pandemic crisis

“Employing minors to
carry out nullah de-silting work is a grievous
offence. The civic administration should also
register an offence against the contractor.
Concerned officers who are supposed to su-
pervise the work are equally responsible for
such violations and should also be punished,”
said Dalvi. 
Based on a complaint filed by MNS leader-

Haresh Sutar, the police had rescued five mi-
nor children from a de-silting site in the Vinay
Nagar area of  Mira Road. “The site supervi-

sor and the contractor have been arrested and
booked under the relevant sections of  the IPC,
amended sections of  the Child and Adoles-
cent Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act
and Juvenile Justice Act. Further investiga-
tions were underway.” said Senior Police In-
spector- Sanjay Hazare. 
Last year, the MBMC had imposed a fine

amounting Rs. 4.64 lakh on the contractor for
not providing needed safety gear to workers.
There are around 155 major and minor nul-
lahs in the twin-city which measure up to
more than 240 km, however the contractors
have always been on the radar for shoddy de-
silting work, which leads to severe water log-
ging in several parts of  the twin-city. 
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The Kamothe police on Mon-
day arrested three persons,
who allegedly tried to kill a
31-year-old man by firing
three rounds of  bullet at him
on May, 19. The incident oc-
curred following a pre-wed-
ding brawl.
The arrested persons have

been identified as Prashant
Bhagat, 31, Sushant Bhagat,
26, and Kushal Bhagat, 24. 
According to the police,

there was a pre-wedding cel-
ebration at Mota Khanda vil-
lage and the complainant Su-
jit Mhatre, while dancing  ac-
cidentally hit a few other
people and that led to a heat-
ed argument among them.
Smita Jadhav, senior in-

spector of  Kamothe police
station said, “Prashant fired
at the complainant but
missed. Acting on a tip-off,
we arrested them from Lon-
avala. We have recovered a
country-made pistol and a
live cartridge from their pos-
session,” she said.

Man held for raping 11-yr-old daughter in Andheri 

MBMC gears up to fast track
court bldg work in Mira Road
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A 38-year-old man was ar-
rested on Sunday by And-
heri Police for allegedly
raping and repeatedly sexu-
ally assaulting his 11-year-
old daughter since March.
The man has been booked
under relevant sections of
the Indian Penal Code (IPC)
and Protection of  Children
from Sexual Offences (POC-
SO) Act. 
According to police, the

incident came to light on
Sunday, after the com-
plainant saw the 11-year-old
girl crying outside her
house. Upon enquiring, the
girl revealed that her father
had beaten her up, to which
the woman tried to console
her, saying that parents of-
ten lose their calm on chil-
dren and give them a beat-
ing. The girl, however, fur-
ther revealed that the fa-
ther was also doing 'wrong
things' with her, later
claiming it as sexual as-

sault. 
The woman took the girl

in confidence and asked her
the details, which is when
the girl said that earlier
this year, her parents had a
fall out and the mother left
the house, leaving the girl
and her nine-year-old sister
with their father. The fa-
ther then first sexually as-
saulted the 11-year-old girl
on Holi, March 29, which
continued since. The
woman, a special executive
officer, immediately took

the girl to a doctor, who con-
firmed the claims and they
approached Andheri Police
on Sunday. 
The same evening, the

girl's father was arrested
and booked under sections
of  the IPC and POCSO Act
for rape.
