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Appendix 1: Special Status Species Rank Definitions 
Below are the global (G) and subnational (S) rank definitions found on the NatureServe website (Table 1). Global refers to the known global population 
and subnational refers to state or province. There may be qualifiers for each rank referring to a specific type of habitat (Table 2). More detailed 
information about ranking can be found on the NatureServe or Nevada Division of Natural Heritage website. Species status specific to the Nevada 
Department of Wildlife, Wildlife Action Plan (Draft 2022) and Nevada Division of Forestry can be found in Table 3. Federal listing status for species and 
associated habitat determined by the US Fish and Wildlife Service can be found in Table 4.  
 
Where global or state ranks appear secure for a sensitive species or a species is not ranked in this document, the taxon has met at least one of the 
following criteria on BLM administered lands:  

1. Taxa with a global rank of G3 or below. 
2. Taxa with a state rank of S3 or below. 
3. Taxa with a trinomial rank of T3 or below. 
4. Taxa have stressors/threats and/or declining population trends. 
5. Taxa on BLM-administered lands negatively affected by changes in water quality or quantity. 
6. Endemism – taxa occurring in a single geographic location (e.g., spring/spring complex, valley, mountain range), and thus, have a higher risk of 

extinction/extirpation. 

Table 1: Global and Subnational Species Rank Definitions (NatureServe) 
Rank Definition 
GX Presumed Extinct (species) — Not located despite intensive searches and virtually no likelihood of rediscovery. 

Presumed Eliminated (ecosystems, i.e., ecological communities and systems) — Eliminated throughout its range, due to loss of key 
dominant and characteristic taxa and/or elimination of the sites and ecological processes on which the type depends. 

GH Possibly Extinct (species) or Possibly Eliminated (ecosystems) — Known from only historical occurrences but still some hope of 
rediscovery. Examples of evidence include (1) that a species has not been documented in approximately 20-40 years despite some 
searching and/or some evidence of significant habitat loss or degradation; (2) that a species or ecosystem has been searched for 
unsuccessfully, but not thoroughly enough to presume that it is extinct or eliminated throughout its range. 

G1 Critically Imperiled — At very high risk of extinction or elimination due to very restricted range, very few populations or occurrences, very 
steep declines, very severe threats, or other factors. 

G2 Imperiled — At high risk of extinction or elimination due to restricted range, few populations or occurrences, steep declines, severe 
threats, or other factors. 

G3 Vulnerable — At moderate risk of extinction or elimination due to a fairly restricted range, relatively few populations or occurrences, 
recent and widespread declines, threats, or other factors. 

G4 Apparently Secure — At fairly low risk of extinction or elimination due to an extensive range and/or many populations or occurrences, but 
with possible cause for some concern as a result of local recent declines, threats, or other factors. 
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G5 Secure — At very low risk of extinction or elimination due to a very extensive range, abundant populations or occurrences, and little to no 
concern from declines or threats.

Presumed Extirpated: Species or ecosystem is believed to be extirpated from the jurisdiction (i.e., nation, or state/province). Not located 
despite intensive searches of historical sites and other appropriate habitat, and virtually no likelihood that it will be rediscovered. 
[equivalent to “Regionally Extinct” in IUCN Red List terminology] 

 
SH 

Possibly Extirpated: Known from only historical records but still some hope of rediscovery. There is evidence that the species or ecosystem 
may no longer be present in the jurisdiction, but not enough to state this with certainty. Examples of such evidence include (1) that a 
species has not been documented in approximately 20-40 years despite some searching and/or some evidence of significant habitat loss or 
degradation; (2) that a species or ecosystem has been searched for unsuccessfully, but not thoroughly enough to presume that it is no 
longer present in the jurisdiction. 

S1 Critically Imperiled: At very high risk of extirpation in the jurisdiction due to very restricted range, very few populations or occurrences, 
very steep declines, severe threats, or other factors. 

S2 Imperiled: At high risk of extirpation in the jurisdiction due to restricted range, few populations or occurrences, steep declines, severe 
threats, or other factors. 

S3 Vulnerable: At moderate risk of extirpation in the jurisdiction due to a fairly restricted range, relatively few populations or occurrences, 
recent and widespread declines, threats, or other factors. 

S4 Apparently Secure: At a fairly low risk of extirpation in the jurisdiction due to an extensive range and/or many populations or occurrences, 
but with possible cause for some concern as a result of local recent declines, threats, or other factors. 

S5 Secure: At very low or no risk of extirpation in the jurisdiction due to a very extensive range, abundant populations or occurrences, with 
little to no concern from declines or threats.
