NC-SARA
Out-of-State Students & NC-SARA

Central Alabama Community College (CACC) is approved by the Alabama Commission on Higher
Education (ACHE) to participate in the National Council for State Authorization Reciprocity
Agreement (NCSARA). NC-SARA is a voluntary, regional approach to state oversight of
postsecondary distance education. By streamlining regulations around distance education
programs, NC-SARA’s policies help protect students and provide benefits to both states and
institutions carrying out distance education in multiple states.

California is the only state not currently participating in NC-SARA. CACC does not fall under the
governance of the California Bureau of Private Postsecondary Education, so approval for CACC to
offer online programs for residents of California is not required. CACC complies with California
regulations concerning postsecondary distance education. Since California is not an NC-SARA
member, students can direct complaints to the California Department of Consumer Affairs.

Under the purview of NC-SARA, out-of-state student complaints must first go through CACC'’s
procedures as outlined in the Catalog and the Student Handbook. If institutional procedures do
not result in a satisfactory conclusion, the student may proceed to the State Portal Entity to
complete a written complaint. A list of NC-SARA State Portal Entity Contacts is available through
the NC-SARA webpage.

.In the event of institutional closure, Central Alabama Community College will observe the
procedures stated in the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools Commission on Colleges
(SACSCOC) document entitled, “Closing a Program, Site, Branch or Institution”. Information for
students and potential students about obtaining records from closed institutions can be found
on the websites of the Alabama Commission on Higher Education (ACHE) and SACSCOC.

All students who
successfully complete a CACC nursing program, practical nursing, and/or associate degree in
nursing, are eligible to sit for the respective NCSBN licensure exam. Students may apply for
licensure at any state of choice at the completion of their nursing program at CACC, but may only
apply to one state for initial licensure. The NCSBN licensure exam is the same exam whether
taken in Alabama or Alaska; the state for which the exam is taken does not matter. Once
licensed, graduates may apply for additional licensure at any state in the U.S.
