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Repeated mowing 

every 2 to 3 weeks 

during spring and 

summer may be as 

effective as an 

application of 

glyphosate.

However, mowing 

just a single time has 

not been found to be 

effective in preventing 

seed production 

since plants often 

rapidly regrow and 

still produce seed.
