To manage the show safely:
e The show tables will be widely spaced though the hall to enable physical distancing.
e There will be no plant sales at all.
e The show will NOT be open to the public and therefore no advertising will occur.
e We will provide hand sanitiser and masks for attendees and will follow all procedures required by the AFC.

e We ask that members who do not have plants entered in the show attend between land 3pm, if at all
possible, to reduce the crowding at the end of the show (the venue is approved for up to 100 people only).

e We will have stations set up for people to drop off and collect their plants to avoid a mad scramble and
crowding especially at the end of the show.

Minutes of General Meeting, 15 August 2020

Meeting conducted via Zoom. Members present: 19
Meeting commenced 4pm, chaired by Andrea Robold in the absence of Mike Pieloor.

Presentation: Taiwan Orchids — Robyn Noel & Jan Robinson

Andrea invited Robyn Noel and guest Jan Robinson to tell of their experiences in an organised tour to Taiwan to
see what were to be the Taiwan International Orchid Show and the International Orchid Congress. Although the
shows were cancelled at late notice, there were many displays set up and judging of locally grown orchids. The
tour included visits to several orchid nurseries which are large commercial operations. Both Robyn and Jan
commented on exciting range of food and beverage they enjoyed while in Taiwan.

Andrea noted that with no sales table at this year’s
show, some members were looking for opportunities
to sell plants. Some sales could be achieved through
the sales table on the society website but the market
was limited to members. Andrea invited Dave Rowell
to outline selling opportunities through his business.
Dave grows trees and occasionally has sales at his
home to a range of clientele and has offered society

Judging
will take place on Saturday morning and the show will be open to members and their families between 1 and
S5pm. The awards will be done at 4:45pm and then the show broken done. Because we are limited to 100 people
in the venue, it is requested that members who do not have plants entered in the show plan to attend between 1
and 3pm, to avoid over-crowding at the end of the afternoon.

Derek Corrigan noted that activity in conservation was gearing up. Leaves of terrestrial orchids were apparent in
the bush and it would possible to identify the plants and their location as they came into flower. On behalf of the
Society, Derek obtained a grant from the ACT NRM under their Bushfire Recovery Program to undertake post-fire
orchid surveys in Namadgi National Park. Derek is planning a first excursion into Namadgi shortly to get started.
For further information members were encouraged to contact Derek and join the conservation group.

Members displayed a range of plants in flower. Karen requested photos be forwarded to her by 21 August for
inclusion in the next Bulletin.

No date was set for the next meeting, but it was planned to hold one before the show.

Culture Tips for September-October
By Mike Pieloor

e Check your growing location daily to make sure your plants are getting appropriate moisture, warmth and light.

e Start to water more often to keep new roots growing. But, be careful of late cold snaps. Take care watering
plants that are leaving dormancy. Pleione and Catasetum can stop root growth if the media is too wet early in
the season.

e Monitor for pests, including early aphids and munching pests, like spring grasshoppers or caterpillars.

e Keep your Australian terrestrials moist (but not sodden). Check for slugs and snail damage. Leaves and flower
spikes can be eaten in one night! Consider raising your pots or using pest management.

Growing Phallies in Canberra

Many of us get — or give — phalaenopsis plants as presents,
and they’re cheap enough to treat as a bunch of flowers (that
last much, much longer). In recent years they’ve been readily
available through Bunnings, Costco, Big W, Ikea etc, however
mostly without any identification tags. But what if you want
to actually GROW them and see them reflower?

The setup in my loungeroom is very simple — and if you've
got a bright, airy room you can easily replicate the
conditions.

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I’'ve had a lot of luck with phallies, much of which | put down to having a perfect indoor space for them to grow.
They’re low-care plants (by orchid standards), and just need an occasional spruce up, trimming dead or dying leaves
and roots. They reward us with colourful sprays of flowers for most of the year. My record for a single plant is 8
months in bloom. Most of them easily flower for 3-4 months each year.

this is reduced by the higher angle of the sun). But it's more a ‘bright’

environment than a ‘sunny’ one.

Growing media — most of my plants still grow in a traditional bark mix. However
I’'m experimenting with leca clay balls as a growing medium. Mine is a hybrid semi-
hydroponic model — I've repotted several plants into straight leca, then placed
these pots into glass vases similarly filled with leca. | water the plant, and the water

Temperature — As tropical plants, phallies are happiest in
temperatures we would find comfortable too. Our loungeroom
doesn’t go below 15 degrees overnight in winter. They’ll initiate
flower spikes around April when the nights start getting chilly and the
difference between day and night temperatures widens. In summer
the room can get quite warm — up to 30 degrees or so if we’re out of
the house, while air con drops that to mid 20s if we’re home.

Light — the room is a
bright environment with
lots of windows
bouncing light through
the room. The plants sit

get remarkably little water.
But I've established a humid micro-climate by sitting their pots into larger
tubs, which is lined with about 3cm of leca clay balls. They absorb any runoff
water and gradually release it back around the roots and leaves of the
plants. In winter they’re watered about once every 3 weeks, in summer
normally once a week. A few times a year | choose a mild day and take all
the plants outside to a sheltered spot, and give them a good drenching with
the hose, cleaning leaves and washing away any chemical buildup. The
plants love any extra humidity, so | keep a spray bottle nearby to give them
a mist on warmer days.

Fertiliser — Every month or two (this is not
scientific!) | add either a bloom booster
(from April — Oct) or growth booster (Oct —
Apr) soluble food to my watering regime.
When | have the plants outside Il
sometimes give them a weak seasol feed
too.

Conservation Group Report

The Orchid Society has obtained a Grant of $2000 from the ACT Government to assist in the recovery following the
recent fires in the Namadgi National Park. The Conservation Group has been invited to support the Rangers and
other similar groups in the recovery work in a volunteer capacity, and the Grant is to help cover the costs of
conducting orchid surveys and associated work in the burnt areas of Namadgi. The Society wishes to thank the ACT
Government for our inclusion in this recovery work and for the associated Grant.

Surrounded by the blackened skeletons of forest
trees, it was quite amazing to see orchid rosettes and
leaves literally rising from the ash and charcoal
littering the ground. Many species, particularly the
Chiloglottis, didn’t look too happy about their level of
exposure, and there was little evidence that autumn-
flowering species had managed to flower this year
(only a very few Speculantha sp. and Eriochilus sp.
with seed pods).

The first outing for the Conservation Group was held on
Saturday 29 August, and provided an opportunity to
test our skills and methodology prior to what is likely to
be a busy Spring. Thirteen people attended, included
three new or recently joined members, plus Jean Egan
and Matthew Mullaney who offered their expertise.
We met at the Visitors Information Centre and were
welcomed by Senior Ranger Nathan Kay. Then we drove
South down the Boboyan Rd, stopping to survey orchids
at the Hospital Hill Lookout and the Yerrabi track before
continuing to the Mt Clear Campground for lunch. The
weather was perfect (with a dusting of snow still visible
on the Namadgi peaks), and after an enjoyable day, we
made a final stop near the Shanahan’s Mountain Track
before heading home.

We found numerous orchid rosettes and leaves of nine different genera
(more than one species of most genera were seen) with several plants in
bud (Bunochilus sp. and Pterostylis nutans). Speculantha sp. and Chiloglottis
sp. were particularly common; other genera

observed were:
Hymenochilus and Thelymitra.
