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FOREWORD

Catalyst measures the number of women board directors because in busi-
ness, what gets measured gets done. The Catalyst Census of Women Board
Directors of the Fortune 500 was created in 1993 to encourage the leader-
ship of America’s major companies to increase the number of women serv-
ing on their boards and, in turn, to encourage the growing number of small-

er corporations to do the same. Each census serves as a marker of accom-

plishment and of work yet to be done.

In this 2001 census, Catalyst provides—for the second time—an expanded look at corporate governance by
shining a light on the number and names of women board directors in all Fortune 1000 companies. We also con-
tinue our focus on women of color by counting the number of women of color serving on the Fortune 1000 cor-
porate boards. This extensive, systematic, and rigorous measurement provides an accurate account of the extent

to which women serve as directors of America’s leading companies.

Again this year, most indicators for women’s presence in the boardroom are up—hbut only slightly. Women now
hold 12.4 percent of Fortune 500 board seats, up from 11.7 percent in 2000. A full 87 percent of Fortune 500 compa-

nies have at least one women board director, though that shrinks to 61 percent for Fortune 501-1000 companies.

Clearly, there is still work to be done. Catalyst looks forward to progress and will continue to report and ana-

lyze women's progress in the boardroom.

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INTRODUCTION AND KEY FINDINGS

In this 2001 census, Catalyst produces findings relating to all the companies in the F1000. In 2000, these com-
panies employed over 29 million people and generated more than 8 trillion dollars of revenue. The report pro-
vides trend data based on the previous F500 Catalyst censuses, and also presents comparisons between this
year's F1000 findings and the first F1000 findings from 1999.

2001 KEY FINDINGS

Fortune 1 to 500:

[1 Women hold 12.4 percent of all board seats in 2001, up from 11.7 percent in 2000 and 11.2 percent in 1999.

[ 87 percent of the F500 companies have at least one woman board director, up from 86 percent in 2000
and 84 percent in 1999.

[] 30 companies have 25 percent or more women directors, up from 23 companies in 2000 and 15 in 1999.

[1 Women of color hold 2.6 percent of board seats at the 409 companies on which we have such data.*

Fortune 501 to 1000:

[1 Women hold 8.9 percent of all board seats, an increase of less than one-half a percentage point from
1999 when Catalyst first extended its census to the Fortune 1000.

[1 61 percent of the F501 to 1000 companies have at least one woman director, down from 62 percent in 1999.

[] Women of color hold 1.3 percent of board seats at 430 companies on which we have data.*

Fortune 1 to 1000:

[ Women hold 10.9 percent of all board seats, up from 10.0 percent in 1999, an increase accounted for
entirely by the F500.

[] 74 percent of the companies have at least one woman director, up from 73 percent in 1999.

[] 60 companies have 25 percent or more women directors, double the amount in 1999.

[] Women of color hold 2 percent of board seats at 839 companies on which we have such data.*

*Because the racial/ethnic composition of board members is not publicly available, Catalyst can only collect this information from those
companies that are willing to provide it.

2001 FORTUNE 1 TO 500 FINDINGS: TRENDS OVER TIME

Women on Boards of the Fortune 500 Companies
Catalyst has been monitoring the progress of gender diversity in America's Fortune 500 company boardrooms

for the past nine years.

Trend analyses show that an increasing number of F500 companies are appointing women to their boards.
Since 1993, we have seen a 25.8 percent increase in the number of companies with women on their boards.
However, the pace of that change has been relatively stable over the past five years. From 1997 to 2001, there
has only been a 3.6 percent increase in the number of companies with women board directors, as opposed to
a 21.4 percent increase for the period between 1993 to 1997.

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Nonetheless, the proportion of board seats held by women continues to increase. As of the census cut-off date
of March 31, 2001, women held 12.4 percent of all board seats in the F500 companies, up slightly from 11.7
percent in 2000 and 11.2 percent in 1999. As Figure 2 indicates, the progress of women's representation on
F500 corporate boards has been slow, yet linear. Assuming the rate of increase based on the past nine years of

census data remains the same, women will occupy a quarter of all board seats by the year 2027.

The number of companies with three or more women board directors decreased from 53 in 2000 to 48 in 2001.

This means that 9.6 percent of the F500 companies have three or more women board directors.

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Catalyst also tracks the number of companies with 25 percent or more women directors because board size can
vary from company to company. In 2001, 30 of the F500 companies report that women hold one-quarter or

more of their board seats, up from 23 companies in 2000.

Women of color hold 2.6 percent of board seats (125 of 4,862) at the 409 companies on which we have such
data. Because the racial/ethnic composition of board members is not publicly available, Catalyst can only col-

lect the information from the companies that are willing to provide it.

These 125 seats held by women of color make up 20.2 percent of all board seats held by women. Ninety-three
of the 125 board seats are held by African-American women, representing the largest minority group among
women directors. Twenty-one board seats are held by Hispanic women, 10 seats are held by Asian-American

women, and 1 seat is held by a woman whose race/ethnicity was identified as “Other.”

The percentage of board seats held by women of color has increased only one-tenth of one percentage point
since 1999, the last time Catalyst counted. In 1999, women of color held 2.5 percent of board seats (103 of
4,178) at the 341 companies for which we had data. Though a small increase, it's encouraging to find a jump

in the number of companies who provided data on race/ethnicity from 1999 to 2001—from 341 to 409.

2001 FORTUNE 501 TO 1000 FINDINGS

Women on Boards of the Fortune 501 to 1000 Companies

In 1999, when we first surveyed the full Fortune 1000, our findings indicated considerable disparity between
the companies ranked 501 to 1000 and those ranked 1 to 500. The representation of women on boards in the
501 to 1000 companies lagged behind the 1 to 500 in almost all indicators. By extending the census to the
F1000 in 1999, Catalyst was hoping to direct the attention of corporate America towards improving women's

presence within a larger pool of companies.

Unfortunately, the 2001 census finds scant progress among the F501 to 1000 companies. Women now hold 8.9

percent of all F501-1000 board seats, a trifling increase from 8.5 percent in 1999.

On other measures, F501-1000 companies fare even worse in 2001 than they did in 1999. This year, the percent
of companies with at least one woman director has dropped from 62 percent (310 companies) in 1999 to 61
percent (303 companies) this year. Furthermore, the percent of companies with multiple directors decreased
slightly from 20 percent (100 companies) in 1999 to 19 percent (94 companies) today. However, the number of

companies with 25 percent or more women has doubled from 15 in 1999 to 30 in 2001.

These 53 seats held by women of color make up 14.5 percent of all board seats held by women. Thirty-eight of
the 53 board seats are held by African-American women, representing the largest minority group among
women directors. Nine board seats are held by Hispanic women, 5 seats are held by Asian-American women,

and 1 seat is held by a woman whose race/ethnicity was identified as “Other.”
There has been no change in the percent of board seats held by women of color in the F501-1000 companies

since 1999, when 56 of the 4,285 seats (at the 436 companies for which we had data) were held by women of

color.
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2001 FORTUNE 1 TO 1000 FINDINGS

Women Directors by Fortune 1000 Revenue Decile

Catalyst's analyses of the F1000 companies by revenue decile reveal that companies with higher revenues
(based on Fortune magazine's ranking) tend to have larger boards. This may be a factor in why F500 companies
are more likely to have at least one woman director. In other words, the lower ranks of the Fortune listing are
host to many more companies with no women directors. These relationships were uncovered in the previous

censuses, and are again present in the 2001 census data.

Combining the stagnant numbers of the companies ranked 501 to 1000 with the relatively slow progress of the

F500, we get F1000 statistics that generally reflect little progress since 1999.

In 2001, 74 percent (737 companies) of the F1000 have at least one woman director, compared to 73 percent
two years ago; women now hold 10.9 percent of all seats on the boards of F1000 companies, up from 10.0 per-
centin 1999. The number of companies with three or more women directors has increased significantly in 2001,

reaching 67, up from 55 two years ago.

In 2001, the total number of individual women serving on boards of F1000 companies is 833. That number was
786 in 1999, meaning that there are an additional 47 women directors in the F1000 this year. Women directors

serve on an average of 1.4 boards.

Women of Color on Boards of the Fortune 1000 Companies
Women of color hold 2.0 percent of the board seats (178 of 8,941) at the 839 companies for which we have

such data. Because the racial/ethnic composition of board members is not publicly available, Catalyst can only

collect the information from the companies that are willing to provide it.

These 178 seats held by women of color comprise just 2.0 percent of the total board seats among these com-
panies. Board seats held by women of color represent 18.1 percent of board seats held by all women among
the 839 companies from whom we were able to obtain data. African-American women represent the largest
minority group among the women directors, with 131 board seats. Thirty seats are held by Hispanic women, 15
seats are held by Asian-American women, and 2 seats are held by women whose race/ethnicity was identified

as "Other.”
The percentage of board seats held by women of color in the F1000 has increased one-tenth of one percentage

point since the last time Catalyst counted. In 1999, women of color held 1.9 percent of board seats (158 of
8,463) at the 777 companies for which we had data.
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Fortune 1000 Industry Analysis

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Fortune 1000 Geographic Analysis

Companies in the Midwest are more likely than companies in other geographic regions to have at least one
woman director: 82 percent of all companies headquartered in the Midwest have women serving on their
boards. The Northeast follows with 75 percent, the South with 71 percent, and the West with 64 percent. One

F1000 company is located in Puerto Rico and has 8.3 percent women board directors (2 of 24).

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METHODOLOGY: HOW DID WE PRODUCE THE CENSUS?

In May 2001, Catalyst sent a letter to the human resources or corporate secretary's office of each of the Fortune

1000 companies (as published in the April 16, 2001 issue of Fortune magazine). The letter sought:

1.To verify the company's total number of board directors in the period between April 1, 2000 and March 31, 2001
2. To confirm the names of any women board directors

3.To learn the extent to which women of color are represented on the boards of directors

One week after the mailing of the first company letter, the Catalyst staff made follow-up phone calls to all non-
responding companies. If we still had not heard from a company after the follow-up calls, two letters were sent
out over several weeks—one by mail and the other by fax—from Catalyst's President to the company's Chief
Executive Officer. The purpose of these letters was to inform the non-responding companies that we had not
received their company-verified data for this census, and that we would publish data gathered from public records

if the company did not provide such verification. Our verification rate in 2001 is 81 percent.

The Catalyst research team made a total of 1,739 follow-up phone calls and sent out 647 letters to non-
responding companies. For those companies who did not verify the data, Catalyst reports the unverified data

taken from public records.

Once Catalyst received verification forms, additions and revisions were incorporated into our census database.
The research team audited the data multiple times to ensure accuracy, comparing printouts from the database

with the verification from companies and/or public records.

The Catalyst Census of Women Board Directors is a snapshot in time. It represents the gender and racial/ethnic
diversity of corporate governance in F1000 companies for any period of time between April 1, 2000 and March
31, 2001. Catalyst continues this work, year after year, to monitor companies’ progress in appointing women to

their boards.
