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Introduction

Suriname is a really great destination for a birding holiday in South America. OK, it does have fewer species
than (much larger) countries such as Colombia, Peru and Brazil. But the quality of the species listis high due to
the occurrence of 50 so-called Guiana shield endemics’. In addition, Suriname is relatively small and most
good birding areas are within a short distance of each other. That is, the accessible areas, because a large part
of the country still consists of untouched rainforest and can only be reached by boat or plane.

Moreover, it is special for us Dutchmen to visit Suriname because of the special (precarious) bond with The
Netherlands, as a result of the colonial past and all the abuses that took place at the time. The consequences
of this are still visible and it is therefore good that the Dutch government and the king have apologized for this
and announced numerous measures to tackle the consequences of the history of slavery. Nevertheless, it
remains very special that Dutch is the official language and that, in the middle of the tropics, we were able to
read all the inscriptions and communicate with our guide in our native language!

Logistics

At the beginning of 2020 we (Wim van Splunder, Ferdy Hieselaar, Jeroen Bijleveld, Chris Winter and Hans
Groot) made plans to undertake a birding trip to Suriname the following year, just before Covid-19 broke out
worldwide. As a result, we ultimately had to postpone our trip to 2023. In 2022 we contacted Fred Pansa from
Fred Ecotours again to organize the trip for us. We really wanted Fred to guide us as he has an excellent
reputation. And, it must be said, it is absolutely true; Fred Pansa is the best bird guide we’ve ever had! He is
incredibly sharp, sees birds in the vegetation with his naked eye long before we could find them, quickly points
them out with his laser pointer ("kijk naar mijn lichtje") by making a circle around the bird or underneath it, next
to or above it. He also knows how to place birds in his telescope in no time, often through a tangle of branches
high in the canopy, so that everyone can quickly score the species and then look for it themselves. He ensures
that everyone can see the bird in question and remembers if someone has yet to see a certain species. His
hearing is also phenomenal, an absolute requirement in the jungle, where many birds make their presence
known vocally. He uses tape luring appropriately, i.e. species are not being taped too often or too loud. He also
regularly plays the sound of Amazonian Pygmy Owl, which attracts many birds. In addition, he usually knows
exactly where certain species emerge: low above the ground, in the middle story or in the canopy. He has good
stake-outs for many species. What we also appreciated is that Fred is self-critical of his own determinations in
difficult species. He immediately checked the Merlin app and consulted us about the observed characteristics.
In a number of cases this led to different conclusions regarding the species. We have experienced guides who
tried to bluff their way through such situations. He enters his observations on eBird. Above all, Fred is just a
super nice guy with a good sense of humor.

We booked our international return flights between Amsterdam and Paramaribo (with KLM) ourselves.
Unfortunately, Chris was ultimately unable to join us on the trip. Fred arranged the accommodations, the
domestic flight to Kabalebo and drove us around in his van or 4WD. Where possible, we drove with an open
sliding door on the side to maximize bird discovery and to get outside as quickly as possible. All the meals and
water were included, so we only had to pay for the (non)alcoholic drinks. At all accommodations the
Surinamese brand Parbo Beer was available, except in Colakreek Recreation Park (here we bought drinks at
the nearby supermarket).

! The Guiana Shield is a geological shield (an area where very old rocks lie on the Earth's surface) in northeastern South
America. It extends over the territory of Guyana, Suriname, French Guiana, parts of Colombia, Venezuela up to the
Orinoco and northern Brazil up to the Amazon. The Guiana Shield is part of the Amazon Craton. It is formed by Proterozoic
rocks and is between 2.5 and 1.9 billion years old (source: Wikipedia).
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Fred provided us with plenty of water and snacks (cookies, banana chips) throughout the day and also made
good breakfasts during our stay at Colakreek. We stayed four nights at his famous Zintete Lodge near Fredberg
and birded briefly on our last day at his second lodge in Seliba. Only during our stay in Kabalebo did Fred not
accompany us, because Kabalebo works with its own nature guides. Fred also suggested not to go along with
us to keep the costs somewhat under control.

Preparation

Although we trusted that we were in good hands with Fred, we left little to chance. As always, Wim made an
overview in Excell of which species (regularly) occur in which area, based on a large number of trip reports on
the internet (see the appendix). This helped us focus on the target species for each area so we could discuss
with Fred where to go to find specific species. To be on the safe side, we also brought along a collection of bird
sounds from Xeno Canto, made available by Remco Hofland, for which we are grateful! The excellent Merlin?
app also provides both recordings of song and calls for most species, so we mainly used our own collection as
a backup.

We also took note of various trip reports that can be found on Cloudbirders and we watched YouTube videos
about birds in Suriname. The following websites or web articles provide valuable information about birding in
Suriname:

Suriname is known for the occurrence of annoying insects, such as grass lice. These are barely noticeable to
the naked eye, but their bites can cause unbearable itching. They crawl up your legs and attach themselves
somewhere in your skin with their hooked jaws. We had been warned and had taken precautions by wearing
leech socks and impregnating them with Care Plus with 40% DEET. Nevertheless, Jeroen and Ferdy in
particular fell victim to grass lice, in Peperpot Nature Park and later also in Kabalebo. Jeroen still suffered from
itchy bumps eight weeks after returning...

We only brought one telescope with a tripod, because Fred also carries one with him all the time. We had
binoculars and cameras with us and Hans also brought a recorder (Olympus LS 11). Furthermore, headlamps
and strong flashlights were useful for evening trips. It is advisable to bring rain gear and an umbrella and, for
Brownsberg, a sweater. Good walking shoes with a good profile are indispensable. If the trails are very wet,
rubber boots are really useful, but they can also be bought in Suriname. We donated the one we purchased to
Fred.

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Locations where we stayed

Day 1 - February 16 Amsterdam -> Paramaribo -> white sand savannah area, Colakreek
Arrival at Johan Pengel International Airport, also known as Zanderij, at 1:35 pm. Birding in the surroundings of
the airport (Berlin) and overnight at Colakreek Recreation Park.

Day 2 - February 17 Colakreek, Zanderij, white sand savannah area

Morning birding at Colakreek, Airport Zanderij and the white sand savannah area. Lunch at Colakreek. In the
afternoon again birding at Colakreek, Airport Zanderij and the white sand savannah area. Overnight at
Colakreek Recreation Park.

Day 3 - February18 Colakreek, Zanderij -> Peperpot Nature Park

Morning birding in the surroundings of the Airport Zanderij and the white sand savannah area. Lunch at
Colakreek. In the afternoon drive to Peperpot Nature Park near Paramaribo, birding on the way and near
Peperpot Boutique Hotel. Overnight at Peperpot Boutique Hotel.

Day 4 - February 19 Peperpot Nature Park, Weg naar Zee
Morning birding in Peperpot Nature Park and surroundings. Lunch at Peperpot Boutique Hotel. In the afternoon
birding at the Weg naar Zee area. Overnight at Peperpot Boutique Hotel.

Day 5 - February 20 Peperpot Nature Park, boatsafari Bakki (Warappakreek area)

Morning birding in Peperpot Nature Park and surroundings. End of the morning trip to Nieuw Amsterdam, boat
trip to Bakkie (lunch at the museum). In the afternoon boat trip in the mangroves to the sea (Warappakreek
area). Overnight at Peperpot Boutique Hotel.
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Day 6 - February 21 Paramaribo -> Kabalebo

Morning birding in the Verlengde Komperstraat area, outskirts of Paramaribo. At 11:40 am domestic flight from
airport Zorg en Hoop to Kabalebo Resort. Arrival at 12:40 pm. Lunch at Kabalebo Nature Resort. Birding at the
resort grounds and at 3:30 pm a boat trip at the Kabalebo River. Overnight at Kabalebo Nature Resort (rooms in
the main building).

Day 7 - February 22 Kabalebo
Easy birding at the resort in the morning. Lunch at the resort. At 3:00 pm boat trip at the river. Overnight in the
river cabana’s.

Day 8 - February 23 Kabalebo

After the rain birding at the trail near the lodge. Lunch at the resort and birding near our cabana’s. In the
afternoon again a boat trip at the river. After dinner short walk for the Rufous Potoo near the staff cabins.
Overnightin the river cabana’s.

Day 9 - February 24 Kabalebo
Boat trip in the morning and afternoon. Lunch at the resort. Overnight in the river cabana’s.

Day 10 - February 25 Kabalebo
Heavy rains in the morning, cancelled flight to Paramaribo. Lunch at the resort, some birding near the main
building and a last boat trip in the afternoon. Overnight in Inspiration Point (luxury rooms).

Day 11 - February 26 Kabalebo -> Paramaribo -> Fredberg

Short birding walk at the trail near the resort. Departure at 10:30 am; arrival at domestic airport Zorg en Hoop at
11:30 am. Lunch in the van (bought at a roadside snackbar). Birding at Onverwacht (for Blue-backed Manakin)
and drive to Fredberg. Overnight at Zintete Lodge, in the communal dormitory.

Day 12 - February 27 Fredberg

Early morning start for the Zigzag Heron at the lodge. In the morning birding at the rails near the lodge. Lunch at
the lodge. In the afternoon and early evening birding at the trails and along the logging road. Overnight in the
cabins.

Day 13 - February 28 Fredberg
Birding the trails and the logging road in the morning. Lunch at the lodge. In the afternoon and evening birding
at the logging road with the van. Overnight in the cabins.



Dag 14 - March 1 Fredberg
Birding the trail at the base of Fredberg, packed lunch in the field. In the late afternoon birding at the lodge.
Overnight in the cabins.

Day 15- March 2 Fredberg -> Brownsberg Nature Park
Birding with the van at the logging road on the road to Brownsberg. Lunch in the restaurant of the park and
birding the trails in the afternoon. Overnight in the Tapir Lodge.

Day 16 - March 3 Brownsberg Nature Park
Birding the trails all day. Lunch at the restaurant. Overnight in the Tapir Lodge.

Day 17 - March 4 Brownsberg Nature Park -> Seliba -> Airport -> Amsterdam
Birding on the road to Seliba Lodge. Lunch at the lodge. Drive to the International Airport Johan Pengel.
Departure at 6:00 pm.

Day 18 - March 5 Amsterdam
Arrival at 6:15 am at Schiphol Airport, Amsterdam.
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Day to day report

Arrival at the international airport Johan Pengel (Zanderij) (HG)

February 16 Amsterdam -> Paramaribo -> white sand savannah area, Colakreek

We met in the early morning in departure hall 2 of Schiphol Airport, Amsterdam. After a good 9-hour flight with
KLM, we arrived in Suriname at Johan Pengel International Airport near the village of Zanderij, more than 50 km
south of Paramaribo, at 1:45 pm local time. It took a very long time to get through customs, even though only
one flight had arrived. We were happy when we finally walked through the exit at 3:45 pm and were welcomed
by our guide Fred Pansa! He handed us bottles of water at his van, after which we immediately started birding
in the area surrounding the airport, along the JFK Highway, south of Berlin. This is an open savannah area with
ponds, streams and patches of forest. We drove slowly with the side door open to be able to see and hear a lot
and to get out of the car quickly. Fred makes a lot of calls while driving, but remains alert and interrupts a
telephone conversation immediately when he sees or hears a good species. It was a nice start with many
common species such as Great Kiskadee, Black and Turkey Vulture, Tropical Mockingbird, Red-breasted
Meadowlark, Fork-tailed Palmswift, Blue-gray Tanager, Silver-beaked Tanager, Palm Tanager, Rusty-margined
Flycatcher, Tropical Kingbird, Bananaquit. Also present were White-winged Swallow, Ruddy Ground Dove,
Yellow-rumped and Red-rumped Cacique, Green and Crested Oronpendola, Shiny and Giant Cowbird,
Swallow-winged Puffbird, Black-faced and Blue Dacnis, Purple and Red -legged Honeycreeper, Black-faced
Tanager, White-headed Marsh Tyrant. Best species were a pair of Rose-breasted Chats, which showed
themselves with great patience, two Cayenne Jays flying over, a male Guianan Streaked Antwren, a Yellow-
bellied Elaenia, and a White-vented Euphonia. We also heard our first Crested Bobwhite and Red-legged and
Great Tinamou. When we drove to Colakreek we saw a Burrowing Owl sitting on a little hilland a Lesser
Nighthawk flying over the road.

In a supermarket in Zanderij we bought ice-cold liter bottles of Parbo beer (€2.50 per bottle). Fred bought stuff
for breakfast. We arrived at 7:00 pm at Colakreek Recreation Park, an area with vacation homes, a playground,
restaurant and a coke-colored creek for swimming. Upon arrival we were presented boxes with dinner from the
café. Our vacation home had a large covered veranda, two bedrooms (4 pax) with air conditioning and mesh as
a window (Fred slept in his hammock on the veranda), an open kitchen with cooking utensils, refrigerator,
freezer, toilet, cold water shower, electricity (for Dutch plugs!). No WiFi. There are almost no other guests in the



park. We had our delicious meals at the picnic table on the veranda: fried rice with chicken and long beans. The
Parbo beer tasted great with it!
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Our vacation home at Colakreek Nature Park (HG)

At 8:15 pm we went out again with the van in search of nocturnal birds. The atmosphere was great: you could
hear frogs and crickets calling everywhere. The evening was successful with a beautiful Common Potoo that
Fred taped in. What a wonderful call! In addition, we saw two splendid calling Striped Owls and a Black-
Banded Owl at the entrance of the Colakreek Recreation Park in the spotlights. A White-tailed Nightjar sat two
meters away from us in the flashlight. When we returned to our vacation home at 9:45 pm we heard and saw a
Tropical Screech Owl. It was still quite warm, but it cooled down a bit during the night. What a great start to our
trip!

White-tailed Nightjar (HG) Upland Sandpiper (HG)

February 17 Colakreek, Zanderij, white sand savannah area

After quite a good night we got up at 6:00 am. The Tropical Screech Owl calls already at dusk. Fred makes us a
delicious breakfast: pancakes, fried eggs, white bread, instant coffee and orange juice. He also brings a large
box with, among other things, peanut butter and jam. We are lucky with the weather: until we arrived it was very
rainy, but now it is very beautiful and quiet. Lovely how the park wakes up with bird sounds from all directions!
We set off just after 7:00 am and start birding in the recreation park. Birds are everywhere!



The target species is quickly in the pocket: two Point-tailed Palmcreepers show themselves well from a
distance in the scope. Dozens of Red-shouldered and Red-bellied Macaws fly by and land in the nearby trees.
We see Variegated, Sulfury and Boat-billed Flycatchers, a Grey-crowned Flatbill, beautiful Turquoise Tanagers,
Orange-winged Parakeets flying overhead and a Glittering-throated Emerald and we hear our first of many
Yellow-crowned Tyrannulets (“three beer”). Then we drive slowly in our van towards the airport.

Colakreek Recreation Park (HG)

Along the way, a Pale-breasted Spinetail shows up well at a little marsh, as do some Burnished-buff Tanagers.
A nice surprise is the beautiful Upland Sandpiper that Hans discovers at the airport, through the fence. After a
while it flies up calling and lands on a football field. A lifer for Jeroen, Ferdy and Fred! We enjoy a pair of
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Burrowing Owls with four juveniles that have a nest hole just behind the airport fence. The parents sit on
lampposts and sound the alarm when we get too close with our van; the juveniles then quickly run into their
den! Also on the fence are two Lesser Yellow-headed Vultures. Fred spots a Pearl Kite in a tree in the distance
and puts it in the scope in no time. Typical species of this area are Grassland Sparrow, Red-breasted and
Eastern Meadowlark, Plain-crested and Rufous-crowned Elaenia, Black-faced Tanager, Barred Antshrike.
Wattled Jacanas and Solitary Sandpipers can be found in the puddles created by the rainfall of the past few
days. Some White-tailed Hawks hover in the air. In a small bush, Fred manages to find two beautiful Lesser
Nighthawks.

Then we walk a wide trail in a beautiful forest south of the airport and here everything goes wild! We can tick off
one good species after another. Ruddy Quail-Dove, Helmeted Pygmy-Tyrant (heard only), Saffron-crested
Tyrant-manakin, Northern Slaty Antshrike, Guianan and Green-backed Trogon, a female Black Manakin and a
male Golden-headed Manakin, Dusky Purpletuft (heard only), Rufous-bellied Antbird, a nice Rufous-tailed
Flatbill, Spotted and Guianan Puffbird (both in the scope), Forest Elaenia, many lovely Pygmy Antwrens,
Straight-billed and Reddish Hermit, two beautiful Painted Tody Flycatchers, Greyish Mourner, two females
Spangled Cotingas, Flame-crested Tanager, a Guianan Tyrannulet and a Lemon-chested Greenlet. Suddenly
Fred discovered an army swarm where a stunning male White-plumed Antbird showed up, as well as a
beautiful Rufous-throated Antbird, another ant swarm follower. We scored two species high on our wish list,
but we didn't expect to get them here, but only in Fredberg! The two birds played a bit of hide and seek; they
always appeared briefly and disappeared again quickly (too fast to get decent pictures). We also see our first
monkeys, the Midas (Golden-handed) Tamarin. What a great morning!

At 1:30 pm we returned to Colakreek Recreation Park, where we had a nice lunch on the terrace of the café:
fries with fried chicken and cole slaw with a special ginger lemonade (spicy and very sweet). We have the
impression that we are almost the only guests in the park. During an hour of relaxation at our vacation home we
admire a very beautiful male American Pygmy Kingfisher. We hit the road again at 3:30 pm, after a short rain
shower. First Fred tries to lure a Russet-crowned Crake into view with tape near our vacation home. The bird
answered harshly, but did not emerge. We also see our first Guianan Squirrel Monkey and our only Black-
throated Mango. We drive to the airport again and now take the road on the other side. In addition to a number
of the same species as this morning, we see the desired Campina Thrush (a recent split from Black-billed
Thrush).
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Birding the forest south of the airport (HG)

We enjoy a beautiful pair of White-fringed Antwren and a Green-tailed Goldenthroat, which proved to be our
only ones of the whole trip. In the distance we see a Grey-lined Hawk in a tree. We also see our first Spectacled
Thrush and two Short-tailed Swifts. But unfortunately we dip on two target species. We walk in vain through a
wet field to find Pantanal (South American) Snipe. And in several places Fred tries to lure a Pale-bellied
Mourner with tape, but there is no response. The Pale-bellied Mourner is a specialist of the white sand
savannah and the airport area is one of the best places in the world to see this species. We give up at 7:00 pm.
It cools down a bit and some mosquitoes appear. Fred wanted to show us Crested Bobwhite, but that didn't
work either. When we return to Colakreek we receive boxes of hot food from the café: rice, spinach, fish,
tomato with a tasty soy-ginger sauce. While eating the meals we get worried text messages from our family in
The Netherlands. There are riots and looting in Paramaribo, due to inflation, high prices and corruption.
Although we are not far from Paramaribo, we hardly notice this. However, shops and petrol stations are closed
(but orders could still be placed through the bars of the supermarket). After a nightcap (Speyburn whiskey that
Jeroen bought at Schiphol) and a cold shower we went to sleep at 10:15 pm.
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February 18 Colakreek, Zanderij, white sand savanna area and Peperpot Nature Park

We got up at 6:00 am and Fred served us a nice breakfast again (pancakes, fried eggs, white bread, instant
coffee). A Green-tailed Jacamar calls near our house. We also see our first Variegated Flycatcher. We drive
again to the south side of the airport and the white sand savannah area. This consists of low vegetation, higher
forests here and there and indeed, white sand. It is quite warm, 28 degrees Celsius, with two rain showers. The
birdlife is enormous, including: Blue-black Grassquit, Yellow-crowned, Plain- and Rufous-crested Elaenias,
Grey-headed and Double-toothed Kites, a beautiful Cayenne Jay, Marail Guans, a flying Dusky Parrot, Purple-
throated Fruitcrows, a beautiful White-lored Tyrannulet and a flying overhead, calling Green Ibis. We hear our
only Little Tinamou of the trip. We are happy to be able to tape in a specialty of the area: a Bronzy Jacamar. It
shows himself briefly, but good enough. Another species we need to score in this area, Black Manakin, flies
across the trail. Pompadour Cotingas, including two stunning males, pop up. They are most beautiful in flight,
when they show their white underwings. We can also add Spangled Cotinga, a pair. We hear an Ochre-bellied
Flycatcher and see 4 Paradise Jacamars in a dead tree in the distance.

Typical white sand savannah (HG)

At the end of the airport runway we make another attempt to hunt down a Pantanal Snipe by walking in line
through a damp field. Fred, Ferdy and Hans walk in front and bump into one, but Wim and Jeroen are walking
too far away from them to see it. Fortunately, we see approximately where the bird has landed and we manage
to get two more birds out. Happy to have this one in the pocket! But the grand prize is yet to come. In the white
sand savannah south-east of the airport, Fred plays the sound of a Pale-bellied Mourner again. We see a bird
flying into a bush... Of course Fred is the first to spotit: itis a Pale-bellied Mourner! The bird remains silent in
the tree, butis clearly visible in the scope. That's a real boost!

After this we visit the beautiful forest southeast of the airport again. When Fred hears Dusky Purpletufts, he
plays their calls and in no time two beautiful Dusky Purpletufts land in a tree above us! A male Mouse-colored
Antshrike shows off nicely. A Ferriginous-backed Antbird is calling. We also see three beautiful White-faced
Sakis. As we drive back to Colakreek, 10 Crested Bobwhites, including chicks, cross the road!
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Searching for Pantanal Snipe (HG)

Pale-bellied Mourner (HG)
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Dusky Purpletufts (HG)
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At 12:45 pm we are back in Colakreek Recreation Park, where we are served a delicious lunch on the covered
terrace of the cafeteria: Surinamese noodles, soy chicken and finely chopped long beans. It starts to rain
again. After packing our luggage, we leave for our next destination, Peperpot Nature Park, directly east of
Paramaribo, on the other side of the Suriname River. A curfew has been imposed in the center of Paramaribo
due to yesterday's riots (during which the parliament building was stormed and shops were looted). Today all
shops and gas stations are closed by the government, but some supermarkets are still selling through the bars.
However, we don’t have to go to Peperpot via the center of Paramaribo, so we are not affected by these
measures (although it is of course annoying for the residents). The first part of our drive is on a largely deserted
four-lane highway. It is so quiet with traffic that Fred parks our van at various places along the road so that we
can do some birding, even crossing the highway over the guardrail in the central reservation. Unfortunately this
doesn’tyield a Sungrebe that we were looking for, but we have some other nice species, such as Green
Kingfisher, Wing-barred and Rusty-breasted Seedeaters, Greater Ani's, a nice pair of Masked Yellowthroats and
our only Muscovy Duck (a male).

No Sungrebe here (HG)

After driving over the iconic Wijdenbosch bridge, we arrive at the fantastic Peperpot Boutique Hotel around
5:00 pm. The last stretch of the (very bad) road runs past the former plantation on one side and the Suriname
River on the other. Just before the entrance of the hotel we stop for our first Arrowhead Piculet, the only
(almost) endemic in the country. We also see our only two Hooded Tanagers here and some splendid Green-
rumped Parrotlets and Buff-throated Saltators. We hear a Straight-billed Woodcreeper and an Ashy-headed
Greenlet. Fred manages to find both types of sloths with his sharp eyes; we see three Pale-throated Tree-toed
Sloths and two Linnaeus’s Two-toed Sloths.

The hotel consists of several detached colonial houses with beautiful, luxurious rooms, a swimming pool and
a restaurant. We have our rooms in the Koffiehuis (Coffeehouse), with air conditioning, bathroom with hot
shower, WiFi. Fred leaves for his family in Paramaribo and has to be at home before 6:00 pm due to the curfew.
We stroll around the hotel grounds, to the jetty near the very wide Suriname river, with oil refineries on the
other side. Here we think we hear a Rufous-sided Crake in the reeds, but in the end it turns out to be the song of
the here seemingly common Yellow-chinned Spinetail... We can't bird without a local guide for a moment @
Semipalmated Sandpipers and Semipalmated Plovers forage in a swampy field. Two Laughing Falcons show
themselves and, above all, are very vocally. We also find a nice Spot-breasted Woodpecker.
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Arrowhead Piculet (HG) Green-backed Trogon (HG)

In the evening we enjoy a fine dinner (a la carte) on the veranda on the first floor of the restaurant (vegetarian
spring rolls, bread with garlic butter and tapenade as a starter and the main course “l love Su”, a combination
of the traditional Surinamese dishes pom and chicken pie, rice and vegetables). The ice-cold draught Parbo
beers taste delicious. The service is very good. We go to bed around 11:00 pm.

February 19 Peperpot Plantage en Weg naar Zee

After a good night in a wonderful bed, we get up at 6:00 am. We drink instant coffee in the room and then
collect our packed breakfast at the restaurant. At 7:15 am Fred picks us up in a small car. He was unable to
refuel his van because of the long queues at the petrol stations, now that they are open again. However, we
start walking along the access road, towards the back entrance of Peperpot Nature Park. The first 200 meters
are very rich in birds! We observe, among others, the following species: Peregrine, Green-throated Mango
(Peperpot is the only place where we find this hummingbird), Barred, Great and Black-crested Antshrike, Pale-
tipped Inezia, Blackish Antbird, (a cute) Little Cuckoo, Black-capped Donacobius, Savannah Hawk, Plain-
crowned Spinetail, White-winged Becard, Yellow-breasted and Spot-crested Flycatcher, Greyish Saltator and
our only Little Hermit. A Cream-coloured Woodpecker puts on a beautiful show, but this is even bettered by a
specialty of the area, a Blood-coloured Woodpecker, which Fred tapes succesfully in. The only Lesser
Yellowlegs of the holiday flies overhead, and six Blue-winged Teals migrate across the river to their breeding
grounds in the US (another new species for Fred!). Unfortunately, the back entrance to the parkis closed, so
Fred went to get the small car that we managed to fold into with some difficulty. We arrive at the main entrance

of the park at 10:00 am.

While Fred starts a long discussion with the park manager about closing the back entrance, we visit the small
exhibition center about the history of the plantation, where, among other things, coffee was cultivated. The
plantation is now completely overgrown and has become a true jungle. However, the trees here are not as tall
as in the primary rainforest. There is a good network of paths, where you can go for both walking and cycling.
There are also many watercourses (dug at the time for the drainage of the plantation; some can be canoed on).
After half an hour we enter the park. It is warm, but there is a nice breeze and plenty of shade. We walk up and
down one long straight trail and encounter Suriname's other top guide, Sean Dilrosun, with some Dutch
clients. He tips us off that there is a Crane Hawk further up. This does respond to Fred's tape, but unfortunately
is not freely visible. We also see beautiful White-browed Antbirds, White-flanked Antwrens, Yellow-olive and
Ochre-lored Flatbills, a very cooperative Yellow-crowned Elaenia, a male Amazonian Royal Flycatcher (with flat
crest) and Rufous-breasted Hermit. We met in the parking lot Anouk, Fred's Dutch wife, and their two children
Jaylin and Tristan. Anouk stood in line for two hours this morning to fill up the van....

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We have lunch at 1:15 pm with the Pansa family on the terrace of our hotel, where delicious cassava soup with
chicken, coconut milk and rice is served. After this we hit the road again at 2:30 pm with new energy, towards
Weg naar Zee (Road to See). We drive through the suburbs of Paramaribo, where we still see long queues at gas
stations. Furthermore, we no longer notice the disturbances of a few days ago. The Weg naar Zee runs through
a predominantly agricultural area with marshes. Snail Kites are very common here, but we are happier with a
fantastic dark male Long-winged Harrier passing close by. In the distance the only Limpkin of the trip flies by.
The first Striped Cuckoo shows up. Other relevant species include Yellow Warbler, Bicoloured Conebill,
Spotted Tody-flycatcher and Gray Kingbird. Unfortunately, when we arrive at the sea, itis high tide, so itis
difficult to watch waders. They all rest on the roots of mangrove trees or on jetties. The main stock consists of
Semipalmated Sandpipers and Grey Plovers, supplemented with Ruddy Turnstones, Semipalmated Plovers,
Red Knots, Spotted Sandpipers and Short-billed Dowitchers. Fred finds a Northern Scrub Flycatcher, which
unfortunately is only seen by Jeroen in the scope before it moves on. We find our first Rufous Crab Hawks and a
beautiful Black-collared Hawk, many Gull-billed Terns and quite a few Royal Terns, a Tricolored Heron, many
Snowy Egrets and Little Blue Herons. From a great distance we see two Scarlet Ibises in a tree.

We are back at our hotel at 6:45 pm. After exchanging some messages with our family in The Netherlands and a
refreshing shower, we sit down for another delicious dinner at 7:45 pm. The minirice table (yellow rice, bami
goreng, chicken satay, chicken leg, spring roll and vegetables) is very tasty, as are the cold beers! We update
our lists and logs and study the species for the coming days. It is an atmospheric evening because of the many
frogs and insects calling.

Long-winged Harrier (HG)

February 20 Peperpot Plantage, Bakkie and Warappakreek area

The alarm goes off again at 6:00 am. We could pick up our breakfast boxes at 6:30 am, but no one was in the
restaurant yet. We didn't receive them until 7:00 am. It's a bit of a shame about the precious birding time, but
the people here are so nice that we don't dare to blame them. Fred picked us up in his van and we drove to the
main entrance of Peperpot Nature Park. We birded here until 10:30 am. It is cloudy, with some sunshine now
and then and it’s quite hot. This time we also walk some narrower trails, at a good pace. Itis rather quietin the
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forest, so we do not score many new species, but we do tick off a few ‘rammers’ (as we say in Dutch). The only
Fuscous Flycatcher gives away decent views. A young Collared Forest Falcon responds to the call Fred plays
and appears briefly. We try hard to spot a Riverbank Warbler, but we have to settle for it’s call. Fred knows a lek
of Crimson-hooded Manakin, of which we get to see a nice male and hear some other birds. We also add Plain

Xenops, Cinnamon Atilla, Green-and-rufous Kingfisher, Black-chinned Antbird and an obligatory Spotted
Puffbird to our list.

At 10:30 am we left in our van for Nieuw Amsterdam, for a boat trip through the vast mangrove forests
(Warappakreek area). We got here into a large wooden canoe with a shelter and outboard motor at 11:00 am.
The first part of the trip was on the very wide Commewijne river. Ospreys were common and a group of
hundreds of Laughing Gulls were swimming in the middle of the river. Among the Royals Terns on wooden
poles we encountered the only three Large-billed Terns of the trip. Via a narrower tributary we moored at
Bakkie around 12:45 pm, where we were welcomed by the Dutch Bas Spek and his wife Marsha. They manage
the Bakkie museum with associated lodge and restaurant, in a beautiful tropical setting. They served us a
delicious lunch consisting of soto (soup) with vegetables, rice with Tardoen (local fish) in soy sauce and carrots
and beans. For dessert a nice cake on a banana leaf. Because we have to wait for high tide to be able to sail
into the mangroves (otherwise it is too shallow), there is time for a tour by Bas in his museum, a room in the old
director's house of the former plantation. Very interesting, but also shameful because of the many illustrations
and attributes on display of the oppression of the enslaved who had to work on the plantation. At 3:00 pm we
get back on the boat and sail over narrow waterways through beautiful mangrove forest to the sea. It is very
quiet with birds (mosquitoes and gadflies, on the other hand, are abundant). Of course, the afternoon is not the
best time for birding, but we hoped to find White Woodpecker here. However, this did not work. We did see,
among others, a Brown-crested Flycatcher and a Striped Woodcreeper.

When we arrived at the sea, we took a tour on the open water. Here too, many waders (mainly Semipalmated
Sandpipers) were sitting on the roots of the mangroves due to high tide. We also noted Willets and Hudsonian
Whimbrels. Herons were very common, with Yellow-crowned and Black-crowned Night Herons among many
Little Blue Herons and Snowy Egrets. We observed several Scarlet Ibises. On the way back, hundreds of Cattle
Egrets flew to their roost, as well as dozens of Orange-winged Parrots. At 7:00 pm we were back in Nieuw
Amsterdam, where we saw from the quay with the telescope, a few Magnificent Frigatebirds and Black
Skimmers at the mouth of the Commewijne river. Fred had another surprise in store: two juvenile Great Horned
Owls were sitting in a large tree looking down at us. We drove back to the hotel in the dark, but the birding was
not over yet. From the slowly moving van, Fred scanned the area with his spotlight on the access road to the
hotel. That resulted in a Pauraque and a Great Potoo!

We didn't get back to the hotel until 8:00 pm, where we immediately went to dinner. This time we really liked
the Peperpot stew, a nice spicy stew with beef shank and boneless pork crabs, with bad fries (like everywhere
outside The Netherlands and Belgium) and steamed vegetables. The service is really very nice and personable
here. Back in our room we have to repack our stuff. To our dismay, Fred informed us this evening that we were
only allowed to take 7 kilos of luggage on the small plane to Kabalebo the next day. Only the bare essentials
can be taken along, but Hans' camera and lens, for example, already weigh 3 kilos.
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Enjoying the delicious dinner in Boutique Hotel Peperpot

February 21 Outskirts Paramaribo and Kabalebo

Once again we got up at 6:00 am. During our packed breakfast (two white sandwiches every day, cheese, egg,
jam, yogurt; the breakfast buffet doesn't open until later) we see our first Slender-billed Kite and hear Guianan
Red Howlers. Fred will pick us up at 7 o'clock to go birding in the area of the Verlengde Komperstraat, on the
north side of Paramaribo. A new residential area is planned here; the infrastructure is already there, but the
building plots are still overgrown with bushes and reed fields. It is cloudy, 25 degrees with some rain. Fred has
a stake-out here for a Least Bittern, which unfortunately does not appear. We are happy with two Plain-bellied
Emeralds, because this is our last chance to see this hummingbird. We also observe our only Yellow-hooded
Blackbirds (all female types). After seeing Orange-winged Parrots flying overhead, we are finally able to get a
good look at them perched. Here as well we see a Blood-colored Woodpecker and hear an Arrowhead Piculet.

Airport Zorg and Hoop (HG)
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At 10:30 am Fred drops us off at the domestic airport with the ambivalent name Zorg en Hoop (Sorrow and
Hope), for our flight to Kabalebo, in the western interior of Suriname. Fred takes our large bagsto his home; we
packed our things for Kabalebo in small backpacks and plastic bags. Fred is not coming with us to Kabalebo,
because that resort works with its own guides. When we get out we are greeted by an extremely friendly lady
from Kabalebo Resort. She tells us that on Tuesdays, ten kg of luggage is allowed, instead of seven. Above that
you have to pay extra. We don't know how many kilos we ultimately have with us, so it was exciting when all the
stuff was put together on the scale (Hans holds his camera with lens around his neck). At 35.5 kilos we remain
pretty well below the permitted 40. After that we also have to get on the scale ourselves (camera off @).
Anyway, we are allowed to continue and are first led to the Kabalebo VIP lounge, a room with sofas, air
conditioning, toilet, fruit juice and cake! Two more Dutch people join us, Henk and Anneke from Groningen,
and at 11:40 am we take off in a small propeller plane with one pilot. Once past the Paramaribo area, we only
see seemingly unspoiled, continuous jungle below us, with a meandering river here and there. We fly at an
altitude of 2500 meters, between and below the clouds, so we can see everything well.

Our plane at the airstrip of Kabalebo, with golf cart (HG)

After a one hour flight, a light green stripe appears in the jungle, the airstrip of Kabalebo Resort! We are
welcomed by the manager Jerry, with guava juice. After this we meet our guide for our stay, Armida Madngisa,
or “Ari”. She is the operations manager of the resort and has a (not so) tame Peach-fronted Parakeet, Kitty.
First we have a buffet lunch, with vegetable soup, rice, chicken, two types of vegetables, cucumber and
tomato. Water and soft drinks, local fruit juices and coffee and tea are freely available throughout the day.
There is cold beer in the refrigerator, which you tick on a list and pay for after your stay. The resort consists of a
main building with a large covered veranda as a restaurant and a number of bedrooms with bathroom and fan
(no air conditioning). In addition, there are a number of separate buildings with more luxurious rooms and there
are three beautiful river cabanas along the Kabalebo river. There is also a swimming pool. WiFi is available for a
fee (€32.50 per device; the staff will turn on the WiFi on your phone). Calling is only possible from a resort
telephone. After lunch, Ari shows us a Blackpoll Warbler that winters in a tree next to the main building. There
is also a beautiful Red-and-green Macaw and a White-chinned Sapphire.
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Birding at the airstrip of Kabalebo, with guide Ari (HG)

After this we are taken onto the airstrip in a golf cart to see a group of Guianan Red Howlers, including a female
with a baby on her back. At 3:30 pm we leave for our first of a total of six boat trips on the river. The search for
birds and mammals here is mainly done from the water; there are only a few trails. We have two desired
species for the area: Harpy Eagle and Jaguar. We sail downstream in a wooden canoe with motor (‘korjaal’),
without a shelter, but with nice camping chairs instead of wooden benches. In addition to the boatswain, a boy
with binoculars comes along to help look for wildlife. It is a great trip through pristine forest, far away from
civilization. There is a strong current. After a while the boatswain turns off the engine and we glide silently
through the water, enjoying all the sounds from the forest (including the first Screaming Pihas) and the noisy,
flying overhead Scarlet and Blue-and-yellow Macaws and the many White-throated Toucans. Magic! Officially it
is the short dry season, but due to the heavy rainfall the water level is higher than normal. We see Swallow-
tailed and Double-toothed Kites, Black and Red-throated Caracaras, Great Black Hawk, Red-fan Parrots, Blue-
headed Parrots, Black-crowned Tityra, Black Nunbirds, Band-rumped Swifts and Blue-throating Piping Guans.
Common species include Blue-and-white and White Banded Swallow, Blue-Gray, Palm and Silverbeaked
Tanager, Swallow-winged Puffbird, Giant Cowbird, Buff-throated Wren and Crested Oropendola. On the shore
opposite the resort lies a large Spectacled Cayman. The highlight of the afternoon is the sighting of 5 Giant
Otters, who seem to bark indignantly at us.

We return at the resort at 7:00 pm, where we sit down for dinner at 7:30 pm, buffet style. Bami, fried rice, two
types of chicken (BBQ and soy), cauliflower, broccoli, peanut sauce. Delicious, with ice-cold Parbo. A group of
16 rowdy American seniors are also dining on the veranda. After dinner, Ari discusses the program for the
coming days with us: a mix of mainly boat trips and some walking. Ari is quite good at identifying birds, but
obviously does not have such phenomenal knowledge as Fred. She doesn't know all the sounds, so we record
sounds ourselves in order to check them later. After dinner, the four of us walk a bit through the resort grounds
and hear and see (in our spotlights) some Pauraques foraging above the airstrips. After a cold shower (a
plumber will be flown in tomorrow to fix it) we go to sleep around 11:00 pm.
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February 22 Kabalebo

We don't have to get up until 6:45 am (breakfast is standard from 7:15 am). Wim and Jeroen were awake for a
while at 6:00 am and then heard a Rufous Nightjar and a Ladder-tailed Nightjar. The Rufous later turns out to be
the only one on the trip. We enjoy a delicious breakfast buffet: scrambled eggs, toast, white rolls, sausages,
warm corned beef, tuna salad. It will be a warm day with lots of sun, little wind and one shower in the
afternoon. In the morning we take an easy walk with Ari across the resort grounds and pause for a long time at
flowering shrubs to wait for hummingbirds. There are feeders near the main building, but they attract few
hummingbirds. They prefer the nectar from the flowers here. We see Grey-breasted Sabrewing, an immature
male Crimson Topaz, Fork-tailed Woodnymph, Rufous-breasted and Long-tailed Hermit, White-chinned and
Rufous-throated Sapphire. Ari also carries a telescope and camera. She is funny and laconic; great company.
Also worth mentioning are Dusky Parrot, a distant Black Hawk-Eagle and a beautiful Black-and-white Hawk
Eagle, Plumbeous Kite, Epaulet Oriole, Yellow-tufted Woodpecker, Long-tailed Tyrant, a flying Bat Falcon,
Southern Beardless Tyrannulet, calling Thrush-like Antpitta's, White-necked Thrush, two beautiful Ferruginous-
backed Antbirds, Black Curassow and the only Lesser Kiskadee. A Green-tailed Jacamar caught and
demolished a Blue Morpho.

Black-and-white Hawk-eagle (HG)

At 12.30 pm we are back at the main building for lunch (same dishes as yesterday), after which we are taken by
golf carts to the river cabanas where we will stay for the next three nights (https://youtu.be/PnfMTV|S3us).
These are built high on stilts (due to high water) along the river, about 2 kilometers from the main building.
There is a walkie-talkie in each cabana for emergencies. The cabanas do have air conditioning and a
refrigerator packed with beer, wine, soft drinks and water. There are also bags of chips, peanuts and cookies.
There is even room service; the beds are made every day. The doors cannot be locked from the outside (they
can be locked from the inside), but there is a safe to store any valuables (not that there are many potential
thieves around here now).

The river cabanas at Kabalebo Resort (HG)

At 3:00 pm we are picked up by canoe for a boat trip, this time upstream and also on a tributary, Zandkreek. It is
very hot in the bright sun; despite factor 50 sunscreen, we almost get burned on our arms. After a shower it
cools down a bit. In terms of birds it is quiet, but we note as new species Chestnut-bellied Seed-finch, Brown
Jacamar and King Vulture. The mammals steal the show: nine Giant Otters, six Greater Capybaras and, as a




highlight, a swimming Lowland Tapir. As we approached it, it first dived and then quickly climbed onto the bank
to disappear into the vegetation.

Brown Jacamars (HG)

At 6:50 pm we are back at the resort for dinner (rice, mashed potatoes, chicken breast, fried fish, okra, spinach
—delicious!). At 9:00 pm we are taken to the river cabanas in two golf carts. You are not allowed to walk to the
cabanas at night, due to the risk of pumas and jaguars walking around! We have another beer on the balcony of
our cabana and enjoy the evening atmosphere. There are a lot of bats flying around. We successfully tape a
Spectacled Owl, which moves in the trees behind the cabanas, but does not come into view. After a lukewarm
shower, we go to bed at 10:45 pm, with the air conditioning on intermittently (which gets on when it gets too
hot!). Excellent beds.

February 23 Kabalebo

Gotup at6:15 am; itis still pitch black. We have a coffee on the balcony of the cabanas and enjoy the
awakening jungle. A Pauraque sings and the Spectacled Owl also calls again (spontaneously). Itis cloudy and
after a while it starts to rain. At 7:15 am we are picked up with two golf carts for breakfast. Because of the rain
we cannot leave immediately after breakfast, but we sit nice and dry on the veranda. As soon as it dries out we
try the trail that runs from the main building to the river, but we have to return quickly because it starts to rain
heavily again. There is a broken sports plane in the jungle. At 10:45 am we make another attempt. We see a
beautiful poison dart frog and come across a flock of birds. Ari plays Chestnut-bellied Gnateater and for a
moment we think one is responding, but after examining our recording it turns out that it was a White-browed
Antbird that responded (the songs of both species are very similar). It is difficult to bird, we mainly hear species
that neither Ari nor we can name. Species that we can name include Little Chachalaca, White-necked Thrush,
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Grey-fronted Dove (many), Buff-throated Wren, Wedge-billed Woodcreeper, Green-backed Trogon, Rufous-
bellied Peppershrike, Ferruginous-backed Antbird, Amazonian Barred Woodcreeper. We see several Black-
crested Antshrikes that strongly resemble the dark subspecies fumosus but according to both Handbook of the
Birds of the World and IOC they don't occur in Suriname. The best species in the flock are Mouse-colored and
Amazonian Antshrike, Dot-winged and White-flanked Antwren.

Beautiful scenery at the Kabalebo river (HG)

At 1:00 pm we are back for lunch: chicken with kidney beans (‘bruine bonen’), rice, lettuce, cucumber,
tomatoes, with lime lemonade. Everything is delicious! After this we are taken to our cabanas where we walk
around the beautiful surroundings, including the trail from the airstrip through a thin strip of jungle to the
cabanas. Here we see a beautiful Red-necked Woodpecker, Green-tailed Jacamar, Black Nunbird, Slender-
billed Xenops, Wing-barred Piprites. A gorgeous King Vulture circles above our balcony. At 3:00 pm the boat
docks with us again for another trip on the river, downstream. There are still a few drizzle showers. The
boatswain occasionally casts out his fishing rod as we drift with the motor off (see
https://youtu.be/WPOFmM6Djg70). He manages to catch a Pacu, a relative of the Piranha, but puts it back
because this species has too many bones. The journey is majestic. We search all the tall trees to find a Harpy,
but we are unfortunate. We have be satisfied with many species that we have previously observed during the
boat trips, plus a beautiful Pied Puffbird, Black-tailed Tityra and a Ringed Woodpecker that Ari cleverly spots.
She has a sharp eye and often discovers nice species by sight in the trees along the river. We had a lot of
discussion regarding the determination of a bird of prey that perches briefly in the mangrove near the water. In
the end we concluded it was a Bicolored Hawk. The Giant Otters are present again and we hear a Red-faced
Black Spider Monkey.

We are dropped off at our cabanas at 6:30 pm. We try to see and hear some nocturnal birds at the airstrip, but
we only see a few Pauraques. When we drive to the main building at 7:30 pm we see 25 pairs of flickering eyes
of nightjars in our flashlights on the airstrip. The dinner buffet is good: noodles, rice, chicken tjap choi, fish
sweet and sour, pak choi, melon. At 9:00 pm we walk with Ari to the start of this morning's trail in an attempt to
hear Rufous Potoo. This species was discovered here only a few years ago as a new breeding bird for Suriname.
Two pairs nested here in 2022. Although it is not the best time of year for this species, we play its call through
the JBL box of Hans. To our surprise and great delight we hear a bird responding in the distance! Unfortunately
it doesn't come any closer, but this stunner is in the pocket! One of the tame Lowland Tapirs ('Mathilda') walks
near the main building and is fed with fruit. Nice to see, but we are happy that we saw a shy, wild one
yesterday. Ari shows us a Tarantula in a hole in the ground. We have a drink at our cabanas. It's raining again.
After a hot shower we retire at 11:15 pm.

February 24 Kabalebo

Today is Ferdy's birthday! We get up again at 6:15 am. It is dry and in the far distance Guianan Red Howlers are
calling. Two golf carts pull up at 7:00 pm. What a luxury, to be transported like this every time. We enjoy the
abundant breakfast buffet again, with a beautiful view over the airstrip and the forest. From the veranda we
hear a Lined Forest Falcon calling. There is no fixed program; we can discuss with Ari every day what we want
to do. We choose to do a boat trip this morning as well, to maximize our chance of seeing Harpy. But this time
too, we are unable to spot this enigmatic bird of prey. It is regularly seen along the river, but there is no known
nest or reliable stake-out. Due to a necessary sanitary stop, we moor briefly on a less steep stretch of bank.
Normally there are many more beaches, but the water is much higher this year. That minimizes our chance of
seeing a Jaguar, which often frequents the flat banks. We now know the avifauna of the river quite well: Cocoi
Heron, Anhinga, White-throated Toucan (very common), Amazon and Ringed Kingfisher, Green lbis, Orange-
winged, Mealy, Red Fan and Blue-headed Parrot, Scarlet and Blue-and-yellow Macaw, Bat Falcon, Silvered
Antbird, Yellow-rumped Cacique, White-winged Swallow. A female Ladder-tailed Nightjar resting on a
mangrove branch still causes some headaches, even though she flies up a few times. Nightjars are easier to
identify by sound...
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Blue-and-yellow Macaw (HG)

On the way back, upstream, we moor again, on the other side, to walk a beautiful trail parallel to the river.
Diego, a boy who comes along to help look for wildlife, catches a scorpion and shows it to us by holding the
spine! On the way back we walk past a wonderful small waterfall. It is very quiet birdwise, but we do hear a
Tawny-bellied Screech Owl, a Black-throated Trogon and a Painted Parakeet.

We return at 1:00 pm for a very good lunch: spaghetti with chicken cream sauce, carrots, cauliflower,
parmesan cheese. Wim and Hans walk the trail near the main building. It is also quiet here, but we do find our
first Guianan Warbling Antbird, a male that shows up well. At 3:15 pm we go sailing again, for the fifth time, this
time upstream, onto the Kabalebo River. It is very hot and there is almost no wind, so the umbrella’s protects
us against the bright rays of the sun! The best species is the first heard only Variegated Tinamou. The boat trip
ends in a beautiful place, where the river widens, with rocks and trees in the water. On the way back we are
treated to a long, gigantic downpour. When we return to our cabanas at 6:30 pm, we first put on dry clothes
(despite our umbrellas and raincoats). Itis still raining when we are picked up for dinner at 7:30 pm. Happy
Birthday balloons and streamers for Ferdy hang above our table. The food is good again: fried rice, noodles,
BBQ chicken, chicken soy sauce, various vegetables with good peanut sauce. At dessert the lights went out
and the staff came, singing, with an apple cake with candles on it for Ferdy. At 9:00 pm we drive to our cabanas
in the rain, to shave, take a shower and go to bed at 10:45 pm.

February 25 Kabalebo

When we get out of bed at 6:15 am, it is still raining non-stop. We pack our luggage because would fly back to
Paramaribo today. At 7:15 am the carts arrive and we are taken to the main building. Jerry is gloomy about our
chances of getting out. If the weather stays like this, the plane cannot land because the visibility of the airstrip
is too poor due to the low clouds. Take-off also becomes a problem, because the runway may be too wet to
gain sufficient speed. Moreover, we are already worried about being able to reach our next destination,

Brownsberg. The access road there is legendary bad and probably impassable after all the rain. There is
nothing to do but wait, drink coffee, study sounds on the Merlin app. What a great app this is. However, our
courage sinks because so many species make similar sounds: ascending or descending trills, speeding up or
slowing down. We have early lunch at 11.30 am (delicious curry soup, rice, chicken and so on) anticipating a
possible departure at 12:30 pm, but in the end this does not work out. National air traffic control did not allow
all domestic flights due to low cloud cover and the poor condition of many other short airstrips.

According to Jerry, we could have depart from here, because Kabalebo has a longer airstrip (one kilometer)
than elsewhere. Moreover, the water quickly drained away from the track. So we have to stay another nightin
Kabalebo, at the expense of our stay in Brownsberg. Very lenient is that we do not have to pay for an extra night
and dinner and breakfast. We even get an upgrade in lodge Inspiration Point, next to the main building. At 1:00
pm the rain finally stops. First we walk around the resort grounds, which brings us the only Yellow-bellied
Seedeaters, and at 3:15 pm we make a sixth and final attempt to score a Harpy on a boat trip. We first sail
upstream, via Zandkreek and then partly downstream. Unfortunately again without success; a total of more
than 20 hours on the river did not yield the much desired eagle... The trip this afternoon is beautiful again, with
a bit of sun and a wonderful temperature. A splendid Black Curassow sits in a tree along the river. But we
actually mainly see species that we have observed here (many times) before. The dinner buffetis at 7:45 pm:
rice, mashed potatoes, fish, chicken, long beans, pak choi, cake as dessert. All very tasty. Once again a
Lowland Tapir visits the resort grounds, this time 'Brutus' (https://youtu.be/7ha13U4Lj2c). We go to bed at
10:00 pm. It was a bit of a wasted day, which produced little news, despite our extra chance of a Harpy.

February 26 Kabalebo -> Fredberg

Hans and Ferdy get up at 5:50 am, hoping to catch up with the Rufous Nightjar, but the bird did not show up.
After packing our things and having breakfast we take a last short walk with Ari on the trail from the main
building. It is completely cloudy, but later on it clears up. It is dry, but the water level in the river has risen
further; the jetty is completely flooded. We see and hear a typical cross-section of the avifauna here: Little
Chachalaca, Cinereous Tinamou (heard only), Black-crested Antshrike, Common Tody Flycatcher, Great Black
Hawk, Spotted Sandpiper, Black Caracara, Channel-billed Toucan, Fork-tailed Woodnymph , Grey-breasted
Sabrewing, Blue-throated Piping Guan, Buff-breasted Wren, Buff-throated Saltator, Green-tailed Jacamar,
Amazonian Pygmy-owl (heard only), Green Aracari, Guianan Warbling Antbird etc. Time to move on!

At 10:15 am two planes land, a small Cesna and a larger Grand Caravan from the Gum Air company. We pay for
the Parbo beers consumed, internet and laundry service and say goodbye to the fantastic staff! We take off in
the Grand Caravan at 10:30 am. Kabalebo is a wonderful place, with an excellent resort and a very nice staff.
We saw a lot, but because we missed Harpy and Jaguar, we feel like we didn't get the most out of this place. At
11:30 am we land again at airport Zorg en Hoop in Paramaribo. We had to wait a while for Fred, because he had
received a different arrival time for us from Kabalebo Resort. After a text message from us, he quickly arrived in
a different van than the first days (and with Fred’s cousin as driver). That van crashed into an electricity pole
this morning because the driver (Fred's niece) had fallen asleep... Along the way we got some tasty food from a
restaurant, which we ate in the van. Chicken satay, potato croquettes, spring roll, plantains, cold cola. In the
area of Lelydorp, near the village with the beautiful name Onverwacht ("Unexpected"), we made a vain attempt
for Blue-backed Manakin. Here we see some beautiful Green-backed Trogons and hear a Northern Slaty
Antshrike.

A little further on we stopped at a supermarket/department store (like almost everywhere else, Chinese
owned) to buy rubber boots (€14 per pair). Fred highly recommended this to us, because of the muddy trails we
were going to walk at Brownsberg and Fredberg. As we drive further it starts to rain again for a long time. We
fear the worst for the infamous access road to Brownsberg National Park... This road indeed appears to be
impassable. The driver can still drive through the first, bad part of greasy, orange clay (without passengers), but
soon after this passage comes an even worse part that is impossible to get through
(https://youtu.be/TNqomVpQGEQ). Fred is already busy arranging things. At first a jeep might come down from
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Brownsberg to pick us up, but eventually the plan was changed. We go to Fredberg, where we would end up in
our original itinerary. We first take a break in the village of Brownsberg, where Fred's crashed van got a new tire
so that it could be driven to Paramaribo by another driver, despite the broken windshield.

Two Grey-lined Hawks show themselves well. While we are waiting, a Chinese man slides on his moped on the
oil-slick road. He is covered in blood, but refuses help and, cursing and ranting, throws his broken fender onto
the street and continues on his way, leaving some of his groceries (cans of beer) on the street. Another cousin
of Fred arrives to drive our van to Fredberg. This is a long ride from 5:30 pm to 7:40 pm, of which the last 16
kilometers took over an hour, due to the very bad logging road (again greasy clay and potholes). In the
headlights we see a Blackish Nightjar on the road, and some Pauraques. After a lot of bumping around we are
happy to arrive at the Zintete Lodge, Fred's lodge near the mountain named after him. The lodge is very basic,
but has a beautiful location in the jungle, next to a small river. There is an open restaurant and bar, with a
communal dormitory with double beds with mosquito nets on the first floor. We sleep here the first night,
because our program has been changed and other guests sleep in the cabanas. Next to this main building are
the toilets and cold showers. The lodge recently had power, so we were able to charge our devices, and there is
even cold beer in a large refrigerator (until recently you had to bring your own beer). At 8:30 pm we enjoy a
delicious meal with noodles, chicken, raw vegetables and pak choi. After this we go to bed at 10:00 pm. Itis a
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bit noisy at first because we sleep above the restaurant where a group of Dutch girlfriends is having their last
evening with guitar and singing.

February 27 Fredberg

Get up at 6:00 am. We first have coffee with delicious banana cake and then walk to the creek behind the
lodge. Here Fred tapes in a fantastic Zigzag Heron. First two birds answer a few times and suddenly one sits on
a branch above us, in the spotlight! Unfortunately we didn't bring a camera with us (it was still completely
dark), but Hans is able to make an audio recording. A Barred Forest Falcon also calls and we see two Cocoa
Thrushes. What a nice observation, after the 'heard only' in Ecuador in 2005! We enjoy breakfast afterwards:
cheese bread, banana cake, soy egg, cucumber, tomato. Then we are going to experience it: birding with Fred
in his famous own grounds, the best birding spot in Suriname. We start in the clearing next to the Zintete Lodge.
This is where it all starts right! There are two calling Short-tailed Nighthawks flying around, as well as a
Sapphire-rumped Parrotlet. After this we walk various trails around the lodge, including the access road from
the logging road. It’s a beautiful area, full of tall trees, palms, banana trees. The boots do their job, because it is
very muddy. The weather is nice: partly cloudy, sunny, little wind and a maximum of 30 degrees Celsius. Fred is
incredibly sharp again. He hears and sees everything, quickly puts birds in the scope, plays sounds via two
telephones at the same time, hands out cookies from his backpack and points out birds flawlessly with his
laser pointer. What an exceptional guide!

Zintete Lodge, on the ground floor the restaurant and on the first floor the communal dormitory (HG)

We see various flocks of different species (often high in the canopy) and we also marvel at the beautiful
butterflies, including Blue Morphos. The best species this morning are: Capuchinbird (1 flying over and 3 high in
atree, at a distance, unfortunately silent). Yellow-throated, Chestnut and Golden-collared Woodpecker,
Yellow-throated Flycatcher, Lilac-tailed Parrotlet, Straight-billed Hermit, Common Scale-backed and Gray
Antbird (sounds like a 'squeaking honeymoonbed' according to Fred), Rufous-bellied Antwren (heard only),
Cinereous and Fasciated Antshrike, Long-winged and Spot-tailed Antwren, Slate-colored Grosbeak,
Chapman's Swift, Rufous-capped Antthrush (3 heard and 1 nicely seen), Buff-cheeked Greenlet, Waved
Woodpecker, Guianan and Chestnut-rumped Woodcreeper, Brown-bellied Stiplethroat, two nice Yellow-billed
Jacamars, Rudy Spinetail (what a skulker!), Ruddy-tailed Flycatcher, Red-billed Pied Tanager, Bay-headed
Tanager, Gray Antwren, Dusky-throated Antshrike (nice pair), Amazonian Motmot, Great Jacamar, Tiny Tyrant-
Manakin, Black-throated Trogon (nice male), Spotted Antpitta (in scope), Collared Puffbird (in scope), Opal-
rumped and Paradise Tanager, Todd's Antwren (heard two) and Dusky-chested Flycatcher. What an incredibly
rich area this is!
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Creek at Zintete Lodge (JB)

Yellow-billed Jacamars (HG) Rufous-capped Antthrush (HG)

At 12:30 pm we are back at the lodge for a delicious lunch: moksi alesi with beef and rice, potato and carrots.
Prepared by the cheerful chefs; It's amazing how they cook so wonderful in a rather simple kitchen, far away
from the nearest town. At 2:30 pm we go birding again to the logging road, which we walk a bit in southerly
direction. We stay there until it gets dark, waiting in vain for nocturnal birds and walk back to the lodge in the
rain, where we don't arrive until 8:00 pm. It is a tough trip, but it does yield a few nice sightings: the only Yellow-
margined Flatbill, Guianan Toucanet, a sighting of two calling Amazonian Pygmy-Owls, Cinnamon-throated
Woodcreeper, Yellow-green Grosbeak and Green-backed Becard. From the bridge over the river that also runs
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past the lodge, we enjoy for a long time some adult and immature male Crimson Topaz’s that sit in the
vegetation along the water.

The logging road near Fredberg (HG)

Just past the bridge, a Mc Connell's Spinetail calls in the dense vegetation, without showing itself. We sit for a
while in a place where Long-tailed Potoo should be, but it does not respond to the tape. We now see a
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Spectacled Owl and in a small creek the eyes of a Spectacled Cayman reflect in the spotlight. When we arrive
at the lodge after the long trip, we are immediately served a delicious meal: salty soto. First you put rice, potato
fries, bean sprouts, pulled chicken in a bowl and then pour the broth and soy sauce over it. Very tasty! We pack
our things from the dormitory. Hans sees in the dark something creeping away from his suitcase. Flashlight on
the phone: it's a big black Tarantula. According to Fred 'not that poisonous'... We move into the cabanas. These
are pretty basic, but serve their intended purpose (mainly sleeping). There are reasonably good beds with a
mosquito net, there is electricity, sockets and a bathroom with a cold shower. Only the toilet doesn't always
flush. Jeroen and Ferdy ask for and receive another cabana, because they have no running water and the toilet
seat is missing. Fred will have that fixed. Went to bed exhausted at 11:00 pm.

February 28 Fredberg

After a good night we get up at 6:00 am; the electricity is not working (the generator is not yet switched on). At
6.30 am we have a nice breakfast with a sandwich with scrambled eggs, tomato, cucumber, a sweet roll,
instant coffee and tea. It is warm, there is almost no wind and it is partly cloudy. The humidity is high, so it's
quite tough. We first walk a beautiful trail through the forest, then a part of the logging road and then another
trail. The advantage of the wide logging road is that you have more visibility, but you also miss the shade of the
forest, so when the sun shines it quickly becomes very hot! We hear a total of four Amazonian Pygmy-Owls.
Fred often plays their sound to attract flocks, but the owls often respond too! Our first two Caica Parrots and
then our only White-eyed Parakeet fly overhead. We hear two Black-faced Antthrushes, but they refuse to
emerge. We are happy with our only two Black-faced Hawks, Black-spotted Barbets, Fulvous-crested
Tanagers, two beautiful Chivi Vireos, and a Black-capped Becard high in a tree. We see a beautiful Capuchin
Bird and a Capped Heron settles down in a puddle next to the logging road. Other good species include Black-
bellied Cuckoo, Golden-sided Euphonia, Double-banded Pygmy Tyrant, Cinnamon-rumped Foliage-gleaner, a
lovely White-crowned Manakin and an Ornate Hawk-Eagle that responded while circling high when Fred played
it's call!

At 12.30 pm we are back at the lodge for lunch, this time a delicious pasta with chicken, vegetables and
cheese. Four more (German) birdwatchers have arrived, who are accompanied by guide Ralph. Fred has to
make some phone calls for his business. This is only possible from a certain point on the logging road (there is
no phone coverage at Zintete Lodge), so he drives there with an employee. During that ride, a Jaguar crosses
the road in front of his van.... How much we would have loved to have been there too!
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Capuchin Bird (HG)

At 3:00 pm we walk back onto the trail into the forest. It is very quiet with birds, so we turn around and take the
van down the logging road at 4:00 pm. We are lucky with two flocks that Fred more or less created himself. He
knew that some species make a circuit at some point next to the logging road. There he played the call of
Amazonian Pygmy-Owl and, holy f*ck incredibly, within seconds the ‘rammers’ burstin! A pair of Blue-backed
and Yellow-backed Tanagers, two Todd's Sirystes’s, Flame-crested Tanager, Red-billed Pied Tanager, Yellow-
throated Flycatcher, Glossy-backed Becard, Golden-spangled Piculet, Dusky Purpletuft and more. The birds
stay high, but mainly in bare treetops and are therefore quite easy to see. Unfortunately, the cotingas do not
cooperate. The logging road is also the best place to see Crimson Fruitcrow, Guianan Red Cotinga and Purple-
breasted Cotinga, but these are totally absent... A little further on, a pickup truck was stuck in the orange clay.
Fred wanted to try to pull it out with his van. No chance, we thought. But our superhero can also manage this!
After this we bumped and slid over the terribly bad road towards Brownsweg, to post in the dark at three spots
for nocturnal birds. This was very successful! In one spot, two White-winged Potoos responded to Fred's tape.
One of them showed up well in the spotlight. Photographing was not possible, but an audio recording was. Fred
only recently discovered this species in his area. Several Pauraques and a Common Potoo also called out. It's
areal shame that we don’t hear the Long-tailed Potoo that Fred only hears, otherwise we would have scored
five species of potoos this trip! At another place we saw a Blackish Nightjar in the spotlight. This one gave
better views than the one we briefly saw upon our arrival when driving the logging road. A Crested Owl also
called here (in the distance). At the third spot we heard two Tawny-bellied Screech-Owls, one of which we saw
nicely. After a long day we returned to the lodge at 9:15 pm, where we immediately received a fantastic
cassava soup with rice, coconut milk and chicken. After a cold shower, we roll into bed very tired at 10:30 pm.
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March 1 Fredberg

The alarm went off early this morning, at 5:40 am. It's going to be a tough day again! We have breakfast with a
boiled egg, pancake, bread, cheese, fruit and instant coffee and tea. We drive with the van on the logging road
to the place where the pickup truck was stuck yesterday. From here we continue walking and see our only
Golden-green Woodpecker of the trip. After 2 km we turn off to a trail into the forest. This is the base of
Fredberg, the mountain that Fred discovered when he flew over the jungle and suddenly saw a high rock
sticking out of the forest. The story is well known; he decided to climb this mountain and cut his way from the
logging road to the mountain that is now named after him. Fred has made several trails around the mountain in
the truly beautiful jungle. The attraction here is the lek of the Guianan Cock-of-the Rock, where Fred has made
a shelter. The forest is quiet, but we come across two great flocks with many species. Best species are: White-
eyed Tody-Tyrant, Whiskered Myiobius (aka Sulphur-rumped Flycatcher), our only Great-billed Hermit,
Olivaceous Flatbill, Gray Antwren, a beautiful Short-billed Leaftosser, Rufous-rumped and Rufous-tailed
Foliage-gleaner, Tawny-crowned Greenlet, Cinereous Mourner, Fulvous Shrike-Tanager, Spotted Tanager, Ash-
winged Antwren, and after some effort, a beautiful White-chested Puffbird. We are also delighted to hear the
bizarre call of two Capuchin Birds. An Indigo Snake slithers in front of us. And a really cute squirrel, the
Neotropical Pygmy Squirrel, with white ear tufts, makes us melt. At one point Fred hears the beautiful,
melodious song of a Red-and-black Grosbeak and after some searching we stand underneath this beautiful
bird, which we can extensively film, photograph and sound-record. We'll hear another one some time later.
And we see and hear no fewer than eight Chestnut Woodpeckers!

Short-billed Leaftosser (HG)

Fred carries lunch for five people, plus a camera and his scope on a tripod. Such a heavy load! We have lunch
in a beautiful place, along a creek (peanut butter sandwich, pancake, egg, cake). At 3:30 pm we are at the
cock-of-the-rock lek. In total we see five adult and one immature males and two females from the shelter. The
males work hard, but are difficult to photograph.

After this we walk back to the logging road, where we are picked up by Fred's second cousin in another van.
Grazy logistics! We are back at the lodge at 5:00 pm. We are quite tired; it was hot and humid today (lots of
sweating!). We get watermelon and plantains with peanut sauce. Tasty! However, birding is not over yet; in the
clearing we observe a female Tufted Coquette among flowering plants. Dinner follows at 7:00 pm, this time
tasty brown bean soup, eggs, chicken and rice. Hans and Jeroen drink another whiskey from their own bottle
and at 10:00 pm we go to bed, because we have to get up early tomorrow!

March 2 Fredberg -> Brownsberg

Indeed: the alarm goes off at 4:45 am! The idea is to make a third attempt for Long-tailed Potoo. It's raining
heavily, but we're going out anyway (appointment = appointment @). However, Fred does not appear; he
probably assumed that we would also stay in our beds because of the rain. Anyway, we return to bed and
finally get up at 7:00 am (still raining). We have breakfast with a sandwich, fried egg, delicious warm cake,
tomato, cucumber, watermelon, grapefruit, coffee and tea. We quietly pack our things and load them into the
van to go to our last destination: Brownsberg NP. We are quite anxious: could we reach this location this time?
And can we leave there again to catch our plane back home? We leave from Zintete Lodge at 9:20 am; luckily
the rain stops. We have another long stretch of the hellish logging road (https://youtu.be/ipR2rTzJTDM). Along
the way we stop at a few places to look for Crimson Fruitcrow, but unfortunately to no avail. The sun finally
breaks through. We see, among other things, our only Spot-winged Antbirds, a Capped Heron and our first
Finch's Euphonia.

Tapir Lodge at Brownsberg NP (JB)

In the village of Brownsweg we change into a 4WD; we all just fit in there with our luggage. The road to
Brownsberg goes well, to our great relief! Fred expertly manages to get through the worst parts. At 1:00 pm we
arrive in Brownsberg NP, at an altitude of almost 500 meters. We move into the Tapir Lodge here. We had
already read that it’s faded glory here. Once a beautiful lodge, overlooking the Brokopondo lake. But apparently
there are not enough guests and it is no longer maintained. Yet our house is not too bad for us. There is a
spacious living room with tiled floors and leather sofas. There is a kitchen (not really in use anymore),
refrigerator and the bedrooms have spacious bunk beds. Two toilets and showers with cold water. There is also
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electricity and limited range for telephones. We have lunch in the café of the resort. There are several houses,
all unoccupied; as far as we can judge our Tapir Lodge is the best accommodation. We get rice, chops and
amsoi, a kind of slightly bitter endive. Quite tasty, with a cold cola. After this we walk some trails in the
beautiful jungle. The temperature is pleasant due to the higher elevation. It is quiet in terms of birds, but we still
observe some good species, such as Spot-backed Antbird, Red-and-black Grosbeak (two heard only), Rufous-
throated Antbird, White-fronted Manakin, White-necked Thrush, Short-tailed and Broad-winged Hawk. A
beautiful White Hawk reacted, to our surprise, on tape and perched in a tree! The top species of the area is the
Grey-winged Trumpeter, a group of which is being fed here. We see four birds at the lodge. Near our house an
Amazonian Grosbeak is singing.

At 5:15 pm we return to the lodge where we relax for a while on our spacious veranda. It's actually cooling down
and we have to wear a sweater for the first time this holiday. At 7:00 pm we walk to the cafe for dinner. So we
are the only guests here; only birdwatchers and researchers still come here. At most, tourists come on a day
trip to the waterfalls, but the access road and accommodations are too poor to operate a profitable lodge. A
sweet lady prepared dinner for us (she watches television the rest of the day). After dinner we take the car
down a wide trail for owling. This produced three calling Foothill Screech Owls. However, we did not get these
ones in sight. When we wanted to drive back, the car (Toyota 4WD) stopped working... It turned out that the
coolant had leaked because the hose was out. We left the car and had to walk back (a short distance). In our
Tapir Lodge we drank another glass of our whiskey and went to sleep at 11 pm.

March 3 Brownsberg

The alarm goes off at 6 am; it's our last full day! We were supposed to have breakfast at 6:30 am, but it is
raining heavily again. So we take it easy and join the café at 7:15 am for white bread with egg and cheese. We
start birding at 7:45 am. It is very foggy, but the temperature is pleasant. It's hard working this morning,
because it's fairly quiet in the forest. One flock of birds passes by; but we do see a number of excellent species
that we have not seen anywhere else: Dusky Antbirds, Plain-brown Woodcreepers, a pair of Black-throated
Antshrikes (which prove hard to see), a beautiful Wing-banded Antbird (we are very happy with this one), two
White-throated Manakins and a Pectoral Sparrow. To hear the latter species you need to have good ears. Even
though it is close to the trail, the very high-pitched beeping sound is barely noticeable. With some effort we get
a good look at the bird, hopping across the forest floor. Unfortunately, we are unable to find Band-tailed
Antshrike and (oddly enough) Musician Wren.

Birding at Brownsberg NP (HG)
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We have lunch in the cafe at 12:30 pm. Quite bizarre that this is only open to us. We eat the delicious noodles
with fish cakes, beans and peanut sambal. Four Grey-winged Trumpeters frolic among the buildings
(https://youtu.be/LUL1HgpOILE). In the meantime, Fred repairs the car's cooling hose. At 2:30 pm we set out
again, on foot. We find a pair of Red-and-black Grosbeak. With Fredberg, Brownsberg is the place in Suriname
for this species. Two Black Curassows emit their bizarre call, a very low hum. Our only Golden-Olive
Woodpecker of the trip shows up. In this way we still score a few new species, and we also observe a whole
range of species of which we have only a few observations elsewhere. We walk to the spot where the very rare
White-throated Pewee is occasionally seen, but it starts to rain heavily again, so we give up at 4:30 pm. It is still
a long walk back to the lodge and despite the raincoats we get soaking wet. Wearing dry clothes, we have our
last dinner at 7:00 pm: rice, stew, spinach, with half a liter of Parbo beer. We go to sleep at 10:00 pm.
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Grey-winged Trumpeter (HG)

March 4 Brownsberg -> Seliba -> Airport

We wake up at 6:30 am. It is foggy again, but dry, after a wet and windy night. After breakfast (sandwiches with
egg and coffee and tea) we leave at 8:00 am. The way back goes well again, we even take the difficult parts with
absorbing mud without any problems. Every now and then Fred checks the cooling water level (stable all the
time). While birding we drive to Seliba, the glamping lodge of which Fred is half co-owner. Along the way we add
Bran-colored Flycatcher, Ash-throated and Grey-breasted Crake. Two Tayras (mammals) cross the road in
front of our car.

Seliba is a beautiful lodge, located on the western bank of the Suriname River. It is more luxurious than
Colakreek, Zintete Lodge (Fredberg) and Tapir Lodge (Brownsberg). There are nice tents on deckings, a
restaurant and a communal area, a swimming pool and a hot tub. The young manager, a Dutchman, welcomes
us warmly. We enjoy Surinamese food for the last time: of course rice with chicken chops, long beans and a
delicious tomato sauce. We should originally stay here the first two nights, but Fred changed it to Colakreek so
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that we would be closer to the good birding spots in the white savannah area. Still, Seliba wouldn't be a bad
choice either. In the short time that we spend birding around the lodge we see, among others, a Smoky-fronted
Tody Flycatcher, a perching Crane Hawk, a Collared Plover, three Bare-necked Fruitcrows (two flying overhead
and a female in a tree on the other side of the river, visible with the scope), Golden-collared Woodpecker, two
Bat Falcons and a White Hawk. We also hear Golden-headed and White-bearded Manakins, a Bright-rumped
Atila, a Guianan Puffbird and a Great Antshrike.

At 1:10 pm we get in the car to drive to the airport, along the deserted Desi Bouterse highway. After an hour we
arrive at the airport where we say goodbye to our super guide Fred. We quickly change clothes in the departure
hall, because our clothes are covered in mud. We already checked in online yesterday, so the baggage drop-off
is going smoothly. But then, just like upon arrival, the endless wait for the customs and security check began.
There are only two counters open and one security scanner is broken. It will take us 2.5 hours to get through
this! Fortunately, Fred knew this, which is why he dropped us off well in time. We immediately board the plane,
but because there are so many passengers coming after us, the flight slows down considerably and we don't
take off until 6:00 pm for the flight that will take us to the Netherlands in more than 8 hours.

It was a great trip, in a beautiful country with fantastic bird and animal life. We recorded 446 different bird
species (of which 14 only heard), including 40 of the 50 Guianan Shield Endemics! The food is fine and, when it
doesn'train, the climate is quite pleasant. We can wholeheartedly recommend everyone to go birding in
Suriname. And be sure to take Fred Pansa as your guide!
