This plant flowers at the same time as wingstem and goldenrod; together they make a lovely
fall palate. Clusters of small white flowers attract every butterfly in the area which is especially
welcomed by those fall migrating species. It blooms for months and then produces attractive,
light catching seed heads and leaves that turn to burnt sugar in the dead of winter. Encourage it
if you have it and spread seeds in dry areas if you don’t.
