Last December 7 to 10, nearing the end
of 2016, the Grade School and High
School Strings embarked on a journey
through a three-day musical theory
and interpretation, accompanied by
our teachers--Mr. John Heubert Vitor,
Mr. Leopoldo Sumera, and Ms. Ruby
Natividad. The Singapore International
String Conference for violins, violas
and cellos was held at the Yongsiew
Toh University of Singapore, under the
batons of several inspiring string masters,
professors, and performers.

Participants of the convention came
from all over Asia, including a few all the
way from the East, giving all of us the
opportunity to use music as a source
of not only learning, but exposure to a
diversity of learning styles. Students were
divided into groups according to skill level
for group classes, and further divided into
master classes - three students guided by
one teacher. One class in particular was
very new to us. Called a “Dalcroze Class,’
young musicians learn the importance
of synchronizing the body and soul

through dance. It reminds us that music
extends beyond the mind: just as musical
phrases rise and fall, glide and skip, the
movements of the body bring what was
once just sound into a visual art.

Apart from technical classes, we had the
opportunity to listen to several speakers
about what music means, why we play
music, and what makes music. One
concept that struck me, and on which |
continue to reflect on today, is the idea
that sounds are everywhere, but music
is sound combined to make a symphony.
Sound is the cornerstone, in the same
way elements may be combined to make
a chemical compound. Another program
was added for the younger participants,
wherein the professors would use
everyday objects such as balloons and
straws to create sounds that when played
consecutively create familiar tunes like
Twinkle Twinkle Little Star. This, in my
opinion, was very symbolic because it
reminds us that our capacity to make
music is not limited to the mastery of a
certain instrument, but to our endeavor

familiar academic term: gravity. The
correlation between pressure use and
the sound we make could be affected
by gravity. This again reminded me that
terms such as these are not limited to the
scientificand mathematical fields but also
to the artistic and interpretive arts.

Ms. Genevieve Arizala-Pillar, Grade School
Science Coordinator, presented her
research in the International Research
Presentation - Social Sciences, Education,
and  Humanities (SOSEHUM) 2017
International) in Krabi, Thailand last March
10-11, 2017. Her paper will be published
in Advanced Science Letters, American
Scientific Publishers. The conference was
hosted by Malaysia Doctorate Support
Group.

Ms. Pillar's paper is entitled “Assessing
Pupils’ Scientific Reasoning Skills Using
Drawings and Journal Logs” This study
examines the efficacy of assessing pupils’
scientific reasoning skills using their
drawings and journal logs. Analysis of
students’drawings showed that Prediction
was manifested by 97% of the pupils,
closely followed by Conclusion manifested
by 96% of the pupils, Interpretation
manifested by 94% of the pupils, and
Observation was the least manifested by
90% of the pupils. The study underscores
that a well-designed eModule using
interactive applications facilitated the
development of the students’ scientific
reasoning skills in understanding the
concept of plant propagation, promoted
creative thinking, self-directed learning,
and mastery through varied technologies.
The learning module used in this study
was created by GS Science teacher, Ms.
Winona Y. Diola.
