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Small businesses can land big federal contracts

Companies interested in land-
ing federal contracts got a few tips
Tuesday from David Drabkin,
deputy chief acquisition officer for
the U.S. General Service Adminis-
tration.

The agency doled out more than
$350 billion in contracts for ser-
vices and merchandise in 2003,
Drabkin said, with more than 23

percent of the money going to small
businesses.

“I think it’s fair to say that we
continue to improve the process,
making it easier for companies to do
business with the federal govern-
ment,” Drabkin said. “We have a
real focus on doing business with
small business when they’re capa-
ble of doing the work.”

Drabkin spoke to about 25 mem-
bers of the Northern West Virginia
Chapter of the National Contract
Management Association at The
Pines Country Club. The organi-
zation aims to educate its members
about how to navigate the con-
tracting process, whether it’s com-
mercial contracts or the govern-
ment.

Randy Kesling, president of the
local NCMA chapter, said he was
glad to have Drabkin speak to the
membership. He said that local
businesses have a wide range of
opportunities to compete for gov-
ernment contracts, and bringing
in federal dollars can help them
succeed.

“A lot of small businesses here
can benefit from learning more
about how to do business with the

GSA,” Kesling said.
Small businesses have an increas-

ing chance to do business with the
government, Drabkin said, because
the government has goals to increase
its percentage of money going to
small businesses. More than 99 per-
cent of all of the contracts signed by
the GSA went for less than $100,000.

One of the keys to getting con-
tracts is to be assigned to a gov-
ernment procurement schedule,
Drabkin said, which pre-screens
companies for their ability to fulfill
the contract’s obligations. The
process can be complicated, how-
ever, so he suggested companies
get some help when trying to get on
the list.

Companies have a variety of

resources for finding out how to
get on the procurement list and to
bid for federal contracts, Drabkin
said.

The GSA keeps a list of items
open for bid at its Web site,
www.fbo.gov. Local companies can
also get assistance from the Small
Business Administration in Clarks-
burg and the Procurement Tech-
nical Assistance Center in Park-
ersburg.

“The fact that you are in West
Virginia doesn’t mean you can’t
win contracts in competition with
businesses around the country,”
Drabkin said.

Teachers 
protest
PEIA hike
About 400 show up
for public hearing

Members of the West Virginia Edu-
cation Association handed out protest
signs that read “Stop PEIA increas-
es,” and “No 80/20” before a public
hearing about the increase Tuesday in
Morgantown.

A crowd of about 400 gathered at the
Ramada Inn to face the Public Employ-
ees Insurance Agency Finance Board.

Some told the board they can’t afford
its planned increases to their health-
insurance premiums, and they urged
the board to help influence legislators
to change the law that forces employ-
ees to contribute so much.

The protest signs referred to the
state law that requires employees to put
in 20 percent of premium costs by July
2006 — with the state funding 80 percent.

Employee premiums now cover 17.6
percent of the program’s costs.

“I’m here to try and prevent the
rate hike,” said Linda Super, a teacher
for Monongalia County Schools. She
and her husband are insured through

WASHINGTON — Thrown on
the defensive by prisoner abuse
scandals in Iraq and Guantanamo
Bay, the Pentagon has issued a
broad new directive mandating
that detainees be treated humane-
ly and has banned the use of dogs
to intimidate or harass suspects.

The directive, provided by the

Defense Department, pulls togeth-
er for the first time all of its exist-
ing policies and memos covering
the interrogation of detainees
taken in the war against terrorism. 

It comes as Congress is con-
sidering a ban on the inhumane
treatment of U.S. prisoners and
Democrats have launched a long-
shot effort to create a commis-
sion to investigate abuse.

While the policy maps out
broad requirements for humane
treatment and for reporting any
violations, it is just the first step

in the development of a new Army
manual that would more precisely
detail which interrogation tech-
niques are acceptable and which
are not.

The only specific prohibition in
the directive says that dogs used
by any government agency ‘‘shall
not be used as part of an interro-
gations approach or to harass,
intimidate, threaten or coerce a
detainee for interrogation pur-
poses.’’

Investigations into detainee
abuse at the Abu Ghraib facility

in Iraq found that unmuzzled
dogs were used to intimidate
inmates.

The new policy governs the
treatment of any detainee under
Defense Department control. It
leaves open the possibility that
prisoners in DOD facilities, such
as Guantanamo or Abu Ghraib,
could at times be considered under
the control of another agency —
such as the Central Intelligence
Agency — and therefore would
not be subject to the directive’s
policies.

Warm weather pushing its luck

emperatures in Morgan-
town hit the high 60s on
Tuesday, and are expected
to do so again today before

a cold front brings thunderstorms
and gusty winds into the area this
afternoon.

Meteorologist Mike McAuliffe
from AccuWeather.com said
gusts could reach up to 50 mph
and bring down power lines and
tree limbs when they are at their
peak from 2-6 p.m.

Sue Dragovich, a teacher at West-

wood Middle School, was also among
the crowd that showed up for the
meeting. “We’re just pretty upset
about it,” Dragovich said.

She said she is a single mother
putting a child through college, and
can’t retire even though she’s worked
for 36 years.

The rate increase takes away
much of the $1,350 per year pay raise
the state awarded teachers. That
raise shows up in paychecks this
month, Dragovich said.

PEIA provides health care to
about 210,000 state, local govern-
ment and school employees, and
their families.

Keith Huffman, general counsel
for PEIA, said there were benefits to
the plan. It has decided to allow its
Medicare-eligible participants to
stay on the PEIA prescription-drug
plan, even though Medicare Part D
benefit — which also covers pre-
scription drugs — takes effect in

January, he said.
West Virginia Education Asso-

ciation President Charles Delauder,
who coordinated the associations’
efforts to protest during PEIA’s pub-
lic hearing, said he wants the Leg-
islature to enact a “complete repeal
of 80/20 legislation.”

PEIA has proposed to increase
the amount working employees pay
for health insurance by 22 percent.
Retirees’ rates would increase by
17 percent.

Meanwhile, the state will be
putting in an additional 1 percent —
$5 million.

If the state puts in more, employ-
ees would have to put in more as well
— to meet the 80/20 ratio mandate,
said Keith Huffman, general coun-
sel for PEIA.

Under the proposed increases,
employees with family coverage
will pay $300 more per year.

When combined with a separate
7-percent increase from fiscal year
2006 that will go into effect Jan. 1,
employees with family coverage
will pay more than $400 more than
they are now.

Gov. Joe Manchin III had placed
a six-month freeze on the fiscal year
2006 rate hike. That freeze expires
January 1.

It’s up to the Legislature to change
the way insurance premiums are
determined, Dragovich said.

Delegate Dave Pethtel, D-Wetzel,
agrees. For 33 years he’s taught in the
Wetzel County school system.

“I would hope that the PEIA finan-
cial board will work with the gov-
ernor, the leadership of the House of
Delegates and state Senate, to come
up with a plan. Hopefully we can
take a second look at a proposed
increase,” Pethtel said.

There’s a very large amount of
money in PEIA’s reserve fund —
$184 million, he said. Some of that can
be used to lessen the increase on
employees’ and retirees’ contribu-
tions, Pethtel said before the meet-
ing began.

Huffman and PEIA’s acting Direc-
tor Gloria Long led discussions for
the PEIA finance board.

Special-education teacher Brian
Bailey spoke during the meeting.

He said he has the future on his

mind — and it’s not looking finan-
cially promising.

His mother, who is a retired
state service worker, has high
medication bills. Bailey himself
faces the added expense of hav-
ing to go back to school to earn
“highly qualified” status to teach
special education at Central Pre-
ston Middle School, and his
teacher’s budget doesn’t allow him
to save money.

Now he and his mother face high-
er health-insurance premiums next
year. While Bailey’s raise, which
takes effect in a few weeks, will help
cover his increase, his mother is on a
fixed income. “We need to leave retired
personnels’ premium plan and pre-
scription plans alone,” he said.

The crowd included members of
the West Virginia Education Asso-
ciation and American Teachers’
Federation, legislators and retirees,
among others.

In addition to handing out signs,
the WVEA took signatures on a peti-
tion, and had blank postcards avail-
able for people to write to the gov-
ernor in protest.

get on the GSA procurement list.
PACE TEC, a local agency dedi-
cated to providing jobs for people
with disabilities, has five gov-
ernment contracts in the services
area, but would like to expand
into providing manufacturing as
well.

Linda Wellings, president of
MPL Corp., based in Buckhannon,
said she was hoping to learn how
to get on a procurement schedule
to expand her business. Her com-
pany sells information technology,
including computer-based training
materials.

Wellings said that by expanding
her business, she hopes to pro-
vide more jobs for people in West
Virginia.

“If I could get more contract
opportunities I would be able to
hire more employees,” she said.
“More people would be able to
spend money here.”

Dems win governors’
races in N.J. and Va.

Democrats swept both governors’
races Tuesday, with Sen. Jon Corzine
easily winning New Jersey and Lt.
Gov. Tim Kaine taking Virginia
despite a last-minute campaign push
for his opponent from President
Bush.

In Texas, voters overwhelming-
ly approved a constitutional ban
on gay marriage, while Republican
Mayor Mike Bloomberg surged
ahead in his bid for a second term in
heavily Democratic New York. Vot-
ers also picked mayors in Detroit,
Houston, San Diego and Boston.

Kaine had 860,719 votes, or 51
percent, to Jerry Kilgore’s 789,273
votes, or 46.8 percent, with 88 percent
of precincts reporting.

In New Jersey, Democratic Sen.
Jon Corzine trounced Doug For-
rester, pulling in 54 percent of the
vote to the Republican’s 42.8 per-
cent, with 55 percent of precincts
counted. Corzine had 605,915 votes,
and Forrester had 480,477.

In California, several govern-
ment-overhaul measures on the bal-
lot were seen as a referendum on
GOP Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger,
who campaigned hard for them.

Both New Jersey and Virginia saw
races for governor marked by record-
breaking spending and nasty per-

sonal attacks. Corzine and Forrester
spent upward of $70 million on the
governor’s race. Acting Gov. Richard
Codey assumed the office last year
when Gov. Jim McGreevey, a Demo-
crat, resigned over a homosexual
affair, but Codey decided not to run.

Democrats win Pa. mayoral races 
PITTSBURGH — A former City

Council president held a big lead over
a political newcomer in Tuesday’s
race to become Pittsburgh’s next
mayor and take over a financially
distressed city whose purse strings are
controlled by two oversight boards.

With incumbents out of the picture,
new mayors were also being elected
in Allentown, where a former mayor
was likely to make a comeback, and
in Erie, where the current first-term
mayor lost a primary bid after being
indicted on corruption charges.

Elsewhere in the state, two state
Supreme Court justices faced reten-
tion votes and Philadelphia voters
were being asked to decide to impose
the first-ever limits on campaign
contributions by individuals and
companies seeking no-bid contracts.
Eight school board seats were up
for grabs in Dover, which has become
ground zero for the debate on teach-
ing intelligent design in public
schools.

ABCA inspector suspended 
after drunken driving arrest

CHARLESTON — An inspec-
tor with the Alcohol Beverage Con-
trol Administration has been sus-
pended without pay after being
charged with drunken driving, an
agency spokesman said Tuesday.

The agency is conducting a
criminal and internal investigation,
ABCA spokesman Gary Robinson
said.

Barry Lyle Brown, 47, of Bob
White, was arrested Friday by

State Police after his vehicle hit a
guardrail in Huntington. Brown
allegedly was ‘‘uncooperative and
attempted to minimize the inci-
dent,’’ Trooper M. Moore wrote
in a criminal complaint filed in
Cabell County Magistrate Court.

Brown’s blood alcohol level was
0.099, the complaint said. The legal
limit is 0.08.

State Police Sgt. Larry K. Mor-
ris witnessed the accident, and
Moore was dispatched to assist
him, the complaint said.

Brown also is a member of the
Boone County Board of Educa-
tion, Robinson said.

Man struck a guardrail
in Huntington on Friday

BAGHDAD, Iraq — Gunmen in a
speeding car killed a defense lawyer in
the Saddam Hussein trial and wound-
ed another Tuesday, raising doubts
about whether the prosecution of the
ousted leader can proceed amid the
insurgency and domestic turmoil.

The assassination of Adel al-
Zubeidi, who was representing for-
mer Vice President Taha Yassin
Ramadan, in a predominantly Sunni
Arab neighborhood in Baghdad was
the second attack targeting the
defense team since the trial began
less than a month ago.

Laith Kubba, a spokesman for
Prime Minister Ibrahim al-Jaafari,
condemned the attack and said Sad-
dam’s followers could be behind the
killings to sabotage the case.

But Saddam’s main lawyer, Khalil
al-Dulaimi, blamed the Shiite-dom-
inated government for the attack,
telling Al-Jazeera TV the shooting
was carried out by ‘‘an armed group
using government vehicles.’’

‘‘The aim of these organized
attacks is to scare Arab and foreign
lawyers,’’ al-Dulaimi said. ‘‘We call
upon the international communi-
ty, especially the secretary-general
of the United Nations, to send an

investigative committee because
the situation is unbearable.’’

Al-Dulaimi urged the trial be
moved to a neutral country and he
said defense lawyers do not recognize
the session’s next date, Nov. 28.

Al-Dulaimi’s call was echoed by
Richard Goldstone, the first prose-
cutor at the International Criminal
Tribunal for the former Yugoslavia,
who suggested the trial be moved to
another country ‘‘where there is
security.’’

‘‘I don’t understand how you can
have a fair trial in this atmosphere

of insecurity, with bombs going off,’’
Goldstone said.

On Oct. 20, Saadoun al-Janabi,
the lawyer for co-defendant Awad al-
Bandar, was abducted from his office
by 10 masked gunmen, a day after the
trial’s first session. Al-Janabi’s body
was found nearby hours later, shot
twice in the head.

Kubba said the defense lawyers
had been asked to move into the
heavily guarded Green Zone area in
Baghdad for their own protection
even before al-Janabi’s killing and
again afterward, but they refused.

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IN THE TOUCHY ARENA of sports and race,
there’s a special etiquette that forbids
a lot of people from saying what
they think.

Recent instructive examples
include Fisher DeBerry, the U.S.
Air Force Academy football coach,
who expounded a little too freely
for most people’s comfort on the ter-
rific speed of black football players.

And there were the black pro-
fessional basketball stars who com-
plained of a not-too-subtle racism
in the National Basketball Associ-
ation’s new hip-hop-unfriendly dress
code. As a black father of a male
teenaged NBA fan, I vigorously dis-
agreed that the dress code was racist.
It takes a pretty narrow mind to
think that, to be authentically black,
we must bling-bling ourselves up

like, say, Eminem or Paul Wall,
both of whom happen to be white rap-
pers who do an excellent job of cap-
turing that one narrow aspect of
African-American culture.

Yet, it is my unhappiness to report
that only one of the offending sports-
men was taken to the woodshed by
his superiors and forced to apologize,
and it was not one of the black play-
ers. No, it was DeBerry, who was offi-
cially reprimanded and who issued
a public apology for his comments.

His controversial remarks came
after his team took a 48-10 beating
from Texas Christian University in
late October. DeBerry later told
reporters: ‘‘It’s very obvious to me the
other day that the other team had a lot
more Afro-American players than
we did, and they ran a lot faster than
we did. It just seems to be that way,
that Afro-American kids can run
very, very well. That doesn’t mean that
Caucasian kids and other descents
can’t run, but it’s very obvious to me
they run extremely well. Their defense
had 11 Afro-American kids on their
team, and they were a very, very
good defensive football team. That’s
exactly what I was talking about.’’

As a number of sports commen-
tators have pointed out, DeBerry’s
mistake was his failure to use the

shrewd euphemisms that others in
positions like his usually employ
when talking about matters related
to race. It is not news to football fans
that black players dominate the field
positions that call for fast runners.

But, by calling attention to that
statistic, DeBerry inadvertently
calls attention to its embarrassing
flip-side: the relative scarcity of
blacks in decision-making positions
like quarterbacks, coaches, man-
agers and owners.

Black Americans have made a
lot of progress in breaking through
those glass ceilings over the years,
but not enough for everybody to be
comfortable with talking about it
very much.

But I am not surprised that quite
a few white people have been confused

about how much they should call
attention to certain racial stats in
sports, since they have become wide-
spread material for jokes among
black folks. Hang around black ath-
letes much and you’ll hear about
poor runners and jumpers having
‘‘white man’s disease,’’ or how the
three-point shot in basketball was
invented to give a boost to white
players, who tend to be more adept at
the long ball than flashy dunk shots.
Who can forget how ‘‘White Men
Can’t Jump’’ became the ironic title
of a popular 1992 basketball movie
starring Woody Harrelson and Wes-
ley Snipes without much protest.

I cannot explain why black athletes
do so well in certain sports, although
I think the answer is more complicated
than the genetically-based explanation

advanced in Jon Entine’s contro-
versial 2001 book, ‘‘Taboo: Why Black
Athletes Dominate Sports and Why
We’re Afraid to Talk About It.’’

While his title has truth in it,
race alone does not explain the ten-
dency of black American runners to
dominate Olympic sprints, for exam-
ple, while black Kenyans dominate
marathons, or Dominicans produce
a disproportionate number of black
stars for North American baseball.

Whatever the reasons, we Ameri-
cans need to find some reasonable
ways to talk about them reasonably
without pointing accusatory fingers at
each other. Otherwise, we will have a
tough time grappling with the truly
serious issues of race in America.

Samuel Alito is 
a judge’s judge

Supreme Court nominee is
methodical and dispassionate

As soon as President Bush nominated Samuel Alito Jr. to the
Supreme Court, Americans were treated to the spectacle known
as ‘‘borking.’’ This is a process by which a few bits of information
about a judicial appointee are culled from a lifetime of work, dis-
torted for maximum dramatic effect and proclaimed as proof
that he is unfit for the post. And though it generally reveals more
about the attackers than the attacked, it sometimes works. Ask Robert
Bork, who was voted down by the Senate in 1987 after being por-
trayed as a cross between Lester Maddox and Cotton Mather.

Liberal groups immediately denounced Alito as the enemy of
civil liberties, reproductive freedom, workers’ rights and racial
equality. People for the American Way called him ‘‘an out-of-the-
mainstream opponent of fundamental legal rights and protections
for all Americans.’’ The Brady Campaign to Prevent Gun Violence
dubbed him ‘‘Machine Gun Sammy.’’

But the effort to demonize Alito will be an arduous one.
Unlike Bork, Alito has not spent years in academia, formulating
grand theories and staking out provocative positions. Unlike
Clarence Thomas, he can’t be portrayed as underqualified.
Instead, he’s a veteran appeals court judge who boasts sterling
credentials. His failure to recuse himself from a case involving
Vanguard, despite his investments in Vanguard funds, was a mis-
take, but it hardly looks like a disqualifying one.

What makes Alito a formidable candidate is an excellent
record of service on the federal bench, earning the admiration
of liberals as well as conservatives. Mark I. Levy, a Justice
Department lawyer under Presidents Carter and Clinton, told the
Los Angeles Times that ‘‘Alito is very smart, and he is unques-
tionably conservative. But he is open-minded and fair.’’ Alito’s
late appeals court colleague, the famously liberal A. Leon Hig-
ginbotham Jr., once said, ‘‘Sam Alito is my kind of conservative.’’

The critics have tried to indict him on the basis of a handful of
300 opinions he has written during his 15 years on the bench. In one
dissent, denounced by the Brady Campaign, he concluded that a fed-
eral law against machine gun ownership was unconstitutional. But
that decision was grounded where Alito’s opinions invariably are:
in the decisions of the Supreme Court. In 1995, the court struck down
a law banning gun possession in school zones because it exceeded
Congress’ power to regulate interstate commerce. Alito made a strong
case that the machine gun ban suffered from the same flaw.

His dissent in a major abortion-rights case, which argued
for upholding a rule requiring wives to notify their husbands
(though not to obtain their consent) before getting abortions, showed
the same determination to follow the dictates of the higher
court. Writing in The New Republic Online, Hastings College of
Law professor Ethan Leib says his opinion, though eventually
rejected by the Supreme Court, was ‘‘a careful application of the
framework laid out by Justice (Sandra Day) O’Connor.’’

What’s clear from this is that Alito is a judge’s judge — methodi-
cal, dispassionate and respectful of precedent. Certainly he deserves
a thorough appraisal between now and January, when the Senate plans
to vote. But the opposition camp is likely to find that, as Americans
get acquainted with Alito, they won’t find him scary at all.
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Change of plans needed
for Allegheny Power

I would like to express my
thanks to all the service employ-
ees of Allegheny Power for their
hard work to restore our electri-
cal service. 

They worked long, hard days
and nights in less than favorable
conditions to restore our ser-
vice. We should all be grateful to
them.

On the other hand, Allegheny
Power should be taken to task,
held accountable and punished
for their neglect and poor
response. Their calling system
stinks. 

You cannot talk to a human
being without a long wait and
going through several push the
button exercises — no mean
feat in the dark. With their
automated system you never
know if your call has been
received.

Allegheny Power has failed to
maintain and upgrade the sys-
tem of power lines for years. For
example, many lines in rural
areas still run through places
which cannot be reached by the
service trucks and other equip-
ment, and whose service person-
nel must walk and carry equip-
ment and supplies, sometimes
making several trips before the
repair is completed. There is no
reason why power lines serving
homes and businesses should
not be accessible by service
trucks. In areas where the lines
are not the lines should be
moved.

The power lines and poles are
not properly maintained. Many
poles are too short, or the dis-
tance between them is too great;
making the power lines too low
and subject to damage and
shorting, or breakage from
trees. 

Many poles are not support-
ed by guy wires; many are old
and weak and break easily
when placed under stress from
trees, snow or high winds.
Some of the power lines them-
selves are old, corroded and
weak. All short, old and weak
poles must be replaced by larg-
er, taller, stronger poles, prop-
erly supported by guy wires. All
old, corroded wire must be
replaced by new wire. No excus-
es.

The power line rights-of-
way are not adequately main-
tained and kept clear in order

to prevent weather-related out-
ages. 

The rights-of-way are only 50
feet; not wide enough when the
trees are 50, 75 or 100 feet tall, so
the rights-of-way must be
trimmed more often. If possible,
permits for wider rights-of-way
should be pursued. A second
possible solution would be top-
ping trees over the heights of
the wires for an additional 25
feet on each side of the right-of-
way.

I am calling on municipali-
ties, county governments and

the state Legislature to take
action to bring about these
changes:

■ Allegheny’s calling system
must be operated by people 24
hours a day, seven days a week,
365 days per year.

■ All power lines must be
installed along public roads and
streets or along private roads, if
necessary, where they are acces-
sible by service trucks. All lines
not reachable by service vehi-
cles must be moved, or roads
installed to permit service vehi-
cles.

■ All poles and wires must be
inspected for serviceability (age,
strength, rot, corrosion, etc.),
adequate height, length of span,
and adequate support, and
brought to safe standards.

■ A right-of-way maintenance
plan must be developed. The
Legislature and county govern-
ments should act to provide ade-
quate rights-of-way for neces-
sary protection of power and
other utility lines.

Minimum standards should
be established to assure that
utility wires, including tele-
phone lines and television
cables, are high enough above
the ground to prevent damage
from trees, vines, and vehicular
traffic, etc.

I invite our local, state and
county officials to contact me. I
am also requesting the Legisla-
ture take action to ensure there
are no rate increases for
Allegheny Power until all the
changes mentioned above are
implemented.

CHARLESTON (AP) — Actress
Jean Carson, a West Virginia
native who appeared in dozens of
television shows, in movies and
on Broadway, has died. She was
82.

Carson died Nov. 2 in a conva-
lescent home in Palm Desert,
Calif. She had moved there after
suffering a stroke, the Desert Sun
reported.

Carson was perhaps best
known for playing ‘‘Fun Girl’’
Daphne on ‘‘The Andy Griffith
Show.’’ She only appeared in
three episodes but Daphne and
her line ‘‘hello, doll,’’ which she
said as she flirted with Sheriff
Andy Taylor, have become a part
of Mayberry mythology.

After the stroke, Carson posted
a message on her Web site,
www.hellodoll.com, thanking
fans for their support.

‘‘When I look at all the kind
words that were sent and how
The Andy Griffith Show has
affected people’s lives, I am ever
more grateful to be part of the
show and its continued effect on
the future,’’ she wrote.

Carson also appeared in ‘‘The
Red Buttons Show,’’ ‘‘Ellery
Queen’’, ‘‘The G.E. Theater’’,

‘‘Wagon Train,’’ ‘‘The Untouch-
ables,’’ ‘‘Philco Television Play-
house,’’ ‘‘The 20th Century Fox
Hour,’’ ‘‘Your Lucky Strike The-
ater,’’ ‘‘The Betty Hutton Show,’’
‘‘Wagon Train,’’ ‘‘Sugarfoot’’ and
‘‘The Untouchables.’’ She
appeared in a ‘‘Twilight Zone’’
episode, ‘‘A Most Unusual Cam-
era,’’ that Rod Serling had writ-
ten with her in mind, according
to her Web site.

Carson was born Feb. 28, 1923,
in Charleston, and began her act-
ing career on Broadway in 1948,
appearing in George S. Kauf-
man’s ‘‘Bravo.’’ In 1949, she
appeared in ‘‘Bird Cage’’ and was
nominated for a Tony for Most
Promising Newcomer.

Her film credits include ‘‘I
Married a Monster from Outer
Space,’’ ‘‘Gunn’’ and ‘‘Fun with
Dick and Jane.’’

Carson retired in the early
1980s but remained active in the-
ater groups in the Palm Springs,
Calif., area.

She is survived by her sons,
Tracy Alexander and Carson Par-
lan, both of Palm Springs.

A memorial service will be
held Dec. 4 at Casa Cody Bed and
Breakfast in Palm Springs.

DEAR ABBY: I am 25 years old, the
mother of two beautiful daughters,
‘‘Lisa’’ and ‘‘Lily,’’ who are 3 1/2
years and 19 months old. Lily suf-

fered a stroke two weeks ago and is
now partially paralyzed. She had a
prolonged seizure that lasted 2 1/2
hours that I know of. She can no
longer sit up by herself. She must
now have intensive rehabilitation
to regain the use of her left side.

Although the first impulse is to
rush to the hospital ourselves,
people should realize that emer-
gency medical technicians are
trained and have equipment  to
perform lifesaving interventions.

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Officials end
lockdown at
Hazelton prison

The lockdown that began Oct. 31
at the U.S. Penitentiary at Hazelton,
Preston County, ended Tuesday.

“We are fully operational. The
institution is up and running,”
USP Hazelton Public Information
Officer David Young said Tuesday.

He refused to say why the lock-
down ended or whether inmates
are now eating regular meals.

“We determined that today
was a good day to lift the lock-
down,” Young said. “We are fully
operational.”

According to his response to
questions last week, the lockdown
began at 7:45 a.m. Oct. 31 after
inmates boycotted breakfast. Dur-
ing a lockdown, “the inmates are
maintained in their cells,” Young
said.

According to the U.S. Bureau
of Prisons Web site, which was
updated Thursday, there are 995
prisoners in the high-security
prison and 139 in the adjacent
minimum-security camp. Only
the high-security section was
affected by the lockdown.

Preston Sheriff Ron Crites said
he has no concerns about the
lockdown because he trusts those
in charge at the prison.

Some Westover residents have
asked Councilman Al Yocum to
resign from his position.

The residents said Yocum’s
nominating petition did not have
the correct number of signatures
from each of the three city wards
required for the 2004 city elec-
tion.

The allegations were made
Monday during a public hearing
for the dissolution of the city’s
Sanitary Sewer Board.

“This boils down to a witch
hunt with little or no merit,”
Yocum said Tuesday. 

He said, “It’s been brought by
my position on the sewer board.
Why a year and a half after the
election is all of this coming up?”

The problem appears to stem
from the city’s ward map, which
differs from the ward map on file
in the Monongalia County clerk’s
office.

Before a city election, a poten-
tial candidate must obtain three
petitions from the city and 15 sig-
natures from eligible voters in
each of Westover’s three wards,
city Clerk Lahomma Fowler said
Tuesday. 

The clerk then reviews the peti-
tion and checks the addresses on
a map to ensure the correct num-
ber of signatures are from each of
the wards.

Yocum collected the required

signatures in March 2004 and was
elected to council in June 2004.
Yocum said he collected most of
the signatures himself, but also
had another resident help collect
them.

During the meeting Monday,
resident Becky England, of Lang-
ford Street in Westover, said
Yocum did not have enough sig-
natures on his petition covering
Westover’s 2nd Ward.

“You have six signatures that
are not from 2nd Ward,” she said. 

“Three are from 1st Ward and
three are from 3rd Ward. You are
up there illegally,” England said.

England asked him to step down
and said Rick Harsh, who ran for
council at-large in 2004 and lost the
race to Yocum, should take his
place. 

Yocum refused to step down.
England then asked council to
not abolish the Sanitary Sewer

Board.
Finance Officer Lloyd Kratzer

said the results of an election can
be challenged during a 10-day or
“election contest period.”

According to a letter dated
Nov. 7, to Kratzer from Daniel
Kimble, counsel for the secretary
of state’s office, “there appears
to be no legal precedent for over-
turning the results of an election
outside the election contest pro-
cedures,” in Article seven, Chap-
ter three of the West Virginia
state code book. 

The election contest period pro-
vides a “10-day window to file a
contest,” following the certifica-
tion of the petitions.

“If I knew there was a prob-
lem it could have been easily reme-
died at the time (in 2004),” Yocum
said Tuesday. 

“It is the clerk’s job to review
the petitions and either pass on

them or not pass on them. It would-
n’t have bothered me at all to go
out and get more signatures,” he
said.

England could not be reached
for comment and was not listed in
the Morgantown phone book or the
2004 Polk City Directory of Mor-
gantown and vicinity.

“No one contacted him,” Edie
Viola said during the meeting
Monday. 

“He’s been on council for a
year and a half, and it’s because
someone probably has a personal
vendetta against him. I think he
should stay, and if you have any
problems you should take it to
court.”

The residents raised the ques-
tion about signatures because of
interpretations of the city’s ward
map.

Councilman asked to resign

W.Va. State Police troopers are
awaiting toxicology reports to see if
alcohol played a role in a car acci-
dent that killed two Monongalia
County teens on Halloween.

Sgt. D.E. Johnson, with the Mor-
gantown detachment, said he hopes
troopers discover what caused the
accident by early next week.

He said that Cpl. R.E. Garrison,
who’s investigating the crash, is in
Charleston and is slated to report
back to work Monday.

Jonathan Mason, 18, of Morgan-
town, and Devin Johnson, a 16-year-
old girl from Core, died in the sin-
gle-vehicle accident at 11:20 p.m.
Oct. 31. Both were pronounced dead
at the scene.

Troopers said the accident
occurred after Mason lost control of
the 1996 Camaro he was driving
north on Tyrone Road, two miles
east of W.Va. 7.

Mason’s brother, Jamie Mason,
25, of Fairmont, who was in the
back seat, was also injured. He was
released from Ruby Memorial Hos-
pital last week, a Ruby spokes-
woman said Tuesday.

Garrison said troopers found
cans of beer, and an empty case of
beer inside and outside the vehi-
cle after the crash. He didn’t know
exactly how much beer was inside
the vehicle. Jamie Mason told troop-
ers that he had been drinking, but
he didn’t say how much.

Garrison said he didn’t know if
Jonathan Mason had been drinking.

The International Student
Organization at WVU will host a
dinner and date auction Friday
to benefit victims of the recent
earthquake in India and Pak-
istan.  

The event, which will be held
in the auditorium of Eiesland
Hall at 8 p.m., will put members
of the ISO on the auctioning block
to raise funds for earthquake-
relief efforts.

At least 15 students, men and
women, are expected to partici-
pate. 

“We had this huge effort for
Hurricane Katrina,” said ISO
member Kristie Ortiz. “This
earthquake was just as bad or
worse, but people in this country
aren’t as aware of it because it
took place where nobody could
see it.”

Ortiz said the ISO raised about
$150 for Hurricane Katrina vic-
tims with a pizza sale, but this

time members wanted to try
something different.

Those who attend the auction
will pay $5, which buys them
$500 in play money for the auc-
tion.

Bidders put their money down
on the person they would most
like to take out on a date to din-
ner.

Winning bidders get to sit with
their dates for the rest of the
evening Friday and the top three
bidders receive meal coupons
for a date at Boston Beanery.

Additional play money for bid-
ding can be purchased at the
event. Play money can also be
spent on baked goods available at
the auction.

The bake sale is for students
who want to contribute to the
earthquake-relief effort but are
culturally or philosophically
opposed to the concept of a human
auction, Ortiz said.

Ortiz, who is putting herself up
for bid, said she will be per-
forming a traditional Salsa-style
dance at the event to honor her
Puerto Rican heritage. 

She said other students are

planning similar performances,
or donning clothing that reflects
their cultural or ethnic back-
grounds.

Other nations represented by
ISO members include China,
Iran, India and the Philippines,
but the group is open to all stu-
dents, including American born.

Devdatta Yogi, who is presi-
dent of the ISO and hails from
Bombay, India, said that although
the earthquake did not affect his
home city, he feels a kinship
with the victims. 

He is putting himself up for
auction and said he is doing it for
good cause. 

“Literally every dollar raised
counts. It means a lot to the peo-
ple and goes a long way toward
helping Pakistan and India,” he
said. 

Authorities estimate the Oct.
8 earthquake killed 87,350 people
and left 3 million homeless in
Pakistan and Kashmir.

With winter rapidly approach-
ing, aid agencies say money is
urgently needed to build shel-
ters for survivors, who will oth-
erwise freeze to death.

“Those people need our help
desperately,” said Karen Bird,
ISO adviser. 

Fund raising for people in
need is something the ISO stu-
dents do well, Bird said. 

Unfortunately, she said, there
have been many disasters this
year on which the members have
practiced their skills.

WVU campus groups have
already raised more than $65,000
for Hurricane Katrina relief and
say the work for that disaster is
not yet finished. 

A service-learning trip to the
Gulf Coast is planned for later this
month. 

Student volunteers will help
provide humanitarian services to
victims.

Last month, the Muslim Stu-
dents Association at WVU raised
$3,400 for earthquake victims
with a “fast-a-thon” — a drive
that asked businesses to pledge
money for non-Muslim students
to fast for one day during
Ramadan.

Hearing set for
Richey, WVU
medical school

A hearing in Monongalia Coun-
ty Magistrate Court has been set
for the latest complaint that former
delegate Clyde Richey has made
against the WVU School of Medi-
cine.

The dean’s office of the WVU med-
ical school is ordered to appear,
according to a subpoena filed Tues-
day. An office representative must
bring a medical slide of a bodily flu-
ids sample taken in March 1979. A
hearing is set for 10 a.m. Dec. 21.

Richey said the slide belongs to
him, and that he wonders if it still
exists or was destroyed.

He wants to pay for DNA test-
ing of the slide to clear his name of
a third-degree, sexual-assault con-
viction. 

The charges were made against
him in 1979 by a 14-year-old boy
who was, at the time, a page at the
Capitol.

Richey, 70, of Morgantown, said
he has tried for two years to get the
sample, or information about the
sample, taken from the boy.

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CHARLESTON — It was one of
the first things Gov. Joe Manchin
asked the Legislature to do when he
took office in January: find enough
funds to cover at least $1 billion in
bonds that the state would need to
issue to shore up its workers’ com-
pensation system.

But administration officials say
West Virginians should be as pleased
as they are perhaps surprised by this
week’s announcement that Manchin
has decided against selling any such
bonds for now.

‘‘Anytime you don’t have to borrow

money, it’s a good thing,’’ Manchin
said Tuesday.

Manchin unveiled the change of
course Monday, when he outlined
plans for a special session starting Sun-
day for workers’ compensation-relat-
ed legislation. The governor wants law-
makers to tweak the system before the
state spins it off as a private mutual
insurance company on Jan. 1.

Manchin, a Democrat, has linked
$100 million in savings to his pro-
posed changes. Administration offi-
cials say the decision not to sell
bonds, meanwhile, will save the
state another $75 million a year in

interest. That estimate is based on
$1.5 billion in bonds, Manchin’s
original proposal, at 5 percent inter-
est. But as recently as September,
Manchin had anticipated needing
less than $1 billion when he received
preliminary approval from the bond-
overseeing state Economic Devel-
opment Authority.

Since then, the state’s new finan-
cial adviser, the Public Resource
Advisory Group, has recommended
against selling bonds. PRAG has been
recalculating the gap between assets
and promised benefits in the work-
place injury program.

‘‘They have advised the governor
that the condition of the old work-
ers’ compensation fund has improved
over the last 11 months,’’ Manchin
spokeswoman Lara Ramsburg said.
‘‘That doesn’t close the doors to issu-
ing bonds down the road. They’ll con-
tinue to monitor where we are.’’

In January, estimates had pegged
the unfunded liability around $3 bil-
lion. Manchin had lawmakers cobble
together $230 million in annual fund-
ing toward the anticipated bond pay-
ments. 

That funding has instead proved
sufficient to pare down the funding

shortfall on its own, Manchin said.
‘‘That cash flow has allowed us to

take care of our responsibilities and
obligations,’’ Manchin said.

But $90 million of that annual
funding comes from hikes on the sev-
erance tax on coal, natural gas and tim-
ber. 

Senate Minority Leader Vic
Sprouse believes those tax increases
should now be scrapped. 

Sprouse, R-Kanawha, said he and
other GOP lawmakers questioned
the need for bonds when they voted
against January’s funding legisla-
tion.

Manchin sees boon in decision not to sell comp bonds
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Fairmont council hears Doug’s Towing complaints

Doug’s Towing could lose busi-
ness in Fairmont for towing parked
vehicles Friday during the East-
West game.

City Manager Bruce McDaniel
said he would look into the pos-
sibility of taking the towing com-
pany off of 911 rotation in response
to complaints from citizens at
the city council meeting Tues-
day night.

James Davis, a Fairmont res-
ident, told the council he and sev-
eral others had their vehicles
towed out to a lot in Speedway
while they were at the high school
football game. 

Doug’s Towing demanded $157 in
cash from him, he said. 

If the fee was not paid their vehi-
cles would have sat in the Speedway
lot, incurring a $22.50-per-day storage
fee during the weekend, Davis said.

The fees are the highest amount
that a towing service can legally
charge in West Virginia, Davis
said. Several others who had their
vehicles towed were charged sim-
ilar fees.

Doug’s Towing was within their
legal rights to tow the vehicles
parked for the sold out East-West
game, but attendees have been able
to park in lots around the stadi-
um for years without incident, said
Hop Fleming, who also attended
the city council meeting.

“I think they were just trying to
make a fast buck,” Fleming said.
“Most people don’t have that kind
of money on them.” Fleming was
charged $157.50 when his car was
towed at the Friday game, he said.

Doug’s Towing could not be
reached for comment at press time.

Davis is looking into civil
recourse for the towing company’s
actions. 

More people could be towed as he
was in the future, especially when
the new Fairmont Middle School
opens in the area, he said.

McDaniel said that he would be
willing to write a memo to the city
police chief to take Doug’s Towing
off of 911 rotation, but he wanted to
check with the city attorney first to
see his legal options.

“We don’t want businesses treat-
ing people in the manner that

(Doug’s Towing) allegedly did,”
McDaniel said.

The city council also discussed
the details of creating a new storm-
water utility board in a work session
Tuesday. 

When in place, it will add $5.50
to Fairmont residents’ utility bills
and $16.75 to nonresident accounts,
according to the proposed utility
budget.

The creation of the storm-water
utility board is mandated by the
National Pollutant Discharge Elim-
ination System, as established by
the 1972 Clean Water Act, said Util-
ity Manager David Sago. The addi-
tional utility fee will pay for the new
board, Sago said. 

The fees would start showing
up on residents’ bills in about Feb-
ruary or March of 2006, he said.

Once created, the utility board
would fix problematic discharge
areas, such as the one at Golf Drive
in Watson or the one on East
Grafton Road, Sago said.

The ordinances that will create
the utility board will be read at a
meeting Nov. 20, with a public hear-
ing scheduled for Dec. 13.

CHARLESTON — Railing
against what he calls the ‘‘extreme
Republican agenda’’ controlling
Washington, D.C., former state
Democratic Party Chairman Mike
Callaghan launched his campaign
Tuesday to run for the U.S. House
in West Virginia’s 2nd Congres-
sional District.

Callaghan cited the handling
of Iraq, federal budget deficits and
recent ethics and legal allegations
that have embroiled top Republi-
cans, to say he offered hope to dis-
trict voters.

‘‘Hope that we can change the
Washington culture of scandal
and greed,’’ Callaghan said at his
state Capitol news conference.
‘‘Hope that we can restore hon-
esty and ethics in Congress.’’

Callaghan also paralleled his
tenure as a federal prosecutor with
the pending criminal charges
against such GOP figures as ex-
White House adviser I. Lewis ‘‘Scoot-
er’’ Libby and former House Major-
ity Leader Tom DeLay, R-Texas.
Callaghan, 42, headed the crimi-
nal division of the state’s south-

ern U.S. Attorney’s office during the
Clinton administration.

‘‘My experience as a prosecutor
may come in handy in more ways
than one, like understanding all the
indictments floating around Wash-
ington,’’ said Callaghan, now with
a private Charleston law firm.

A Richwood native, Callaghan
left the U.S. Attorney’s office in
2001 and became Secretary of Envi-
ronmental Protection for then-
Gov. Bob Wise. 

He led the state’s Democrats
from January 2003 until May 2004,
when Gov. Joe Manchin won the
party’s primary and picked Nick
Casey as chairman.

Callaghan is the first Democ-
rat to file to challenge Rep. Shelley
Moore Capito. The Kanawha Coun-
ty Republican had been encour-
aged to take on U.S. Senator Robert
C. Byrd in 2006, but announced
last month that she would instead
seek a fourth House term.

Callaghan did not mention Capi-
to by name during Tuesday’s event,
but did refer to contributions she’s
received from DeLay’s political
action committee. 

Callaghan kicks off ’06 bid for Congress
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They question signatures
obtained from a section of the
city between Fairmont Avenue
and Jackson Street, and on the
other side of town, on Wheeling
Street.

According to a map of West-
over from the Monongalia Coun-
ty clerk’s office, the boundary
between the 1st and 2nd wards is
Fairmont Avenue and Lane Street.

On a city map provided by
Kratzer, who was interim city
clerk during the 2004 election, that
boundary is Jackson Street, McKin-
ley Street and Lane Street.

The area in question comprises
about 40 city blocks.

According to the county’s map,
four of the signatures on Yocum’s
2nd Ward petition are from resi-
dents of 1st Ward on Marshall
Avenue and Lincoln Avenue. Three
are from residents of the 3rd Ward
on Wheeling Street.

According to Westover’s map,
the signatures from Marshall
Avenue and Lincoln Avenue are
within 2nd Ward. The signatures
from Wheeling Street were just
across the ward boundary.

Staff members in the county
clerk’s office confirmed the maps
are different, but couldn’t explain
why. 

They directed questions to April
Daves and Renetta McClure in the
voter-registration office. They
could not be reached for comment
until Thursday.

Kratzer and Fowler said they do
not know who determined the
boundaries on the map used in
the election or why it differs from
the county’s map.

“It very well could’ve been a
mistake,” Yocum said. 

“I tried to make sure that the sig-
natures that I got were from peo-
ple in the proper ward. Would it
make any sense for me to get sig-
natures knowingly from another
ward?”

NEW YORK (KRT) — Just when
you think you’ve heard it all, here’s
a new one — a bank that charges you
a fee for NOT giving you your money.

If you’re a Bank of America cus-
tomer and you try to take out money
at another bank’s automated teller
machine, better not ask for the
wrong amount.

If you request more than your
daily limit or more than your avail-
able balance, though the transac-
tion will be cancelled, Bank of Amer-
ica will charge you $1.50.

That’s right. You pay $1.50 if you
ask for an amount that exceeds the
maximum Bank of America will
allow you to take out of the ATM.

The bank calls it an ATM denial
fee. Consumer advocates call it a
troubling development that comes as
banks keep piling charges on cus-
tomers — and reaping record profits.

‘‘I can’t think of another ATM
fee like this — where you’re paying
for not getting money,’’ said Liam
Arbetman of the New York Public
Interest Research Group.

Bank of America has charged
this fee for several years, spokes-
woman Tara Burke said.

However, it was unpublicized
until a recent report on an
MSNBC.com blog called ‘‘The Red
Tape Chronicles’’ by journalist Bob
Sullivan — a Bank of America cus-
tomer who became aware of it
through personal experience.

‘‘I guess they don’t put it in their
television ads,’’ said John Kanas,
chief executive officer of North Fork

Bank, in New York and New Jersey,
which does not have an ATM denial
fee. Representatives for several
other banks with New York City
branches said they don’t charge
denial fees, either.

‘‘Absolutely not,’’ said Brian
Edwards, senior vice president of
marketing at Astoria Federal.

J.P. Morgan Chase, Citigroup,
Bank of New York and Wachovia
don’t either. The Bank of America
spokeswoman defended the prac-
tice. ‘‘We do incur a cost if a trans-
action is denied at another institu-
tion’s ATM,’’ Burke said.

And it’s easy for customers to
find Bank of America ATMs, she
said — where the denial fee isn’t
charged. There are 17,000 machines
in 5,800 locations nationwide.

While other banks don’t charge
a denial fee, many of them tack on
a fee when nonbank customers use
their ATMs and when their own
customers use other banks’ ATMs.

Bank of America, for example,
charges a $1.50 fee in both cases.

On the whole, Americans pay
almost $4 billion per year for with-
drawing money from the wrong
ATM, according to research firm
Bankrate.com.

Commerce Bank — a rare excep-
tion — doesn’t charge customers
when they use other banks’
machines, and reimburses them for
those banks’ surcharges. Its president
of retail banking, Dennis DiFlorio,
said Commerce would never con-
sider instituting a denial fee.

WASHINGTON (KRT) — U.S. tex-
tile and apparel manufacturers wel-
comed an agreement Tuesday that
limits China’s exports to the United
States of everything from trousers and
towels to bras for three years.

The deal signed in London
removes a major irritant to U.S.-Chi-
nese trade relations shortly before
President Bush’s scheduled Monday
visit to China. It gives breathing
room to American textile manu-

facturers in the Carolinas, Geor-
gia and elsewhere that have been
hurt by surging imports from China.

Global rules governing the textiles
trade expired last year, giving China
unrestricted access to developed
markets such as the United States
and Europe. Clothing imports from
China — worth billions — surged in
January and February, and the Unit-
ed States and European Union
rushed to impose quotas to protect

domestic manufacturers.
The accord inked Tuesday takes

force Jan. 1. It effectively promotes
managed trade over free trade by set-
ting market-share caps on Chinese
products in 34 sensitive categories.
China will limit the average growth
of exports in those categories to
about 10 percent in 2006, 12.5 percent
in 2007 and 15 to 16 percent in 2008.

Beijing abandoned its demand for
a two-year deal and Washington

gave up its demand to limit growth
to 7.5 percent in sensitive cate-
gories such as cotton trousers,
knitwear, underwear and bras.

‘‘When a patient is bleeding, the first
thing you’ve got to do is deal with
that wound. We had to stabilize the sit-
uation by limiting China’s ability to
come in and overtake the U.S. market,’’
said Auggie Tantillo, the executive
director of the American Manufac-
turing Trade Action Coalition.

New pact limits Chinese textile exports to U.S.

PHILADELPHIA (AP)
— In a possible sign of trou-
ble for the housing industry,
luxury home builder Toll
Brothers Inc. cut its sales
forecast for fiscal 2006 Tues-
day, citing delayed open-
ings for new developments
and weakened demand in
several markets.

Toll Brothers’ shares
tumbled nearly 14 percent
in trading Tuesday and the
news pushed down share
prices for many large
homebuilders as Wall
Street, already nervous
about the health of the
housing sector, was rat-
tled by the news.

Wheeling-Pitt posts loss on
low steel prices, high costs

CHARLESTON (AP) — Steel-
maker Wheeling-Pittsburgh Corp.
on Tuesday reported a third-
quarter loss on low steel prices
and high costs, amid what CEO
James G. Bradley described as a
very difficult year. The company’s
shares tumbled 24 percent.

The Wheeling-based company
reported a loss of $21.1 million, or
$1.47 per share, in the three months
ended Sept. 30, after a profit of
$35.5 million, or $3.42 per share, in
the year-earlier period. Revenues
fell 7 percent to $374.9 million.

Wheeling-Pitt said the cost of
making steel had outstripped the
price for selling it. The cost of
sales jumped to $630 from $600
per ton in the quarter as the aver-
age selling price fell 17 percent

to $623 — even while shipments
increased 6 percent to 567,577 tons.

Shares of the company fell
$3.02, or 24 percent, to close at
$9.55 Tuesday on the Nasdaq
Stock Market, below the previous
52-week low of $11.96. Shares had
peaked at $44.82 in March.

‘‘We are keenly aware that
our operating results have lagged
behind a number of our com-
petitors,’’ Bradley said. 

The company said that the
year’s earnings have been ‘‘ham-
pered by unusual events,’’ includ-
ing the disruption of coal deliver-
ies from its major supplier, a duct-
work collapse at an Ohio furnace
and problems during the startup
of its new $115 million electric arc
furnace in Mingo Junction, Ohio.

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A national title
here? Rod, WVU
make believers

CINCINNATI

AS THE SUN DAWNS on another of
what is becoming a far too com-
mon football Wednesday, the
mind begins to drift from what is
to what might be.

We all know what is: a 7-1
record, a road with some bumps
but no detours to a BCS bowl bid,
a shot at a Top 10 finish by the
time the season is over.

While all of that is before us, it
is hardly worth thinking about
over our first cup of coffee in the
morning. Instead, if we must

exercise a mind
dulled from a
Tuesday night at
one of America’s
best cafes, The
Blind Lemon, in
the Mount Adams
section of Cincin-
nati, let us exer-
cise it with some-
thing really
weighty.

If you hap-
pened to have
been in Morgan-
town the day Rich
Rodriguez was
named to replace
Don Nehlen as
coach of the West
Virginia Moun-
taineers, you
might recall that
he implied his

intention was to create a national
championship caliber team at
WVU.

Such talk seemed to be rather
ambitious coming from someone
who had never been a head coach
on a level higher than the
WVIAC, and it was scoffed at in
some quarters — this quarter
being the leader of the pack.

A 3-8 debut season did little to
quiet the “told-you-so” group.

A national championship foot-
ball team in West Virginia?
C’mon. Can’t be done, this P.C.
(Pompous Columnist) wrote
again and again — although the
frequency began to dwindle as
Rodriguez’s Mountaineers nearly
stunned a top-ranked Miami team
and upset a nationally ranked
Virginia Tech team twice.

Well, as the steam wafts
through the air from this morn-
ing’s coffee, we are about to make
a stunning admission.

It can be done.
It, in this case, is winning a

national football championship in
West Virginia and, without
putting undue pressure on any-
one, the ground work has been
laid this season.

We say that not only from first-
hand observations of a team that
figures to be nowhere near its
peak this year, but after consulta-
tion with some people who should
know.

One such person is tonight’s
opposing coach, Mark Dantonio.

True, Dantonio is hardly going
to provide any bulletin board fod-
der for the Mountaineers on the
eve of his game with them, but he
also must be considered honest in
his assessment and qualified in
that he was the defensive coordi-
nator of Ohio State’s national
championship team in 2002.

Dantonio was asked point
blank if WVU had the makings of
a future national championship
team and his answer, boiled down
to a yes or no, was quite simply,
“Yes.”

“When we won the title, it was
a gradual thing. We won so many
close games that we started
believing,” Dantonio said, refer-
ring to that 2002 OSU team, which
relied on defense and smarts. “I
think the talent level is there at
West Virginia. You have to have
depth, you have to have someone
making plays, a great tailback to
control the football and a great
defense. They have a lot of that.”

Indeed, WVU’s talent is
unquestioned, especially with the
newcomers who have entered the
program. The great tailback

WVU fumbles drop to 0

CINCINNATI — WVU coach Rich
Rodriguez prefers to take the posi-
tive approach when it comes to dis-
cussing the fine art of holding on to
the football with his players.

For example, he doesn’t tell them:
Don’t fumble!

They already know that, and any
mention of the word “fumble” con-
jures up negative thoughts in a play-
er’s mind.

Instead, Rodriguez will lecture
on the subject of ball security and
everything that entails.

That message has been register-
ing lately. The Mountaineers’ quar-
terbacks, running backs and
receivers have not lost a fumble

since a 34-17 loss to Virginia Tech, on
Oct. 1. The only fumble the Moun-
taineers have had in the past three
games occurred when return man
Anthony Mims took his eye off a
punt in the Connecticut game.

Why haven’t the Mountaineers
been fumbling more often?

Rodriguez believes it’s because the
players are valuing the football bet-

ter than ever. The players are secur-
ing the ball and placing it in an offi-
cial’s hand at the end of plays —
just as they are taught to do.

“The most important thing in
the game is the football itself,” said
Rodriguez, whose Mountaineers
visit Big East rival Cincinnati
tonight, at Nippert Stadium.

“All of us kind of cringe when
we’re watching on TV and a guy
gets tackled and leaves the ball on the
ground. We’re so ingrained in tak-
ing the ball and handing it to the offi-
cial. That’s just our philosophy. The
most important thing you have in
your possession is the football.”

WVU true freshman tailback
Steve Slaton has taken that mes-
sage to heart.

“Turning over the ball gives the
other team a chance to make a play
and gives us fewer chances to make
a play, so I take pride in holding
onto the ball,” he said.

“We do the strip drill a lot, trying
to hold the ball high and tight. That’s
something I try to do every play.”

There has been no better time to
reinforce the idea of ball security
than this past week as the Moun-
taineers have prepared for Cincin-
nati.

WVU’s most recent meeting with
the Bearcats, in 2003, was a fumble-
filled nightmare that led to a 15-13

Beilein
ready to
sign six
‘Decision’ day not
what it used to be

Years and years ago, a day like
today, the first of the week-long
early signing period for college bas-
ketball, would have been a hectic,
stressful one for John Beilein.

“It used to be so much differ-
ent,” WVU’s men’s coach said. “Kids
would wait until the final week to say
where they were going to go. They’d
still be making their decisions.”

Recently, though, basketball pro-
grams have taken a gentleman’s
approach to recruiting. More often
than not, when a high school play-
er commits to a college program,
no other program will recruit that
player, making the spoken promise
as good as the signature provided on
signing day.

Today, six players who commit-
ted to Beilein and the Mountaineers
anywhere from five months to five
weeks ago will sign national letters
of intent to play for WVU.

“It’s a bit anticlimactic,” Beilein
said, “but it’s still going to be great
to see those kids’ signatures come
through.”

Rhode Island point guard Joe
Mazzulla committed in June, Ohio
forward Cam Thoroughman in
August, Illinois guard Devan
Bawinkel and New Jersey forward
Wellington Smith in September and
New Jersey guard DeSean Butler
and Washington, D.C., forward
Jacob Green in October.

Beilein said he expects six con-
firmations today. An official
announcement won’t be made until
Thursday, when the staff has
received all the letters by overnight
mail.

“It will be a terrific day for us
because, as you know, we have a
pretty big senior group and to replace
them will be very difficult,” Beilein
said.

Jarmon Durisseau-Collins,
Johannes Herber, Mike Gansey,
Patrick Beilein and Kevin Pittsnogle
are all seniors, meaning these six
recruits are charged with eventually
filling those spots on the roster and
in the starting lineup. That chal-
lenge proved to be enticing, as was
the chance to be a part of the first
post-Elite Eight recruiting class.

I talked to Coach
Beilein when I
committed and he
said, ‘You are ours
and we are yours.’

Cee-Bees in; now can they win?

With back-to-back playoff
appearances the past two seasons,

Clay-Battelle has
proved itself a legit-
imate contender in
Class A.

Friday’s game,
against No. 5 St.
Marys, will be the
school’s seventh
playoff appearance
and the fourth for

head coach Ryan Wilson, who took
charge of the program in 1995.

However, the one thing that has
always eluded the Cee-Bees is a

playoff victory. The school is win-
less in its all six previous playoff
appearances.

The most recent loss came in the
first round of the 2004 playoffs,
when the Cee-Bees fell, 35-8, to
South Harrison.

The players and coaching staff
certainly know their school’s his-
tory in the playoffs.

But Wilson says the events of
previous years have no bearing
on Friday’s game.

“What we did in 1984 (Clay-Bat-
telle’s first playoff appearance)
has nothing to do with this team,”
Wilson said. “What we did in 1997
has nothing to do with this team.
This year’s team has nothing to
with last year’s team.”

The Cee-Bees have been the
lower seed in all three of their
playoff games under Wilson. The
coach said playing quality oppo-
nents on the road is part of the

reason his team hasn’t won in the
playoffs.

“Whoever you draw, maybe you
catch some teams at the wrong
time,” Wilson said. “We’ve usual-
ly been the lower seed, which
means we have to travel.”

Wilson’s best shot at a win came
in his first opportunity, in 1997.
The No. 14 Cee-Bees traveled to
Princeton to battle the No. 3 Big
Creek Owls. The underdogs lost, 32-
26 in double-overtime.

“I remember it like it was yes-
terday,” Wilson said. “They were
the No. 3 seed. It was a muddy day
and we caused a lot of fumbles. It
was a grind-it-out game.” Wilson
said he would prefer Friday’s game
unfold the same way as the epic in
1997.

“We’re going to break out the
film tonight of the 1997 game, check
a few things,” Wilson said. “We
would like to play a grind-it-out

game, force turnovers, and play
field position.”

Despite the fact he has coached
in more than 70 games since his
first playoff contest, Wilson said his
style remains basically the same.

“The coaching really hasn’t
changed,” he said. “The game plan
may have been altered slightly
over the years. Really, the only
thing that has changed is that I
enjoy the moment more.”

Wilson said just making the
playoffs is an accomplishment.

But the 11th-year coach knows
what a victory Friday would mean
for his program.

“A playoff win would be big for
the kids and the community,” Wil-
son said. “It would be big for every-
one that is involved with Clay-Bat-
telle football.”

While the future does indeed
look bright for the two ninth-

graders, Dixon’s future with the
Hawks is now, as UHS prepares
for a first-round playoff game Fri-

day night, at
Bridgeport.

“Any time you
bring up a fresh-
man to the varsi-

ty team, you kind of second-guess
yourself as a coach and wonder if
he’ll contribute,” Kelley said. “I
thought Dominique would con-
tribute mostly on the junior varsity

this season, but he progressed so
fast that he didn’t leave us much
choice.

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New NCAA graduation rules appear to be having an effect

The final number-crunching has
begun in the NCAA’s new plan to punish
teams whose athletes aren’t on pace to
graduate. The early returns are some-
what promising. ‘‘We’re seeing for the
very first time some progress,’’ said
Britton Banowsky, Conference USA
commissioner and chairman of an
NCAA academic subcommittee. ‘‘We’re
seeing institutional behavior changed.
We’re seeing more student athletes on
track to graduate.’’ Banowsky spoke
Tuesday, in Washington, at a meeting of
the Knight Commission, the privately
funded group that works to reform col-
lege sports. The commission — and col-
lege teams across the country — are
awaiting the first official scorecard of
the Academic Progress Rate. It will mea-
sure the retention and graduation rates
of men’s and women’s Division I teams
in all sports. Teams need an APR of at
least 925 to pass. Teams that don’t make
the grade could lose scholarships and
eventually be banned from postseason
tournaments.

■ Aiming for a Senate vote on steroid
legislation this week, lawmakers eased

the proposed penalties, calling for a half-
season suspension the first time an ath-
lete tests positive for performance-
enhancing drugs.

College football
■ Miami (Fla.) tailback Tyrone Moss

will miss the rest of the season and have
surgery Monday on a torn ligament in
his left knee. He was injured in the Hur-
ricanes’ 27-7 victory Saturday, against
Virginia Tech. Moss had 701 yards and
12 touchdowns this season.

■ Buffalo’s Jim Hofher has been
fired, but will coach the final two games
of what could be a winless season for the
Bulls (0-9). Hofher has a 7-48 record in
five seasons at Buffalo.

■ Northern Michigan declined to
renew the contract of coach Doug Sams,
13-29 in four seasons with the Wildcats.
Sams’ Fairmont (W.Va.) State teams
went 53-47 and won two WVIAC champi-
onships in 11 seasons.

Pro football
Neil Rackers was rewarded for his

perfect field-goal kicking, receiving a
four-year contract extension from Ari-

zona. Rackers is 26-for-26 on field-goal
attempts this season. The kicker leads
the NFL in scoring, with 86 points; his
kickoffs have resulted in 20 touchbacks.

College basketball
The University of Charleston

women’s team earned 10 of 14 first-place
votes to become the coaches’ preseason
favorite in the West Virginia Confer-
ence. Charleston (29-5, 17-1) returns all
five starters from the team that reached
the final eight of the NCAA Division II
championship a year ago. Glenville
State earned three first-place votes and
was rated No. 2.

Baseball
■ Infielder Neifi Perez and the Chica-

go Cubs agreed to a $5 million, two-year
contract. Perez, 32, hit .274 with nine
homers and 54 RBIs in 2005. He started
130 games at shortstop and 19 at second
base.

■ The Yankees let Tino Martinez go,
declining their $3 million option on the
popular first baseman. Martinez hit .241
in part-time duty with 17 home runs and
49 RBIs.

Nashville forward Scott Walker will

miss up to 10 weeks after surgery for a
sports hernia. Walker had five points
in the seven games he had played this
season.

MOORESTOWN, N.J. — A con-
trite Terrell Owens, hoping to over-
turn his dismissal from the Philadel-
phia Eagles, on Tuesday apologized
to coach Andy Reid, quarterback
Donovan McNabb, the team’s owner
and president, and fans.

‘‘I fight for what I think is right.
In doing so, I alienated a lot of my
fans and my teammates,’’ Owens
said, reading a statement outside his
house.

His agent, Drew Rosenhaus, said
Owens was making a public apolo-
gy in hopes of returning to the
Eagles immediately.

A team spokesman said the
Eagles had no comment.

Owens on Monday was told by
the team not to return this season.
The decision resulted from ‘‘a large
number of situations that accu-
mulated over a long period of time,
during which Terrell had been
warned repeatedly about the con-
sequences of his actions,’’ Reid said.

The All-Pro wide receiver didn’t
play in Sunday’s 17-10 loss, at Wash-
ington, and will remain suspended
for three more games without pay.
After that, the Eagles plan to deac-
tivate him for the rest of the season.

He was suspended Saturday, two
days after he said the Eagles showed
‘‘a lack of class’’ for not publicly
recognizing his 100th career touch-
down catch in a game on Oct. 23. In
the same interview with ESPN.com
on Thursday, Owens said the Eagles
would be better off with Green Bay’s

Brett Favre at
q u a r t e r b a c k
instead of McN-
abb.

Owens apolo-
gized specifically
to Reid, McNabb,
Eagles president
Joe Banner,
owner Jeffrey
Lurie and to fans.

To McNabb, Owens said, ‘‘I apol-
ogize to him for any comments that
may have been negative.’’

McNabb, who feuded with Owens
throughout the summer, was a con-
stant target of his criticism. He
finally took a stand in the matter
Sunday, saying the team might be
‘‘better off’’ without Owens.

Asked to elaborate on how the
team could be better off without its
top receiver, McNabb emphasized
the remaining players are united

with the same goal of winning.
Rookie Reggie Brown filled in

for Owens against Washington and
caught five passes for 94 yards,
including a 56-yard TD reception.
But the Eagles’ offense continued to
struggle and couldn’t score the tying
touchdown with three shots from the
Redskins 7 in the final minutes.

The Eagles are 4-4 this season, a
steep drop from the 2004 season’s
Super Bowl run.

Owens’ relationship with the
Eagles took a drastic turn after he
fired longtime agent David Joseph,
hired Rosenhaus and demanded a
new contract just one season into the
seven-year, $48.97 million deal he
signed when he came to Philadel-
phia, in March 2004.

Owens clashed with management
this summer and earned a one-week
exile from training camp after a
heated dispute with Reid that fol-

lowed a shouting match with offen-
sive coordinator Brad Childress.

Owens forced a trade to the
Eagles in 2004, after eight seasons
with the 49ers, and invigorated the
offense with his superior skills. He
had 77 catches for 1,200 yards and 14
TDs in 14 games.

Soon after Philadelphia lost to the
New England Patriots in the Super
Bowl, Owens took his first shot at
McNabb, suggesting the five-time
Pro Bowl quarterback was tired in
the fourth quarter of the loss.

McNabb responded harshly and
the two didn’t speak for a prolonged
period in training camp.

They eventually reconciled their
relationship and performed well
together on the field — Owens has
47 catches for 763 yards and six TDs
this season.

However, Owens continued to
throw verbal jabs at McNabb.

‘‘Hopefully, we’ll be more effi-
cient throwing the ball (this
week),’’ Cowher said. ‘‘It’s not
all on him. We had protection
breakdowns at times, but it’s
just something we have to get
better at. We can’t get through
games throwing for 65 yards and
thinking we can win week in
and week out.’’

Batch was 9-of-16 and was
intercepted once, afterthrowing
only eight passes since joining the
Steelers, in 2002.

Cowher said Batch managed
the offense well, but the Steel-
ers must throw the ball better
against the Browns (3-5). The
Steelers (6-2) were outgained,
268-213, despite outrushing the
Packers, 154-65.

‘‘It was good for him to get
some game action, and he’ll be
more comfortable this week,’’
Cowher said.

No. 3 on the depth chart
through most of his tenure with
the Steelers,  Batch was bumped
up a spot after former starter
Tommy Maddox threw three inter-
ceptions and lost a fumble in a 23-
17 overtime loss to Jacksonville,
on Oct. 16, when Roethlisberger
was out with an injured knee.

Manning, Colts get
no time to celebrate
Indy whips Pats, stays undefeated

INDIANAPOLIS — Peyton Man-
ning stood at his postgame news
conference with a rare smile and
an unusual twinkle in his eyes. He
had finally won at New England,
and for once, Manning wanted to
savor the moment.

By Tuesday morning, the cele-
bration ended as the Indianapolis
Colts looked ahead to their next
game, against Houston.

‘‘I love plane rides in the NFL
after a win,’’ Manning said late Mon-
day. ‘‘Hopefully, we’ll fly slow — a
two-hour flight — and then touch the
ground and it’s on to Houston.’’

For Manning and the Colts (8-0),
the aftermath of a 40-21 win against
the two-time defending Super Bowl
champs poses the biggest threat now.

Indy fans treated the Patriots
game as if it were the Super Bowl, and
a conveniently timed bye week played
into the buildup. Some figured a vic-
tory at New England also meant the
Colts punched their ticket to Detroit,
site of this year’s Super Bowl.

On Tuesday, coach Tony Dungy
wasted no time in debunking such
thoughts as premature.

‘‘You get all these stats about the
last team that won their first eight
or nine games or the last unbeaten
team going to the Super Bowl,’’
Dungy said. ‘‘It’s like the Indy-New
England spiel, it really doesn’t mean
anything.’’

Nonetheless, Dungy was still pep-
pered with questions about whether
the unbeaten Colts could challenge
the 1972 Miami Dolphins’ perfect
record, especially with a tough
stretch ahead — a Nov. 20 date at
Cincinnati, followed by a Monday
game at home, against Pittsburgh.
He tactfully avoided the bait.

Rather than looking ahead, reflect-
ing on the best start in franchise
history or the victory at New Eng-
land, Dungy turned the attention
back to Houston.

‘‘We have to do what we did last
week and that is to focus on the
opponent you’re playing and that
game,’’ he said. ‘‘What’s happened in
the past, what could happen in the

future, we have to block all that stuff
out. I think we have some guys on
this team that will help us do that.’’

It starts with Manning.
No matter the circumstances,

Manning always seems to find the
right words to challenge his team-
mates, and Monday night proved
no exception.

Much as he enjoyed his latest
personal milestone, winning at New
England for the first time in eight
games, Manning’s quick mention
of Houston was an indication that
everyone needed to move on.

‘‘There always will be something
else, like this was not a playoff game,’’
Manning said. ‘‘I am very content to
have won this particular game.’’

The difference between this sea-
son and past seasons is that the
Colts no longer must rely on the
strength of Manning’s right arm to
win games.

They’re winning now with a new
attitude, growing confidence, an
improved defense and a greater abil-
ity to run the ball effectively.

Manning welcomes the change.
‘‘There’s a lot of youth and enthu-

siasm on the defense and in practices
guys are flying around,’’ Manning
said. ‘‘I sleep a little better at night
knowing Dwight (Freeney) can get
a sack any time he wants or Bob
Sanders can force a fumble.”

Angels’ ace adjusts approach, leads league with 21 wins

NEW YORK — Bartolo Colon
always had the blazing fastball, the
snappy sinker, the natural look of a
No. 1 starter.

Still, something was missing:
consistency.

So he learned to pull back a bit,
focus on throwing strikes and getting
grounders. Now, he’s the dominant
ace everyone envisioned, and he
has an American League Cy Young
Award to prove it.

Colon won a surprisingly one-
sided vote Tuesday, beating out
reliever Mariano Rivera and becom-
ing the first Angels pitcher in 41
years to take home the honor.

‘‘If I can get an out with one or two
pitches and use my sinker or my
cutter, I’m better off,’’ Colon said
through a translator. ‘‘I stopped
being a village boy, thinking that I can
throw any stone, any rock through
a wall, and started thinking about
being a guy that could last longer, to
take some off my fastball and not to
depend only on throwing hard.’’

Colon, who led the league with 21
wins, was listed first on 17 ballots and
second on the other 11 for 118 points
in voting by the Baseball Writers’
Association of America. He was the
only pitcher named on every bal-
lot, easily topping Rivera, who
received 68 points.

The New York Yankees’ closer got
eight first-place votes for the high-
est finish of his career, while 2004
winner Johan Santana, of the Min-
nesota Twins, received three and
came in third.

‘‘After the season, yeah, I’ve been
thinking about it a lot,’’ Colon said
during a conference call from the
Dominican Republic. ‘‘And one of
the prevailing thoughts was the fact
that maybe I won’t get it. Maybe it was
going to go to somebody else. A lot of
crazy things came into my head.’’

Dean Chance was the only other
Cy Young Award winner in the
Angels’ 45-season history, winning
in 1964.

Though Colon (21-8) was the
league’s only 20-game winner, this
year’s Cy Young race was thought to
be close.

His 3.48 ERA and 157 strikeouts
ranked eighth, while Rivera racked

up 43 saves and a career-best 1.38
ERA. Santana went 16-7 with a 2.87
ERA and led the majors with 238
strikeouts.

A shoulder injury sidelined Colon
in the playoffs, but voting for all
BBWAA awards takes place at the
end of the regular season and
excludes postseason performance.

‘‘Mariano had a great year,’’
Colon said, thanking Rivera for
teaching him how to throw his cut
fastball. ‘‘I did think about the fact
that maybe he was going to come
away and be the winner.’’

Both pitched for division cham-
pions, but the voters ultimately gave
more weight to the starter: Colon
threw 2222/3 innings to Rivera’s 781/3.

And despite pitching with back
pain all season, Colon issued a career-
low 43 walks.

‘‘Obviously, it’s made me a more
complete pitcher and I’m very happy
about that,’’ he said.

The award was big news in
Altamira, Colon’s hometown of
about 3,000 people.

‘‘You don’t even imagine what
the scenery is around here. People
stopping by and honking their
horns,’’ he said. ‘‘It’s been really,
really crazy, crazy, crazy. It’s the first
time ever that we are celebrating
something like this. ... There’s going
to be a lot of partying.’’

Duke tops the preseason All-
America team, too.

Senior teammates J.J. Redick
and Shelden Williams of the No.
1 Blue Devils were the leading
vote-getters Tuesday on The
Associated Press’ preseason All-
America team.

It is the fifth time since the AP
started the preseason team, in
1986-’87, that teammates were cho-
sen by the national media panel
that selects the weekly Top 25.

Seniors Dee Brown, of Illi-
nois, and Craig Smith, of Boston
College, also made the team,
along with junior Adam Morri-
son, of Gonzaga.

Redick, the only returning
first-teamer from this past season,
received 67 of 72 votes, while
Williams, a third-team choice a
year ago, was on 63 ballots.

‘‘Having seniors is great. ...
Over the years, that has been a big
thing for our program is our
upperclassmen teaching the
younger guys,’’ said Duke coach
Mike Krzyzewski, whose team
was picked No. 1 in the preseason
Top 25, released Monday. ‘‘Hope-
fully that will prompt J.J. Redick
and Shelden Williams to play at
an even better level, and they’ve
played at a real good level.’’

The 6-foot-4 Redick averaged
21.8 points this past season, shoot-
ing 40.3 percent from 3-point
range and 93.8 percent from the
free throw line. His most impres-
sive statistic was averaging 37.3
minutes per game, a number that
should drop this season because
of added depth.

The 6-9 Williams debated about
leaving for the NBA, but is back
after averaging 15.5 points, 11.2
rebounds and 3.7 blocks in 2004-
’05 while shooting 58.2 percent
from the field.

‘‘I had a lot of unfinished busi-
ness here at Duke University,’’ he
said. ‘‘I want to win a national
championship and that is one of
the things that motivated me to
come back.’’

Brown, a 6-0 guard, was also
considering a jump to the NBA
but broke his foot at a predraft
camp and returned to the Illini,
whom he helped to a No. 1 rank-
ing for most of this past season.

He was a second-team All-
American a year ago, after aver-
aging 13.3 points, 4.5 assists and
1.8 steals.

Morrison was picked on 45
ballots. The 6-8 forward has
become a bit of a folk hero in the
Northwest with his mop of brown
hair and strong offensive game.
He averaged 19 points this past
season on 49.8 percent shooting
while grabbing 5.5 rebounds and
handing out 2.8 assists.

The 6-7 averaged 18 points and
8.5 rebounds a year ago and at 250
pounds is one of the tougher play-
ers inside.

Coach Spurrier is always
on display in Gainesville
But this week, coach coming in person with Gamecocks

H
is Heisman Trophy is
displayed outside the
locker room. So are
photos of his six
Southeastern Confer-

ence championship teams and the
1996 national title trophy. His
name and No. 11 jersey are painted
inside Ben Hill Griffin Stadium.

Steve Spurrier still has quite a
presence in Gainesville. It looms
even larger as the ol’ ball coach
prepares to face his alma mater
and former team for the first time
Saturday, when South Carolina
plays host to No. 12 Florida.

‘‘He was a great player and a
great coach here, and great uni-
versities take care of their own,’’
Gators coach Urban Meyer said.
‘‘His stamp will always been on
this program and it always should
be. It’s certainly no one’s job to
try to eliminate that stamp. It’s
our job to try to go win an SEC
championship this weekend.

‘‘Every player would admire
what he’s done, just like every
player would admire what Woody
Hayes did at Ohio State, what
coach (Bobby) Bowden did at
Florida State, what Joe Paterno
did at Penn State.’’

Meyer, Spurrier and players
from both teams have tried to
downplay the matchup this week,
saying it is merely one story line
in a game that could decide the
SEC Eastern Division.

‘‘I don’t think it’ll be as big a
deal as people think it will be,’’

Spurrier said. ‘‘As I’ve said many
times, when you’re the play-
caller, the offensive coach, usual-
ly your mind is on the next play,
trying to find a good play, trying
to get your quarterback to maybe
audible or hit a guy.

‘‘I guess you guys have to be a
coach before you realize. Once you
spend a year with your guys and
your team, that’s just your team.
Where you were three or four
years ago doesn’t enter into it. You
try to live in the present, as most
coaches do and most players do.’’

Spurrier would rather talk
about snapping his current pro-
gram’s 14-game losing streak
against Florida.

The Gators (7-2, 5-2) want to
focus on getting back to the confer-
ence title game for the first time
since 2000. Florida can secure a trip
to Atlanta by beating the Game-
cocks (6-3, 4-3) and having Auburn
upset Georgia later that night.

Nonetheless, most would agree
that this game is about the coach-
es, especially Spurrier.

Spurrier already beat Ten-
nessee, and upsetting the Gators
would give him two wins against

the three teams that have ruled the
division since 1992. It also might
provide him with some revenge.

When Ron Zook was fired in fall
2004, most Florida fans were delight-
ed with the thought of Spurrier
returning for another term.

After all, Spurrier won the
school’s first Heisman Trophy, in
1966, returned as coach, in 1990,
and won 122 games in 12 seasons.
He received widespread credit for
revolutionizing the conference
with his innovative and wide-
open passing attack and led the
Gators to their only national title.

But the reunion never hap-
pened because Spurrier realized
that Florida wanted to go in a dif-
ferent direction. Spurrier with-
drew his name from consideration
and signed a seven-year contract
at South Carolina two weeks later.

‘‘He’s a great coach. He did a lot
of great things around here,’’
Florida linebacker Brandon Siler
said. ‘‘I never played for him, but
the things I’ve seen around here,
he’s done pretty good. Real good.’’

Spurrier nicknamed the stadi-
um ‘‘The Swamp.’’ He started sev-
eral game-day traditions. And he
was largely responsible for getting
the large replica gator head dis-
played outside the locker room.

‘‘The history of coach Spurrier
at this program, you can’t debate
that,’’ said center Mike Degory,
one of the few fifth-year seniors
who spent a season under Spurri-
er. ‘‘The thing is, coach Meyer is
here, coach Spurrier is over there.
The big thing for us is to downplay
that as much as possible and worry
about the game on Saturday.’’

He was a great player
and a great coach
here, and great
universities take
care of their own.

ARCTIC CHAR PAUPIETTES WITH LEMON SHRIMP MOUSSE
AND TOMATO BASIL BUTTER

Serves 4.
4 boneless Arctic Char filets (approximately 5-6 ounces each),

skin removed
With the outside of the fish (skin side) facing up, split each piece

lengthwise. (Thinner filets work best.) Roll each piece, starting with
a wide end, ending with the tail, and stand on end. Repeat for all
remaining filets.

LEMON SHRIMP MOUSSE
1 dozen U-15 shrimp (peeled and deveined)*
Zest and juice from 1 lemon
2 egg whites
1/4 cup heavy cream
Salt and pepper to taste
*U-15 is a size measurement that means there are 15 shrimp in a pound.
Place all ingredients into food processor. Puree until mousse aer-

ates (2-3 minutes.) Refrigerate mousse 20-30 minutes or until set.
Place stiffened mousse into pastry bag and pipe into centers of

paupiettes.
Place paupiettes on lightly oiled baking pan topping each filet

with a small amount of white wine and melted unsalted but-
ter. Season with salt and pepper.

Bake at 375 degrees for 8-10 minutes or until fish feels solid.
Mousse is ready when a toothpick inserted comes out
clean.

TOMATO BASIL BUTTER
2 ripe tomatoes
1/2 pound unsalted butter, softened
1/4 cup white wine
1/4 cup fresh basil, chopped fine
1 tablespoon olive oil
Split tomatoes. Remove excess juice and

seeds. Cut into small dice. Sautee tomatoes
in olive oil until all moisture evaporates.
Deglaze with white wine and reduce by
half.

Remove from heat. Whisk in softened
butter, basil, salt and pepper to taste.
Sauce can be made up to one hour
ahead. Store at room temperature.

MEATLESS ON THE MENU

R eader
ecipe

AS TREES SHED their leaves and the
wind picks up a chill, our minds
turn to woolen sweaters and blaz-
ing fires. We cover the patio fur-
niture, store the grill and move
inside. Cooler temperatures bring
us closer together and what better
way to heighten togetherness
than to huddle around a fondue.

Though not from France, the
word “fondue” derives from the
French verb “fondre,” meaning “to
melt” and it seems fondue has
down-to-earth origins as a tradi-
tional peasant dish. Isolated high in
the Swiss mountains during long,
harsh winters, villagers suffered
shortages of fresh foods. Many
times their larder was stocked with
only cheeses from their flocks, wine
and breads. Being resourceful peo-
ple, they melted hardened bits of
cheese in wine. This was then used
as a dip for stale crusts. The dish
eventually made its way from the
fields to the tables of nobility, prob-
ably through servants, where the
peasant ingredients were replaced
with expensive cheeses, fine wines
and freshly baked breads.

Bringing this savory dish to the
world has been credited to Brillat-
Savarin, a gourmet who escaped the
French Revolution in the 19th cen-
tury. However, it did not make its
way onto the American scene until
the 1950s when, after World War II,
soldiers and travelers brought it to
our country. Many sources date fon-
due’s real debut here to 1956 when
Chef Konrad Egli of New York’s
Chalet Swiss restaurant introduced
a method of cooking cubes of meat
in hot oil that he called Fondue
Bourguignonne. Since then, fondue
has branched out to embrace the
cuisines of many countries.

I love this dish and after sever-
al burnt, lumpy and stringy fon-
due failures, I decided to do some
research. There are hundreds of
recipes available online and in
books for all types of fondue rang-
ing from appetizers to main cours-
es to desserts. They run the culi-
nary gamut from lobster in brie,
to Asian hot pots, to melted choco-
late for fresh strawberries, to pep-
peroni pizza, to Mexican taco.

I also discovered some hints for
success. Use good-quality ingredi-
ents. When using cheese, always
keep it warm and bubbly and the
heat low. When adding and dip-
ping, stir in a figure-8 pattern.
The metal pots (only half filled for
safety) are better when using oils
and broth while the ceramics are
nice for cheese bases.

Many of the books also had sec-
tions on equipment, cooking
hints, and eating etiquette (such
as losing your “dipper” in the pot
means you have to kiss all of your
fellow diners of the opposite sex).

The closest fondue restaurant is
The Melting Pot in Pittsburgh
(www.meltingpot.com).

A word of warning: Fondues are
hot substances and, unless you are
using an electric pot, are being
heated over open flames. This
means they should not be in a place
where clothing can drag into them
or they can be easily tipped over.

CLASSIC SWISS FONDUE
1 clove garlic
1/2 pound Swiss cheese, diced
1/2 pound Gruyere cheese, diced
3 tablespoons flour
2 cups dry white wine or beer
salt to taste
1/4 teaspoon white pepper
Dash nutmeg
Dippers: bread cubes, bagel

chunks, seafood chunks or fresh
vegetables and fruits

Cut garlic into halves, rub them
on the inside of the fondue pot, then
discard. Place the cheese in a bowl
and toss with flour to coat.

Heat wine in the pot until bubbles
begin to form. Do not allow it to
boil. Add cheese to wine in small
handfuls, stirring after each addition
with a wooden spoon in a figure-8
pattern until melted. It is impor-
tant that the cheese be completely
melted before the next addition.
When all is melted and bubbly, add
rest of ingredients and serve with the
dippers on the side. Serves 4.

Arctic char is cool.
Besides being the
freshwater fish that

lives farthest north — some in
lakes within 500 miles of the North

Pole — Arctic char is gobbled up
by fine diners.

But now you don’t have to go to
icier climes or a big-city restaurant to get

Arctic char.
A couple of Morgantown chefs put it on

their menus regularly and, if you’re com-
fortable cooking fish, you can order it shipped

to your home by a company right here in the
state.

West Virginia Aquaculture is one of three com-
panies in the nation — the only one east of the Mis-

sissippi River — farming the trendy fish. The brand
is Isis Arctic Char and it’s sold in three forms: head-on,

gutted; in 8-ounce filets; and smoked.
“A brook trout is a char, so anything you can do with

a brook trout will work with Arctic char,” said Bob Burrell,
a seafood fancier and member of The Dominion Post Food Panel.

“Char is like a cross between a salmon and a trout in my
mind,” said Back Bay owner Chef Ken Shipley. “It is a very mild,

very nice-looking fish.
“It’s not something you get here in Morgantown every day so

the uniqueness of it is what I like about it.”
“It’s a cutting-edge fish,” said James LeFew, West Virginia Aqua’s

business manager. “It’s not a common fish like salmon, catfish and
tilapia.”

And those species aren’t interchangeable with Arctic char.
“They all have different tastes,” LeFew said. “It’s not an everyday fish.

Sales in Arctic char less than 1 percent sales of that of salmon.”
Just like anything else, species and availability determine the price of fish.

Expect to pay around $9 a pound for Arctic char.
Shipley said he runs it a couple of times a month on the menu at his seafood

restaurant located on the Mileground.
“I’ve had fresh before and I think the wild stuff has a fuller flavor than some peo-

fashioned hand-crank apple peeler-
corer-slicer devices. They seem a
complicated machine for a simple
process better done with a hand
peeler. Plus, I like peeling produce.
Get into a groove and it can be a
soothing rhythm.

Then my son came along. Such
Zen moments are hard to come by
these days.

As it happens, I own one of those
apple gizmos. It was a gift, the sort
you set in the back of the pantry
with every intention to give to Good-
will but never get around to. I’d
never used it.

That changed when I recently
contemplated how to peel the peck
of apples I’d picked earlier in the
week. That is, how to do it while
preventing my son from biting the
cat’s tail, climbing into the kitchen
cupboards and crawling down the
heating ducts.

Oh. My. God.
How did I live without this thing?

Intuitively named the ‘‘Apple Peel-
er Corer Slicer,’’ this handy device
peeled, cored and sliced a large
apple in under 5 seconds. Then
again. And again. And again. All
in less time than it took my son to
catch the cat.

I was astounded. Clamp it onto a
counter or table. Jam an apple onto

a fork-like prong, then turn the han-
dle. The turning action rams the
apple into a series of blades — one
peels, one slices and one cores.

Setup was as simple as clamp-
ing it down. Cleanup was even eas-
ier — just a quick rinse under warm
water. And according to the instruc-
tions, the device also does wonders
for potatoes. Curly fries, anyone?

So now I had a new gadget for
my kitchen. I also had a heap of
peeled and sliced apples. What to
do with them?

This time of year, applesauce is
always a wonderful choice. Noth-
ing smells better on a chilly autumn
day than a pot of apples and cinna-
mon bubbling away. And what could
be easier?

My recipe for applesauce is sim-
ple. Fill a large saucepan with peeled
and sliced apples. Add about 1/2
inch of water. Season to taste with
cinnamon, nutmeg and ground car-
damom, then cover and bring to a
boil. Reduce the heat and simmer
until apples are very soft, about 10
minutes.

Whatever you do, don’t add sugar.
Talk about ruining the natural — and
already extraordinarily sweet —
taste of fresh apples. I’ve never
understood this. Sugar deadens the
tart bite of seasonal apples, a bite
that’s necessary to appreciate the true
flavors.

For another take on (unsweet-
ened) applesauce, try this version

from Michel Nischan’s ‘‘Homegrown
Pure and Simple’’ (Chronicle, 2005,
$35). He spikes it with just a touch of
fresh lemon juice and toasted cin-
namon sticks.

APPLESAUCE
(Start to finish 35 minutes)
2 cinnamon sticks
2 pounds tart apples, peeled,

cored and sliced
2 tablespoons fresh lemon juice
1 teaspoon fine sea salt
Using tongs, hold the cinnamon

sticks about 1 inch above a high gas
flame and toast about 1 minutes, or
until they darken a shade and are fra-
grant. Alternatively, set them direct-
ly on a hot electric coil and turn
the sticks as they toast, about 20 to
30 seconds. Regardless of method, be
sure to wear oven mitts.

Juice 3 cups of the apples in a
juicer, producing about 2/3 cup of
juice and 1/3 to 1/2 cup of pulp. (If you
don’t have a juicer, use 2/3 cup fresh-
ly pressed apple juice or cider and
only 1 1/4 pounds of apples.)

In a nonreactive saucepan, com-
bine the remaining apples, juice,
pulp, cinnamon sticks, lemon juice
and salt and bring to a simmer
over a medium flame. Reduce to
low, partially cover and cook, stir-
ring often, for about 30 minutes,
or until the apples are tender and
have broken down to a saucelike
consistency.

Remove the cinnamon sticks. For
a smoother consistency, process the
applesauce in a food processor.

Makes about 2 cups.

ple would have” it be, Shipley said.
“That’s why farm-raised works so
well, it’s so mild. Most people prefer
milder stuff.”

Back Bay serves it pan-sauteed,
broiled, blackened and in several
specialty dishes.

“We offer it anyway they want it,”
Shipley said. “We try to keep our stuff
fairly basic because we don’t want
to cover up the flavor of the fish.”

Burrell has also tasted wild Arc-
tic char on a couple of occasions.

“Farm-raised is never as good as
wild-caught (in any fish) but this
was not bland like farm-raised rain-
bow trout,” Burrell said. “It had a
nice reddish-pink color and the qual-
ity was fresh, not ‘fishy.’”

“It’s very versatile — pan-sear,
grill, broil — you can do anything
with it,” said Eric Durst, executive
chef at the Glasshouse Grille, locat-
ed in Seneca Center on Beechurst
Avenue. “It’s pretty much an all-
around fish.”

A popular way they serve it is
grilled atop cold salads, but they
also dress it up with cream sauces,
salsas and relishes for sturdier meals.

Burrell said it’s just as easy to
make it at home.

Burrell tried some Isis Arctic
Char recently. He skinned two of
the filets for a meal (which was easy,
he said), blotted them with paper
towels and lightly floured them. He
then fried them in a mixture of
bacon grease and butter.

“Excellent.”
He shared a smoked sample and

a whole poached fish at a food panel
meeting.

To prepare his offering, he placed
two filets from a whole fish in a
poacher, covered with courtbouillon
(a spicy tomato and roux-based
sauce), added two bay leaves and
poached for 20 minutes at 350 degrees
and drained.

It was well-received, but some of
the members were divided by per-
sonal cooking habits.

“I’d try it at home,” Karla Gall
said.

“I’d let Back Bay do it,” Heidi
Sayut said.

The easy-to-prepare fish has other
advantages, Burrell said. It’s “sus-
tainable yield because there are no wild
stocks to deplete” and it’s “an Amer-
ican (a West Virginian!) product.”

It’s a West Virginia product (they
bring the eggs in from Canada) that
also addresses a state problem: what
to do with reclaimed mine lands.

Built on a former mining site,
the company’s production facility
takes advantage of cold, clear water
supplied by nearby underground
mines, which creates an ideal envi-
ronment for hatching and growing,
said West Virginia Aqua business
manager James LeFew. The fish is
free of mercury and other pollution
because it’s grown in a computer-con-
trolled environment. 

POTATO-CRUSTED ARCTIC
CHAR WITH ROASTED CORN

AND LEEK RAGOUT
For the char:

1 each Idaho potato
1 filet Isis Arctic Char
6 tablespoons unsalted butter
Kosher salt
freshly ground pepper
Peel potato and shred on the large

holes of a box grater. Melt butter in
cast-iron pan over medium heat.
Squeeze all liquid out of potato and
pack half or it onto the flesh side of
the char. Season with salt and pepper.

(By squeezing as much liquid as
possible out of the potato, it allows
the potato to achieve a crisp, golden
crust on the outside while main-
taining a nice soft texture in the
center. Do not be afraid to use liberal
amounts of butter — it will give the

dish a more uniform crispness. If fat
content is a concern, a similar effect
can be achieved by using a Teflon pan
and a small amount of butter.)

Place the fish in the pan and fry
for about 5 minutes or until golden
brown. While the char is cooking,
add the remaining potato to the
skin side of the char and season
with salt and pepper. When the
edges of the potato begin to appear
golden brown it is time to carefully
turn the fish. Add more butter if
necessary and cook for an addi-
tional five minutes.

For the ragout:
1 ear corn on the cob
2 leeks, white parts only, sliced

thin on bias and washed thoroughly
2 cloves garlic, finely minced
8 ounces heavy whipping cream
2 tablespoons unsalted butter
Kosher salt
freshly ground black pepper
Husk the corn and clean the ear

of all silk. Grill over medium-high
heat until lightly charred. Set aside
to cool. When cool, cut the corn from
the cob and reserve in a small bowl.

Melt butter in a medium sauce
pan over low heat. Sweat the leeks
and garlic until soft and almost
translucent. Add the heavy whip-
ping cream and reduce by half. Fold
in the roasted corn and season to
taste with salt and pepper.

The ragout can be completely
made and stored until ready to use.

Serve with a big buttery chardon-
nay from California and a fresh
green bean salad tossed with extra-
virgin olive oil, sherry vinegar and
whole-grain mustard.

Bonnie: General Mills seems
to be out to confuse consumers
with these new Total line exten-
sions. If you looked at all three
boxes at once, you would probably
think the three have significant
nutrient variations, specifically
in whole grains and calcium.

That’s not exactly true. Each is
an excellent source of whole grains,
meaning a serving of each provides
16 grams of whole grains, or one of
the three servings that our new
dietary guidelines suggest we con-
sume each day. Each is also an
excellent source of calcium,
although only a banner on the front
of the extra-sweet vanilla yogurt
cereal makes that claim. (Seems to
me that General Mills is trying to
create the incorrect impression
that the yogurt coating adds addi-
tional significant calcium.)

All are decent whole-grain cere-
als with 3 (the Honey) to 4 grams
of fiber per breakfast bowl and are
enriched with enough nutrients to
be like taking a multivitamin. If I
had to select from these three new
Totals, I’d choose Strawberry —
despite its slightly higher cost per
ounce — because it’s less sweet.

Carolyn: This is Total’s
response to Kellogg’s expanding
line of Special K cereals aimed at
dieters. I say that because the fla-
vors almost exactly parallel Spe-
cial K’s newer offerings.

As with regular Total, these new
ones are being marketed for total
health rather than weight loss
(which makes sense, since all but
the yogurt contain more calories
than comparable Special K cereals).

For all the nutrition talk on the
back of the package of Total With
Strawberries, it might just as well
have been called Total With
Antioxidants. As Bonnie just point-
ed out, the Vanilla Yogurt is being
touted for its calcium, although it
also has the best taste, for Total,
that is. The Honey Clusters flavor
is hardly any better than regular
Total, which, if you’ve never tried,
tastes like thickened Wheaties.

A Total press release says
Total Honey Clusters met or
exceeded the expectations of 99
percent of consumers. I’m in the 1
percent who believe 99 percent of
consumers are suffering from
way too low expectations.

GOOD SEASONS Bottled Salad
Dressing. Italian Vinaigrette
With Extra Virgin Olive Oil, Clas-
sic Balsamic Vinaigrette With
Extra Virgin Olive Oil, Creamy

Bonnie: I had always won-
dered why the dry packets of
Good Seasons salad dressing
mixes didn’t also come premixed.
Now they do. Most of the varieties
in this line start with ingredients
you might use at home, including
extra virgin olive oil, balsamic
vinegar and aged cheeses.

The Italian Vinaigrette, Sun
Dried Tomato Vinaigrette and
Red Raspberry Vinaigrette With
Poppyseed are modest in calories
and fat, with 60 calories and only 4
to 5 grams of fat per 2 tablespoon
serving. Most regular dressings
contain twice that. Unfortunately
these three are also the most
gummy and viscous.

I prefer the other three, and will
just use a bit less to dress my salad.
My favorite, and the most unusual-
ly flavored, is the Asian Sesame.

Carolyn: Good Seasons finally
has a ready-to-eat version of its
age-old packet dressings. That’s
the good news.

The bad is that these are just as
bland as the old stuff, premium-
looking bottle design notwith-
standing. The Creamy Caesar
tastes like mayonnaise, and the
Red Raspberry Vinaigrette has
the taste and consistency of sugar
water and tastes no more of the
promised poppyseeds than the
Caesar tastes of “aged Parmesan.”
(Note to Good Seasons label writ-
ers: All Parmesan cheese is aged.)

The other vinaigrettes were
nearly indistinguishable from
one another and other brands; in
other words, ordinary.

Take a chance on jicama — the crunchy vegetable with the funny name

Poor jicama. Like many of its fel-
low root vegetables, it looks seriously
unappetizing. Plus, there’s that wacky
name. (It’s pronounced HEE-kah-
mah.) So there it sits on produce
shelves, waiting for somebody to take
a gamble. It’s a safe bet. Beneath that
crusty tan skin is tender, crunchy
flesh that tastes like a cross between
celery, cucumber and water chest-
nuts, with a bit of sweetness and the
pleasant texture of a radish.

Once it sheds that curmudgeon-
ly skin, jicama can be the life of the
party. It almost always steals the
show on raw-vegetable platters;
guests invariably take a bite and
ask, ‘‘What is this!?’’, before grabbing
seconds.

A cousin of the sweet potato, jica-
ma hails from Mexico and South
America, writes Sharon Tyler Herb-
st in ‘‘Food Lover’s Companion.’’
It’s diet-friendly too: 1 cup has just
46 calories, plus 6 grams of fiber
and 180 milligrams of potassium.

Buying
Available year-round, jicama

used to be found only in ethnic
stores but now many supermarkets
sell it. The fibrous ‘‘hairs’’ and
lumpy skin are part of the pack-
age, but avoid any sign of mold or
dark bruises.

Storing
Store jicama, cut or whole, in

the refrigerator’s crisper drawer.
Wrap it in plastic if you cut it.
Whole, it should keep one to three

weeks; cut, about one week, writes
Aliza Green in ‘‘Field Guide to Pro-
duce.’’

Preparation
The skin has to go. Though veg-

etable peelers will work, a sharp
paring knife is the better tool. And
be thorough. You may lose some of
the juicy flesh, but better that than
biting into the gnarly exterior. It’s
generally a pound or two and decep-
tively large, so you’ll still have plen-
ty left to enjoy.

Cooking
Jicama is tasty raw or cooked.

Raw, it’s wonderful in salads. Cut into
matchstick size and team it with
orange segments, avocado slices,
salad greens and a citrusy vinai-
grette. A colleague likes to sprin-
kle raw jicama with chili powder
and lime juice. When cooked, jicama
has a potatolike texture, Green
writes. She suggests sauteing diced
jicama with carrots and beans, or
simmering it in stews as you would
a potato.

Newsroom ‘Murder’ hooks reader instantly

Margaret Truman’s ‘‘Murder at
the Washington Tribune’’ definite-
ly isn’t one of those books that take
awhile to get into.

It hooks the reader immedi-
ately.

Joe Wilcox is a 53-year-old police
reporter on the Tribune. He’s sort
of burned out and has moments of
depression. But he’s still a good
writer and craves one big story
that will make him feel better about
a career that has been solid but not
spectacular.

An attractive
young Tribune
reporter is found
strangled in the
newspaper’s build-
ing. A bit later,
another attractive
young woman, a
line producer for a
TV station, is found
strangled in a park.

This book focus-
es far more on Wilcox than it does on
these murder investigations. Wilcox
is upset by what he views as a dete-
rioration in journalistic standards,
that is, too much emphasis on celebri-
ty scandals.

He doesn’t want to write a story
mentioning that the murdered
reporter’s roommate worked for
an escort service, knowing it would
sully his former colleague’s repu-
tation in some readers’ minds.

But he feels pressured. The per-
sonnel department wants to dis-
cuss early retirement. A young,
bright, brash reporter gets under

his skin. His brother, whom he
hasn’t seen since childhood, shows
up in Washington, churning up
unhappy memories.

What’s more, Wilcox’s daughter,
a young and attractive TV reporter,
could be in danger.

His boss wants him to write a
big story about the killings every day.
But the police investigation is mov-
ing slowly; with only two killings, the
police aren’t suspecting a serial
killer.

This is the 21st in Truman’s
‘‘Capital Crimes’’ series. She
writes in an author’s note that
she always uses actual Washing-
ton locations and institutions in
these novels. But this time, she
says, because some of the char-
acters are unsavory, she decid-
ed not to set this book at either the
Washington Post or Washington
Times.

And, she adds, nobody who works
at either paper is a model for her fic-
tional characters.

ACCORDING TO the International Food
Information Council, the average
adult consumes approximately 200
milligrams of caffeine daily —
about two to three cups of coffee.
Since this legal drug is so widely
consumed, I had a few caffeine-
related questions for the experts. 

Is there any reason we 
shouldn’t drink/eat caffeine?

Caffeine sensitivity depends on
myriad factors, including weight,
gender and age. But most studies
agree that a moderate amount —
200 milligrams a day — is safe for
most adults. 

According to Michael F. Jacob-
son, Ph.D., of the Center for Science
in the Public Interest, “The biggest
concern is that caffeine may inter-
fere with reproduction. Women
who are pregnant or trying to
become pregnant simply should
avoid caffeine. The average person
shouldn’t worry about drinking a
couple of cups of coffee a day, but
those who are drinking five, 10 or
more should rethink their habit.
They probably are addicted.”

However Jonathan Scher, M.D.
a New York City obstetrician,
doesn’t believe pregnant women
have to give up coffee completely,

“Caffeine does cross the placenta
to the baby, but it is believed that
only very large amounts of caf-
feine may have harmful effects.” 

There are, however, other rea-
sons to avoid caffeine: It increases
anxiety and can induce panic
attacks. Some even experience Caf-
feine-Induced Anxiety Disorder,
characterized by severe stress, as a
result of caffeine. Another issue is
osteoporosis. “Caffeine increases
calcium excretion and could con-
ceivably contribute to bone loss
and osteoporosis,” says Jacobson. 

Will caffeine interfere with 
my sleep cycle? 

According to Herbert L.
Muncie Jr., M.D., professor of
family medicine at Louisiana
State University, caffeine can
affect your ability to fall asleep
but not your actual sleep cycle. So
why do some people swear they
can’t have caffeine past 2 p.m.?

“It’s probably psychological,
because it’s not physiological.
Also, those in their late 50s and
beyond start having more difficul-
ties with sleep and look for a
reduction in caffeine as their
answer,” says Muncie.  

Still, Harris R. Lieberman, Ph.D.,
of the Military Nutrition Division of
the USARIEM in Natick, Mass., rec-
ommends avoiding caffeine too late
in the evening. “I wouldn’t advise
someone to consume caffeine after
dinner, although its effect is primar-
ily determined by your caffeine
habits. Someone who drinks a lot of
coffee regularly will be less affected
than someone who isn’t used to get-
ting a lot of caffeine. But I would say
that three to four cups of coffee at 2
might interfere with your sleep at
11.”

And, according to Terry D. Blu-
menthal, Ph.D., a professor of psy-
chology at Wake Forest University,
Winston-Salem, N.C., caffeine “can
increase sensitivity to stimulation
while asleep, so that the person is
more likely to wake up if there is
noise.” 

Does caffeine enhance perfor-
mance during exercise 
or physical activity?

According to Lieberman, “There
is good evidence that caffeine will
improve your athletic perfor-
mance.” In a lab, a low to moderate
caffeine intake (two to three cups of
coffee) has been shown to improve
the performance of well-trained ath-
letes, so a little coffee might just give
you an edge. 

As for exercise, most studies
conclude that caffeine consump-
tion prior to working out seems to
extend endurance during moder-
ately strenuous aerobic exercise
and also to decrease the sense of
overall exertion. However, the
benefits may be reduced once a
certain tolerance level is reached.
Studies have shown that the caf-
feine improves athletes’ stamina
and endurance for long-term exer-
cises as well as their performance
in short-term exercise. However,
performance in very short-term
events, such as a 100-meter dash,
is not improved.

Does caffeine help you lose
weight? 

It’s a stimulant, and it makes sense
that if your body is stimulated, it
should burn more calories. Unfortu-
nately, it doesn’t work that way. It
may play a minor role in increasing

metabolic rates in first-time users,
but its effects become muted
through chronic use, according to
Muncie. And no, caffeine is not an
appetite suppressant, so it doesn’t
reduce hunger. 

Will caffeine enhance memory
or mood?

“Studies have shown that caffeine
does not improve memory, though it
can enhance sustained attention, par-
ticularly for repetitive or monotonous
tasks. There is a continuous debate as
to whether these mood or mental per-
formance changes are ‘real’ or mere-
ly due to a reversal of caffeine-with-
drawal symptoms,” says Lorenzo
Stafford, Ph.D., a caffeine researcher
and professor of psychology at the
University of Portsmouth, UK.

Is drinking coffee a good way
to sober up if you’re drunk?

No. “What you get is a hyper-
active drunk person,” says Blu-
menthal.

On March 24, 2005, Monongahela Power Company (Mon
P o wer) and The Potomac Edison Company (PE), each d/b/a Al-
legheny Power (together, the Companies), jointly filed an appli-
cation (Certificate Application) requesting that the Commission
grant a certificate of public convenience and necessity to con-
struct a flue gas desulfurization system, or "wet scrubber" (Pro-
ject) at the Ft. Martin generating station near Maidsville in Mon-
ongalia County, West Virginia (Facility) for the purpose of
reducing certain emissions from the Facility. The Companies in-
dicated in the Certificate Application that the financing mecha-
nism and the rate impact associated with the Project would be
the subject of a future notice of fining in the case.

On May 24, 2005, the Companies filed an "Application for a
Financing Order, Approval or Affiliate Agreements, and Related
Relief" (Financing Order Application). In the Financing Order Ap-
plication, the Companies explained that the financing for the
Project is expected to be in the form of an environmental con-
trol charge (ECC) on the Companies’ customers. The Financing
Order Application is on file with and available for public inspec-
tion at the Commission’s offices at 201 Brooks Street, Charles-
ton, West Virginia.

In the Financing Order Application, the Companies indicated
that the use of the "securitization" financing mechanism autho-
rized under the Act, including the imposition and collection of
the ECC, will permit the financing of the Project at a lower
cost than would be afforded by traditional financing mecha-
nisms or other environmental compliance options. The Compa-
nies represented that securitization is a cost-effective financing
alternative that will allow the Companies to minimize the long-
term cost impact of environmental compliance at the Facility.

Based on the estimated financing terms set forth in the Fi-
nancing Order Application, including and estimated fifteen-year
term for each of two series of environmental control bonds
(Bonds), the estimated ECC for the average residential custom-
er over the life of the Bonds would be approximately $2.35
per month. Based on current financing estimates, the ECC
would be stepped in, with the first installment of approximately
$2.17 per month going into effect after the first issuance of
Bonds in the fourth quarter of 2006, and the second install-
ment going into effect after the second issuance of Bonds in
the second quarter of 2008, for an estimated monthly total of
$2.40 for the average residential customer after the second
quarter of 2008. Calculated on a dollars-per-megawatt basis,
the estimated ECC for all customers over the life of the Envi-
ronmental Control Bonds based on these financing assumptions
is $2.21 per megawatt hour. The Financing Order Application
also provides the expected impact of the ECC for each of the
Companies’ respective customers classes based on usage lev-
els. The Companies note that several factors may require mod-
ifications to these estimates, including the timing, principal
amount, interest rate, and term of each Bond issuance, the
total financing costs authorized to be recovered with each
Bond issuance, and the composition of the customer base of
each of the Companies over time.

The Marion County Board of
Education will distribute a par-
ent activity book written by a
local author to every Title I School
family.

The book, “Show Me You Love
Me,” was written by Tara Koer-
ber, a resident of Kingmont, and
published by Beatify Books Inc.
The Marion County Board of
Education approved the purchase
of 2,600 copies, at cost, spending
a total of $7,800 on Monday night.

The money will come from the
Title I Parent Involvement Funds.

“It’s a compilation of ideas
encouraging parents to spend more
time with their children,” said Jim
Koerber, the author’s husband and
publisher at Beatify Books.

Children whose parents are
more involved will do better in
school, Koerber said. Encourag-
ing the bond between parents
and children is the book’s pri-
mary goal, he said.

Area celebrations set for Veterans Day

Turkey hunter Curtis
Wayne Davis Jr. of Morgan-
town faces his first day in
court Monday in conection
with the  shooting and death
of another hunter, Randall F.
“Randy” Hawkins, 38, also of
Morgantown.

The incident occurred dur-
ing spring turkey season
April 28 on King Knob, off
U.S. 19 and Little Indian Creek
Road.

The shot from Hawkins’ 12-
guage shotgun also grazed
Robert Thompson Jr, 35, of

Morgantown, police said.
Thompson and Hawkins

had been hunting together,
and Davis had been hunting
alone.

The hearing is listed as an
information and plea hear-
ing on the court docket, and is
set for 4 p.m. Monday before
Monongalia County Circuit
Court Judge Robert Stone.

Representing the state will
be Mon County Prosecutor
Marcia Ashdown and Assis-
tant Prosecutor Peri
DeChristopher.

“At this point, I can’t guar-
antee it’s going to be a plea,”
Ashdown said of the Monday
hearing. 

She said it is “premature”

for her to discuss details of
the case.

Davis has not been charged
with a crime, Ashdown said
Tuesday.

Therefore, court officials
said, there is no case file for
the public to view.

The incident was investi-
gated by the state Division of
Natural Resources and the
Monongalia County Sheriff’s
Department. 

In late April, investigators
said Davis may face negli-
gent-shooting charges.

A misdemeanor negligent-
shooting charge carries a max-
imum of one year in prison, a
$10,000 fine and loss of a hunt-
ing license for up to five years.

Double-dipping claims prompt police probe

CHARLESTON — A former
police officer’s claim that work-
ing outside jobs while on duty
was a common practice within
the Charleston Police Depart-
ment has prompted the mayor
to call for an investigation.

Mayor Danny Jones said he
has asked Kanawha County
Prosecutor Bill Charnock to
investigate James L. Nowling
Jr.’s allegations.

Nowling was fired in 2003
for allegedly defrauding the
police department by working
two security jobs while on duty.

He was scheduled to stand
trial on Monday on charges
of computer fraud and obtain-

ing money by a fraudulent
scheme but Kanawha Coun-
ty Circuit Judge Jennifer
Walker continued the case
until Jan. 30.

Nowling contends that he
was singled out for prosecu-
tion because he is black. He
also has filed a complaint with
the state Human Rights Com-
mission alleging he was fired
because of his race.

Charleston Police Chief
Brent Webster has said Nowl-
ing was fired because of the
criminal charges, not his race.
Webster was not the depart-
ment’s chief at the time.

Jones said he turned to
Charnock for help because the

city cannot get police payroll
documents for 16 officers that
the Human Rights Commis-
sion currently possesses. He
said he has asked Charnock to
subpoena the documents.

‘‘Even though most of this
would precede my tenure as
mayor, I can assure you we
wish to have no stone left
unturned in this investigation,’’
Jones wrote in a letter to
Charnock.

Charnock would not com-
ment on Jones’ request and
would neither confirm nor deny
an investigation.

‘‘I’d be glad to pursue any of
it, but we need names,’’ Jones
said.

CLARKSBURG — A Clarks-
burg man will spend 25 to 60
years in prison for six sexual
crimes against children.

When sentencing Richard
Smith on Monday, Harrison
County Circuit Judge Thomas
A. Bedell called him a ‘‘serial
child molester.’’

Smith, 51, was convicted in
April of first-degree sexual
assault, attempted first-degree
sexual abuse and two counts of
sexual abuse by a custodian. 

Those charges involved a 6-

year-old girl he was baby-sitting,
Harrison County Prosecutor Joe
Shaffer said Tuesday.

A month later, Smith was con-
victed of two counts of first-
degree sexual abuse involving a
7-year-old girl.

Shaffer said five years was
added to Smith’s maximum sen-
tence because he was convicted
in September of being a repeat
offender.

Smith also has a prior con-
viction in Texas in 1973 for sex-
ually assaulting an elderly
woman, Shaffer said.

Hmong immigrant gets life
in prison for killing hunters

HAYWARD, Wis. — A Hmong
immigrant convicted of murder-
ing six deer hunters and attempt-
ing to kill two others after a tres-
passing dispute was sentenced to
life in prison Tuesday with no
chance for parole.

Judge Norman Yackel ordered
Chai Soua Vang, 37, to serve six life
prison terms, one after the other,
guaranteeing he would never be
freed from prison. Wisconsin does
not have a death penalty.

Yackel described Vang as a
‘‘time bomb ready to go off’’ at
the slightest provocation.

‘‘These crimes are not isolated
acts, but a pattern of anti-social
conduct,’’ the judge said.

Vang, a truck driver from St.
Paul, Minn., was convicted on six
counts of first-degree intentional
homicide and three counts of
attempted homicide in the Nov. 21
slayings.

The homicide charges carry a
mandatory sentence of life in
prison, but Yackel could have set
a parole eligibility date for Vang.
The judge also sentenced Vang to
three concurrent terms of 40
years in prison on the attempted-
homicide charges.

Virginia hopes to market 
fox hunting to British

WARRENTON, Va. — Virginia
tourism officials hope to lure fox
hunters from England and Wales,
where the activity has been
banned.

‘‘It’s a high-end niche market.
That’s why we believe it will be
very attractive,’’ said Alisa Bai-
ley, president and chief executive
officer of the Virginia Tourism
Corporation.

Virginia tourism officials will
travel to Britain this winter in
part to see if package tours built
around fox hunting are doable,
Bailey said.

‘‘Folks who have fox hunting
amenities see this as a great way
to increase their revenue
stream.’’ Bed and breakfasts and
inns also would benefit, she said.

Decades of protests by animal
rights’ groups effectively ended
fox hunting in the United King-
dom last winter. There, mounted
hunts with hounds usually
ended with the fox’s death. In
the United States, however, fox
hunters emphasize the chase,
and try to let the fox go free in
the end.

Toll in South Asia 
quake rises to 87,350

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan — One
month after South Asia’s massive
Oct. 8 earthquake, the estimated
regional death toll jumped to
87,350 on Tuesday following a new
count of Pakistan’s casualties, an
official said.

Pakistani finance ministry offi-
cial Iqbal Ahmed Khan said an
assessment by the World Bank and
Asian Development Bank, work-
ing with local provincial govern-
ments and aid agencies, found Pak-
istan’s death toll to be 86,000.

India has reported 1,350 deaths
in its territory.

The central Pakistani govern-
ment’s official death toll — still
at 73,000 — typically has lagged
behind other estimates, includ-
ing those of local provincial
governments in the quake-
affected areas, who have been
reporting figures adding up to
79,000.

Saudis cited for denying 
non-Muslims freedom

WASHINGTON — The State
Department cited Saudi Arabia
on Tuesday for denying religious
freedom to non-Muslims and
found fault to a lesser degree with
other allies including Israel, Bel-
gium, France, Germany and Pak-
istan.

Secretary of State Condoleezza
Rice, who will be going to Saudi
Arabia at the end of the week as
part of a trip to the Middle East,
released the report.

‘‘Freedom of religion does not
exist,’’ the report said. ‘‘Islam is
the official religion and all citi-
zens must be Muslims.’’

In Israel, the report said, some
non-Jews, primarily Arab Mus-
lims and Christians, experience
discrimination in education,
housing and employment.

Assistant principal killed in school shooting

JACKSBORO, Tenn. — A stu-
dent shot and killed an assistant
principal and seriously wounded
two other administrators at Camp-
bell County High School on Tuesday,
officials said. The student was
arrested.

Assistant Principal Ken Bruce
was fatally wounded, according to
state Education Department spokes-
woman Rachel Woods.

Principal Gary Seale, who was
shot while trying to take the student
into custody, was in serious con-

dition, and Assistant Principal Jim
Pierce was in critical condition at
the University of Tennessee Medical
Center in Knoxville, hospital spokes-
woman Lisa McNeal said.

Several students identified the
shooter as a 14-year-old freshman.
The motive for the shooting was
not immediately known, Sheriff
Ron McClellan told WVLT-TV.

‘‘We don’t know yet. I have the
individual at the hospital,’’ McClel-
lan said. ‘‘These men are all fine
Christian men, and I am at a loss for
words.’’

No students were injured, Camp-
bell County Board of Education co-
chairman Homer Rutherford said.

‘‘It’s saddening. There has been
nothing this drastic in the time I’ve
been on the board,’’ said Ruther-
ford, who has served nine years on

the school board.
The school, located about 30

miles northwest of Knoxville, was
locked down after the shooting.

‘‘There’s traffic everywhere, and
there are people running up and
down the road,’’ said Roger Wal-
lace, a driver at a pizza restaurant
near the school. ‘‘There’s at least 300
to 400 people. You can’t see the end
of the traffic.’’

Wallace said he saw the students
being evacuated from the high
school and loaded onto buses.

‘‘They are searching each stu-
dent as they are getting on the
buses,’’ he said.

Courtney Ward, a 17-year-old
student at the school, said Seale
‘‘got on the intercom and told us
we were in lockdown. He was out of
breath, and you could tell some-

thing was wrong.’’
‘‘It’s scary,’’ Ward said. ‘‘You

hear about it happening, but you
never really imagine it happening
at your school.’’

The Tuesday shooting is the sec-
ond fatal shooting of a school
employee in Tennessee this year.

Stewart County school-bus driver
Joyce Gregory, 47, was killed as
she stopped to pick up a student
on her route March 1. Jason Cli-
nard, 15, is charged with murder in
the case and will be tried as an
adult.

In August a boy was accidental-
ly shot in the leg in a middle school
restroom in Sullivan County. The
investigation into that incident led
police to charge two students in a
plot to kill a teacher at Maury Mid-
dle School.

France declares state of emergency

PARIS — President Jacques
Chirac declared a state of emer-
gency Tuesday, paving the way for
curfews to be imposed on riot-hit
cities and towns in an extraordinary
measure to halt France’s worst
civil unrest in decades after 12
nights of violence.

Police, meanwhile, said
overnight unrest Monday to Tues-
day, while still widespread and
destructive, was not as violent as
previous nights.

‘‘The intensity of this violence is
on the way down,’’ National Police
Chief Michel Gaudin said, citing
fewer attacks on public buildings
and fewer direct clashes between
youths and police. He said rioting
was reported in 226 towns across
France, compared to nearly 300 the
night before.

The state-of-emergency decree —
invoked under a 50-year-old law
— allows curfews where needed
and will become effective at mid-
night Tuesday, with an initial 12-day
limit. Police — massively rein-
forced as the violence has fanned out
from its initial flash point in the
northeastern suburbs of Paris —

were expected to enforce the cur-
fews. The army has not been called
in.

Nationwide, vandals burned
1,173 cars, compared to 1,408 vehi-
cles Sunday to Monday, police said.
A total of 330 people were arrested,
down from 395 the night before.

Local officials ‘‘will be able to
impose curfews on the areas where

this decision applies,’’ Chirac said
at a Cabinet meeting. ‘‘It is neces-
sary to accelerate the return to
calm.’’

The recourse to a 1955 state-of-
emergency law that dates back to
France’s war in Algeria was a mea-
sure both of the gravity of may-
hem that has spread to hundreds of
French towns and cities and of the
determination of Chirac’s govern-
ment to quash it.

Prime Minister Dominique de
Villepin said curfew violators could
be sentenced to up to two months
imprisonment, adding that restor-
ing order ‘‘will take time.’’

‘‘We are facing determined
individuals, structured gangs,’’
Villepin told parliament Tues-
day. He vowed that France will
‘‘guarantee public order to all of
our citizens.’’

Nationwide, vandals overnight
burned 1,173 cars, compared to
1,408 vehicles Sunday to Monday,
police said. A total of 330 people
were arrested, down from 395 the
night before.

The violence erupted Oct. 27
as a localized riot in a northeast
Paris suburb angry about the acci-
dental deaths of two teenagers, of
Mauritanian and Tunisian descent,
who were electrocuted while hid-
ing from police in a power sub-
station.

Vietnam confirms 
42nd bird-flu death

HANOI, Vietnam — Vietnam,
the country hit hardest by bird
flu, reported another death Tues-
day, and the Swiss maker of Tam-
iflu said it had stopped selling the
antiviral drug in China and was
turning over supplies to the gov-
ernment.

Tamiflu is one of few drugs
believed to be effective against
bird flu. In the event of a possible
human flu pandemic, ‘‘the gov-
ernment is in the best position to
handle rapid response and dis-
tribution,’’ the Chinese arm of
Roche Holding AG said in a state-
ment.

The company did not say how
much Tamiflu it turned over or
whether it would be compensated.

Concerns that private suppliers
might be hoarding Tamiflu have
led Roche to limit sales in other
countries, including the United
States, Switzerland, Germany and
Canada.

China has reported no human
infections of the virulent H5N1
strain of the virus, which has killed
at least 63 people elsewhere in
Asia. However, health officials
say a case is inevitable if China
can’t stop repeated outbreaks in
poultry.

Vietnam confirmed that a 35-
year-old man who died Oct. 29 had
contracted bird flu. The man was
admitted to a Hanoi hospital four
days after his family bought a pre-
pared chicken from a market near
his house.

The case, the first in three

months in Vietnam, raised the
country’s death toll to 42, the high-
est of any nation.

Vietnam will launch large-scale
drills in the second half of Novem-
ber to test the country’s pandem-
ic readiness, said health ministry
spokesman Pham Tuan Hung. The
drills will include treating patients,
disinfecting the environment and
operating mobile units.

China’s government ordered
local officials to step up efforts to
prevent human infections and
preparations to treat possible cases,
the official Xinhua News Agency
said. A day earlier, authorities
closed live-poultry markets in Bei-
jing and were going house-to-house
here seizing chickens and ducks
raised in private homes.

In Geneva, experts at the first
major international coordina-
tion meeting on bird flu said a
human flu pandemic was
inevitable and urged countries to
draw up plans.

‘‘We must wage a war on this
scourge,’’ said Bernard Vallat,
head of the Paris-based World
Organization for Animal Health.

Experts agree a global flu out-
break capable of killing millions of
people is a certainty. What is also
certain, they say, is that the virus
will come from bird flu.

Six months ago, fewer than 40
countries had a pandemic-flu plan,
said Dr. Mike Ryan, WHO’s direc-
tor of epidemic and pandemic
response. Now, 120 countries, or 60
percent of the WHO member states,
have a plan, he said.

The plans include improving
early detection of disease, increas-
ing the ability of hospitals to cope
with sudden heavy traffic, and the
stockpiling of drugs and vaccines.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I am concerned
about my blood pressure. I will be
81 this November.

It has always been 120/70. I vol-
unteer with the Red Cross. Three
weeks ago when they took it, it
was 154/80. Naturally I was upset.
The RN wasn’t concerned. I am
very active, on no medication
except Ambien occasionally for
sleeping. I never get the flu shot.

I had my yearly physical last
week, blood work and urinalysis
were OK, cholesterol was 222. The
nurse practitioner wasn’t con-
cerned. She took my BP twice
while I was there, 154/82.

Needless to say, I am concerned
and would like your opinion — I
haven’t asked to see my doctor inas-
much as I assume the NP is reliable.

DEAR READER: The current
recommendation for normal adults
is that their blood pressures not
exceed 120/80. Despite this guide-
line, I am content when my 80-year-
old patients consistently show blood
pressure levels 130/80 or lower.

Clearly, you have exceeded this
limit. What you need to define is
why. You and your physician
should address this issue together
in an attempt to identify why
your BP has jumped into the
abnormal range. For instance, is
your life more stressed? Are you
eating more salt? Have you

become less physically active?
Would you be helped by monitor-
ing your pressure at home? Many
patients exhibit ‘‘white coat
hypertension’’ in doctors’ offices.

Although there may be factors
under your control, you may be a
candidate for anti-hypertension
medication. You and your doctor
can decide on this issue if you
work together.

At 154/82, your pressure is not
in a danger zone and you are not
at risk for heart attack or stroke.
Nonetheless, the situation should
be addressed. In my opinion, you
need medical testing and, proba-
bly, close monitoring.

DEAR DR. GOTT: Just an FYI
regarding fever blisters on the
mouth. I have found great success
in using L-Lysine tablets — tak-
ing 1500 mg per week. Haven’t had
a breakout in a very long time!

DEAR READER: You’re cor-
rect. L-Lysine is an old-fashioned
remedy for canker sores and fever
blisters. It isn’t as effective a cure
as anti-viral medications but
when it works, it really works.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I have read
about your Vicks VapoRub for
toenail fungus. Does it also work
for fingernail fungus?

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WVU expecting a tough game
Rodriguez: Cincinnati Bearcats ‘playing with confidence’

The last time West Virginia traveled to Cincinnati,
in 2002, the Mountaineers escaped with a 35-32 victory
when Jonathan Ruffin’s 49-yard field goal attempt
bounced off the upright.

The missed kick gave Rich Rodriguez the first road
win of his Mountaineers coaching tenure.

The stakes are even greater tonight as the Moun-
taineers return to Nippert Stadium for the first time in
three years. Kickoff of the ESPN2-televised game is
7:30 p.m.

WVU heads into the final three games of the regular
season with a 7-1 overall record and a 4-0 mark in the
conference. The Mountaineers need victories against
Cincinnati, Pitt and South Florida to wrap up the Big
East title and secure a BCS berth.

Cincinnati defeated WVU, 15-13, in a turnover-
plagued 2003 game, at Milan Puskar Stadium, and the
players aren’t taking the Bearcats for granted tonight.

“Cincinnati is a tough team,” nose guard Ernest
Hunter said. “In the away game we played against them
they were relentless and they battled back.

“When they played us here at home, they didn’t have
any quit in them. They gave it their 100 percent best,
fought it out with us and they won. It was a well-
deserved win for them at that time. We know what kind
of attitude and game plan Cincinnati will bring.”

Cincinnati (4-4, 2-2 Big East) hasn’t played since
defeating Syracuse, 22-16, on Oct. 29. The Bearcats have
won two of their last three games to reach the .500
mark.

“They’re playing with a lot of confidence right
now,” Rodriguez said. “I’m very impressed with their
athletic ability. Their guys are playing very hard, and
we know it’s going to be a great challenge for us.”

Cincinnati linebacker Kevin McCullough was

named Big East defensive player of the week for his
performance against Syracuse. McCullough returned a
fumble 17 yards for the game-winning touchdown. He
also finished with 5 tackles, 11/2 sacks and 2 tackles for
losses.

The Bearcats boast one of conference’s stronger
rushing attacks. Sophomore Bradley Glatthaar has
gained 506 yards and scored seven touchdowns in eight
games. Greg Moore and Butler Benton have rushed for
273 yards and 260 yards respectively.

Cincinnati coach Mark Dantonio said establishing a
running game will be critical to the Bearcats’ upset
hopes tonight.

“We have to be able to establish a run game just
because that’s who we are,” Dantonio said. “We aren’t a
football team that can come back and throw 60 times
and be ultra successful. We have to be able to do a little
of both and stay balanced and keep them off-balance by
doing that. It will be a difficult challenge for us.”

Redshirt freshman quarterback Dustin Grutza
guides the Cincinnati offense. Grutza has completed
119 of 225 passes for 1,279 yards and eight touchdowns.

“For a redshirt freshman, he’s pretty composed,”
Rodriguez said. “The thing you worry about with a
young player is consistency: Can he play at the same
level every week? I think they’re more confident with
him every week.”

The Mountaineers lost true freshman tailback Steve
Slaton for the second half of the Connecticut game
with a right hip pointer. Slaton’s hip has improved each
day, but he was not practicing at full strength over the
weekend, although he is expected to play against
Cincinnati tonight.

Doing the commentary for the net-
work will be Dave Barnett, Craig James
and Holly Rowe.

Last year the Mountaineers found
themselves in a similar situation, need-
ing but one win in its final two games to
earn the conference’s BCS bowl bid and
it lost to both Boston College and Pitt.

Cincinnati does not figure to pose
quite that kind of challenge. A young,
inexperienced team, the Bearcats have
no true quality victories, having beaten
Eastern Michigan (28-26), Western Car-
olina (7-3), Connecticut (28-17) and Syra-
cuse (22-16). The losses are to Penn State
(42-24), Miami of Ohio (44-16), Pitt (38-20)
and Louisville (46-22).

The coaches
Rich Rodriguez is in his fifth season

as head coach at his alma mater. He has
shared the Big East crown each of the
past two years.

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From West to Big O, a rivalry goes on
Whether on basketball court or football field, WVU and U.C. must play

CINCINNATI
THE BEST THING THAT Happened out of the
defection of Miami, Boston College and
Virginia Tech to the Atlantic Coast Con-
ference was that it has forced West Vir-
ginia University and the University of
Cincinnati to turn
what has been basi-
cally a rhetorical
rivalry for more
than half a century
into the real deal.

The Big East,
needing to fill huge
gaps in its football
conference and will-
ing to expand its basketball conference
into not only the nation’s biggest, but by
far its best alliance of schools, rescued
the Cincinnati Bearcats from Confer-
ence USA.

In so doing it created a situation that
we all only wish had been feasible back
in the late 1950s when the raging argu-
ment in college basketball was whether
West Virginia’s Jerry West or Cincin-
nati’s Oscar Robertson was the best col-
lege player of all time.

Add to that whatever intrigue may
have developed in basketball when
West’s teammate, Gale Catlett, went to

Cincinnati in the early 1970s and revived
that school’s basketball program to a
level it hadn’t seen since the Robertson
era and just beyond.

The plot, of course, thickened when
Catlett beat the NCAA sheriff out of
town to return to WVU to revive its bas-

ketball program to
heights it hadn’t
seen since West
was there.

When U.C.’s bas-
ketball fortunes
deteriorated in the
post-Catlett era, it
took yet another
son of the Moun-

tain State to rescue it from depths seen
only in nuclear submarines.

That, of course, would be Bobby Hug-
gins, who first brought success and then
no small amount of shame upon the pro-
gram during a long run that ended in
controversy earlier this year.

It is difficult to imagine just how
entwined the paths followed by Catlett
and Huggins became in recent years,
with Catlett scoring his greatest basket-
ball victory over Huggins to send his
team to the NCAA’s Sweet 16, then Hug-
gins being anointed as Catlett’s replace-

No turnovers key
to Pitt turnover

After a 1-4 start and what seemed to be
a disastrous season, Pitt at least has salvaged
something by winning three of its last
four games.

What did they do to turn things around?
“No. 1,” said coach Dave Wannstedt,

“we started eliminating turnovers. A year
ago we ended up No. 7 in the nation in
turnover ratio. That has helped turn us
around the last few weeks.

“The second thing is we eliminated big
plays on defense,” Wannstedt continued.
“You do that, make the offense go the
length of the field, and you have to improve.”

There has also been the matter of quar-
terback Tyler Palko settling in to Wannst-
edt’s system.

“He has gotten more confident,” the
coach said in Monday’s Big East coaches
conference call. “I think he’s doing fine. He
played well enough to give us a chance to
win at Louisville.”

Pitt played Louisville about even through
the first half, but Wannstedt believes the
game turned on the first two possessions
of the third quarter.

“They took the kickoff and went down
and scored. We got the ball, went to their
35 and came away with no points. That
was the difference in the game,” Wannst-
edt said.

Connecticut’s Randy Edsall, who plays
Pitt this week, says familiarity is helping
Pitt improve.

“When we watch them, they’re probably
a little more comfortable in their schemes
on both offense and defense,” Edsall said.
“Any time a new coach comes in there’s an
adjustment period. Dave is pretty much set-
tled in now and knows who he wants to be
on offense and defense.”

How to get better?
Wannstedt believes it’s crucial his team

make improvement in one area before it can
move up to the next level.

“Team speed from top to bottom,” he said.
“I am not pleased with our team speed.”

Mark Dantonio, a former defensive

coordinator at Ohio State University, is
in his second season at UC. He has won
11 and lost 9 and coached the Bearcats to
the Fort Worth Bowl in his first season.

nation’s best placekickers.

But Ruffin’s attempt to send the game
into overtime with 1 second to play hit
the left upright and fell to the ground,
securing WVU’s victory.

to WVU on the road.
The Mountaineers 108-109-11 on the

road in November and overall boast of a
236-161-19 November record.

Road success
WVU has had a huge season on the

road to date. The Mountaineers opened
up with a victory in Syracuse’s Carrier
Dome, a difficult place to win.

They then won a game at Maryland for
the first time since 1997 and added a vic-
tory over Rutgers on the Scarlet Knight’s
home field.

Wonderful Wednesday
The Mountaineers probably ought to

play all their games on Wednesdays,
according to the record.

WVU is 5-1 in six Wednesday games,
including the 1975 Peach Bowl victory
over North Carolina State (13-10), the
2002 21-18 upset at Virginia Tech and the
2003 28-7 home victory over Tech.

The only loss came in the 1997 Gator
Bowl when North Carolina beat WVU, 20-
13.

It took half a season, the first for
Dave Wannstedt as the head coach at
his alma mater Pitt, but the Panthers
are finally resembling something close
to what was expected at the beginning
of the season.

True, Pitt probably eliminated itself
from contention for the league’s BCS
bid with last week’s 42-20 loss at
Louisville, taking significant potential
away from the Thanksgiving night
game against WVU at Mountaineer
Field, but the product is improved.

“I’ve been pleased with our perform-
ance lately,” Wannstedt said.

Hard as it is to believe today, as Pitt
takes a 4-5 record, 3-2 in the Big East,
into Saturday’s noon home game
against UConn, the team was actually
ranked No. 23 in the preseason before a
humiliating home loss at Heinz Field to
Notre Dame, 42-21, started a disastrous
stretch of games.

What followed were disturbing loss-
es at Ohio and Nebraska, when the
Panthers allowed only 23 points, but
scored just 16. They handled Division I-
AA Youngstown State at home a week
later, but then fell behind Rutgers 27-0
in a 37-29 loss.

It seemed at 1-4 Pitt and headed to a
forgettable finish.

The Panthers saved their season,
though, by gradually making two
changes.

“No. 1, turnovers,” Wannstedt said.

“That’s probably the best thing our
football team did a year ago. We ended
up like seventh in the entire nation in
turnover ratio. We’ve gotten better at
that, and that comes not just from the
offense not turning the ball over, but
also the defense coming up with
turnovers. That’s something we’ve
turned around the past few weeks.

“No. 2, we’ve eliminated any big
plays on defense. When we do that, we

make the offense go the distance,
which makes it difficult to score a lot of
points.”

The Panthers won three straight, all
in conference play, to reach the .500
mark for the first time. Pitt was plus-3
in turnover margin in the streak and
allowed just 54 points as the defense
began to click.

Perhaps more importantly, quarter-
back Tyler Palko turned a corner with
the offense and began to play comfort-
ably and confidently in offensive coor-
dinator Matt Cavanaugh’s offense.

Palko completed close to 60 percent
of his passes for 579 yards and he
accounted for nine touchdowns — four
rushing.

“He’s doing fine now,” Wannstedt
said.

So, too, is the head coach, who
admitted he needed time to familiarize
himself with being in charge at the col-
lege level. After coaching as an assis-
tant at Pitt, Oklahoma State and
Miami, Wannstedt spent several suc-
cessful years in the NFL as an assistant
and a head coach. The period of adjust-
ment has passed now and Wannstedt is
beginning to understand some simple,
yet important intricacies of the job.

“Really, it’s been interesting to have
sort of a bye the last few weekends to
sit back and watch some other college
games,” he said. “To be honest, I didn’t
have a lot of time to watch many col-
lege games the past 16 years. We were
always in meetings or flying on Satur-
days. But now that I’m back in it, it’s
been real good for me to watch some
other teams, particularly teams on tele-
vision, the top teams, to see what they
do on offense, defense, special teams.
It’s reassuring, reaffirming: ‘We need
to do more this,’ or ‘We do way too
much of that.’ I’m trying to learn some-
thing every week now.”

ment, only to have that fall through at
the 11th hour when negotiations thank-
fully deteriorated moments before
papers were to be signed.

While all of this bickering about
Oscar or Jerry, Gale and Hugs, WVU and
Cincinnati was being carried on, there
were strong ties between the city of
Cincinnati and the state of West Vir-
ginia.

Many West Virginians had migrated
to Cincinnati, mostly setting up on the
west side of town, where they were often
made the butt of those hillbilly jokes
Mountaineers have come all too accus-
tomed — and tired — of hearing.

Indeed, you could sit in a tavern in
the Western Hills area of Cincinnati, the
area that produced Pete Rose, and hear
arguments drenched in Burger Beer that
carried long into the night over whether
or not West was better than Robertson or

whether Cincinnati’s or West Virginia’s
basketball team was the best.

If anyone settled such an argument it
was a basketball player named J. West —
Jarrod, not Jerry — whose miracle,
buzzer-beating shot banked off the back-
board in Boise, Idaho, and gave Catlett’s
team its journey to the Sweet 16 at Hug-
gins’ expense.

Outsiders can not imagine the antici-
pation that grew when it was announced
that the Bearcats were joining the Big
East and that Huggins would be return-
ing to coach the basketball team he had
spurned against John Beilein and his
heroes of the Elite Eight in conference
play.

In truth, as deflated and angry as
were Huggins’ legion of backers in
Cincinnati when the school’s new presi-
dent decided that having a basketball
coach who had trouble with the alphabet

in the wee hours of the morning was
rather embarrassing for a school of
higher education, the fans in Morgan-
town were more so.

In the shadow of this basketball his-
tory, what has occurred in football
slipped by us completely under the
radar. The Bearcats, of course, are not
supposed to be much of a match for Rich
Rodriguez’s Mountaineers, the series
between the two schools being as one-
sided as the 11-1-1 record indicates.

Yet the last two times these schools
played, in 2002 and 2003, each game was
decided by a missed field goal in the clos-
ing seconds. If the games weren’t ESPN
instant classics, they were both competi-
tive and intriguing to the point that with
a little bit of luck, the basketball bitter-
ness will allow this series with Cincin-
nati to replace Virginia Tech as a true
rival for the Mountaineers.

Injury bug
UConn has been hit hard almost every-

where with long-term injuries, but nowhere
more than at quarterback. Against WVU,
Edsall had to start a true freshman, his
third-string QB.

While last week Edsall was saying it
wasn’t making much of a difference in
his game plan, he now readily admits that
it has changed things.

“Quite a bit,” Edsall said. “What we
were doing earlier in the year, we no longer
can do. We started the year with a guy
who had a lot of experience in our system,
even if he hadn’t played much. He under-
stood the system from a check standpoint
and a protection standpoint.

“Now we are playing a true freshman
who shouldn’t be playing. It’s not his fault.
It’s just where we are. We try to give him
as much of a chance to succeed as we can
but it means we have hand to change our
protections and our checkoffs.”

Running back also has been hit hard by
injury.

“We’re down to two and a half running
backs,” Edsall said. “That’s all we have
and I’m not going to burn a freshman red-
shirt now. We’ll just have to alternate guys
and try to keep them fresh.”

Retiring No. 44
Syracuse is finally getting around to

retiring jersey No. 44, worn by Jim Brown,
Ernie Davis, Floyd Little and most of the
great Orange running backs.

In the past they had used it as a recruit-
ing tool, promising it to the great backs if
they would attend Syracuse.

“I believe it’s the right thing to do,”
coach Greg Robinson said. “I don’t believe
you can go anywhere in America; not on the
professional, high school or any level and
see where a number was represented like
No. 44 was at Syracuse.”

Robinson said it would not hurt his
recruiting by not being able to promise it
to a recruit.

“Just having the number retired is a
recruiting tool itself as opposed to put-
tung undue pressure on a player who had
to wear it. It was time to retire that num-
ber,” he said.

And no, Robinson said, his players of
today are not unaware of the meaning of
the number.

“We had Floyd Little come to speak to
them this year and they were spellbound,”
he said. “They know about the number.
They’ve seen enough of the videos and
heard the stories. They know what it’s all
about.”

A man who knows
Dave Wannstedt has coached in the

NFL, had himself a running back named
Ricky Willians, so he should know some-
thing about what it takes to be a running
back in the NFL and he says Michael Bush
of Louisville has what it takes.

“I expect to see him in the NFL,” Wannst-
edt said. “One, he has ability. With his size
and hands, he brings another dimension
with him. If a team runs a two-back offense,
he could play tailback. A lot of NFL teams
use one-back schemes and he has the size
(250 pounds) to fill that position as well. He’s
an every down back.”

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USC: The best offense ever?

LOS ANGELES — Sometimes it’s easy to forget what
we’re watching here.

This USC offense isn’t just the best in the country
this year. It’s the best of any year. This is the Secretariat
of college offenses.

A once-in-a-lifetime collection of talent so skilled and
so deep, there aren’t enough footballs to go around. They
can say whatever they want at Notre Dame, or Okla-
homa, or Florida, or any other school they care to men-
tion.

This 2005 USC bunch offers the sport’s first real weapons
of mass destruction.

Stanford’s poor, overwhelmed Cardinal found out for
themselves on a cool November night at the Coliseum, when
the No. 1 Trojans, on their way to their 31st consecutive
victory, coolly and methodically worked them over, 44-7.

And that was just in the first half.
The final score was 51-21, but neither that, nor the

fact that dream Dec. 3 showdown ‘‘of unbeatens’’ with
UCLA, disappeared in the warm air of an Arizona upset
really mattered.

This was a night when everyone was simply awestruck
by 30 minutes of style and precision from a team with a
Heisman Trophy winner at quarterback, his likely successor
at tailback, backed by an assortment of other blue-chip run-
ners and receivers, all of whom would be franchise play-
ers in any other program in America.

Give these guys a game against the 99th-ranked defense
in Division I-A, and it almost isn’t fair.

Matt Leinart went 20-of-25 for 245 yards and four touch-
downs, Reggie Bush rushed for 105 yards, a 10.5 average
and one touchdown and Dwayne Jarrett caught 8 passes
for 101 yards and a score, all in the first jaw-dropping 30

minutes.
And all apparently without even taking a deep breath.
Sure, the Trojans, deploying mostly second-stringers,

let up plenty in a second half when they had about as much
incentive as Terrell Owens has supporters at the moment.

And yes, a strong argument can still be made whether

USC or Texas is the No. 1 all-around team in the country.
But, please, Vince Young or no Vince Young, neither the

Longhorns nor anyone else this side of the Indianapolis
Colts can compare to the group Pete Carroll has assembled
on offense.

Let all the old-timers take their shots, too, from the days
of Blanchard and Davis at Army to the years of the Lattners
and Montanas at Notre Dame, to some of those wonderful
Woody Hayes juggernauts at Ohio State. Throw in the Bud
Wilkinson Sooners of Oklahoma, Joe Namath’s teams for
Bear Bryant at Alabama and those crunching ground
machines Tom Osborne used to produce at Nebraska.

They were all great offensively.
But none of them were like this. None of them had this

kind of balance, this kind of overpowering offensive
line. None of them could run and pass almost at will. None
of them had a thrower like Leinart, a runner like Bush and
a receiver like Jarrett.

None of them had a LenDale White as their other tail-
back, or a Steve Smith as their second receiver, or a fresh-
man as gifted as Patrick Turner begging just to get an occa-
sional pass thrown his way.

Norm Chow gained national attention for his play
calling in the previous three years for the Trojans. This
is not meant as a slight toward the distinguished gentle-
man who has since moved on to the Tennessee Titans, or
to Lane Kiffin, his young successor.

But you could call the plays for this USC offense.
And that’s why, nine games into another unbeaten

season, the Trojans, now a staggering 42-1 going back to
early 2002, remain the overwhelming favorites to become
the first college football program in history to capture three
consecutive national championships.

No one, absolutely no one, seems capable of matching
points with this extraordinary unit.

In many ways, West Virginia’s unexpected 1993 undefeated sea-
son was similar to the surprising Big East run the Mountaineers are
making this season and it was so in no small part because of Tom
Robsock.

Robsock was a starting guard who would be a captain on the next
year’s team, but his only contribution wasn’t made by blocking on
the field.

Robsock was from Berwick, Pa. He had a high school teammate
whom he had hoped would have gone to WVU with him, but that team-
mate decided to take the big time route and attend Notre Dame.

“I knew West Virginia was the school for me but it took him a year
or two to find that out,” Robsock said the other, moments after
hanging up the phone with that man, now a co-worker of his at Wey-
erhaeuser in Harrisburg.

That person is Jake “The Snake” Kelchner, who along with Dar-
ren Studstill, quarterbacked that unbeaten 1993 team.

Somehow Kelchner and Robsock’s lives have always been connected.
“We have three championship rings together,” Robsock said.

“We won the Pennsylvania state championship as teammates at
Berwick. We won the Big East at West Virginia and we won the World
Bowl at Barcelona. We won a lot of football games together.”

And today they work together in the same company.
It always seems to be happening like that for Robsock, some

WVU connection pops up in his life.
When he finished his career at WVU, he spent three years being

signed, cut and resigned by the Oakland Raiders.
“I think I was cut seven times,” he said, almost laughing at the mem-

ory.
Once, in fact, he was cut to make room for a quarterback. The rea-

son they needed that quarterback was an injury to another quarterback,
one named Jeff Hostetler. Yeah, that Jeff Hostetler.

Always WVU shows up in his life.
Robsock decided after football he’d coach and teach. He enjoyed

doing it, but financially it wasn’t going to get him where he wanted
with a growing family that would include his wife, Dawn, and
daughter, Arianna, now 31/2, and a three-month old son, Anthony.

That’s when he came across Tom Hamilton, who is now his boss.
You guessed it. Tom Hamilton played at WVU and lettered in 1985

as an offensive tackle.
“He discovered me at an alumni golf outing about 41/2 years

ago,” Robsock recalled.
Hamilton offered him a job and that led to Robsock getting Kelch-

ner involved in the forest product company, where they both act as
sales representatives now.

While he had a shot at professional football, Robsock admits the
college experience was something special.

“The game changes from spirit and emotion to more businesslike
when you play professionally,” he said. “I get a kick of out of NFL

fans. They love their teams so much, but with free agency there’s very
little loyalty from the players. It’s business and money. You have to
make your money because you’re career isn’t long.

“College was a lot more fun. You’re doing something you love with
guys who you live with, bleed with and sweat with. The beauty of our
1993 teams, for example, was it wasn’t a team full of superstars. There
was no Major Harris or Reggie Rembert or Amos Zereoue. It was a
team full of good guys.”

It’s something you never really leave.
Recently, for example, he got a new next door neighbor. Turned

out he had played college football.
No, not for WVU. Against the Mountaineers.
Nick Romeo was the starting center at Syracuse a couple of

years back.
“Of course, this year when the teams opened we had to have a bet.

I always have my WVU flag on my porch when WVU plays. Well, our
deal this year was if WVU won, he had to fly the WVU flag on his porch
until Syracuse won a game,” Robsock said.

WVU, of course, beat Syracuse.
“That flag stayed there a while,” Robsock said, laughing.
Syracuse has won only once all year.
