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Raese, Byrd both back Alito

As candidates line up to chal-
lenge Sen. Robert C. Byrd in the
next election, the senior senator

from West Virginia said Thursday
he will cast his vote to place Judge
Samuel Alito on the U.S. Supreme
Court.

“He will indeed vote to confirm
Judge Alito,” said Tom Gavin,
Byrd’s press secretary in Wash-
ington, D.C. “They met a number of
weeks ago for nearly two hours and
had a very good conversation.”

Morgantown businessman John
Raese announced Wednesday that
he will face off with Byrd in the

November election, should he win
the primary in May.

Raese sent out a press release
Thursday praising Alito, saying he
“proved himself to be exactly the
kind of judge America needs on the

high court,” and
that he would vote
to confirm the
judge were he a
senator.

Another Senate
candidate from
M o r g a n t o w n ,
Hiram Lewis, said
Byrd is trying to
distance himself
from liberal spe-

cial interests.
“He’s going to face a credible

opponent in this year’s election,”
Lewis said. “I’d like to think I had
some impact on his decision to sup-
port Samuel Alito.”

A call to Byrd’s campaign office
wasn’t immediately returned Thurs-
day, but his campaign press secretary,
Mark Ferrell, said Wednesday that
Byrd wasn’t worried about who was
filing for office, and was instead
focusing on “doing his job for the
people of West Virginia right now.”

Ferrell said Byrd has held hear-
ings about the recent mining dis-
asters in the state to prevent them
in the future.

During a speech Thursday, Byrd
criticized the manner in which
Alito’s confirmation hearings were
conducted, saying many West Vir-

CHARLESTON — Gov. Joe Manchin
III signed legislation Thursday meant
to prevent future tragedies like those
that killed 14 miners this month and
injured another.

‘‘We want to be the benchmark
everyone looks to when they mine,’’
Manchin said during the signing cer-
emony.

The Legislature passed the bill unan-
imously just days after a Jan. 19 fire in
Logan County’s Aracoma Alma No. 1
mine led to the deaths of two miners,
Ellery Hatfield, 47, and Don I. Bragg, 33.

The Alma fire came less than three
weeks after an explosion at the Sago
Mine, more than 180 miles away in
Upshur County, resulted in the deaths
of 12 miners. Authorities said one
miner may have died in the blast, and
another 11 died from carbon-monoxide
poisoning.

One surviving miner, Randal
McCloy Jr., 26, emerged from a light
coma Wednesday but still cannot speak.

Attending the ceremony were family
members of Fred Ware and Jerry Groves,
two of the miners who died at Sago, and
Bragg’s family.

‘‘Your husbands, your brothers,
your fathers will not have died in
vain,’’ Manchin said. ‘‘The sacrifice you
all have made will change mining in

Health authorities are clamping
down on a Thai teen fashion fad
— wearing fake orthodontic
braces.

Officials said Thursday they
plan to target those who sell and
make the pseudo dental gear
with steep fines and prison time.

Girls flashing multicolored
metallic grins are regularly fea-
tured in teen magazines as braces
have become more common in
Thailand, transforming the den-
tal gear into a fashion statement.

Rather than getting fitted for
the real and expensive option,
teens have been buying do-it-
yourself kits in stores and select-
ing colored rubber bands to match
their outfits or moods.

Rasamee Vistaveth, secretary-
general of the Consumer Pro-
tection Board, said the agency
was planning to sign an order
Thursday punishing sellers of
fake braces with six months in
prison or a $1,300 fine.

Police expect news on Chaplin Hill killing today

W.Va. State Police and the
Monongalia County prosecutor’s
office Thursday continued inves-

tigating the homi-
cide of a woman
whose body was
found this week
near Chaplin Hill
Road.

Sgt. M.A. Kief,
with the state
police detach-
ment in Mor-
gantown, said
troopers still
don’t know the

woman’s identity.
“But, I can say we expect to

know more Friday,” Kief said.

Danielle Taureane Hilling, 23, of
Sabraton, has been charged with
first-degree murder in the case.

She was arrested Wednesday and
remains incarcerated at North Cen-
tral Regional Jail without bond.

Thursday evening, state-police
investigators taped off an area
surrounding a house in the 300
block of Grant Avenue at the cor-
ner of Third Street. Kief, at the
scene, confirmed that the mea-
sure was part of the continuing
investigation into the killing. 

An unidentified officer said
police were searching the ground
level of the apartment house, but
police would not otherwise dis-
cuss details of the search.

State-police officers said they’d
been at the scene for about an
hour and a half before departing
at about 7:30 p.m. 

Mike Ulrich, a WVU student
who lives near the Grant Avenue
house, said this was the second
time he’d observed police search-
ing the property this week.

“They staked it out two nights

ago (Tuesday) and went in with
their guns drawn,” he said. “We
were freaking out.”

On that visit, Ulrich said, police
stayed till about 2:30 a.m.

Hilling’s preliminary hearing is
slated for 9 a.m. Wednesday in Mon
County Magistrate Court.

Troopers found the unidentified
woman’s body Tuesday on the prop-
erty at 42 1/2 Snowy Road, which is
off Chaplin Hill Road near the Inter-
state 79 Star City exit.

According to a criminal com-
plaint, at 6 a.m.

The complaint says Hilling told
the witness she was “burning items.”
Later, a woman’s body was found
buried at the burn site.

Troopers would not say who
found the body or if the body had

— 131 Springfield Ave., Apt. B.

LOTTERIES
ginians were “appalled.”

“I am a registered Democrat,”
Byrd said. “But when it comes to
judges, I hail from a conservative
state. And, like a majority of my
constituents, I prefer conservative
judges — that is, judges who do not
try to make the law.”

But Lewis said the most important
issue for him isn’t Alito’s Supreme
Court nomination — but to reverse
the trend of young people leaving the
state.

“You can use the U.S. Senate seat
as a bully pulpit, so to speak, to get
the state to pursue tax reform, work-
ers’ comp reform, legal climate
reform,” Lewis said. He said he
would work closely with state dele-
gations to create “a business cli-
mate in this state that can attract jobs
and opportunities for the future.”

Raese said he plans “to show
West Virginia and certainly the
American public that this country
can be great again.

“I think that today’s view of the
government, or at least the way the
government looks at the economy
today, is if it moves they tax it, and
if it keeps moving they regulate it,
and if it stops moving they subsidize
it,” Raese said Thursday. “I think the
real essence of putting America
back on top is to free the capitalistic
system from government over-reg-
ulating it.

Republicans Zane Lawhorn, of
Princeton, and Rick Snuffer, of Pros-
perity, both filed papers Thursday
to run for Byrd’s seat in the Sen-
ate. Lewis and Raese both filed
Wednesday, and Republican Charles
G. “Bud” Railey, of Bridgeport, filed
Jan. 12. Billy Hendricks Jr. is so far
the only Democrat to challenge Byrd.
He filed Jan. 9.

Morgantown resident and Repub-
lican George Johnson also planned
to run for U.S. Senate, but The Asso-
ciated Press reported Wednesday
he would instead seek a spot in the
House of Delegates.

Raese ran unsuccessfully for Sen-
ate in 1984 against then-Gov. Jay
Rockefeller, and ran for the gover-
nor’s office in 1988, but failed to pull
the Republican nomination away
from then-Gov. Arch Moore. He is
also a former state GOP chairman. 

Raese told The Dominion Post
this week that he wasn’t going to
spend a lot of money on his cam-
paign.

“I ran against Jay Rockefeller
and I think I spent $300,000 of my own
personal money and got 48 percent
of the vote. I ran against Arch Moore
and I think I spent $400,000 of my
money and got 47 percent of the
vote,” he said Wednesday. “As long
as you have enough to get your mes-
sage across, you don’t have to spend
big bucks. I don’t think it’s driven on
big money.”

The West Virginia Republican
Party isn’t picking any favorites among
the five Republican candidates.

“We don’t endorse anyone when
there’s a contested primary,” said
Mike Ankrom, southern political
director for the W.Va. GOP. “After the
primary we’ll be behind a candidate.”

Raese said he’s been in touch
with the Republican National Com-
mittee for a couple months.

“I think they think I can play
basketball better than Gale Catlett,
so I’m ready to go,” Raese said.

RNC spokesman Aaron McLear
said he could not comment on any
private conversations between Raese
and the RNC.

“I think John Raese is a highly
qualified candidate,” McLear said.
“We’re very excited that he’s decid-
ed to enter the race, and we look

forward to a vigorous debate.”
McLear said the RNC has not yet

endorsed any of West Virginia’s
U.S. Senate candidates.

“We’ll work with whoever
emerges from the primary to make
sure a Republican is the next sena-
tor from the Mountain State,”
McLear said. “Ultimately, this is a
race that’s going to be decided by
West Virginia voters.

“We’re confident they’re going
to choose a Republican,” he said.

While the RNC isn’t endorsing
a candidate, the National Republican
Senatorial Committee sent out a
press release Thursday detailing
positive media coverage of Raese’s
candidacy. 

The committee is dedicated to
maintaining and growing a Repub-
lican majority in the Senate, accord-
ing to its Web site. A call to NRSC
wasn’t immediately returned after
business hours Thursday. Sen. Eliz-
abeth Dole, a former presidential
candidate and Secretary of the Trea-
sury under Ronald Reagan, chairs
the committee.

Byrd, a Democrat, was first elect-
ed to the Senate in 1958 and is run-
ning for his ninth term.

Asked if it’s time for a change in
West Virginia, Raese said Wednes-
day “I’m someone who’s always pro-
posed voters’ rights across West
Virginia, and a key element of vot-
ers’ rights is called term limits.
Term limits are the most healthy
thing in any democracy. One of the
problems in this country is the fact
we have career politicians. If I’m
fortunate enough to serve in Wash-
ington, a key element of my serving
will be term limits.”

Lewis is a lawyer in Morgan-
town, and a Judge Advocate General
officer in the West Virginia Nation-
al Guard. He is a former Army
Ranger and served in Operation

Iraqi Freedom. He is divorced and
has a son, Zachary.

Raese and his wife, Elizabeth,
are the parents of two children, Jane
and Agnes.

The WVU graduate is a co-owner
of Greer Industries, which owns
West Virginia Radio Corporation,
limestone, asphalt and steel indus-
tries in the state, and West Virginia
Newspaper Publishing Corporation,
which publishes The Dominion Post.

Lewis said he’s looking forward
to the Republican primary.

“I think it should be a good, pos-
itive race,” he said. “I’m going to
focus on the issues that are impor-
tant to the future of West Virginia.

“I consider John Raese a good
friend and I look forward to vigorous
debate of the issues.”

The Associated Press reported
Wednesday that Raese and his wife
have homes in Telluride, Colo., and
Palm Beach, Fla., in addition to
their Morgantown home. They have
a homestead tax exemption on their
$2.9-million estate in Florida, avail-
able only to permanent residents, The
Associated Press reported.

Keith Appell, consultant to Raese’s
campaign, said Thursday that Raese
is a permanent resident of West Vir-
ginia, while his wife is a permanent
resident of Florida. He said Raese
votes in West Virginia and did so dur-
ing the last election.

“If people want to get into a debate
about who spends more time in West
Virginia, John Raese or Robert Byrd,
we are more than happy to have
that debate,” Appell said.

Raese’s daughters go to school
in Florida, Appell said, and one of
them has a special health need that
a school in Florida accommodates.
The Colorado home is their vacation
home, he said.

“John and Liz love to ski,” he
said.

West Virginia’s new mine safe-
ty law mandates that miners be
provided with emergency com-
municators and tracking devices.
It also requires mine operators to
store extra air supplies under-

ground. A Mine and Industrial
Accident Rapid Response Sys-
tem, featuring a statewide all-
hours hot line to trigger rescue
efforts more quickly, would also
be created.

Some companies already pro-
vide extra air supplies, but in most
cases, miners only carry canis-
ters that provide up to an hour’s
worth of oxygen.

Under the new law, miners
would be directed to the extra air
supplies by battery-powered strobe
lights, reflective signs and guide
ropes.

KILLING
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from point A to point B say they
cross the road between crosswalks
to reach campus destinations in a
hurry.

“Sometimes you think you’re
going to make it across safely and
then the cars come at you so fast,”
said Sara Huffman, a WVU junior
who makes the hazardous crossing
several times a week. For pedes-
trians caught in the path of speed-
ing cars, she advised: “You better
start running.”  

Pedestrians who don’t make it
across in one shot wait for a break
in the traffic on a narrow dividing
strip between northbound and
southbound lanes of traffic. 

The risks of crossing the busy
road are apparent. 

A flatbed truck hauling steel
headed toward downtown Mor-
gantown stopped alongside the
road divider Thursday to ask sev-
eral pedestrians who were cross-
ing the road for directions. Traffic
swerved around the stationary
semi. Other crossers, meanwhile,
were forced to take an indirect
path around the truck in the road-
way to get to the divider and con-
tinue on to the other side.

Morgantown Police records
indicate the roads near the cross-
ing have not been accident free.

Since 2000, there have been 18
vehicular accidents where Evans-
dale Drive meets Mon Boulevard.
There have been 137 accidents just
up the road at the intersections
of Mon Boulevard and Patteson
Drive during that same period.
Figures relating to how many of
those accidents involved pedes-
trians were not immediately avail-
able Thursday.

Not all students say the crossing
is unsafe.

“It’s not that hard to wait for a
clear spot. I’ve never gotten close
to being hit,” said WVU senior
Wade Alexander, who crosses the
road three to four times daily.
Alexander said he’d rather see the
university put its energy into fix-
ing hazardous crossing spots down-
town, rather than Evansdale.  

WVU Department of Public Safe-
ty Chief Bob Roberts said the uni-
versity is committed to improv-
ing safety at the crossing, though
expensive solutions — like build-
ing an elevated platform across
the road — would face financial
challenges.

Roberts said the university has
worked on fixing the crossing prob-
lem by offering a shuttle service
between the coliseum and Evans-
dale campus every 15 minutes.  

Huffman said she’s tried the
shuttle but it does not run often
enough to be convenient. 

industrial hygiene and safety man-
agement, made his presentation at
the board meeting of the Morgan-
town-Monongalia County Trans-
portation Planning Organization.
He said he was trying to raise aware-
ness of the issue and hopes that the
members of the MPO could help
make the crossing safer.

Klavan said that several hun-
dred students cross the road every
day to go to the Creative Arts Cen-
ter, the engineering building and
the PRT stop to get to the rest of
campus. He said that the crosswalks
at Patteson Drive and Evansdale
Drive are not convenient for cross-
ing the street from the Coliseum

parking lot.
MPO members pressed Klavan for

ideas on how to solve the problem,
and told him of several efforts under
way to come up with ways to make
the crossing safer.

Bob Roberts, director of the
Department of Public Safety and
transportation for WVU, said that his
agency is working on possibilities for
pedestrian crossings in several loca-
tions in the city.

Morgantown Mayor Ron Justice
said he hoped the students would
help advise officials about the best
ways to make the crossing safer.
He said that there are a variety of pos-
sibilities, ranging from high cost,
such as a pedestrian bridge, to lower-
cost possibilities including cross-
walk lines that direct pedestrians

more safely across the road.
“This is a very important issue,”

Justice said. “It’s very serious and
one that seems like we have some
movement on.”

Jonathan Lewin, president of the
American Industrial Hygiene Asso-
ciation at WVU and a member of
the Student Advisory Council, said
he would be willing to work with
WVU and MPO members to engi-
neer solutions for the pedestrian
problems. He said the members of his
group would be happy to take on
the project.

“We are more than willing to
work with anyone who has ideas,”
he said.

Since the MPO board did not
have a quorum of members, it could
not vote on any actions Thursday.

The board discussed a letter
from U.S. Rep. Alan Mollohan that
outlined possible funding for an
intermodal center on the WVU
campus. The letter said Mollohan
had been able to retain $5.5 million
of funding for a parking garage
and bus stop that would connect to
the PRT.

The board also talked about new
paving projects for the year and got
an update on the 25-year trans-
portation plan.

MPO Executive Director Chet
Parsons told the board that the
planning process was now entering
the third phase where consultants
and planners were looking for solu-
tions to transportation problems.
He said the plan should be finished
by fall.

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Seven children killed in crash

LAKE BUTLER, Fla. — Evidence
suggests that a tractor-trailer never
braked before it rear-ended a car
full of young relatives and shoved it
into a stopped school bus on a rural
highway, killing all seven children
in the car, state troopers said.

As authorities tried to determine
why the truck driver apparently
didn’t stop, the children’s family
tried to cope with unimaginable
grief that grew even more after
Wednesday’s crash when a grand-
father died.

William Scott, 62, ‘‘had a mas-
sive heart attack tonight over all
this,’’ Barbara Mann, the children’s
mother and Scott’s daughter, told

CNN on Wednesday. ‘‘I can’t deal
with it.’’

Four of those killed were siblings
— three of whom were adopted —
and the youngest victim, a 20-month-
old boy, was a foster child whose
adoption into the family was to have
been finalized Thursday. The two
other victims were cousins; author-
ities had previously said all seven
were adopted siblings.

Authorities were looking into
whether the truck had a mechanical
failure or whether its driver was
tired or talking on a cell phone,
among other possibilities, Florida
Highway Patrol spokesman Lt. Mike
Burroughs said. Also, a sample of 31-
year-old Alvin Wilkerson’s blood
will be tested for alcohol, Burroughs
said.

‘‘We want to know why he didn’t
see a big, large school bus,’’ Bur-
roughs said.

The deaths were a shocking blow
to this city of about 2,000 people
about 50 miles west of Jacksonville.

‘‘We’re a small community, close

knit and it’s just been real hard,’’
Union County Sheriff Jerry White-
head said, struggling to keep his
composure.

The children, ranging in age from
1 to 15, were the only people in a
car that Whitehead said was turned
to ashes in the wreck.

Two miles from home after school,
the children were stopped behind the
bus on the highway, where the speed
limit is 60 mph, when the truck
slammed into their vehicle. The car
and the truck caught fire, and the bus
ended up 200 feet from where it was
struck, facing the opposite direc-
tion, Whitehead said.

‘‘It was horrible. People were
screaming, children were wander-
ing around, two were laying (in)
the middle of the road,’’ said Joy
Clemins, who lives nearby. ‘‘It is
like they were walking around in a
dream.’’

Wilkerson, the bus driver and
all nine students aboard the bus
were injured. At least six victims
remained hospitalized Thursday.

Gunman seized after
standoff at Calif. bank

EXETER, Calif. — Ending a 10
1/2-hour standoff, SWAT officers
stormed a bank early Thursday
and seized a hold-up man who had
taken eight hostages with what
turned out to be a pellet gun.

The officers moved in after
using a pack of Kool cigarettes to
trick him into letting go of his last
hostage. They left the cigarettes
just outside the front door, and
when he let the hostage retrieve
them, officers pulled her to safety.

No injuries were reported.
‘‘This is a great ending for

everybody involved,’’ sheriff’s Lt.
Keith Douglas said.

Jess Martinez, 47, an unem-
ployed car salesman, was jailed
on suspicion of bank robbery and
hostage-taking.

Corrections officer shot
guarding inmate at hospital

HAGERSTOWN, Md. — A hos-
pitalized inmate grabbed a correc-
tions officer’s gun and shot him
early Thursday, then ran from the
hospital and carjacked a taxi
before crashing about 5 miles
away, police said.

The inmate fled on foot after the
crash in State Line, Pa., but was
quickly captured near a FedEx
complex north of Hagerstown.

Corrections department
spokeswoman Jacquelyn Lampell
said the officer was shot in the
head and was in intensive care

being stabilized before surgery.
She said the officer worked at the
Roxbury Correctional Institution,
one of three nearby prisons for
men that houses medium-security
inmates.

Details about the shooting
remained sketchy, but police said
it occurred about 5 a.m.

Washington Hospital spokes-
woman Marina Shannon said
patient care had not been affected
but declined further comment on
the gunfire.

‘‘Our first priority is to our
patients and our staff,’’ Shannon
said.

Experts project $337B
federal budget deficit

WASHINGTON — The deficit
will reach at least $337 billion for
the current budget year, the Con-
gressional Budget Office esti-
mates, and the deficit is likely to
go higher because of tax cuts and
new additional spending for hurri-
cane relief and the war in Iraq.

The deficit estimated by the
nonpartisan CBO was lower than
predicted by the White House bud-
get office, which two weeks ago
said the 2006 deficit would top $400
billion because of emergency aid
for victims of hurricanes Katrina
and Rita.

Deficits for 2006-2010 will total
$1.3 trillion, CBO predicts, but
such ‘‘baseline’’ figures may prove
inaccurate because of the rules
the scorekeeping agency has to fol-
low when producing its estimates.

Hamas wins landslide victory

RAMALLAH, West Bank —
Hamas won a landslide victory in
parliamentary elections as Pales-
tinian voters rejected the longtime
rule of the corruption-ridden Fatah
Party, according to nearly com-
plete official returns Thursday.
The triumph by the Islamic militant
group plunged the future of Mideast
peacemaking into turmoil.

Palestinian leaders, stunned by
the militant group’s sweeping vic-
tory, huddled to determine the
shape of a new government as world
leaders, including President Bush,
insisted Hamas renounce violence
and recognize Israel’s right to exist.

Supporters of the two main par-
ties briefly scuffled in Ramallah
after Hamas supporters raised their
party’s green flag over the parlia-
ment. The two sides threw stones at
each other, breaking windows in the
building, as a small group of Fatah
supporters tried to lower the banner.
The crowd of about 3,000 Hamas
backers cheered and whistled as

activists on the roof raised the flag
again.

Hamas won 76 seats in the 132-
member parliament, while Fatah,
which controlled Palestinian poli-
tics for four decades, won 43 seats,
said Hanna Nasser, head of the
Central Election commission. The
13 remaining seats went to several
smaller parties and independents.

The result was based on a count

of 95 percent of the vote and still
could change slightly, Nasser said.

Hamas won 60.3 percent of the
vote, said Ismail Haniyeh, one of the
group’s leaders.

Israeli politicians from across
the political spectrum said there
could be no relations with a group
that has been responsible for scores
of deadly attacks against Israelis and
is listed as a terror organization

by the United States and the Euro-
pean Union.

Palestinian Prime Minister
Ahmed Qureia and his Cabinet
resigned even before the official
results were announced.

In a televised speech Thursday
night, Palestinian leader Mahmoud
Abbas suggested that future nego-
tiations with Israel would be con-
ducted through the Palestine Lib-
eration Organization, a possible
bypass of a Hamas-led government.

‘‘We are going to reactivate the
role of the PLO,’’ Abbas said.

The PLO was founded as the
umbrella group of Palestinian orga-
nizations several decades ago, but
its importance has withered since
the establishment of the Palestinian
Authority in 1994. Abbas is leader
of the PLO, in addition to Pales-
tinian Authority president.

Abbas also said he would begin
immediate consultations to form
a new government but did not
specifically refer to Hamas’ sweep-
ing election victory. He said he
remained committed to previous
peace deals and the U.S.-backed
‘‘road map’’ peace plan, which
calls for the creation of a Pales-
tinian state.

Mexico cancels plan to give
border maps to migrants

MEXICO CITY — Mexico will
suspend its plan to distribute
maps to migrants wanting to
cross the U.S. border illegally, but
an official said Thursday the deci-
sion was not made because of
American pressure.

Miguel Angel Paredes,
spokesman for the federal Human
Rights Commission, said the gov-
ernment wanted to ‘‘rethink’’ its
plan because human-rights offi-
cials in border states expressed
concern that the maps would
show anti-immigrant groups —
like the Minutemen civilian
patrols — where migrants likely
would gather.

‘‘This would be practically like
telling the Minutemen where the
migrants are going to be,’’ Pare-
des said. ‘‘We are going to rethink
this, so that we wouldn’t almost
be handing them over to groups
that attack migrants.’’

On Wednesday, U.S. Homeland
Security Secretary Michael
Chertoff said the United States
opposed the plan ‘‘in the strongest
terms.’’ He said the effort would
lead more people to cross the bor-
der, ‘‘leading to more migrant
deaths and the further enrich-
ment of the criminal human traf-
ficking rings.’’

UN nuke chief has faith
Russian proposal for Iran

DAVOS, Switzerland — U.N.
nuclear chief Mohamed ElBa-
radei said Thursday he was hope-
ful that a Russian proposal could
help solve the international crisis
over Iran’s nuclear program.

Speaking at the World Econom-
ic Forum’s annual meeting, ElBa-
radei said he was pleased that
Tehran’s top nuclear negotiator,
Ali Larijani, on Wednesday called
Russia’s proposal to move Iran’s
enrichment program to Russian
territory ‘‘positive.’’

ElBaradei said he also was
encouraged that all parties still

were discussing a diplomatic
solution. His comments came
amid quickening diplomatic nego-
tiations ahead of a crucial Feb. 2
meeting of his International
Atomic Energy Agency, which
could refer the issue to the Securi-
ty Council. The 15-member coun-
cil has the power to impose eco-
nomic and political sanctions on
Iran.

Britain, France and Germany
have been leading efforts to get
Iran to abandon uranium conver-
sion and enrichment activities —
which it refuses to do. The United
States and European powers fear
Iran is using what it says is an
atomic energy program as a front
to build weapons.

Court: Companies must pay
damages over Agent Orange

SEOUL, South Korea — A
South Korean court on Thursday
ordered two U.S. manufacturers
of the defoliant Agent Orange to
pay $62 million in medical com-
pensation to South Korean veter-
ans of the Vietnam War and their
families.

The Seoul High Court ordered
Dow Chemical in Midland, Mich.,
and Monsanto Company in St.
Louis to pay the compensation to
about 6,800 people. It was the first
time a South Korean court has
ruled in favor of victims of Agent
Orange.

‘‘It is acknowledged ... the
defendants failed to ensure safety
as the defoliants manufactured by
the defendants had higher levels
of dioxins than standard,’’ the
court said in its ruling.

South Koreans made up the
largest foreign contingent of U.S.
allies fighting in Vietnam, con-
tributing some 320,000 troops.
South Korea lost 5,077 soldiers
and suffered 10,962 wounded.

South Koreans, Vietnamese
and many U.S. veterans blame a
variety of illnesses on exposure to
Agent Orange, including miscar-
riages, birth defects, cancers and
nervous disorders.

Brain-damaged girl 
moved to rehab facility

SPRINGFIELD, Mass. — A
brain-damaged 11-year-old girl
who was nearly removed from life
support before she suddenly
began breathing on her own was
moved to a rehabilitation center
Thursday.

Haleigh Poutre had been hospi-
talized since September with
severe brain injuries that author-
ities say were inflicted by her
stepfather and adoptive mother.

Less than two weeks ago, the
state Department of Social Ser-
vices won approval from the
state’s highest court to remove
Haleigh from life support, saying
she would never recover from her
vegetative state. But a day later,
she started showing signs of
improvement, and she was
weaned off her ventilator.

Now, agency officials said,
Haleigh can move her eyes
toward where she hears a sound.

‘‘There’s so much absolute
hope now,’’ department spokes-
woman Denise Monteiro.

Haleigh’s stepfather, Jason
Strickland, has been charged
with assault and could face a
murder charge if she dies.

Her adoptive mother was also
charged with assault, but died
alongside her grandmother in an
apparent murder-suicide about
two weeks after Haleigh was hos-
pitalized.

Intruders at arsenal 
may have been wildlife

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. — A
guard who reported a security
breach inside the nation’s second-
largest chemical weapons depot
may have mistaken wildlife for
human intruders, authorities
said Thursday.

The commander of the Pine
Bluff Arsenal said officials
combed the area but found no
footprints or other evidence of
human intruders.

‘‘There’s no doubt in my mind
that the officer saw something,
but it wasn’t human,’’ Col. Brian
S. Lindamood said. ‘‘At this time I
have no idea what it could be.’’

Lindamood said the officer was
patrolling inside a 500-acre secure
section of the arsenal where
chemical weapons, including
nerve agents, are stored.

‘‘He reported that he saw three
individuals on foot inside the
(secure area) and when he
approached in his vehicle they
ran into the woods,’’ he said.

Lindamood said the guard was
between 70 and 165 feet away at
the time and the area was bright-
ly lit. The guard won’t face any
disciplinary measures.

Judge, under fire, hikes
sentence for sex offender 

BURLINGTON, Vt. — A judge
who was widely vilified for giving
a child molester a 60-day jail term
imposed a new sentence Thurs-
day, increasing the man’s prison
time to three to 10 years.

Judge Edward Cashman said
he could now impose the longer
sentence because the state had
agreed to provide treatment to
the man while he is behind
bars. The state had initially said
such treatment would not come
until after the man served his
time.

Mark Hulett, 34, pleaded guilty
to charges that he had sexual con-
tact with a girl during a four-year
period beginning when she was 6.

At the original sentencing,
Cashman said the best way to
ensure public safety was to get
Hulett out of prison so he could
receive sex offender treatment.
Because the Corrections Depart-
ment concluded that Hulett was-
n’t likely to reoffend, he wouldn’t
be eligible to receive sex-offender
treatment until he reached the
end of his jail term.

Doctor who sold fake Botox
sentenced to federal prison

FORT LAUDERDALE, Fla. —
An Arizona doctor was sentenced
to nearly two years in prison
Thursday for selling a dangerous
bootleg form of Botox to hundreds
of physicians.

The scheme was discovered
during an investigation into four
near-fatal poisonings that landed
another doctor in prison.

‘‘This was all a big mistake,
which I so sincerely wish I could
undo, but I can’t,’’ said Dr. Zahra
Karim, 34.

Her husband, Dr. Chad Livdahl,
also 34, awaited sentencing later
Thursday for his part in the plot.

The couple pleaded guilty in
November to fraud and conspira-
cy stemming from the shipments
of botulism toxin to more than 200
doctors around the country.
Investigators said the couple
made more than $1.7 million in
less than two years.

Bush vouches 
for legality 
of surveillance
Domestic-spying program
under fire from Congress

WASHINGTON — President
Bush again defended his program of
warrantless surveillance Thurs-
day, saying ‘‘there’s no doubt in
my mind it is legal.’’ He suggested
that he might resist congressional
efforts to change or expressly
endorse it.

‘‘The program’s legal, it’s designed
to protect civil liberties, and it’s
necessary,’’ Bush told a White House
news conference.

Democrats have accused the pres-
ident of breaking the law in allowing
eavesdropping on overseas commu-
nications to and from U.S. residents,
and even some members of his own
party have questioned the practice.

It was the president’s first full-
scale news conference of the new
year, and the 10th since he was re-
elected in 2004. He previewed his
upcoming State of the Union address
and fielded questions on former
lobbyist Jack Abramoff, the stunning
victory of the radical group Hams in
Palestinian elections and the admin-
istration’s cooperation with Con-
gress on its investigation of Hur-
ricane Katrina.

Asked if he would support efforts
in Congress to spell out his author-
ity to continue the eavesdropping
program, Bush cited what he said was
the extreme delicacy of the operation.

‘‘But it’s important for people to
understand that this program is so
sensitive and so important that if
information gets out to how we run
it or how we operate it, it’ll help
the enemy,’’ he said. ‘‘Why tell the
enemy what we’re doing?’’

‘‘We’ll listen to ideas. If the
attempt to write law is likely to
expose the nature of the program, I’ll
resist it,’’ the president said.

U.S. military releases Iraqi women

BAGHDAD, Iraq — The U.S.
military released five Iraqi women
detainees Thursday, a move

demanded by
the kidnappers
of an Ameri-
can reporter to
spare her life,
but an official
said the
release was
coincidental.

The women
were freed
from U.S. cus-
tody and deliv-
ered to the
home of a
senior Sunni
Arab politi-
cian in Bagh-
dad, where
they were
returned to
their families,
according to
an The Asso-

ciated Press photographer at the
scene. They were later driven away
in taxis.

Armed men who abducted Jill
Carroll on Jan. 7 in Baghdad have

threatened to kill the freelance
reporter for the Christian Science
Monitor unless all Iraqi women
prisoners were freed.

David Cook, the Washington
bureau chief for the Christian Sci-
ence Monitor, said: ‘‘We’ve seen
the reports. We’re waiting to see if
there are hopeful developments
in Iraq.’’

An Iraq Interior Ministry offi-
cial said the releases could help
free Carroll.

‘‘Any announcement may not
benefit the case because of its sen-
sitivity, but we can say, God will-

ing, that she will be released,’’
Maj. Gen. Hussein Ali Kamal, the
ministry’s head of intelligence,
told The Associated Press. ‘‘The
release of the five Iraqi women
might assist in releasing Carroll.’’

The U.S. military announced
earlier that the women would be
freed as part of a group of about 420
Iraqis to be released Thursday and
Friday from military custody after
reviews of their cases determined
there was no reason to detain them
further.

The military had confirmed it
was holding nine Iraqi women.

The fate of the remaining four was
not immediately clear. Another
two women were detained Wednes-
day in the northern city of Mosul
for alleged insurgent activities,
the military said Thursday.

Meanwhile, two U.S. soldiers
were killed in separate attacks
Wednesday. One was killed and
another wounded by a roadside
bomb blast south of Baghdad,
while a soldier assigned to U.S.
Marines operating in western
Iraq died from wounds sustained
by a rocket attack on his vehicle
near Ramadi.

DIWANIYAH, Iraq — The top
U.S. general in Iraq acknowl-
edged Thursday that American
forces in this country are
‘‘stretched,’’ but he said he will
recommend withdrawals based
only on operational needs.

Gen. George Casey told
reporters he had discussed the
issue with Gen. Peter J. Schoomak-
er on Wednesday and that the
Army chief of staff said he can
still sustain the mission in Iraq.

‘‘The forces are stretched ...
and I don’t think there’s any ques-

tion of that,’’ Casey said. ‘‘But the
Army has been for the last sever-
al years going through a modern-
ization strategy that will produce
more units and more ready units.’’

He reiterated he would only
recommend reductions in the
more than 130,000-strong U.S.
military presence in Iraq based
on the situation on the ground.

On Tuesday, The Associated
Press reported that an unre-
leased study conducted for the
Pentagon said the Army was
being overextended because of
the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan,

and may not be able to retain
and recruit enough troops to
defeat the insurgency in Iraq.

A day later, Secretary of
Defense Donald Rumsfeld dis-
puted that, asserting that ‘‘the
force is not broken.’’

Casey spoke after attending a
ceremony in which Polish troops
transferred leadership of the
south-central region of Iraq to
Iraqi forces, the first such han-
dover since the war began in 2003.
He rejected the idea that early
troop withdrawals came because
of strain on the military.

U.S. general:  Forces ‘stretched’ but mission will continue

Chicago officials angry suburb will benefit from Wal-Mart the city rejected

EVERGREEN PARK, Ill. —
After Chicago rejected Wal-Mart
Inc.’s proposal to open a store on the
city’s South Side, the retailer will
open one Friday just outside city
limits — leaving city officials shak-
ing their heads at the prospect of
hundreds of workers and count-
less shoppers flocking to this tiny
suburb.

‘‘It makes you go ballistic,’’ said

Alderman Howard Brookins, Jr.,
who pushed unsuccessfully for a
Wal-Mart in his ward. ‘‘When you
look at the revenue stream that
we’re losing and the property taxes
and sales taxes there and you look
at the opportunity, we’re not going
to stop these people from going to
shop at Wal-Mart.’’

Brookins lamented the news
from Wal-Mart that of the 25,000
applicants — a record number,

according to the retailer — for
about 350 jobs, all but 500 were
Chicago residents. Further, he said
he has no doubt that when the
store opens, most shoppers will
be Chicagoans, too.

The store is just across the street
from Chicago’s city limits.

‘‘Those people don’t distinguish
that when they cross Western
(Avenue) they’re in Evergreen
Park. It’s not like it’s the Berlin

Wall,’’ Brookins said.
Wal-Mart spokesman John Bisio

was careful about gloating over
the number of job applicants for the
store that’s just a few miles from the
proposed store on Chicago’s South
Side. He stressed that plans to
build in Evergreen Park were in the
works before Brookins’ proposal
stalled 18 months ago because other
alderman would not support his
request for a zoning change.

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Morgantown Police still don’t
know how a Morgantown man
died Nov. 29 in a Suncrest house
fire.

“We haven’t gotten back that
result yet,”  said Morgantown
Police Sgt. Harold Sperringer. “We
are still waiting on lab results
from the autopsy, and that could
take weeks.

The body of James A. Michael
was sent to the state medical exam-
iner’s officer in Charleston in late
November after Morgantown fire-
fighters discovered his body in his
bedroom at 545 Killarney Drive.

Sperringer said officers continue
to investigate the cause of the fire.
He said police are waiting on results
from Charleston’s lab.

“We’re waiting on various things
including autopsy results and items
that were taken from the scene — evi-
dence that would support or dis-
prove if the fire was arson.

“At this point, I can’t say if it
was arson or not. That’s why we’re
waiting on the lab. But I can say
there is nothing really overly sus-
picious at this point,” he said. “We
hope to solve this soon, but we just
have to wait for now.” 

Last month, officials from the
Morgantown Police Crime Scene
Unit, Morgantown Fire Department,
State Medical Examiners Office and
City Fire Marshal’s office revisited
the Michael home to collect evi-
dence.

Morgantown Police have said
that Michael — the 33-year-old
president and CEO of Mountaineer
Home Medical in Morgantown —
was still in bed when his wife,
Shelly Michael, left the house for
work at 6 a.m.

Cress also said the fire doesn’t
appear to be suspicious.

DETROIT (AP) — General Motors
Corp., which is planning big job
cuts and plant closings as it fights to
avoid bankruptcy, said Thursday
it lost $4.8 billion in the fourth quar-
ter and $8.6 billion in all of 2005,
dragged down by losses in its North
American division.

The loss amounts to $8.45 per
share for the quarter and $15.13 per
share for the year.

GM’s fourth-quarter loss com-
pares to a loss of $99 million, or 18 cents
per share, in the October-December

period of 2004. It was the automaker’s
fifth straight quarterly loss.

Revenue was $51.2 billion for the
quarter, down slightly from $51.4
billion a year ago. Full-year rev-
enue was $192.6 billion, down slight-
ly from $193.5 billion in 2004.

Shares of the world’s largest
automaker fell $1.26, or 5.3 percent,
to $22.59 in early New York Stock
Exchange trading after the news.

Excluding special items, GM said
it lost $1.2 billion, or $2.09 per share,
in the latest quarter, compared to

adjusted earnings of $726 million, or
$1.28 per share, in the fourth quar-
ter of 2004.

Special items included one-time
restructuring costs of $1.3 billion
in North America and a $2.3 billion
charge associated with benefits at
Delphi Corp., GM’s former parts
division, which filed for bankrupt-
cy last fall. GM said it expects to
spend between $3.6 billion and $12 bil-
lion on benefits that were promised
to Delphi workers.

Excluding items for the entire

year, the company reported a loss of
$3.4 billion, or $5.99 per share, com-
pared with an adjusted 2004 profit of
$3.6 billion, or $6.37 per share.

Wall Street analysts were expect-
ing a loss of 16 cents per share on rev-
enue of $41.7 billion in the fourth
quarter, according to a survey by
Thomson Financial. Analysts fore-
cast a loss of $4.19 per share on rev-
enues of $158 billion for the year.

GM Chairman and CEO Rick
Wagoner said 2005 ‘‘was one of the
most difficult years in GM’s history.’’

‘‘It was a year in which two sig-
nificant fundamental weaknesses
in our North American operations
were fully exposed — our huge lega-
cy cost burden and our inability to
adjust structural costs in line with
falling revenue,’’ Wagoner said.

Wagoner said the company is
moving forward with its turnaround
plans, including a restructuring
that will cut 30,000 jobs and shutter
12 facilities by 2008 and a plan to
cut structural costs by $4 billion
this year, largely through a health-

care agreement with the United
Auto Workers and manufacturing
improvements.

GM sold 9.2 million vehicles world-
wide in 2005, the second-largest vol-
ume in the company’s history. The
automaker also set sales records in
Asia, Latin America, Africa and the
Middle East, and sales also were up
a modest 1.3 percent in Europe. But
North American losses overwhelmed
those gains, and GM’s worldwide
market share was down slightly, to
14.2 percent from 14.4 percent in 2004.

Co. president
says no-bid
accusations false

FAIRMONT (AP) — A Marion
County technology firm, whose sub-
contractors included one managed
by an ex-son-in-law of Gov. Joe
Manchin, said accusations about
no-bid contracts are unfounded.

Tygart Technology, created by
Manchin’s daughter, Heather
Bresch, and her then-husband, Doug
Kirby in 1991, worked as a subcon-
tractor for Global Systems Tech-
nology-West Virginia, formerly
known as TMC Technologies. Tygart
performed work in the Secretary
of State’s office between 2003 and 2004
when Manchin held the post.

‘‘All of the work TMC has done for
the state of West Virginia, including
the work of our subcontractors, has
been performed through legitimate
contracts that required competi-
tion,’’ Wade Linger, president of
Global Systems Technology-West
Virginia, told The Times West Vir-
ginian of Fairmont.

Manchin’s daughter has not had
any financial interest in Tygart
Technology since she and Kirby
divorced in 1999. Kirby is the com-
pany’s chief executive officer and
Manchin’s brother-in-law Manuel
Llaneza owns a minority interest in
the company.

Linger told the newspaper the
contract in question was awarded
through a competitive process in
1998 when Cecil Underwood was
governor and Ken Hechler was sec-
retary of state.

The statewide contract was
intended to provide a pool of tech-
nology contractors whose qualifi-
cations and prices were prescreened
and preapproved. The pool was set
up to last four years.

Under that contract, TMC worked
with Tygart Technology on pro-
jects that dealt with the Secretary of
State’s office, but did not exclu-
sively work for Manchin’s office,
Linger said.

The companies worked on a Web
site that allowed state entrepre-
neurs to register their businesses,
apply for permits and pay fees.

‘‘The characterization of this as
no-bid work is false and misleading,’’
Linger said. ‘‘This type of contract
is 100 percent above the board and
widely used across all federal and
state government agencies.’’

State purchasing laws require
competitive bids for purchases of
$10,000 or more.

Capsule reviews of films open-
ing this week:
‘‘NANNY McPHEE’’ — As a magi-

cal nanny charged with whipping
seven unruly children into shape.
Emma Thompson serves up
spoonfuls of an ingredient that’s
not nearly as sweet as sugar. Hav-
ing also whipped up the script, she
makes the movie go down easily.
Thompson returns to screenwriting
for the first time since her Oscar-
winning 1995 adaptation of Jane
Austen’s ‘‘Sense and Sensibility,’’

this time using the ‘‘Nurse Matil-
da’’ books by Christianna Brand as
her inspiration. Nanny McPhee
swoops down out of nowhere to
help a widower (Colin Firth) who’s
busy managing his mischievous
brood while searching for a new
wife. The children reluctantly learn
life lessons and find that behaving
themselves and functioning as a
cohesive family unit isn’t so tortur-
ous after all. It’s a story that could
have been treacly but Thompson
and director Kirk Jones’ twisted,
dryly British sense of humor (he
previously wrote and directed the
delightfully morbid ‘‘Waking Ned
Devine’’) often makes this surpris-
ingly funny. PG for mild thematic
elements, some rude humor and
brief language. 99 min. Two and a
half stars out of four.

‘‘ANNAPOLIS’’ — The location is
the U.S. Naval Academy, but you’ve
been to ‘‘Annapolis’’ before, sever-
al times over. This rousing, crowd-
pleasing drama crams in every
underdog cliche, as well as every
boxing-movie cliche and military-
movie cliche. James Franco stars
as an unlikely Annapolis freshman
(or plebe) who comes from a blue-
collar background where no one
expects him to succeed — not his
friends or the stoic father who
never showed him any love, and
especially not himself. As he and

his classmates go through the req-
uisite training and hazing, Franco’s
Jake Huard repeatedly brings every-
one else down. But the one thing
he can do is fight — how’s that for
a heavy-handed metaphor? —
which allows him to square off
against his demanding command-
ing officer (Tyrese Gibson in a per-
petual scowl). Director Justin Lin’s
film has some unexpected humor,
though, and Franco has decent
chemistry with Vicellous Shannon
as his overweight roommate and
Donnie Wahlberg as the lieutenant
commander who becomes his
ersatz fight trainer. PG-13 for some
violence, sexual content and lan-
guage. 108 min. Two stars out of
four.

‘‘BIG MOMMA’S HOUSE 2’’ —
Here’s the kindest thing that can
be said about this sequel: It’s
Martin Lawrence’s best movie in
years. Probably since the original
‘‘Big Momma’s House,’’ and that
came out back in 2000. Then
again, his films since then have
included the lame buddy come-
dies ‘‘What’s the Worst That
Could Happen?’’ and ‘‘National
Security,’’ the wannabe feel-good

basketball flick ‘‘Rebound’’ and
his dud of a concert film ‘‘Runtel-
dat.’’ Something about putting on
that fat suit, that blond wig and
those big, floral-print dresses,
though, brings out the qualities
that made him a star in the first
place. You won’t see anything
new here, just more of the same
broad physical gags as
Lawrence’s FBI agent goes
undercover as Big Momma to
work as a nanny in a suspect’s
house. It’s a one-joke character
in a one-joke movie. But while
he’s in disguise, he manages to
be grotesque and vaguely endear-
ing at the same time. PG-13 for
some sexual humor and a humor-
ous drug reference. 102 min.
One and a half stars out of four.

The majority of Morgantown
residents requesting city services
still pick up the telephone and call,
but the number switching over to
online requests is growing rapidly
thanks to a new program called
Request Partner.

In May 2005, the city launched the
new consolidated system for ser-

vice requests, which is available
on the city’s Web site, www.mor
gantown.com.

As of Dec. 20, 2005, 475 requests
for service were made through the
program. The majority of requests,
about 73 percent, were directed to the
city’s public-works department.

The next highest number of
requests through the online method
went to the city’s code-enforcement
office (11 percent) and police depart-
ment (10 percent).

“We launched it because there
was no central database to review
specific requests,” said Jeff Miko-
rski, Morgantown assistant city
manager. “We’ve been working
through a period of tweaking the sys-
tem, and we’re starting to advertise
and promote the site.”

In the past, some departments
kept records of the requests; some
didn’t. Now, all the requests are

logged into the system.
One benefit of the new system is

that residents can submit requests
even when city employees have
gone home, he said.

“You don’t have to drive any-
where or call in to make sure your
request is reaching the appropriate

person to handle it — the system
automatically does this for you,”
he said.

In addition, as more and more
people use the system for online
requests, those that still prefer to
conduct business in person will see
reduced lines, less traffic and more

parking available at City Hall, Miko-
rski said.

“I think it works fantastical-
ly,” said Karen Brown, public-
works secretary. “The communi-
ty seems to like it, too, because
they can go back in and see if we’re
doing what we say we’re going to
do.”

The “Requests for Service” link
lets residents make requests, check
on existing requests or click on
another link that provides answers
to commonly asked questions.

The system is open for busi-
ness 24/7, unlike city offices. And
it doesn’t just allow residents the
ability to provide the city with
information. City staff members
also can communicate with resi-
dents through the system and by
residents’ e-mail.

The new way of communicating
streamlines the process and serves
the needs of the people more effi-
ciently, Mikorski said.

OfficeMax stores in Morgantown
and Bridgeport will close by the end of
March, company officials announced
Thursday. The store closings are part
of a restructuring effort to make the
company more profitable.

OfficeMax spokeswoman Colleen
Grams said Thursday that employees
at the local stores will be offered jobs
at other OfficeMax locations or at the
company’s headquarters in Itasca, Ill.
She said she didn’t have figures for
the number of workers at the local
stores, but typically each location
employs about 20 people.

Grams said OfficeMax didn’t give a
reason why the local stores were tar-
geted for closure. A company press
release said that OfficeMax will close
110 stores across the country after
evaluating the profitability of each
location.

“The company made the decision to
close 110 stores, and we don’t have
information on each one,” Grams said.
“OfficeMax is inviting all of the asso-
ciates to explore career opportunities
throughout the company.”

The Morgantown OfficeMax is locat-
ed in Morgantown Commons above
Morgantown Mall. The Bridgeport
location is on Meadowbrook Road.
Two other West Virginia locations, in
Charleston and Martinsburg, will
remain open.

Company officials announced the
overall store restructuring earlier this
month as part of a turnaround plan to
increase profits.

OfficeMax is the third-largest office-
products store in the country after
Staples and Office Depot, with rev-
enues of $9.39 billion last year, accord-
ing to statistics from Yahoo Finance.
But its quarterly revenue reported in
September dropped more than 37 per-
cent from last year, and its profit mar-
gin slid by .37 percent.

The loss of OfficeMax is “disap-
pointing news” said Don Reinke, direc-
tor of the Monongalia County Devel-
opment Authority. But he said he was-
n’t surprised that OfficeMax would
close, because the local store seemed to
have a hard time attracting customers.

Closing OfficeMax will also be a
blow to the Morgantown Commons,
which has had trouble holding on to ten-
ants in recent years, Reinke said. Once
OfficeMax closes, Kmart will be the only
anchor tenant left.

Reinke said the complex needs to
find a way to get a large store to draw
people up to the development.

“There is a lot of vacant space at that
Morgantown Commons as it is,” Reinke
said. “Obviously they need to do some-
thing up there. That commons area
has been struggling for a long time.”

Both Morgantown Mall and Mor-
gantown Commons are owned by
Glimcher Realty Trust, a real-estate
investment company based in Colum-
bus, Ohio. No one from Glimcher
was available for comment Thurs-
day afternoon.

WVU Hospitals staff 
teach kids about 
health professions
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Coal-mine-disaster survivor
Randall McCloy Jr. is now in reha-
bilitation at HealthSouth Moun-
tainview Regional Rehabilitation
Hospital in Morgantown.

McCloy was transferred Thurs-
day from Ruby Memorial Hospi-
tal. 

He was listed in fair condition,
and is no longer in a coma, doctors
said.

He also no longer has a fever,
and has not needed hemodialy-
sis in the past few days.

HealthSouth provides inpa-
tient and outpatient care to peo-
ple disabled by accident, injury,
illness or congenital problems.

Dr. Russell Biundo will oversee
McCloy’s care.

McCloy, 26, of Simpson, is the
sole survivor among 13 miners
trapped in the Sago Mine on Jan.
2 after an explosion.

Although he has been unable
to speak, McCloy has been
answering questions and
responding to his children’s vis-
its, said Aly Goodwin-Gregg,

spokeswoman for McCloy’s wife,
Anna.

His two children have visited,
and he reacts to them as well,
Gregg said. “I know he’s done the
‘thumbs up’ in answer to ques-
tions,” Gregg said.

“He has held Anna’s hand and
has squeezed her hand in
response.”

In addition, he has stuck his
tongue out when asked to do so,
she said.

McCloy suffered damage to
multiple organs caused by car-

bon-monoxide poisoning.
Authorities said the 11 min-

ers he was barricaded with inside
the mine died of carbon-monoxide
poisoning. The 13th, Terry Helms
of Newburg, died in the blast.

McCloy was transferred to
Ruby Memorial Hospital from St.
Joseph Hospital in Buckhannon
early Jan. 4.

He spent 21 days at Ruby Memo-
rial Hospital, and two days in All-
gheny General Hospital, Pitts-
burgh, where he had hyperbaric
oxygen therapy.



JUST AS IT’S HARD TO SEE the real Amer-
ica from the nation’s capital, it’s also
difficult to see Iraq from here. You can’t
smell it or taste it or feel the tar-like
gluey mud that clings to your boots and
gets on and in everything. You can’t
feel the damp winter cold that seeps
into your bones on long desert nights.

So I set out after Christmas for a
visit to U.S. Central Command for-
ward headquarters in Qatar and on
to Iraq with the Centcom commander,
Gen. John Abizaid. That was fol-
lowed by three weeks embedded with
American soldiers and Marines in
seven different areas — the ‘‘Trian-
gle of Death’’ south of Baghdad; Fal-
lujah; al-Asad; the Q-West base south
of Mosul; Mosul; Tal Afar; and Sinjar.

There was no ‘‘minder’’ or escort
from headquarters to get in the way
or put a spin on what I saw or heard.

Everywhere I went our troops
were working hard, long days every-
day, seven days a week. Some were
on their second or third yearlong
deployment to the war zone. Some
talked of getting out when they got
home, more in sadness than anger.

In some places the news was bad:
The insurgents had surged back into
rural areas of the Triangle when a
unit responsible for the area hun-
kered down in their outposts and
left it to the enemy. Now a successor

unit was fighting hard to take the
countryside back and was suffering
casualties almost every day.

In other areas, the news was good:
In less than six months Marines of the
2nd Regimental Combat Team in al-
Asad and soldiers of the Army’s 3rd
Armored Cavalry Regiment have taken
back the towns and cities along a broad
swath of the western part of Iraq, along
the Syrian border. 

More than 50 new Iraq border
police forts, each with at least two
dozen troops, have opened along the
border with Syria. With good com-
munications and rapid reaction forces
ready to come to their aid, the border
police have become more aggressive,
the American commanders told me.

In the ancient city of Tal Afar,
where insurgents last summer blew
up all the Iraqi police stations and

drove the police out of town, there is
almost an air of peace. New police sta-
tions have been built. More than
1,500 policemen are back on duty.

The Americans were working close-
ly with the Iraqi police and the Iraqi
army as well as local municipal officials.

Al-Asad and Tal Afar both required
aggressive combined action to take
back and clear out insurgents, most of
them local Sunnis. The population
was evacuated through a single point,
and suspected insurgents were arrest-
ed. Once an area was cleared the Amer-
icans, operating with the Iraqi army and
police, came down hard on all who
fought back. The death toll was in the
hundreds, commanders said, and col-
lateral damage was minimal when
compared to the assault on Fallujah.

That said, the formula requires a
lot of American troops, 5,000-plus in

each of the regimental teams, plus
helicopter gun ships, Air Force fight-
ers with their deadly JDAM-guided
bombs and the ubiquitous unmanned
aerial vehicles which hang overhead
hour after hour pinpointing the insur-
gents and their activities.

The Americans are not going to be
there forever, not in those kinds of
numbers. One senior military offi-
cial told me he expected the U.S. force
in Iraq — which was more than 160,000
as recently as December — to drop to
100,000 by the end of this year.

For this to work the departing
Americans must be replaced by trained,
competent and well-led Iraqi army
and police units who learn to see them-
selves first as Iraqis, and then as mem-
bers of a particular tribal and ethnic
group. It is the same lesson that the
politicians scrabbling for power in

Baghdad need to learn as well, if there
is even going to be an Iraq much longer.

Already the ranks of American
forces are thinning. The recently
arrived 101st Airborne Division,
headquartered at Forward Operating
Base Speicher outside Tikrit, has
assumed command of all U.S. oper-
ations north of Baghdad. 

Gen. Abizaid said his hope for
2006 would be for ‘‘freedom of maneu-
ver and patience.’’

The
trouble is with the patience part. It’s
in short supply among Americans
who are beginning to ask if we will
ever get out of Iraq, and Iraqis who
are asking the same question.
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Let voters decide
to hold or fold ’em

Lawmakers should let counties
decide on table games at racetracks

West Virginia needs to take a chance on its third largest
source of revenue. Following collections of $1.7 billion and $992.2
million in personal income tax and sales tax, respectively, the
state’s racetrack industry paid out $375 million from its slot
machines to the state in the 2005 fiscal year.

Surpassing even the collection of $264.4 million in coal
severance tax, the racetrack industry’s ante looms large in the
state’s annual budget.

Another $16 million in taxes from the racetracks also was
assessed by several counties and municipalities.

But all bets are off on the racetrack industry’s ability to match
recent numbers if the Legislature doesn’t grant these coun-
ties the option to vote on table gaming.

This legislation, to be submitted to lawmakers Wednesday,
in no way actually promotes table gaming. Rather, it allows
the voters of counties that host these racetracks to roll the dice
on that issue in local elections.

The same bill, that allows Hancock, Ohio, Kanawha and Jef-
ferson counties to vote on table games, died at the end of last
year’s regular legislative session, and Gov. Joe Manchin III
refused to put it on a special session agenda.

In the past and still today we continue to have some mis-
givings about legalized gambling in any form. However, we
nor the state can, in good faith, dictate to these counties
whether or not they allow table games at these resorts.

The issues here, as we see it, are more about allowing vot-
ers to determine their own fortunes and these resorts’ abili-
ty to create jobs and expanding capital investment.

Later this year, Pennsylvania will open 14 gaming facilities,
some within an hour’s drive of West Virginia’s racetracks, with
61,000 slot machines.

Needless to say, the competition will be intense, and,
according to the state’s racetracks, will cause significant
declines in their revenues and jobs.

However, threats of higher taxes to compensate for this lost
revenue or other dire consequences because poker is tabled
is not our editorial page’s concern.

But denying voters in these counties if they’re in or out on
table gaming isn’t fair play. And although the main attraction
at these resorts may be gaming, no one can deny what their
development as major destination resorts have meant to our
state’s growth.

We urge our region’s legislative delegation to vote yes on coun-
ty-option elections for table games in the four counties that have
tracks. Though some may accuse them of abetting the expan-
sion of gambling, what they are actually fostering is democracy.

This is not a question of morality, which our lawmakers
should not be legislating in the first place.

And if poker, black jack and other games are to be dealt to
these counties, county-option elections are the best way to let
the chips fall where they may.

Domestic surveillance
breach of Constitution

This is not about tracking ter-
rorists, it’s about a potential
breach of the Constitution.

Britney Davis-White stood lean-
ing against the barren cement wall
in the hallway outside the WVU
women’s basketball team’s locker
room, her uniform still soaked with
the sweat of a hard night’s work.

“This is nice,” she said. “Nice.
Who owns West Virginia? We got it
this year.”

A year after the Thundering Herd
stunned the Mountaineers in the
Capital Classic, there was a taste
of revenge for WVU as it survived a
physical, aggressive game plan by
Marshall, 72-58.

The game was more a clash of
bodies than wills. At one point,
Mountaineers star Meg Bulger took
an elbow squarely in the shnozz,
bringing tears to her eyes and an
angry look to her face.

But at that moment, freshman
guard Ashley Powell came over and
implored her to, “Bleep that, Meg.
Bleep that. Let’s go.”

Composure was the name of this
game.

“Marshall plays aggressive,”
WVU coach Mike Carey said. “Our
girls did a good job of staying in
control and not getting involved in
that stuff. We kept our composure
when getting elbowed in the face
and stuff like that.”

They needed composure to make
a second-half comeback, after trail-
ing by three points at the half.

“Coach told us at halftime that we
have to be physical,” Bulger said,
“but keep our composure. What we

had to do was match their intensity.
“He put us to a test,” Bulger con-

tinued. “He asked us how many
times we’ve been down and not
responded or how many times we
were ahead by 20 and didn’t play
well in the second half. He made it
clear it’s important to put 40 minutes
together.”

That was how the Mountaineers
went about their business, even
though Bulger suffered through a bad
shooting night, scoring 18 points
but making just 3 of 11 field-goal
attempts.

“I did not have one of my better
games. I’m not proud of my mis-
takes and turnovers,” she said. “But
I’d trade my left arm for a win. I
don’t care if I score Kobe’s 81 if we
lose.”

In the end, it was Davis-White
who rescued the Mountaineers while
winning the MVP award for WVU.
She scored 13 points and gave the

Mountaineers a long-distance threat
with three 3s when Bulger was off.

Two of the 3s came in the opening
minutes of the second half, when
WVU scored 11 straight points to
erase the Marshall lead and take
control of the game.

“It was good that Britney hit
some shots. We need someone to
take the pressure off of Meg,” Carey
said.

And so it was that WVU ended a
two-game losing streak by beating its
arch-rival.

While that sounds like a big deal,
Carey isn’t quite so sure.

“I’d have rather won those last
two games, because they were Big
East games, and lost this one,” Carey
reiterated. “Not that I didn’t want to
win this. We needed a win at this
time just for ourselves.”

West Virginia had lost to Mar-

shall, of all people. For the second
year in a row when the Thunder-
ing Herd hit some long 3s, one
from so far out that coach John
Beilein described it as coming
“from outer space.”

Today the Mountaineers are
on a one-game losing streak,
through with their nonconfer-
ence schedule and riding into an
angry Red Storm.

Ahead are the turbulent seas of
the Big East conference and, as
you look it, there isn’t a game
there you can say WVU surely will
win, just as you can’t say there’s a
game there that it can’t win.

Here’s what’s ahead: at St.
John’s, Notre Dame, Cincinnati, at
Pitt, at Georgetown, at Seton Hall,
Louisville, Pitt, at Cincinnati.

You thought Seton Hall was a
gimme.

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New ruling: Ex-Steeler killed self by drinking antifreeze

Former Pittsburgh Steelers lineman
Terry Long committed suicide by drink-
ing antifreeze, a revised death certifi-
cate shows, and did not die as a direct
result of football-related head injuries.
The Allegheny County coroner ruled in
September that Long, 45, who had
attempted suicide before, had died of
meningitis. The condition, a swelling of
the lining of Long’s brain, was caused by
football-related ‘‘chronic traumatic
encephalopathy,’’ also known as
‘‘punch-drunk syndrome,’’ said the coro-
ner at the time, Dr. Cyril Wecht. But a
revised death certificate, which Wecht’s
office never publicly announced, was
filed Oct. 19, listing the manner of
Long’s death as suicide from drinking
antifreeze. The ruling was changed

when outside laboratory tests on Long’s
tissue and urine showed they contained
ethylene glycol, the active ingredient in
antifreeze, county officials said.

■ Clear Channel Communications
plans an on-air salute to retired radio
commentator Myron Cope before the
kickoff of Super Bowl XL. Some Pitts-
burgh Steelers fans want Cope back in
the broadcast booth, but company offi-
cials and a close friend say Cope isn’t
healthy enough — the 77-year-old sports-
caster and writer was hospitalized with
pneumonia recently.

■ Gary Kubiak returned home to
become coach of the Houston Texans,
saying he was ‘‘overwhelmed’’ and that
his dream is to bring a championship to
the city. Kubiak, who spent the past 11

Jobe, Levet in Buick lead as Tiger struggles

SAN DIEGO — Coming off one of
the longest breaks in his career,
Tiger Woods might get another one
sooner than he would like.

Woods went south on the easier
North Course at Torrey Pines, hitting

only one fairway and
having to scramble for
a birdie on his final
hole for a 1-under 71 on
Thursday in the Buick
Invitational. That left
him six shots behind

Brandt Jobe and Thomas Levet, but
he will be around the cut line today
playing the South Course, which
was four strokes harder.

‘‘The driver is fine,’’ Woods said
about a new Nike driver in his bag.
‘‘It’s the dude holding it.’’

First-round scores are never more
misleading than at the Buick Invi-
tational, with one course that plays
like a pitch-and-putt at 6,874 yards
and the other that will host the U.S.
Open in two years.

Jobe made seven birdies — all
but one of them outside 15 feet — for
a 7-under 65 and was joined atop
the leaderboard by Levet, who also

played a bogey-free round.
They were on the North Course,

along with just about everyone else
at the top of the leaderboard.

Of the top 40 players, only five
played on the South Course, which
measures 7,607 yards. Not only was it
four shots tougher Thursday, but it also
took about 30 minutes longer for
rounds on the South to be completed.

Jesper Parnevik had a 67, the
best score among those on the South.
It was so impressive that even Jobe

considered him to be the first-round
leader.

‘‘Give me a 5 under on the South
Course tomorrow and then we’ll
talk,’’ he said.

Stuart Appleby was among nine
players at 66 — all of them on the
North — and he thrilled a large
gallery with a shot out of the rough
on the eighth hole that landed 20
feet short of the pin, took a hard
tumble forward and gently struck the
flag stick before dropping for eagle.

The gallery was there watching
Woods, who went 24 days without
touching a club from Dec. 12 to Jan.
5, skipping the season-opening Mer-
cedes Championships to give himself
a six-week vacation.

Woods was at 3 under after back-
to-back birdies on the par 5s (Nos.
18 and 1), until his errant tee shots
caught up with him. From deep rough
on No. 4, a wedge came out heavy
and short, and he took bogey. He
dropped shots on the next two holes.

Daly at 69
with wife
off to jail
Timing comes as
surprise to golfer

SAN DIEGO — John Daly blew a
trail of smoke down the fairway with
each puff from a cigarette, walking
briskly after each shot and thrilling
the crowd at the end with a 40-foot
birdie putt to shoot 69 on the tough
South Course at Torrey Pines in the
first round of the Buick Invitational.

By all accounts, Thursday looked
like a typical round for Daly.

Far from it.
The day before making his PGA

Tour debut, Daly learned that his
wife was being taken to jail to serve
a five-month sentence on a federal
charge involving a drug ring and an
illegal gambling operation.

‘‘It was just out of the clear blue,’’
Daly said. ‘‘It was very tacky on
the prosecuting attorney’s part.
Usually, you get two or three weeks
so we can at least prepare, but he
must not have kids. He’s not a very
nice guy, anyway.’’

Sherrie Miller Daly, his fourth
wife, was first indicted in 2003, a
few days after she gave birth to a son.
She pleaded guilty in November
2004 to a charge of conspiracy to
structure a transaction to evade
the reporting requirement.

Daly said she was taken to the
county jail in Lexington, Ky., on
Wednesday, and a spokeswoman
at the Federal Medical Center in
Lexington said Sherrie Daly is sched-
uled to be released June 23.

Daly, a two-time major champi-
on who won the Buick Invitational
two years ago, said he would have
withdrawn from the tournament
had he known this was coming.

‘‘I couldn’t get there in time.
That was the tough thing,’’ Daly
said. ‘‘If I had known this two or
three weeks ago, I wouldn’t be there.
But there was nothing I could do.’’

He said his 2-year-old son, John,
would join him next week in Phoenix,
and that his mother-in-law would
help with Austin, Sherrie Daly’s son
from a previous marriage. Daly also
said Joe and Maggie Hardy, own-
ers of 84 Lumber who have an
endorsement contract with Daly,
have offered to keep Austin at their
resort in western Pennsylvania.

It was another bizarre chapter in
the life of Daly, one of the most pop-
ular figures in golf because of how
he deals publicly with so many per-
sonal problems — the divorces, two
trips to alcohol rehab and one sus-
pension from the tour because of his
rash behavior.

Asked how he put his personal life
aside, Daly offered a wry grin.

‘‘You don’t,’’ he said. ‘‘I’m just out
here.’’
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SKATE YOUR WAY 
TO WINTER FUN

When it’s cold outside, you don’t have to hunker down for
a long stay indoors. In fact, cold weather provides ideal condi-
tions for an enjoyable form of winter exercise: ice skating.

Whether skating in an outdoor or indoor ice rink, there
are several steps you should take before lacing up and step-
ping out onto the ice.

❄ Wear skates that fit comfortably and provide enough
ankle support to keep you on your feet.

❄ Have the blades professionally sharpened at the begin-
ning of each season.

❄ Skate only on specially prepared skating
areas where the ice is strong enough to
withstand your weight.

❄ Always check for cracks, holes and
other debris on the ice. This applies to

indoor rinks as well as outdoor rinks.
❄ Before setting out to skate, learn

basic skating skills, such as how to stop
and fall safely.

❄ Dress in warm, layered clothing
❄ Rest when you become tired or feel

cold.
❄ An adult should always accompa-

ny small children on an ice skating out-
ing. Children should skate with a friend

or in a group. Parents should educate chil-
dren on skating safety, including the importance of skating
in the same direction as others on the ice, and not chewing
gum or eating while skating.

STAY WITHIN YOUR LIMITS
WHEN OUT ON THE SLOPES
For many people, a winter vacation simply doesn’t rate

unless it includes several days out on the ski slopes.
Skiing and snowboarding provide an invigorating form of

exercise that combines agility, speed and mental alertness. 
But nobody likes to become a cliché — the person who

remains back at the ski lodge laid up with a sprained foot or
broken bone, the result of an accident out
on the slopes. Although studies show
that skiing-related injuries have
declined over the past 30 years,
snowboarding accidents have been
on the rise in the past 10 years. 

The National Ski Areas
Association offers the following
safety suggestions for skiers and
snowboarders, and a
“Responsibility Code” to practice
when on the slopes.

❄ The best way to become a
good skier or snowboarder is to take a les-
son from a qualified instructor. 

❄ The key to successful
skiing/snowboarding is control.
Maintain an awareness of your tech-
nique, the terrain and other
skiers/snowboarders around you. Also,
keep tabs on changes in the weather
and snow conditions. As conditions turn firm, the skiing
gets hard and fast. Always start a run slowly to gauge
the surface.

❄ Stay within your skill boundaries. Don’t tackle a
ski run above your skill level. If you find yourself on a
difficult slope, leave your skis or snowboard on and side
step down the run. 

❄ Stay hydrated by drinking plenty of water. Skiers
and snow boarders expend a lot of energy and perspira-
tion during the day. Avoid alcohol while out on the
slopes. 

❄ If you’re tired and fatigued, stop skiing. The
chance of an accident on the slopes rises significantly
when a person becomes tired.

Responsibility Code
❄ Always stay in control.
❄ People ahead of you have the right of way.
❄ Stop in a safe place for you and others.
❄ When starting downhill or merging, look uphill and
yield.
❄ Use devices to help prevent runaway equipment.

❄ Observe signs and warnings, and keep off closed trails.
❄ Know how to use the lifts safely.

SLEDDING IN STYLE 
AND SAFETY

Word of a “snow day”
often comes as pure music

to a child’s ear. Once the sur-
prise of not having to go to

school wears off, however, the
minds of many children quickly

turn to converting a snow-cov-
ered hill into a sled run.

The speed, the bumps and
often-frenetic slide downhill can produce hours of active
entertainment for children and adults alike. Yet, the same
qualities that make sledding an enjoyable activity also can
lead to injuries.

Most sledding injuries can be prevented, provided sled-
ders and parents of small children take proper precautions. 

❄ Parental supervision: Adults must supervise children
in sledding areas to make sure sledding paths are safe and to
act as traffic cop, coordinating as much as possible the num-
ber of sledders using a hill at the same time to help avoid
sledding collisions. Sledders should wear layers of clothing
for protection from injuries and cold.

❄ Survey the course: Find a safe place to sled, free of
obstacles whenever possible. Many public parks were not
designed for snow sledding. So tearing down a hill may
involve dodging trees, rocks and park recreation equipment,
and create a risky situation. Sledding should take place only
in designated, well-lighted areas. 

❄ Stay off public streets: Sledders should always avoid
areas where motor vehicles operate. Even if a snow-cov-
ered street seems impassable for cars, a parked vehicle,
curb or fence can still pose a significant danger to sled-
ders.

❄ Face forward: Never ride a sled head first.
Sledders should always sit in a forward-facing
position, steering with the feet or a rope tied to the
steering handles of the sled. 

❄ Easy on the launch: Some youths may run and leap
forward in a “belly flop” on the sled to get a flying start
down a hill. While adding a bit of thrill, sledding in this
manner actually reduces control over the sled.

❄ Wear a helmet: Children under 12 should wear a hel-
met when sledding. Young children are particularly vulnera-
ble to sledding-related injuries.

❄ Sled types: A sled should have runners and a steer-
ing mechanism, which provides a greater degree of safety
than toboggans or snow disks. A sledder should never
attempt to head down a hill on a plastic sheet or other non-
sled device. Objects in the snow can easily pierce plastic.

SAVE FACE 
WHEN PLAYING HOCKEY

Many young hockey players enjoy emulating their
favorite NHL players. This is fine when it involves develop-
ing skating, puck handling and shooting skills. But not so
hot when it comes to equipment, namely the proper protec-
tive headgear.

Some ice hockey pros feel some head and face protec-
tions inhibits their performance during a game, and elect not
to wear it. While this is the prerogative of professional play-
ers, it doesn’t hold true for all players, especially young chil-
dren. 

Using the proper combination of protective headgear can
help reduce the chance of a player suffering an injury to the
head, eyes, nose and mouth. Here are a few guidelines to
follow when buying and using a hockey helmet.

❄ Replace a hockey helmet every seven years. Never

purchase a used helmet, which may have lost its ability to
absorb impact. 

❄ Look for the CSA, CE or HECC certification marks
when buying a helmet. This indicates the helmet and face
protector meet safety standards. 

❄ Select a helmet that fits secure and snug. 

❄ Purchase a face protector that fits the helmet properly.
Give the wire structure of the mask a thorough examination,
and make sure there are no broken or lose parts. Give the
protector-fitted helmet a trial run, wearing it at practice or
even around home, before using it in a game.

❄ If you opt for a plastic face protector, not only check it
for scratches or cracks before the purchase, but also after
each game.

❄ Never make adjustments not designed for the hel-
met. Cutting the wire of a face mask, for instance, can
weaken the protective structure. A loose chin strap or a
thin liner can reduce a helmet’s ability to prevent a con-
cussion. 

❄ Discard a cracked helmet. Cracks are the first indica-
tion of serious damage.

TRAIL BLAZE WITH CAUTION
ON YOUR SNOWMOBILE 

The need for speed takes on a whole
new character during the winter

months, namely, in the form of
snowmobiles.

Excessive speed, product fail-
ure, darkness and bad weather,
however, can quickly turn a
good day for a snowmobile
enthusiast into a dangerous,
even deadly, one. 

Here are a number of tips and
guidelines that can help ensure a

good snowmobile experience:

❄ Take time to familiarize yourself
with your machine. Different makes and

models can confuse even veteran snowmo-
bilers. Inspect the entire machine, brakes,

throttle control, lights and emergency shut-off switch
before departing. Never set off on a trail without a full tank
of gas. 

❄ Dress in proper protective gear. Wear goggles, a hel-
met with chinstrap, and protective clothing. 

❄ Pack extra spark plugs, tools, a first aid kit, flares and
other repair and survival supplies in case of a breakdown or
accident.

❄ Follow local regulations and operation instructions.
Consult the weekly trail conditions report published by the
area park. 

❄ Study the terrain before heading out. Know where
fences, gullies and rocks may be hidden. Take particular
note of open bodies of water and thin ice.

❄ Keep to the right of trail markers whenever visibility is
limited. Don’t exceed the speed limit — 45 mph on frozen
lake surfaces, 25 mph on land, and avoid slush conditions
by staying on marked and groomed trails.

❄ Travel with others and let someone at home know your
planned route and time of return. Also remember that the
loud noise generated by the snowmobile may prevent hear-
ing approaching trains and cars.

❄ Stay alert for ice pressure ridges marked along trails
with two orange caution stakes.

❄ Avoid driving at night and in bad weather. Obstacles
such as a single strand of barbed wire can be difficult to see
with limited visibility.

❄ Never drink alcohol and drive. It is illegal to operate a
snowmobile while under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

Winter play can be dangerous.
But a few simple precautions

can ensure your safety. 
Check out our guide

Who should control
state’s deer pens?
Voice your opinion
THE WEST VIRGINIA DNR has filed
legislative rules for 58 CSR 64.
This deals with deer pens.

Gov. Manchin has asked the
DNR to schedule a public hearing
regarding who should have con-
trol or regulate these pens.

Hunters and concerned citi-
zens need to let their feelings on
this issue be known to their legis-
lators. The future of our wild deer
herd and deer hunting in this
state is at stake.

At present, the DNR has con-
trol and regulates these pens. The
West Virginia Deer Farmers
Association would like to see the
Department of Agriculture have
control. I would like to urge you,
after you read the remainder of
this article, to contact your legis-
lator(s) about how you feel about
this issue.

The easiest way is to get on the
Turkey Federation’s Web site at
www.wvstatechapternwtf.com/
and click on House and Senate
Reps. Go to your county and dis-
trict and click on your reps’ e-
mail address and send a message.
It’s that easy.

Here is a copy of the “action
alert” posted on the West Virginia
Wildlife Federation’s Web site. It
pretty well summarizes the issue:

On February 1, 2006, there will
be a public hearing in Charleston
on continuing the DNR’s authori-
ty to regulate private deer pens
holding deer in WV. The DNR
seeks to tightly regulate this
activity to prevent the spread of
Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD)
and other diseases to deer in the
wild. Operators of private deer
pens are seeking to have their reg-
ulation transferred to the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, which would
then regulate and promote deer in
private pens as a form of commer-
cial agriculture. (Note: It’s illegal
to sell whitetail deer meat in
every state in the U.S. It has now
been outlawed in the one province
in Canada where it was legal.)

Private deer pens are a threat
to our state’s wild deer herd. The
first case of CWD-infected deer
was confirmed this year in a lim-
ited area of Hampshire County.
CWD has been shown to cross
state and county lines and infect
deer in the wild through move-
ment of captive deer to deer pens.
If not banned or tightly regulated,
deer pens will increase the spread
of CWD in WV to our wild deer
herd, as has occurred in other
states. For this and other reasons,
17 states, including Maryland and
Virginia, have completely banned
private deer pens. In some states,
the farming community has led
the effort to ban these facilities.

Deer pens are also a move to
privatization and commercializa-
tion of our state’s publicly owned
and managed fish and wildlife
resources. This affects not only
the state’s 300,000 deer hunters,
but also every other hunter and
angler in WV. For more than two
centuries, Americans have
enjoyed hunting and fishing
access to our nation’s fish and
wildlife resources. State and fed-
eral governments have held these
resources in public trust for our
citizens, for whose benefit they
have been successfully managed.
This is in stark contrast to the
European tradition, where fish
and wildlife are owned by individ-
ual landowners and hunting and
fishing are activities enjoyed
principally by the rich.

Many private deer pens that
are operated for profit, including
four in WV, do so by offering
opportunities to shoot large-

antlered bucks for money. The
pressures exerted by commercial-
ization can lead to unethical har-
vest methods, such as shooting
confined or drugged deer, thus
violating the “fair chase” stan-
dard of ethics that true sportsmen
adopted long ago and other
publics now expect of us. If
unchecked, the erosion of sport-
ing ethics will lead to a loss of
public and political support for
hunters and anglers and ultimate-
ly to the loss of hunting and fish-
ing themselves.

The West Virginia Wildlife
Federation calls on all hunters
and anglers to stand together to
oppose the spread of deer pens in
West Virginia. Voice your opposi-
tion to deer pens and reassert the
power of sportsmen in this state
by appearing on February 1 from
2 p.m.-5 p.m. at the Norman L.
Fagan West Virginia State The-
ater at the Cultural Center on the
State Capitol Complex grounds in
Charleston. Finally, wear a blaze
orange cap to the hearing. The
Governor’s staff will be counting
them. This is not only about deer
pens. It’s about the power of true
sportsmen. Make a commitment
to each other to be there and be
counted.

Support fair chase and oppose
deer pens!!

One of my fellow DNR commis-
sioners is Jan Riffe. He has 34
years of professional experience
in wildlife management. He start-
ed his career with the WVDNR
and then went to the U.S. Fish and
Wildlife Service. where he was
chief of wildlife research for 14
years. He also served as the direc-
tor of two research centers, one in
West Virginia and the other in
Wisconsin.

In a recent conversation, Jan
said, “To put it bluntly, I’m flab-
bergasted with the continual
debate over the deer farm issue
and the lopsided views being con-
tinually presented by the deer
farmers and their counsel. The
DNR has already spent too much
time and effort in trying to
address the wishes of a handful of
deer farmers while still protecting
the state’s highly valuable wild
deer herd.”

West Virginia has fewer than
50 pens — and those generate
basically no revenue for the state.
It amazes me how such a few can
monopolize so much legislative
and DNR time. What a waste.

Riffe pointed out that there are
only about 1,000 deer in pens in
this state and about a million free-
ranging deer. His question is, why
should we let so few deer in pens
endanger the very existence of
our wild deer herd?

He also said that from an eco-
nomic standpoint, it’s a “no brain-
er.” Just look at Wisconsin. That
state has lost millions and mil-
lions of dollars due to CWD. Deer
hunting in West Virginia gener-
ates more than $233 million.
Should fewer than 50 individuals
dictate the future of this revenue
stream?

Contact your legislator(s) and
voice your opinion. There’s a lot
at stake here.

FISHING REPORT

West Virginia DNR

CHEAT LAKE: Fishing for yellow
perch and channel catfish has
been good this past week. Don’t let
the winter weather keep you from
bank fishing anywhere around the
lake, but particularly at Cheat Lake
Park. Channel catfish are doing
well and 2- to 3-pounders are abun-
dant throughout the lake. The boat
ramp at the Cheat Lake Park near
the dam provides reliable boat
access at all lake levels during the
winter. This is the best lake in
West Virginia for yellow perch and
fishing from boats will be produc-
tive all winter. Fish for perch in 10
to 15 feet of water while using min-
nows or a piece of nightcrawler and
a couple of split shot. Fishing from
the tailwater pier will be difficult
because of frequent high flows.
Take U.S. 119 from Morgantown to
Point Marion, Pa., turn right after
crossing the Cheat River and pro-
ceed 4 miles to Cheat Dam. The
pier is lighted for night fishing and
is handicapped accessible. Info:
www.cheatlaketoday.com

MONONGAHELA RIVER: Warm-
water discharges at the Rivesville
and Morgantown power plants will
attract fish all winter. A pier at the
Morgantown plant makes fishing
safe and convenient. Walleye and
sauger move into the lock and dam

tailwaters and also congregate at
tributary creek mouths, especially
Buffalo, Paw Paw, and Prickett
creeks. Start fishing about an hour
before sunset because sauger and
walleye will begin feeding at dusk.
Jigs with minnows are particularly
good baits but 3-inch plastic grubs
and deep-running crankbaits are
also productive. Chartreuse is a
good color. The shoreline from the
Morgantown lock to the mouth of
Deckers Creek is always a good

place to fish from the shore.
TYGART LAKE: The lake is about 50

feet below the summer pool level.
Winter anglers should concentrate
on walleye, which will move into
shallower water after dark to feed.
Jigs with 3-inch twister tails are
usually effective. Casting large
rapalas along the shoreline after
dark can also be productive. Bank
anglers should start fishing about
one hour before dark. Boat anglers
should fish deeper water through-
out the day. Walleye fishing suc-
cess is usually better on windy
days because light penetration is
reduced. The tailwater temperature
is 43 degrees. There should be lots
of walleye in the tailwater following
the recent high discharges. Walleye
move through the dam into the tail-
water during every high flow (above
5,000 cubic feet per second) from
mid-December through March. Wall-
eye fishing is best during higher
flows (1,500 to 5,000 cfs) and
trout fishing is best at low flows
(less than 1,000 cfs). Walleye can
be caught in shallow water along
the shoreline wile using jigs with a
3-inch plastic grub. Chartreuse is a
good color. Info: 265-5953.

STONECOAL LAKE: The lake is at
winter pool and clear. Fishing has
been slow. Try fishing with live bait
and a slow presentation in the winter

months for bass. Bluegill have been
caught on beaver huts and snags.
Fishing has slowed for trout. Try
powerbait and trolling with spinners.

STONEWALL JACKSON: The lake is
at winter pool and milky. Fishing has
improved due to a warming trend.
Bass are in deeper water, 10 to 15
feet. Try fishing with live bait and a
slow presentation in the winter
months for bass. Crappie are in
cover. The marina boat launch is now
open for access. Info: 269-7463.

On cold hunting
trips, take good
care of your dog

Hunting dogs live for busting
through snow and ice to retrieve,
point or flush the birds.

They don’t give a darn about arc-
tic air masses, bitter temperatures,
icy water or bone-chilling winds.

But hunters should.
This is the time of year when

hunting dogs need a little extra ten-
der loving care. It could save their
lives.

When daytime temperatures stay
in the teens, my retriever Katie ends
up in the house during the day.

Although she sleeps outside at
night during late spring, summer and
early fall, during the colder months
she gets to sleep on several deep-
foam pads in the garage.

Even though it was 6 degrees one
night recently at our place, it was
about 41 degrees in the garage -- com-
fortable for a thick-coated retriever.

This is the time of year hunters
have to keep an eye on their dogs
when hunting, even in the blind,
according to Dan Papp, an avid duck
hunter and conservation educator.

Papp takes some extra care when
he’s hunting with his dog in cold
weather. He makes sure his retriev-
er shakes off thoroughly after mak-
ing a retrieve.

Although you may think it’s
macho to see a hunting dog covered
in a layer of ice after a retrieve, it
doesn’t do the dog any good.
Hypothermia (lowering of the body
core temperature) can set in.

When it’s bitterly cold, Papp will
have a towel in the duck blind to dry
off the dog after a retrieve.

Jim Martin, who also is an avid
hunter, says he firmly believes in
neoprene vests for hunting dogs.

The extra layer keeps dogs warm
in cold weather and protects them
from stickers, barbed wire and sharp
branches.

He also recommends dog booties,
especially for upland dogs, to prevent
a dog’s pads from getting chewed up
by ice and snow.

Veterinarian Mike Koob says
retrievers were built for anything
winter can dish out to them.

But, he said, hunters should use
common sense in protecting their

dogs from extreme conditions.

Cold-weather tips
■ Prepare dogs for the hunting

trip with a quality dog food. Some
hunters increase the fat content of
the dog’s diet this time of the year.

■ Take high-energy snacks on
the hunt for your dog. Veterinarians
and pet stores have them.

■ When setting up your duck
blind, make sure there is a dry place
for the dog. Your pooch shouldn’t be
made to stand in cold water this
time of the year. You could build
up a nest of dried reeds.

■ Let your dog shake off thor-
oughly after each retrieve. Take it
for a walk around the island or up the
riverbank every so often to get its
blood flowing.

■ Be aware of the distance of
retrieves. Long-distance retrieves in
a swift, icy river could be tiresome,
especially for older dogs.

■ Watch your dog constantly in
cold weather. A dog can get hypother-
mic being wet in cold and wind.
Shivering is OK, but if your dog
shivers incessantly and starts acting
unresponsive, hypothermia could be
setting in.

■ If your dog cuts its pads on
snow and ice, don’t hunt with it for
two weeks, Koob says.

■ Before transporting your dog
home, towel it off before putting it in
the kennel.

■ Kennel covers protect the dog
in its kennel in the back of a pickup
truck, if the kennel is up against
the cab and out of the wind. You
have to decide when conditions are
too extreme for leaving the kennel
in the back of an open pickup truck.
Use common sense.

■ If conditions are extreme, keep
the dog inside the cab. Many hunters
keep their dogs inside a kennel in
their rig or inside a covered camper
shell.

■ Never turn a wet dog outside
after a hunt. Even if your dog is
used to sleeping outside at night in
freezing weather, give it a chance to
dry off and warm up inside.

■ A hunter has to decide when it’s
too cold for a dog to be outside
overnight in freezing weather. A
lot depends on the breed.
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Elliott and Marlan out,” MHS coach
Tom Yester said.

Kentucky deals Lady Vols
a second straight defeat
Tennessee’s series winning streak snapped at 24

LEXINGTON, Ky. — Top-ranked
Tennessee lost consecutive games for
the first time in nine years when Ken-
tucky upset the Lady Vols, 66-63, on
Thursday.

Jenny Pfeiffer scored 16 points,
including two free throws with 15 sec-
onds left to put the Wildcats ahead
by one. Sidney Spencer then missed
a 3-pointer for Tennessee and fouled
Nastassia Alcius, who hit two foul
shots with three seconds to go for the
final margin.

The Lady Vols (18-2, 4-1 SEC),
who figured to drop from the top
spot anyway after their 22-point loss
Monday, against No. 2 Duke, will
almost certainly fall farther now.
Tennessee had beaten Kentucky (15-
4, 4-2) 24 straight times since Janu-
ary 1986 and entered with a 40-5
advantage in the series.

For Pat Summitt, the all-time
winningest coach in college bas-
ketball with 900 victories, the setback
came at the hands of her former
pupil, Kentucky coach Mickie
DeMoss, a Tennessee assistant for 18
years under Summitt.

Tennessee led, 63-62, when Shan-
na Zolman tripped, and Kentucky’s
Carly Ormerod came up with the
loose ball. Pfeiffer drew a foul from
Spencer and made both free throws.

Baghdatis (who?) awaits
Federer or Kiefer in final
Henin-Hardenne, Mauresmo women’s semifinal winners

MELBOURNE, Australia — And
then there were none — or so it
might seem to Roger Federer.

The top-ranked Swiss went from
Australian Open front-runner to
overwhelming favorite when his
closest contender, fourth-seeded
David Nalbandian, lost Thursday
to Marcos Baghdatis, the excite-
able 20-year-old from Cyprus.

As if Federer’s
road weren’t already
easy enough: Andre
Agassi, Rafael Nadal
and Marat Safin did-
n’t show up because
of injuries, and Andy

Roddick and Lleyton Hewitt lost
in the early rounds.

If Federer defeats 21st-seeded
Nicolas Kiefer, of Germany, in
today’s other semifinal, he’ll face
Baghdatis, a former junior world
champion, in Sunday’s champi-
onship match.

Baghdatis rallied to oust Nal-
bandian, 3-6, 5-7, 6-3, 6-4, 6-4, winning
17 of the last 21 points and enduring
a break for a late storm when he was
three points from winning.

‘‘Everything is first time here:
getting to the quarters was the first
time, getting to the semis was the
first time, getting to the final — I
hope it continues,’’ said Baghdatis,
who had many Australians of Greek
heritage, all dressed in blue, chant-
ing for him inside Rod Laver Arena.

Nalbandian, the Masters Cup
champion and 2002 Wimbledon
finalist from Argentina, is the last
man — and one of only four in 2005
— to beat Federer.

Baghdatis aims to be the next.
‘‘I believe it, my coach believe it,

the guys I work with believe, my
parents believe it,’’ said Baghdatis,
ranked 54th. ‘‘I have worked for
that ... I’m very proud of myself ...
it’s been amazing.’’

The women’s finalists were deter-
mined Thursday, with eighth-seed-
ed Justine Henin-Hardenne and

No. 3 Amelie Mauresmo winning
semifinal matches.

Kim Clijsters, who ensured she’ll
replace Lindsay Davenport at No.
1 in the new rankings when she
defeated Martina Hingis in the
quarterfinals, limped off with an
injured right ankle while trailing
Mauresmo, 5-7, 6-2, 3-2 and 15-love.

Clijsters left Melbourne Park
in a wheelchair, and she will be
sidelined at least two months after
tearing a ligament in the ankle.

Her fellow Belgian Henin-
Hardenne extended her Australian
Open winning streak to 13 match-
es by ousting 2004 Wimbledon win-
ner Maria Sharapova, 4-6, 6-1, 6-4.
Henin-Hardenne, who had missed
two months beginning late last
year with hamstring problems,
will be seeking a fifth major title.

Sharapova, who had missed two
months with an injured shoulder,
said she’d done better than expect-
ed and had a pointed message for

critics who say she chokes in tight
situations. Sharapova also lost in
the semis at three majors in 2005.

‘‘Take your note pads, take your
pencils, take your grunt-o-meters
down, the fashion police, put every-
thing away and just watch the
match from the fans’ perspective,’’
she said.

‘‘I know I’m going to be seeing
headlines: ‘Maria can’t get past the
semis’ and ‘Maria can’t finish it
off in the third’ but take all that
away and just look at the tennis
that we both played.’’

Baghdatis produced some stun-
ning shots — chasing into the cor-
ners, stepping into serves and racing
to the net to hit 52 winners and only
41 errors. Nalbandian had four fewer
winners and 15 more unforced errors.

Baghdatis’ winning streak
includes victories here over No. 2
Roddick and No. 7 Ivan Ljubicic.
Against Nalbandian, he rallied from
two sets down and then twice from
service breaks in the fifth set.

‘‘I just didn’t think — I was in my
own world,’’ said Baghdatis, who
lost to Federer in the fourth round
last year at the Australian Open.

Nalbandian, who said he had
abdominal muscle pain that affect-
ed his serve, was left almost speech-
less by the loss.

‘‘I got a lot of chances to win the
match,’’ he said. ‘‘I can’t understand
how I missed that opportunity.’’

Melbourne has embraced Bagh-
datis, whose idiosyncratic between-
the-legs ball bounce before each
serve and wide, uncontrolled grins
have endeared him to fans. And
Australia’s southern port city has
one of the highest concentrations of
Greeks of any city outside Athens.

Baghdatis got slow claps, fast
claps, loud chants and piercing
whistles from sections of people
in blue soccer jerseys waving Greek
and Cypriot flags. A dozen bare-
chested young men, with shirts
slung over their shoulders and
scarves around their heads, linked
arms and danced, singing in Greek:
‘‘Lift up the cup ... win in Mel-
bourne o-e, o-e.’’

What can
Kobe do for
an encore?
Warriors first opponents
after star’s 81-point game

LOS ANGELES — Kobe
Bryant says it’s just another game.

Yeah, right.
When the Los Angeles Lak-

ers host Golden State tonight,
the sports world will be watching
to see what Bryant comes up
with as an encore to his 81-point
performance.

‘‘We’ll just go out there, do
what we do, try to win the game,’’
Bryant said before practice Thurs-
day. ‘‘That’s about it. Just go out
there and do what we do, same old
thing. Punch the clock.

‘‘It’s just normal, it really is.’’
Bryant scored 55 of his 81

points in the second half Sun-
day as the Lakers rallied from an
18-point deficit for an 18-point
victory against the Toronto Rap-
tors. It was the second-highest
single-game total in NBA history,
behind Wilt Chamberlain’s aston-
ishing 100-point performance
nearly 44 years ago.

Chamberlain scored 58 points
in his next game, so Bryant needs
77 to equal the two-game NBA
record.

‘‘Kobe’s going to have to resist
or cave in to that temptation,’’
Lakers coach Phil Jackson said.

Bryant said as long as people
are excited about tonight’s game,
it doesn’t matter why.

‘‘It’s good for us,’’ he said. ‘‘I
think if anything, it’s given a lot
of writers a lot to talk about,
whether it’s good, bad or indif-
ferent.’’

Bryant said he feels good about
the Lakers’ recent progress.
They’ve reached the halfway
point of the season with a 22-19
record thanks to a 7-3 record in
their past 10 games. Bryant has
averaged 44.5 points during that
stretch, raising his season aver-
age to an NBA-leading 35.9.

‘‘We’ve made some significant
strides,’’ Bryant said. ‘‘I look for
us to make more significant
strides. We’re not in a position
where we’re playing our best
basketball.’’

After facing the Warriors, the
Lakers open a seven-game road
trip Sunday, in Detroit, against
the streaking Pistons, who have
a league-best 35-5 record.

‘‘We want to go into the road
trip playing with some momen-
tum, playing with some kind of
rhythm,’’ Bryant said.

Jackson said he hasn’t given
any thought to how many points
Bryant might score against the
slumping Warriors (19-22), who’ve
dropped eight of their past 10
games, including 110-104  to the
Lakers, in Oakland, on Jan. 14.
Bryant scored 38 in that game.

‘‘We’re not looking for Kobe to
score 50 or 30 or 80,’’ Jackson
said. ‘‘We’re just looking for it to
fit together. We want players to
blend their talents together.’’

Jackson said he thought it
was a good thing that the Lakers
will have had a four-day break
when they take the floor tonight.

‘‘It was great for us,’’ he said.
‘‘The amount of rehab you can do
in four days is remarkable. To
have fresh legs is probably the
most important thing you can
have in this game.’’

Plus, Jackson said Bryant has
been struggling through a few
physical ailments, most notably
a sore ankle.

‘‘He plays beyond pain a lot of
times,’’ Jackson said. ‘‘He’ll be
fresh-legged.’’

Smush Parker, whose 13 points
against Toronto were the sec-
ond-most by a Laker, said the
attention on Bryant won’t have
an impact on his teammates.

‘‘I don’t think it takes away
from the attention of winning,’’
Parker said. ‘‘We’re going to go
out and play basketball. If our
shots come, we’re going to take it.
If his shots come, he’s definitely
going to take it.”

Kurt Busch only
looking forward
off troubled year
Ex-Cup champ moving to Penske

CHARLOTTE, N.C. — Kurt Busch
would rather not talk about his
November run-in with the Phoenix
police.

But there’s no anger or embar-
rassment in his manner, only a
determination to concentrate on
the future and leave the past behind.

‘‘We’re moving forward,’’ he said.
‘‘There’s been so many things that
I’ve been involved with with this
team already, it’s not hard to look for-
ward. It’s real easy to get motivated.’’

Busch spent the first five full
years of his NASCAR Nextel Cup
career with Roush Racing, winning
14 races and the 2004 championship.
But, midway through the 2005 sea-
son, he signed a contract with Penske
Racing South for the 2007 season, a
move that did not sit well with team
owner Jack Roush.

Eventually, though, a deal was
worked out to let Busch leave to
replace retiring Rusty Wallace in
Penske’s No. 2 Dodge in 2006.

Busch was stopped by police for
running a stop sign the night before
the Phoenix race. Although it was
later proven he was not driving
under the influence of alcohol, there
were rumors after the traffic stop that
he was. Adding to the problem,
Busch became belligerent with the
police and was briefly detained.

Roush, already unhappy with
the driver, sat him down for the
final two races of the season, a humil-
iating way for Busch to end his
reign as champion.

But Roger Penske, his new team
owner, stood firmly by Busch’s side,
saying publicly after the driver was
taken out of the Roush car that his
new driver’s status had not changed
and that Busch would still be a wel-
come addition to his team.

‘‘It was the absolutely most impor-
tant thing that could happen at that
time,’’ Busch said late Wednesday,
during a stop on the NASCAR Nex-
tel Media Tour. ‘‘Roger came to my
support because it needed to come
out and he did that for me. I was
just humbled by the way that we
started together.

‘‘It was like pushing the primer
button on a weed eater. We were
going into a mess and it was tough
to have that start. But we’ve put it
behind us. A fresh start with a new
sponsor, a new car owner, a new
crew chief, a new team, all of the
things I’ve been looking forward to
are falling into place. I’m not look-
ing back, that’s for sure.’’

Busch has been working with
new crew chief Roy McCauley, mak-
ing the transition from Roush’s
Fords to Penske’s Dodges.

‘‘We’ve been on the gas,’’ he said.
‘‘We’ve been to Lakeland (Fla.),
Atlanta with the tire test, Daytona.
We hit Nashville and we’re going to
go to Kentucky after [the NASCAR
open test in] Vegas just so I can
used to the Charger and the team.

The more time we spend with one
another at the track, that’s the best
medicine.’’

Old school
Ken Schrader isn’t about to slow

down, even though he will turn 51 in
May.

Over the winter, Schrader signed
a one-year deal with the Wood Broth-
ers/JTG Racing team to drive a
Nextel Cup car. But that doesn’t
mean he’s thinking about calling
quits after 2006.

‘‘When the day comes that one of
these kids bumps me out, I’m going
to run the next best thing I can find
at whatever level that is,’’ Schrader
said. ‘‘I’m going to keep doing it
until I can’t climb into the car any-
more or (until) my buddies can’t
lift me in.’’

Schrader drove in five races last
week in Phoenix, winning one and
finishing second in another.

‘‘Kenny is a racer’s racer,’’ said
Eddie Wood, co-owner of the veteran
driver’s new team. ‘‘And racing is
what the Wood Brothers are all about.’’

The team has traditionally field-
ed only the No. 21 car, but Schrader
will have a teammate this season for
up to seven Cup races.

Jon Wood, Eddie’s 24-year-old
son, will race full-time in Busch
and is set to get his first taste of
Cup racing later this year.

The team will also run veteran
Stacy Compton in the Busch Series
and plans to put 21-year-old Bobby
East in a NASCAR Craftsman Truck
entry, starting in March at Atlanta.

‘‘Kenny won’t be intimidated by
the kids and the kids won’t be intim-
idated by Kenny,’’ Eddie Wood said.
‘‘With all of his experience and the
type of person he is, Kenny is about
the perfect teammate for those guys.’’

Playing hurt
Brian Vickers missed the recent

preseason test in Daytona after
being operated on to repair a sports
hernia.

But the 22-year-old driver is rar-
ing to get back in his No. 25 Hendrick
Motorsports Chevrolet.

‘‘Even though testing at Daytona
can be boring at times, I really want-
ed to be there,’’ Vickers said. ‘‘I got
a clean bill of health from my doctor
just this morning, so I’m ready to go.’’

He plans to take part in the open
test next week in Las Vegas, but
veteran David Green, who sat in
for Vickers in Daytona, will be stand-
ing by, just in case.

Vickers had one pole, five top-
10 finishes and was 17th in the sea-
son points in 2005, his second full sea-
son in Cup. He is looking for a lot bet-
ter numbers in 2006.

‘‘We had kind of a rough start in
2005, but we shook that off and got
things back where they needed to be
in the second half of the season,’’ he
said. ‘‘We were actually one of the
strongest teams, as far as gaining
points down the stretch.

‘‘That fact right there is a big
confidence boost for the entire No.
25 team.’’

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Steelers pumped before first practice

PITTSBURGH — Steelers line-
backer Clark Haggans was relaxing
at home, enjoying a few days off
before returning to practice for the
Super Bowl.

Then a commercial touting The
Rolling Stones and their upcoming
performance in Detroit came on
the air.

‘‘They’re talking about the Sea-
hawks versus the Steelers and I’m
saying, ‘Hey, I play for that team,’”
Haggans said Thursday. ‘‘It’s a great
feeling, it’s kind of surreal. You
can sit back and everything’s kind
of memorable.’’

Yes, everything is a little surre-
al for the Steelers, who practiced for
the first time Thursday since beat-
ing Denver in the AFC champi-
onship game. For many, it was still
hard to believe they made it this far.

Only one player on the team,
veteran cornerback Willie Williams,
was on the last Steelers team to
make it to the title game. They lost,
27-17, to Dallas, in the 1996 Super
Bowl.

‘‘Like coach [Bill Cowher] said,
there’s not too many people who
remember who loses the Super
Bowl,’’ kicker Jeff Reed said. ‘‘The
last few years, everybody thinks
of the Patriots.’’

New England set the bar pretty

high, winning three of the past
four Super Bowls. But the Patriots
were eliminated early in the play-
offs, and the Steelers won three
on the road to make it to the big
game Feb. 5.

Ben Roethlisberger is a big rea-
son why. At 23, he will be the second-
youngest quarterback to start a
Super Bowl — 213 days older than
Hall of Famer Dan Marino was in
1985. But Marino lost in his only

Super Bowl appearance, and has
given Roethlisberger some words of
advice.

‘‘He said, ‘Listen, enjoy this.
You’re young,’” Roethlisberger said.
‘‘On the one hand, enjoy it and have

a good time, but take it serious
enough that you want to win it,
because you never know if it’s going
to happen again.’’

Roethlisberger said he feels more
comfortable than a year ago, when
he led the Steelers to a 15-1 regular-
season record but played poorly as
they lost to New England, in the
AFC championship game.

‘‘I was a little overconfident last
year and this year I understand
where I’m at and where we are as a
team and the situation, so I think I’m
better prepared than I was last
year,’’ Roethlisberger said.

Around the locker room, the
Steelers gave the Seahawks respect.

‘‘You cannot compare this team
with any other,’’ defensive line-
man Kimo von Oelhoffen said. ‘‘They
will run the ball left or right, you
don’t know where it’s coming, and
then they’ve got great players. They
do something different than every-
body else, and they do it very well.’’

The Steelers also think they
might have a little advantage play-
ing in Detroit, the hometown of
running back Jerome Bettis.

‘‘It’s the same type of town that
Pittsburgh is, Midwest, blue-col-
lar. And we’ve had some wins recent-
ly in domes,’’ Bettis said, referring
to the Steelers’ 21-18 upset of the
top-seeded Indianapolis Colts in
the RCA Dome.

When the Steelers lost a Mon-
day night game to the Colts in
November, some speculated that
the Colts pumped in crowd noise
through the public-address system.

‘‘Hopefully, we can get some
noise on our side this time,’’ Bettis
said.

Marino urges Ben: Enjoy the moment

NEW YORK — He was a kid
when he made it to the Super Bowl,
his right arm gunning the Miami
Dolphins all the way to California
for a date with the San Francisco
49ers.

Dan Marino figured every year
would end with the big game, even
after the Dolphins lost, 38-16, in the
1985 Super Bowl. He was only 23. He
had plenty of time.

Year after year passed. There
were no more Super Bowl appear-
ances.

Now here comes Ben Roethlis-
berger, hoping to become the
youngest quarterback to win a
Super Bowl when his Steelers play
Seattle on Feb. 5. Marino had those
hopes once, now he has a few words
of wisdom for Big Ben: Enjoy the
moment.

‘‘My advice would be to have
fun with it,’’ Marino said Wednes-
day during a break in taping for
HBO’s ‘‘Inside the NFL.’’ ‘‘Don’t
take it for granted. After I lost that
game, I felt, ‘OK we lost the Super

Bowl, but we’ll be back next year,
we’ll have more opportunities.’

‘‘But I never got back.’’
Marino spent 17 seasons in the

league and is still the youngest
quarterback to start a Super Bowl,
at 23 years, 127 days old. Roethlis-
berger will be 23 years, 340 days
old on game day, the second-
youngest to make it.

The memories of the game are
hazy for Marino, inducted into the
Hall of Fame last year. He was com-
ing off a record-setting 1984 season
in which he was the NFL Most Valu-
able Player and threw for 5,084
yards and 48 touchdown passes.

Everything started well enough
against San Francisco. The Dol-
phins had a 10-7 lead heading into
the second quarter. Then every-
thing unraveled. Joe Montana took
apart the Dolphins defense, and the
49ers dominated.

With no running game, Marino
put everything on his shoulders.
It hardly mattered. He finished 29-
of-50 for 318 yards with one touch-
down and two interceptions.

‘‘I remember when the game was
over, I wished it was like a baseball

playoff series: If we could play again
tomorrow I think we’d win,’’ Mari-
no said.

Then again, there are many
things he wants to forget.

‘‘It’s hard for me to remember
back,’’ Marino said. ‘‘If we would
have won the game, I would remem-
ber a lot more of my Super Bowl
experience. The fact that we lost,
sometimes you don’t necessarily
want to remember all of it.’’

Roethlisberger has a better sup-
porting cast. The Steelers are a run-
ning team primarily, a luxury Mari-
no never had when he was with
the Dolphins. Plus, the Pittsburgh
defense is much better than the one
Marino had in the Super Bowl.

Marino also believes all the play-
off success Roethlisberger has had
will help take the pressure off him
in the big game.

‘‘First of all, the quarterback
position — you get in the Super
Bowl and you get a lot of the atten-
tion because of that. The fact that he
is so young and he’s already played
in five playoff games, two AFC
championship games ... I think he’ll
handle it fine,’’ Marino said.

Though Marino has to try and
stay neutral, he has a soft spot for
Pittsburgh. Marino grew up there
and played at the University of
Pittsburgh before the Dolphins
drafted him in the first round in
1983.

‘‘I grew up watching Joe Greene
and Franco (Harris) and (Terry)
Bradshaw and Chuck Noll. It’s my
hometown, it’s where I grew up, I
have a lot of friends and people
there,’’ Marino said. ‘‘You’d like to
see them do well but I want to see a
good football game.’’

How does he believe that will
unfold? Marino expects the Steelers
to employ the same game plan they
used in making it to the Super Bowl:
having Roethlisberger come out
throwing. He also believes the Sea-
hawks need to establish Shaun
Alexander early to take the pressure
off Matt Hasselbeck.

But one thing is clear: the Steel-
ers appear to have found their star
quarterback. Only time will tell
whether he makes it to more Super
Bowls than Marino.

‘‘The Steelers, they got lucky to
be able to get a guy who’s going to
be a franchise quarterback for them
for the next 10 or 15 years,’’ Marino
said. ‘‘That’s what you need in this
league to be consistent and have a
chance to win championships.’’

Ex-Dolphins star knows what it’s like to be young and in the Super Bowl

Despite security,
fake Super Bowl
tickets persist

DETROIT — Each Super Bowl ticket features a
darkened two-color hologram as well as images
embossed in silver foil, all designed to make tickets
hard to duplicate.

But no matter how hard the NFL tries, bogus
tickets show up every year at football’s biggest game.

As the Super Bowl approaches, police and NFL
security officials say dozens of fans — some desperate
to see their team — get ripped off in street sales
and on the Internet. Sometimes, even ticket bro-
kers get taken.

‘‘We see some heartbreaking stories every year,
great fans of ours that present themselves at the gate
who were victimized,’’ Milton E. Ahlerich, a former
FBI agent who is the NFL’s vice president of secu-
rity, said Wednesday.

He cautioned against buying tickets on the street
or over the Internet, and said counterfeiters often fre-
quent sports bars and the streets around stadiums
on game day.

At the 2005 title game, in Jacksonville, Fla., at least
75 people tried to enter the stadium with phony
tickets, most not knowing the ones they had were fake,
the NFL said. The Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office said
it recovered 146 counterfeit Super Bowl tickets and
made 27 arrests in connection with the tickets.

In Houston in 2004, 84 bogus tickets were confis-
cated, the NFL said. At the 2003 Super Bowl, in San
Diego, 57 were confiscated. Two days before that game,
federal officials near Buffalo, N.Y., arrested two
men carrying 232 counterfeit tickets.

On the Internet this week, ticketholders are ask-
ing more than $2,000 for end-zone seats. And for a 42-
person luxury suite on the 10-yard line, the asking
price is $219,225.

Two Morgantown Republicans,
Hiram Lewis and John Raese, are
among the five GOP hopefuls lined up
to challenge U.S. Sen. Robert C. Byrd
during the Nov. 14 general election.

With less than two days left for
Democrats and Republicans to file for
candidacy for U.S., state and county
offices, Lewis and Raese are among
six candidates — including one Demo-
crat — so far who want to unseat
Byrd.

Candidates from the respective
parties will first square off for the pri-
mary election May 9.

Republicans Rick Snuffer of Pros-
perity, Charles G. “Bud” Railey of
Bridgeport, and Zane Lawhorn of
Princeton are also candidates for
the U.S. Senate nomination.

Challenging Byrd for the Democ-
ratic Party nomination is Billy Hen-
dricks Jr., of Whitesville.

Also up for election are all three
seats of the U.S. House of Represen-
tatives, held by Rep. Shelley Moore
Capito, a Republican, and Reps. Alan
Mollohan and Nick Joe Rahall II,
both Democrats.

All three incumbents have filed as
candidates.

Some state Senate seats are also up
for election, including those held by
Sen. Larry Edgell, D-Wetzel, Sen.
Mike Oliverio, D-Monongalia, and
Sen. Sarah Minear, R-Tucker.

Edgell and Oliverio have filed for
candidacy. So far, Oliverio is run-
ning unopposed.

Minear, who represents the 14th
Senatorial District, said she is not fil-
ing for re-election.

All 100 House of Delegates seats are
up for re-election, and at least one full
term for county commissioner in
each county, and at least three board
of education seats in each county.

Some political party seats are also
up for election, as well as two Monon-
galia County magistrate seats.

The Mountain Party is the state’s
only third party with access to the bal-
lot. Candidates must wait to file until
after the Mountain Party conven-
tion in mid- to late-April.

The convention has not yet been
scheduled, said Frank Young, party
spokesman.

There is no Independent party in
West Virginia, but independents can
petition for candidacy up until the day
of the primary election.

Candidate list shapes up as election deadline looms

KINGWOOD — Today is the final
day the Preston County clerk’s office
will be open to accept filings for the
May primary election.

The clerk’s office is open from 9
a.m.-5 p.m. on the second floor of
the courthouse. Candidates can still
be on the ballot if their application
is mailed and postmarked by mid-
night Saturday.

As the clock winds down on filing,
the Preston County Commission
race has several candidates on both
sides of the ticket, but only four
have filed for the three seats open on
the Preston County Board of Edu-
cation.

The latest candidate to file for
the board was Robert “Mac”
McCrum, of Kingwood, in the Fourth
District. McCrum, a retired Pre-
ston County teacher and principal,
has sought office in the past. So has
Bob Morris, of Kingwood, Second
District. 

They face incumbents Jane Cro-
gan, Kingwood, Fourth District, and
Jack Keim, Terra Alta, Second Dis-
trict.

In the Preston County Commis-
sion race, incumbent Darwin Wolfe
isn’t seeking re-election, so voters are
guaranteed at least one new face in
county government.

Republicans John “Skip” Ellis, of
Bruceton; Craig Jennings, of Thorn-
ton; Paul Koontz, of Masontown;
and Michael Parsons, of Kingwood,
are in that race. 

Come November, if no one else
files, the winner in that primary
will face either Nimrod Riley, of
Arthurdale, or Thomas Shahan, of

Tunnelton, the two Democrats on the
ballot.

So what will county commis-
sioners look for when they vote?
Dave Price, the junior member of the
commission with three years in
office, said you have to be willing to
learn — quickly.

“At the beginning of the week, you
have no idea the kind of things that
are going to come up by the end of the
week,” Price said.

So far, his learning curve has
included the reorganization of the
animal shelter, the switch from a
county to a regional jail, the begin-
nings of the community corrections
program, farm preservation and
developing the annex.

“I don’t think you have to be a
rocket scientist, but you really have
to be on top of these things,” Price
said.

Commissioner Vicki Cole has
spent 18 years in office, but her sen-
timents are similar when looking at
candidates. 

She said anyone who comes in
with an axe to grind will quickly
find it’s not a one-issue job.

Voters need “someone who’s open
minded and has the time to devote
to the job that Preston County
deserves,” Cole said.

And new commissioners have to
devote time to learning the job, Cole
said. She noted it has been nice the
past few years to have commis-
sioners who made this their pri-
mary job and could do things when-
ever needed.

“You can’t learn to be a com-
missioner by reading the code,”
Cole said. “It’s an on-the-job learn-
ing experience.”

DEAR DR. GOTT: Please address
thinning hair in senior females. Is
it caused by genetics, hormones, a
vitamin deficiency or a change in
body chemistry? Is there anything
that can be done to help this prob-
lem? Now that it is happening to
me, I notice that many other
seniors are experiencing hair
loss.

DEAR READER: Alopecia
(hair loss) in older women can be
a challenging problem. As you
mention, genetic influences are to
be considered, but other causes
need to be addressed as well,
including thyroid disorders, cer-
tain medications (especially those
used as chemotherapy for cancer
patients), anemia, chronic skin
diseases, nutritional deficiencies
and baldness of unknown cause.

I suggest that you have an
examination by a dermatologist,
who should be able to recommend
treatment, such as Rogaine or
other medicine to promote hair
growth, once the cause of your
alopecia is diagnosed.

Many women with idiopathic
(of unknown cause) or inherited
alopecia end up using wigs, or
you may choose to put up with the
disorder by taking extra special
care of what hair you have left.
For example, don’t wash your
hair more often than once a week.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My primary
care physician insists on putting
me on a statin drug to lower my
total cholesterol of 230. My HDL is
90, and my LDL is 122. My HDL-to-
cholesterol ratio is 2.5, so I am
resisting treatment. I do have
high blood pressure, which is con-
trolled by an antihypertensive
drug. Would you recommend a
statin drug also?

DEAR READER: Ideally, your
cholesterol should be below 200
milligrams. Therefore, yours of
230 warrants attention. How
much attention depends on your
age.

If you are an active athlete of
22, you need an aggressive
approach. On the other hand, if
you are a retired grandfather of
82, such an approach might not be
necessary.

At the very least, I’d begin -
whatever your age - with a low-fat
diet, coupled with regular exer-
cise and two omega-3 fish-oil cap-
sules a day.

Four months into this therapy,
you should have your cholesterol
level rechecked. If it is lower,
bless you; continue the prescrip-
tion-free approach. If, however,
your level remains high, you
should consider prescription ther-
apy. Let me know how this turns
out.
