Principal: TV problems
temporarily halt recital

Technical difficulties with Morgantown
High School’s Channel One TV system kept
students from reciting the Pledge of Allegiance
last week and part of this week, Principal Bob
DeSantis said Wednesday.

The problem — solved Wednesday — had
led some students to believe the pledge was
gone for good.

Alicia Hardman, a senior at MHS, said she
was somewhat upset that no one said the
pledge. She said that normally some students
don’t recite the pledge, but never the entire
school.

“I wanted to do it last week, but they didn’t
have it,” Hardman said. “We figured they

weren’t going to do it at all this year.”
The school had planned to have students
lead the pledge over live television, but
couldn’t get the system to work right.
Each time the broadcasters tried to do
the pledge via TV, the technical prob-
lems took up the entire announce-
ment period so they couldn’t try it
again.

After a week of problems, DeSantis
said MHS decided Wednesday to go
back to some old-school technology —
the intercom.

“We fully planned on doing it,”
DeSantis said. “We thought it would

be better to have students do it live.
I'm sure that eventually we will end

up going that route.”

Some students at MHS seemed to take it in
stride that they hadn’t been asked to recite the
pledge in the morning.

Junior Brice Pelliccioni said he really did-
n’t notice that the school hadn’t recited the
pledge. He said he likes making the pledge and
remembered doing it in previous years.

Justin Oleszko, a sophomore, said he sup-
ports our country, and was surprised they had-
n’t done the pledge until Wednesday. But he
said overall he wasn’t too concerned.

“Ireally don’t care about it,” he said.

According to state law, all schools in
West Virginia are required to start the day
with the Pledge of Allegiance, said Liza
Corderro, spokeswoman for the state
Department of Education. Students can ask
to be exempted from the pledge if they want
to be, however.

DeSantis said MHS will continue to lead
the pledge over the intercom until the prob-
lems with the live TV system are worked out.
He said the school had no intention of miss-
ing the pledge this year, and he is in favor of
it.

“It’s nothing that we overlooked,” DeSantis
said. “I'm a firm believer in it.”
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Iraq to take control of armed
forces today, U.S. military says

BAGHDAD, Iraq — Iraq will
take control of its armed forces
command today, a major step on its
painful path toward independence
and an essential move before inter-
national troops can eventually
withdraw.

Despite the progress, there was
more bloodshed with at least 36
people Kkilled across the country in
car bombings, mortar attacks and
drive-by shootings. Police also
found 29 bodies.

Hospital to ask for
ruling to be set aside

A Morgantown woman has won
a $10 million verdict against Ruby
Memorial Hospital for pain and suf-
fering caused by an infection she con-
tracted during a 1995 knee operation.

But Bill Case, hospital spokesman,
said the hospital plans to ask Monon-
galia County Circuit Judge Robert B.
Stone to set aside the verdict because
it exceeds the state’s $1 million cap on
non-economic damages and was not
supported by the evidence at trial.

“We’re very disappointed by this
verdict,” he said. “We believe that
neither the verdict nor the award are
supported by the medical evidence
that was provided in court.”

On Tuesday, a Monongalia Cir-
cuit Court jury found WVU Hospi-
tals Inc. was negligent in its care and
treatment of co-plaintiff Allison
Riggs, who was 14 years old when
she underwent a knee operation at
the hospital. She contracted the
infection during the operation and
had to undergo seven additional
surgeries. She is now 25.

One of Riggs’ attorneys, Wesley
Metheney, of Wilson, Frame, Ben-
ninger and Metheney, said the jury
voted its conscience.

“This man deserves the support
of the Senate, does not deserve the
opposition I'm sad to say ... on a
purely political basis,” Stevens said.

6 armed people
holed up at high

school in Arizona

GANADO, Ariz. — Six armed
people were holed up Wednesday
at a high school in northeastern
Arizona, authorities said.

It was unclear whether the six
were holding students hostage at
Ganado High School or whether the
six armed people were students.

A male was armed with a gun,
while five females had knives, said
Jim Benally, police chief for Win-
dow Rock, a nearby community.

Authorities said the incident
began around mid-afternoon and
that police sealed off the area
around the school.

Ganado, a community of 1,500
people on Navajo Nation land, is
315 miles northeast of Phoenix.

Pakistan: Truce will not

give safe harbor to Osama

ISLAMABAD, Pakistan — Pak-
istan said Wednesday that a peace
deal with Islamic militants in a
border province would not give
safe harbor to Osama bin Laden if
he is found in the country.

Pakistan’s government and
militants — believed to support al-
Qaida and the Taliban militia —
signed a peace deal Tuesday with
the government, aimed at ending
years of violence in the rugged
North Waziristan tribal area.

“Pakistan is committed to its

policy on the war on terror, and
Osama caught anywhere in Pak-
istan would be brought to jus-
tice,” the country’s top army
spokesman, Gen. Shaukat Sultan,
told The Associated Press.

Some observers had expressed
concern the pact could provide a
haven for militant leaders like
bin Laden, who is believed to be
hiding in the rugged border zone,
or that it proves the Pakistani
military unable to crush an
insurgency on its own soil.

Thyroid cancer increase
in women reported

WASHINGTON — Death rates
from cancer are continuing to
decline but scientists have uncov-
ered a surprising jump in cases of
thyroid cancer.

Overall cancer death rates
declined 1.6 percent annually for
men between 1993 and 2003 and 0.8
percent annually for women from
1992-2003, according to the Annual
Report to the Nation on the Status
of Cancer released Wednesday.

The report found recent
increases in breast cancer appear
to have leveled off, but scientists
say it’s too soon to call that a trend.

And a special look at the Lati-
no population found that for 1999
to 2003, Latinos had lower inci-
dence rates than non-Hispanic
whites for most cancers. Howev-
er, Latino children have higher
incidence rates of leukemia,
retinoblastoma, osteosarcoma,
and germ cell tumors than do

5-year-old rescued
from Missouri lake

SPRINGFIELD, Mo. — Fisher-
men rescued a 5-year-old girl who
was thrown into a lake before
dawn Wednesday, and divers
searched the water for another
possible victim before determin-
ing the child’s mother was safe.

The girl, whose name was not
released, had told investigators
her assailant told her her mother
was dead.

Investigators later found the
mother safe on land and reunited
her with the little girl, who was
in a Springfield hospital.

Investigators were looking for
a man who they believed took the
girl during the night while she
was being watched by a baby sit-
ter and threw her into McDaniel
Lake north of Springfield. Barber
said the suspect’s vehicle had
been found but he declined to
release further details.

The mother had called police
early Wednesday, after she and
the baby sitter discovered the girl
was missing.

Proposed rule lets doctors
issue more painkillers

WASHINGTON — Restrictions
on the use of powerful painkillers
would be loosened for patients
with chronic pain under a federal
rule proposed Wednesday, allow-
ing doctors to prescribe a 90-day
supply of the drugs.

Current law forbids doctors
from refilling, without another
office visit, painkillers such as
Oxycontin and codeine that are
heavily regulated as schedule II
controlled substances because
they can be abused by addicts.
But the law is silent on the ques-
tion of multiple prescriptions for
a drug that are issued by a doctor
in a single office visit.

through all those years,” he said.
“She has waited 12 years for justice.”

During the trial, Riggs’ attorneys
argued that WVU Hospitals failed to
advise its doctors and medical staff
that it had an epidemic near the
time Riggs was infected. The lawsuit
said the hospital was experiencing
an outbreak of Serratia bacteria in
certain areas of the health-care facil-
ity, including operating rooms and
surgical intensive care.

According to information avail-
able on the Internet, Serratia bacteria
cause infections in surgical wounds and
the urinary tract, and cause pneu-
monia. The bacteria resist antibiotics.

Another of Riggs’ attorneys,
Paul Farrell Jr., also alleged the
hospital failed to disclose other
epidemics in 1991 and 1993.

Metheney said the hospital knew
all along about the infection that
hurt his client and many other peo-
ple treated there.

“They made you sick, then they
don’t tell you they made you sick,
and when they treat you, you get
stuck with the bill,” he said.

The jury also awarded about
$85,000 in special damages for med-
ical expenses to Allison’s father,
co-plaintiff Jack Riggs, who is a
professor of neurology at the WVU
School of Medicine.

“Riggs’ daughter was infected at
this hospital, and he had the courage
to step forward and address these

concerns and press this case with a
Mon County jury,” Metheney said.

Metheney said Riggs suffered
from a serratia bacterial infection
that became trapped inside her
knee during the operation. It would
then take four years for that infec-
tion to eat its way out of her knee.

The infection was found after
doctors discovered the hardware
installed in her knee had floated
into the soft tissue of her thigh.
Metheney said his client could have
lost a leg or died if she had not been
treated by a hospital in Florida.

Metheney said he hopes the ver-
dict will alert hospitals across the
state to take better control and pre-
vent bacterial infections that are
generated at the very places people
go for medical attention.
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NASA postpones
space shuttle

Atlantis launch

CAPE CANAVERAL — NASA
postponed the launch of space
shuttle Atlantis by at least anoth-
er day after discovering a problem
with its electrical power system
early Wednesday.

The fueling of the external tank
had yet to start when a coolant
pump that chills the system used
to generate electricity on Atlantis
gave an erratic reading. The elec-
trical system is made up of three
fuel cells.

The space agency planned to
further examine the problem, con-
sult with the fuel cells’ manufac-
turer and, if possible, try to launch
Atlantis at 12:03 p.m. today.

Astronaut Jeff Williams, 220
miles above Earth at the space sta-
tion, wasn’t optimistic when Mis-
sion Control told him about the
problem.

“That doesn’t sound promis-
ing,” he said.

Seven junior members

of Blair’s government quit

LONDON — Seven junior mem-
bers of Prime Minister Tony
Blair’s government resigned
Wednesday to protest his refusal to
leave office as calls for the British
leader to announce when he will
step aside gained momentum.

The rebellion in Blair’s Labour
Party flared despite strong hints by
senior ministers that Blair planned
to step down within a year, and a
news report claiming the depar-
ture date would be July 26.

Though the lower-level revolt
was unlikely to force Blair from
office, it raised fears that the
eventual change of command will
be rancorous and messy.

“Ino longer believe that your
remaining in office is in the inter-
est of either the party or the coun-
try,” Tom Watson, who was min-
ister for veterans in the Ministry
of Defense, said in a letter to the
prime minister. He and other
Labour Party members had previ-
ously signed a letter to Blair
demanding that he step aside as
prime minister.

Bush acknowledges

secret CIA prisons

WASHINGTON — President
Bush on Wednesday acknowl-
edged previously secret CIA pris-
ons around the world and said 14
high-value terrorism suspects —
including the mastermind of the
Sept. 11 attacks — have been
transferred from the system to
Guantanamo Bay for trials.

He said a small number of
detainees have been kept in CIA
custody including people respon-
sible for the bombing of the USS
Cole in 2000, in Yemen, and the
1998 attacks on U.S. embassies in
Kenya and Tanzania, in addition
to the 2001 attacks.

“It has been necessary to move
these individuals to an environ-
ment where they can be held
secretly, questioned by experts
and, when appropriate, prosecut-
ed for terrorist acts,” Bush said in
a White House speech. Families of
some people Kkilled in the Sept. 11,
2001, attacks made up part of the
audience.

Bush said of the suspects:
“These are dangerous men, with
unparalleled knowledge about ter-
rorist networks and their plans of
new attacks. The security of our
nation and the lives of our citizens
depend on our ability to learn
what these terrorists know.”

Pentagon releases prison
interrogation manuel
WASHINGTON — A new Army
manual bans some prisoner inter-
rogation techniques made infa-
mous during the 5year-old war on
terror, officials said Wednesday.
Delayed more than a year amid
criticism of the Defense Depart-
ment’s treatment of prisoners, the
new Army Field Manual was set

to be released later Wednesday.

It spells out appropriate con-
duct and procedures on a wide
range of military issues and
applies to all the armed services,
not just the Army. It doesn’t cover
the CIA, which also has come
under investigation for mistreat-
ment of prisoners in Iraq and
Afghanistan and for allegedly
keeping suspects in secret prisons
elsewhere around the world since
the Sept. 11, 2001, attacks.

There has been an outcry about
prisoner rights since shortly after
those attacks. Human rights
groups and some nations have
urged the Bush administration to
close the prison at the U.S. naval
base in Guantanamo Bay, Cuba,
since not long after it opened in
2002 with prisoners from the cam-
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paign against al-Qaida in
Afghanistan. Scrutiny of U.S.
treatment of prisoners shot to a
new level in 2004 with the release
of photos showing U.S. troops
beating, intimidating and sexual-
ly abusing prisoners at Abu
Ghraib, in Iraq — and then again
with news of secret facilities.

Israel says it will lift
Lebanese blockade

JERUSALEM — Israel said it
would lift its stifling air and sea
blockade of Lebanon today, mark-
ing a crucial breakthrough in
international efforts to rebuild
from the war between Israel and
Hezbollah guerrillas.

The move, announced Wednes-
day by the prime minister’s office,

oner swap.
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Flu shot production
may ease waiting this fall

ATLANTA — About 75 million
doses of flu vaccine will be in
most doctor’s offices and clinics
by the end of October — a near
record amount that should pre-
vent flu shot rationing this year,
health officials said Wednesday.

Overall, more than 100 million
doses should be available over
the next several months, beating
the 95 million manufactured in
2002.

“There may still be some lines,
but we really think this is promis-
ing,” said Dr. Anne Schuchat,
who heads immunization pro-
grams for the U.S. Centers for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention.

The best time for vaccination is
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in October or November, before
the flu season typically begins,
CDC officials said.

In 2004, production problems at
one manufacturer caused severe
shortages and hours-long lines for
shots. Last September, tight sup-
plies caused doctors to limit shots
at first to people at risk of severe
complications.

“This year, we're not asking
people to step aside or hold off. We
think people who want to be vacci-
nated can be vaccinated right
away,” Schuchat said.

The last time early season sup-
plies were as plentiful was 2003,
when more than 80 million doses
were distributed by the end of
October. Last year, about 60 mil-
lion doses were distributed by

that point.
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Paying to
get it right

It's worth it to try to find
ways to improve patient care

What a simple thing, prescribing an aspirin for a heart attack patient.
A small thing like that can make the difference between life and death.
But, unfortunately, not all heart attack patients rushed to an emer-
gency room get that aspirin.

Doctors forget. Hospitals don’t insist. No one is watching to
make sure.

What to do? One possibility: Use the same tool that every other indus-
try uses to improve performance — money. Give doctors and hospitals
a bonus if they improve the quality of care. This idea, called ‘“pay for
performance,” is gaining momentum. The American Medical Asso-
ciation is developing more than 100 standard measures of quality by
which to judge performance. Some of those results eventually will be
reported to the federal government. Some large insurance companies
and private employers are enthusiastically joining the push. Medicare
is experimenting with pilot programs as a way to improve care and
tame costs in a system now projected to be insolvent by 2018, a mere
12 years from now. President Bush recently signed an executive
order that, among other things, aims to help develop quality standards
for medical care, a vital step toward a pay-for-performance system.

You may be asking now, don’t doctors and hospitals get paid
enough already? Do they really need bonuses? Isn’t that part of the
problem, why health-care costs are garroting the federal budget?

Er, well, yes. But the theory here is that the system is backward.
It often inadvertently rewards poor performance. Doctors do more —
tests, operations, follow-up care — they get paid more. There’s little
penalty for failing, except when mistakes turn into malpractice suits.

So why not figure out the essential things that all physicians should,
but don’t always, do to manage or treat illnesses such as diabetes,
heart disease or asthma? Then pay doctors and hospitals a bonus for
meeting those standards — doing the right thing at the right time in
the right way.

Many doctors hate the idea. They consider it an insulting — and
tiny — bribe to treat patients right. They argue they don’t need such
incentives. Many don’t. And probably doctors are right to suspect
that these systems could one day be used to cut some doctors’ pay while
increasing others’ who do what some bureaucrat or insurance exec
dictates, and nothing more. But the problems with the American health-
care system are so huge, so pernicious and so threatening to the nation’s
long-term fiscal health that experimentation with pay for performance
and other novel ideas deserves a try.

Improving the quality of care is a powerful idea. It promises bet-
ter treatment, fewer hospital stays, fewer botched surgeries and extend-
ed recoveries. Boosting prevention — making sure patients get
proper screenings and early treatment before chronic ailments
take hold and run up huge bills — is part of that. So is cutting down
on wasteful treatments that merely run up the bill without provid-
ing any benefit to the patient.

Americans expect — demand — medical miracles, high-tech
tests, wonder drugs that cure. Many times they get them. But often
they just get huge bills and little to show for them. And the system
changes slowly, grudgingly.

gas prices is too much
Dear Gov. Manchin,
On the weekend of Aug. 26-28
my wife and I visited in Akron,
Ohio. On Aug. 26 we paid $2.73

per gallon to fill our tank in Mor-

gantown. The same day in
AKkron, we found gas as low as
$2.39 per gallon, 34 cents lower
than Morgantown. When we
returned we were astonished to
see gas still at $2.73.

The following Friday, Sept. 1,
we again filled up in Morgan-
town at $2.69 per gallon, a
decrease of 4 cents from Mon-
day, for a trip to Cincinnati and
northern Kentucky. While there,
we were able to fill up for $2.35
per gallon, again, 34 cents lower
than Morgantown. During our
return trip, gas was still $2.35 as
far east as Belpre, Ohio, across
the river from Parkersburg. I
didn’t notice the price in Park-

ersburg, but 70 miles east in
Clarksburg, and then Fairmont
and Morgantown, the price was
still $2.69.

Ifind it impossible to ratio-
nalize such a disparity. Do Ohio
and Kentucky subsidize their
gas? I doubt it. Has West Vir-
ginia, unknown to the public,
increased its gasoline tax?
While that’s an interesting
thought, probably not. Are the
oil companies selectively pric-
ing their gas for West Virginia?
That’s a scenario I can easily
believe, but surely cannot
understand.

Gov. Manchin, the citizens of
West Virginia need and deserve
(dare I say demand) immediate
and vigorous action to correct
this outrageous practice by the
oil companies. It is a blatant
attack on our wallets and an
affront to our dignity to expect
us to carry this unfair burden
that further bloats the already
obscene profits of the oil indus-
try.

We await your response. Is
there anyone else out there who
can help?

In a post-9/11 world: A time to weep and a time to cuss

THE FIVE-YEAR ANNIVERSARY of the Sept.
11 terrorist attacks has produced a
peculiar concern — whether rescuers
used proper language in the midst of
mind-numbing horror and chaos.

Apparently, firefighters were
prompted to use profanity, a fact
that some Americans now find too
offensive for prime time.

The American Family Association
— a Tupelo, Miss.-based organization
that boasts 3 million members and
describes itself as promoting the
biblical ethic of decency — has
promised to flood the Federal Com-
munications Commission (FCC)
with complaints if CBS stations air
the real-time 9/11 documentary,
called ““9/11,” which contains objec-
tionable language.

Randy Sharp, director of special

projects for the group, says that 198,000
people already have notified the FCC
that they want CBS to be punished if
it runs the documentary. This is no
small threat under new FCC rules,
which allow fines of up to $325,000
under the Broadcast Decency Enforce-
ment Act of 2005. Several CBS affili-
ate stations have taken heed, either
declining to air the documentary or
planning to run it later in the evening
when standards relax.

Usually, I'm in favor of strict
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enforcement of decency standards.
Any parent trying to raise polite
children in our Age of Perpetual
Adolescence knows that challenge to
be daunting. However, there’s a
clear difference between gratuitous
profanity contrived by unimagina-
tive writers and the spontaneous
language of real-life horror.

Surely the American Family Asso-
ciation’s biblical ethics leave some
wiggle room for common sense and
context. Besides, children too young
to hear raw language are far too
young to watch something as hor-
rifying as the mass murder that
took place on 9/11.

Otherwise, Americans have a
right — perhaps even a duty — to
watch an unedited, unscripted
account of what happened. The film,

which already aired on the six-month
and one-year anniversaries of 9/11,
was an accident of serendipity.
Two French filmmakers had set
out to document an ordinary day in
the life of a rookie fireman. What
they captured was the chaos and car-
nage of the attacks, including footage
of the plane hitting the first tower.
Can anyone really imagine seeing
what those firefighters saw — first one
plane, then another — and saying,
“Goodness gracious, what rare deed
is this?” When “What the —” more
accurately captures the moment?
Here’s anew word to teach the kid-
dies: verisimilitude. That is, depicting
realism, or having the appearance of
truth. In real life, people seeing others
Pplunge 100 stories are going to say things
they wouldn’t customarily say. All sins

forgiven. Pre-emptively and ever after.
What makes some language offen-
sive has been a matter of colorful
debate for centuries. Biblically speak-
ing, profanity refers to using the
Lord’s name in vain. Other people find
scatological language offensive. The
question really boils down to manners
— being considerate of others.
Protecting the public airwaves is
a worthy battle, which organizations
such as the American Family Asso-
ciation, the Parents Television Coun-
cil and the Media Research Center
fight with passion, and for little appre-
ciation. But there are exceptions to all
rules and ““9/11” should be one of
them. The FCC reportedly considers
context in its rulings; if the terrorist
attacks are not an acceptable con-
text for profanity, then there is none.

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Meanwhile, Sharp and his friends
undoubtedly are familiar with Eccle-
siastes, Chapter 3, in which the Bible
instructs that to everything there is
a season, and a time to every purpose.

“... A time to weep and a time to
laugh; a time to mourn, and a time to
dance ... a time to keep silence, and a
time to speak.”

Had the chapter been written in
today’s post-9/11 world, its author
might have considered an amend-
ment: “a time to watch one’s words,
and a time to cuss like a first respon-
der at Ground Zero, Sept. 11, 2001,
New York, New York.”

Man called negligent in pregnant woman shooting

ALLENTOWN, Pa. — A hunter
accused of firing the stray bullet that
seriously wounded a pregnant
teenager testified in a civil trial
Wednesday that he believes his
errant shots hit the ground.

Craig Wetzel, who is represent-
ing himself in Lehigh County Court,
said he shot at a deer and a fox
with a high-powered hunting rifle
— missing both — on Nov. 30, 2004.
Authorities say one of the bullets hit
18-year-old Casey Kantner in the
head.

Kantner, now 20, is suing Wet-

zel and Daniel Haas, the owner of

the 140-acre orchard from which
the shots were fired, for negli-
gence. The trial opened Wednesday
and is expected to last two to three
days.

Last year, Wetzel pleaded guilty
to violating hunting laws and was
given six months’ probation, but
he has declined to apologize. Wet-
zel also lost hunting privileges
for five to 10 years and was
required to pay $3,175 in restitu-
tion.

Despite Wetzel’s insistence
Wednesday that his shots hit the
dirt, state police Cpl. Kurt
Tempinski, a ballistics expert,
testified that the bullet that
struck Kantner almost certainly
came from Wetzel’s 7Tmm mag-

num rifle.

The errant shot traveled more
than a half-mile, hitting Kantner as
she sat in a car in her driveway in

North Whitehall Township, author-
ities have said.

Wetzel’s rifle is typically used to
hunt big game and should never

be shot in a populated area, said
Mark Thomas, a hunting and
wildlife management expert who
also testified for Kantner.

He leaves behind a network
of more than 200 nature centers
and museums across the coun-
try that encourage people to
love the outdoors as much as he
did. Much of his work was done
through two organizations he
founded: the Natural Science for
Youth Foundation and the
Southeast Land Preservation
Trust.

Forbes never graduated from
college, but studied at the Uni-
versity of lowa and Bowdoin
College, which awarded him an
honorary doctorate in 1987.

As president of the William
T. Hornaday Foundation, which
later became the Natural Sci-
ence for Youth Foundation, he
helped establish museums in
Kansas City, Mo.; Nashville,
Tenn.; Fort Worth, Texas;
Naples, Fla.; and elsewhere. In
Sacramento, Calif., he even set
up an animal lending library,
where instead of books, students
could borrow pet skunks, rab-
bits and turtles for a week.

Rep. Mary Lou Freeman, who
served two terms in the Iowa
Senate, two terms in the House
and was seeking re-election this
year, was found dead Tuesday at
her home.

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USA Today: WVU
makes the top 20
for low tuition

WVU scored low numbers in
USA Today — but this time it’s
good news.

The newspaper charted stu-
dent costs at 75 flagship schools
across the country in its annual
College Tuition and Fees Survey,
and of those, WVU showed the
14th lowest in-state tuition. It also
cracked the top 20 among schools
that offer the most affordable
tuition for out-of-state students.

In-state students pay $4,476 a
year — as opposed to the $12,164
Pennsylvania residents pay to
attend Pennsylvania State Uni-
versity, the survey’s chart-topper.

WVU students who come to
campus from outside the Moun-
tain State pay $13,840, in contrast
to the $29,131 assessed to non-resi-
dents attending the University of
Michigan, which was the most
expensive in that category.

“West Virginia University is a
great value in higher education
among flagship universities
across the country,” WVU Presi-
dent David C. Hardesty Jr., said
of the survey findings.

Basic fees for full-time, first-
year freshmen were factored into
the USA Today survey, which
looked at schools in all 50 states.
Supplemental costs such as book
fees and room and board were not
included.

The University of Florida at
Gainesville had the lowest in-
state tuition at $3,206.

Attorney general
cites ‘deceptive
acts, practices’

A door-to-door meat seller must
repay customers who filed complaints
with the West Virginia Office of the
Attorney General.

GWWYV Inc., also known as Royal

TO FILE a complaint or to report
a problem with any door-to-door
meat sellers, call the attorney
general consumer hotline at
(800) 368-8808.

Choice Distributors, Royal Foods,
and Elite Foods, must refund $7,853.45
t0 29 people, according to the attorney
general’s office. The company also
must pay $1,000 to the attorney general.

GWWYV became the subject of an
attorney general’s office investigation
in 2004. The office heard numerous

complaints from around the state
about the meat seller with offices in
Bridgeport and Beckley, Assistant
Attorney General Rob Bastress said.

Complaints involved various
“unfair or deceptive acts or prac-
tices” by the company, Bastress said.
Consumers said the company mis-
represented the quality or quantity
of meat sold or the reasons for price
reductions, used high pressure sales
tactics, failed to comply with the
three-day-right-to-cancel law, and
sold poor quality meat, Bastress said.

Royal Choice attorney Justin Har-

rison, of Bowles Rice law firm in
Charleston, had no comment on the
settlement.

Consumers who purchased meat
from GWWYV, or any of its aliases, may
file a complaint with the attorney
general’s office by Oct. 4. Those with
valid claims will get their money
back, Bastress said.

Terri Adams, of Morgantown,
already filed her complaint. She
bought two cases of meat from the
company a year or two ago and said
she was dismayed by its quality.

“It was atrocious. I threw it out. We

couldn’t eat it,” Adams said.

Adams said she was happy to hear
that after all this time she would be
getting back the $200 she paid for
the meat — and some piece of mind.

“It wasn’t even about [the money],”
Adams said. “People need to be aware
that this is out there — it’s a scam.”

As part of the settlement, GWWV
isrequired to obtain all necessary food
handling permits and licenses, com-
ply with the three-day-right-to-cancel
law, stop misrepresentations about
its product, and cease high-pressure
sales tactics, Bastress said.

Bigger Oglebay Hall will get air-conditioning

1918 building
being expanded
and renovated

Wooden frames behind WVU’s
Oglebay Hall, on the downtown cam-
pus, are part of an $18 million reno-
vation and expansion of the 1918
building.

Work is on schedule, and should
be completed as planned next May,
reported Joe Fisher, WVU associ-
ate vice president for facilities and
services.

As part of the work at Oglebay
Hall, contractor Wayne Crouse, of
Pittsburgh, is installing the piping
necessary to bring air conditioning
to the historic structure. Crouse’s
crews are based in the Stadium Loop
because, Fisher said, they’'re work-
ing with the central cooling tower at
the new Life Sciences Building. It was
designed to serve additional buildings

used to hold the building’s frame in place while the renovations
are completed.

in the downtown campus.
Massaro, of Pittsburgh, is the
prime contractor for the Oglebay
project. The existing building is
being remodeled to house the popular
forensic and investigative science pro-
gram. The 15,000-square-foot addition
will contain four large lecture halls
for general WVU use, with a small

rooftop parking lot.

Next week, windows for the upper
floor of Oglebay Hall are due to
arrive. Later this month, Fisher
said, part of the roof will be removed
temporarily to allow three heat
recovery units to be installed in the
attic.

When finished, Oglebay Hall will

have eight general purpose class-
rooms, ranging from 41 to 96 seats.
The addition will have halls ranging
from 100 to 350 seats, designed to
hold the large sections of freshmen
and sophomore classes.

The small parking lot on the roof
of the addition is designed to serve
the forensics program, and will be
connected to the third floor of the old
building.

The forensics program will occu-
py the top two floors of the old build-
ing; the first two will house the class-
room technology program. Fisher
said that’s to teach teachers how to
use today’s technology in schools.

An open walkway between the
addition and existing building will
allow students a shortcut from Maid-
en Lane to the Business & Econom-
ics Building.

Oglebay Hall was built in 1918 to
house WVU’s agricultural program.
It is listed on the National Register
of Historic Places. The addition and
renovations are being made con-
sistent with the building’s archi-
tectural history, Fisher said.

Robinson
bond will

stay $50K

Accused of sex abuse
of a b-year-old girl

A Monongalia County judge refused
Wednesday to increase the bond for
a convicted child molester accused of
sexually abusing another child in
June.

John Ray Robinson, 43, of Moun-
tainview Road, is charged with two
felonies — first-degree sexual abuse
and failure to register as a sex offend-
er. He is accused of inappropriately
touching a 5-year-old girl in Mon
County on June 19. He was released
on $50,000 bond Aug. 28.

In 2004, Robinson was released
from prison, after serving 12 1/2 years
for a 1992 conviction of first-degree sex-
ual assault and sexual abuse by a
parent, guardian, or custodian. In
that case, Robinson molested the
young daughter of his then live-in
girlfriend at their former home in
Mon County, county Prosecuting
Attorney Marcia Ashdown said.

According to the West Virginia
State Police Sex Offender Registry, the
victim was a girl between age 6 to 12.

Wednesday, Ashdown asked Cir-
cuit Court Judge Robert Stone to
increase Robinson’s bond, set in Mag-
istrate Court. She said Robinson could
be a flight risk.

Stone declined. He said Robinson’s
family had put up their house and
property for his bond — the value of
which would still be enough to cover
bond even if he raised it as high as
$100,000. He did set additional condi-
tions of Robinson’s bond.

Robinson must live at his current
address and must report to the pro-
bation office once a week. He must be
in hishome between 10 p.m. and 8a.m.
daily in case officers want to check on
him.

Any violation of these conditions,
including one set in Magistrate Court
that he may not leave the state, could
get his bond revoked, Stone said.

A warrant was issued for Robin-
son’s arrest June 28. Police said he was
not at his home when they went to
serve the warrant. Police found him
Aug. 16, at a pond in a wooded area off
U.S. 19, south of Morgantown.

“We had every reason to believe Mr.
Robinson knew of the warrant,” Ash-
down said Wednesday.

Robinson’s attorney, Anthony
LeRose, said his client does not pose
aflight risk, but declined to comment
further.

Public backlash concerns Marion metro government panel

Committee seeks
ways 1o get out
word of project

Public dialogue is the key to suc-
cess for the Marion County Metro
Government Charter Review Com-
mittee, committee members said.

The committee came back to the
subject of communication again
and again during an hour-long meet-
ing Wednesday, in which it set up
subcommittees and announced its
collaboration with WVU’s Busi-
ness and Economics department.

The committee has a little less

than 11 months to find out if a metro
government system of merging city
and county government would work
for Marion County.

City and county officials have
said the committee will not have the
answer for months. The commit-
tee has not held public meetings,
because it is not prepared to answer
the public’s questions, committee
member Andy Kniceley said.

In the meantime, committee
members said they’re trying to stay
focused in the face of a wall of neg-
ative public opinion.

“I've gotten a lot of e-mails on this
issue, and most of them are negative.
Most of them are people who already
made up their minds,” Kniceley
said.

“In the absence of facts, people
tend to make up their own facts,”

said Butch Osborne, the committee
chairman.

In July, committee member
Michael Grant said Marion Coun-
ty residents were afraid they would
be giving up the freedoms of being
unincorporated, and that a metro
government would just be a veiled
avenue for taxation.

Cynthia Ray, a resident of an
unincorporated area of Marion
County, told the committee Wednes-
day that metro government would
not solve the county’s problems.

“Idon’t think that changing the
form of government is going to do
anything to adjust the content,”
Ray said. “I think the content, how
we conduct government in this
county, is the problem, not the form
of it.”

Osborne said that, although he

did receive negative feedback
through e-mail, many of the com-
mittee’s detractors are praising
them for making the attempt.

“Even those people who have
been negative about this to me real-
ize that, hey, we’ve gotta try some-
thing different,” Osborne said.

“This may not be it, but thisisa
start.”

The committee considered ways
of getting the word to the public.
Members liked the idea of town
hall meetings, held in unincorpo-
rated areas of Marion County.
Osborne said they would have to
take care that the meetings remain
structured and not devolve into
endless complaining.

Kniceley stressed the impor-
tance of creating a Web site for the
committee, and suggested allow-

ing the public to discuss the metro
government charter on the site.

“Now there’re these things
called forums, where people can
post and respond ... I think that
would be great for this issue,”
Kniceley said.

Committee member Tina Shaw
asked what would happen if some-
one “who doesn’t understand the
concept” posts negative comments
on the forum.

“If that happens, we shut it down
for a time,” Osborne said.

But in order for public hearings,
town hall meetings and Web sites to
serve their purpose, the commit-
tee needs answers of its own.

“Until we hear from [WVU],
we’re just flailing in the dark,”
Grant said.

The committee met with Tom
Witt, associate dean of WVU’s busi-
ness and economics school, at an
unannounced meeting this past
week. Witt and his department will
perform a study on the effects a
metro government would have on
Marion County. Witt will submit
the proposal at the committee’s Sept.
20 meeting, Osborne said.

The B&E school has an accoun-
tant on staff who is accustomed to
looking at public-sector account-
ing, Osborne said. It also has an
attorney who can examine legal
issues that may arise.

“His department and, more impor-
tantly, Dr. Witt can be a tremen-
dous resource,” Osborne said.

The committee did not yet know
how much the study would cost,
but would seek money from the state
government, he said.

Ray expressed concern that the
study would just crunch existing
numbers and would not generate
new data with uses beyond the scope
of metro government.

She recommended the committee
contact WVU’s geography depart-

ment instead.

Osborne said B&E was the only
department the committee had
solicited for a study, but he would ask
if Witt would be able to use WVU
resources from other departments.

Osborne said the committee had
established a working rapport with
Witt and was confident in his abil-
ity to carry out the study.

“We can’t take six months to
decide who to work with,” Osborne
said.

Witt was not available for com-
ment Wednesday afternoon and
evening.

Finances

For the past two weeks, Kniceley
said, he has attempted to secure
$5,000 seed money for the committee
from the city of Fairmont and the
Marion County Commission. The
city and county have been recep-
tive to the committee’s requests, he
said, but will not give money until
the committee can produce a budget.

Kniceley has balked at producing
a budget because he doesn’t know
how much money will be needed.

County Commission President
Cody Starcher told Kniceley that
they could just make a rough budget

now and change it later.

“I would rather do a real [budget],
if 'm going to put my name on it,”
Kniceley said. “Cody wouldn’t like
it too much if I gave him a budget
request for $100,000.”

“Oh, I’d like it. I just wouldn’t
give it to you,” Starcher said.

Starcher was, at first, reluctant
to spend local money on the com-
mittee. The city of Fairmont and
Marion County have taken pains to
distance themselves from the com-
mittee. In July, city and county
officials stepped down from the
committee in an effort to de-politi-
cize the group and give it more
validity in the public eye.

Starcher said he had since
changed his mind because the
amount the committee requested
was not significant compared to
the cost of the WVU study and
other expenses the committee will
incur.

The state’s metro government
laws require that the committee
present a budget before requesting
money. Kniceley said he would speak
to Noelle Starek, an attorney who
helped draft the laws, to find out if
he could get around the need to pre-
sent a budget for the initial seed
money.

Senior women can improve retirement outlook

IF YOU ARE A SENIOR WOMAN, yOU
need to be diligent in managing
your financial resources to enjoy a
comfortable lifestyle in retirement.
Fortunately, by planning ahead
and making the right moves, you
can help alleviate any inequalities
that may exist between you and the
men of the world.

What are some of these dispari-
ties?

Furthermore, there may be
lifestyle issues that put greater
financial pressure on senior
women. For example, when it
comes to giving money to their
adult children, women may be
more generous than men.

Of course, that’s hard to prove,
but according to annual surveys
conducted by the Higher Educa-
tion Research Institute at the Uni-
versity of California at Los Ange-
les, there has been one major, con-

sistent disparity between the
sexes during the past four
decades: Approximately two-
thirds of women say “helping oth-
ers who are in difficulty” is an
essential or very important life
objective, compared to only half of
the men.

Thus, it seems plausible that
retired women may be more com-
mitted to providing assistance to
their grown children — which, of
course, could lead to additional
financial strains.

Taking all these factors togeth-
er, it’s clear that, as retirement
approaches, you need to take
action. Here are a few sugges-
tions:

m Take advantage of your
retirement plan. Put in as much
as you can possibly afford to your
IRA and your 401(k) or other
employer-sponsored plan. Every
time you get a raise, try to
increase the amount you con-
tribute to your retirement plan.

® Know how much to expect
from Social Security. Contact
Social Security (sssa.gov) to make

sure your earnings records are
right and to find out the size of
your benefits checks.

m Be aware of wills, trusts and
beneficiary designations. If you are
married, make sure you know
what legal arrangements have
been made for you to receive finan-
cial assets from your husband
should you outlive him — which,
statistically speaking, is likely.

m Get professional help. To iden-
tify and quantify your retirement
planning goals, and to choose the
mix of investments that can help
you make progress toward those
goals, you may well want to work
with a financial professional.

And here’s one final tip:

Stay informed. Whether you're
single or married, divorced or
widowed, know where you stand
in regard to your savings, invest-
ments and retirement plans.

Vivendi buys
BMG Music

Ford CEO steps down
but remains chairman

DEARBORN, Mich. — Bill Ford,
who struggled for five years to steer
Ford Motor Co. toward financial sta-
bility, has stepped down as chief

executive of the company founded
by his great grandfather and is being
replaced by top Boeing executive
Alan Mulally. Ford will remain as
chairman, the company said Tues-
day in a surprise announcement.

The change comes more than
seven months into a restructuring,
which is the second under Ford’s
watch and has so far failed to revive
the nation’s No. 2 automaker.

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EWU coming
a long way for
the big bucks

BEFORE ANYONE GETS carried away
with the notion Eastern Washing-
ton has much of a chance outside
the entirely unlikely Saturday
against West Virginia, under-
stand it’s not going to happen.

It’s mildly entertaining when
Rich Rodriguez mentions that
three Division I-AA teams upset I-
A teams last weekend, including
two that play in the same Big Sky
Conference EWU has won the
past two years.

Maybe it’s even necessary to
maintain the interest in the
nation’s now No. 6-ranked team
following a summer of hype lead-
ing into the season opener,
against Marshall.

It’s more useful, though, to lis-
ten when Rodriguez says the
Eagles are in town for nothing
more than a paycheck.

“Why else are they doing it?”
Rodriguez said. “They’re not doing
it for the coach’s win-loss record.”

EWU has made back-to-back I-
AA playoff appearances and has
been ranked from time to time
through the years. That means lit-
tle, maybe less, against I-A teams.
The last time the Eagles played a
ranked I-A opponent was 1990.
They lost to Houston, 81-24.

Since 1982, the Eagles are 7-13
against I-A teams and that
includes a turnover tryst against
Oregon State last week, one they
lost, 56-17. But they made $300,000
that day and will bank $450,000
Saturday.

Sounds like a good deal, and it
is — for the Mountaineers.

Left dangling in the wind in
March when Buffalo bailed out of a
prearranged game, then unable to
find a comparable replacement so
late in the scheduling season, WVU
had to scurry to fill that gap and do
so with another home game.

The result is this criticized
clash with the Eagles, a necessary
evil if there ever was one.

“A lot of people don’t under-
stand the only way to survive in
the I-A world is to have a revenue
source of income from the football
program,” Rodriguez said. “How
do you get that revenue source?
Home football games. For a lot of
programs, these home games are
worth millions of dollars.”

And so it is that WVU pays
some bills and doesn’t mind pay-
ing EWU a healthy sum to come
to town and take a beatdown.
That’s the deal, one Rodriguez
discovered when he was a Divi-
sion II coach at Glenville State
playing up against I-AA teams.

“I said to the guys, ‘We’re not
doing this for the notoriety or any-
thing like that. We’re doing this
for the money,”” Rodriguez said.

It was tricky, to be sure,
because Rodriguez had some pio-
neering teams at Glenville State,
ones that would make the playoffs
and even play for their national
championship. Every week, the
players were trying and, in many
instances, expecting to win. For
one week, though, they knew the
loss was coming, all so their
school could cash a nice check.

“The guys loved to compete
against guys at a higher level who
had more scholarships and more
money,” Rodriguez said. “They
weren’t intimidated, though. They
were the same age and they all felt
they had something to prove.”

Win or lose — actually, make
that lose because while
Rodriguez’s teams would some-
times come close, they never won
when playing up — they enjoyed
the challenge and, more specifi-
cally, the experience.

“We never flew. We took a bus,
but it was a Greyhound and it had
TVs on it, which was neat,”
Rodriguez said. “We got to stay in
nice hotels because it was usually
along trip. And we gottogotoa
steakhouse or an all-you-can-eat
place, like a Golden Corral or a
Ryan’s Steakhouse. The guys
couldn’t wait to go on those trips
because of the all-you-can-eat
deals the day before the game.
That was big-time.”

Jerry West as he began his
speech in Wednesday’s rendition
of the Don Nehlen Distinguished
Lecture series.

Try the Miami
Dolphins.

The Steelers and Dolphins
meet tonight in the NFL’s open-
ing game, but one that original-
ly wasn’t planned to match these
opponents. A rematch of the Steel-
ers-Broncos AFC championship
game was anticipated, but the
Broncos pressured to get out of
the game and the Dolphins took
their place.

Which raises this question:
Is playing in the NFL’s show-
case opener a reward or an unjust
penalty for the Dolphins, who
missed the playoffs despite end-
ing the regular season with a
league-best six consecutive vic-
tories?

Heinz Field usually is one of
the NFL’s toughest stadiums for
a road team, though the Steel-
ers lost there three times last
season, and this will be the first
game they will play there that
counts since winning their fifth
Super Bowl.

The Steelers are on an eight-
game winning streak after going
4-0 to end the season — and all
four were must-win games —
and 4-0 in the playoffs.

“There are a lot of positives to
it,” Dolphins coach Nick Saban
said. “We just look at it as the
hand we’re dealt and we’ll do
the best job we can to manage
it.”

Dolphins running back Ronnie
Brown prefers to view it as an
opportunity rather than a penal-
ty. Miami hasn’t won seven
games in a row since 1985.

“We get to go out and be the
first people to play the defending
champs,” he said. “It’s just an
opportunity to us to go prove
ourselves as a team.”

And, too, for the Steelers to
show they can overcome their
first big obstacle as they try to
achieve what their 1975 and 1979
teams did by following a Super
Bowl title with another one.

Star quarterback Ben Roeth-
lisberger appeared to have made
an exceptional comeback from his
scary and near-tragic motorcycle
accident in June, only to need
an emergency appendectomy on
Sunday that will keep him out of
least this game.

NFL ticket prices rise for third straight season

NFL ticket prices increased an aver-
age of 5.6 percent for the upcoming sea-
son, according to Team Marketing
Report, which surveys ticket costs each
year. The survey found the average tick-
et will cost $62.38, an increase of more
than $3 over last year. Twenty-one teams
raised their ticket prices, including the
Washington Redskins at a league-high
17.2 percent. San Diego’s increase was
14.6 percent, the second consecutive
year of double-digit increases for the
Chargers.

m Kansas City Chiefs tackle John Wel-
bourn, who unexpectedly retired in
June, was suspended for six weeks
Wednesday for violating the league’s
drug policy. Welbourn, who was also sus-
pended for the first four games in 2005
under the league’s policy on perfor-
mance-enhancing drugs, had asked to be
reinstated, said Chiefs president Carl
Peterson. The Chiefs still have Welbourn
under contract for three years. And with
the unexpected retirement in July of Pro
Bowl left tackle Willie Roaf, they have a
need at offensive tackle. But whether the
30-year-old Welbourn is taken back
remains to be seen, Peterson said.

m Rookie Reggie McNeal signed onto
the Cincinnati Bengals practice squad
Wednesday, allowing him to continue
his transformation from quarterback to
receiver. McNeal was waived on Satur-
day as part of the Bengals’ final cuts.
The Bengals took the Texas A&M quar-
terback in the sixth round. They’ve been
trying to convert him into a receiver,
even though that’s one of their deepest
positions. McNeal caught three passes in
the preseason and ran two reverses. The
Bengals did not allow him to throw a
pass.

Soccer

The father of a popular Iraqi soccer
player kidnapped on his way to a train-
ing session issued an emotional appeal
for his son’s release on Wednesday.
Ghanim Ghudayer, 22, a member of
Iraq’s Olympic team and a star on Bagh-
dad’s Air Force Club, was kidnapped
Sunday in western Baghdad. Jarallah
Ghudayer called on the Iraqi govern-
ment and humanitarian organizations
to help him find his son.

Sharapova outlasts
Golovin in quarters

NEW YORK (AP) — Her shots
sparkling as much as her silver
sneakers, Maria Sharapova gritted
her way to yet another Grand Slam
semifinal. Sharapova defeated 27th-
seeded Tatiana Golovin 7-6 (4), 7-6
(0)in a U.S. Open quarterfinal that
lasted more than two hours Wednes-
day night, setting up a showdown
with No. 1 Amelie Mauresmo.

“She’s the one to beat right
now,” Sharapova said. “I feel like
I have nothing to lose.”

Sharapova’s victory came in
straight sets, but it was anything
but easy. She played superb defense
for long stretches, even resorting
to a left-handed shot to keep a
point going.

She was broken in each of her
first two service games, and fought
off two set points while trailing 6-
5 in the opener. Then she over-
came a concentration lapse after a
trainer attended to Golovin for a big
blister on the bottom of her right
foot, and recovered again after
getting broken while serving for the
match at 5-3 in the second.

Sharapova’s father, Yuri, kept a
close eye on all the proceedings. He
appeared to signal Sharapova at one
point by pulling a banana out of his
bag; shortly thereafter, she pulled
out a piece of fruit and ate it.

The first set alone lasted 1:18,
more than Mauresmo’s entire 6-2, 6-
3 victory over No. 12 Dinara Safina.

The other semifinal will be No.
2 Justine Henin-Hardenne against
No. 19 Jelena Jankovic.

Lindsay Davenport exited her
16th U.S. Open with a quarterfinal
loss to Henin-Hardenne and a quick
walk off court. No on-court inter-
view. No glance around the stadi-
um.

Backup drug test
negative for Jones

Medalist cleared of
doping allegations

The backup drug test for sprint-
er Marion Jones came back negative,
clearing the five-time Olympic medal-
ist of doping allegations that have
dogged her for the past month, her
attorneys said Wednesday night.
“I am absolutely ecstatic,” Jones
said in a statement released by her
lawyers. “I have always maintained
that I have never ever taken per-
formance enhancing drugs, and I
am pleased that a scientific process
has now demonstrated that fact.”
Jones tested positive for the
banned endurance enhancer EPO on
June 23. She withdrew from a meet
in Switzerland hours before reports
of the test result were revealed.
The backup, or ‘B,’ test, con-
ducted at the same UCLA lab using
the same sample, came back nega-
tive, however, meaning the 30-year-
old sprinter has been cleared of any
wrongdoing. She faced a minimum

two-year ban. “I am anxious to get
back on the track,” Jones said.

The statement, released by attor-
ney Rich Nichols, said the U.S. Anti-
Doping Agency informed Jones that
the test had come back negative.
USADA does not comment on active
cases and never acknowledged Jones’
positive ‘A’ test.

USADA general counsel Travis
Tygart did not immediately return
messages left late Wednesday by
The Associated Press. U.S. Olympic
Committee spokesman Darryl Seibel
said the federation had no comment
on the news.

Questions have long been raised
about the reliability of EPO test-
ing, and this negative ‘B’ test will
spark further debate.

“I believe there are issues with
that test,” said Howard Jacobs,
another Jones attorney who has
defended several athletes on dop-
ing charges. “It’s a difficult test.
From what I saw on the ‘A’ sam-
ple, it was questionable as to whether
it should’ve been called a positive.
I can’t say I was shocked that the ‘B’
came back negative based on what
the ‘A’ looked like.”

Hint? Think
Vince Young

AUSTIN, Texas — Welcome to
the nightmare, Texas.

After unleashing Vince Young
on opponents the last three seasons,
the No. 2 Longhorns now get a taste
of trying to stop No. 1 Ohio State’s
Troy Smith, another strong, athlet-
ic quarterback who can pass or run
around defenses.

“The good news is they’ve seen a
big, fast guy at quarterback,” Texas
coach Mack Brown said of his
defense. “The bad new is they were
mostly watching Vince.”

Smith leads Ohio State (1-0) into
Austin on Saturday night a year
after Young and the Longhorns (1-0)
ended the Buckeyes’ hopes for a
national title and started their own
with a thrilling 25-22 win.

“You can kind of compare him to
Vince,” said Longhorns defensive end
Tim Crowder. “He brings it all to the
table.”

Running or passing, Smith creates
all kinds of problems.

Texas remembers chasing him
last year, only to watch him throw
a long touchdown pass. They got
him with a final safety in the end, but
it was far from easy.

“He’s dangerous running to both
sides and up the middle. He’s got a
tremendous, accurate long-range
ball,” said defensive co-coordina-
tor Gene Chizik. “Like Vince, he’s got
the competitive side, the confidence.
And in big games, he’s at his best.”

Complicating things for Texas
is the suspension of starting senior
cornerback Tarell Brown, who was
arrested Monday on misdemeanor
gun and drug charges.

The loss of their best cover corner
means safety Michael Griffin is the
only starter in the secondary with
much experience against Smith.

But none of the Longhorns have
had to play a whole game against
him.

Smith was returning from an
NCAA suspension when the teams
played last year and spent the game
rotating with starter Justin Zwick.

Texas led 10-0 when Smith came
in and energized the Buckeyes with
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a Young-like performance. His runs
and a 36-yard TD pass rallied Ohio
State to a 16-13 halftime lead.

But the Buckeyes never got into
a rhythm behind the quarterback
shuffle. After Texas took a late 23-22
lead in the final three minutes,
Zwick fumbled when he was sacked.

Texas couldn’t capitalize with a
touchdown, but pinned the Buck-
eyes back on their 1-yard line. Back
in the game, Smith had little room
to run when he was tackled in the end
zone for the final safety.

Given his success in the first
half, it’s possible the Buckeyes could
have won that game if he had played
more.

It’s a big “what-if,” but scary
enough to make Longhorns fans
shudder and thank Ohio State coach
Jim Tressel for sticking with Zwick.

The Buckeyes finished 10-2 behind
a seven-game winning streak with
Smith as the starter. He threw for 16
touchdowns, ran for another 11 and
had only four interceptions.

A quarterback with those kinds
of numbers for the No. 1 team gen-
erates Heisman Trophy buzz, just like
Young last year.

Last season, Buckeye defenders
talked about knocking Young out
of Heisman contention.

They contained his running but
gave up 270 yards passing and two
touchdowns.

The Texas defense, which returns
seven starters from last season, only
had praise for Smith this week.

“He is a great player. Really
smart,” Crowder said. “He could
probably be a tailback if he wanted

to because he runs so hard.”

Smith passed for 297 yards and
three touchdowns in last week’s 35-
12 win over Northern Illinois. He
rarely ran the ball because he didn’t
need to.

“I feel that any time we touch
the ball we should be able to score,”
Smith said. “Without a doubt. There
should be no reason why we can’t,
and if we don’t score, then it’s our
wrongdoing.”

Texas expects the Buckeyes will
run Smith a lot Saturday night. The
last thing they want is to see him
zigzagging through the secondary.

“We want to try to keep him in the
pocket and make him make deep
throws,” Griffin said.

“I don’t think we want him to get
out there running.”

Texas is using backup freshman
quarterback Sherrod Harris to sim-
ulate Smith in practice this week.

“It’s hard,” Chizik said. “How
did anybody simulate Vince last
year?”

Smith’s teammates try to avoid
comparing him to Young but can’t
get away from it.

“They both work hard to make
sure their teams don’t lose,” offen-
sive lineman Kirk Barton said.
“When you see Troy’s great perfor-
mances strung together, you think
he has a sixth sense for the game.”

Syracuse’s Patterson shrugs off another round of criticism

SYRACUSE, N.Y. (AP) — Senior
quarterback Perry Patterson may
still be learning the nuances of his
position, but he’s mastered one crit-
ical element of his job for the Syracuse
Orange — he knows how to deflect the
barbs of his legion of critics.

The latest venom comes in the

wake of the Orange’s season-opening
20-10 loss Saturday night at Wake For-
est. Patterson was 5-for-18 for 45
yards passing, just one of those com-
pletions — for no gain — coming
in the decisive second half.

“That’s like the story of my career,”
said Patterson, who nevertheless

moved past Bill Hurley into sixth
place all-time at Syracuse with 3,400
yards passing. “A lot of my stats are
being left on the field. People judge me,
ifthey haven’t seen the game, they’ll
look at the stats and say, ‘Oh, Perry
had a horrible game,’ things like
that. It’s just something that I was
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used to since I've been here.

“Ididn’t think I played that bad,”
said Patterson, who hit Rice Moss for
a 20-yard TD pass to tie the game 7-
all in the first quarter.

“Stats can be tricky. It depends
how you look at it.”

Quarterbacks coach Phil Earley

pegged the number of dropped pass-
es in the game by Syracuse receivers
at six, maybe seven.

“I thought the receivers did a
real good job,” Moss said. “We only
had one NOS [not our standard play]
as a group. We just made too many
drops. That was all focus.”

Pitt looks
to halt
road skid

Hasn’t won away from
home field since 2004

PITTSBURGH (AP) — So far,
it’s been a slow road to success for
Pitt coach Dave Wannstedt.

The Panthers looked to be
markedly improved from last
season’s team that went 5-6 when
they easily handled Virginia, 38-
13, in their opener Saturday.
They mixed the run and pass
better than they did last season,
and their defense looked faster
and more athletic.

“But we’ve moved on now to
Cincinnati,” Wannstedt said of
Friday night’s road game.

That’s the next challenge for
these Panthers (1-0) — win away
from Pittsburgh. Last year’s team
went 0-5 on the road, including
losses by a combined 54 points to
Louisville and West Virginia in
their final two road games.

Pitt hasn’t won on the road
since beating South Florida and
Notre Dame in its final two road
games in 2004, Walt Harris’ last
season as the Panthers’ coach.

Among last season’s losses
were a 16-10 overtime defeat at
Ohio U.—also on a Friday night
during the second weekend of
the season — and a 7-6 loss to
Nebraska.

“I think you look at every
game as an individual situation,”
Wannstedt said. “You look at
that game and say what was the
reason we didn’t win? Sometimes
it may have been handling the
travel. More times than not, I've
told our team it doesn’t matter
whether we play Wednesday or
Saturday, it still comes down to
blocking and tackling.”

The Panthers didn’t have
much trouble in handling Cincin-
nati last season, winning, 38-20.
The Bearcats, 4-7 overall and 2-5
in the Big East last season, beat
Eastern Kentucky, 31-0, in their
opener last weekend.

“Any time you shut somebody
out, whether it’s a high school
team or an NFL team, it means
you’re playing good defense,”
Wannstedt said.

Pitt’s defense may need twice
as much preparation work as
usual for Cincinnati, which plays
two quarterbacks: right-hander
sophomore Dustin Grutza and
left-hander senior Nick Davila.

Grutza, who will start, was 9-
of-15 for 161 yards and Davila
was 10-of-19 for 121 yards, and
each threw for a touchdown.
They are expected to alternate Fri-
day, probably from quarter to
quarter.

Louisville prepares for life
without star running back

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — Bobby
Petrino paused and considered the
question: How will No. 13 Louisville’s
high-powered offense look without
running back Michael Bush?

The always meticulous, ever-pre-
pared Petrino didn’t know what to
say. “I mean, how do you know?”’ he
said. “You’ve just got to keep going.”

Bush broke his right leg in the
third quarter of Sunday night’s 59-
28 win over Kentucky. He under-
went surgery on Monday, but will
miss the rest of the season.

It’s a major loss for an offense
centered on Bush’s massive legs,
quarterback Brian Brohm’s right
arm and Petrino’s creativity.

Petrino admitted the initial reac-
tion after Bush went down was dis-
belief. Bush had been so dominant
at times over the last two seasons —
rushing for a school-record 23 touch-
downs in 2005 and adding three
more in the first half against the
Wildcats on Sunday — he seemed
almost invincible.

That all changed in a span of a few
seconds early in the third quarter, as
Bush twisted awkwardly while being
tackled by Kentucky’s Wesley Wood-
yard, his right leg broken in two
places. “You could feel [the disbelief],”
Petrino said. “You could feel it on the side-
lines that ‘Oh my gosh.” And it wasn’t just
the players, it was everybody.”

It didn’t take long for the Cardi-
nals to collect themselves. They
punted one play after Bush went
down, but then scored on their next
two possessions, both of them rush-
ing touchdowns.

It was the kind of response Petri-

no was looking for, though things will
be different this week when the Car-
dinals (1-0) play at Temple. The Owls
will game plan for reserves George
Stripling and Kolby Smith, who
now find themselves in a difficult
position: replacing the one player
Brohm called “irreplaceable.”

Neither player, however, is a wide-
eyed freshman. Both ran for more
than 500 yards last season, and both
played well against Kentucky.

Petrino said he won’t change the
way he calls a game with Bush out
and doesn’t have a set plan for how
to divide the carries, instead relying
on whoever happens to be hot.

“My idea of calling a good game
is getting the ball to the good play-
ers,” he said. “I've never been a guy
that I thought I called plays because
‘Oh, that’s a good play,’ or we dia-
gram this play up and ‘I really like
it, it looks cute.’ I call plays because
I want to see Kolby Smith have the
ball here. Let’s see if we can get the
ball to Mario [Urrutia] here.”

I mAY NEVER watch TV again.

This happened to me once
before — television got so bad
that I just started buying video
tapes to fill the hours when I was
too beat to do anything else.

Now that I have a DVD player
that doesn’t die every three hours
(you almost have to spend more
than $30, don’t you?), I’'m all about
DVD boxsets.

My most recent acquisition is
one I fought with myself about for
months. Sunday, I gave in. Evi-
dently, I presented a compelling
argument.

I bought seasons one and two
of “Homicide: Life on the Street.”
The original 13 episodes are pack-
aged as one set, and bring back
fond memories of great TV.

Broadcast on NBC from 1993-
1999, the show never seemed to
attract a large viewing audience,
but it was popular with the crit-
ics, and with residents of Balti-
more, where it was filmed.

A great ensemble cast and com-
pelling storylines made for prime
watching. I don’t think I missed an
episode while it was on the air.

Now that TV is a wasteland of
reality shows and competitions of
one sort or another, I prefer to get
in my viewing time on DVD. I'm
in control — shows air when I
want them to and end when I
need them to. And if I don’t have
anything I want to watch — get
this! — I turn the TV off.

“Homicide” wasn’t just great
stories and great actors —
though Andre Braugher was
enough to keep me glued. (His
Frank Pembleton is one of the
most compelling characters to
ever grace the itty-bitty screen.)

In the few episodes I watched
over the weekend, I caught some
stellar guest performances. Robin
Williams, Edie Falco (boy, did she
look young. Tony’s taking his toll
on Carmela), Jake Gyllenhaal (he
was just a kid) and Moses Gunn
appeared, bringing up the caliber
of the show even further.

“Homicide” is also where
Richard Belzer’s Munch worked
before he branched off to the
“Law and Order” empire. Charac-
ters crossed-over from “L&O” and
“Homicide” frequently.

The show was deemed too dark
at one time. If you watch it now,
you have no clue how cutting-edge
it was. Hand-held cameras long
before “Blair Witch Project.” Qual-
ity scripts before they all went to
cable. This is quality television.

Like “Arrested Development,”
another critically acclaimed show
that got the axe, this is good stuff.
Even if I do have to buy it to
watch it.

Orchestra performs a three-concert
series in Morgantown.

Composer and conductor Marvin
Hamlisch, conductors Sir Andrew
Davis and Peter Oundjian, violinist and
conductor Andres Cardenes, violist
Randolph Kelly and pianist Yefim
Bronfman will join the PSO for the Tor-
ray Symphony Series. The series is
brought to the Creative Arts Center
through a partnership between the
WVU College of Creative Arts and the
Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra.

On Oct. 17, Marvin Hamlisch will
lead the orchestra and The 21st Century
Platters in an evening of do-wop sounds
and 1950s favorites.

As composer, Hamlisch has won
every major award: three Oscars, four
Grammys, four Emmys, one Tony and
three Golden Globe awards. His ground-
breaking show, “A Chorus Line,”
received the Pulitzer Prize. He is the
composer of more than 40 motion pic-
ture scores including his Oscar-win-
ning score and song for “The Way We
Were” and his adaptation of Scott
Joplin’s music for “The Sting,” for
which he received a third Oscar.

Brothers’ debut
of strings album
set for Oct. 3

Q: I remember a story on
the “Today” show some time
back that featured two young
African-American brothers
who are violinists. They had
an eerie, yet transcendent
sound, mixing urban
rhythms with Celtic folk
melodies. It was both sad and
joyous at the same time. Is
their music available any-
where?

A: It sounds like you are refer-
ring to the New York sibling duo
Nuttin But Stringz, also known
as NBS. According to their offi-
cial biographies, Damien Esco-
bar began playing the violin at
age 8. The sound interested his
older brother, Tourie, and the
two have since studied at the
Juilliard and Bloomingdale
schools of music. They blend ele-
ments of classical, jazz, R&B and
hip hop music, and transform
these elements into a musical
style all their own. Their debut
album, “Struggle from the Sub-
way to the Charts,” will be
released on Oct. 3 on the Koch
Records label.

Q: What is the name of the
song featured in the ads for
this season of “Nip/Tuck?”

A: The song is “Strict
Machine” by Goldfrapp.
Formed in the late ’90s, Gold-
frapp is comprised of
singer/composer Allison Gold-
frapp and producer/arranger
Will Gregory. The duo released
their debut album, “Felt Moun-
tain,” in 2000, which was widely
praised by critics. Their second
album, “Black Cherry,” was
released in 2002 and features
“Strict Machine.” The song
reached No. 1 on the U.S. dance
charts in 2004. It can also be
heard on the new ad campaign
for Verizon’s Chocolate phones.
The duo’s third album, “Super-
nature,” was released earlier
this year.

Q: I recently heard a song by
a band called Camera Obscura
titled, “Lloyd, I'm Ready To Be
Heartbroken.” Who is the
“Lloyd” they’re referencing?

A: Camera Obscura is a Scot-
tish band that has recently
released its third album, “Let’s
Get Out of This Country.” The
band was formed in Glasgow in
1996 and is made up of Tra-
cyanne Campbell (vocals/gui-
tar/songwriter), Gavin Dunbar
(bass), Lee Thomson (drums),
Kenny McKeeve (vocals/guitar),
Nigel Baillie (trumpet/percus-
sion) and Carey Lander
(keys/vocals).

The band’s name comes from
the 17th century term coined by
the German astronomer,
Johannes Kepler, used to
describe a darkened room that
had a hole in one end which
allowed light to pass through.
The light strikes the opposite
side and produces a perfect, but
inverted, image of the objects out-
side the room.

Early in their career, the
band members were proteges of
another band from Glasgow,
Belle & Sebastian. Their latest
release, however, which has
received glowing reviews from
many critics, demonstrates that
the members of Camera Obscura
are able to stand on their own
collective feet.

The particular song you men-
tioned is, in fact, a kind of musi-
cal answer to the question
posed by Lloyd Cole, whose
song “Are You Ready To Be
Heartbroken?” appeared on
Lloyd Cole and the Commo-
tions’ 1984 debut album, “Rat-
tlesnakes.” Although not com-
pletely a response to Cole,
Campbell’s song clearly evokes
Cole’s style, both through its
lyrics and its folk-pop-rock
sound.

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Help Ugandan orphans at CEOS luncheon

They may be better known for their commu-
nity education outreach efforts in the area, but
recently, the members of Stewartstown CEOS have
gone global, raising funds for an orphanage in
Kampala, Uganda.

And they’d like to tell you about their efforts —
and maybe even get you involved — at a luncheon
at noon Tuesday at Lakeview Golf Resort & Spa.
The luncheon is $10 per person. There will be
food, door prizes (including an overnight stay at
Lakeview) and more.

Miles Nichols learned of the orphans’ plight dur-
ing a trip to England, where she met two nurses who
had been to Kampala and seen the heart-wrenching
conditions the orphans were living in. Many children
in the area are orphaned by the HIV/AIDS epi-
demic.

“We attended church while we were there
(in England),” Miles Nichols explained, “and
they had come in to thank the congregation for
giving goods, making bears and helping out with
the cause.”

Following the services, Miles Nichols chatted
with the nurses, who explained to her that the
shipments of goods were so expensive to make —
up to $3,000 in postage per shipment — that they
desperately needed to find another plan. The
women decided that it would be more efficient to
raise money, rather than collect goods, and send

the money over. The goods could then be pur-
chased in the area, saving the shipping costs.

Monies are also needed to better equip exist-
ing schools and to build new ones.

Miles Nichols was so moved by the project—and
the faces of the orphans in the pictures she’d seen
— that when she arrived back in Morgantown,
she shared the story with her fellow Stewartstown
CEOS members.

“Ididn’t really even think about everyone getting
involved, I was just sharing what I'd learned,” Miles
Nichols said. “It just affects you when you see their
faces. In this country it’s easy to forget these types
of conditions exist and that children live in them.”

The response, however, was overwhelming, and
the group has tackled the project with zeal. Along with
Tuesday’s luncheon, there will be a Kamapala
Orphanage Project book fair at Barnes & Noble
Sept. 30. With the presentation of a voucher (avail-
able from Stewartstown CEOS members or by call-
ing Miles Nichols), a percentage of each sale will go
toward the project. Several programs will be given
throughout the day, starting at 10 a.m. with “Holiday
Fun for Children” by WVU Extension Agents Deb
Shriver and Amber Ortel.

Pianist to present lecture-recital on Bach

Pianist Jack Crotty of the WVU
music faculty will present a lecture-
recital on J.S. Bach (1685-1750) at the
WVU Creative Arts Center today. The
event is free and open to the public.

The program begins at 8:15 p.m.
in the Bloch Learning and Perfor-
mance Hall (200A) and will be based
on research Crotty did while on sab-
batical.

It will consist of all 15 of Bach’s
Inventions, performed in their orig-
inal order, as found in a notebook
owned by Bach’s oldest son, Wilhelm
Friedemann Bach. The notebook is fre-

quently referred to as the “Klavier-
buchlein fur Wilhelm Friedemann.”

Bach composed the works for
his son and the short masterpieces,
including individual inventions
and sinfonies, are considered a
superb example of musical con-
struction. Several of the pieces are
also included in Bach’s “Well-Tem-
pered Clavier” (1722).

During the second half of the
program, Crotty will apply the com-
positional principle uncovered in the
Inventions to four fugues from the
first book of Bach’s “Well-Tem-
pered Clavier.” The fugues include:

the C major, the C-sharp major, the
G major and the B minor.

The harpsichord performance
will be accompanied by a Power-
Point presentation showing graph-
ic representations of the form of
each fugue.

Crotty teaches music theory at
WVU and holds degrees from the
University of Michigan and Eastman
School of Music.

He previously taught at Boston
University, Florida A & M Univer-
sity and Longy School of Music in
Cambridge, Mass.

Davis serves as music director of
the Lyric Opera of Chicago, and
conductor laureate of the Toronto
Symphony, as well as the BBC
Symphony. His remarkably varied
repertoire ranges from baroque to
contemporary, with world pre-
mieres of many symphonic and
operatic works to his credit.
Known to audiences worldwide
from his BBC Proms appearances,
he is a notable interpreter of much
20th century music, including
Janacek, Messiaen, Boulez, Elgar,
Tippett and Britten, as well as the
core symphonic repertoire.

Grammy-nominated Cardenes
has garnered international
acclaim from critics and audi-
ences alike for his compelling solo
violin, conducting, viola, chamber
music, concertmaster and record-
ed performances. Since capturing
second prize in the 1982
Tchaikovsky International Violin
Competition in Moscow, Cuban-
born Cardenes has appeared as
soloist with more than 100 orches-
tras on four continents, including
those of Philadelphia, Pittsburgh,
Los Angeles, St. Louis, Moscow,
Bavarian Radio, Helsinki, Shang-
hai, Caracas and Barcelona.

Westover man brings out ‘spirit’ of wood

Give Ron Gooden a carving knife and a nice
piece of wood and he’s a happy man.

The Westover resident has been practicing his
talent for woodcarving for about 20 years, ever
since his wife Barbara suggested he get a new
hobby.

“Tused to build model airplanes, ships, boats
and everything,” he said. “And every one I built
kept getting bigger. Where we lived at the time
was very small and she always had to step over
everything. So one day, she said to me, ‘You
need a new hobby. Why don’t you start whit-
tling?” ”

To help him along in his new venture, Barbara
bought Ron a little carving kit and handed him
a piece of wood.

“That one didn’t turn out too bad, so I started
another one. Then another one.”

Gooden said he’s most inspired by nature
scenes and religious iconography, but doesn’t
always know exactly what he’s going to carve
when he picks up his knives and wood.

“Ilike to take a piece of wood and bring the per-
sonality out of it,” he said. “It’s called the ‘wood
spirit.” Sometimes I have a distinct idea, but
most times I see a picture someplace, maybe a mag-
azine or whatever, and I look at the wood and look
at the picture and see if the picture’s in the wood.”

Gooden said he usually uses pieces of pine that
he picks up at job sites, some cherry, some oak.
If he can get ahold of some basswood, well, he’s
in seventh heaven.

Many of Gooden’s works are relief carvings,
which means they will be carved from either
side of the wood, to create an image rising from
the wood. Others are free-standing figures — of
Christ, of eagles, or bears or deer.

One angel he carved for his wife Barbara — an
angel collector — is engraved, on the bottom,
“An angel for my angel. RON.”

Gooden said he usually sits down to work in
the evenings.

“I'have a little blue bucket that I sit here in front
of me and I turn the news on, and I’ll think ‘Well,
I’ll do this for 15-20 minutes and it’ll be time for
bed’ and I'll look up and it’ll be 3:30 in the morn-
ing,” he said.

Some pieces take 5-6 days, he said, others,
months. He has one piece — a battle scene — that’s
taken him almost a year. His Parkinson’s some-
times cuts down on the time he can spend carv-
ing in one sitting — but it never affects the final
result, be it an eagle with outstretched wings, every
feather in detail, Jesus holding a small child on
his lap, an ethereal expression on his face or

the Second Coming, all rays of light and heavenly
symbolism. (“I always held a soft spot in my
heart for that one.”)

Neighbor Betty Jo Aiken described his work
as “amazingly beautiful.”

“He just does wonderful carvings,” she said.
“He’s extremely talented. More people should know
about him and his work.”

He gives some away, keeps some, sells a cou-
ple. But mainly he does it for love — his love of
carving, and even moreso, his love for his muse.

“Barbara was my inspiration to carve,” he said.
“In fact, she’s been my inspiration for almost every-
thing for the last 50 years.”

They’re the two biggest loves of Gooden’s life
- wood and his wife. So it’s fitting that they’ve
become so intertwined, he said.

“My father knew everything there was to
know about wood,” he said. “And I wanted to be
able to identify any kind of wood like my dad.”

Near his childhood home in Elkins, there
was a wood Gooden used to like to sit in, to spend
hours in, just daydreaming and looking up at the
trees. Next to standing alongside his wife, it was
where he felt the happiest in all his life.

“Ialways tell my kids and Barbara, when it’s
time for me to go, just take me out and set me under
atree.

“Being near wood, carving wood, it relaxes me.
It’s just like a country song I heard one time
that went ‘Stop the world, let me off.” Well, that’s

my way of getting off. Of feeling peaceful.”

And, just like everything else he holds dear
in this world, he said, he has his wife to thank
for it.

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Cheap vodka tops liquor
sales in West Virginia;

Canadian Mist second

CHARLESTON — West Virginia’s top-sell-
ing liquor is anything but top-shelf.

A total 11,218 cases of the half-gallon size
bottle of Vladimir Vodka were sold between
August 2005 and August 2006, the state Alco-
hol Beverage Control Administration said.
That’s 269,232 bottles of vodka that typically
sells for 20 percent less than other brands.

The liter size bottle of Vladimir was the
third biggest seller.

“That’s really surprising,” said Adam Hor-
ton, a liquor specialist at Premier Liquors, in
Charleston. “I would think it would be some-
thing like Smirnoff maybe. But being the
cheap stuff, I guess I can say that’s why people
might buy it up quicker.”

Vladimir sells at most places for about
$4.99 per liter or $8.99 per half-gallon. Other
brands start at $5.99, while the cheapest half
gallon sells for about $10.99.

The half-gallon size bottle of Canadian Mist
whiskey was the second biggest seller in the
state, with about 10,251 cases sold during the
period.

Abnormal-fish discoveries raise

questions about human impact

WASHINGTON — Abnormal “intersex”
fish — which have developed both male and
female characteristics — have been discov-
ered in the Potomac River and its tributaries,
raising questions about how contaminants
are affecting millions of people who drink tap
water from the river.

“Idon’t know, and I don’t think anybody
knows, the answer to that question right now:
Is the effect in the fish transferable to
humans?” said Thomas Jacobus, general
manager of the Washington Aqueduct, which
filters river water for residents to drink in the
District of Columbia, Arlington, Va., and Falls
Church, Va.

So far, there is no evidence that tap water
from the Potomac is unsafe to drink, accord-
ing to Jacobus and officials at other area utili-
ties. Humans should be less susceptible to pol-
lutants than fish because of their larger bod-
ies and different hormone systems. And
unlike fish, their bodies are not constantly
exposed to the water.

The problem fish were first found in a West
Virginia stream in 2003. Now, scientists are
discovering male fish, both smallmouth and
largemouth bass, with immature eggs inside
their sex organs at testing sites dotting the
region.

Fayette County braces for lawsuit

as it cuts regional jail fee

FAYETTEVILLE — Fully anticipating
legal action over its decision, the Fayette
County Commission is cutting the daily rate
it pays to incarcerate inmates in the state’s
regional jail system.

The county commission voted unanimous-
ly Tuesday to pay $41.76 per day per inmate to
the state Regional Jail and Correctional Facil-
ity Authority instead of the $45 per diem the
county was charged for the two-year period
that ended in June.

Commissioners also voted to reimburse the
jail authority for $45 in per diem expenses
beginning with last June’s bill, when an
increase to $48.50 was to have gone into effect.

MIDDLEBOURNE — State transportation
officials say a temporary bridge is on its way
and will soon replace a span destroyed by a
deadly weekend explosion in Tyler County.

Two women died when a tanker truck
loaded with diesel fuel and gasoline flipped,
hit a guardrail and exploded Sunday after-
noon. The women were identified as truck
driver Candie Williams and her sister Kim
Gregg, both of Washington County, Ohio.

The McAbee Bridge on W.Va. 18, about 2
miles from Tyler Consolidated High School,
was severely damaged in the blast.

Library’s front-

Saturday service lost;
police seek vandal

The Morgantown Public Library
doors are swinging wide again,
after a recent prank had them closed
for a day.

Donna Balderson, circulation
manager, said she tried to unlock the
front door at 8:50 a.m. Saturday,
Aug. 26 to get things ready before the
library opened to the public at 10
a.m., but the door wouldn’t open.

“My key wouldn’t go in, so I was-
n’t sure if the lock had been changed
or not,” she said.

Balderson’s son, Rob, a Mor-
gantown police officer, happened to
be on patrol that morning, he said,
and noticed his mother standing
in front of the library with a per-
plexed look on her face. He looked
at the lock and concluded it had
been sealed shut, possibly by some
type of glue.

Balderson said she entered
through another door and placed a
“closed” sign at the main entrance.

She called a Morgantown locksmith,
D’Amico L.A. Locksmith Service,
who arrived about an hour later
to replace the lock.

Balderson said the visit cost $110
and, though the lock is fixed, the
locksmith still needs to retool the
lock to allow other staff keys to fit
it, which will cost more money.

By the time the lock was repaired,
at around 1 p.m., it was about an
hour before the library was sup-
posed to close, at 2 p.m., so it never
opened.

Balderson said the staff spent
the day cleaning up and shelving
books. The library later printed
bookmarks explaining the closure
and apologized for any inconve-
nience.

Balderson said she has worked
at the library for 20 years and noth-
ing like this has happened before.

“I'mnot sure if it was an unhap-
py patron or if someone was just
bored or thought this would be
funny,” Balderson said. “You have
to wonder why anybody would want
to vandalize and what they get out
of it.”

Officer Balderson said it is a
misdemeanor to vandalize public

property, punishable by a fine and
restitution. Anyone with informa-

HUNTINGTON — Agreements
have been reached by the Norfolk
Southern Railway Co., the states of
West Virginia, Ohio and Virginia
and the Federal Highway Adminis-
tration governing the release of $95
million in federal funding for the
Heartland Corridor rail double-stack
clearance project.

The funding is part of a trans-
portation act approved by Congress
and signed into law by President
George Bush last summer.

“This represents the official
beginning of the project,” Norfolk
Southern spokesman Robin Chap-

man said Tuesday.

The project will enable double-
stacked international maritime and
domestic containers to be trans-
ported by rail between the Hamp-
ton Roads, Va., area and locations in
the Midwest.

Tunnel clearances will be raised
and other overhead obstructions
modified on Norfolk Southern’s main
line in western Virginia, West Vir-
ginia and southern Ohio. Norfolk
Southern has four tunnels on the
route in Virginia and 24 in West Vir-
ginia.

The public-private partnership
is designed to expand capacity,

improve service consistency and
reduce customer availability times by
up to a day for intermodal rail traffic.

Currently, double-stacked con-
tainers traveling from Hampton
Roads to Columbus, Ohio, bypass
West Virginia and take either a 967
mile-route through Knoxville, Tenn.,
or a 1,038-mile route through Har-
risburg, Pa. Those routes add $450 to
$650 in shipping costs to each con-
tainer, according to a 2003 study by
the Rahall Transportation Institute.

The project is also meant to provide
opportunities for economic devel-
opment in the three states along the
1,100-mile corridor.

Corridor project funding released

State Sen. Bob Plymale, D-Cabell-
Wayne, director of the Rahall Trans-
portation Institute, said it will be
the responsibility of West Virginia to
build a proposed intermodal facility
in Prichard, where freight could be
swapped between trains and trucks.
Local economic experts predict the
facility would act as a magnet to
attract business.

“In the next six to eight months,
the West Virginia Department of
Transportation, the governor’s office
and the Legislature will start on a
work plan to build Prichard to coin-
cide with the 2009-2010 completion of
the Heartland Corridor,” he said.

Comair and Yeager reach
tentative deal on debt

CHARLESTON — Comair and
Yeager Airport have reached a
tentative agreement regarding
the pre-petition debt the com-
muter airline owes the
Charleston airport as it emerges
from bankruptcy protection.

The tentative deal was
approved Tuesday by the air-
port’s executive committee.

It would require Comair to
pay 50 cents on the dollar for the

sidiary of Delta Airlines, filed for
Chapter 11 bankruptcy Septem-
ber 2005. It’s seeking a settlement
with Yeager in order to reassume
its lease on operations space at
the airport terminal.

Bankruptcy filings by Comair,
Independence Air and Northwest
during the past year have left Yea-
ger with about $98,000 in unpaid
fees, according to Rick Atkinson,
the airport’s executive director.

Former city manager

alleges discrimination

WESTON — A former Weston
city manager has filed a com-
plaint with the state Human
Rights Commission, alleging age
and sex discrimination by city
leaders.

James Atchison, 72, was hired
by Weston City Council in
August of 2005 on a tie vote that
had to be broken by Mayor Jon
Tucci.

In his complaint, Atchison
alleges that he once overheard a
male councilman say he had
wanted a young, more pliable
female for the job.

The only males on the council,
Dick John and Charles Hath-
away, had both voted in favor of
hiring a female applicant for
Atchison’s position, but both
deny making the statement.

And as for the age discrimina-
tion allegation, Hathaway said
he’s just six months younger
than Atchison and that John is
three years older.

Atchison was fired in June,
again by a vote in which the tie
was broken by Tucci.

Governor’s Mansion

makeover nearly complete

CHARLESTON — After
months of delays and more than
$1 million in added costs, the
makeover of the Governor’s
Mansion is nearly complete.

Department of Administra-
tion spokeswoman Diane Holley
said the project, which began in
October 2005, is expected to be
completed by early next week.
Holley said there was a five-
month delay because of newly
discovered structural, plumbing
and electrical problems.

The final tally for the work is
$3.3 million. The original con-
tract amount was $2.1 million.

Most of the bill, $3.1 million,
was paid with public money
through the Capitol Building
Fund, while Gov. Joe Manchin
and first lady Gayle Manchin
used money from their inaugural
ball fund to provide furnishings,
sinks and bathtubs.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My daughter,
who is 48 years old, has severe
back pain. An MRI showed deteri-
oration of the discs in her back.
Her doctor said there is nothing to
be done for her. It seems with all
our knowledge there would be a
substitute for the disc to help ease
the pain. I would appreciate your
input on this.

DEAR READER: I believe that
your daughter can be helped. I'd
start with physical therapy. Such
a resource should be available in
her closest hospital.

Should that not be effective,
she might try acupuncture, chiro-
practic manipulation, transder-
mal electric nerve stimulation
(TENS), epidural injections
and/or a pain clinic.

If she has pain in a certain area
in her back, she may need surgery
to correct compression of a spinal
nerve. However, in my experi-
ence, nonsurgical therapy is
preferable and usually quite effec-
tive.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My 78-year-old
husband is on 12 medications for
heart disease, diabetes, neuropa-
thy, high cholesterol, etc., and he
also has a pacemaker. He enjoys
two martinis plus two short
brandies daily. Should he partake
of any liquor?

DEAR READER: Alcohol poi-
sons many of the body’s organs,
including the heart, liver, mus-
cles and brain. Although your
husband could probably get
away with a modest alcohol con-
sumption (maximum: two drinks
a day), his health would proba-
bly improve if he were to avoid
alcohol completely. Even though
he looks forward to his martinis
and brandy, the liquor could
cause serious consequences, not
to mention the ways it could
react unfavorably with some of
his medicines. The safe and pru-
dent approach is no alcohol
except, perhaps, an occasional
glass or two of wine on special
occasions.

GOTT: In response to
the person in your column who
had chronic constipation, I have
a solution. For over two years, I
have added a tablespoon of
ground flaxseed meal to my
cereal (usually oatmeal, some-
times cold cereal).
