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(.\:Message from CEO

Annual Reports provide an opportunity to review accomplishments and challenges of the past
year. As always, our focus was on best practices — evaluating current programs and services
and seeking out new opportunities to best serve our clients and our community. The High-
lights section of this report offers a picture of the breadth of the year’s achievements. Below
are just a few of 2015’s highlights and milestones:

¢ Equinox was awarded a highly competitive $1.4 million federal grant from SAMHSA (Sub-
stance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration), an agency within Health and
Human Services. The SAMHSA grant made it possible to keep our Youth Outreach Center
not only open, but thriving. The Outreach Center, which serves youth ages
13-24 from Albany’s highest-needs neighborhoods, now features innovative and engaging
programs and activities that promote healthy lifestyles with an emphasis on substance abuse
and HIV prevention.

e Our Counseling Center for Chemical Dependency began accepting walk-ins for assessment
five days a week. The response has been very positive, with dozens of walk-ins a week.
Providing a person struggling with addiction to immediate access to services at the time they
are ready, helps removes an obstacle on their difficult journey to recovery. Additionally,
those who are taking advantage of the ability to walk-in are returning to their next ap-
pointment, with fewer “no-shows” than with those who schedule their initial appointments.
Increasing access to addiction services has been especially important in light of the tremen-
dous growth of individuals with heroin and opiate addictions.

e The 25th anniversary of the Equinox Domestic Violence Shelter (still the only one of its kind
in Albany County) gave us the opportunity to honor two organizations whose partnerships
with Equinox have been key to the Shelter’s success. The Junior League of Albany took on
the challenge of establishing Albany County’s first-ever DV shelter in the mid-1980’s. The
League donated seed money, raised additional funds, found and renovated a house, and,
after issuing a request for proposals, chose Equinox to run the Shelter. Thanks to their
vision and commitment, the Shelter has been serving the community since 1989.
The Legal Project has been a close ally and frequent collaborative partner with
Equinox Domestic Violence Services since 1995. Legal Project attorneys
frequently provide technical assistance to Equinox staff and both agencies
make frequent referrals to each other and work on cases together.

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EQUINOX MADE A DIFFERENCE IN THE LIVES OF CLOSETO 6,000 PEOPLE
IN 2015

e Equinox provided services to 2,019 people who were affected by domestic violence.
The DV Shelter gave safety to 151 adults and 83 children

e The Equinox Counseling Center for chemical dependency served 270 individuals —
many whose lives have been devastated by opiate or heroin addiction

* Mental Health Services were provided to 2,388 individuals and family members
who live with mental illness

* 1,229 low-income youth received support and services from Equinox

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE SERVICES

e Because of our Domestic Violence Service’s expertise in the area of elder abuse, Equinox was named
a key partner of a federally funded project led by Senior Services of Albany to provide enhanced and
expanded services to those who are victims of elder abuse, neglect or exploitation.

Equinox makes a special effort to remove obstacles that prevent victims from fleeing their abusers and provides
outreach and services to underserved populations including immigrants/refugees and survivors with disabilities.
Equinox offers a comprehensive program for victims of elder abuse and has been a pioneer among DV shelters

in New York State, admitting straight, gay, and transgender victims for the past six years. Equinox also partici-
pates in program that provides foster homes for pets of DV victims during their stay at our shelter.

e Equinox provides advocacy at Albany Domestic Violence Court and works in other
criminal courts throughout the county. In 2015, court advocacy services were expanded
into the Colonie Town Court, a busy weekly court.

¢ By adopting the rapid re-housing model, Project Break Free was able to receive
increased federal funding, beginning in May 2015, which enabled Equinox to provide
this effective transitional assistance to more people in a more
flexible manner.

Project Break-Free is a transitional housing program providing case man-
agement and support, rental subsidies and help with transportation from
six months to two years to help DV victims achieve self-sufficiency.

e DV staff conducted 123 DV awareness events, including multiple
events throughout the area during Domestic Violence Awareness
Month in October, reaching more than 3,000.

Equinox advocates distributed paper purple hands—the color associ-
ated with DV advocacy— for “These Hands Aren’t Made for Hurting.
These Hands Are Made for...Campaign” at a kiosk donated by Col-
onie Center during National Domestic Violence Month in October.
People were encouraged to write non-violent activities on the purple
hands, such as: “These hands are made for helping,” “These hands
are made for cooking.”

e Equinox marked the 25th anniversary of its Domestic Violence Shelter — the only DV shelter in Albany
County that cares for victims and their dependent children. The 30-bed Shelter is open 365 days a year and
is staffed 24 hours a day. Residents may stay up to 90 days and receive room and board, counseling, support
groups, safety planning, advocacy, and case management. Shelter staff work to provide the desperately needed
support, information and safe environment that will enable victims and their children to take steps
toward living a violence-free and self-sufficient life. The Shelter served 151 adults and 83 children in 2015.

CHEMICAL DEPENDENCY SERVICES

The Counseling Center provides confidential services to anyone age 12 and older who has been effected by drugs
or alcohol. Even if the person struggling with addiction is not seeking help, the Counseling Center offers support to
family and friends.

e There was a 35% increase in clients served between 2014 and 2015. As with chemical dependency facilities
throughout the country, the Counseling Center has been treating more and more clients who are using and
having devastating problems with opiates and prescription pain medication.

With the frightening growth of opiate and heroin use and addiction, area media outlets have turned to Equinox for
expert advice and commentary.

e In 2015, the Counseling Center began accepting walk-ins for assessments five days a week. The
response has been very positive, and continues to result in increases in the number of clients
and services.

MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES

Equinox provides a range of outpatient and residential services and treatment to best meet the
needs of adults with serious mental illness, and their families. The Family Resources program
offers family members support groups and a 24/7 hotline: 518.312.2228.

PROS - Personalized Recovery-Oriented Services

e The volunteer Peer Guide program was expanded to train more clients to
provide program tours to potential participants and supporters, and answer
questions about PROS. This experience helps Peer Guides develop job
readiness skills.

e To best serve clients, PROS became part of two learning collaboratives,
both of which promote evidence-based approaches: one to improving
employment outcomes for clients and the other for ensuring
appropriate group service delivery for individuals with co-occurring
substance abuse issues.



Residential

e Staff at Holt House began using resources of the NYS Adult Career and Continuing Education Services-Vocational
Rehabilitation to help younger, motivated clients successfully find employment and prepare for a more
independent living environment. Holt House is an 11-bed co-ed adult residential program for adults with a dual
diagnosis of mental illness and an intellectual disability.

e The implementation of the Phase Program has resulted in an increase in clients successfully moving on to less
supported housing.

e Through the monthly just Say Yes program, a representative from the Regional Food Bank talks to clients at
Recovery Residence about healthy eating, exercise, reading labels and general guidelines for healthy living.
6 Recovery Residence meets the needs of adult men with a dual
diagnosis of mental illness and substance abuse.

Family Resources & InSights
e The Family Resources Program saw an increase of several hundred people served.

e A drop-in relaxation room for students offering adult coloring and free yoga was added at
Hudson Valley Community College through the InSights Program.

e The InSights Program also collaborated with the SUNY College of Nanoscale Science and
Engineering, offering stress reduction workshops and yoga for students during midterms
and final exams.

GreatFinds

e GreatFinds Retail Training Program (and thrift boutique) received clothing donations
from J. Jill Store, EYP Architecture and Enginnering Firm, Capital Care Group, SUNY
Albany Sigma Delta Tau, Women’t Employment Resource Center, and many
individual donors.

e GreatFinds was featured in an article on consignment shopping in Berkshire
Homestyle magazine, and the Khidr Joseph Photo Project, a story of
businesses on Central Avenue.

GreatFinds Boutique, which features stylish, gently used women’s clothing
and accessories, provides people with mental illness an opportunity to learn
soft skills and work skills.

Health Home Care Management

e Health Home Care Management began 2015 in a new
location — 95 Central Avenue — making it more convenient
for staff and clients, alike. HHCM saw an upswing in
community and intra-agency referrals.

e The HHCM program manager facilitated intra-agency referrals by attending staff meetings at other Equinox
programs, including PROS, the Counseling Center, and Outpatient Clinic.

Health Home Care Management focuses on integrating multiple provider systems to target complex health needs of
individuals — with one or more chronic medical conditions — and reduce Medicaid costs.

YOUTH SERVICES

e The Youth Outreach Center (YOC) was awarded a highly competitive $1.5 million, five-year federal 7
grant from the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). The grant enabled
Equinox to keep the doors of the popular YOC open and to add an array of new programs aimed
at promoting healthy lifestyles, building resiliency, and encouraging participation in innovative,
onsite substance abuse and HIV prevention activities.

e Many youth in the Transitional Living Program (TLP) made progress towards an education goal,
including graduating from high school, obtaining a high school equivalency diploma, and
enrolling in college or vocational programs.

e TLP introduced a Youth Advisory Board composed of new youth leaders.

¢ Youth in the Supervised Independent Living Program (SILP) and Project Independence
were able to maintain employment while in the program, and used SILP counselors and
community resources to help increase their independent living skills.

e SILP received many referrals for youth from Westchester County. Additionally, a
contract was created between the Equinox SILP and Tioga County.

Equinox has been serving youth, including those in crisis, since 1969. The Youth Programs
provide critical support and opportunities enabling youth, ages 13-24, to build resiliency,
increase life skills, work on educational and vocational goals, and forge connections with
supportive adults and community resources—all in an effort to help them move toward
becoming self-sufficient, productive members of the community.

DEDICATED STAFE COMPASSIONATE CARE

e The Equinox Human Resources Department oversaw the needs of
200 staff who are dedicated to providing quality, compassionate
care to nearly 6,000 individuals relying on Equinox.

e HR helped keep staff members healthy by organizing free flu
immunizations and first aid/CPR training.

e Thanks to HR, staff enjoyed seasonal opportunities to
relax and enjoy their colleagues: The spring pancake
breakfast, summer celebration, Pumpkin Fest contest,
staff Thanksgiving lunch and holiday party.
