every 6 months), and an Aircraft Intermediate Maintenance operation.
¢ The Navy P-3s are a rotational detachment from a deployed squadron, split
between U.S. Southern Command and U.S. European Command. The P-3
deployment cycle maintains a rotation base of three squadrons (one deployed, two
in interdeployment training cycle).

s Under the Aerospace Expeditionary Force construct, the Air Force rotates four

F-15s, one KC-135, and one HC- 130 and crews to Iceland every 3 months.

NATO Working Hours

1. Purpose. To provide information on NATO working hours.

2. Key Points

NATO has set 38 hours as the normal workweek for civilian and military
alike. However, depending on requirements of the unit or staff section,
both categories of personnel can work extra hours (and normally do).

For military and catcgory A and L (cxccutive and officer level)
civilians, there is no extra compensation for working over 38 hours
per week. Category B and C civilian personnel (clerks, secretaries,
etc)can be made to work overtime but are paid an additional 33
percent for nights and 50 pereent for weekends.

In addition, regardless of national working hour laws, military and
civilian personnel may not work Iess than the mandated 38 hours
when assigned to a NATO position. For example, military or civilian
staff from France, a nation with a mandated 35-hour workweek,
must still work the full 38 hours. It is up to the member nation to
provide any extra compensation for the three-hour delta. In
contrast, US civil service employees working at NATO agencies must
still work a statute minimum of 40 hours weekly.

The only NATO employees to whom the 38-hour workweek does not
apply arc Local Wage Grade contract employees such as mechanics,
gardeners, and cleaners. In their case, the working hour statutes of
the host nation apply. National delegations and liaison offices
(which do not fall under NATO personnel rules) work the hours sct
out by their national authorities.

There 18 no real advantage to walving the official NATO working hours.

Based on current NATO personnel rules (approved by the North Atlantic
Council), military and civilian working hour rules apply in pcacctime as
well as wartime. Personnel will work the hours necessary to complete
their tasking.

The only difference is the extra expense of paying overtime for B and
C grade civilians. If this additional expense becomes excessive, a

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suspension of overtime pay can be cnacted, it nccessary, by cither
suspending the benefits for the dnration of a conflict or through a
change to the normal working hours. This requires NAC approval.

= Current NATQ working honr policies provide the flexibility to
support operations in both wartime and peacetime. However,
civilian overtime pay costs rise during wartime or when
circumstances demand extended working hours, Therefore, any
change to the current policies will have negligible impact on the
execntion of NATO operations since provisions are in place for
personnel to work as required Lo complete tasking.

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Q3. There has been lots of criticism of deploying a missile defense system without
adequate festing, What is the basis for your confidence is deploying a missile
defense systern?

The full range of missile defense testing—from our extensive modeling and simulation
and hardware-in-the-loop tests to our ground and flight testing— makes us confident that
what we deploy will work as intended. We do not rely on intercept flight tests alone to
make final assessments concerning system reliability and performance. Our flight tests
are important building blocks 1n this process, but the significant costs of these tests
combined with the practical reality that we can only conduct a few tests over any given
period of time mean we have to rely on other kinds of tests to prove the system. System
capabilities assessed for deployment will be based on test events planned for Fiscal Year
2004 as well as datu collected from flight- and ground tests and simulations over the past
scveral years.

We conduct other Kinds of tests that provide valuable information about the progress we
arc making and the reliability of the system, Integrated ground tests, for example, are not
subject to flight test restrictions and can nrinumerous engagement scenarios over the
course of a few weeks. QOur modeling and simulation activity is an even more powerful
system verification tool. It is important to understand that in the Missile Defense
Program we use models and simulations, and not flight tests, as the primary verification
tools. This approach is widely used within the Department, especially when complex
weapon systems are involved.

We will continue both ground and flight tests after our initial capability is put on alert,

We still have a test bed for continuing development even though we take advantage of
the test bed to provide limited defensive capability (where we have had none before.)

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Q4. With deployment occurring shortly, haw are the fielding activities progressing?
Will we be ready?

As [ stated in my speech, on July 22,2004, we emplaced the first interceptor at Fort
Greely, Alaska. Up to five more interceptors will be emplaced at Fort Greely by the end
of 2004, with up to 18 interceptors emplaced by the end of 2005 including those at
Vandenberg Air Force Base, California.

Preparations for communications support at Eareckson Air Station in Shemya, Alaska are
on track. Over 112000 miles of fiber optic cables connecting major communication nodes
are in place, along with nine satellite communications links, We are in the process of
upgrading the Early Warning Radar at Beale Air Force Base and are well underway
building the sca-based X-band radar. Our brigade at Schriever Air Force Base and
battalion fire control nodes at Fort Greely are connected to the Cheyenne Mountain
QOperations Center in Colorado. The command control between combatant commanders,
s0 essential to providing situational awareness, is progressing well and is on schedule.
Upgrades to the Cobra Dane Radar are on schedule. The Chief o fNaval Operations has
identified the first group of Aegis ships to be upgraded with a ballistic missile defense
capability, and the work to install the equipment on the first ship is underway.

Q5. You said in your speech that you're deploying a limited operational capability,
what does that mean?

Fielding activities are progressing well. Construction of the silos and buildings at Fort
Greely, Alaska required for the initial operational capability are complete. The first
Ground-based lnterceptor was installed in its silo at Fort Greely, Alaska on 22 July 2004.
Assembly, shipment, and emplacenient of the remaining Ground-based Interceptors are
progressing according to schedule and will be available in October 2004.

We will field a system that provides some capability that we do not have today with the
knowledge that we will continue to improve that system over time, QU strategy is to
build on this beginning to make the BMD system increasingly more effective and reliable
against current threats and hedge against changing future threats.

Reference RRMC/Site-R Master Plan approved by you. As discussed during your
recent visit to Site-R, this plan contained two Near Term projects for the construction of
an External Fire Station and Repair and Upgrade of the Existing Helipad.

This memorandum provides the packages detailing justification for pursuing funds
and authorization of these projects under 13 USC 2804, which provides the SecDef
authority to carry out MilCon projects not authorized by law if deferral of the project to
the next Authorization Act would be inconsistent with national security or national
intcrests. I believe these projects meet that criteria.

Since these requirements arc urgent in nature, request you identify whether
contingency funding of $5,357,000.00 is available under the authorization allowed in
Secction 2804 of Title 10, U.S.C. Ibelieve that deferral of these projects into the next
authorization cycle would be inconsistent with national security and national interests in
ensuring that RRMC Site-R is COOP ready and capable.

I have attached the DD Forms 1390 and 1391 at Tab B, and request they be
forwarded with your cndorsement to the SecDef for approval. We will be ready to award

IER population and views its IRR members as a vital asset in supporting both peacetime
and wartime requirements. In fact, the Marine Corps recognizes that 30% of its Selected
Reserve is comprised of Prior Service Marines recruited from the IRR. The Marine
Corps Mobilization Command (MOBCOM) in Kansas City is responsible for the day-to-
day administration and maintcnance of the IRR. We believe the ¢ffort we put into
maintaining contact with TRR Marincs dircetly increases the availability and interest of
our IRR Marines. Since 11 Sep 01, 3,974 IRR Marines have been activated as Individual
Augments in support of the Global War On Terrorism while countless others have
volunteercd for duty and transferred to the Selected Reserve.

- The Mobilization Screening card also requests info about IRR Marines' health
status.

- All dircct phone calls to IRR Marincs are also uscd as opportunitics to obtain
updatcs on their health status.

- Medical/dental records are sent to MOBCOM when a Marine transfers to the IRR.

- MOBCOM maintains thesc records and conducts health verification record
reviews whenever an orders request is initiated on an IRR member.

- Medical status is verified during all contacts via correspondence, phone or
clectronically.

Know what they can do:

The registration process in RDOL also captures Civilian Employment Information
(CEI) data, sclf-professed language capabilitics and foreign countries visited.

* You asked (Tab A) whether providing courtesy diplomatic passports for life
to former Secretaries of State should be extended to former Secretaries of
Defense, in light of the nature of the world today.

e The State Department Foreign Affairs Manual (FAMprovides at section
1311.3-3¢., "Diplomatic Passports," that:

Courtesy diplomatic passports are diplomatic passport books that are
issued, for tourist purposes only, to certain former high-ranking U.S.
Govemment otficials, such as former Presidents, Vice Presidents,
Cabinet Secretaries and Foreign Service Chiefs of Mission who were
career government employees. These passports are issued at the
Department to a very limited number of retired USG employees and
their spouses. The prescribed fees are charged. (Emphasis added.)

e We are informed that the Department of State changed this policy in late
2003. Under current policy, former U.S. Presidents, Vice Presidents,
Secretaries of State, Career Ambassadors, and their spouses or
widows/widowers are provided courtesy diplomatic passports for life. Such
passports:

o donot, in and of themselves, atford the bearer any privileges and
immunities: |

O are subject to prescribed fees, just as for a "'regular” or "tourist" passport;

Prior to November 2003, courtesy diplomatic passports also were provided
to present and former U.S. Supreme Court Justices, and to all Foreign
Service Officers who had served as Ambassadors and their spouses or
widows/widowers.

Due to a series of incidents involving attempted entry by such passport
bearers into foreign countries without visas, and their requests for special
privileges, State Department revised the policy and now provides diplomatic
passports only to the individuals listed above (not including former Cabinet
Secretaries).

Conclusions

o Courtesy diplomatic passports issued to former U.S. Government
officials do not afford to them any special protections, privileges or
immunities. As a matter of current policy, State Department does not
issue them to former Cabinet Secretaries (except for former Secretaries of
State).

o Nevertheless, in light of frivolousjudicial initiatives in several countries
in recent years, it would seem reasonable to ask the State Department to
revisit their current policy. We have drafted a memo (Tab B) from Under
Secretary Feith to Under Secretary Grossman for this purpose. (Mr,

Feith recommended extending the request to include former high-ranking
agency officials and retired senior military officers, as well as former
Cabinet Secretaries.)

Currently, only tormer U.S Presidents, Vice Presidents, Secretaries of
State, Career Ambassadors and their spouses or widows/widowers are
provided courtesy diplomatic passports for life. The Foreign Affairs
Manual, however, provides that such passports may also be issued to former
high-ranking officials, such as Cabinet Secretaries.

Although courtesy diplomatic passports do not afford special
protections, in light of recent judicial actions in some countries, such a
passport might facilitate travel through foreign countries. I think you may
want to consider issuing these passports to tormer Cabinet Secretaries and
other tormer high-ranking agency officials, and retired senior military
officers, such as Chairmen of the Joint Chiefs of Staff and Combatant
Commanders.

Third, they chose to stay with the concept of “indigenization™ of Iraqi ity, but with a
surprising twist. They agreed to let a former Saddam general take charge of the security
of Fallujah. It seemed completely incongruous when it first came up. I believe it was
more thap just a pragmatic solution to avoid a bloody battle, which would have only
served to strengthen the uprising elsewhere in Iraq. In fact, it represents 4 new power-
sharing strategy in Iraq. We can se¢ this even more starkly in Wajaf, werg the radical
Shi’ite cleric, Moqtada al-Sadr, has holed up with his small army. Instead of launching
an all out assault on them, we have sealed off the region in order to allow!|the most
pragmatic Shia religious and poljtical leadership the time to finally decid;é that they want
to remove al-Sadr and his forces. |

Both of these instances—tumning Fallujah over to a former Saddam gen bl and letting
Shi’ite leaders disanm al-Sadr—are indeed defacto power-sharing decisions. We have

Mr. BENNETT. Mr. President, last week, along with a number of my colleagucs, [ went up into the room on the
fourth floor in the Capitol where the Defense Department, the State Department, and-the CIA come to bricf us on
classified information. I sat in a darkened room where we saw a slide show of the photographs that had been taken
of Amcricans intlicting abusc on Iragi prisoners. The picturcs were revolting, they were disgusting, and they left us
all with a sense of outrage that this had gone on, outrage that Americans had been involved in anything such as
this.

I did not look forward to the experience. Indeed, I made the initial decision not to go. Then [ decided: No, if [ am
going to be involved in cxamining what is here, [ have to sce the evidence, as revolting as it may be.

The sensc of outrage that [ and my collcagues fclt about this was shared by all Amenicans, but in one sector of
American socicty it scems to be even greater than anyplace else. There arc some in this society who might not be
able to guess what that sector is. But [ would say the outrage that has been the strongest has come from those who
serve in the American military.

Duty, honor, country--these are the watch words of the American military, and the¥ were violated hy those who
took thosc actions in the prison in Baghdad. They did not do their duty. They dishon©red the uniforms they wore as
they abused those prisoners, and they brought disgrace on the country whose Constifution they had taken an oath
to uphold and defend.

The sense of outrage is nationwide, but it is particularly focused among those who ftave sworn to uphold duty,
honor, and country and saw their fcllows in uniform violate those principles.

[ rise to discuss this today because today is the first court-martial coming as a result of the investigations that
have been conducted into this activity. This morning in Baghdad, Army SPC Jeremy|Sivits pled guilty, was
convicted, and sentenced to a l-year imprisonment, reduction in rank, and a bad conduct discharge.

Now, there are those in our society who have less faith in the military, who say: THese courts-martial are a part
of a coverup; this is an attempt to gloss over what has happened; one cannot trust the military to investigate
themselves; and we need a whole series ol investigations by outside groups.

I believe the facts are that we will find out more what happened from the courts-martial than we would find out
from any degree of investigation conducted elsewhere. I offer as a demonstration of the fact that the military can
be trusted to act in matters of this kind the following chronology of what has happened with respect to this
incident.

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We now know that the abuse of the prisoners took place in the last quarter of 2003 | We do not know the exact
dates. but somctime toward the cnd of that year the alleged detainee abuse ocecurred. On January 13,2004, SPC
Joscph Darby opcned an ¢-mail thinking he was going to sce pictures that he describ |d as a travelogue; a history of
the performance of a particular unit. Instecad, what had been downloaded on his com |uter were the photographs
that my collcagues and [ saw in room 407 of this building.

Specialist Darby was absolutely stunned. What did he do? Here were his fellow soldiers engaged in activity that
was clearly in violation of everything he had been taught, people he wanted to feel close with and identified with,
people who, perhaps, were his friends. What would he do? He did his duty, and he provided a CD of the abuse
photos to the Army Criminal Investigation Command, or the CID, on January 13, 2004. On January 14,the CID
began its investigation--no attempt to cover up. No attempt to hide or tum away from the fact that there was a
potential difficulty. They began the next day, and they notificd people up the chain of command of what they were
doing.

On January 16.just 2 days later, Brigadier General Kimmitt announced that there would be an investigation by

Central Command. It had gone up all that way, that quickly. Injust 3 days they wmeat the top levels of Central
Command.

Two days after that, BG Janis Karpinski, who was the commander at Abu Ghraib prison, was admonished and
suspended from her command. She was relieved just 2 days after this reached the attention of Central Command.

Additionally, the Abu Ghraib chain of command was suspended, from the battalion commander, a lieutenant
coloncl, all the way down. Just 2 days after this was brought to the attention of Central Command, the entire group
was relieved. |

Now, on January 19,a combincd jeint task force requested that Central Command appoint an investigating
oflicer, and on January 31, Major General Taguba was appointed to conduct the investigation.

On February 10,the Scerctary of the Army tasks the inspector gencral to conduct an analysis of the internmcent
detention policies, practices, and procedures. It goes beyond just the prison: Look at- the whole Anmy and our
procedures to see what can be done to prevent this from happening again.

On March 12, General Taguba completed his investigation and briefed the commander of joint task forec 7,
Licutenant General Sanchez. Also on March 12, Licutenant General Helmly, who was the commander of the U.S.
Army Reserve Command, directed that Command's inspector general to conduct an assessment of training for
Reserve personnel on the issues of detainee treatment, ethics, and leadership to see if the training had broken down
in a way that would cause this to happen. All of this was going on--the military acting on its own.

On March 20, the first charges were preferred

against six accused and announced by Brigadier General Kimmitf at a press conference. This is not somcthing
that got discovered by some investigative reporter digging in behind the scenes. This was something that was
announced by the military after they had done a careful examination and moved in ajway to protect the rights of
cvery individual.

At that announcement, no names or units were identified so that they would not compromise the duc process of
thosc who were being accused.

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On April 15, Major General Fay, the Army Deputy Chicf of Staff for Intclligence, appointec an investigative
dfficer to examine the circumstances with respect to the 205th Military Intelligence Brigade. Tha is the group
where the commander was relicved within 2 days of discovering that there was an allegation of a problem.

On May 1. Lieutenant General Sanchez issued a memorandum ol reprimand to six general officers and one lette:
of admonition to a member of the §00th Military Police Brigade as recommended by|Major General Taguba. This
is not somcthing that they passed off to the Gls, the sergeants, the corporals, and the privates. This is something
they took care of at the general ofTicer level. Six general officers received a memorafdum of reprimand. That is a
carccr-cnding cxpericnce for a gencral officer,

Then on May 7, Secretary Rumsfeld announced the independent review panel headed by former Defense
Secretary Jim Schlessinger, including retired Air Force General Chuck Homer, former Representative Tillie
Fowler, and former Defense Sccrctary Harold Brown. And then, today, on May 19, the first court-martial has faken
place and Specialist Sivits was found guilty and sentenced.

The lesson that comes from this Tist of actions is a lesson that the world should heer . The lesson for Iraqis and
other nations is that this is how democracies handle their problems. This is how Amencans face the difficulties that
arisc when there is a brecakdown that occurs within our military. We do not hide it. We do no' pretend it did not
happen. We do not strive to find cxcuscs. We act in the way consistent with the rule of law.

[ hope everyone in the world would recognize the difference between the way we have responded to this and the
way al-Qaida has responded to this, We have responded to it by excrcising the rulc of law and sceking thosc
responsible. They have responded by taking an innocent American civilian, who had hothing whatever to do with
any of this, and cutting off his head, live and in color on international television. Thal is the difference between
Amecricans and al-Qaida when faced with a problem. !

So that is the first lesson I hope the world will take from the way we are handling this. The lesson that the
military should take trom this 1s that the rules are there to be obeyed. The lesson that should go forward from
Specialist Sivits' court-martial, from the six general officers who got the memorandum of reprimanc and from the
investigations that arc still going forward 1s that if the rules arc broken, you end up in Fort Leavenworth.

That is the lesson that should come out of this for the American military, and I believe it is being received there.

The Icsson for the commanders, those who arc now responsible and who have tak §) over to replace those who
were relieved, is this. It comes from a statement by General Eisenhower, who knewg$mething about military
disciplinc. He said: "' Arcas that arc not inspected deteriorate.”

Let's go back to Specialist Sivits for a moment and find out from his statements rel(jting to his court-martial what
really happened. I am quoting now from the Washington Post:

Sivits told investigators that the abuse would not have happened had higher-ranki™© members been present.
**Our command would have slammed us," he said. " They belicve in doing the right Hhing. If they saw what was
going on, there would be hell to pay."” |

That statemcnt cchoes testimony given by one of the initial investigators on the case. During a scssion similar to
a grand jury procceding, Tyler Pieron, an Ammy criminal investigator, said the abuses occurred, " after the chain of

command had changed shifts and gone home."

S1vits said he did not report the abuse to his commanders because [he was told not to by a friend] ""and I try to be

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friends with everyone. | see now where trying to be friends with everyone can cost you."

I spoke with Secrctary Rumsfeld this morning about this lesson, the lesson of command. It is fine to change the
command, but we must examinc what causcd the problem and change the procedurcest Even though the rules were
there, the procedures broke down. There was not a duty officer on duty. We have been told that this abuse took
place between 2 and 4 in the morning when no onc was around. [ raiscd with Sccretary Rumsfeld the importance
ol seeing to il from now on that the new commanders of the prison make sure there 18 & duty officer there all night
long. |

Back to Eiscnhower's dictum, there should be snap, surprise inspections. People it l"n:: prisons should ncver
know when someone might drop in, unexpected and unannounced, to see what is gc'l ¢ on. Secretary Rumsfeld
concurred. I believe that is the Iesson that command should receive from this cxpcrie ce, and I belicve it 1s the
lesson they will learn and they will follow.

As soITy as this chapter is in our proud military history and as dccp as this stain hS Lccomc upon America's
honor, it is not the first time we have seen such chapters. It is not the first time we h®Ve endured such stains. I wish
I could say it is the last time this will happen, but even in this morning's news we ar 1earing that there are more
pictures, that it may have been more widespread than we thought. With human beingi as imperfeet as they arc, it is
incvitablc that at some point in the future someone clse will break the rules, violatc ™ § oath, and takc actions that
will cause all Americans 1o mourn, as we do over these actions.

Given that history, that it has happened before and perhaps will happen again, wg gpould remember what we did
as a nation when it happened before and what we are doing now. We dealt with it. yg went after those who were
responsible, discovered who they were, gave them their full duce process, but when fgy were convicted, they were
punished. They were dealt with. Then we made the changes that were necessary 1o ggg to it that it wouldn't happen
again. Then we got past it. |

We have not allowed those past chapters in our history fo deter us from our destiny as a nation, W¢ should do the
same thing now. We are in the process of discovering who the guilty are. We are in the process of conducting
courts- martial. Specialist Sivits isjust the first. Charges have been

protiered against others and additional courts- ‘

martial will be forthcoming. We are in the process of making the changes--notjust the change of command but the
change 1n procedures to see fo it that this will not happen again. |

As we have done in the past, we must get through this and not let it deter us from our overall goal of why we are
in Irag. We must not fixate on this stain on our honor to the point that we become sojmuscle-bound that we canmot
proceed forward in our mission.

What is our mission? Speakers who have addressed this before me have made thaticlear. Our mission is to
provide freedom and security for the people of Iraq. I believe that means freedom and security for the Middle East
generally. [ believe that means transforming the world in which Americans live and an increase of freedom and
sccurity for our Nation as well. These arc worthy, indeed noble goals, and we must not be deterred from sccking
them by prcoccupation with this particular outrage.

1 close with a conversation [ had over the weekend., Like many of us over the weckend, I went home to Utah and
[ participated in Armed Forces Day. It was a poignant Armed Forces Day fora variePJ of rcasons, because many of

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- the people who were there were families of those in the military who were there without their [amily member--that
18, children, husbands, wives, mothers and fathers of Utahns who are serving in this war and who are not home
with their families to cnjoy the delightful spring day at Murray City Park where cveryone was having a picnic and
a good time. Sct up in that arca was a scrics of flags, onc flag for cach individual who had fallen in cither Iraq or
Aflghanistan. OF course. the majority of flags were American [lags, but I was struck by the number of British flags,
[talian flags, Polish flags, Spanish flags--one I did not recognize, an Ukrainian flag. an Estoman flag. We are
providing 1he leadership, but many countries in the world are responding to us as weu launch on this mission.

On Armed Forces Day 1 sat next fo a colonel. He was not a Utahn; he had come to barticipate in the activities.
We visited over lunch. With the Army, he has been in Kosovo, he has been in Bosni®, he has been in Afghanistan,

he has been in Iraq, and he was on his way back to Iraq. ,

[ said to him: Colonel, tell me what it is like. You have heen there, you have heen ®n the ground. Tell me what 1t
is likc. He gave me an answer we hear a lot. Indeed, it was the first sentence out of ils mouth that comes out the
same as many others. He said: Well, things are not nearly as bad as the U.S. press w®uld have you belicve. Things
are really going fairly well in many parts of the country. But we have problems. [

We talked about some of the problems, He made this obscrvation that [ think should keep us thoughtful as we
address our mission in Iraq. He said: You know, whether it is Bosnia, Kosovo, Afgh8nistan, or [raq, the same thing
is true: Those people arejust like us in that all they want is to have their children be able to walk out of the door
and be safe on the street, to be able to go to school without intimidation and learn what they need to learn to get a
decentjob and live a decent life. That is all they want in Kosovo, Bosnia, Afghanistan or Iraq--just like us. That is
what we want in America. To bring that to Iraq and give the people of Iraq that opportunity, with their wives and

their children and their grandchildren, unfortunately requires force of arms. |

Amcricans, British, Italians, Poles, Spaniards, Ukrainians, Estonians, arc willing to risk their lives to bring about
that goal. We must never lose sight of the importance of that mission or of the sacrifice that has gone into
achicving it. We must never tum back simply because there are those who have put a stain on American honor by
the way they have behaved.

I pay tribute to the Armed Forces. I pay tribute to the chain of command that is dealing with these challenges. I
pay tribute to those who are willing to face the problems and not back away from them or cover them up. We must
support them in their efforts. We must not smear the entire establishment because of the actions of a few.

o Bottom line: Background checks of U.S. Army personnel so farﬂﬁentiﬁed in the
abuse of detainees at Abu Ghraib did not reveal indicators of abefrant behavior.

o OUSD(I) tasked the Director of the Army Staff, Headquarters U.i. Army, to have the
Army’s Central Adjudication Facility (handles background inves'gations relevant to
the granting of security clearances) review the records of all indi*}* duals that were in
some way connected to the Abu Ghraib detainee abuse investigation.

e Areview of U.S. Army records revealed information on three of ese individuals
“that might have been indicative of potential abusc behaviors.” Those indicators
included: violation of arestraining order, disorderly conduct, and counseling for an
adjustment disorder. None of these three soldiers, however, hdVe so far been
implicated in the Abu Ghraib abuses and there is no record of misconduct by the
three while on active duty in the Army in any other theater of operations.

(U) The JITF-CT queried CIA-CTC,NSA, TTIC, and FBI regarding ferrorism
information related to Mr. Berg.

(U) What we know. Most of what we know regarding Mr. Berg’s activities results from
FBI interviews and Press reporting. It appears Mr. Berg was an independent business
owner looking for contract opportunities in Iraq. He does not appear to have had a direct
link to terrorism, though in 2002 he may have inadvertently provided-passwords for
computer access to individuals with al-Qaida links.

(U) On 25 March, the U.S. military contacted the Mosul Operations #use (MOB)
regarding a U.S. citizen detained at an Iraqi police station in Mosul. IT'he U.S. person was
identified as Nicholas Berg. Mr. Berg was detained by Iragi Police 6B 24 March after
being observed by the police in a taxicab in Mosul. The Iragi Police deemed Mr. Berg to
be suspicious (NFT), although they had no information indicating he Was involved in any
illegal or terrorism-related activities. Iraqi Police subsequently notified the U.S. military.

(U) Mr. Berg was interviewed by FBI agents in Mosul between 25 and 26 March, and
again on 3 April. Mr. Berg told agents he entered Iraq through Jordart: to establish
working relationships in the “antenna tower” business and to acquire gontracts for his
business, Prometheus Towers. Mr. Berg stated he had previously traveled to Mosul in
late 2003. During the March interview, Berg told agents he was a “politically active
Jew,” and believed he could inconspicuously move 1n Iraq because hg thought he could
“blendin.” FBI Agents and Coalition Provisional Authority (CPA} officials emphasized
the dangerous Iragi environment to Mr. Berg. Prior to Mr. Berg's CPA-assisted release
on 6 April, he was offered financial assistance to safely depart Iraq. According to CPA
representatives, Mr. Berg declined the assistance.

(U) In 2002, Mr. Berg was interviewed by FBI officials in Philadelphia after determining
his computer account at the University of Oklahoma had been used by suspected al-Qaida
member Zacarias Moussaoul. While attending the University, Mr. Barg compromised his

ihen put the prisoners in makeshift cells in a prison environment, and observed what happened. Very quickly,

the guards, who were otherwise

quite normal, began to abuse the prisoners in various ways. The abuse

started with mild abuse, but quickly got worse. The abuse got so bad

that the professor had to terminate the expernment early, I also recall

that the professor was forbidden to run any more experiments like this.

What this tends to show is that people given absolute power and control

over other people tend to abuse them. This same phenomenon tends to

happen in non-prison environments such as fraternity hazing. You can

probably think of other examples.

An extreme example of this tendency is genocide. Prof. Rudy Rummel,

who devoted his life to documenting and understanding government mass

murder summarized his conclusion in Rummel's Power Principle: "Power

kills; absolute Power kills absolutely”. His work is documented in his

monumental book, "Death by Government” for which he was nominated for

the Nobel Peace Prize.

It is important that this natural tendency for human beings to abuse

people under their absolute control be recognized in order to counter

it. If we can find the paper describing the experiment, it should be

read by all who will be prison guards so they recognize the tendency

they have to abuse prisoners, and can fight the tendency.

Please help me find the paper or a descriptionof this experiment.

Nothing I say abuve should be misconstrued 10 justify or excuse the
naceptable behavior of U.S. prison guards in Iraq.

They have their work
cut out for them under the Hest of circumstances, Why I'm writing to you, holvever, is because |
was led 10 believe both from written material and during the coaurse of our conversations that
these tasks are facing addilional potentially insurmountable obstacles piaced in (heir way by the
Coalition Provisional Authority and other directives coming from the U.S

Because of my expericnce with the domestic econamy of Vietnam in the 1970-1874 period under
George Schultz and my work on a post-Castro transition plan for Cuba wilh the Cuban Arnerican
National Foundation, when it was ably led by Jorge Mas Canosz (who paseed away five years
ago), | thought you might be inerestes in my two-cents worth (which has baen discounted even
below two cents), Rather than criticizing what | may not have fully understood of the Bremer and
CPA plans, I've limited myself to what | consider essential do's and dar'ts for creating an
econamically viable society out of a war-ravaged former totalitarian state.

A. Perhaps the most significant obstacle fo reestablishing markets is the absence of a viable
stable-valued means of payment and slore of value (currency). To foster economic
interchange, merchanls, workers, savers and investors need a curfency they can count
on bath over time and across space. This currency has to be stable in value over time to
satisty the needs of small savers, and to provide a basis for contrpcts and it has o be

readily acceptable everywhere both inside and outside the region to facilitate trade and
invesiment flows,

! can't begin to tell you how depressing it was to the local economy of Mexico in 1976
when the peso started o collapse after having boen stable for years and years.
Likewise, Argentina's recent abandonment of the currency peg (under de |a Rua) and the
subsequent finantial collapse is a tragedy of immense proportians, Qur own return to
dotlar credulity in the late 1970s and early 1580s under Paui Volckar and Ronald Reagan
was the sine gua non of America's renaissance. Time and again gountries are forced to
releam the powerfut dictumn of a saund money,

Irag does not hava the ability nor does it have powerful encugh pelitical institutions to
pursue, maintain and monitor its own currency de povo. iraq, if it is lo have its pwn
currency at all, must have thai currency immutably linked to the dellar or euro. My
personal suggestion would be to use either euros or doliars as the domestic curency of
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wii.) Lastly, collect only as much as you reaily need. Wastcfui
spending will always rise to the level of revenues.

These rules should help your effarts, if meticulously adhered to. Next 1o a bad money |
know of nething that will bring an econcmy to its knees Taster than an wnjust, inefficient,
anti-growth, excessive system of taxation. This principal is universal.

On the spending side, priorities need to be set really quickly. In my view Infrastructure is
the first smong equals such as: security (police), judiciary,” waler, electricity,
tclccommunications, roads, airports, hospitals and government itself. b the near term at
least. sthoal programs, women's issues, social redistribution and humanitarian projects
are further down on the list. Once the economy is back on its feel there will be plenty of
lime to redress these wrongs. At the outset, govemment spending should be locused
almos! exclusively on getting the economy back on it's feet as quickly as possible.
without production there's nothing to redistribute. Feigning a big heart is often the
quickest path to disasler. Irag needs endemic production and ggvernment can be
instrumental in achieving its gaal. '

Fargiveness of debt owed by lraq to foreign creditors can be enormiousty beneficial to
Iraq if and only if Irag has the infrastructurc to take advantage aof the agditional resources
financed by additional debt. If iraq's ingentive siructurc and system of self govenance
isn't well ranged, new debt to replace ald debt s money down a rat hole. You really don't
wanl to replace old bad loans with new bad leans., No one wins. Allowing iraq to incur
additional foreign debt obligations should only cccur after Irag's economy and
government have becn established. Yau're going to make lots of mistakes and will loam
a lot from those mistakes. The smaller the scale of the initial operations, the less Iraq will
have o pay for lessens learmed, The less costly the mistakes from which you iearn, the
bettier off lrag will be.

Regulatory policy should be simple, small and fair. Laws shouid be basic and
enforceable with quick and decisive action for violation. Having jawe gn the books that
are not observed or actively disobeyed undermines the moral authorlly of all government,
Keep regulations to a minimum, keep them simple and enforce them.

Trade policy should be as open and as free as possible, restricting only those products
which really causc harm (drugs, weapons, etc.). For revenue purposes you may want a
Iow rate, broad-based tax on imports. It's interesting to note that for most of our country's
histary, tariffs provided the lion's share of our tax revenues. Tariffs plus an ol severance
tax could wel! be the lion's share of future Iragi tax revenues.

Trade is often an area where privilege and corruption take root. Here more than
anywhere is where iraq needs transparency, simplicity ang fairness.

A lot of attention is being placed on the need to provide an adequalke number of jobs for
traq. And while jobs per se clearly are important, increasing cmployment and creating
jobs is oftcn a catch phrase standing in for increasing outpul. In {ruth lraq needs
additional output far morc than it needs more jobs. Now in some cases these twga
phrases are synonymcus, but they may not be interchangeable in lraq. Make waork
projects and avolding reform for fear of losing jobs are sure fire logers. At no lime and
nowhere is it more important to recognize the primacy of efficiency, output and
praductivity than it is naw in Irag,

. Special industries likc banking, glass factories, construction companies, etc. should be

left to the marketpiace. | know they are important, but so does cvery business person in
Iraq. Those businesses will grow an their own if they are profitable.

o To be mobilized under current statutory authority, a Reservist must be in the Ready
Reserve.

1) Members of Congress occupy a “key position™ and must serve in the Standby
Reserve rather than the Ready Reserve. (The Standby Reserve is a pool of trained
individuals who are not required to perform training. This 15 the Department’s
solution to the ticklish question of whether Members of Congeress can
constitutionally also serve in the military.)

2) Members of the Standby Reserve may be transferred back to the Ready Reserve
when the reason for the member’stransfer to the Standby Reserve no longer exists.
They may be ordered to active duty voluntarily only if the Secretary of the
Military Department concerned, with the approval of the Secretary of Defense,
determines that not enough qualified Ready Reservists are available in the
categories required. (With over 4,000judge advocates in the Ready Reserve,
transferring Congressman Buyer from the Standby Reserve to the Ready Reserve
would have been inappropriate.)

This memo provides a plan for the draw-down and demolition ¢{ Abu Ghraib
prison that allows the President to announce immediately that evacuat'®n will commence
by June I and demolition will begin no later than August 31, The plal Consists of rapidly
constructing 2,000 "quick-build" temporary beds in eastern Baghdad f9F criminal
detainees, and another 2,000 "quick-build" beds for security internees at Camp Bucca
near Um Qasr. Immediately thereafter, we will construct an additionat 2,000 "quick-
build” at both locations for total of 8,000. Finally: work will commence on a 4,000-bed
permanent facility in Baghdad which will open within two vears. The project will cost
about $200M. The Iraqi Governing Council has requested closure of Abu Ghraib. so we
will execute this plan using money from the Iraqi Development Fund.

It is possible to begin destruction of Abu Ghraib sooner, perhap? by June 30. This
would require execution of the plan described above, and temporarily 1%location of about
3,000 security detainees in tent facilities at Camp Bucca and relocation of 1,400 criminal
detainees at detention centers in Baghdad and Mosul. But this course ofaction has
several imporlant disadvantages. First. it requires two mass movements instead of one,
and to more distant locations, with all the considerable risks of transpertation. Second,
large numbers of detainees will await permanent internment in feimporary camps that arc
substandard. Without adequate proiection from the summer heat. we would expect the
same thing we observed last summer -~ riots. mass escape attempts, gr fter difficulty
with accountability and control. and greater threats to our soldiers. Thifll, prisoners will
lack access to families and to legal counsel; and trials will not be feasi [ from a

logistical standpoint.

For all these reasons, we would expect further criticism from hyman rights
organizations, and think we may undercut the very objectives we are triving 10 svmbolizg
with our commitment to close Abu Ghraib. These risks outweigh a gain of two months,
so unless instructed to the contrary. I will proceed with the first option.

MEMORANDUM FOR SECRETARY OF DEFENSE
SUBJECT: Increase in Air Force

Since we discussed this subject in January, we’ve taken several actions to return o
endstrengthby the end of FY05, the original goal. Providing numerous opportunities for leaving
the active force and limiting accessions this year and next to our most needed skills should get us
there,

With the implementation of two periods of Stop Loss for OEF and OIF, we disrupted the
normal departure patterns of our people. The aggregate impact of a strong commitment to the
GWOT, success In obtaining long sought improvements in the compensation package, including
pay raises, pay table reform, BAH improvements, and a variety of special pays and bonuses for
hard-to-till skills, combined with an uncertain economy, caused our people to stay at
unprecedented rates that initially were masked by the Stop Loss which was in place until July
2003. In short, we are experiencing great demand to enter the Air Force; at the same time,
retention is very high. This "goodnews™ is causing us an endstrengthproblem At present, we
are 20,000 over endstrength.

Recognizing this by November 2003, we began reduction measures with opportunities for
service in the Air Reserve Component (ARC), rollbacks in dates of separation and active duty
service commitments, inter-service transfers, ROTC-to-ARC commissions, and bonus
commitment waivers. These elforts only yielded about 2,500 additional departures, so we
significantly increased the population eligible for each of the measures and added an aggressive
retraining program of imdividuals in overage skills. This is already moving some people to
critical skills and to the ARC, the Army or civilian life. This alone could yield about 9,800 in
FY(4 and FYO0S.

Simultaneously, we have restricted recruiting for the rest of FY04 and through FYO0S only
to maintain or correct skill balances across our force. This translates to reductions of
approximately 2,000 recruits in FY04 and 11,000in FY05. The combination of all of these
actions should bring us down to authorized endstrength by the end of FYO0S.

From a force stability standpoint, reducing accessions by a third in one year is very
significant, but also creates some opportunities. We can correct skill imbalances, transform
training programs, eliminate ARC training backlogs, and return to authorized endstrength
without breaking faith with our current force. While some will believe this warrants reducing
our recruiting and training budgets, that would be counterproductive for this brief training pause.
We appreciate your support in that regard.

Situation Today:

Since September 11,2001, the Administration has made substantial progress to

protect America from terrorist attacks. Among other measures, wc have established:

The Department of Homeland Security.

A National Bio-Defense Strategy and stockpiles of biological vaccines.

United States Northern Command.

The Terrorist Threat Integration Center.

As aresult of these and other initiatives, America 1s safer today than 1t was prior to

the 9/1 1 attacks, although we must continue to improve America's homeland security.

Homeland Security Roles and Responsibilities:

However, in the event of another major terrorist attack, we will certainly ask
ourselves what else we might have done to prevent it or mitigate its consequences. One
issue that concerns me is that roles and responsibilities for homeland security are still not
as clearly defined as they might be.

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security, it may be an appropriate time to evaluate the assignment of roles and
responsibilities for homeland security. We also need to consider how we can better
educate the American people about those roles and responsibilities. It 1s important for the
American people to have realistic expectations about the role the U.S. Armed Forces
might play in dealing with terrorist attacks inside the United States, as defined both by
law and executive policy. I amreminded of the polls taken in the 1990s which showed
that Americans believed erroneously that we have a capability to shoot down a ballistic
missile targeting the U.S. There is a great deal the U.S. military can do in the event of a
terrorist attack, but there are limits on that capability and—as a matter of law and

policy —there may be things we should not do.

Across the USG, there have been several major homeland security exercises over
the past several years, We could use their results to evaluate where gaps may existin the
USG homeland security concept and determine if changes are warranted with respect to
statutes, authorities, policies, missions, resources and training, etc, Evaluations,
moreover, could help to identify any legal considerations that might limit the military
from providing support to any Lead Federal Agency and that could impede effective

command and control.

President Bush and | appreciate your and your husband's dedication to our
country. And we appreciate the dedication of every member of the United States
military, the National Guard and Reserve, and America's veterans like Joe Bartlett who
is here today. I'm happy to hear that Janet Flower's son, P.F.C. Andrew Flowers is
doing well. His eagerness to return to his unit in Iraq is evidence of his commitment and

courage.

The President and | are inspired by the dedication
of our men and women in uniform. We visit with

soldiers at bases all over the world -- and perhaps
one of our most moving visits was at Walter Reed

Army Medical Center. One of the remarkable men

we met at Walter Reed was Staff Sergeant Michael
McNaughton. He stepped on a land mine near
Kabul while serving with the Louisiana National Guard. His right leg had to be removed
above the knee and he was fitted with a prosthetic leg. Michael had been a great runner
and he and the President exchanged stories about their favorite past time.

President Bush encouraged Michael to get well so that someday they could take a run
together. Sergeant McNaughton held the President to his promise, and last week they
ran together around the South Lawn at the White House. Sergeant McNaughton is still
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working for the National Guard where he enlisted after Septémber 11th because he said
he "needed to do something.”

The men and women of the United States military answer this call every day as they
defend freedom around the world. Over the last year, the world has witnessed the skill
and resolve of our military from Korea to Kosovo to the Middle East. We've seen their
courage and their decency to the people of Afghanistan and Iraq. Our military men and
women have helped to free fifty million people from the oppression of two brutal
regimes. They are supplying villages with their first taste of clean water, delivering
medicine and supplies to hospitals and schools. Our troops and their coalition partners
have refurbished over a thousand schools so millions of children can study and learn

again.

Our soldiers’ compassion is not simply part of their mission -- it's part of their character.
We will never forget their commitment to our country, nor will we forget the men and
women who have fallen in service to America. All of those who serve in our rﬁilitary
deserve our utmost respect -- and so do those who serve behind the front lines -- their
families and children. As I've traveled to military bases, I've become aware of the
special challenges that face military families. Like many families and like some of you,
President Bush and | have moved a lot -- five times -- and we've lived in six different
homes. Moving, packing and hoping our children will be happy in a new home is
something many of us can relate to. And so is change. For us and for military families,
change means moving and starting over; but it aiso means new friends, and new
challenges. A military families’ determination to make a home wherever they are
matches their loved ones devotion to duty. Separation and transition are part of a
military child’s life, and they accept their duty with brave hearts.

There are more than one million military children around the world, and 800 thousand
children go to public and Department of Defense schools in your neighborhoods. A
military child may move as many as six to nine times from kindergarten to high school.
By her senior year, a child will have attended six elementary and middie schools and
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two or more high schools -- often in different states. This constant change has a huge
impact -- both academically and socially -- on children. Many school districts are not
prepared to help military children transition from one school to another.

There is no systematic process that ensures that records, grades, and accomplishments
transfer with a military child. And this is a problem for many children, not just military
children, in our highly-mobile society. Many students lose their class rank after
transferring, and many fall behind in class requirements because their new school will
not grant credits for their previous coursework. Many children who were athletes at their
old school miss the opportunity to play sports because they miss tryouts.

Some students, like Renee, deal with the challenge of not graduating. Renee lives with
her sister and her sister's husband, a soldier. As a senior, she recently moved to her
fourth new high school. Renee's new school has more graduation requirements. She
must pass a test and have a year of computer science. Her new school requested that
Renee's previous schoo! grant her a reciprocal diploma. But the school refused. Renee
is receiving special help and support from her new school, but she may not graduate on
time. This is a common problem for many military children and their families. But it
doesn't have to be this way.

When an Air Force officer was asked what he needed in Iraq, he said, "Please don't
send cookies, care packages, or socks. Just help take care of our children.” Our country
has always supported its military - in times of war there were community efforts to roll
bandages and knit socks. We have a great capacity to care for the home front. Now is
the time for a new Victory garden. In this garden, we can tend to the needs of military
children. You can host a PTA group and talk about how your school can help ease
transition for military children and families. You ¢an volunteer at military bases and
instaltations in your home states and read to children or host local events at libraries.
Establish a parenting support program for military spouses in your neighborhood and
help with home repairs and baby sitting.
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The USA Freedom Corps started a program called "On the Homefront" to provide
Americans with opportunities to support our troops and their families. More than a
thousand volunteers from Rebuilding Together have repaired homes for military families
while their spouses are depioyed. With her two sons in iraq, Marlyss Murray couldn't do
all of the home improvements she needed. An army of volunteers in Tulsa helped
Marlyss put a new roof and a fresh coat of paint on her home.

Volunteers from the Salvation Army in Cleveland, Ohio are collecting diapers and
blankets to throw a group baby shower for military wives. And members of the VFW
started a community-wide Adopt-A-Unit program to support military units in Irag and
Afghanistan.

We can show our appreciation for our troops and their families by getting involved in our
communities. The members of the United States military pledge their lives to protect
ours, and we can support them by supporting their loved ones. The Military Child
Education Coalition is working to do just that. The coalition's founder, Dr. Mary Keller,
works with schools and families to help military children with transition. While working as
an Assistant Superintendent in Texas, Dr. Keller had more than 16 thousand students
from neighboring Fort Hood in her school. She noticed that many of the military children
who had transferred could not keep up. She gathered educators, military experts, and
parents at her kitchen table and formed a coalition to help these students. She began as
a volunteer and soon moved to working full time as Executive Director of the Coalition.
Some of the funds from today's luncheon will benefit the Coalition. Dr. Keller can
provide you with more information on how you can help military children -- children like
Kiara who deserve not only a great education, but our support. |

A sixth grade student in Louisiana, Kiara wrote a poem titled "l Serve Too." It reads, "I'm
a military child, | stay strong when my dad goes away. If there is a war and my dad is
detached, | will help him fight back. With my braveness and courage | can stay strong,
my family's support helps me carry on. Whenever we move, | start over again, | have to
go to a new school, and make new friends. Even though people think I'm a military brat,
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| just don't quite see it like that. My daddy helps defend our country, so we can live in
peace and harmony. So all the military children help their mothers and fathers because

we serve too, we're their sons and daughters.”

3- Next step—they may start looking for a local solution, and if they start that, intricate warfare
patterns will become evident moving towards a civil war pitting tribal and religious groups against one
another which could become the norm rather than an all-out intifadah against the occupation. If Sadr
is not diffused before we hand over sovereignty, then we will definitely see this after 30 June.

4- Moqtada Al Sadr is already searching for a governor for Najaf and for a Police Chief, He occupies
all the key government sites, has checkpoints at all the main roads [using police Motorola’s to call in
spot reports], has control over the Shi’a Shrines and their funds, his government is slowly but surely
manifesting itself.

5- The Hawza has declared, behind closed doors, that Sadr is not a Moslem, and urged that we get
this message.
Their explanation:

There are § tenets in the Shi’a religion that are inviolable. These are

1. Belief in God,

2. Belief in the Prophet Mohammad,

3. Belief in Justice,

4. Belief in the resurrection, and

5. Belief in the Imams [mainly Aly, but all 11 and the coming of the 12th and last Imam)].
If you betray any of these 5 principles then you are not a Moslem.

Here is what MAS has done to deserve such condemnation.. .his troops are chanting [note: all chants
are pre-approved] very controversial slogans that portray him above Imam Ali and the Prophet
Mohammad. Here is a transiation of the slogans: 1. Please excuse us Ali, Sadr is the Imam [min
rukhsitaq ya Ali, Muqtada huwa al Wali] and 2. Please excuse us Batool [aka the Prophet’s daughter
and wife of Al-Fatima AL Zahra] Mugqtada is the Prophet [min rukhsitek ya Batool, Muqtada huwa
al Rasool], in Arabic they rhyme.

For this, Sadr is now considered a MURTAD, which means a REJECT— meaning from the religion of
Islam. Sadr taking the place of the two holiest men in Shi’a Islam [the Prophet and 1st Imam], making
himself larger than the 12th Imam who hasn’t appeared yet, and larger than the Prophet of Islam
altogether, s blasphemy and he is being condemned for it, secretly so far out of fear of him, but it will
get out and spread .

They affirmed the people of Najaf and Kufa are on our side and against MAS/SM. Sadr must be taken
down, brought to Justice, and or killed in the process, but he cannot remain in Kufa/Najaf to
control/terrorize the Shrine cities unopposed. This goes for his entire team. (Sadr has ordered 400
cleric turbans, 200 white, 200 black, distributing them out to key associates for cover and protection.)

FINAL COMMENT:
Our strategy of negotiating with Sadr after he has committed still more outrages, murdered Coalition
soldiers, seized two cities, desecrated two sacred Shi'ite shrines, and defied both Iraqi law and the

Coalition's authority is unwise, ineffective, against our own interests, and morally unjustifiable. Is this
why we fought the war?

With every passing day our credibility is falling as our local friends and other incountry sources are
advising. We need to give the people of Karbala', Kufa, and Najaf the justice and protection they
deserve by using military force to put

an end to Sadr's rebellion as soon as possible. If Sadr and his forces escape from this situation to fight
another day, we will have sown the seeds of disaster and guaranteed that Iraq's future will be anything
but democratic.

These points re Najaf apply equally to Karbala. Sadr will not go away peacefully; moreover, we have
to be seen to be driving him from the field, or else

we will have lost all credibility -- especially when the real struggle comes, with the Badr taking the
lead, in the months following the dissolution of CPA.

The people of Karbala want to see Sadr humiliated, but they cannot do so by themselves as they have
no weapons or leadership.

Moreover, it was painfully obvious at a recent meeting that the Abd al-Mahdi al-Karbalawi (al-Sistani)
representative clearly did not want this stalemate to end. He wanted no armed confrontations to occur
within the "holy city of Karbala" and opposed a citizen's demonstration against Sadr, meaning that it
suits the Iranian agenda perfectly to have our indeciveness prolonged as long as possible.
SCIR/Badr/Abd al-Mahdi/Iranians all know Sadr and his Militia cannot threaten their control of
Karbala, but Sadr's Militia is very useful in telegraphing to everyone here just who it is that can be
relied upon to provide long-term security for the city -- SCIRI/Badr.

While we are losing time with negotiations that can only lead to a smoke and mirrors solution to the
Sadr problem, the Governor, at the initiative of a local

Sheikh (Muslim al-Taa'i of the Husayn al-Sadr marj'a in al-Kazimiyya), has obtained permission from
the Ministry of Awqaf (religious endowments) in Baghdad to turn the al-Mukhayyam Mosque (MAS
headquarters in downtown Karbala) into a health clinic. While this is not a carte blanche to launch a
missile into the al-Mukhayyam, it clearly shows that local civic leaders are doing all they can to pave
the way for the removal of MAS influence from their city. After

order is restored and the Ministry of Awqaf order can be implemented, this will be a tremendous
humiliation for MAS as it will leave him with no base in this city. It remains to be seen, though,
whether sufficient calm will be restored to allow the local government to seize the al-Mukhayyam and
convert it into a center that serves the people of Karbala rather that one which threatens them.

In the meantime, Sadr's Militia continues to disturb our sleep almost nightly with scattered mortar
attacks near or on our base camp. Just enough harrassment to let us and everyone else know they are
still there and defying us. How much more of this are we going to put up with? When are we going
to start playing

"No-more-Mr.-Nice-Guy"? How about a few U.S. forces to take the initiative and start attacking the
SM checkpoints in the northeastern suburbs of Karbala?

When SM militiamen start taking casualties, they will start to melt away. There aren't more than 300
of them, if even that many, in the whole city, according to informed U.S. military sources on the
ground here. It is a mistake to have our forces simply surround Najaf while negotiations are going on
and leave tidying up Karbala for another day. Every day of delay is subtracting from our ability

to influence what is going on in this province. Soon we will have no credibility at all.

We are now on Day 19 of the Mahdi Army siege in Karbala, with no end in sight and a complete
absence of direction as to how this will all play out. T have not been in the State Department that long,
but [ spent twenty years of battles trying tough litigation cases and I learned a few things along the way
that I believe in good faith apply here. (1) negotiating with people whose word cannot be trusted is a
useless exercise and an affirmnative demonstration of lack of resolve; (2) the f*:ilure to decide on a

plan is to decide; (3) the failure to act is an affirmative act of omission.

(1) From all reporting we receive from Najaf and from what we know of the triminal, brutal acts of
the Mahdi Army here in Karbala, negotiating with Sadr and/or his Mahdi Army lieutenants is nothing
but a useless exercise. We will get no where with the word of thugs and only|demonstrate to all in
Karbala our lack of resolve to actually support our mission here by attempting to engage in civilized
discussion with terrorists and murderers. i

(2) Throughout this crisis, we have had no¢ direction or guidance from Baghdiad as to the way out. The
failure of Baghdad to provide us with decisive guidance that we can pass on has eroded the confidence
of the Karbala civic leaders and citizenry in us (CPA) and our CF. By failing to decide and/or advise
us on what the plan is, we have not only failed the province of Karbala, we arg failing ourselves as we
are held virtual hostages in our Camp Juliet. We bave been subject to water and food rationing as well
as nightly mortar and RPG attacks that cause us to run at break-neck speed to|our bunkers for safety.
We dare not to venture out of Camp Juliet for fear of facing what has now be¢ome an almost virtual
certainty that we will be ambushed if we don't hit a IED first. As the days pass, the odds are stacking
up against us that one of those nightly mortars is going to find its way to a CRA human target. We
need and deserve to know what decisions have been made for Karbala, If they haven't been made, then
who do we need to impress that some course of action needs to be planned for Karbala? The failure to
decide is costing us dearly with credibility and I just don't want it to cost us a|life as well.

(3) What is most incredulous to me is that our CF are either unwilling or unable to engage the Mahdi
Army directly. Qur special forces are repeatedly attacked, yet they are denied the green light to attack
known Mahdi Army strongholds in Karbala. Our 1BCT advises it will only angage the Mahdi Army
in Karbala if our nascent provincial council will give it permission, The failure of CF to affirmatively
address the Mahdi Amy siege has resulted m the Mahdi Army taking control of a significant portion
of the city (including our almost-ready-to-be-opened Tribal Democracy Centér) and poised to take
over other strategic locations which will allow the domino-effect of taking control of the governorate
building and police station. I am not a military strategist, but it is apparent to| me that the failure to
timely and directly engage the Mahdi Army in Karbala has allowed them to fprtify their positions,
pinpoint weak but strategically important positions to seize and has bolstered|their confidence that they
will not be touched in their efforts to take over this province. CPA and CF are being attacked daily
and nightly, yet we see no firm resolve to respond. Maybe it is lack of a good night's sleep for too
many days, or maybe it is the very real and present danger we are in here in Karbala, but [ am
beginning to feel unprotected and unsupported in our mission's efforts. !
John, I am but one voice, but I'm looking for answers. Pass this up your chail‘n of command or not, but
please know I always appreciate that you encourage my most candid assessmfnt.

Meeting with Sistani Office representative

22 April, 2004.

Sayyed Maytham Faisaf Mazthboub (protect) is a close contact and personal friend of GA Ali Sistani. Maytham
has had access to GA Sistani for the past 15 years. Maytham is a moderate and a fespected notable in the city
of Najaf/Kufa. He is not a cleric, and he is not employed by Sistani, but is an indepandently wealthy and a

religiously inclined man who has had direct involvement in the Hawza.

The purpose of the meeting was to establish a direct relationship with US personnel in the southemn region. He
claimed many Baghdad visitors led them to believe they were a solid conduit to CPA-Baghdad but Sistani and
his interlocutors were beginning to lose faith in this and wanted to build their own relationship af this point. He
indicated grave dissatisfaction in dealing with muitiple envoys who all claimed they were sent by Amb Bremer to
"solve the problem” and the episodic nature of their involvement. Some had even gpne as far as asking fora
photo with GA Sistani I[GC member Muwaffag Al Ruba’ for one] for what they interpreted as an attempt to
proye they met with him and gain increased credibility when they quoted him.

He stated Sistani understands many are speaking in his name and knows he has ta do something about that ;
thus he is Jooking to make a direct office-to-office connection with a military office inf CPA south so there is no
misunderstanding, He knows of us from back when we first made our rounds with the Ayatollahs, and sought us
out.

On July 16,2004, the Acting Secretary of the Army denied your request for
waiver from certain political activity restrictions. You-then forwarded the request to the
Secretary of Defense, on whose behalf the Under Secretary of Defense (Personnel and
Readiness) denied it on August 17,2004,

As support for your argument that the Department of Defense (DoD) had relaxed
the restrictions, you made reference in the request to section 734.307 of the Office of
Personnel Management (OPM) regulations. T discuss below the reasons for which this
section is inapplicable. I also reiterate the limited activitiesrelated to your husband’s
campaign in which you may participate.

Section 734.307 provides that a civilian employee covered by subpart C of the
regulations may appear with the employee’s spouse in a political advertisement or a
broadcast and urge others to vote for the employee’s spouse. Members of the armed
services, however, are subject to Dol> Directive 1344.10, not to the OPM regulations.
Still, some of the civilian rules are persuasive in determining whether a service member
may participate in political activities — specifically the rules in subpart D of the
regulations, which apply to members of the Senior Executive Service (SES), employees
of the National Security Agency (NSA), and other similarly situated employees.

This is the case because the rules in subpart I of the regulations are analogous to
the rules in DoD Directive 1344.10,just as the duties of service members are analogous
to those of NSA employees and the duties of senior commanders to those of SES
officials. Subpart D employees, for example, may not participate in political
campaigning and neither may military personnel. In contrast, employees covered by
subparts B and C of the regulations are subject to less restrictive rules. For example, not
only may they participate in a political campaign, but they may even manage one.
Section 734.307 applies to employees covered by subpart C and thus fails to be
persuasive.

3. Ibelieve the prohibitions concerning political aclvity were developed primarily to avoid command influence in
the political process or to preclude the perception of an organizational or military endorsentent of any candidate or
party. It is doubtful those who crafted the language even contemplated the situation where a military member would

be married to a politician, My request for a waiver in 2000 was denied. However, a recenl decision by the REC x©
Department of Defense (QoD) indicates a relaxation of restrictions. Likewise, in accordance with 5 C.F.R.731.307, ’ J‘g
civilian federal employes are permitted to participate in a spouse's political campaign. Examples of authorized 0:‘4 P

participation include attending a fundraiser, standing in the receiving line, sifling al the head of the table, and
urging others to vote for his or her spousc.

4. In order to comply with regulatory requirements and departmental policy. [ have been loreed intothe role of
silent spouse when [ accompany my husband to various events that arc critical lo the success of his campaign. The
spouses of today's political candidates, whether male or female, arc expected to take a much more active role than in
the past. As a result of my enforced silence even when appearing in public, my husband's supporters may question
my loyalty, and his opponents may take advantage of Lhe fact that I nmst remain silent in the face of criticism
against him.

5. Twill not wear ny uniform or use government property or facilities while campaigning; allow my participation to
interfere with my duties as the Commander, Amy and Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES} ;engage in conduct
which would imply Army or Department of Defense endorsement; solicit or receive campaign contributions;use my
official authority or pasition to influence my subordinates; or campaign on behalf of anyone but ny husband.

6. The reason given for denying my original waiver request was that "HQDA policy follows the DoD policy.”

o You asked for information about the regulation concerning the participation of
civilian employees in a spouse’s political campaign. You also asked whether
some limited waiver allowing Major General Kathryn G. Frost to stand in a
receiving line, for example, was appropriate.

o Under the Hatch Act, the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) has 1ssued
regulations in 5 C.F.R. §§ 734.307 and 734.405 that address the issue specifically.
One section appears in the subpart with the least restrictions. The other appears in
the subpart that applies to members of the Senior Executive Service (SES),
employees of the National Security Agency (NSA), etc., who are subject to more
restrictive rules.

o Under the subpart with less restrictions, section 734,307 provides that
employees who are a candidate’s spouse are subject to the same rules as
other employees covered by this subpart. For example, they may attend a
spouse’s fundraiser, “stand in the receiving line,” and “sit at the head
table.” They also may appear with the spouse in a political advertisement
or broadcast and urge others to vote for the spouse.

0 Under the subpart with_more restrictions, section 734.405 provides that
employees may attend a political function with the spouse. For example,
they “may stand in the receiving line and sit at the head of the table during
a political dinner honoring the spouse.”

42 U.S.C. § 1972. To maintain this neutrality, Department of Defense officials and
active-duty members of the Armed Forces must avoid even the appearance of political
partiality.

The participation of an active-duty Major General and senior commander in
political campaigning would violate this standard.

In response to your previous comment about reviewing any claims arising from
Abu Ghraib allegations, Jim Haynes and Pete Geren sent you a draft memo
(Tab B) that would have directed the Army (responsible for claims in [raq) to
submit any such claims packages to you.

Your note of August 25 (Tab C) instead suggests delegating such review
responsihility. Thus, I recommend proceeding with a process similar to the
one set out in Jim Haynes' memo, with such claims being forwarded to the
Secretary of the Army, who would review and act on the cases or, in his
discretion, forward to me cases that raise particularly sensitive issues.

O An example might be a claim not payable under any claims statute, in
which case the Secretary of the Army could consider alternative
authorities {e.g., emergency and extraordinary expense (EEE} authority)
and either use such an authority to provide compensation himself or
forward the claim to me with a recommendation.

The attached memorandum for your signature (Tab A} directs the Secretary of
the Army to take action to ensure completed reports of the foreign claims
commission, or investigations under other applicable claims statutes, are
forwarded to him for appropriate action.

Army rcports that nine detainee-related claims have been submitted, and five
allege abuse/mistrcatment at Abu Gharib prison. Six claims allege that death
occurred as a result of abuse/mistreatment during detention.

1. Purpose. To provide a summary of specific claims for personal injury stemming from
allegations of mistreatment at US military detention facilities in Iraq.

2. Claims.

a. The US Army Claims Service has three open claims pending investigation
alleging personal injury as a result of detention at US military detention facilities. These
investigations are almost complete.

(1) Hassan, Alaa Ahmed. Colonel (Tragi Navy or Marines) Hassan
alleges US forces captured him on 21 March 2003 while aboard his tugboat in the
northern Persian Gulf and took him to a US Navy ship. While on US Navy ship, COL
Hassan alleges that he was flexicufted, shoved by two US sailors, and slipped on the deck
of the ship, where he injured his foot. He alleges he received no medical treatment other
than having his foot wrapped in a bandage, and that his foot has never properly healed.
However, in another interview, COL Hassan alleged that he broke his leg while in Camp
Bucca, a US detention facility in Am Qser. He alleges elbow injury from his hands
flexicuffed behind his back overnight. COL Hassan alleges damages of $20,000 and
medical and travel costs to a foreign country for surgery on his elbow. Prior coordination
with the US Navy resulted in no informationof his detention. Investigation is completed
and is pending recommendation for denial as he is not a proper claimant. Processed
under the Foreign Claims Act.

(2) Shaltout, Hassam. Mr. Shaltoutis a Canadian citizen who 1s a
resident alien in Los Angeles, California, who was in Traq with a peace organization, Mr.
Shaltout also claims to be an employee of Gamin Europe, and to have sold products for
that company prior to entering Iraq. US Marines detained him in Baghdad on 9 April
2003, and sent him to Camp Bucca. Mr. Hassan claims that he was beaten and tortured at
the camp, and that his property, including $119,0001n cash in his hotel room, which he
was not allowed to secure while detained, was stolen from him. Mr. Shaltout alleges
$350.000 in personal injury (depression, PTSD, hearing loss in left ear, and aggravation
of previously existing glaucoma and of a preexisting hernia} and property loss. Claimant
and military police interviewed, Interviewed apprehending Marines and treating
physician. Processed under the Military Claims Act, Investigation completed, pending
drafting of recommendation.

(3} Saleh, Haidar Muhsin. Mr. Saleh is a Swedish citizen, who alleges
that US military personnel detained and imprisoned him in el-Najaf, el-Dewaniya, and

You inquired as to potential implications [or DoD regarding Bird Flu. (TAB A)

Health and Human Services (HHS) Secretary Thompson delivered a memo to the
President discussing the threat of Avian Influenza (Bird Flu) on August 26,2004.
This memo outlined steps the United States Government is taking to prepare for the
potential that this strain of influenza (H5N1) could cause an influenza pandemic. The
Department of Defense has been an active participant in the interagency planning
process over the past six months,

Important recent developments include:

o Bird Flu is now considered endemic in Southeast Asia. Poultry flocks continue to
turn up with the virus at unprecedented levels such that no expert in the field
expects that it will go away on its own. A recent report from China indicates the
HS5NI1 virus has now been found in pigs as well.

e Scientists at the Centers lor Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) and at the
World Health Organization (WHO) are very concerned this virus will develop the
ability to be transmitted human to huinan, raising the potential for a worldwide
influenza pandemic.

Secretary Thompson's memo summarized the work done to date and the way forward.
e HHS has released their Pandemic Influenza Response Plan. DoD has participated

with HHS in the development of this plan, and contributed on aspects of the plan
that affect us.

First, let me thank you [or the time you gave us yesterday to go through the
“Beyond Goldwater Nichols” study. It 1sjust the half-way mark in our work, but we [elt
this was the crucial foundation [or what [ollows. You have brought the department to a
remarkable position where change is possible. It is now [easible to take the next step that
until now was not possiblc —genuine integration of key staff functions.

Phasc 2 of the study will examine new combat missions, UCP changes, and the
acquisition process, as well as continuing our work on the interagency process. Ina
scparate but closcly related cffort, we’ll be looking at the role of the Guard/Reserve
components. It is this last item that I want to raisc with you in this memo.

W hawe already started work on the Guerd/Reserve issues. I have been startled,
however, to sec the momentum in Congress for a sweeping enlargement of pay and ?
benefits for reservists duc to the strains of current deployments, There 1s legitimate
worry here, but a blind expansion of benefits will undermine the reserves as it will
practically price them into the same cost structure of active-duty personnel. If that is the
case, the general purposc of the reserves is significantly diminished.

I have met with stafl directors on the Senate side, but they frankly don't have a
plan to deal with the steamroller that is heading their way.

My senseis that everyone needs a [irebreak to separate the passions ol the current
problems from a rational assessment of the role, structurc and management of
Guard/Reserve forces for the future. The traditional method of building a fircbreak is to
create a commission in order to buy time. This won't be enough this year. You need
some commissiorr like process to get a dispassionate look at the
role/structure/management issucs, but you also have to create an escape valve for the
political .pressures of this ycar.

As I mentioned yesterday, 1 would propose that you request a 2-year authority to /)
cstablish an “cxceptional relict” process for active duty and reserve personnel who have

suffered extraordinary hardship as a result of recent deployments. The authority would

allow you fo empanel a 5 (pick a number) person review board that would hear hardship

cascs. This board would have the authority to grant no-interest loans to military

personnel. The board’s decisions would be final, though Congress would retain the

authority to pass private relief legislation (a very rarc cvent).

W
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This gives members of Congress something to act on without locking the
Department into a long-term cntitlement, or giving bencfits to 100% of the population to
solve a problem that plagues only 1% of the community.

- — ldeally this initiative would come from the Joint Chiefs as a relief measure for the
total force, allowing you to work with members of congress to guide it towards being the
dominant policy path to head off the steamroller of benefits enlargement. I know that we
spoke yesterday about the idea possibly originating on the Hill. I am happy 1o help here,
as well, but I honestly feel that it has gotten so far down the road that it will take the
collective authority of the Chicfs to get attention to it.

The purpose of creating a fircbreak is to create a new mindset about a problem,
That 1s why you do nced to accompany this with some kind of a commission,

I am prepared to build a commissionto look at the Guard/Reserve issucs. You
can usc us if you want, or create something yourself If you want CSIS to do something
here, I am happy to talk. Onc way or the other we will press ahead to examine the
Guard/Reserve issues at the staff expert level.

We have examined the plans that the reserve components have launched under
your dircction alrcady, and there are some cxciting new idcas in the works,

SUBJECT: John Hamre Proposal - SNOWFLAKE

You asked where we stand on John Hamre’ s proposal (attached).

We have met with John and his staff to discuss the roles and missions of the
Reserve components and how we might shape future compensation and benefits.

The Small Business Administration already has a program that provides some
of the relief John proposes. The first loan under this new program was granted

just months after the September 11 attacks, and to date the SBA has granted
1861oans totaling $16,144.400.

While we were not successfulin getting John’s proposal considered this year
(it requires legislation), the Senate authorizationbill includes a provision that
would establish a 13-membercommission to assess the roles and missions of
the National Guard and Reserve, and compensation and benefits provided to
reservists. It would take up this idea.

In the meantime, the President has proposed expanding educational benefits for
mobilized Reservists, and you have approved added compensation and
incentives for those who serve more than one year in Iraq and Afghanistan.
Additional bonus authority for the Reserves, sponsored by the Administration
is in the House Authorization Bill, and the conference must also adjudicate the
vast difference between the Senate position on Reserve health benefits and that
of the House (which follows the Administration’s recommendations).

The DoD Advisory Committee on Military Compensationis scheduled to
begin work in October to review the long-term appropriateness of our pay and
benefits structure. It is a good place to assess the net effect of all these
changes, and will be able to consider the results of research we’re now
conducting on actual income loss by Reservists.

First, let me thank you for the time you gave us yesterday to go through the
“Beyond Goldwater Nichols™ study. It isjust the half-way mark in our work, but we felt
this was the crucial foundation for what follows. You have hrought the department to a
remarkable position where change is possible. It 1s now feasible to take the next step that
until now was not possihle —genuine integration of key staft functions.

Phase 2 of the study will examine new combat missions, UCP changes, and the
acquisition process, as well as continuing our work on the interagency process. Ina
separate but closely related effort, we’ll be looking at the role of the Guard/Reserve
components, It is this last item that I want to raisc with you in this memo.

We have already started work on the Guard/Reserve issues. I have been startled,
however, 10 see lhe momentum in Congress for a sweeping enlargement of pay and :p
benefits for reservists duc to the strains of current deployments, There 1s legitimate
worty here, but a blind expansion of benefits will undenmine the reserves as it will
practically pricc them into the same cost strueture of active-duty personnel, I that is the
case, the general purpose of the reserves 1s significantly diminished.

I have met with staff dircctors on the Scnate side, but they frankly don’t have a
plan to deal with the steamroller that is heading their way.

My senseis that everyone needs a firebreak to separatethe passions of the current
prohlems from a rational asscssment of the role, structurc and management of
Guard/Reserve forces for the future, The traditional method of building a firchreak is to
create a commission in order to buy time. This won’t be enough this year. You need
some commissionlike process 1o get a dispassionatelook at the
role/structure/management issucs, but you also have to create an escape valve for the
political pressures of this year.

As I mentioned yesterday, [ would propose that you request a 2-year authority to 3
cstablish an “exceptional relicf” process for active duty and reserve personnel who have

suffered cxtraordinary hardship as a result of recent deployments. The authority would

allow you to empancl a § (pick a numher) person review board that would hear hardship

cascs. This board would have the authority to grant no-intcrest loans to military

personnel. The board’s decisions would he final, though Congress would retain the

authority to pass private rclicf legislation (a very rare cvent),
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This gives members of Congress something to act on without locking the
Department into a long-tenm entitlement, or giving benefits to 100% of the population 1o
solve a problem that plagucs only 1% of the community.

- —Ideally this imitiative would come from the Joint Chiefs as a reliet measure for the
total force, allowing you to work with members of congress to guide it towards being the

dominant policy path to head off the steamroller of benefits enlargement. I know Lhat we
spoke yesterday about the idea possibly originating on the Hill. T am happy to help here,
as well, but I honestly feel that 1t has gotten so far down the road that it will take the
collective authority of the Chicfs to get attentionto it.

The purposc of creating a firchreak is to create a new mindsct about a problem,
That is why you do nced to accompany this with some kind of a commission.

I am preparcd to build a commission to look at the Guard/Reserve issucs, You
can usc us if you want, or create something yoursclf If you want CSIS to do something
here, I am happy (o talk. One way or the other we will press ahead to examine the
Guard/Reserve issues at Lhe staffexpert level.

We have examined the plans that the reserve components have launched under
your dircction alrcady, and there are some exciting new ideas in the works.

e Composite Health Care System — Provides an electronic health record at all military
treatment facilities that includes lahoratory, pharmacy and radiology computerized
physician order entry and results retrieval, registration, appointing and scheduling,
and documentation of the patient encounter capabilities.

e TRICARE Online - Provides health care benefits information, health and wellness
information, a secure personal health journal and online appointing capabilities at
over 300 military treatment facilities.

e Telehealth - Provides interactive consultations in radiology, mental health,
dermatology, pathology and dental care between remote locations and medical
referral centers.

e Military Health System Data Repository - A centralized data warehouse containing
patient encounter information from military treatment tacilities and private sector
providers, financial data, demographics and other data. It is used in our strategic
planning, performance monitoring, population health management and business
management.

Lo Lhe enlire area between Paxislan and Morccco, which 1s predominantly
Arak, predeminantly Moslem, bul includes many non-Arab and also
signillcant non-Moslem mincrities. Why do I pul aside Israel and .Ls
own immediate neighberhocd? 3ecause Israsel and any problems related to
it, in splite ol what you mighL read or hear n Lhe world medilas, s nol
the centra’l isste, and has never been the central Zssue n the cpheaval
in Lhe regicn. Yes, Lhere is a 100 year-cld Israeli-Arab confliclL, bul
L ls noL where the ma'n show is. The millions whe died in Lhe Iran-
Iragq war had nothing Lo do wilh Israel. The mass murder nappening
rigat now In Sudan, where the Arab Moslem regime is massacring its
black ChrislLlan cilizens, has nolhing Lo do with Israel. The frequenL
reporlLs [rom Algeria aboul Lhe murders of hundreds cof civilian in one
vi_lage or ancther by other Algerians nave nothing to do with Israel.
Saddam Hussein did not Invade Kuwailt, endangered Saudi Arabia and
butchered nis own people becauise of Israel. Z=Zgypt did =mot use poclisom
gas againsl Yemen in Lhe 60's because of Israel. Assad Lhe Falher did
noet <2__ tens of thousands of his cwn citizens In cne week in =1 Hamma
in Syrla because of Israel. The Tailban contrzol of AfghanisLan and Lhe
civil war Lhere had nclalng Lo do wilh Israel. The Libyan blowing up
of the Pan-Am rflight nhad nothing to do with Israel, and T could go on
and cn and on.

The rcoclL of Lhe Lrouble s Lhat tLhis entire Moslem reglicon s Leotally
dysfuncticnal, by any slLandard cof the word, and would have been so even
_f Israel would have Jjoined the Aralb _eague and an independent
PaleslL.ne would have existed for 100 years. The 22 member counlries of
Lhe Arakb leaque, from Mauritania Lo Lhe Gull States, have a Lotal
populaticn of 300 millicns, larger Lhan Lhe US and almost as large as
tne kU bhefore s expansion, They tave a _and area _arger than =ither
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the U3 or all of Zurcope. These 22 countries, with all their ol and
nalural rescurces, have a combined GDP sma’ler than Lhat of NelLherlands
plus Belgiun and eqgoal to half of the G2 of California alone Withlin
Lnls meager GDP, Lhe gaps belween rich and poocr are beyond bellefl and
tog many of the rich made their money mot by succeeding in busiress,
but by beling corrupt rulers.

The zocial status of women 1s far below what it was in the Western
World 150 years ago. Human rights are below any reascnable standard,
in spite of the grotesgue fact that Libya was elected Chair of the UN
Human Righls commlission. According Lo a reporl prepared by a commliliee
ol Arab nlLellectluals and published under Lhe ausplces of Lhe U.N., the
number of boo<s translated by the entire Arab wor’ld is much smal’er
Lhan whal little Greece slone Lrans’ates. The LolLal number cf
sclentific publications of 300 million Arabks Ls Zess than that of &
million Zsraelis. 3irth rates in the region are very high, rncreasing
Lhe poverlLy, Lhe social gaps and Lhe cullural decline.

And al_ of this s happening in a region, which only 30 years agoc, was
belleved Lo be Lhe nexlL wealthy parL of Lhe world, and in a Moslem
area, which developed, al some poinl in aislory, cne of Lhe most
advanced cultures in the world., It is fair to say that this creates an
unprecedenled breeding ground [or cruel dliclalors, Lerror nelworks,
fanaticism, Incitement, s:liclde murders and gereral decline. It ZIs
alsc a facl Lhal almost everybody in Lhe regiocon blames Lhls silLuation
on Lhe United States, on Zsrael, on Weslern Civilizalicon, on Judalsm
and Charislianily, on anyone and anylhing, except Lhemselves. Do I say
all of this with the satisfacticn of somecne discussing the failings of
his enemies? On Lhe contrary, I [irmly believe Lhal Lhe world would
have been a much belter place and my own neighberheod would have been
much more pleasant and peaceful, 1f things were different. T snhou’d
a’_so say a word about the milligns of decent, nenest, good pecple who
are eilher devout Moslems or are nol very relligious bul grew up in
Moslem families. They are double victims of an oulside world, whlch
mow deve_ops "slam phebla and of their cwn environment, which breaks
their heart by being totally dysfuncticnal. The preklem s that the
vasl silent majorilLy of Lhese Moslexrs are nol part of Lhe Lerrcor and of
Lhe incilemenL but tLhey a’so do nol stand up againsL L. They beccme
accomplices, by cmissicn, and Lhls applies Lo polilical leaders,
ntellectuals, business people and many cthers. Many of them can
certainly tell right from wrong, but are afrald to express their
views.

The events cf Lhe laslL few years have ampl. fied four issues, whlilch nave
always ex’sted, bulL have never been as rampanl as 1 Lhe presenL
upneaval in Lhe reglon. These are Lhe four main pillars of Lhe current
World Conflict, or perhaps we should already refer to it as "the
cwndeclared World War ILE." I have nc belier name [cor Lhe present
siluaticn. A few mcore years may pass belore everybody acknowledges
that it is a World War, but we are already well Znto it.

Tne first element is the siicide murder. Soicide murders are not a new
i»ventlon but they have been made popular, 1f - may Zse this
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expressicn, only lately. Zwven afler September 11, ilL seems Lhal most
of the Western Weorld dees not yet understand this weapon. It 1s a very
polenl psycholegical weapon. Ils real direct ‘mpacl is relalively
minor. The Letal number of casualllies frem hundreds of sulcide murders
within Zsrael in the last three years is much smalZer than those due to
car accldenls. Seplember 11 was guantilaltively much Zess ZetLhal tLhan
many earthquakes. More pecople dle frem ATDS in cne day ‘n Africa than
a’l the Russilans whg died in the hands of Chechnya-baszed Mos_em sulcide
murderers since Lhal conflicl started. Saddam <illed every monlh more
people than all these who died from sulcide murders since the Coalition
occupalion of Zrag. So what s all the fuss aboul suicide killings?

Zt creales headlines. IL ls spectacular. It 1s [righlLening. IL is a
very crue. dealh wilh bodles dismembered and horrible severe ifelcong
injuries te many of the wounded. It 1s always shown on television In

great detail. One such murder, with the help of hysterical media
coverage, can deslLroy Lhe Lourism irdusiry ol a counLry [ocr quilte a
while, as 1t did Zn Bali and in Turkey. But the real fear comes from
Lhe undisputed faclL Lhal nc delense and no prevenlive measures can
succeed against a determined suicide murderer., Thls has not yet
penetrated the thinking of the Western World The U.35, and Zurope are
constanlLly improving their defense against Lhe last murder, noL Lhe
nexl one. We may arrange [cr Lhe beslL alrperl securily in Lhe world.
BulL 1f you wanlL Lo murder by sulcide, you do nol nave Lo board a plane
in order Lo explode yoursell and kill many pecple. Who could steop a
suicide murder n Lhe midslL of Lhe crowded line wallling Lo be checked
by Lhe airport meLal delLecLor? How aboul Lhe lines Lo Lhe check-in
counters in a busy travel perlod? Putb a meta’l detector I front of
every Lrain stallcon in Spain and Lhe Lerrorists will gel Lhe buses.
Protect the buses and they will explode in movie theaters, concert
ha’’ls, supermarkets, shopping ma_’s, schools and hospitals. Put guards
in front of every concert hall and there will always be a line of
people te be checkxed by the guards and this _ine wi_l be the target,
nol Lo speax of <illing Lhe guards themselves. You can scmewhal reduce
your vu_ngrability by preventive and defensive measures and by strict
border contrcls but not eliminate it and definitely net win the war in
a defensive way. And L is a war What 1s behind the suicide murders?
Money, power and celd-bleoded murdercus incitement, nothing else. Zt
has nothing to do with true fanatic religious bheliefs. No Mos_em
preacher has ever blewn himselfl up. No scn of an Arab polilician or
re_igious leader has ever blown himself. No relalive of anyone
influential has done it. Wouldn't vou expect some of the religicus
leaders Lo do iL Lhemselwves, or Lo talk Lheir scons into dolng Zt, 1f
Lhis 1s Lruly a supreme acL ol religious [erveor? Aren'l Lhey
interesled ‘n the kenelils of goling to Heaven? Inslead, Lhey send
outcast women, naive children, retarded pecple and young Incited
hotheads. They promise them the dellghts, mestly sexuzal, of the next
world, and pay Lheir famillies handsomely afler Lhe supreme acl is
performed and enougn innocent people are dead. Suicide murders also
have nothing Lo deo with poverlLy and despair. The pooresL region in Lhe
wor.d, by [ar, 1s Alrica. IL never nappens Lhere. There are numercus
desperate pecple in the world, in different cultures, countries and
conLinents. Desperaticn dees nol provide anyone wilh explosives,
reconnaissance and Lransportalion. There was cerlainly more despair in
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Saddam’'s Irag Lhen in Pacul Bremmer's Irag, and no one exploded

himselfl. A sulcide murder ls simply a horrible, vicicus weapon of
cruel, Znhuman, cynical, well-funded terrcrists, with no regard to
duman Zife, Including the 1:ife of thsir fellow countrymen, but with
very nigh regard to their own affluent well-being and thelr nunger for
power. The only way Lo fight Lhis nzw "popular" weapcn s identical Lo
the gnly way in which you fight crganized crime or plrates cn the hign
seas: Lhe oflensive way. Lixe in Lhe case of crganized crime, 1L is
crucial Lhal the [orces on Lhe olfensive be united and L 1s cruclal Lo
reach the top of the crime pyramid. You cannct eliminate srganized
crime by arresting the _ittle drug dszaler In the street corner. You
must go after the head of the "Family". If part of the public supports
it, clLhers Lolerale it, many are afraid of iL and some Lry Lo expladin
it away by poverty or by a miserable childhood, organized crime will
Lhrive and so will terrorism. The United States understands this now,
alter September 11. Russia is beglinning Lo understand L. Turkey
understands t well. I am very mucn afraid that most of Europe still
does not understand it. Unforturately, it seems that Europe will
understand 1t only after suicide murders will arrive in Europe n a big
way. In my humble cpinicn, this will definitely happen. The 3panish
Lrains and Lhe Istanbul bombings are cnly Lhe beginning. The unity ol
Lhe Civilized World in fighting Lhls norrer s absolulely
indispensable. Until Eurscpe wakes up, this unity will not ke

achieved.

Tne szecond Zngredient 1s words, more precisely _iesz. Words can he
lethal. They 2.7 pecple. CZt Is cften sald that politicians,
diplomats and perhaps also _awyers and business people must zometimes
lie, as part of their prefessional 1ife, But the norms of politics and
diplomacy are childish, in compariscn wilh Lhe level of ‘ncitement and
LoLal absolule deliberate fabricallons, walch have reached new helghls
in the region we are ta_king about. An incredible numkber of pecple in
the Arab werld believe that September 11 never happened, or was an
American preovocalleon or, ever, beller, a Jewish plel. You all remember
the Iragi Minister of ITnformation, Mr, Mgunamad Said al-S5anaf and his
press conferences when the US forces were already nside Baghdad.
Zrsinformaticn at time of war s an accepted tactlic. But to stand, day
afler day, and Lo make such prepecstercus stalemenls, known Lo everybody
Lo be lies, withcoul even belng ridiculed in your cwn milieu, can cnly
happen in Lhis regicn. Mr. Sahal evenlLially became a popular lcon as
a court jester, but this did not stop some allegedly respectakle
newspapers from giving him equal tLime. IL alsc does nol prevenl Lhe
Western press from giving credence, every day, even now, to similar
_iars., After all, if you want to be an anti-Semite, there are subtle
ways of doing it. You do not nave to claim that the holocaust never
happered and that the Jewish temple In Jerusalem never existed. But
millions of Moslems are told by their leaders that this Is the case.
Wnen these same leaders make scther statements, the Western media repert
them as f they could be true. It is a daily sccurrence that the same
people, whe finance, arm and dispatch sulcide murderers, condemn the
act In Znglish In front of western TV camgras, talking to a world
audiernce, which even partly believes them. Tt iz a daily routine to
hear the same leader maxing cpposite statements in Arabic to his peocple
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and ‘n Tnglisnh Lo Lhae rest of Lhe world. IncitemenL by Arab TV,
acconmpanied by horrer piclures of muLllaled bodies, has become a
powerful weapon of those who lie, distort and want to destroy
everything. LilLlLle children are ralsed con deep hatred and on
admiraticn of sc-called martyrs, and Lhe Western World does nol nolice
it because its cwn TV sets are most_y tured to soap operas and game
shows. I recommend Lo you, even Lhcugh most of you do nol understand
Arableg, to watch al Jazeera, from fLime to time. Yoo will not belisve
your own eyes. But words alsc work in other ways, more subtle. A
demnonstration in Berlin, carrying banners supporting Saddam's regime
and rfeaturing three-year old bables dreszed as sulcide murderers, 1s
delined by Lhe press and by pclitical leaders as a "peace
demenstration”. You may support or oppose the Irag war, but to refer
to fans of Saddam, Arafat or 3in Laden as peace activists s a bit too
much. A weoman wa’ks ‘nlc an Israell reslLauranl n mid-day, eals,
observes fami_ies with old people ard chi_dren eating their Zunch in
the adjacent tables and pays the bi1Z. She then blows herself up,
xilling 20 people, Including many chi’_dren, with heads and arms ro’ling
around In the restaurant. She s celled "martyr* by severa’ Arab
leaders and "aclivisL" by Lhe European press. Dignilaries condemn Lhe
act but visit ner bereaved family ard the mcney flows. There s a new
game In town: Thne actual murderer is called “the military wing", the
one who pays him, equips him and sexnds him is now called *the political
wing" and Lhe head of the cperalleon is called Lhe "spiritual leader".
There are nunerous other examples of such Orwel’ian nomenclature, used
every day nok only by terror chiefs but also by Western media. These
words are much more dangerccs than many peop_e realize. Tney provide
an emol cnal infrastructure for atrocities. IL was Joseph Goebels who
sald that If you repeat a _ie often enough, people will belleve it. He
iz now being cutperformed by nls s3uccessors.

The third aspect 1s money. Huge amsuntsz of money, which couzld have
sclved many social problems in Lhis dyslunctional parL ol the world,
are cnanneled inlc Lhree concenlLrlc spheres supporiing dealh and
murder. -n the Znner <¢ircle are tne terrcrists themselwves., Tne mcney
[unds Lheir Lravel, exploslives, nideculs and permanenl search [or scolb
vu_nerable targels. They are surrocunded by a second wider circle of
direct suppsrters, planrners, commanders, preachers, all of whom make a
living, usuzally a very comfortable “iving, by serving as terrsor
inlfrasLruclure. Finally, we [ind the third circle ol so-called
re_igious, eduzaticnal and welfare organizations, which actually do
some good, feed the hungry and provide some schooling, but brainwash a
new generaticn with natred, lies and ignorance. This circle cperates
mostly through mesques, madras's and sther religious establishments but

a’_so through Znciting electreonic and printed media, It s this circle
that makes sure that women remain infericr, that democracy is
urtninkable and that exposure to the cutside world is minimal Tt is

a’_so that c¢ircle that leads the way In blaming everybody cuotside the
Mos_em world, for the miseries of the regicn.

Tlguratively speaking, this suter circle is the guardian, which makes
sure Lnal Lhe people Zcok and listen inwards Lo Lhe inner circle ol
terrcr and incitement, rather than to the world ocutside. Scme parts of
Lhis same culer clrcle aclually operate as a result of fear [rom, or
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blackmail by, the Inner clzcles. The heorrifying added factor is the
high birth rate. Half of the pspulation of the Arab world s under the
age cof 20, Lhe most receptive age Lo lncilement, guaranieeing Lwo more
generaticns of blind hatred. Of Lhe Lhree clrcles described above, the
irmner circ_es are primarily rfinanced by terrorist states like Iran and
Syria, unLil recenlly alsc by IZrag and Libya and earlier also by soms
ol Lhe Communisli regimes. These slates, as well as Lhe Palestinlian
Authority, are the safe naverns of the wnholezale murder vendors. The
culLer circle s largely financed by Saudl Arabla, but alsc by donalions
from certair Mocslem comminities in the United States and Europe and, to
a smaller extenl, by donalions of Eurcpean Governments Lo various NGO's
and by certain United Kations crganizations, whose gcoals may be noble,
bul Lhey are ‘nfeslLed and explolled by agents ol Lhe culer circle. The
Saudl regime, of course, will be the next victim of major terror, when
Lhe inner circle will explode ‘nlo Lhe culer circle. The 3acdls are

st11. firancing the Infrastructure at the outer circle. Some of the
leaders of these various circles live wvery comfortabkly on their loot.
Yoo meet their children In the best private schocels n Europe, nst in
Lhe Lraining camps of sulclide murderers. The Jihad "soldiers" Jolin
packaged death tours to Zraq and cther hotspots, while some of their
leaders ski in Switzerland. Mrs, Arafat, whg lives n Paris with ner
daughter, receives tens of thousands Dollars per month from the
allegedly bankrupl Paleslinian AuLhecrily while a Lypical local
ringleader of the Al-Aksa brigade, repcocrLing Lo Aralal, recelves cnly a
cash paymenL cf a couple of hundred dellars, for performing murders al
Lhe relail level.

The fourth element of the current world conflict is the tsotal breaking
of all laws. The civilized world belleves in demccracy, Lie rule of
_aw, including internaticnal law, human rights, free speech and free
press, amcong other liberlLles. There are nalve cld-lasaioned habils
such as respecting religious sites and zymbols, not using ambulances
and hospitals for acts of war, avoiding the mutilation of dead bodies
and not using children as numan shields or numan bombs, Kever in
history, mot even In the Nazi period, was there such total disregard of
all of the above as we cbhserve now,

Every student of political science debates how you prevent an anti-
democratic force [rom winning a democralic electicn and abolishing
democracy. Other aspects of a civilized scoiety must also have
limitations. Can a pollceman cpen [lre on somecne Lrying Lo kill him?
Can a government Listen Lo phene conversalions of terrorists and drug
dealers? Does free speech preotecls you when you shoul "fire™ in a
crowded Lhealer? Shcould Lhere be dealh penally, [or delliberale
mi_tip_e murders? These are the gld-fashiored dilemmas. 3ut now we
have an entire new set. Do you raid a mesque, which serves as a
terrorist amminition sterage? Do you return fire, if you are attacked
from a nospilal? Do you storm a church Laken cver by Lerrcrlisls wio
Look Lhe prilests hostages? Do you search every ambulance alter a few
sulclide murderers use ambu_ances to reach their targets? o you strip
every woman because one pretended to be pregnant and carried a sulcide
bomb on her belly? Do you shoot back at someone trying to xill you,
standing de_iberately behind a greoup of children? Do you raid
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terror:st headguarters, hidden In a mental hespital? Do you shoot an
arch-murderer who deliberately moves from one _ocation to another,
always surrcunded by children? ALl ol Lhese nappen daily ‘n IZraq and
in the Palestinlan areas.

What do you de? wWell, you do not want to face the dl_emma. 3ut it
cannot be avoided. Suppose, for the sake of discussion, that somecne
woluld openly stay In a well-known address in Teheran, hosted by the
Iranian Government and firarced by 1L, executing one atrocity after
another in 5pain cor in France, ki1ling hundreds of nnocent pecople,
accepting responsibility for the crimes, promising in publiz TV
Inrterviews to do more of the same, while the Goverrmment of Zran issues
public condemnaticorns of his acts but continues to host him, Znvite him
to cofficial functicns and treat him as a great dignitary. I leave it
Lo you as nomework Lo figure cul wha. Spain or France would have done
in such a siluaticn. The preblem is Lhal Lhe civilized world is sLill
having illusions abcul Lhe rule of law ‘n a LolLally lawless
envirgnment. It s trying to play Zce hockey by sending a ballerira
ice-skater into the rink gsr tso knock cut a heavyweignt boxer by a chess
player. In Lhe same way Lhal nc counlry has a law againsl cannibals
eat.ing _ts prime minister, becaise such an act s unthinxkable,
international _aw does not address killers shgoting from hospitals,
mosques and ambulances, while belng srotecled by Lhelr Government or
sociely. Internaticnal law deoces nol xnow how Lo nandle somecne who
sends children Lo Lhrow sLones, slands behind Lhem and shools wilh
immunily and canncl be arrested because ne 1s sheltered by a
Government.. Inlernaticnal law does nol <now how Lo deal wilh a leader
of marderers who 1s royally and comfortably hosted by a country, whicn
pretends to condemn nliz acts or Jjust claims to be tos weak Lo arrest
him. The amaz.ng Lhing 1s Lhal all of Lhese crocks demand protectlicn
under International Zaw and define all those who attack them as war
criminals, with some Western medla repeating the allegations. The good
news is that all of Lhls s Lempcrary, becacse Lhe evolution of
inLernational law has always adapled Lsell to realily. Thae punisamenl
for suicide murder should be death or arrest before the murder, not
during and not after. After every wor_d war, the rules of
Internalicnal law have changed and Lhe same w!1. happen afler Lhe
presenl one. 2ul during tLhe Lwillight zone, a ZolL of harm can be done.
The picture I described here s nct prelly. What can we do aboul 1IL7?
_n the short run, only fight and win. ITn the _ong run - gnly edicate
the next generation and open it te the world. The inner circles can
and must be destroyed by [orce. The culer circle canncl be eliminaled
by force. Here we need financial starvalicn of Lhe organizing elite,
more power Lo women, more education, couinter propaganda, boyostt
wnenever feasible and access to Westerm media, Internet and the
inLernational scene. Above all, we need a LolLal absclule unily and
determinaticon of Lhe civilized worlc againsL all three circles of
evil. Allcw me, [or a momenlL, Lo depart [rom my alleged role as a taxi
driver and return tc sclence.

When you have a malignant tumor, you may remove the tumor itself

surgically. You may also starve it by prevenling new blcoed from
reaching it [from colher parls of the bedy, thereby preveniing new
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"supplies® from expanding the tumer. If you wanL Lo be sure, 1L 's
best to do both. But before you fight and win, by force or otherwise,
you have Lo realirze Lhal ycu are in a war, and Lhis may Lake Europe a
[ew more yvears. In order Lo win, 1L is necessary Lo [irsL eliminate
Lhe Lerrcrisl reglimes, so Lhal no Government n Lhe world will serve as
a safe haven for Lhese people. I do nolL wanL to commenl here cn
whether the American-led attack on Irag was Justified from the point of
viewof weapcns cof mass deslrucllion or any other pre-war argumenk, bul -
can _ock al Lhe posl-war map of WeslLern Asia. Wow thal Afghanistian,
lrag and Libya are out, two and a half terrorist states remain: _rarn,
Syria and Lebancn, Lhe laller being a Syrian cclony. Perhaps Sudan
shot’d be added to the “ist. As a resull of Lhe conquest of
Afghanistan and Iraq, bolh Iran and Syria are now tolally surrcunded by
territeries unfriendly te them., Iran 1s encircled by Afghanistan, by
Lhe Gu.l States, Irag and Lhe Mocsler repiblics of the former Soviel
Unicn. Syria s surrounded by Turkey, Irag, Jordan and Israel. This
5 a significant strategic change and 1t applies strong pressure on the
Lerrorisl countries. L s not surprising tLhat Iran s so aclive n
trying to incite a Shiite uprising in Zragq. C do not know if the
American plan was actually to encircle both Zran and Syria, baot that s
the resulting situation. In my numble opinion, the number cne danger
to the world today is Iran and Zts regime. CZt definitely nas amkiticns
Lo rule vasl areas and Lo expand n all direclions. IL aas an
ideclogy, waich claims supremacy over Weslern cullure. IL is

ruthless, It nas proven that it can execite zlabgorate terrgrist adts
without leaving too many traces, using Zranlan Embassies. It Ls
clearly Lrying Lo develop KNuclear Weapons. Ils sc-called moderales and
conservalives play Lhelr own virtucso version of Lhe "good-cop versus
bad-cop" game. Iran sponsors Syrian Lerrorism, il 1s certainly behind
much of the acticon in Iraq, it s fully funding the Hizbulla and,
Lhrough it, Lhe Zalest.nian Hamas ard Islamic Jihad, iL performed acls
of terrcr at least in Zurope and n South America and prebably also In
UzbekhZstan and Saudi Arabla and 2t truly leads a multi-national terror
conscriium, which ‘ncludes, as minor players, Syria, Lebanon and
cerLain Shiite elemenls ‘n IZrag. Nevertheless, mosl Eurcpean counlries
still trade with Zran, try to appease it and refuse to read the clear
signals. In order Lo win Lhe war 1t 1s alsc necessary to dry Lhe
financial resources of the terror conglomerate., It i3 pointless to try
te understand the subtle differences between the Sunni terror of Al
Calda and Hamas and Lhe ShiilLe Lerrcor of Hiszbulla, Sadr and ocLher
Tranlan ‘nsplred enterprises. When 1L serves Lhelr business needs, all

of them collaborate beautifully. It Is cruclal to stop Saudi and sther
financial supporlL of Lhe culer circle, which s Lhe ferlLile breeding
ground of Lerrcr. IL ls importanlL bto meoniter all denaticns from Lhe

Western world to ITslamic crganizaticns, to monitcr the finances of
International re_ief organizations and to react with forceful economic
measures to any small sZgn of financial aZd to any of the three circles
of terrorism. It 1s alsg Zmportant to acht decisively against the
campaign of lies and fabricaticns and to monitor those Western media
who collaborale wilnh iL out of naively, [financial interests cr
ignorance. Above all, never surrender to terrcr. Ko cne will ever
<now whelher Lhe recent eleclions in Spain would have yielded a
diflerent result, [ nolL [cr Lhe Lrain bombings a [ew days earlier.
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But. it really doess not matter. What matters is that the terrgrists
be’_ieve that they caused the result and that they won by driving Spain
out. of Zrag. The Spanisn story will surely end up bheing extremely
costly to cther Ecrcpean countriles, including “rance, who 1s now
expe_ling inciting preacherz and forbidding vells and inc_uding others
who sent Lroops Lo Irag. In the leong run, Spain ilsell will pay even
more. Is Lhe sclulicn a democratic Arab world? I by democracy we
mean free elections but also free press, free speech, a functlioning
Judicial system, civil liberties, equality to women, free international
travel, expgsure Lo Internaticnal media and ideas, _aws against racial
incilemenl and againsl defamalicn, and avoidance cof lawless behavior
regarding hospilLals, places of worship and chlldren, Lhen ves,
demgcracy i1s the sglution., If democracy s Just free electlions, 1t Is
_ixely that the mozt fanatic regime will be =lected, the one whose
incilement and [abrications are Lhe mosl inflammalory.

We have seen L already ‘n Algerla and, Lo a certain exlenl, .n

Turkey. -t will happen again, 2f the ground s not prepared very
carerfully. On the cther hand, a certain transiticn demccracy, as in
Jordan, may be a better temporary sol_utlon, paving the way for the real
thing, perhaps Zn the zame way that arn immediate sudden democracy did
~ot work in Russia and wo:ild not nave worked in China. I have no doubt
Lthat Lhe civilized world will prevail. Bul Lhe longer 1L Lakes us Lo
understand the new _andscape of this war, the more costly arnd painful
Lhe victory will be. Zurcpe, more than any clher regicn, is Lhe key.
Tts understandable recoll from wars, fo_lewing the horrors of World War
11, may cost thousands of additional Znnccent lives, before the tide
will turn.M

You
may regard my vi.ews as Lhose of Lhe proverbial taxdi driver, which you
are suppcsed Lo gueslion, when you visit a cocunlry,

I could have shared wilLh you scme [ascinating [acts and some perscnal
Lhoughts about Lhe Israeli-Arab coniliclL. However, I will Louch upcn
it only In passing, C prefer to devote most of my remarks to the
breoader picture of the region and 1ts place In world events. I refer
to the entire area between Pakistarn and Morocoo, which 1s predominantly
Arab, predominantly Moslem, buit Zncludes many non-Arab and alsc
signil[lcanl nen-Meslem mincrities. Why do I pul aside Israel and ils
owr. mmediate neighberhoocd? Becausze Tsrael and any problems rel_ated o
L, in splte of what you mighlL read or hear n Lhe world medla, is nol
the central issue, and has never been the central Issue in the upheaval
n the regiocn. Yes, there I3 a 100 year-cld “sraeli-Arak conflict, but
it is not where the main show is. The millions whe died in the Iran-
Irag war had nclhing to do wilh Israel. The mass murder happening
right now n Sudan, where Lhe Arab Moslem regime 1s massacring lbs
blacx ChrislLlan citlizens, has nocthing Lo do wilh Israel. The [reguent
reports from Algeria about the murders of hundreds of civilian In cone
village or another by clher Algerians have nolhing Lo do wilth Israel.
Saddam Hussein did nel invade Kuwal)l, endangered Saudi Arabia and
bulchered his own pecple because of Israel. Egypl did nol use polscn
gas against Yemen in the €0's hecause of Israel. BAssad the Zather did
not. 222 Lens of theousands of his own citizens in one week in E1l Hamma
in 8yria because of Israel. The Tailban control of Afghanistan and the
zivil war there nad nothing to do with Israel. The Libyan blowing up
of the Pan-Am fl:ght had nothing to do with Israel, and I could go on
and on and orn.

These 22 counlLries, wiln all Lhelr oil and
natural rescurces, have a combined GDP smaller than Lhal of Nelherlands
plus Be_gium and equal to half of the GOP of Califsrnlia a_one Within
Lhils meager GDP, Lhe gaps belween rich and pocr are beyond bellef and
Loo many of Lhe rich made Lheir money nol by scucceeding in business,
buL by being corrupl rulers.

The scclilal status of woemen is far below whal 1L was in Lhe Western
Wor.d 150 years agce. Human righls are below any reasconable standard,
in spite of the grotesgue fact that Libya was elected Chair of the UN
Human Rights commiszsicrn. According to a report prepared by a comnittee
of Arab intellectials and pub_ished under the ausplces of the U.N., the
number of bocoks translated by the entire Arab world s much smal’er
Lhan what Zitlle Greece slecne translales. The Letal number of
sclentific publications of 300 million Arabks s lezs than that of &
million Israells. Birth rales in Lhe region are very high, Increasing
the poverty, the soclal gaps and the cultural decline.

and a’ll of this s happering In a regicen, wnlich conly 30 years ago, was
be_ieved to be the next wealthy part of the world, and In a Moslem
area, which develcped, al some poinl in histecry, cne of Lhe most

advanced cultures in the world. It is falir te say tnat this creates an
wnprecedenled breeding ground for cruel diclaters, Lerror nelworks,
fanaticism, Incitement, suicide murders arnd general declirne. It ZIs

a_so a fact that almost everybody in the regicn blames this situation
on Lhe Uniled StLales, on Israel, on Western Civilizaticn, on Judalsm
and Christianily, on anyene and anylhing, excepl Lhemselves. Lo I say
a_l of this with the satisfaction of someore discussing the failings of
his enemies? ©On the contrary, I firmly belleve that the world would
have been a much better place and my cwn nelghborhcod would have been
mzcn more pleasant and peaceful, Zf things were different. I shozld
alss say a word absut the millions of decent, nonest, goocd people who
are either devout Mozlems or are not very re_igious but grew up In
Moslem families. They are double victims of an culside world, which
now develops Islam phobla and of their cwn environment, whicnh breaks
Lneir hearl by being LolLally dysfunclicnal. Thae precblem is Lhal Lhe
vast sllent majority of these Moslems are not part cf the terror ard of
tne Irncitement bit they also do not stand up agalinst Zt., Taey hecome
accomplices, by omission, and this zppliles to political leaders,
intellecluals, business people and many olLhers. Many of Lhem can
