This checklist is based on observations by paid and
volunteer staff from 1982 to 1992. Wildfiowers are listed in
alphabetical order by common name. The nomenclature,
including common names, generally follows A Field Guide
to Wildflowers of Northeastern and North-Central America by
Roger Tory Peterson and Margaret McKenny. If more than
one common name is frequently used for a species, the
second common name is listed in parentheses. Scientific
terminology primarily follows The Herbaceous Plants of

Maryland by Broawm and Brown.

We encourage you to report your wildflower identifications
to park staff, so that we may expand and correct this list.
