RULE 16 DEADLINE FOR REPORTS General Order No. 2022-29

GENERAL ORDER

Effective December 1, 2022, Federal Rule of Criminal Procedure 16(a)(1)(G)(ii) and
(b)(1)(C)(ii) were amended to require that the “The court, by order or local rule, must set a time
for the [government/defendant] to make its disclosures.” In order to comply with the
requirement that the Court establish a deadline for reports required under Rule 16(a)(1)(G)(ii),
the Court hereby orders that Rule 16(a)(1)(G)(ii) reports must be filed on or before the currently
scheduled Final Pretrial Conference for all cases with a pending trial date as of December 1,
2022. The Presiding Judge shall have the discretion to modify the deadline for Rule
16(a)(1)(G)(i1) established by this General Order. For each case in which a new trial date is
established, through an initial scheduling order or in response to a motion to continue, the

Presiding Judge will establish the deadline for Rule 16(a)(1)(G)(ii) reports.
