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Douglass Nﬂg_hit

Hundreds of people packed the Ralph B. Tynes Gymnasium at Festus High School
on Tuesday, January 21 to pay tribute to the legacy of the Douglass School and all Douglass
School alumni. “Planning for that night started well over a year ago with a group of social
studies teachers looking for ways to engage our students in the history of their own com-
munity;” said high school principal Dr. Karl Shininger. “Early in the process and quite by
chance, Mr. DeWhitt Bingham reached out to me while doing research for an idea he had
regarding the Douglas School. After connecting Mr. Bingham to the social studies teachers,
the team went to work creating a memorable event for the students, staff, community mem-
bers, and Douglas alumni!”

The Douglass School opened in 1900 as an early grade school for African-Amer-
ican students. In 1939, Douglass Cooperative High School opened. It grew to educate
African-American students from eleven East-Central Missouri communities. High school
students moved to Festus High School in 1955. Lower grades were integrated into Festus
Schools over the next four years. Douglass School closed in 1959. The man behind the inte-
gration of Douglass students into Festus High Schools is Ralph B. Tynes, the superintendent
of schools at the time. His proactive approach to integration is widely acknowledged as the
reason the transition was so smooth at Festus. The gymnasium that hosted the game and
event is named in his honor.

The event included pictures from old Douglass Cooperative High School yearbooks, §
some pictures displayed by the Twin City Cultural Diversity Committee and Mr. Bingham |
with a display featuring his book “The Douglass Connection.” The Varsity basketball game
that night between the Tigers and the Crystal City Hornets featured players wearing throw-
back uniforms like those worn by Douglass High School Trojan athletes.

There are a few ways this can be
accomplished with varying degrees of detail.
One solution is to use a wifi router at home
that has built in parental controls. Typi-
cally these controls include timed settings
where you can set the internet to turn off at
a particular time on your child’s devices. I
currently have Google Wifi routers at home,
and they have this timed feature; there are
others on the market as well though. One
of the other options is a product that sits
on your network, and literally intercepts
all traffic to and from your child’s devices.
There are a few on the market but one that I
have heard people have success with is called
“Circle”. Circle can create time limits, filters,
and location history. All of these options
are completely customizable by the parent.

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Festus Achieves Highest Marks In School Measurements

The Festus R-VI School District received high marks in the Annual Performance Report (APR) released by the Department
of Elementary & Secondary Education (DESE) this school year. Areas assessed included: academic achievement, college and career
readiness, attendance, and graduation rate. According to benchmarks established by DESE the Festus R-VI School District attained
the highest possible threshold in the area of academic achievement. “We continue to be extremely proud of our students who are
achieving at a high level,” said Superintendent Dr. Link Luttrell. “Our dedicated staff works hard throughout the year to ensure stu-
dents are ready to advance to the next level”

The APR is an annual report issued by DESE to show how well a district is meeting Missouri School Improvement Plan
(MSIP) indicators. In previous years, DESE assigned points to each standard assessed and each district’s “score” was a percentage of
the possible points earned. For instance, last year, the Festus R-VI School district earned a 100% score. However, this year, the APR
has a much different overall look. The points are gone. In lieu of points, the APR Summary report features a color-coded bar chart
to show which category the district is performing at: floor, approaching, on-track, and target.

Floor Approaching On Track Target

In every category where the state assesses results from all students, the Festus R-VI School District landed in the “TARGET”
range and exceeded the statewide average. In “Academic Performance” for all students, Festus earns placement into the highest cate-
gory which is “TARGET” and that was accomplished for both Math and Language Arts.

“We have outstanding
students, staff, and parents who partner together to make every day count by continuously put-
ting all of our students on a pathway of long term success by building a solid foundation at the
elementary”

“I am amazed at the hard work our teachers do every day,” said principal Dr. Darin Siefert.
“This nomination is evidence of the dedication and quality of teachers that we have at Festus
Elementary School. While this nomination is based on the scores of our current 4th grade stu-
dents, it demonstrates the quality of teaching and learning that is taking place from the moment
our students enter our doors in Kindergarten until they leave after third grade”

The National Blue Ribbon Schools Program recognizes outstanding public and non-public schools. Being nominated as an Exemplary High
Performing School means Festus Elementary students have state assessment test scores that are among the top 15-percent in English/Language Arts
(ELA) and Math. “This award is the highest designation bestowed upon a public or private school by the United States Department of Education, “
Ruess said. The school will learn later this year if it is indeed named a Blue Ribbon School. If that happens, Festus Elementary School will be the first
school in the state of Missouri to achieve that distinction three times, 1998-99 and 2014 are the other two times.

100th Day of School

On February 5, 2020, students at Festus Elementary School celebrated the 100th Day of School
with a variety of activities focused on the number “100.” Our second grade classrooms celebrated
the 102nd Day of School on February 7, 2020. Many students (and teachers!) dressed as if they
were 100 years old, complete with gray hair, wrinkles, walking canes, and glasses. Teachers read
books to the students about the number 100 such as Emily’s First 100 Days of School and 100
Snowmen. Math activities in the classroom included counting objects to 100 in different ways,
skip counting to 100 by 2s, 5s, and 10s, and discussing that 100 pennies make a dollar. Students
also enjoyed snack mixes with 100 pieces of food, reading 100 new words, and writing about
what they could buy with $100. The elementary students look forward to this day each year as
they count and record each day leading up to this point.

During the Graduation Ceremony, Abigail
Rickermann was honored as the recipient of the Tommy Al-
exander Award. This coveted award has been given annually
since 1946 to a graduating senior by the Alexander family
in memory of Tommy Alexander who gave his life for his
country in World War II. The award is based on scholarship,
leadership, loyalty, character, and friendliness and is consid-
ered to be the most prestigious award for an FHS graduate.
The FHS faculty selects the honoree.

Kent M. Kiepe Scholarship, the Gladys and Howard Litton
Scholarship, the Matthew M. Lucas Memorial Scholarship,
forty-three Maurice O. Lucas Family Scholarships, the Adam
and Willa McCullough Scholarship, the Rose Mary and Paul
Tom Poole Scholarship, the Seyvee Sirintrapun Memorial
Scholarship, the Karen Tesreau Trust Scholarship, the JoAnn
Thurman-Mangan Drama Scholarship, the Ralph B. Tynes
Scholarship, and the Vinyard Scholarship. Graduates selected
by the R-6 scholarship selection committee to receive an R-6
scholarship are as follows:

The B. Clark Berry Memorial Scholarship
recipients were Nicholas Boyd, Wyatt Daugherty, William
Hoppmann, Abby McMillin, Daniel Nguyen, Jaden Rystrom,
Madison Tate, and Hannah Templeton. These students must
have at least a 2.667 GPA, participate in school and com-
munity activities, and demonstrate good citizenship.

This year the proceeds from the Byrd Scholar-
ship, the Wint Johnson Scholarship, the Gladys and Howard
Litton Scholarship, the Matthew M. Lucas Memorial Schol-
arship, the Rose Mary and Paul Tom Poole Scholarship, the
Seyvee Sirintrapun Memorial Scholarship, and the Vinyard
Scholarship were combined to form the Festus R-6 Commu-
nity Scholarship. Candidate citizenship records, GPAs, and
participation levels in school and community activities were
reviewed. The recipient was Tyler Yates.

Kristina Mack was honored with the Canepa
Family Scholarship. To be eligible for this scholarship,
applicants must have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.667 and
be a good citizen. Retired R-6 teacher Becky Canepa and her
family provide this award.

The Murrell Godwin Memorial Scholarship has
been awarded to Connor Wilkinson. To be eligible for this
scholarship, applicants must have a minimum 2.667 GPA,
participate in school and community activities, demonstrate
good citizenship, and participate in at least one year of athlet-
ics during high school.

The recipients of the Morris and Rosalind Gol-
man Scholarships were Alexis Cooper, Sylvia Douglas, and
Margaret Schwab. To be eligible for these scholarships, ap-
plicants must have a minimum 2.333 GPA, good citizenship,
and scores of proficient or higher on all state assessments.
These scholarships are funded by a trust fund established to
honor the memory of Morris Golman.

The Ronald Charles and Rodger Neal Her-
rington Memorial Scholarship recipient was Samantha
Cook. This scholarship is provided by a trust fund set up
in memory of Rodger Herrington who was a former Festus
R-6 student. This recipient must have at least a 2.667 GPA,
show leadership and participation in school, community and
church activities; and demonstrate good citizenship.

The Lieutenant Kent M. Kiepe Scholarship was
presented to Jack Robinson. Lieutenant Kiepe, a former
graduate of Festus Senior High School, was a Navy pilot
killed in a plane crash while in active service in the military.
A trust fund established to honor his memory provides

this scholarship. The recipient of this award must exhibit
progressive self-improvement throughout seven semesters

of school, have at least a 2.667 GPA, be physically fit, and
have participated in athletics during their senior year of
high school. The recipient must also be a leader in school,
community, and church activities as well as be a good citizen.

The McCulloughs were
highly respected long-term educators in the Festus School
District. They touched the lives of numerous students by
their mutual presence.

GPA.

Trust Scholarship. This scholarship is awarded to a student
planning studies

related to music.

The JoAnn Thurman-Mangan Drama Scholar-
ship was established to proudly honor Mrs. Mangan’s legacy
at FHS. She was a beloved Educator at FHS from 1978-2006.
She was affectionately known as the “Drama Mama.” Mrs.
Mangan loved her students, she cared for them, she fed them,
and she taught them life lessons that could only be learned in
a hands-on setting like Drama. The recipient of the JoAnn
Thurman-Mangan Drama Scholarship is Brooke Harris.

The Ralph B. Tynes Scholarship is provided by a
trust fund set up in memory of Mr. Tynes who was a former
superintendent in the Festus School District. This year, the
scholarship was awarded to Ksiah Wansley. The recipient
must rank in the upper one-half of the graduating class,
enroll as a full-time student in a state supported two-year or
four-year Missouri college, and exhibit leadership in school
and the community.

The R-6 scholarship selection committee also
selected the recipient for the Weier Family Foundation Schol-
arship, a scholarship program funded by the Weier Family
Foundation. The recipient of this scholarship must attend
the University of Missouri in Columbia, rank in the academ-
ic top 25% of the class, be a model citizen, and participate in
school activities.
