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From the Director

I am pleased to provide you with our report on the recovery status of
threatened and endangered plants and animals in the United States for
Fiscal Years (FY) 2005-2006.

The Endangered Species Act requires all Federal agencies to do what they
can to protect and recover endangered and threatened species. Agen-

cies such as the National Park Service, Forest Service, Bureau of Land
Management, and Department of Defense administer millions of acres of
habitat vital to listed plants and animals.

Within our own agency, the conservation of threatened and endangered
species is a Service-wide commitment. The National Wildlife Refuge Sys-
tem and the National Fish Hatchery System, as well as the Environmental
Contaminants, Law Enforcement, Federal Grants, and Partners for Fish
and Wildlife programs, are among the Service partners in our shared en-
dangered species recovery program.

Outside the Federal family, we depend on strong partnerships with States and Tribes. Also, since approximate-
ly two-thirds of federally listed species occur on private land, non-government organizations, private landown-
ers, and concerned citizens are extremely important partners, as well.

During FY 2005-2006, the recovery progress made by the Service and our partners enabled us to delist the
Eggert’s sunflower and to propose to delist the Western Great Lakes distinct population segment of the gray
wolf and the Yellowstone ecosystem population of the grizzly bear.

For the reporting period, 33 percent of all listed species are reported as stable, 8 percent as improving, and 34
percent as declining. We are uncertain as to the status of 23 percent of listed species. We recognize the need to
obtain more information on those species whose status is unknown, as well as the challenges in collecting this
information. The other 2 percent are presumed extinct, extirpated from the U.S., or existing only in captivity.
During FY 2005, the Service initiated 5-year reviews for 171 species and an additional 252 species during FY
2006. The reviews conducted have required more than a year on average to complete. During FY 2005-2006,
we completed 28 comprehensive 5-year reviews on a variety of species. In several instances, these reviews
concluded with recommendations to reclassify species from endangered to threatened, or to delist species due
to recovery. As more reviews are completed, I am confident that the number of delistings due to recovery will
increase.

It can take years, even decades, to reverse the declining trend of a species that is on the brink of extinction and
facing overwhelming threats. Although we have a long way to go and a lot of hard work ahead, we are mak-
ing progress in the conservation and recovery of our wildlife and plants and the ecosystems upon which they
depend.

By increasingly taking a collaborative approach — working together with other agencies, private organizations,

landowners, and concerned citizens — we can increase the effectiveness of our recovery program, ultimately for
the benefit of our trust fish and wildlife resources.

The data presented in this report
cover each U.S. listed species under
the jurisdiction of the Service,
organized by major taxonomic
groupings. Data include:

* the species’ inverted common
name, or scientific name where
no common name is available;

* the lead Service Region;

e the date the species was listed;

* the date of the species’ first final
recovery plan (if there is one);

* the stage of development of the
recovery plan;

* the date of the species’ most cur-
rent recovery plan;

* the estimated time to recovery
(from plan completion), if avail-
able;

* the estimated costs for recovery,
if available;

* the species’ current listing clas-
sification;

* the species’ recovery priority
number;

* avalue for the percentage of
recovery objective(s) that have
been met; and

* the species’ population status at
the end of F'Y 2006;

Common Name

Species are listed in the table by
inverted common name within their
respective taxonomic groups. Where
a species has more than one com-
monly accepted common name, the
alternate name is indicated in pa-
rentheses with an “equals” symbol
followed by the alternate name. For
plants, the scientific name is also
given. Many plants and some inver-
tebrates have no common name, and
only the scientific name is given. In
this case, [NCN] indicates the species
has no common name.

Lead Region

This indicates which Service Region
has the lead responsibility for the
species (see inside back cover). For
example, a number “8” in Appendix
A indicates species for which the
California-Nevada Regional Office
has lead responsibility. Some species
are wide ranging and may be found in
more than one region.

Date Listed

This indicates the date the species
was added to the list of Endangered
and Threatened Species.

Date of First Final Plan

This indicates the date that the first,
final recovery plan was approved
(signed by the Regional Director

or Director). An N/A in this column
indicates that the species does not yet
have a final recovery plan. “Exempt”
in this column indicates that this spe-
cies is exempt from needing a recov-
ery plan. Species are “Exempt” if we
determine that developing a recovery
plan will not promote the conserva-
tion of the species.

Plan Stage

The status of recovery plan develop-

ment is reported as indicated below:

F = Final Plan has been approved

F1 = Final Plan with a draft revision

F2 = Final Plan with an approved
revision(s)

D = Draft

U = Under Development

Exempt = Species is exempt from
needing a recovery plan

Date of Current Plan

This indicates the date of the spe-
cies’ most current recovery plan. An
“N/A” in this column indicates that a
recovery plan for the species is still

under development. “Exempt” in this
column indicates that this species

is exempt from needing a recovery
plan. A date in this column that is
different from the date in the Date of
First Final Recovery Plan column in-
dicates that the plan has undergone
a revision (or is currently undergo-
ing a revision) or that earlier drafts
and final plans for some individual
species may have been incorporated
into later multi-species or ecosystem
plans.

Estimated Time to Recovery

This reports the estimated number
of years (from the date of the current
plan) the recovery plan forecasts it
will take the species to recover in
order to begin delisting. All time
estimates are based on the assump-
tion that adequate resources are
available to implement in a timely
fashion all recovery actions identified
as necessary for the recovery of the
species. Data are reported only for
those recovery plans which provide
an estimate of time to delisting. An
“N/A” in this column indicates that
the recovery plan only reports the
time estimated to reclassification, not
delisting, or that the time to delisting
is expected to be determined at some
later date.

Estimated Costs for Recovery

This column indicates the estimated
costs of recovering the species as
reported in its most current final
recovery plan. In many cases, this
estimate is a minimum estimate since
many plans include recovery actions
for which the costs are yet to be de-
termined. Multi-species plans often
only report an estimated cost for
recovery for all species in the plan,
since a single action might benefit
multiple species simultaneously. In
these cases, the total cost provided
in the plan has been divided by the
number of species covered by the
plan. Cost estimates are reported in
thousands and are not adjusted for
inflation, but are relevant to the year
the plan was completed.
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Current Listing Classification

The species’ listing classification, as
of September 30, 2006, is identified
as threatened (T) or endangered (E).
If critical habitat (CH) is designated,
it is also listed in the table with the
species’ status.

Recovery Priority Number

The first step for the conservation

of any species is to prevent its ex-
tinction. Thus the species with the
highest degree of threat have the
highest priority for preparing and
implementing recovery plans. Addi-
tionally, appropriate use of the limited
resources available to implement the
Act must be considered. To this end,
each species is assigned a recovery
priority from 1 to 18 according to the
degree of threats, recovery potential,
and taxonomic distinctness. In addi-
tion, a species’ rank may be elevated
by adding a “C” designation to its
numerical rank to indicate that it is,
or may be, in conflict with construc-
tion or other development projects,
or other forms of economic activity.
Species with a high priority rank

1, 1C, 2, 2C) are those that are the
most threatened and have the highest
potential for recovery. Species with

a low rank (16, 17, 18) are the least
threatened and have low recovery
potentials. See Table 2 on page 13 of
48 FR 43102 (Sept. 21, 1983) for ad-
ditional information on this prioritiza-
tion system.

Recovery Achieved
The percentage of species recovery
objective(s) achieved is indicated with
a value of 1 to 4 as defined below:

1 = 0%-25% achieved

2 = 26%-50% achieved

3 = 51%-75% achieved

4 = 76%-100% achieved
Note: This number does not neces-
sarily correspond with the percent-
age of recovery tasks achieved. For
example, stabilization of a formerly
declining species through completion
of two or three of the most important
tasks may be considered achievement
of more than 25% of the recovery
objective.

Population Status (F'Y 2006)

The population status of each species

is identified as:

* improving: species whose popula-
tion numbers have increased and
whose threats have either been
constant or reduced since the last
reporting period; or, a species
whose numbers have been con-
stant and whose threats have been
reduced since the last reporting
period.

* stable: species whose population
numbers and threats have been
constant since the last reporting
period. A designation as stable
means that there has been no
change for the species’ numbers
and threats since the last report-
ing period. Stable, as used for this
purpose, does not mean secure.

* declining: species known to be
decreasing in population numbers
and/or whose threats to their con-
tinued existence are increasing in
the wild.

Cyanea superbais an endangered, palm-like tree crowned by a rosette of leaves.

* uncertain: species for which the in-
formation available is not sufficient
to determine their status since the
last reporting period.

* captivity: species currently known
to only survive in captivity (e.g.,
7008, botanical gardens, or in other
controlled conditions); species not
currently known to exist in the
wild.

* presumed extinct: species that are
currently believed to be extinct.
Species presumed extinet may be
retained on the list for a number of
years because of the potential that
an unknown remnant population
remains in the wild. This is par-
ticularly true for species occurring
in areas that are difficult to survey
thoroughly.

e presumed extirpated in the U.S.
and extant outside the U.S.: spe-
cies believed or confirmed to no
longer exist in the U.S., but still
occurs elsewhere within its range
outside of the U.S.
