| would like to wish everyone a very Happy New Year, with
great success trialing your dogs, and our clubs hosting the
new IGP trials, and Breed Surveys this coming year.

The Judges Committee, Nathaniel and Ann Marie have
spent a lot of time and effort in designing our new
rulebook and updating the rules from IPO to IGP. Be sure
that you take the time to review the new rules prior to
entering the trials.

All club contacts should note; The SV has issued a new mandate concerning all WUSV
member clubs. USCA clubs will not be permitted to choose their own Judge/Koermeister
for a Breed Survey any longer. The Judge/Koermeister will be selected by the SV National
Breed Warden, and USCA clubs must accept whatever Judge/Koermeister is appointed.
This will not affect Shows/Surveys that have already been approved.

Please remember, your club must submit your request well in advance of your proposed
date. The request must include location and airport for arrival and departure. After
submitting your request along with the SV fee, you will be notified of approval and what
judge has been assigned to your event. At that time you may contact the judge to make
travel arrangements.

This protocol is for requesting SV Judge/Koermeisters only. USCA clubs may freely select
and contact directly any USCA Breed Master to conduct the USCA Breed Survey.

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We are now a few months into 2019 and have
implemented the change from IPO to IGP - International
Gebrauchshund Prufung (IGP = International “Practical/
Working Dog” Test) as our primary working dog titles. All
WUSV and FCl organizations have also made this change.

To help clarify the transition from IPO to IGP.

> All authorizations processed / approved prior to 1.1.19 are grandfathered from IPO to
IGP and do not need to be reissued.

» Going forward, Clubs need to be specific in requesting what titles will be offered
when requesting authorization.

» USCA offers the following titles: BH-VT, IGP, GPR, FPR (TR), UPR (OB) 1-2-3, IGP YV,
FH-V, IFH 1-2 and IGP FH, STP 1-2-3, AD, RH 1 & 2. Effective 1.1.19, these are all
internationally recognized / accepted working dog titles earned from 1.1.19 forward
by all WUSV and FCl organizations.

» IPO titles earned prior to 1.1.19 are automaticity allowed to continue at the same
level (IPO3 = IGP3) or proceed to the next higher IGP title (IPO1 = IGP2) etc..

» USCA also will continue, at this time, to offer IPO 1-2-3, which if earned after 1.1.19 are
only recognized by USCA for both sport and for USCA Breed Survey.

» IPO titles earned in USCA (for sport or Breed Survey) after 1.1.19 will not be accepted
as the required prerequisite title for IGP (example if an IPO1 is earned at a USCA Trial
on 1.10.19 and the handler then wants to proceed to earn an IGP2 they would need
to pass an IGP1 before proceeding to IGP2 and an IGP2 before IGP3).

» New USCA versions of the Utility Dog Regulations (Performance Trial Rules) have
been posted for download on the USCA website and are available for purchase in
a small notebook version from USCA office. There are multiple rulebooks available
to cover all of the titles offered (the two that most members and clubs should have
available and will be most commonly used for trials are the USCA Preface/Variances
and the Trial Rulebook, these can be combined and printed or purchased):

The new USCA Preface/Variances Rulebook (this is 12 pages and covers all
USCA specific variances and additional information of authorizations and trial
days etc). This book applies to all USCA Performance Trials, so it should be
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available for all USCA Events.

« The New USCA Trial Rulebook (large version 8.5 x 11 page size is 72 pages, 36
double sided sheets). This covers all Internationally accepted IGP Titles that
USCA offers — BH-VT, IGP / GPR/ FPR (TR) / UPR (OB) / STP 1-2-3,IGP V, FH V,
FH 1 & 2 and AD. (USCA does not offer Protection only [SPR 1-2-3] titles or the
IBGH 1-2-3 titles and USCA judges may not judge these at any event)

«  The New USCA IPO Rulebook: USCA will continue at this time to offer IPO 1-2-
3, for USCA recognition only after 1.1.19, for both sport and Breed Survey. This
book only applies to the descriptions of the IPO 1-2-3 exercises and is only
needed if members intend on continuing IPO for USCA recognition only.

« The 2019 RH Rulebook is available for download via a link to the IRO. USCA
offers RH1 & 2. All USCA Judges are authorized to award the RH1 title and
we have three Judges that are authorized to award the RH2 title (Stephanie
Dunion, Karen Macintyre and Craig Groh)

« The American Working Dog Title Rulebook for AWD 1-2-3.There is a link to
download the AWD rulebook on the USCA website.

Please review the books that apply to whatever titles you are training for and if you have
any questions please contact Nathaniel Roque, USCA DOJ, or Ann Marie Chaffin, Assistant
DOJ, or if you are hosting a trial contact your USCA Judge to be sure that you are clear on
the changes before the day of the trial.

There is also a FAQ section on the USCA website available with information, diagrams, etc.
addressing the changes to IGP.

We have been preparing for these changes for two years at the USCA Judges College,
hosting FCI Working Commission President Frans Jansen as a guest speaker in 2017 and
then again reviewing IGP and changes at the 2018 USCA Judges Meeting that included
judges from the German Shepherd Schutzhund Club of Canada (GSSCC). There will be
continuing clarifications on some of the changes. The FCl is hosting three judges meetings
in January, February, and March to help work out any problems and get all organizations
well informed and consistent. We plan on attending two of the meetings to have the most
current information available for our judges and members so that USCA will continue to be
the Premiere German Shepherd Dog and Dog Sport organization in the United States. USCA
will continue to host the highest quality events for our membership.

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2018 USCA GSD National Championship

PITTSBURGH, PENNSYLVANIA - From October 31
through November 4, 2018, IPO dog sport descended
upon the outskirts of Pittsburgh near the small
borough of Coraopolis, nestled upon the banks of
the Ohio River. Two days of practice, Helper Tryouts,
the annual General Board Meeting, Draw Night,

the annual National Helper College, and three days
of IPO competition crammed into this time frame
created a whirlwind of IPO and GSD-related activity.
Vita Nova Schutzhund Club, the local Schutzhund
club and co-hosts of the 2018 USCA GSD IPO3
National Championship, stepped up to the challenge
and put on an excellent event.

Venue

The stadium venue was the beautiful Robert Morris
University Island Sports Center in Pittsburgh,
Pennsylvania. Situated in the middle of the Ohio
River, the sports complex is surrounded on three
sides by water, and boasts an indoor hockey rink,
indoor driving range, outdoor miniature golf, and the
soccer stadium where the event was held. The river
banks opposite the RMU Island Sports Center were
bursting with fall foliage, offering gorgeous views and
a fantastic backdrop to the event. The field itself was
a natural turf soccer field. The rain leading into the
event and scattered rain throughout made it a little
muddy in a few spots, but the field crews worked
hard to keep basic position, center line, jump, wall,
and blinds on somewhat solid footing for each flight
throughout the three days.

The tracking fields were all sod, located on sod farms
approximately 45 minutes from the RMU Sports
Center. Each field was pre-assigned to specific flights
before Draw Night, ensuring fairness and equal
opportunity for all competitors. “Ground conditions
for the competitors were close to perfect with wet
sod grass used throughout the trial,” said National
Tracklayer Dave MacDougall (see his article on
tracking in this issue for an in-depth look at Nationals
tracking.). “Temperatures never exceeded 57 degrees
Fahrenheit and never fell below freezing, making the
weather conditions very conducive for the handler/
dog teams to attain high scores.”
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Competitors

66 competitors from 42 different clubs entered
Nationals. All 10 regions were represented, with the
highest number of competitors coming from the Mid
Eastern Region (14), followed by the Northwestern
(10), and New England (9) Regions. The Southeastern
and Southwestern Regions also had strong showings,
with eight competitors each.

50% of the
first-time handlers
came from the
Northwestern Region,
with the High Scoring
First Time Handler
award going to the

Approximately 40% of the dogs entered were US-bred,
and 57% of the dogs were Handler Owner Trained
(HOT). Five dogs entered were also Breeder Handler
Owner Trained (BHOT): Aldo vom Burmeister
(Ronny Burmer), Xora van Meerhout (Jessy Gabriel),
Ucon vom Patiala (Ajay Singh), Ailo av Garm Haus
(Kjersti Dabakk), and Sky von Danubius (Nelli
Racsko). This is a huge accomplishment to have bred,
raised, trained, and titled a dog to the National level!

Judges, Helpers, Tracklayers

Judges for the event were Michael Caputo, USCA
(Tracking), Nathaniel
Roque, USCA/SV
(Obedience), Ann Marie
Chaffin, USCA/SV
(Protection), and Heidi
Theis, USCA (Long Down).
Judge Deb Krsnich, USCA,
served as Bi-Richter for
tracking. The judges
worked hard to consistently
evaluate each dog/handler
team throughout all three
days of competition. Their
critiques were shortened
for the National level in
order to follow the rigorous
schedule set for each day,
but were still on point

and informative for both
handler and spectators.

The four pre-selected
helpers were Jeff Davis,
Colt Dickson, Dominic
Scarberry, and Brady
Schnowske. All four
participated in Helper
Tryouts on Thursday
afternoon; after tryouts, Jeft
Davis was selected for front
half, Brady Schnowske for
back half, Colt Dickson as
first alternate, and Dominic

Scarberry as second alternate. Their helper work

over the course of the weekend was the strong and

consistent performance expected at a National level.

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The tracklaying team for Nationals consisted of
Tracking Coordinator Mark Chaffin, and National
Tracklayers Dave MacDougall, Willi Ortner Jr, Tim
Reiber, Jim Sullivan, and Kris Taylor. The tracklayers
walked miles upon miles of tracks for the competitors,
and did their best to provide equitable tracks for each
competitor. Additionally, Matt Zavarella served as
the club liaison for tracking, ensuring that each flight
made it to their appointed field at the correct time.
Tracklaying for a National event is no small feat, and
the tracklaying team did an outstanding job.

General Board Meeting and Draw Night

The General Board Meeting was held Thursday
morning at the host hotel. Jim Alloway opened the
meeting and spent time reviewing and explaining the
current situation within IPO dog sport, then fielded
questions from the membership. Much discussion
was had on the relationships between the various
national and international organizations, as well as
potential future decisions facing USCA regarding
IPO, Schutzhund, and the German Shepherd Dog.

Elections were then held, and new board members
were voted in. Congratulations to USCA’s new board:
Vadim Plotsker (President), Mark Scarberry (Vice
President), Michele Clubb (Secretary), Jim Alloway
(Treasurer), Nathaniel Roque (Director of Judges),
and Heidi Theis (National Breed Warden). Directors
at Large were also elected, and include Mike Diehl,
Al Bartelson, Dennis Vander Linde, and Gary
McGillivary. Thank you to Michele Scarberry for
her service as the previous National Breed Warden,
and to Laurie Coppola for serving the membership
previously as a Director At Large.

Draw Night was also held at the host hotel. Draw
Night is always a festive evening, and this one did
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not disappoint. The room was completely packed and
buzzing with energy, conversations, and camaraderie.
Additionally, members from the WUSV World
Team, FCI World Team, and Universal Sieger Team
were present and entered in the event, providing
opportunity to celebrate the accomplishments of
these handlers - T. Floyd with his 4™ place finish at
the WUSV World Championship, Frank Phillips with
his 2" place finish at the FCI World Championship,
Denise Sclesi with her 3 place finish at the
Universal Sieger Championship - along with Team
USA’s 5% place finishes in both the WUSV World
Championship and Universal Sieger Championship.

With only a few pulls, the majority of competitors
were present and ready to get the show on the road.
Northwestern Regional Director and Event Chair
Carissa Kuehn ran Draw Night, managing to wrap
up everything in about one hour, a record time for a
Draw Night. Competitors were called up to draw a
ping pong ball from the box of mystery and pick up
their competitor bib, before moving down the line
of judges, helpers, tracklayers and then picking up
their swag bags. The swag bags secured by host club
Vita Nova contained a plethora of goodies, including
various supplements, balls, and toys donated by
sponsors. Thank you to competitor bag sponsors
ActivPower, Muffi’s Canine Goods, and Canine
Performance Nutrition, and to Draw Night sponsors
Baker Botts LLC and Big Bad K9.

Competition Begins

Competition began with first light on Friday,
November 2. Fortunately, the rain from the previous
days had lightened, but it was still overcast, damp,
cool, and windy. Two flights of 10 dogs each were
scheduled for Friday in order to accommodate the
college’s need to use the field in the afternoon, as well
as to end early enough for competitors to attend the
National Helper College that was held at a nearby field
(see sidebar “Helper College”).

Saturday and Sunday both saw large numbers of dog/
handler teams competing at the stadium, and each
day was a race to finish in the available daylight.

Three flights of eight dogs each went on Saturday, and
another three flights competed on Sunday - two eight-
dog flights and a shorter four-dog flight, followed by
the lone female in heat. All flights were completed in
a timely manner, and Sunday ended with just enough
light for world-renown photographer Brian Aghajani
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to capture the podium shots.

Tracking

Tracking conditions were, as Dave MacDougall stated,
conducive to high
scores. Many dogs
earned V scores,
with two 100-point
scores earned during
the event: Gustavo
Sanchez with Dezi
vom Haus Stavo, and
Kjersti Dabakk with
Ailo Av Garm Haus.

“It was truly an
honor to be chosen
once again to serve.
When great things
come together
[weather, tracking
field conditions,
track laying team,
sporty handlers,

and well driven
dogs] the results

will necessarily
follow;” said tracking
judge Michael
Caputo. “This year's
championships
produced 39% V
scores, 32% SG
scores, 21% G scores,
and 4% B scores!

“In dog sport it is not uncommon for a handler/

dog team to have an oft day, and it is one goal of the
tracklaying team to make sure it is not due to their
mistake that this abnormal performance occurs,” said
tracklayer Dave MacDougall. “With that being said, it
was a very successful trial for the handler/dog teams



and tracklaying teams.”

Judge Michael Caputo agreed: “Our USCA competitors
work very hard throughout the year to make this
event and deserve a challenging but fair level playing
field for all; it was delivered that weekend in Pittsburgh.
A huge thank you to everyone from the members of
Vita Nova, the track layers, the handlers, and trial
secretaries, for your efforts in this phase of USCA's
premier event. And especially, to Deb Krsnich our "bi-
richter" and 2019's tracking Judge, whose work was
spot on. Our average score difference = 0.7 points!"

Obedience

At the stadium, the flights hummed along in an effort
to stay on schedule. Competitors did an excellent job
staging their dogs at the appropriate time before being
waved onto the field by the field steward. Each team
checked in with Long Down Judge Heidi Theis, before
heeling to their proper location - basic position for
handlers that drew “up dog” (odd number), and

long down for handlers that drew “down dog” (even
number).

Competitors and spectators alike were treated to

several beautiful performances that emphasized
correctness, speed, and harmony, such as those

from Frank Phillips and Klift (96 points), John
Kennedy and Knox (96 points), and Erin O’Shea

and Vegas (97 points). But it was Ronny Burmer’s
98-point performance with his BHOT dog Aldo
vom Burmeister that took home the High Obedience
Trophy.

“I had the honor to judge Obedience two years in a
row at the USCA Nationals,” said obedience judge
Nathaniel Roque. “I saw many of the same handlers
and dogs back-to-back in two Championships. It was
a great opportunity for me to see many of them make
substantial improvements in overall performances or
specific areas of their training. The biggest example
of this was in retrieving exercises. In 2017 many
dogs had problems with the hold and carry of the
dumbbell, presentation and return speed. In 2018,
there was a marked improvement in the overall
retrieve exercises with SG and a few V performances
presented.”

“Id also again like to thank all of the handlers for the

overall sportsmanship shown on the obedience field by
all,” Nathaniel added. “It was my pleasure and honor to
be allowed to evaluate the competitors in the obedience
phase”

Protection

In Protection, Judge Ann Marie Chaffin, was looking for
the total package of aggression, dominance, intensity,
and control. Fortunately, the dogs did not disappoint.
Spectators were treated to powerful protection
performances — some of which ended well, and a few of
which ended in that heartbreaking DQ.

“Protection at the 2018 USCA Nationals showed some



powerful dogs and some strong performances,’
remarked protection judge Ann Marie Chaffin. “It was
exciting to see the extreme level of competition at our
nationals. The handlers knew the rules and showed

skill in both their training and handling; very few
mistakes were made. Our membership, competitors and
spectators et al., as a whole are educated in what judges
need to see for high points: good aggression, dominance
and intensity from the dog, especially under the threat,
and all while showing a high level of control. I saw dogs
that had strict focus on the handler when asked, and
quickly transitioned to an intense focus on the helper in
the blink of the eye”

There were multiple V scores, including Mike Diehl and
Gazze (97), Tyler Pluss and Attack (97), Vadim Plotsker
and Woody (97), Erin O’Shea and Vegas (97), and Frank
Phillips with Kliff (98 - High Protection). In addition to
these strong routines, there were also some spectacular
long bites. “I saw quite a number of exceptionally fast
dogs at the national,” said Ann Marie Chaffin. “In

the 1980s I saw a “comer” only every now again, but
extreme speed is now the norm.

Results

Congratulations to our new 2018 USCA GSD National
Champion Erin O’Shea and Vegas von der Burg Hinte!
Erin and Vegas earned the top score of 293 and also
took home the High Northeast Region and Helper’s
Favorite Trophies. Frank Phillips and Kliff vom Floyd
Haus took a close second with 292 points as well as
High Protection, High HOT, High Scoring USA-bred
Dog, and High New England Region. John Kennedy and
Knox vom Olgameister took third place with a 289 also
securing the High Mid Eastern Region Trophy.

Gustavo Sanchez, who had two dogs entered into the
event, took fourth place with Dezi vom Haus Stavo,
also with a 289. Gustavo and Dezi also earned the

High Tracking and High Scoring Breed-Surveyed Dog
trophies. Gustavo also took home High Scoring Female
Dog for his performance with his second dog, Ester
Ziva Dog Family. Fifth place went to Ronny Burmer
and Aldo vom Burmeister; Ronny and Aldo also took
High Obedience and High Scoring BHOT. Christopher
Campbell and Sirkus vom Donau Ries took sixth place
with a 287 and the High Northwestern Region trophy.
Rounding out the top 10 were T Floyd and Uno vom
Mutzbach seventh place, Vadim Plotsker and Woody
van het Zuidpark eighth place, Liz King and Cody

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“Boots on the Ground” Tracklaying at the
2018 USCA GSD Nationals

Shades of orange, red, gold, magenta, purple and
green vistas, accented by light drizzly rain, tantalized
the eye as autumn shrouded the hills with cooler
temperatures while autumnal winds caused leaves to
begin to fall out of the trees. The 2018 USCA GSD
Nationals were held at the Robert Morris University
Island Sports Center in Pittsburgh, PA from
November 2-4, 2018. The tracking was held in the
countryside on sod fields near the small town of Evans
City, PA about 45 minutes away from the stadium.

Mark Chaffin, the tracking coordinator, selected Jim
Sullivan (Alaska), Tim Reiber (Colorado), Willie
Ortner, Jr (California), Kris Taylor (California) and
myself (Kansas) to be the National tracking team

this year. Matt Zavarella was our liason with the local
club who would lead the competitor caravans to the
tracking field for each flight. Judge Michael Caputo,
USCA was our tracking judge and Judge Deb Krnisch,
USCA was the Bi-Richter tracking judge during the
trial.

On Wednesday, October 31, as the team was flying
and driving into Pittsburgh, Mark and Matt went

out to the different possible sod farm fields to decide
where the tracking was to take place. This gave Mark
ample opportunity to decide what we had to work
with and begin to plot out all the different scenarios
for the laying out of the tracks. As mentioned in
previous articles this “boots on the ground” is so
important. Even then, if you have not walked the
ground, laying out equal tracks can be difficult

since fields are rarely uniform in shape or size and
we constantly have to adjust and improvise. This is
something I, for one, have to be constantly reminded
of because I tend to want to put the track in with the
measurements provided and Mark is patient with
tutoring me and other team members in the finer
elements of tracklaying. Sometimes you are in the
middle of laying down a track and you find a problem
that cannot be seen from the runway. As a tracklayer
you then need to decide if you have to go slightly
longer, shorter or maybe even abandon a track so that
an equal and fair track can be laid down.
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Thursday morning, Mark, Tim, Jim and I arrived at
the host hotel for the General Board Meeting which
began at 0930 hours and ended at 1230 hours. The
agenda covered items as varied as AWDFE, electing
officers and bylaw changes. After the meeting, we all
went to the stadium where one of Mark and Tim’s club
members was going to practice. With our viewing of
the practice sessions completed, Mark and I went to a
late lunch, reviewed the upcoming event and of course
the main topic was tracklaying and training a dog to
track.

Draw night came Thursday night at 1800 hours at the
host hotel, the Wyndham Garden Pittsburgh Airport.
Light hors doeuvres were available for the competitors
along with a cash bar on site. The judges, helpers

and tracklayers were asked to sit in front of the room
during Draw. When each competitor’s name was
called they came forward, drew a ping pong ball with
their flight number, greeted the judges in turn, then
the helpers and tracklayers. A helper sleeve was placed
in front of the helpers and a boot was placed in front
of the tracklayers. Each competitor placed a voluntary
donation in the sleeve and boot to help defray helper
and tracklayer expenses and it was greatly appreciated.
Draw completed about 2015 hours and we went back
to our respective hotels so we could arise early to
caravan to the tracking fields.

On Friday morning the tracking team met at the
stadium parking lot at 0600 hours. When I arrived
early, at 0530 hours, I found Mark already there with
his dogs airing out as he had been up plotting out how
to get in all the tracks. For those who do not know
Mark Chafhin, he is a perfectionist where tracking

is concerned and rightfully prides himself in always
providing a fair and equal chance for each competitor
to achieve that elusive 100 point track. He also is a
great mentor in that he instills this track laying work
ethic into each member of his team.

Once everyone had arrived, we caravanned to the first
tracking field, which we missed in the dark the first



time as the dirt driveway is not well marked and GPS
coordinates are plus or minus about 3-8 meters. This
error is enough to cause confusion in the dark when
you have only been there once in the daytime. Finding
the dark, narrow, dirt driveway we proceeded down

a slippery, muddy driveway and parked in a small
grassy area behind the house located at the sod field.

Tracking conditions were almost ideal with
temperatures from 42-48 degrees F Friday and light
misting rain. The sod fields were lush, wet grass

and only in some areas did we have to avoid leaves
from the trees along the sod field borders. At 0800
hours we began to lay in the first tracks putting in
six tracks with the last one for the bitch in heat. We
later found that we only had five dogs including the
bitch in heat and so we had burned an area due to
miscommunication. While we began to run the tracks
with our handler/dog teams, Mark drove with Willie
and Kris to another field about two miles away to
complete laying down the remainder of flight two
tracks. Tim and I would follow as soon as our tracks
were run. Jim would follow with the judge once his
tracks were run.

During flight two, a handler/dog team accidently
fouled a track and a re-track was granted when the
tracklayer made it known. We had an extra track laid
already and it did not put us behind schedule. The
remainder of flights two and three went smoothly and
we finished tracking about 1330 hours. Once Mark
and I aired our dogs we drove back to the stadium

to watch the remainder of the day in obedience and
protection.

We were up again early Saturday morning to meet

at the stadium parking lot and our team caravanned
to the next set of tracking fields arriving an hour
before daylight. Conditions for the handler/dog
teams remained ideal Saturday with light rain and
temperatures still 42-57 degrees F throughout the day.
Saturday afternoon, as the last two handler/dog teams
competed, the sun finally showed through the clouds
and it was a wonderful ending to a great day. These
fields were slightly more challenging to lay out tracks
since we had different sizes and shapes of sod fields to
deal with. This made it interesting for tracklayers as
we did not have to keep laying down the same track
repeatedly. Some of the different track patterns we
used during the trial are shown below.

Pittsburgh and the surrounding suburbs are on the
Appalachian Plateau with many hills with steep
slopes. Sunday morning, while driving to the stadium
to meet the team, we drove through patches of fog
with visibility of 100-150 yards. The outside ambient
temperature had fallen from what had been 42-45
degrees F each night to 34 degrees F. After Mark

and I aired our dogs at the stadium parking lot, we
caravanned to the last tracking field with Tim and
Jim leading the way. Once out in the country the fog

abated but we did find frost on the grass sod fields.
At 0700 hours Tim laid in the first tracks then I

followed and then Jim laid the last tracks to complete
the flight. We could see the track laid out in the frost

and knew it would be great tracking today. Willie
arrived with the judge at 0800 and then laid out the
next three tracks and I finished with the last two
tracks. By 0800 the frost had burned off and yet we
could still see the track in the wet sod grass. We
finished Sunday about 1030 hours and the tracking
was completed for the 2018 USCA GSD Nationals.

The Nationals this year was truly amazing for tracking
conditions. Temperatures were never exceeding 57
degrees F and the light misting rain and winds did
not deter the teams in completing tracks. The sod was
plush wet grass that held the scent and footsteps well
so that all teams had a great chance at a 100 point

track. Two teams did achieve that elusive perfection
with 23 other teams being awarded 96 or higher V
scores. Out of 68 competitor teams there was an
additional 18 teams with scores of 90-95 points. In all,
there were 62 tracks laid for 59 competitors and only
one was a re-track with the other two extra tracks laid
in due to communication errors.

It is has been an honor and very rewarding to have
been chosen to be a member of the USCA National
Tracklaying team again this year at the USCA GSD
Nationals as I am always awed and humbled watching
some amazing handler/dog teams compete. It was
also a fantastic time to catch up not only with friends
from around the USA but also with a good friend
from the Netherlands who was visiting and watching
a dog from his kennel in competition. Thank you to
all my fellow tracklayers and it was awesome meeting
our two new team members and learning about

their training and tracking experiences. Thank you

to Judges Caputo and Krnisch as to their support of
our tracklaying team and the competitors for all the
heartfelt thanks and handshakes for the work of laying
in the tracks with our boots on the ground.
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Feeding and Management for Optimal

Performance

Some of the most common questions we get do not
have much to do with the actual nutritional aspects
of our products. These questions fall more under the
“Feeding and Management” areas of canine care and
are more about when and how often to feed. We have
touched on these subjects in past articles but they are
important enough that we wanted to address them in
more detail.

Fasting Performance Is Higher

To lay some groundwork, it is important to
understand that dogs perform much better under
fasting conditions than humans do. They use slower
burning energy sources, such as fat, much better than
we do. Consequently, they are able to store and use
energy long after feeding much better than we do.

By increasing the time between feeding and work,
you are also increasing the likelihood that your dog
will burn fat during exercise rather than protein or
carbohydrates. This is a good thing for improved
performance. At a bare minimum, we would prefer
to see 6-8 hours between feeding and extended work
periods. Optimally, your dog will perform better with
at least 12 hours and as much as 17 or 18. While even
more might be helpful in some cases, it usually is not
practical due to daily activity requirements.

Once or Twice Per Day Feedings?

Based on the preferred fasting time, once per day
would be the obvious preference for feeding frequency
as it would allow you to maximize the fasting period
before work. Unfortunately, there are a couple factors
that can make this problematic. The first is that a dog
needs to cool down a bit after work so you would need
to wait around an hour to feed. Even with that, some
dogs will not want to eat enough so soon after work so
a second feeding may be required.

The second factor that can drive two feeding is the
amount of food required. Your dog may not get
enough food in just one meal to support their calorie
intake requirements. In either of these cases, feeding
a couple of meals after daily work is a reasonable
alternative that will allow you to get enough calories
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into your dog and still allow a fasting period of at least
12 hours.

After Work Feeding Benefits

Another benefit to feeding after work, beyond just the
fasting period for the next day, is the repair work that
is fueled for the day’s work that was just completed.
While the fat is going to be essential in fueling
tomorrow’s work, the protein is needed to recover
and repair the wear and tear from today’s work. After
a cooling down and rehydration period of 30-60
minutes, getting protein into your dog can jumpstart
the muscle healing and replenishing process that will
sustain activity in successive days.

Performance Feeding Checklist
Here is a short feeding and management checklist for
reference.
1) Fasting before work, preferably for 12 hours,
allows your dog to perform at a higher level.
2) Once per day feeding of a high fat diet would
be optimal.
3) If once per day is not feasible, two feedings
will work provided you can still allow a 12
hour fasting period.
4) Work should be followed by a 30-60 minute
cooling and rehydration period.
5) Refueling your dog with protein around 60
minutes after work ends provides the fuel to
build and replenish muscles.

If you can follow these practices, combined with the
proper nutrition, you should be able to keep your dog
performing at a high level day in and day out.

The Helper Program Director/Committee Chair will contact the USCA office via
email to verify that the Helper is in good standing with USCA.

+ An electronic copy of all pages of the Helper’s USCA Trial Helper Record Book. This will be used to verify that the Helper’s Classification Level of
Regional, National or Teaching Helper will be current during the Event he/she desires to be considered for and that the Helper has not received
an Unsatisfactory Rating from a Judge.

+ Avideo link (e.g., youtube, etc.) of the Helper performing the helperwork for the entire IPO-3 protection routine. This, in conjunction with the results
of the review of the Helper’s Trial Helper Record Book, will be used to assess the Helper’s ability to perform the helperwork in the National event.

After a review of the above submitted information is complete, the Helper Committee will recommend a slate of Helpers for the Event
to the Executive Board for approval. Upon approval by the Executive Board, the Helper Committee will contact and confirm the Pre-
Selected Helpers for the Event. The aforementioned meets the requirements of the USCA Helper Program.

Louis is 70 years of age and
he was born in Ireland. His father is Irish and his mother Italian. Louis lives

on the Gold Coast in Queensland, Australia with his wife Gail.

Louis purchased his first German Shepherd Dog when he
was 15 years of age. His second GSD, a bitch was Austra-
lia’s first National Show Siegerin. He established his ken-
nel ‘Bratara’, which was for 16 years Australia’s most suc-
cessful GSD kennel winning many awards including three
National Gold medals. At the 2nd National GSD Show
under Dr Rummel, Louis’ kennel won both the Sieger and
Siegerin awards. His breeders team was exhibited the
GSDCA National Shows six times for six times the win-
ning kennel.

At age 17 Louis was elected as his club’s ‘Chief Training
Instructor’, at age 18 he was the club’s ‘Vice President’ and
at age 20 the club’s ‘President’. At age 21 he was on the
Board of the Kennel Control Judges Training Panel lectur-
ing and examining judges on the German Shepherd Dog.

He became a member of the SV in 1972.

In 1974 he became a Working Dog Judge. In 1978 he did
his initial examinations in Germany to become Austra-
lia’s first SV Foreign List Judge and in 1987 he completed
his additional tests to become a Full SV Foreign List judge.
He is one of Australia’s first Breed Surveyors — Kormeis-
ters - and at that time was responsible for developing,
managing and writing the procedure manual and rules
for the earliest Breed Survey Training Schemes and
responsible for the training and examining of all Breed
Surveyors.

Louis has judged the National GSD Show in England, on a
number of occasions judged in Singapore, Vietnam,
India, Philippines, New Zealand, Malaysia, Taiwan, Thai-
land, Indonesia, Hong Kong, South Africa, and Iceland.

In 1976 at age 29 Louis was elected President of the Ger-
man Shepherd Dog Council of Australia. Due to the prohi-
bition of importing German Shepherd Dogs into Austra-
lia for over 50 years at that time there were no GSD breed
improvement schemes whatsoever for the German Shep-
herd Dog. Australia was an All Breeds controlled environ-
ment and at Specialty Shows there were no awards such
as gradings, there were no written critiques, nor dogs
placed first to last in the class.

With regular visits to Germany Louis worked closely in
conjunction with Dr Rummel and later Herman Martin to
effectively clone the SV in Australia in a professional and
systematic way. He put forward a futuristic 10 year +
time line strategy for the implementation of breed
improvement schemes in 1977. With support from his
committed executive team and all GSDCA member club
Presidents all but the last item shown below was put in
place under his initiation and management as GSDCA
President, a position he held unopposed for some 19 con-
secutive years, 1976 - 1995.

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THE NORMAL HINDOQUARTER OF THE
GERMAN SHEPHERD DOG

Part 1 of a two-part article on the hindquarter of the German Shepherd Dog.
Von Louis Donald

Bred for purpose

A well constructed, healthy and temperamentally sound
German Shepherd Dog is an ideal family dog. In histori-
cally fundamental terms it is a medium speed, sheep
herding, sheep tending, protection, trotting dog and the
SV standard is constructed around this core premise.
Within the core premise is the need for the German
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Shepherd Dog to demonstrate anatomical, physical and
mental characteristics that exemplify energy efficient
ground covering movement that is associated with ex-
ceptional powers of endurance. A broad, moderately an-
gulated and muscularly well-developed hindquarter is
critical to that premise.

Rear Pivot point and centre of gravity

There are two pivot points in the dog. A ‘rear pivot point’
which is located within the hip joint and a ‘forward pivot
point’which is located about 1/3 down from the top of the
scapula. Understanding this is critical to understanding
the impact of gravity and the process of energy transmis-
sion, and locomotion. The forward pivot point is located at
the approximate centre of the serratus ventralis muscles
attachment to the scapula. This muscle connects the
shoulder blade to the thorax. Shown in interconnecting
orange dots, these are the transfer points in the energy
transmission line that go from the hindquarter to the
forequarter. They can be visualised as being akin to the
universal joints in a motor vehicle tail shaft. The end of
the spine where it joins the top of the pelvis at the iliosa-
cral joint (the joint between the sacrum and the ilium
bones of the pelvis) may seem to be a logical rear pivot
point but its not. This is because it is literally a fixed point
(1> 2 degrees max. of movement)

The angle between the rear & fore pivot point and the an-
gle of the transmission conduit impacts on locomotive effi-
ciency, more particularly endurance i.e. 2 to 3 hours of con-
tinuous trotting.
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\ lliac Crest

Definition

The posterior part of the dog, it con-
sists of the croup, pelvis, sacrum, tail,
femur, knee joint, patella, tibia, fibu-
la, hock joint, rear pastern and rear
feet. The hindquarter includes
bones, muscles, tendons, ligaments
and a complex circulatory and ner-
vous system.

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The angle between the pivot points denoted in orange,
changes from when the dog is standing through the vari-
ous locomotive phases of walk to trot to gallop. Only the
angle in the trot is shown here. At around an optimum of
approximately 7 degrees during the trot phase, it should
not be too angled in either direction. Many canine terms
originate from the horse and whilst many horse terms are

used in dogs, horses should not be compared to dogs in
functional terms and this is because in a number of in-
stances it is not a matter of similarity but contrast. For ex-
ample, the croup is the highest point of the horse’s topline,
higher than the withers, whilst in the German Shepherd
Dog it is the complete reverse. The implications of thisin a
locomotive sense are significant.

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The SV/FCl standard No 166 - 23/12/2010 states: ‘The croup
should be long and slightly sloping approximately 23 de-
grees to the horizontal. The upper line should merge into
the base of the tail without interruption.’

Visually the croup spans the area from just a little ahead of
the crest of the ilium - pin bones - to the root of the tail. It
consists of the first 5 - 6 muscle covered caudal [tail] verte-
brae, some connecting lumbar vertebrae muscle at the sa-
crum, muscles, ligaments, overlaying fat, dermis, tissue, skin
and hair.

Croup angle

The designation of a ‘croup angle’is unique to the German
Shepherd Dog and in my opinion serves little real purpose.
| say this because in a trotting dog the ‘angle of the pelvis’
is what is important not the aesthetic of the over line
which is affected by the set on of the dog’s tail.

The pelvis consists of two symmetrical sets of bones that
become fused together as the dog matures to form one
solid bone.The pelvis is attached to the lower part of the
spine called the sacrum by a left and right sacroiliac joint.
These joints carry the weight of the hindquarters when the
dog is standing and unlike the hip, knee, elbow and other
joints, they have very limited movement.

The sacrum - S1, connects the pelvis to the dog’s spine at
the lumbar vertebra - L7, this is called the ‘lumbosacral
junction’.

Lumbar spine lumbosacral junction

The lumbar spine can flex and bend, all thanks to interver-
tebral discs. The greatest point of ventral (underside) inter-
vertebral disc compression is at the L7 when the spine is
bending and this is potentially a weak spot within the
spine. The relevance of the lumbar spine and its ability to
bend to the hindquarter is this; When a dog is running at
any phase, the pelvis itself does not change its angle to
any real measurable degree, it is the lumbar spine that
changes the pelvis’angle and therefore the angle of the
lumbar spine relative to the horizontal when the dog is
standing is significant. That is, as the lumbar spine bends
downward the pelvis gets steeper, steeper when the dog is
standing and steeper when it is in a locative phase.
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QRIS The ilium, ischium and pubis are separated at birth but
fuse together as the dog develops.

The pelvis consists of four distinct bones: ilium, ischium,
pubis and acetabular bone.

The largest section is the ilium, the crest of which is called
the hip in humans. The ischium connects the femur via the
acetabular fossa.

The pubis has a cartilaginous midline join within it called
the symphysis pubis. This expands in females when they
are giving birth.

The ilium, ischium and pubis are separated at birth but
fuse together as the dog develops. This fusing process is
normally complete by about the twelfth postnatal week
forming the socket that receives the head of the femur
thereby creating the hip joint.
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Croup length

The standard calls for a long croup, in effect it is calling for
a long pelvis. It stipulates ‘long’ because length is import-
ant in affording ample area of attachment and spread for
the muscles of the upper thigh and loin. A long pelvis
equates to a wide upper thigh and a short pelvis equates
to a narrow upper thigh. Whilst a long pelvis is desirable, it
is the length of the ischium that is really important and
this is because the longer the ischium the better the lever-
age for the adductor muscle as it pulls on the femur gen-
erating hind thrust.

Croup /pelvis length is best determined not by visually
trying to work out where the pelvis is but by looking at
the outer face of the upper thigh (see red arrow) and
drawing an imaginary vertical line upward - this is the
start of the croup and its end is the end of the buttocks.
This is explained in some detail a little later in the article.

A short croup/pelvis is always steep - a matter related to
locomotive engineering and seen in the below photograph.
Short steep croup = narrow muscle mass. Very good croup
= broad muscle mass.

The pelvis should be a little wider in females than males
and this means that the acetabula are ‘normally’ a little
further apart in females.

Croup & upper thigh muscles

To the sides of the croup are the upper attachments of a
number of upper thigh muscles, the ‘quadriceps muscle
group’. The gluteal, sartorius, tensor fasciae, semimembra-
nosus, and semitendinosus muscles. By seeing them later-
ally and more particularly dorsally, the width of the croup
and how it attains its outward form is understood.

Angle/slope of the croup

The standard calls for the croup to be slightly sloping and
defines slightly sloping as being approximately 23° It does
not say a great deal in regard to its curvature profile.

Putting aside muscle, there are two primary components
that form the croups visual slope and shape. These are the
pelvis [angle] and a section of the tail, the latter of which
can be problematic in visual application. There is more in-
formation on that later under the section of ‘tail set"

The angle of 23° is determined off the horizontal plane start-

ing at about the uppermost point of the iliac crest [pin
bone] and ending at about the sth to 6th tail vertebrae.

Croup profile

The desired croup profile is a flowing extension of the
backline, the line of which should be curved not sharply
angular which makes the ‘pin bones’ prominent.The
curved profile is desired not just because it gives a pleas-
ing, clean flowing line, but because a curve personifies well
developed gluteal muscles whereas an angular line indi-
cates under developed gluteal muscles.

A primary function of the pelvis is to absorb and direct energy from the

A primary function of the pelvis is to absorb and direct
energy from the hind limbs, both vertically and horizontal-
ly. The angle of the pelvis is fundamental to determining
the direction of that energy, its vertical/horizontal spread,
vertically for lift and horizontally for forward locomotion.

Another aspect relating to the pelvis angle is a dog’s agili-
ty - fast turning ability. Agility demands that the dog's feet
be able to be placed well under its body (trunk) during
locomotion.

Within the constraints of the need for balance, there is
obviously a need for a much higher percentage of forward
(pushing) energy than upward (lifting) energy. This is dis-
cussed in the neck article.

In the various ‘footfall sequences’ (the order in which the
paws are set on the ground) the pelvis itself does not chan-
ge its angle to any significant degree, it is the lumbar spine
to which the pelvis is attached via the sacroiliac joint that
changes angle and the pelvis simply goes with it. This is
why the lumbar spines angle impacts on the pelvis angle.

In the trot and impacted primarily by the amount of
drive (force) but affected by feet placement (single
track v's wide track), angle of the pelvis (steep v's flat)
and the degree of forward swinging foot over reach
(normal rear foot over reach v's excessive rear foot over
reach), the pelvis rhythmically rises, rotates, tilts from
side to side and falls. Seen horizontally from behind as
the dog trots away: as the right rear foot at its fully ex-
tended rearward position pushes upward and forward,
the right side of the pelvis rises and as it rises it swings
to the right, shortly after this it tilts to the left and then
drops as the foot comes in front of the hip and pro-
ceeds to make contact with the ground. So the motions
of the pelvis seen from behind in one complete stride
are: right side; rise, rotate, tilt, fall - left side; rise, rotate,
tilt, fall, etc.

In terms of energy efficiency for a trotting dog the less the
amount of displacement outside the norm, the better.
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Pelvis angle

The standard calls for a pelvis angle of 27 degrees. Subject
to a normal tail set, good muscle condition and a full coat
that equates to about 23 degrees over the croup.

As stated earlier, the angle of the pelvis, more specifically
the angle of the ilium, is important to achieving the opti-
mum balance of uplift for the hindquarters and forward
thrust to the forelimbs, which are activated to catch the
forward shift in the dog’s centre of gravity. Gravity, and
gravity induced momentum can’t be seen, and what can’t
be seen tends to be out of mind, but gravity and momen-
tum play an incredibly important part in dog locomotion
and that said, | refer to gravities positives and negatives —
speeding up and slowing down.

The angle of the pelvis tends to remain fairly static during
a dog’s development but having said that, in many cases
the angle can change as the limbs develop. | refer here to
puppies that are overbuilt in the rear and as they achieve
their final development their forelimbs get longer, the
withers get higher and the angle of the pelvis changes, all
be it marginal.

A dog’s hindquarter locomotive efficiency can only be ac-
curately determined when it is trotting at a steady medi-

um speed, on a loose lead and not being encouraged by a
handler holding a ball aloft or the dog being called from
outside the ring. The practice of dogs gaiting too fastis a
fools errand that achieves nothing other than misguided
crowd applause and too often superior dogs being beaten
by anatomically inferior dogs who'’s handlers can run fast-
er than their colleagues.

The following diagram shows how the upper thighs width
is determined by the outer edge of the sartorius and semi-
tendinosus muscles. A narrow upper thigh equals a short
pelvis and a wide upper thigh equals a long pelvis.

If the
hindquarter is deficient the forehand will respond in a
number of ways from short stepping, pounding and energy
sapping lifting the foreleg at the elbow - a now common
observation.

The ideal angle of the pelvis determined off the horizontal
plane for a trotting dog is deemed to be in the range of
approximately 27 degrees. Allowing a few degrees for a nor-
mal tail formation and thickness this equates to a 23 degree
croup. This gives a nice balance between uplift and forward
transmission of energy to the forequarter.

Pelvises don‘t come out of a factory, their shapes are not
identical. More specifically, some dogs have a longer ischi-
um than others and for abductor muscle attachment and
leverage the longer the ischium the better for hindquarter
drive/thrust.

Assessing the pelvis angle requires not only technical un-
derstanding of canine anatomy and the ability to see past
the dog’s hair but an accounting for how the dog is stan-
ding at the time of assessment because the angle of the
pelvis changes as the dog shifts its feet position, especially
when stretching one or both rear feet backward.

We know from observation that if the uppermost part of the
iliac crest or lumbar back is level with or higher than any sec-
tion of the thoracic back when the dog is standing naturally
(not over stretched or excessively sloping over the backline
because of overangulation of the hindquarter) the dog will
fall on the forehand during the trot, and putting aside musc-
le development and training, the degree of falling on the
forehand will generally reflect the height differential.

Note: It is not unusual to see young puppies that are over-
built in the hindquarters, consequently falling on the fore-
hand and showing the classical compensatory exaggerated
high lifting of the forefeet. This is often a result of uneven
growth of the limbs, which corrects itself when growth is
complete.

Muscles

Muscles are composed of myofilaments, which consist of
myosin and actin. A bunch of myofilaments create a myofi-
bril. Hundreds of myofibrils bunched together create a mu-
scle fibre and each large muscle contains hundreds of
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thousands of myofibrils. Muscle contraction occurs when
these filaments slide over one another in a series of repeti-
tive events. The greater the muscles mass the more myofi-
brils and therefore the greater the hind thrust potential
and the dog’s powers of endurance.

Muscle development tends to be given too little considera-
tion in German Shepherd Dog specialist show judging, it
has to be felt, palpated, to be assessed. Well-developed pri-
mary hindquarter muscles bulge and are firm to the touch.
Muscle tone cannot be easily determined by sight especial-
ly when it relates to a long stock hair dogs and the concept
of judging only by sight does not accommodate long stock
coat animals.

High set tail

A high tail set does not impact negatively on locomotion,
therefore just like a nick behind the withers it is an ‘aes-
thetic undesirability’ and not something to be penalised. It
is a characteristic that would only come into play in the
never exists but often quoted ,all being exactly equal’
scenario.

Upper thigh

Primarily comprised of the hip joint, femur, muscles and
tendons.

Hip joint

The hip joint is a ball and socket joint that attaches the
dog’s hind legs to its body. The spherical head of the femur
sits in the acetabulum of the pelvis and its shape and fit-
ting allows a great range of movement. The iliofemoral,
ischiofemoral and pubofemoral ligaments provide the pri-
mary resistance to dislocation in an extended hip.

In the trot the head of the femur rotates in the 40 degrees
to 50 degrees range and as you will read a little further on,

the rotation range is of significance to stride excursion dis-
tance and movement efficiency.

Femur head rotation

The rotation of the femur in the hip joint is responsible for
the greatest contribution to step length during the walk

and trot. On average 70% of the ground distance traveled by
the rear limb comes from the hip joint with the tibia and
foot contributing 25%. Ref. Professor M Fischer.

Muscles that impact on the hip joint

The hip moves into extension by a contraction of the ad-
ductor magnus and gluteus maximus muscles. Extension
of the hip joint is limited by the joint capsule and the abo-
ve-mentioned ligaments, which are attached to the head of
the femur and the acetabular fossa.

The load on the hip joint varies with locomotive function,
Prieur recorded that at a trotting speed of 7km/h the load
exerted on the hip joint corresponded to six times the dog's
body weight

Thrust/energy generated by the hindquarter is transferred
to the hip joint into the sacroiliac joint from where the
energy is transmitted upward and forward in a force and
spread relative the dog's hindquarter efficiency and its lo-
comotive needs. This point within the hip is known as the
rear pivot point and its height from the ground [and
height relationship to the forward pivot point] is very im-
portant in regard to locomotive efficiency, especially du-
ring the trot. The sacroiliac joint, which is very tight fitting
has very limited movement because of extremely strong
attachment ligaments connecting the pelvis to the lumbar
spine via the sacrum.

Hip height

Based on the dog being assessed with the rear extended
pastern positioned vertically, a relatively straight, slightly
sloping spine, well-angled pelvis and optimum length of
both the femur and tibia will create a high hip and knee
position. Within locomotive reason, the higher the hip po-
sition the less articulation required of the femur and tibia
and therefore the less energy consumption required to
travel a given distance.

The hip joint extension is 15°-20° higher in the “show" line

This bone functions in supporting the hind weight of the dog and allowing motion of the hindquarter.

Fermur

The femur is the second strongest bone in the dog’s body.
It functions in supporting the hind weight of the dog and
allowing motion of the hindquarter. It articulates with the
acetabulum of the pelvis forming the hip joint and with
the tibia and patella forming the stifle [knee] joint.

In an optimum sense, the femur should be about 10%
shorter than the tibia and equal in length to the upper-
arm. At rest, in an optimally angulated dog with the rear
pastern vertical, the femur should be at an approximate
angle of 105 degrees to the horizontal and decreases as
the angulation gets deeper (increases) This angle does not
vary greatly as the ‘hindquarter angulation [femur/tibia
angle] decreases or increases.

The femur needs to be long to provide a good length to
the attached muscles. The shorter the femur the shorter
the muscles and therefore ‘potentially’ the less effective
the hindquarter thrust. | say ‘potentially’ because muscles
regardless of their length or mass are reliant on being ap-
propriately exercised and developed to attain their opti-
mum efficiency.

Whilst a long femur is desirable it needs to be balanced in
its length against other interactive locomotive bones. Me-
chanically speaking it is of great importance that excess
length does not excessively increase hind angulation by
bringing the stifle joint [knee] too close to the ground
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during the fully extended back swing phase of the trot.
For the above reasons the femur can be too long and it
can be too short.

Stifle joint — knee joint

The stifle joint is the most complex joint in the dog’s skele-
ton and consists of three sub joints. The stifle joint can ro-
tate a small degree, glide, extend and flex. All these func-
tions are limited by ligament with the quadriceps muscle
being the main extensor of the stifle joint.

The stifle joint is a significant shock absorber that compen-
sates for humps and bumps when the dog is travelling over
uneven terrain. When added to other shock absorbing
joints of the ankle and elbow this joint contributes signifi-
cantly to the old saying “you can place a glass of water on
the German Shepherd Dog'’s back and whilst its trotting not
spill a drop”.

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The greater the hind angulation the greater the gravita-
tional weight bearing down on the stifle joint in stance and
more particularly in the trot.

The lateral collateral ligaments prevent side-to-side dis-
placement of the knee.

The cruciate ligaments are one of the most important stabi-
lisers inside the stifle joint. These ligaments [often referred
to as one ligament] resist over-extension and inward rota-
tion.They are called cruciate ligaments because they “cross
over”inside the knee joint. The cranial cruciate ligament
serves to limit the forward movement of the tibia relative to
the femur. They also serve to limit hyperextension (over
straightening) of the knee and internal rotation (turning in)
of the tibia. Hip Dysplasia aside, and patella subluxation [the
knee cap jumping out of its groove] ligament injury, a tear to
the ligament, very often caused by the knee twisting is the
most common cause of hind limb lameness in the German
Shepherd Dog. This is not helped by the fact that thigh mus-
cles cant resist any sideways force or twist.

Patella

The patella (knee cap) lies in a cartilaginous groove at the
end of the femur at the stifle. It is shaped like an almond
and its purpose is to assist in knee extension.

The patella resides in the tendon of the quadriceps muscle
group which attaches to the tibia. The ‘patellar ligament’
plays an important role in the function of the knee joint
and the lower limb as a whole. The patella provides a great-
er bearing surface for the tendon that serves to alter the
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direction of pull of the tendon of the quadriceps. Contrac-
tion of the quadriceps femoris muscle group pulls the pa-
tella toward the thigh through the quadriceps tendon
thereby extending the stifle. The patella, in turn, pulls on
the tibia through the patellar ligament to extend the leg at
the knee. This action is important for walking and running,
but it is especially important to the dog when it is leaping
upward or jumping hurdles and the like.

The tibia

The tibia is the larger and stronger of the two bones in the
hindquarter. It forms the stifle joint with the femur and the
hock joint with the fibula and tarsus. Many powerful mus-
cles that move the rear pastern and lower leg are anchored
to the tibia. Optimally speaking the tibia should be about
10% longer than the femur and never shorter than equal in
length to it.

by a downward bending curvature (spinal kyphosis) to
the lumbar spine and an overlong tibia. This represents a
transition in breed type as opposed to breed style. When a
characteristic including ‘breed type’is allowed to change
within the general population, it is general irreversible.

P ictured - extreme overangulation of the hindquarter

When the tibia is too long, the hip and stifle joints are lo-
wered and the rear pastern is extended too far rearward
from the hip and stifle joints. In the walk, and more so in
the trot, this excessive extension of the hock joint from the
stifle and hip is manifested in the upper most section of
the rear pastern being rotated inward and its attached liga-
ments being twisted to accommodate that rotation.

Overangulation - the impact on puppies

The negative impact of a too long lower leg (tibia) starts
once a puppy commences walking. Relative to degree, it is
not unreasonable to assume the misaligned growth pro-
cess that takes place in puppies with a too long tibia is
very likely accelerated in puppies that are exposed to
lengthy bouts of double handler induced hard pulling
against the lead show training.

When a puppy has a too long tibia, as it brings its rearmost

leg forward, it twists its lower leg so that the hocks don’t
hit each other as they pass. After they pass, the fully ex-
tended rear pastern [hock] is rotated inward and by the
force of gravity/load downward. As the extended hock
swings forward the reverse applies and the hock rotates in
the opposite/vertical direction. This is what gives the ‘wob-
bly hocks” appearance. Stress on growing bones and soft
tissue, whether double handling induced or otherwise en-
couraged, in all likelihood results in the development of a
permanent abnormal hindquarter gait.

In a developing puppy where the tibia is too long, the tibia
and its attached ligaments pull to the outside - left side
left hock and right side right hock as the dog pushes its
body forward. As developmental ossification (the process
of creating bone i.e. transforming cartilage and fibrous tis-
sue into bone) of the tibia continues, the misalignment
and stretching of the ligaments in all probability becomes
permanent and is irreversible.

had with several veterinarians it is possible that there is
even some degree of developmental thickening of the tibia
in the area of the twisting! This process is why one can ob-
serve that in puppies where the tibia is too long and the
hocks are very unstable the hock instability becomes less
at maturity, leading to the common remark one now hears,
‘he/she will grow out of it” What is not considered in such
statements is how and why?



Fibula

The fibula is a non-supporting long thin bone that runs
parallel to the tibia. It does not articulate with the femur at
the stifle joint. Its purpose is to provide attachment for
muscles and tendons of the lower thigh. It plays a signifi-
cant role in stabilising the hock joint and supporting the
muscles and tendons of the lower thigh.

Calcaneal

DThe heel in humans, the calcaneal process is the upper-
most extension of the hock joint and serves as the lower
anchor point for the calcaneal tendon, which is generally
referred to as the Achilles tendon. Inserted into a rough-
ened area on its superior side, the calcaneal tendon is actu-
ally three tendons that are attached to the biceps femoris,
gracilis, and semitendinosus muscles. The calcaneal tendon
is responsible for straightening and opening out the rear
pastern thereby initiating the first stage of forward motion
and recovers 97% of its elastic energy.

Hock joint

The hock joint is the joint between the tarsal bones and the
tibia and fibula.

Whilst there are many bones within the hock joint, the tibia
and fibula articulate directly with the talus that is mortised
into the calcaneus to form a very stable joint. The hock
joint can be imagined as the dog’s ankle.

Loose hocks

Ligaments on the inner and outer part of the hock joint hold
the joints bones together. The side of the hock joint also has
two ligaments, making a total of four main ligaments that
hold the hock together. Even in extreme overangulation
these tendons are strong enough to maintain the hock
joints integrity - the instability one sees in the hocks of an
overangulated dog when it is viewed from behind is lateral
sway, foot to calacaneus and relative to a dog’s stage of de-
velopment the further the hock gets from the stifle joint
and the closer the knee is to the ground in stance the great-
er the potential for lateral sway/instability of the hocks.

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Rear pastern — metatarsus

Rear pastern - [erroneously and nearly always referred to as
‘the hock/s’,and in that general context includes the tar-
sus] is the section that goes from the hock joint, the last of
the metatarsal bones to the hind paw and consists of four
metatarsal bones. It should be referred to as the rear pas-
tern but that is not about to change anytime soon. Viewed
from behind in both stance and gait the rear pasterns
should be both vertical and stable.

Cow hocks

In the German Shepherd Show Dog generally associated
with an overlong femur and or tibia. Cow hocks can also
be caused by a crooked hock joint or a turn outward at the
hip joint which turns the stifle joint outward and the hock
inward.

In the case of ‘slight cow hocks’ the impact it has on loco-
motive efficiency is open to argument. It can be reasonably
argued that it is more to do with aesthetics than locomo-
tive efficiency. In some working dog breeds for example, a
‘slight’ cow hock position is considered to be beneficial to
the dog during very fast and rapid lying down and standing
up tending phases.

Two dogs can be seen to have the same degree of cow
hocks as viewed from the rear in the standing position. One
dog has moderate hind angulation and the other is over
angulated. The impediment to locomotion and endurance
in the moderately angulated dog will be far less than the
overangulated dog and if one looks closely at the hocks
(rear pasterns) this will be seen as the dog walks and trots.

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Rear Pastern

The function and form of the rear pastern and hock joint
is too often relegated to a level of importance that is be-
low aesthetic issues such as eye colour, and it shouldn't.
Forward locomotion starts with the ‘hocks’. Their length,
strength and stability directly affect rear hand thrust,
overall speed attainment and the powers of endurance.

The rear pastern, essentially a lever should not come in
contact with the ground during its forward reaching
phase. It is not designed to absorb the shock imposed on
ground contact, this is the function of the pads of the
foot. Rear pastern ground contact in the trot is related to
overangulation of the hindquarter. The degree of ground
contact is in proportion to the degree of overangulation
but impacted by the dogs offset footfall strategy and this
relates to the forehands construction

In practical terms the rear pasterns are subject to the
same physics as levers and it is simply a matter of apply-
ing that law of physics to the hocks to understand how
they function. In a nutshell, the lever allows a given effort
to move a load farther and faster, than it otherwise could.
The rear pastern is a first class lever system.

The optimum objective in regard to the rear pasterns im-
pact on movement is when all opposing forces, being the
toes of the metatarsus and the tip of the calcaneus divid-
ed by the point of the fulcrum, achieve a balance between
the needs of thrust and speed best suited to a trotting,
long distance, endurance dog.

The ‘hocks’ are activated by the gastrocnemius muscle
[calf muscle], a large muscle that is attached to the femur
and runs down the back of the tibia. The end of this mus-
cle is attached to the relatively long calcaneal tendon
[Achilles tendon], which in turn connects to the top of the
calcaneus, the quite long projecting bone extending from
the hock joint.

The goal in lever design is to have greater distance be-
tween the fulcrum and the weight but this has a catch.
The longer the section of the hock between the connec-
tion point of the calcaneal tendon and the pivot point in
the hock, the better. Archimedes Principle of the Lever -
‘the longer the arm of the lever to which force is applied
the less the force needs to be'. In the dog, the arm of the
lever is the distance between the tip of the calcaneus and
the pivot point on the hock. When you move the load [toes
of the hock] further away from the fulcrum [connection
point of tibia to the hock] the arc travel of the hocks is in-
creased and whilst this has the benefit of creating much
greater thrust and therefore increased speed. The catch? It
is at the price of consuming more energy and inducing
earlier fatigue.

Sickle hock

This term is often misunderstood, and that is because it is
not easy to articulate what it means in a few sentences.

Asickle hock is generally associated with the tibia being
too long. | say generally, because it can be caused by an
over long femur. Asickle hock is seen when the rear pas-
tern is at an obtuse angle when the dog has intuitively
placed its near side rear foot at its point of balanced weight
distribution. When the rear pastern is placed vertical by the
handler on such dogs, after a time the dog will inevitable
pull its extended rear foot forward to position it closer to
the hip line.

In sickle hocked dogs the tendency is for the rear pastern
not to open out to its optimum opening angle on the rear-

ward cycle, it will stop prematurely and the opposite for-
ward placed rear pastern will make contact with the
ground.

In extremely overangulated dogs the rear pastern will stop
at the vertical and even before the vertical. This causes the
dog’s rear toes to travel too close to the ground creating a
slight shuffling movement and even scraping the tips off
the dog’s nails.

Sickle hocked dogs in a degree relative to the hock angle
will not fully open the rear pastern on the rearward exten-
sion.

In the context of this matter, how a dog stands is how it
moves!

[RINIJOION 3] Sickle hock position in movement —far side rear pastern making contact
with the ground and extended rear pastern too far back and still vertical.

[RLINIDJOI8/N Q] Correct hock position in movement — correct hindquarter angulation: The
rear pastern does not come in contact with the ground only the rear foot and extended pastern

at ideal angle at full extension in movement —far side rear pastern making contact with the
ground and extended rear pastern too far back and still vertical.

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In order to best bear the weight of it’s hindquarters, an
above medium sized adult male dog with well constructed
hindquarters will intuitively stand with its most rearward
extended foot placed about 25s0mm behind its hip joint - as
seen above. In that position the rear pastern will be vertical
and for the dog this is a well-balanced and therefore com-
fortable hind hand load bearing position. Think of the
bones of the hindquarter [femur/tibia/rear pastern/foot]
as scaffolding supporting the pelvis and in that context vi-
sualise in your minds eye pressing down hard on the hip
with your hand. As you press down, in effect accentuating
the downward force of gravity, visualise that pressure being
transferred on down to the dog’s knee and as you do this
picture where you might place your rearward extended
foot if you were the dog and on doing so try to visualise
how laterally stable you feel in that position?

To attain a comfortable weight bearing standing balance,
dogs with an overlong tibia intuitively stand with the
same rearward extended foot positioned as close as they
can to that same relative hip to foot position. Because of
the excessive tibia length the ‘internal angle’ of both the
femur and tibia will decrease. This internal angle decrease
thus increases the ‘external angle’ of the femur and tibia
[overangulation] and the rear extended pastern will be
placed at an obtuse angle to the ground. The longer the
tibia, the less the internal femur angle and the closer to
the ground the stifle joint, for a number of technical rea-
sons that | won’t go into here, the less close the foot will
be placed by the dog to that approximate 2s0mm mark,
i.e.it will be incrementally more rearward.

(O[O W\ [o]\K] Extreme sickle hock in movement — note the
proximity of the hip and knee to the ground and instability/pronation
of the far side foot.

In German Shepherd Dogs with their ‘full angulation’
which, relative to the degree of angulation creates excep-
tional stride excursion distances, when viewed from the
side during the trot can be seen to have their fore feet cross
over their rear feet or more precisely placing their rear feet
further ahead of where their front feet have been. This is
called ‘over reach’. The greater the stride excursion distance
and the faster the dog gaits the greater the relative stride
excursion distance will be. As the rear foot reaches forward
it steps around the oncoming front foot allowing the front
foot to continue its full rearward swing unencumbered.

Over reaching, as implied by the word, is a negative term in
many breeds of dogs. In the German Shepherd Dog it is a
requirement of the standard and therefore a desired char-
acteristic. Relatively deep fore and hind angulations pro-
vides a very long stride and this very long stride creates the
characteristic over reach seen in the German Shepherd Dog
and other “angulated” breeds of dog.

It is an interesting point however when you are talking
about enduring long distance trotters. That is, in the con-
text of ‘total energy consumption’,in the context of effort,
over a distance of say 10 kilometers a high number of mod-
erate length strides with no over reach consumes less ener-
gy than a lower number of long strides with over reach,
therefore which of the two is better in the context of effi-

ciency? This question is at the very core of the standard in
the context of the German Shepherd Dogs movement and
Captain von Stephanitz believed the latter, he believed the
longer the stride the better and that opinion dictated the
GSD standard in regard to its described angulations and its
subsequent over reaching trotting gait.

In addition to the over reach in order that the dog can avoid
the rear lower leg and paw hitting the fore leg and paw as

they pass each other the dog will bring its rear leg either on
the inside [most of the time] or on the outside of the pass-

ing leg.

Very few breeds of dogs including the greatest long dis-
tance trotter of them all the Grey Wolf over reach in any
significant way when they trot, but this is a characteristic of
the German Shepherd Dog that is enshrined in its standard
and it plays a ‘very significant’ part in the judging at special-
ist event dog shows and at times arguably too much.

The point of my raising this is certainly not to argue with
the standard, the standard is the standard. | raise the issue
because ‘stride length v's energy consumption’is very rele-
vant to dogs that are over angulated and consequently
have excessive over reach. The relevance? Whilst it may not
look as eye catching in its theatre, for an endurance trotting
dog, under angulation is far more energy efficient and
therefore far more sustainable than over angulation and
should be judged as such.

Tail

The standard states - The tail extends at least to the hock but
not beyond the middle of the hind pastern and carried hang-
ing downward in a gentle curve.
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The standard could not be clearer, yet in today’s show ring
one would struggle to find a tail that did not touch or run
along the ground and never a comment made in critiques!



Putting it all together

The hindquarter contributes approximately 75% of thrust/
energy toward forward locomotion during a medium speed
trot, the natural speed for the German Shepherd Dog.

A percentage shift in thrust/energy occurs during gallop-
ing as the back muscles, which technically reside mid fore /
rear point significantly increases their contribution to for-
ward propulsion. A percentage shift also occurs with re-
gard to the fore hand during uphill locomotion.

Optimum efficiency of the hindquarters is only attained
when all its parts are in balance and harmony, not just
within the hindquarter but the whole dog.

A key trait of the German Shepherd Dog is its trotting abil-
ity,and during the trot for it to cover the maximum
amount of ground with the least amount of energy con-
sumption, or if you like, the least amount of ‘effort’. In the
trot the construction of the forehand impacts on the hind
hand and vice versa. Hence, the reference to the need for
balance of all parts. In the trot when the bones in the
hindquarter that play a part in effecting the rear stride dis-
tance deliver their optimum excursion distance, the bones
in the forehand that play a part in effecting the forehands
ground excursion distance should equal that of the rear
excursion distance. If it does not, it will create a ‘footfall
timing’ problem. This is often referred to as a ‘hackney - as
in hackney horse” forehand action, and whilst this is a
good visual description, a German Shepherd Dog cannot
replicate the hackney action of a horse because the bones
in the forelegs of the hackney horse are proportionately
very different to those in the German Shepherd Dog.

In the trot the optimum excursion distance equates to a bit
less than the dogs withers height [this is subject to trotting
phase and speed] and notwithstanding dogs with a flat pel-
vis, ‘the further back the rear extended foot travels and
opens, the better for power and particularly endurance’.

Having covered the hindquarters individual component
parts in detail, it is now a matter of discussing them from
the point of view of their interaction and the optimum re-
lationships that should exist between those parts particu-
larly during the trot.

Hindquarter thrust in the walk and trot is generated pri-
marily in the muscles of the upper thigh, or more precise-
ly in the muscle cells of those muscles. In the gallop the
muscles of the back contribute significantly to speed and
stride length.

Muscles are attached to the bones by tendons, bones are
attached to bones and joints to joints by ligaments.

Biceps are the agonist and triceps the antagonist

Bones act as a speed multiplier through the principle of
levers. The longer the bone, the greater the multiplier. If
this principle of leverage did not apply a dog would not
have anything like the speed it has.

Because muscles can only pull, back and forth motion re-
quires a minimum of two muscles. One muscle pulls the
bone forward and the other pulls it backward - antagonist
and extensor. As one muscle contracts the other relaxes.

The force a muscle generates is dependent on its length
and shortening velocity, with the maximum force being
generated when the muscles is contracting through its
resting length.

Activation of the muscle cells which creates a pull on the
associated tendon that in turn moves the attached bone
creating the forward movement is controlled via com-
mands from the motor cortex of the dog’s brain transmit-
ted through the spinal chord.

A signal from the dog’s brain, the cerebellum, to a specific
muscle in the hindquarter causes that muscle to contract
and via its tendon pull on a specific bone. When the rear
foot pushes against the ground to initiate forward move-
ment that muscle which is attached to the femur is the
gastrocnemius muscle and its very long calcaneal tendon
[Achilles tendon] which is attached to the calcaneus - top
of the hock.

This muscles retracting force on the relevant bone pushes
the dog’s centre of gravity forward. There is a synchronis-
ing that takes place in the dog’s brain that ensures the
co-ordination of the rear and fore feet in whatever foot fall
sequence. The dog selects the footfall timing.

In conjunction with the gastrocnemius muscle, the major
muscles that push the rear legs backwards and thereby
moving the dog forward are - the biceps femoris which is
attached to the femur, the gluteal muscles, the semimem-
branosus and the adductor magnus.

Forward motion can only happen when the dog’s rear foot
is directly under > behind the hip joint. When the dog ex-
erts force onto the ground with its rear foot (action force)
the ground will exert an equal and opposite force on the
dog (reaction force) pushing the dog forward.
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When the rear foot is in its swing phase, that is, when the
adductor muscle has pulled it forward to the midline of
the body, when that rear foot has landed on the ground
and is now moving in the rearward direction, only when
that foot is a little forward of the hip joint does forward
thrust commence propelling the dog forward again. The
thrust ends when the foot reaches full extension and
then the opposite foot, that has now made contact with
the ground midway under the body, takes over and con-
tinues the cycle.

The fore limbs are raised and extended forward to ‘catch’
the forward repositioning of the centre of gravity that has
been generated by the hindquarters forward thrust.

Like an elastic band or rubber ball the muscular tendon
system used to stop rearward motion stores part of the
energy created as the muscles and tendons stretch and
use it to start motion in the opposite direction. The com-
bined recycled energy in one complete rearward leg cycle
in the trot is approximately 60%.

The greatest amount of thrust, which is Newtons/Ibs/kgs
of pressure delivered to the ground by the rear paw is
achieved approximately two-thirds the way through the
rear foot swing cycle. In a correctly angulated dog with
good pelvis angle and hip/knee height, it is the point
when the extended rear pastern is just past the vertical.
This is related to the primary upper hindquarter muscles
and their force : length relationship, i.e. muscles generate
the greatest force when at their resting length and the
least amount of force when shortened or stretched rela-
tive to the resting length. ‘Resting length’is the length at
which the muscle creates the greatest amount of force.

When walking and gaiting, all energy/thrust generated
from a rear limb ends at the point when the foot pad at-
tains its maximum rearward extension, at the point im-
mediately prior to the foot leaving the ground to com-
mence its forward reaching cycle. At that stage of the
cycle the opposite foot takes over to generate the thrust
and so it goes on repeating that sequence.

What is happening in regard to generation of propulsive
force by the feet [rear and fore] once they attain their full
rearward extension and sweep forward? Nothing - until
they make contact with the ground, and when the rear
feet [and forefeet] do strike the ground on the fore swing
phase it creates a braking action just as it does in hu-
mans. In respect to the full forward and rearward swing
phase the only time force is generated is when the rear
foot is directly under and behind the hip. You can appreci-
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ate braking when you are running. As soon as your for-
ward extended foot hits the ground it has a braking ac-
tion, if this did not happen you would never stop moving
forward.

The transfer of energy from the hindquarter initiated at
the extending [pushing] rear foot, is transmitted just like
water under pressure travelling through a pipe. It travels
from its initiating source the foot, through the hock joint,
tibia, femur, hip, sacroiliac joint and into the spine at the
L7. Energy that is not consumed for rear hand lift is trans-
mitted through the dog’s spine and taken up at a spot
within the withers.

An under angulated or overangulated hindquarter with
an ideal forehand will create an imbalance and the re-
verse applies, i.e. having an ideal hindquarter but deficient
forehand. The dog will react in several ways; it will reduce
its hind drive to match the forehand by stopping its rear-
ward foot swing prematurely, often at or close to the ver-
tical position, lift its rearward extended hock very high, or
deliver the full drive and compensate by lifting its forelegs
at the elbow in a ‘hackney’ action.

Because maximum thrust is achieved when the primary
hindquarter muscles are contracting through it's mid rest-
ing length, premature stopping or high lifting of the rear
foot impedes the attainment of the upper thigh muscles
potential optimum thrust.

Finally - a dog may have the optimum hindquarter but
without an inherent working dog attitude, a willingness
and strong desire to run underscored with well developed
muscles it means nothing.

How could one summarize the Mid Central Regional

All the dogs illustrated what
it meant to be a German Shepherd and you could see
the amount of training that all did in order to prepare
for the show, working lines and well as the highline.
Our judge, Dieter Oeser, remarked on this throughout
the weekend.

Motion by Heidi Theis,NBW, on behalf of BAC, and
seconded by Michele Clubb, Secretary, to add
temporary Universal Team selection process for
2019.

+  Proposed Changes for 2019 Universal Team
Selection (changes in red to name of show
calling it Regional Show and not Sieger
Show/National Show, adding a validity time
period, specific year for this process for the
USCA GSD National Championship, and
adding show performance test clause):

«  The dog must be shown in a USCA Regional
Show and 2018 USCA GSD National
Championship.

« The dog must be at least G at a USCA
Regional Show during time period June 1,
2018 - May 5, 2019.

«  Performance phase C at 2018 USCA GSD
National Championship will be in lieu of
show performance test.

« The dog must be pronounced and at least G
at the USCA GSD National Championship.

Point Selection Process will remain the same
(changes in red to name calling it Regional Show
and not Sieger Show/National show, also adding
specific year for this process for the USCA National
Championship):

«  USCA Regional Show Dogs are awarded
points depending on their placing in the
adult working classes. The first place dog
receives one (1) point. The dog in second
place receives two (2) points, and so on until
the last dog in the group of dogs declared
for Universal Team.

«  USCA GSD Nationals Dogs are awarded
points depending on their placing at the
2018 USCA GSD National Championship.
The first place dog receives one (1) point.
The dog in second place receives two (2)
points, and so on until the last dog in the
group of dogs declared for Universal Team
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«  The highest possible score is two (2).

+ Inthe event of several dogs achieving
identical points (tie), the dog bred in the
USA under United Schutzhund Clubs of
America regulations will be favored over
any other dog.

+ Ifthereis still a tiebreaker necessary, then
the points received from the performance
in the 2018 GSD National Championship will
dominate the other points.

All other Universal Team Regulations will be the
same for 2019. If approved, the above changes will
be posted to the USCA website. New proposal is
forthcoming for future years to avoid this situation
again. Again, this is temporary ONLY for 2019.

Background: The BAC has approved this selection
process for the 2019 team selection.

Current regulations state dogs vying for Universal
team selection must attend USCA Nationals and
USCA Sieger Show or National Show. Due to polling
by Sieger Show competitors, the EB decided to
move the Sieger Show to Fall 2019 as that is the
time period the majority of competitors wanted.
Because of this, Fall 2019 falls outside the selection
time period currently in our regulations for the
Universal Team selection of National Trial 2018 and
May 2019. We need temporary changes for the 2019
regulations for the Universal Team selection process
to be valid.
