STEVENS CIRCLE

An Isthmian ceremony of wide com-
munity interest is the dedication Saturday
of Balboa Circle as Stevens Circle, re-
naming it in honor of the man largely
responsible for basic engineering work that
made construction of the Canal possible.

A monument to John F. Stevens will be
unveiled during the ceremony, for which
Under Secretary of the Army Stephen
Ailes will speak. He will be introduced by
Governor Fleming. A half-hour band con-
cert will precede the 9:30 a.m. ceremonies.

The platform will be set up in the north
part of the circle facing the Prado.

A number of members of the Stevens
family and individuals associated with him
during his work here have been invited
to attend, as well as the general public.

Following the dedicatory program, there
will be three continuous showings of the
new Panama Canal documentary film, free
to the general public, starting at 10:30 a.m.
in the Balboa Theater.

MRS. EULA J. EWING, housemother in
charge of 27 boys at the C.Z. Junior Col-
lege dormitory, made a point this week of
inspecting work on the Balboa circle to be
dedicated to pioneer Canal engineer John
F. Stevens. A pioneer herself, Mrs. Ewing
came here as a bride in 1907, soon after
Stevens left. For 2 years, while. the dirt
was flying, she taught children at Las
Cascadas and other schools “along the line”
near Canal construction jobs.

THATCHER FERRY BRIDGE

Of international significance is the
opening and dedication Friday of the new
$20 million Thatcher Ferry Bridge.

The program dedicating the span linking
the Americas will start at 9:30 a.m. on the
east approach of the bridge between the
limits and the Amador Road overpass.
A half-hour band concert will start at
9 a.m. )

Under Secretary of State George W.
Ball, member of the Panama Canal Board
of Directors, will be the main speaker.
Speaking for the Republic of Panama will
be the Honorable Max Delvalle, Minister
of Public Works and Acting Foreign
Minister. Honor guests will be recognized
following remarks by Governor Fleming.

From the time of the ribbon cutting,
about 10:30 a.m., until 3 p.m. the bridge
will be open to pedestrian traffic only.
There will be a windshield decal for every
vehicle crossing the bridge after 3 p.m.

Regularly scheduled Thatcher Ferry
service will end at midnight Friday and
the swing bridge at Miraflores Locks will
be closed at the same time.

United Fund Trade Fair at
Fe. Clayton Oct. 20—28

The United Fund Trade Fair, which
has become one of the enthusiastically
anticipated events on the Isthmus, will
open at Building 520, Fort Clayton, on
October 20. It will continue through Octo-
ber 28 and will include more than 40
exhibits prepared by businessmen and
industries of the Republic of Panama.
Many of the exhibitors feature free
souvenirs to those who attend.

There will be concessions, snack bars
and, on the third floor, an Old Fashioned
Country Fair with games, rides, and other
attractions. Variety shows will add to the
entertainment.

All proceeds of the United Fund Trade
Fair will go to the UF campaign which
supports 20 social agencies assisting the
local community.

This is the third year the United Fund
Trade Fair on the Canal Zone is a major
feature of the campaign.

Invited
guests must go to the dedication area via
special buses from parking areas near the
Civil Affairs Building, as explained by a
note with the invitations. The buses will
transport them across the bridge after the
ceremony and return to the parking areas.

Both excused leave and liberal leave
policy are being encouraged for those
wishing to attend.

There are no drinking water sources near
the site of the dedication program. Those
attending may wish to bring their own
drinking water in a thermos bottle or
canteen.
