
In the winter of 2010-11,
312 cattle were fed at Fair-
leigh Feeders, Scott City
through the National
Hereford Feedout. This
was the seventh year for
the National Hereford
Feedout, which allows
producers from across the
country to test Hereford or
Hereford-cross steers and
heifers.

The first 100 head of
cattle began the test in De-
cember 2010. Bookcliff
Herefords, Russell; KEG
Herefords, Valentine,
Neb.; Linton Polled Here-
fords, Miller, Neb.; and
MM Ranch Polled Here-
fords, Chanute, consigned
cattle for the feedout.
The steers in this trial had
an average daily gain
(ADG) of 3.58 lb. per day. In
the feed efficiency and
cost of gain department,
these steers had a feed ef-
ficiency of 5.10 lb. of feed
per lb. of gain on a dry
matter basis. The yard av-
erage was 5.73, giving the
Hereford cattle a 12% ad-
vantage at the feedbunk.

In the cost of gain, the
test cattle fed for $.86 per
lb. of gain while the yard
average was $.9657. This
difference represents a
cost savings of 12% again
for the Herefords. The cost
of gain in this trial and in

the yard average does con-
tain all costs, including
feed, yardage, medicine
and processing costs. This
information is important
to note, as it shows that the
Hereford cattle cost less at
the bunk and also in the
overall costs, such as the
cost that goes with treating
sick cattle.

On the rail this set of
cattle really proved their
worth. They had an aver-
age ribeye area of 13.21, an
average marbling score of
5.10 (Choice), a hot carcass
weight of 817 lb., an aver-
age backfat score of .52
inches and an average
dressing percent of 63%.
These factors made them
have an average Yield
Grade of 3.02. Their aver-
age live weight was 1,289
lb.

Test coordinator and
Kansas Hereford Associa-
tion (KHA) secretary Tom
Granzow says, “Overall,
many positive things can
be said about this trial,
but one thing comes to
mind immediately. Be-
cause of severe weather
and blizzard conditions in
December, when these cat-
tle were started, the days
on feed were somewhat
higher than in years past.
This could explain the ad-
vantage to the yard aver-

age in gain. It is important
to note that the Hereford
cattle had an average
Yield Grade of 3.02. With
all those days on feed and
the efficiency of the gain,
in today’s market the
Herefords showed the
muscle and carcass merit
to pay their way in an elon-
gated feeding regimen. We
have made tremendous
progress in the muscle and
carcass quality areas,
without sacrificing our ef-
ficiency at the bunk and in
the cost of gain. This
equates to more flexibility
in the marketing of the
Hereford and Hereford-
sired cattle.”

In February 2011, 177
steers and 35 heifers were
placed on feed, represent-
ing Rausch Herefords,
Hoven, S.D.; Carver Polled
Herefords, Winfield; Har-
mony Herefords, Quinter;
Steve Douthit’s 4V Here-
fords, St. Francis; Shumak-
er Polled Herefords, Wet-
more; Krieg Herefords,
Basco, Ill.; and Simon
Polled Herefords, Seneca,
S.D.

The steers in this group
had an average gain of 3.81
lb. The yard average dur-
ing the same time frame
was 3.67, a 7% advantage to
the Herefords. The aver-
age days on feed for the

Herefords was 149, and the
yard average was 142.

When it came to feed ef-
ficiency, the cost of gain
for the Hereford cattle
was $.88 per lb. of gain.
The yard average was
$1.04. This difference gave
the Hereford and Here-
ford-sired cattle an 18%
advantage over the yard
average.

In the actual dry feed
consumed by this group of
steers and how it com-
pared to the yard aver-
ages, the test cattle con-
verted at a 5.03 lb. of feed
per lb. of gain, while the
yard average for steers
during this same time
frame was 5.91. This differ-
ence equates to a feed sav-
ings of 17%.

On the rail this set of
steers did well. They had
an average ribeye area of
13.55 inches, an average
marbling score of 4.8 (high
Select), a hot carcass
weight of 821 lb., an aver-
age backfat score of .44
inches and an average
dressing percent of 63%.
The average Yield Grade
was 2.84, excellent by in-
dustry standards. Their av-
erage live weight was 1,303
lb.

The Hereford heifers
also did well. In respect to
gain, they had an average

3.19 lb. The yard average
was 3.29 lb. The heifers fed
efficiently, too. Their aver-
age cost of gain was $.98
per lb. of gain while the
yard averaged $1.08, a 10%
advantage to the Here-
fords. They converted at a
5.58 lb. of feed per lb. of
gain. The yard average
was 6.15 lb. of feed per lb.
of gain.

As for the carcass data,
the females had an aver-
age ribeye area of 12.10
inches, an average mar-
bling score of 5.7 (Choice),
a hot carcass weight of 756
lb., an average backfat
measurement of .56 inches
and an average dressing
percent of 64%. The aver-
age Yield Grade was 2.96.
Their average live weight
was 1,185 lb. These num-
bers are great for heifers,
and this set of Hereford
heifers really showed
their worth.

Granzow says, “In sum-
mary, thank you to all of
the participating breed-
ers. These breeders
brought a set of cattle that
represented the whole
Hereford breed very well.
They showed that horned
or polled, male or female,
large groups or small, we
can and do compete very
well in the modern beef
industry. A 10% to 17% ad-

vantage in feeding costs is
very significant in any
market, especially when
you can have high-quality
carcass and gain results as
well. These steers and
heifers were not hand-
picked and represented
diverse genetics and man-
agement techniques from
many different environ-
ments. This kind of a study
does much to show the in-
dustry and prospective
commercial customers
that all of the old myths
about Hereford cattle are
being dispelled by pro-
gressive Hereford breed-
ers.”

The National Hereford
Feedout allows producers
from across the country to
consign. At the end of the
trial, each participant gets
a graph analysis of his or
her cattle ranked in com-
parison to the others in
cost of gain, as well as
other performance and
carcass data measures.
For producers who con-
sign sire groups, this serv-
ice provides for genetic se-
lection and rapid herd
progress.

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Kansas Hay
Market Report

(AP) – The National Agricultural Statistics Service
says the number of farms in the U.S. dropped slightly
last year and the amount of land used for farming
continued to decline.

A report released last Friday shows the nation
had 2.18 million farms last year. That’s down from
2.19 million farms the previous year.

Meanwhile, the amount of land used for crops,
pasture and grazing dwindled further to some 916.9
million acres. That is 1.85 million fewer acres than in
2010. The average U.S. farm size last year was 420
acres.

In Kansas, the numbers remained stable. Kansas
had 65,500 farms in 2011, unchanged from 2010.

Some 46 million acres in Kansas were used for
crops, pasture and grazing last year. That’s down
from 46.1 million in 2010. Kansas farms averaged 702
acres.

U.S. senators Jerry
Moran (R-Kan.) and John
Thune (R-S.D.) recently
spoke on the Senate floor
in a colloquy to voice their
concerns over the U.S. De-
partment of Labor’s (DOL)
proposed rule impacting
youth in agriculture,
which will disrupt agricul-
tural practices across the
country and fundamental-
ly alter the rural way of
life.

“I’m worried that the
Department of Labor is
hoping that Americans,
that farmers and ranchers,
that members of Congress
look the other way,” Moran
said. “We would ask that
the American people, par-
ticularly those who under-
stand the importance of
this issue, rise up and ex-
press their concern and
tell the secretary of labor
the tremendous conse-
quences of a regulation
that changes something
that is so important to the
character of rural Ameri-
ca and the character of our
country nationwide. These
proposed rules need to be

totally withdrawn and we
ought not accept the ruse
of a portion of them being
re-proposed.”

“Farming and ranching
is inherently a family en-
terprise,” Thune said.
“Young people have con-
tributed for generations in
helping that family farm
or ranch operation survive
and prosper. And it is
amazing to me, really in-
comprehensible, to think
that bureaucrats in Wash-
ington, D.C. could tell fam-
ily farmers and ranchers
how to run their opera-
tions with the kind of de-
tail and just the incredible
prescription of these regu-
lations in the very activi-
ties that they would cur-
tail for young people. It re-
ally is an example of big
government run amok. You
want an example of big
government that has com-
pletely lost touch with re-
ality, this is certainly an
example of that.”

On February 1, 2012,
DOL announced it would
withdraw and re-evaluate
the “parental exemp-

tion” portion of its pro-
posed regulations affect-
ing youth in agriculture.
Moran and Thune have
serious concerns about
the remaining portion of
the proposed regulation
which would disrupt the
education of the next gen-
eration of farmers and
ranchers. DOL proposes
doing away with success-
ful farm safety training
and certification programs
like cooperative Exten-
sion, 4-H and FFA. These
organizations have vast
educational experience,
success, and long-tenured
relationships with rural
communities, and they
play a critical role in
training and certifying

young people to safely
carry out farm activities.
Rather than relying on
these groups for student
training, the Department
criticizes these programs
for being too locally driv-
en and lacking federal di-
rection. However, the De-
partment offers no re-
search or peer-reviewed
study to substantiate its
claims. Agriculture is re-
gionally diverse, but DOL
proposes subjecting farm-
ers and ranchers to a na-
tional standard that will
weaken these important
training programs.

Additionally, DOL is
recommending rules that
will result in youth being
unable to perform com-

mon farm tasks like round-
ing up cattle on horseback,
operating a tractor, or
cleaning out stalls with a
shovel and wheelbarrow.

On October 26, 2011,
Moran, along with Thune,
requested a 60-day ex-
tension of the comment
period on the proposed
rule because the original
comment period fell dur-
ing the fall harvest sea-
son. After fully reviewing

the proposed rule, Mor-
an led 29 of his colleagues,
including Thune, in re-
questing that U.S. secre-
tary of labor Hilda Solis
withdraw the proposed
rule.

The numbers from
USDA’s Outlook Conference
didn’t end up being cata-
strophically bearish like
some had feared. The pro-
jections released last week
basically stuck to the Base-
line Projections. The new
crop corn acreage estimate
was 94 million and yield
came in at 164 bu/ac. I found
it interesting that to come
up with a trend line yield of
164 bu/ac. USDA threw out
the 2011 yield. Using the
data from 1990 to 2011 I
come up with 161.41 bu/ac. If
you use more data and go
back to 1960, then trend line
yield is 158.40, which would
still be the third highest
ever. Getting a high yield
with acreage over 90 million
hasn’t really worked yet, be-
cause the extra acreage

seems to act as a drag on the
yield, so I think USDA is
planning on very good
weather to reach this esti-
mate. I’m not sure why they
want to be so aggressive and
use 164, but if the objective
is to pressure new crop
prices, it is working.

The soybean numbers
seemed more reasonable
with acreage unchanged at
75 million and a yield of 43.9
bu/ac, which would be the
second highest ever, but
yields over 43 have been
common. It was interesting
to note that they did plug in
a record high export esti-
mate for the new crop.
There is quite a bit of con-
cern that the production
problems in S. America will
result in huge sales to China
again. China has been much

more aggressive in the ex-
port market recently, which
is a good indication that
USDA is too low with the old
crop export estimate and
that only adds to the bullish
set up of the new crop.

For the wheat it is really
pretty simple. We have too
much wheat and we will
continue to have too much
wheat. Planted acreage is
expected to be at 58 million,
which is not new informa-
tion and if we have a decent
yield we will be buried in
wheat unless we feed it. If
we have a poor yield we will
still have plenty of wheat it
will probably have to be
feed usage that supports the
wheat market.

On the charts the corn
traded sideways this week. I
thought that the March con-

tract would spend more
time near $6.50 due to the
large option open interest,
but the market ended up
trading around the $6.40
level instead. Support at the
50-day moving average has
been tested and has held
several times recently and
with the solid demand we
have seen I think it will con-
tinue to hold. Basis is still
strong and our strong de-
mand will keep it strong. Ba-
sically, traders were expect-
ing something bearish from
the Outlook Conference and
it wasn’t any worse than ex-
pected. The Chinese corn
price is setting records and
they are back in the market
for US corn, so I think that
next week traders will be
looking at the long side of
the old crop market and the

bull spreads. Look for the
July - December spread to
move over $1.00.

For the soybeans, the
market continues to work
higher. The market is over-
bought and due for a correc-
tion, but that probably won’t
occur until the July contract
cracks the $13.00 level. The
fact that USDA is underesti-
mating exports and that the
Chinese are buying aggres-
sively will limit downside
potential. It is still bother-
some that we have an end-
ing stocks estimate of 275
million, but we could see
that cut in every supply and
demand report until the end
of the crop year due to high-
er export estimates. The
bull spreads have been very
strong in the corn, but that
has not been the case in the

soybeans. The reason for
that is that the new crop soy-
bean fundamentals are
more bullish that the old
crop. Even if we do see the
old crop export estimate in-
creased dramatically, the
new crop stocks will still be
lower. Be very, very patient
pricing any new crop soy-
beans.

As of 4:00 p.m. Friday
there still wasn’t any cash
cattle trade to report. The
cattle on feed report was
friendly with 102% on feed,
98% placed, and 102% mar-
keted. The cattle market is
still bullish. We could see a
correction, but a correction
is for buying. Plan on new
all time highs in the feeder
cattle next week and if
you are a cattle feeder
you should own $170 calls

The Kansas Forest Serv-
ice (KFS) spring conserva-
tion tree seedling sales are
under way and will continue
until May 7. This is the 56th
season that KFS has offered
more than 30 species of low-
cost trees and shrubs for
windbreaks, wood lots, ri-
parian planting, wildlife
planting, Christmas tree
plantations, and other con-
servation tree planting. The
program no longer offers
bare-root Austrian pine
seedlings. A complete list of
items offered is available on-
line at www.kansasforests.
org/public_saps/Welcome.as
px. Shipping and distribution
starts mid-March, weather
permitting.

Seedlings are stored in a
large walk-in cooler, where
temperatures are kept be-
tween 33 and 35 degrees

Fahrenheit with high humid-
ity levels. This keeps the
seedlings fresh and dormant
before shipment. Orders usu-
ally arrive one to two days
after shipping to ensure the
plants are fresh.

Once seedlings arrive, or-
ders should be inspected to
ensure the plants are the cor-
rect species, quantities, and
in good condition. Proceed
with planting as soon as pos-
sible. Proper planting in-
cludes keeping plant roots
moist until they are put into
the planting hole. Dig the
planting hole deep enough to
accommodate the roots in
their natural form. Roots
should be pruned to no short-
er than eight inches. After
planting, water thoroughly.

Weed control is important

for the first two to three
years, depending on the
planting site, because weeds
compete for moisture and
nutrients. They can be con-
trolled with weed barrier
fabric, mechanical methods,
and herbicides.

Most soils have adequate
nutrients to support seed-
lings. Fertilizing is usually
not needed unless a soil test
indicates a deficiency of nu-
trients.

Watering the seedlings
helps the success of the
planting. Watering depends
on factors such as air tem-
perature, wind velocity, and
soil characteristics. Frequen-
cy of irrigation will depend
on all these variables. Irri-
gate thoroughly, saturating
the root zone, and then let

the soil partially dry out.
This promotes soil aeration
and root growth.

Mulching the seedlings
will help with success and
survival of the seedlings by
conserving moisture and re-
ducing competition with
weeds. Mulch should not
come in direct contact with
the stem because its in-
creased moisture can en-
courage rot, house insects,
disease, and other problems.

Establishing a successful
conservation seedling plant-
ing takes planning, effort,
and maintenance. With prop-

er planting, weed control,
and irrigation, one can enjoy
the benefits of the trees for
years to come.

There has been much
discussion of late about
the transfer of wealth that
will happen in agriculture
over the coming years.

Unless properly man-
aged, this transition could
drastically change the face
of agriculture and nega-
tively impact the economic
well-being of rural com-
munities. To help address
the needs of farm and
agribusiness families and
entities in this transition
process the K-State Re-
search and Extension,
River Valley District is
conducting a Planning for
the Future conference fo-
cusing on “Passing on the
Family Farm or Agri-Busi-
ness from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00
p.m. on Saturday March 31,
2012 on the campus of
Cloud County Community
College in Concordia.

“The transition plan-
ning process is often hard
to begin and so we are of-
fering this conference as a
first step where family
members and close non-
family persons that are to
be included in estate plan-
ning can come together,
gather background infor-
mation, and begin to
plan,” says John Forshee,
director of the RVED. “We
encourage the entire fami-
ly or group to attend the
conference in March,
each attending breakouts
of interest, and then gath-
er back together for dis-
cussion of what was
learned.”

Keynoting the confer-
ence are two nationally
known and respected pre-
sentors; Ron Hanson from
the University of Nebras-
ka and Roger McEowen
from Iowa State Universi-
ty. Hanson draws on years

of experience working
with farm families and
shares many funny, and
some not-so-funny, tales of
family farm estate plan-
ning. In contrast, McE-
owen offers a wealth of ex-
perience working with
farmers, farm families,
and farm entities on the
legal and tax aspects of
the farm estate planning
process. McEowen will
outline the key concepts
and issues affecting farm
succession planning.

Family communication
is often the weakest link in
the process. The afternoon
breakouts offer several
sessions dedicated to de-
veloping the communica-
tion pieces necessary for
good planning. Fami-
lyTALK with Charlotte
Shoup Olson from K-State
or Ron Hanson’s What if
the What if Actually Hap-
pens will provide partici-
pants with timely tips and
ideas on effectively dis-
cussing the family plan.

Many farmers and
landowners find them-
selves in a situation where
they have no family inter-
ested in returning to farm
the land and are left with a
“now what” situation. The
Planning for the Next
Ranching Generation
panel and the CCCC Sum-
mer Ranch and Range In-
ternship sessions will take
a look at options that these
folks might have in transi-
tioning out of farming into
retirement when there are
no family members to take
over.

One option often over-
looked in the planning
process is that of charita-
ble giving. Contrary to
what one might think,
well-structured charitable

giving can often result in a
greater return to the fami-
ly heirs all while building
a legacy through a local
charitable organization.
Gordon Dowell from the K-
State Foundation will
walk folks through the var-
ious options available to
benefit any local founda-
tion or charitable organi-
zation and the potential
tax and income implica-
tions.

Also on the agenda is a
look at the more tradition-
al situation when one or
more of the children de-
cide to return home to the
farm. Can the farm sup-
port two families actively
farming? Can the farm
support the son or daugh-
ter farming and allow the
parents to retire? Kevin
Herbel, director of the
Kansas Farm Management
Association, will look at
some trends in farm size in
north central Kansas and
will walk participants
through analyzing their
farm records to find the
answers to these ques-
tions.

Keynote speaker Ron
Hanson is being sponsored
by Central National Bank
and Central National
Wealth and Trust Manage-
ment Services. Breakout
sessions are being spon-
sored by the Citizens Na-
tional Bank Trust Depart-
ment, American Ag Credit,
and Peoples Exchange
Bank.

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The itch is older than
time itself, older than mem-
ory or emotion or feeling,
older than the red pelt that
once covered it in an unbro-
ken carpet.

LEDs. When a scab formed,
I dug at it. When it healed, I
dug some more.

“You’ve got to stop
scratching,” Lori warned.

“I can’t,” I replied.
Finally, with an audible

huff of indignation, Lori de-
manded that I march
straight to the mirror and
take a hard look. And I did,
knowing she was imagining
things, or at the least embel-
lishing them. I opened the
outside wings of our three-
piece mirror, cocked my
head sideways, and found a
dime-sized patch of naked
skin.

I wouldn’t have been
more surprised if the roof
had caved in. Which, in a
metaphorical sense, it did.

Hidden camera investi-
gations at livestock farms
have heightened public at-
tention on animal care is-
sues. In an effort to foster a
more balanced conversa-
tion and to provide credible
feedback to promote contin-
uous improvement in farm
animal care, the Center for
Food Integrity (CFI) has cre-
ated an Animal Care Re-
view panel.

The panel, made up of
recognized animal well-
being experts, will examine
video footage and report
back to the public. The
process has been estab-
lished initially for the pork
industry but CFI is willing
to engage with other sectors
of animal agriculture as
they show interest.

The panel will include
an animal scientist, a veteri-
narian and an ethicist to as-
sure various perspectives
are represented. CFI is re-
cruiting several experts to
participate in the process,
but for the video investiga-
tion at a swine operation in
Iowa released last week by
Compassion Over Killing,
the panel is comprised of
Dr. Temple Grandin, Col-
orado State University; Dr.
Candace Croney, Purdue
University; and Dr. Tom
Burkgren, American Associ-
ation of Swine Veterinari-
ans.

Ideally, the panel will re-

ceive complete and in-con-
text video footage from the
organization that obtained
it. This will provide the best
opportunity for the experts
to have a full understanding
of the situation. Short of
that, the panel will review
edited segments that have
been released to the public.

After reviewing the video
released last week the
panel made the following
observations:

• Most of what is shown
in the video are normally
accepted production prac-
tices and there was nothing
that could be considered
abusive. It was noted that
employees appeared to be
competent and well-trained
and that the barn floors and
the pigs themselves were
clean.

• In one scene, an em-
ployee is shown castrating
and docking the tail of a
piglet in close proximity to
the mother. The video con-
tends the sow is grunting in
distress. One of the experts
said that while it is likely
that the sow experiences
some distress in such a situ-
ation, both the sow and her
piglets would probably ex-
perience similar or greater
levels of stress if the pig-
let was transported else-
where.

• An employee is seen
using tape on a piglet’s inci-
sions following castration.

One of the experts noted
such a practice is consid-
ered more welfare-friendly
than stitches because it is
less intrusive and requires
less handling of the pig.

• There was a short
glimpse in the video of what
appeared to be a herniated
piglet and it was implied it
was caused by incorrect cas-
tration. One expert noted
the assertion is not correct –
that the condition was likely
related to genetics.

• A scene showing sever-
al flies in a farrowing room
was a point of concern and
something the experts felt
should be corrected.

• Another point of con-
cern is a portion of the video
addressing the practice of
“back feeding” – a process
in which organs of piglets
that have died are fed to the
sows to boost their immune
systems. The experts noted
that it is unclear if this prac-
tice involves sows or pigs
and its exact purpose. It is a
normally accepted produc-
tion practice used to stimu-
late the immune systems of
pregnant sows late in gesta-
tion. This results in more ef-
fective and improved pas-
sive immunity that is passed
from the mother to her off-
spring through the
colostrum.

• A sow shown walking
awkwardly because its
hooves had not been proper-
ly trimmed was also dis-
cussed. The experts noted
the hooves should have
been trimmed but they

would have preferred see-
ing more than just a few sec-
onds of the sow in question
so it could be determined if
there was a lameness issue.

The issue of only seeing
brief scenes was a common
concern for the experts.
They noted that seeing
longer excerpts from the
video would allow them to
place the practices in better
context to allow for evalua-
tion that encourages contin-
uous improvement. At-
tempts by CFI to secure
longer video segments from
Compassion Over Killing
were unsuccessful. CFI re-
mains committed to working
with animal protection
groups to secure more com-
plete video for evaluation.

The Animal Care Review
Panel operates independ-
ently. Its reviews, assess-
ments, recommendations
and reports will not be sub-
mitted to the pork industry
for review or approval.
CFI’s only role is to facili-
tate the review process and
release the panel’s findings.
The opinions expressed in
the review are solely those
of the expert panel.
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Process established for
addressing hidden camera
livestock investigations U.S. agricultural equipment exports increased 23 per-

cent in 2011 compared to the previous year for a total $11
billion of machinery shipped to other nations, according
to the Association of Equipment Manufacturers (AEM).
This follows export growth of 12 percent in 2010 after a
2009 decline of 23 percent in the depths of the recession.

The AEM international trade group consolidates U.S.
Commerce Department data with other sources into glob-
al market reports for members.

“The positive global agricultural environment contin-
ues to spur business growth for U.S. farm equipment man-
ufacturers. Despite uncertainty in some markets, there
remains a solid fundamental demand for food and fuel
supplies to meet growing worldwide needs,” stated Char-
lie O’Brien, AEM vice president agriculture sector.

AEM and its I Make America campaign have pushed for
export-friendly policies that create and sustain American
jobs. These include free trade agreements such as the
U.S.-Korea FTA being implemented, which will eliminate
export duties on about 80 percent of U.S. industrial prod-
ucts and about 67 percent of U.S. farm-related products.

In recent AEM action, the association is calling for
congressional reauthorization of the Export-Import Bank,
with an increased exposure cap, so more companies can
benefit from its services. Ex-Im Bank is self-sustaining,
and it focuses on small to medium-size businesses, since
private lenders many times are unable or unwilling to ex-
tend them financing and insurance support.

After the 2007 tornado
devastated Greensburg and
left farm fields littered with
debris, volunteers flooded
in to assist cleanup efforts
in Greensburg and the sur-
rounding areas. Almost five
years later, one Greensburg
area farm family vividly re-
members the volunteers
who came to their farm. Ki
and Kim Gamble’s farm
fields were strewn with
metal and other debris,
making it impossible to
plant crops. The Gambles
remember the students of
Chaparral High School
working tirelessly to clear
the debris.

Last fall, the Gambles
purchased a piece of farm
equipment through an In-
ternet auction at
www.purplewave.com. That
asset was part of the Bid for
Blue program. Through the
program, which is ongoing,
Purple Wave donates a por-
tion of its commission
earned on certain assets to
Kansas FFA chapters and
the Kansas FFA Founda-
tion. The winning bidders
for those assets have a voice
in deciding which local
chapter benefits from the
donations. When asked what
Kansas FFA chapter they
wanted to receive a portion
of the donation, the Gam-
bles quickly designated the
Chaparral FFA Chapter.

When asked “why Chap-
arral?” Kim Gamble replied
with emotion in her voice,

“It wasn’t just a volunteer
experience. They under-
stood clearing our fields
meant we would be able to
plant and earn our liveli-
hood.”

Chaparral FFA advisor
Ty Theurer said volunteer-
ing after the tornado be-
came an entire school proj-
ect started by the local
chapter’s members. “The
nice part was going into the
rural community around
Greensburg to help fellow
agriculturalists,” Theurer
said. “To this day, the stu-
dents talk about what we
saw and were able to accom-
plish.”

Former Chaparral FFA
member Jeff Cather be-
lieves all the volunteers
grew from the experience.
“With most of us growing up
close to agriculture, we re-
alized that we could, at any
point in time, be in the same
situation,” Cather said.
“Knowing that, we under-
stood that there would be
people lining up to help us.”

The devastation was
worse than the students
imagined. “Driving into
Greensburg, I instantly felt
hopeless,” Cather said.
“However, as we drove far-
ther into town, there were
volunteers everywhere. It
made me feel like I was
going to be a part of some-
thing big and, as it turns out,
I was. To know five years
later the Gambles still re-
member us speaks loudly

for the impact service and
volunteering has on others.”

The Chaparral FFA
Chapter will use the dona-
tion from Purple Wave to
fund FFA member scholar-
ships to attend the Washing-
ton Leadership Conference
in Washington, D.C. this
summer.

Since the Bid for Blue
program began in 2011, over
$10,000 has been donated to

the Kansas FFA Foundation
and Kansas FFA chapters
from across Kansas. The do-
nation to the Kansas FFA
Foundation supports career
development events and
student leadership develop-
ment.

AccuWeather.com re-
ports following a near-
record number of torna-
does in 2011, an active se-
vere weather season with
above-normal tornadoes is
expected in 2012.

There were 1,709 torna-
does in 2011, falling short
of the record 1,817 torna-
does set in 2004. In com-
parison, the average num-
ber of tornadoes over the
past decade is around
1,300.

Last year ranks as the
fourth most deadly torna-
do year ever recorded in
the United States.

In 2011, there was a
very strong La Niña, a phe-
nomenon where the sea
surface temperatures in
the central and eastern
Pacific around the equator
are below normal. As a re-
sult, there was a very
strong jet stream, which is
a key ingredient for severe
weather.

Often in a La Niña year,
the “Tornado Alley” shifts
to the east, spanning the
Gulf States, including Mis-
sissippi and Alabama, and
the Ohio and Tennessee
valleys. During the ex-
tremely active severe
weather season of 2011,
many tornadoes touched
down east of the typical
“Tornado Alley,” which

stretches from Texas to
Kansas. Twisters frequent-
ly hit Texas to Kansas dur-
ing the spring as warm,
humid air from the Gulf of
Mexico clashes with drier
air coming out of the Rock-
ies.

Above-normal torna-
does are anticipated again
this year. Warmer-than-
normal Gulf of Mexico
water is a key component
to the active severe weath-
er season anticipated in
2012. There will be a suffi-
cient supply of warm and
humid air to fuel supercell
thunderstorms, the type of
storms that spawn strong
tornadoes, because of the
warm Gulf water.

The weak to moderate
La Niña during this winter
is much weaker compared
to last winter, and it is
weakening even more
now. There is evidence
that warming is occur-
ring in the equatorial Pa-
cific, so the El Niño/La
Niña Southern Oscillation
(ENSO) is expected to turn
neutral by April. In other
words, the temperatures
in the central and eastern
equatorial Pacific will be
near normal by spring.

“Areas that seemed to
miss out on frequent se-
vere weather last year may
see an uptick this year,”

AccuWeather.com expert
senior meteorologist Dan
Kottlowski said regarding
the difference in pattern.

The mid-Mississippi
and upper Ohio valleys
are among the zones that
may get hit more frequent-
ly by severe weather this
year. Missouri, Illinois, In-
diana and Michigan are in-
cluded in this zone.

It is highly unlikely that
the exact same areas of
the Deep South that were
struck by tragic tornado
outbreaks in 2011 will be
hit as hard again this year.
However, there could be
some damaging thunder-
storms and tornadoes in
the Gulf States this season.

The Deep South, in-
cluding the Gulf States
and eastern Texas, is ex-
pected to get hit by severe
weather early in the sea-
son, mainly in March. By
early April, the severe
weather threat will retreat
to the north, reaching the
lower Ohio and mid-Mis-
sissippi valleys, according
to Paul Pastelok, expert
long-range meteorologist
and leader of the Ac-
cuWeather.com Long-
Range Forecasting Team.

“If I were in the South
or Ohio Valley, I’d be
extra prepared this
year,” Mike Smith, senior
vice president of Ac-
cuWeather Enterprise So-

lutions cautioned.
Whether tornadoes hit

highly populated areas
like they did last year is
harder to pinpoint.

“There is no way to
know if it (2012) will be as
active as last year. Last
year we had two unfortu-
nate occurrences simulta-

neously: a larger-than-nor-
mal number of tornadoes
plus tornadoes hitting
densely populated areas.
There is no way to know if
the cities are going to be
hit in the same number as
last year. If so, it could be
another deadly year,”
Smith said.

Parents of children who work on the family farm or are in agriculture education pro-
grams should thoroughly review proposed changes to child labor laws so they fully un-
derstand how the new rules could affect them, a Purdue farm safety specialist advises.

“Because the proposed rule changes are 51 pages long, I don’t know that many peo-
ple understand exactly what’s being presented,” Bill Field said. “The changes not only
hold the potential for positive but also significant negative effects to youth less than 16
years old who seek employment or are currently employed in agriculture.”

While the Agricultural Hazardous Occupations Order was written in an effort to pro-
tect children from dangerous situations, it could prevent many young people from work-
ing on family farms or participating in agriculture-related educational programs.

The U.S. Department of Labor on Feb. 1 temporarily shelved the legislation after
complaints that it would erode the tradition of children working on their family-owned
farm. Although it agreed to reinstate a “parental exemption” that would allow parents
to assign on-farm duties to their children, Field said many other proposed rule changes
could further restrict young people from working in agriculture.

Under the proposed changes, the “parental exemption” itself would not apply to in-
corporated family farms, Field noted.

“Many small, family farms are incorporated because of the tax advantages,” he said.
“But when a farm is incorporated, parents are considered a corporate entity and they
would not be covered by the parental exemption.”

Field said that due to negative feedback from producer groups, the U.S. Department
of Labor has appeared to back off of this provision as it relates to incorporated farms.
However, he said there has yet to be a published revision.

Educational programs such as 4-H and the FFA’s Supervised Agricultural Experi-
ence program, in which some students work on a farm or in some other agricultural
business, also could be affected by the proposed changes, Field said.

While Field doesn’t believe the rules are ready to be passed in their current form,
he said it’s time to update farm youth labor legislation. Current rules have not been up-
dated since the 1960s.

“Even though there are significant concerns with many of the proposed rule changes,
there is a need to review and revise the current rules to reflect changes in agricultural
production practices and technology since the original rules were adopted more than
45 years ago,” Field said.

The public comment period has passed, but those in favor of and opposed to the new
legislation still have time to make their voices heard. Field encouraged those in agri-
culture to read about what’s being proposed and contact legislators with their thoughts.

Agency (FSA) in Kansas,
announced a Conservation
Reserve Program (CRP)
general signup on March
12, 2012 through April 6,
2012. This is the third con-
secutive year that USDA
has offered a general CRP

signup.
“Over the past 26 years,

CRP practices have im-
proved water and air quali-
ty, increased wildlife habi-
tat and prevented soil ero-
sion,” said Polansky.

Landowners enrolled in
the CRP program receive
annual rental payments and
cost-share assistance to es-

tablish long-term, resource
conserving covers on eligi-
ble farmland. Land that is
not currently enrolled in
CRP can be offered during
sign-up if all eligibility re-
quirements are met. CRP
participants with contracts
expiring this fall can make
new contract offers during
the signup period. Con-

tracts awarded during this
general signup will become
effective October 1, 2012.

CRP is authorized a
maximum enrollment of 32
million acres nationwide.
Kansas currently has
2,531,716 acres enrolled
with an estimated 517,708
acres expiring September
30, 2012.

General CRP offers are
competitive and evaluated
using an Environmental
Benefits Index (EBI) rank-
ing system that indicates
the environmental benefits
of enrolling land in CRP.
There are five environmen-
tal factors that make up the
EBI: wildlife, water, soil,
air, enduring benefits and
cost. Decisions as to ac-
ceptance or rejection of the
offer will be made follow-
ing the end of the sign-up
period, after analyzing EBI
data on all of the offers.

In addition to the general
sign-up, the continuous
CRP sign-up program will
be ongoing.

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Thanks to Hereford breeders’ commitment to the Whole Herd Total Perform-
ance Records (TPR) Program, the American Hereford Association (AHA) has cre-
ated a new expected progeny difference (EPD). The new trait, called mature cow
weight (MCW) is designed to allow breeders to select sires that will either in-
crease or decrease mature size of cows in the herd.

The trait was developed throughout the summer of 2011 and released in No-
vember after years of cow weight data collection. AHA chief operating officer and
director of breed improvement Jack Ward says the EPD will relate directly to the
maintenance requirements of a cow herd.

Ward gives an example of how the MCW EPD allows breeders to compare sires.
“If sire A has a MCW EPD of 100 and sire B has an EPD of 85, then you would ex-
pect the females of sire A, if mated to similar cows, to be 15 lb. heavier at mature
size.”

Also, the Spring 2012 Sire Summary is now online at Hereford.org/siresummary.
The Sire Summary includes a listing of all active sires. The summary also includes
an explanation of EPDs, genetic trends, heritability estimates, trait correlations
and percentile breakdown of EPDs.
