China Blue’s Male Strip Contest COmlng Friday Oct 1
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More than two-hundred scientists, doc-
tors, researchers and activists were in Atlanta
last week for the National HIV Prevention
Conference. This is the first national confer-
ence to address the issues of monitoring and
preventing the spread of HIV. In a time of
complacency about HIV transmission, these
researchers are investigating the importance
of effective prevention efforts. Here's a brief
report on some of the newest findings.

First, lets talk about complacency. All the
newest data and research point to an ever
growing false confidence. The fact is that
there are powerful drug "cocktails" that are
helping PWA's live longer and healthier.
However, researchers fear that this is
encouraging those most vulnerable to HIV to
let down their guards, making them less like-
ly to use a condom during anal sex. That and
all the hype generated by the drug compa-
nies about these drugs, add to a human ratio-
nalization that it's kinda OK to have sex with-
out a condom. Well fellas, it isn't OK! Sheila
Murphy, a psychologist at the Univer-sity of
Southern California studied 410 gay men in
Los Angeles. These guys said they were
aware of the drugs called “protease
inhibitors". Of the 346 that were negative,
those who felt confident that the drugs could
control AIDS used condoms 74% of the time
during anal sex. Those who were less confi-
dent said they used condoms 85% of the
time for anal sex. Of the 64 guys who were
positive, those who were optimistic about the
drugs controlling HIV, said they used con-
doms 66% of the time, compared to 85% of
those who thought the drugs were less effec-
tive. "Clearly many Americans equate im-
proved treatments with a cure, which they
are not," said Dr. Ronald Valdiserri, deputy
director of the center for HIV prevention at
the CDC. Some criticized the study suggest-
ing it did not represent a broad spectrum of

those affected by HIV. Others pointed out that
the drug combinations have dramatically
changed the way people view HIV. Lets be
real here, the disease used to mean rapid
sickness and almost certain death. Now, peo-
ple are surviving in relatively good health for
longer periods. "There's sort of a complacen-
cy that's developed in the gay community,”
said CDC researcher Rich Wolitski. Wolitski
cited a number of other studies that have
shown other sexually transmitted diseases
are on the rise among gay men. This tells me
that we are putting ourselves at risk for con-
tracting HIV.

The latest national data on HIV infection H
since the 1980’s is that more than 300,000
have died of AIDS. The good news is that the
number of new infections has dropped form
100,000 a year to 40,000. However, remem-
ber the complacency issue stated above?
Women have become the fastest growing
group to be newly infected and African
Americans are nearly ten times more likely
than whites to develop AIDS and to subse-
quently die from it.

In the mid 80's, blacks represented about
25% of new cases of AIDS reported. Hispan-
ics about 14% and women 8%. By 1997-'98,
blacks made up 45 % of the cases, Hispanics
23% and women 23%, explains U.S.
Surgeon General David Satcher. It seems
that the communities that get left out of the
health care loop are the ones most effected
by increasing transmission rates. "We need
to find new ways to reach these communi- =
ties," Satcher said. Data just released this
week confirms these alarming figures. Blacks
still lead in new transmissions of HIV. The
worst case of transmission for blacks has
been in the state of Georgia. Of the 8,776
Georgians living with HIV, 5686, or 65% are
black according to the CDC. Nationally,
African Americans represent 40% of the
271,327 (reported) people living with HIV.

Cornelius Baker, executive director of the
National Association of People with AIDS,
said this is..."one of the worst catastrophes
since slavery" to affect blacks. Two major
studies confirm that the increasing infection
rates are due to bisexuality among black
men. It's not intravenous drug use that is the
major transmission pathway for black
women, rather it's heterosexual sex when the
black man has had sex with men before. "The
heavy stigma. against homosexuality in the
African American community leads to bisexu-
ality," Baker said. Fortunately the CDC has
earmarked $600 million dollars of which
$1.37 million dollars will be used to educate
the African American population for HIV pre-
vention education. Besides condoms, there
isn't any other possible proven way to prevent
transmission of the HIV virus, or other sexu-
ally transmitted diseases, until now.

BufferGel, a vaginal gel is being tested by
Dr. Kenneth H. Mayer and his research team
at a hospital in Rhode Island. Additional stud-
ies are needed to test how well the gel works
to prevent HIV infection in humans. Previous
studies suggest that the topical gel can inhib-
it HIV replication by maintaining low vaginal
pH. It is presumed the same can occur with
men if the gel is used in the anus and rectum.
This study evaluated the safety and tolerabil-
ity of BufferGel. Side effects were mostly itch-
ing. The gel has been shown to be effective
at inhibiting the transmission of other sexual-
ly transmitted diseases also. BufferGel has
been used extensively in animal trials.
"Monkey and rabbit studies have shown
BufferGel prevents the infection of HIV, her-
pes and chlamydia infection," says Mayer.
Although still in the development stages, we
could see products like these on the pharma-
cy shelves in 3 to 5 years.

Although most gay men practice safe sex
most of the time, there is an ever growing
incidence of those who are no longer listening
to traditional prevention messages. Across
the country, more and more of us are having
unprotected anal sex. Risky behavior isn't
just risky, it could be deadly. All of this infor-
mation is practically useless unless you take
care of yourself and protect your life. There is
no reason why an HIV negative individual
cannot remain negative and enjoy a healthy
sex life at the same time. A very simple, easy
thing like opening up a condom and slipping
it on your partner can save your life. | have
friends who are HIV negative/positive cou-
ples. Some have been together for over ten
years and have remained sexually active.
Never have any of their HIV negative partners
sero-converted. Why??? Because they use
condoms each and every time. You should
too. Take care of yourself and prevent the
spread of AIDS, it's easy. wr

Atisn't just Labor Day weekend that helps

signal the end of summer, but also the
transition from explosive, high-budget block-
busters to smaller artistic, character-driven
films. Two recent entries in the latter catego-
ry should be brought to your attention.

The first film is Steam: The Turkish Bath,
a well-crafted, exotic foreign film with a dis-
appointingly deceptive marketing strategy.
The poster shows two men sitting close
together in nothing but skimpy little wraps
with the tagline: “What he inherited was a
sexual awakening...” This is true, but not to
the extent you would believe from the erot-
ic imagery in the advertising.

Instead, the story is a rich tapestry of his-
tory, culture and familial bonds that lures
Francesco (Alessandro Gassman) from
ltaly to Turkey where he has inherited a
Turkish Bath from his recently deceased
aunt. While staying with the family that took
care of his aunt in her final years,
Francesco meets Mehmet (Mehmet Gun-
sur), a striking young man who introduces
him to the homoerotic world of the Turkish
bath. Of course, when Francesco’'s wife
(Francesca D'Aloja) arrives in Istanbul to
visit, things get rather complicated.

Adding a different sort of complication is
the fact that there are also no subtitles dur-
ing the film’s first scene, which | assume is
an intentional omission, but one that is also
a source of frustration when a great deal of
dialogue is thrown out without translation.
So don't run for the exit-English appears on
screen soon enough.

Preconceived notions and language bar-
riers aside, Steam is mesmerizing and rich
with emotion and visual style. The complex-
ity of Francesco's sexual awakening and
juggling of two relationships (with a man
and a woman), has the types of universal
themes that will always be compelling.
However, the gay angle is so slight and
understated, that it would be a much better
movie if that had simply been a nuance de-
lightfully left to be discovered by the view-
ers, rather than touted as the central theme.

| went in expecting a more overtly gay film,
based on its press and ad campaign, so |
felt rather duped.

But with all this in mind, one can enjoy
Steam as a great glimpse into a culture so
far removed from our own that it still man-
ages to fascinate and hold the viewers
attention on many levels. It's also interest-
ing to see that the gay experience is differ-
ent for everyone and can be portrayed in a
less prominent fashion.

In drastic contrast, Twin Falls, Idaho also
explores the relationship between two men
who share a bed. Of course, in this case, it's
a pair of conjoined twins (Siamese no
longer being the PC term), who have no
other choice but to sleep together, eat
together, dress together, shower together,
walk together...well, you get the idea.
Where Steam falls short of details, Twin
Falls goes far to depict the extremes to
which an identity crisis can reach in a part-
nership that is inherently as dependent as
this one under the circumstances.

The plot follows Penny (Michele Hicks), a
prostitute who meets with Francis Falls
(Michael Polish) in his hotel room, only to dis-
cover that brother Blake (Mark Polish) is
along for the ride—in every possible sense of
the word. Frightened, she flees at the first
opportunity, leaving her purse behind. She
later returns to retrieve it and becomes fasci-
nated by the twin's unique situation. In the
process of befriending them, she inadvertent-
ly becomes the object of Blake's affection.

The acting is understated and poignant,
especially the performances of the Polish
twins. Hicks makes the most of her feature
film debut and rightfully deserves all the
recognition that comes her way. Lesley Ann
Warren also brings a sense of tenderness
and heartbreak to her role as the mother
who abandoned the twins as newborns.
Even Greatest American Hero William Katt
emerges long enough from obscurity to add
dimension to this film's odd ensemble of
characters.

Twin Falls is visually stunning and gently

haunting. Most of all, it is brilliant in the way
that it allows both Francis and Blake to
come across so level headed and well
_ad;ustgd in a world populated by wackos,
including nextdoor neighbor/evangelist
JesusA(pronounced exactly the way you
hear it church!) played wonderfully by
Garrett Morris. Even in the strangest of sce-
narios, the brothers maintain their genuine-
ness. The ordeals they face on a dalily basis
provide insight into our own lives and how
we choose to interact with other people.
Both films deal with relationships that are
extreme and difficult to manage by most.

Where Steam is overly subtle, Twin Falls is
overtly symbolic and ultimately more effec-
tive. Both films however help convey the
same message in their own ways: there is
somebody out there who completes us, lit-
erally or figuratively and until we can be
honest with who we are as individuals and
learn to rise above our circumstances, true
happiness can never be attained.

Even as
a little girl, Diana lived by this precept,
and as a woman she lived ON it. As edi-
tor of Harper’s Bazaarfrom 1936 to 1962,
and of Vogue from 1963 to 1971, she
defined style. If she said it was in, it was
in—period. Then, without warning, in
1971, Vogue let her go, and the vocation
by which she was defined was gone. For
a moment, anyway. Then she landed
spectacularly on her feet as the curator of
the Metropolitan Museum’'s costume

department, a position she held until her
death in 1989.

If Diana Vreeland had not existed, it
would have been necessary to invent her.
In fact, she invented herself. Could she
exist today? Probably not. She’s political-
ly incorrect, and the ‘80’s was the last
decade of this century that could have
accepted her. Superficial to the core, she
was one of those people who lived flat-
out, clear the runway, eat my dust.
Mother Theresa she wasn’t. Her mother-
ing skills barely extended to her own chil-
dren. Style was what mattered to her. "It's
what gets you up in the morning. It's what
gets you down the stairs."

Although these and other pronounce-
ments have a distinctly hollow ring, when
Diana said them, she meant them. She
saw no contradiction between style and
real life, and lived hers with a "let-them-
eat-cake" abandon. During the height of
the depression, she wrote, helpfully,
"Why not shampoo your child’s hair in
last night's champagne?"

All this brings us to Stages Repertory

She finagles flowers by the basketful,
and a cook, but no food. Soldiering on,
she improvises madly, all the while talk-
ing non-stop in a sort of stream-of-con-
sciousness memoir, peppered with gos-
sip and philosophy. "When | married, |
became a Japanese housewife, with
nothing to do and not a thought in my
head. | was so happy!" And on her pas-
sions—"| ADORE lettuce. Although I'm not
quite sure it's a food." As a young wife
she lived in London. "The best thing
about living in London was Paris!"

The key to Vreeland, oddly enough,
was her lack of pretense. She wasn't pre-
tending. She was what she was, and it
came as naturally to her as being female
or gay or Hindu. She believed what she
said. And that is also the key to playing
the character of Vreeland. | remember
seeing her on talk shows, and she always
came off the same way-honest. She
never tailored what she said to a particu-
lar audience, and betrayed not an iota of
self-consciousness. What-ever she was,
she was the real thing. That's not easy to
act, because you can never seem to be
acting. Edmundson does a good job, fal-
tering only a few times—chalk it up to
opening night jitters—and keeps the show
afloat. Although she’s too young for the
role-Vreeland was 68 in 1971-she pulls
it off in sheer energy.

Although Full Gallop is really a one-
woman show, there is another character,
Diana’s French maid, Yvonne, who is
never seen, but with whom Diana com-
municates via intercom. Yvonne, played
by Nathalie Cunningham with Gallic sto-
icism, provides a down-to-earth counter-
point. The only problem is with the inter-
com itself, which interrupts with a decid-
edly electronic buzz, a la Radio Shack,
that didn't exist in 1971. Details, details.

Taken all in all, Full Gallop is entertain-
ing—fun to watch. The set, by Dennis
McNabb, transforms the arena stage into
