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Message from the President 

W
ithin the context of continuing international difficulties 

and conflict, the year 2010 confirmed the important 

role of think tanks in helping leaders and decision- 

makers to orient themselves in a complex world, and 

to think about the emergence of new governance.

Ifri is one of the largest think tanks in the world and a leading think tank in Europe. Its 

current status, which has been progressively established and confirmed, is the product of 

many choices. The development of a permanent body of researchers gives us the solidity 

and the continuity necessary to maintain credibility over time. The dividing-up of our or-

ganization into research programs, be they regional or crosscutting, favors a wide palette 

of expertise while preserving a capacity for adaptation to ever-changing international rea-

lities. Finally, our method of working with networks – national and international – makes us 

into a kind of intellectual “hub” at the heart of the debate in all international dimensions.

An ongoing goal for Ifri – as evidenced by our activity in 2010 – is to continuously expand 

the public who are affected by our research and debates, from the smallest to the largest 

groups, depending on the issue. From this objective stem our efforts to publish as often 

as possible in multiple languages, as well as our digital publication campaign.

Ifri finds itself naturally at the heart of the current reflections on the very nature of a think 

tank (for which there is no equivalent phrase in French). 

In a recent paper to the Académie des sciences morales et politiques (Qu’est-ce qu’un 

think tank?, 28 February 2011, which can be found on the Ifri website: www.ifri.org),  

I proposed a definition of a think tank as an open organization built on a permanent base 
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of researchers, with the mission to elaborate on an objective basis ideas relative to the 

management of politics and of private or public strategies, in line with a public-interest 

perspective.

Taking this demanding definition into consideration is a daily challenge – primarily concer-

ning the consolidation of our individual identity built on independence, freedom of spirit, 

intellectual rigor, and responsibility; the values around which all of our collaborators must 

be mobilized.

The preservation of our independence is fundamental; it is guaranteed by our legal status, 

but also by the diversity of our supporters – the role of our members and of our partners 

is essential – as well as by the relatively short-lived but rich culture we have inherited, 

reinforced by our common work.

Far from being satisfied with its success, Ifri is constantly adapting to a world that chan-

ges ever more quickly. We can achieve this adaptation because our researchers are 

young and open-minded; our independence guarantees that the changes we make are 

dictated only by our own will to fulfill our mission of general interest, and our shared values 

permit us to consider together the necessary modifications.

This annual report of 2010 illustrates the place that Ifri occupies within international de-

bate. I hope that all those who have made its development possible – members, part- 

ners, friends, collaborators – find here an indication of my gratitude. I ask them also not to 

forget that France does not always provide a favorable environment for think tanks. This 

is why, more than ever, we need their support.

Ifri, the premiere French think tank focused on the analysis of international issues, is recognized 
as one of the leading think tanks in Europe and throughout the world. 

Created in 1979 and directed by Thierry de Montbrial, Ifri aims to:

• �produce policy-oriented research on international affairs and the most important emerging 
trends;

• �facilitate debate among decision-makers, researchers, and public-opinion leaders at both 
the national and international levels.

Independent of any supervising authority, Ifri has around thirty permanent French and foreign 
researchers and a network of associated researchers; diversified resources amounting to v6.7 
million (70% of which comes from private donors), 92 partners, and 15 research programs. It 
organizes more than 200 conferences and debates in Paris, Brussels, and other world capitals 
every year, hosts more than 10,000 participants, and publishes over 100 papers and reports 
in French, English, German and Russian yearly. 

Research: open-mindedness, 
intellectual rigor, policy-oriented 
analyses

Research is at the heart of Ifri’s activities, 
with a multidisciplinary approach com-
bining local, national, and global levels. 
The institute’s work strives to make room 
for new ideas and to be forward-thinking 
with respect to European and internatio-
nal affairs.

The research centers are structured 
around regional axes (Europe, Russia/
NIS [Newly Independent States], Asia, 
North Africa/Middle East, Africa, United 
States, etc) and crosscutting axes (se-
curity and strategic affairs, international 
economy, energy, space, health, environ-
ment, migration, etc), working in synergy 
and transversality.

Debate: produce ideas, illuminate 
public discussion, influence  
decisions

Ifri’s research is fueled by debates organi-
zed in an informal and non-partisan way, 
and that facilitate the bringing-together of 
researchers and decision-makers, private 
and public alike.

Ifri also hosts numerous heads of state 
and government. Among these guests in 
recent years have been Nicolas Sarkozy, 
Dmitri Medvedev, Hu Jintao, Jalal Talaba-
ni, Hamid Karzaï, Vladimir Putin, Mikheil 
Saakashvili, Abdoulaye Wade, Vaclav 
Klaus, Pervez Musharraf, Abdullah Gül, 
Boris Tadic, Viktor Yanukovich, Herman 
Van Rompuy, José Manuel Barroso, An-
ders Fogh Rasmussen, and others.

In 2010, Ifri organized more than 150 
conferences and debates in Paris and 
Brussels, 24 large international events in 
France and abroad, and multiple work-
shops and seminars, at which it hosted 
140 key figures and more than 10,000 
participants.

Publications: dissemination of our 
work, communication

The research and debates that Ifri enga-
ges in are reflected in its different series 
of publications as well as in its highly re-
garded publications such as the trimes-
tral review, Politique étrangère, the oldest 
French review of international relations, 
and the annual RAMSES report.

The website www.ifri.org is today the pre-
miere tool of dissemination for Ifri’s deba-
tes, work, and reports; it attracts more 
than 500,000 downloads and an average 
of 900,000 visits per year.

In 2010, for the fourth consecutive year, the French Institute of International Relations, Ifri, was the only 
French research institute placed among the first 50 most influential think tanks in the world (outside of the 
United States), and occupied the third place in Europe. This is according to a recent report, Global Go-To Think 
Tanks, from the University of Pennsylvania, which looks at 6,480 institutes located in some 169 countries.

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Activities in 2010

In 2010, Ifri Brussels organized 45 conferences and seminars and 5 in-
ternational conferences, and hosted more than 85 experts and key inter-
national figures. Among the themes explored were: European policies on 
energy and the environment; the Greek crisis and its consequences for the 
other EU member states; German/Polish relations in 2010; space security 
in Europe; the mid-term elections in the United States and the perspecti-
ves for the Obama Presidency; NATO after Lisbon; Franco-British coope-
ration in Africa; South-East Europe: energy challenges and the role of the 
energy community; EU/Russian relations, etc. 

Think Tank Dialogue

Ifri Brussels is at the center of the creation of “Think Tank Dialogue,” a pro-
gram that brings together 10 Brussels-based think tanks at the beginning 
of each year in an open dialogue with European institutions. “Think Tank 
Dialogue” took place for the first time in January 2010 and its debates 
were concluded by José Manuel Barroso.

“Ifri’s Tuesdays in Brussels”: regular high-level meetings

The seminar cycle on European current affairs, “Ifri’s Tuesdays in Brussels,” 
brings together political and economic decision-makers, representatives of Eu-
ropean think tanks, journalists, researchers, and EU-level experts.

“Ifri Energy Breakfast Round Tables” and “Huis clos”

Monthly round tables on important energy issues, organized by Ifri’s “Eu-
ropean Governance and Geopolitics of Energy” program, based in Paris 
and Brussels, bring together renowned experts and decision-makers in 
the domain of energy.

Major European and international conferences

At the beginning of each year, the Energy Program organizes its annual 
conference in Brussels. The 2011 conference is titled Speed Bumps on the 
Road to Sustainability: Energy Technology and Geopolitics. Other research 
programs at Ifri, particularly the Space, and the Health and Environment 
programs, also organize regular conferences in Brussels. 

“South-East Europe”: a new research program

Launched in 2009, this program is co-organized with the London School 
of Economics and supported by the Latsis Foundation. It focuses on the 
dynamics of regional integration, economic and energy issues, as well as 
the relationship between the EU and the Western Balkans. The conference 
organized in 2010 was on the subject of: Southeast Europe: Regional 
Co-operation, Institutional Change and the Challenges of European 
Integration.

In 2010, the policy papers in this electronic collection were dedicated to 
Moldova, Serbia, and Kosovo; others were concerned with European de-
fense, the economic crisis, and the European space strategy.

In 2010, he considers, among 
other subjects: the lack of global leadership, the weakening of America, the growing strength of Asia and other new 
global powers, etc. The United States, is it in decline? Are we witnesses to a “world power shift” towards Asia in 
general and China in particular? Do the BRIC countries really constitute a coherent bloc?

These developments, breakdowns and transformations are then addressed in a nine-part scheme: the global 
economy, migrations, the United States, Europe, the Middle East, North Africa, Asia Pacific, Africa, and Latin 
America.

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Ifri offers the French and foreign press a forum for meeting and debating, an independent platform 
where ideas can be shared and analyses enrich each other. In 2010, Ifri was active in the national and 
international press: its researchers authored 335 articles and interviews, were quoted approximately 5,600 
times and made 325 television and radio appearances. 

In 2010, Ifri continued to maintain and develop partnerships in the media, notably 
with Le Monde for the launch of RAMSES, with Libération for the 2010 Sustai-
nable Planet Forum in Lyon, and with the Foreign Press Center of Paris (CAPE) 
for the first Parliament/Ifri meeting on “L’État du monde à la fin de 2010” (The 
State of the World at the End of 2010). More than 15 columnists and journa-
lists, French and foreign, took part in conferences or debates at Ifri, representing 
media outlets such as Le Monde, Les Échos, Libération, L’Express, Reuters, 
France 3, The New York Times, The Washington Post, EurActiv France, Rue89.
com, La Croix, etc.

Every year, the publication of RAMSES is accompanied by a press conference at 
the Foreign Press Center of Paris (CAPE); in 2010 this took place in front of 60 
French and foreign journalists. Thierry de Montbrial, Philippe Moreau Defarges, 
and Jacques Mistral opened the debate on current international issues, including 
the problem of the G20 and the regularization of global economics and finance, 
the weakening of the United States and the lack of global leadership, the future 
of the Euro Zone and the limits of the European Union, and the rising power of 
Asia and the BRIC countries, etc.

A Franco-Turkish Media Forum was held at Ifri in March 2010 within the fra-
mework of the “Season of Turkey” in France. The forum was organized by Ifri’s 
Contemporary Turkey Program in partnership with the Turkish think tank TESEV 
and with the participation of journalists, notably: Cengiz Aktar, Vatan, Nagehan 
Alçi, Aksam, Gokçe Aytulu, Referans, Yavuz Baydar, Sabah, Ferhat Boratav, 
CNN Turk, Ayse Bohurler, Yeni Safak, Semin Gumusel, Newsweek Turkey, Kadri 
Gursel, Milliyet, Etyen Mahçupyan, AGOS, Ferai Tinç, Hurriyet, and Beril Dedeo-
glu, Today’s Zaman.

In June 2010, Ifri hosted a delegation from the press agency Xinhua (“New 
China”) composed, notably, of Shuchun Zhou, Vice President of the agency; 
Fang Fang, Director of the agency’s Journalism Institute; Yong Jia, Director of 
the Department of Military Information; Tao Yan, Director of External Relations; 
Suchun Zheng, Director of the Paris office, and Qiang Ying, Deputy Director of 
the Paris office. This meeting opened the door to exchanges with the Ifri Center 
for Asian Studies and presented the institute’s work to the Chinese journalists.

Ifri and the Media:  
            an Ongoing Dialogue
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15-17 October 2010, Marrakech – Morocco

The third World Policy Conference (WPC) was held in Marrakech, from 15th to 
17th October 2010. As in the two preceding years, this WPC brought together 
key personalities to develop their visions of global governance, through small in-
depth working groups with top specialists.

The meeting was opened with a message from the King of Morocco, an intro-
duction by Thierry de Montbrial, and an address by Ban Ki-Moon, the Secretary 
General of the United Nations, who presented, among other things, his vision for 
the reform of the international organization.

The six plenary sessions were devoted as much to the fundamental challenges 
posed by global governance (climate, health, cyberspace, etc) as the preparation 
of the G20 for which South Korea passes the chairmanship to France in 2011. 
The two “sherpas,” the South Korean Ahn Ho-Young and French Jean-David 
Levitte, detailed their parallel approaches. Three expert workshops concentrated 
on more specific issues: energy and the environment, food security, and financial 
and monetary governance.

The lunch- and dinner-debates were an opportunity for speakers to illuminate 
transformations in the global system. Jean-Claude Trichet, President of the Eu-
ropean Central Bank, dealt with the issue of the financial crisis and the prospects 
for the Euro. Fu Ying, Vice Foreign Minister of the People’s Republic of China, 
elucidated the Chinese vision for an international order. Mo Ibrahim talked about 
the reasoning behind his foundation: to control aid given to African states with 
criteria that would be more and more rigorous in terms of good governance.

This third conference confirmed the great interest sparked by the WPC, whose ori-
ginality lies in the combination of high-ranking speakers and informal discussions. 
Through these meetings, active and open discussions are established between 
political and economic figures, experts, opinion leaders, and the media.

The fourth WPC will take place in Vienna (Austria) from 9th to 11th December 
2011.

Cerfa’s Work in 2010
In 2010, Cerfa’s seminars largely touched on foreign po-
licy issues from a Franco-German perspective. This was 
notably the case with the two strategic forums organized 
in cooperation with the Konrad Adenauer Foundation, de-
dicated to European Security and Defense Policy after the 
Treaty of Lisbon (13 April) and to French and German de-
fense policies in times of crisis (17 November). A big public 
conference (7 December) was organized – by Cerfa and 
the Centre d’information et de recherche sur l’Allemagne 
contemporaine (Center for Information and Research on 
Contemporary Germany) (CIRAC) – on the German eco-
nomic model and its domestic challenges. Franco-German 
dialogue on economic matters was also pursued, with a 
conference-debate at which guests included Pierre Lellou-
che, Secretary of State for European Affairs, and Stephan 
Toscani, Minister of the Interior and of European Affairs of 
Saarland. In addition, in 2010 Cerfa continued its Fran-
co-German series on high technology and innovation 
in cooperation with the Chambre franco-allemande de 
commerce et d’industrie (the Franco-German Chamber of 
Commerce and Industry) (CFACI). Three conferences were 
presented within the framework of this series: 9 February, 
on nanotechnologies; 1 June, on medical technologies, 
and 5 October, on electric vehicles.

Finally, in 2010, Cerfa published three large-scale papers, 
two of which were on the subject of the European Union, 
one “Note de l’Ifri,” and 12 electronic publications (“Notes 
du Cerfa” and “Visions franco-allemandes”).

The Franco-German Network of Young Leaders
Encouraged by the success of the call for tenders for “The 
Franco-German Network of Young Leaders” from 2007 to 
2009, the project was renewed by Ifri and the Deutsche 
Gesellschaft für Auswärtige Politik (German Council on 
Foreign Relations) (DGAP). This Franco-German network 
brings together highly qualified international students and 
young postgraduates in the social sciences, economics 
and the humanities, as well as young professionals who 
deal with Franco-German issues in their work. The network 
is organized in cooperation with, and supported financially 
by, the Robert Bosch Foundation. Over the course of three 
seminars (Berlin, Paris, Hamburg), the 20 participants of 
the 2010 program discussed current issues in Franco-
German cooperation and debated with renowned experts. 
They then delved deeper into particular aspects of several 
domestic, foreign, and economic policy issues. Their thoughts 
and discussions were included in a series of policy briefs 
published on the websites of Ifri and the DGAP.

France and Germany Confronted with Euro-
pean Crises 
Within the framework of a new bilateral research program 
financed by the Agence nationale de la recherche (National 
Research Agency) (ANR) and the Deutsche Forschungs-
gemeinschaft (German Research Foundation) (DFG), Cerfa 
and the Zentrum für Europäische Integrationsforschung 
(Center for European Integration Studies) (ZEI) are working 
together to analyze the various crises of integration and en-
largement that have confronted the EU. The two institutes 
analyze, from a Franco-German perspective, the institutio-
nal tools that the EU currently has at its disposal and look 
into the future in order to propose new means of action. 

In addition to an in-depth study of the Treaty of Lisbon and 
the changes that it could involve, the initial phase of the 
research program consists of analyzing the positions and 
outlooks of French and German political and administrative 
decision-makers concerning the limits, goals, and policies 
of the Union. 

The second phase of the project focuses on identifying the 
possible margins of maneuverability for a Franco-German 
initiative in the EU and, subsequently, on outlining possible 
development scenarios for the EU from 2020 onwards. Re-
searchers work in bi-national teams during seminars and 
when drafting publications.

Electronic Publications
The texts published by Cerfa in 2010 for its online collec-
tions, “Notes du Cerfa” and “Visions franco-allemandes,” 
looked at German policy from four angles: Franco-German 
relations, German economic and social development, foreign 
policy orientations, and German political and social debates. 
At a time of renewed economic growth following the finan-
cial crisis, a number of the texts concentrated on the German 
economic model and the governance of the Euro, as well as 
on the internal challenges faced in Germany (demography, 
social politics, health, and integration of immigrants). Ger-
man foreign policy was addressed in several publications.

Because of 
its international status, it is not an emerging 
country like any other. Today the region is 
distinguished by its extreme heterogeneity 
and the fundamental changes in the 
relations that each country maintains with 
Moscow and other external players. The 
Russia/NIS Center was created in 2004 with 
three main objectives: to anticipate changes 
in the region, provide expertise, and offer 
policy solutions to decision-makers.

Research Areas
Power Systems in Eurasia 

The Center monitors the ongoing process of civil and mi-
litary elite formation in the region and the different ways 
in which those elites come to power, in order to better 
understand power struggles and the decision-making pro-
cess. A comparative approach (Russia and Central Asia) al-
lows for close examination of the functioning of the central 
government. Particular attention is given to the interaction 
between the military and political leadership. To remain up 
to date on the sociology of decision-makers, our resear-
chers regularly make visits to the region. 

The Strategic Partnership Between the EU and 
Russia 

This relationship is based on strong bilateral relationships 
and a complex negotiation process. A specific task force 
was formed within the Russia/NIS Center to formulate 
operational recommendations so as to improve relations 
between the two sides. This task force also studies issues 
surrounding Russia’s integration into global governance 
(WTO), as well as the consequences of the Eastern Part-
nership. 

Interaction Between Russia’s Foreign and Energy 
Policies 

This research area examines the restructuring of the Rus-
sian energy landscape and its implications for neighboring 
countries, along with the use of energy supplies for political 
ends. This area allows for collaboration with Ifri’s European 
Governance and Geopolitics of Energy Program. 

Technological Innovation and Scientific Research 

This program analyzes the resources that Russia posses-
ses for use in modernization efforts. It examines the supe-
rior training systems as well as areas of excellence in the 
field of technology.

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China Program 
The Ifri Center for Asian Studies works on the emergence 
of China and its integration into the global system. In 2010, 
for its third year of activity, the China Program focused 
primarily on relations between China and its neighbors, 
analyzing in particular the Chinese presence in bordering 
countries such as Myanmar, and territorial disputes with 
India and in the South China Sea. In addition, China’s stra-
tegy relating to energy management and the development 
of its natural resources (rare earths) was the subject of in-
ternational seminars and original publications.

Direct Chinese Investment in the World  
The internationalization of Chinese firms is now a reality 
that cannot be ignored. Having analyzed the development 
of and the motivations behind the growing presence of 
Chinese firms in Europe, particularly in France, Françoise 
Nicolas examined the expansion of Chinese firms in North 
Africa and compared their strategies and the logic behind 
them to those of Indian firms. The direction of these studies 
will be maintained in the coming years, with analysis of 
the presence of the Chinese in the Middle East and Latin 
America. 

India and South Asia Program 
This program, launched in 2008, facilitates better under-
standing of the issues and factors in the development of 
India’s economic and political strategies. It seeks to fore-
cast possible trends, develop lasting networks with major 
players in India’s economic and political landscape, provide 
expertise based on the work of Indian and Western resear-
chers, and offer more visibility and a platform for exchan-
ges between analysts and French, Indian and European 
policymakers. It strives to contribute to a better compre-
hension of the issues surrounding India’s emergence as 
a global power. 

The program is concentrated around three main themes: 
India in the global economy; India’s relations with its neigh-
bors, especially with Pakistan; and political life in India. 
These three themes can be subsumed into a single ques-
tion: Does India intend to become a world power? 

Japan Program 
The Ifri Center for Asian Studies focused, in 2010, on the 
role of Japan within the regional and international spheres. 
In a globalized and ever-changing world, and confronted 
currently with major economic and political crises, Japan is 
working to understand its position. The Democratic Party’s 
accession to power in September 2009 seemed to signal 
a rupture, even in terms of foreign policy. Several publica-
tions and seminars helped to shed light on this turbulent 
year for Japanese diplomacy, particularly on the strategic 
relations between Japan and the United States and Austra-
lia, and the role of the archipelago in regional integration 
and the global governance of climate change.

Strategic Observatory on North-East Asia  
The triennial Observatory on North-East Asia, established 
in partnership with the Strategic Affairs Delegation of the 
Ministry of Defense, aims to ensure regular strategic moni-
toring of the region through following significant trends and 
tracking the complicated strategic changes in the region. 
Subjects of particular interest are the evolution of bilateral 

relations in terms of defense and security in the region, 
and relationships between North-East Asian countries and 
other states. At the end of 2010, strategic analyses by 
Valérie Niquet and Céline Pajon from the first two years 
of the observatory (2008-2010) were published on Ifri’s 
website. Each year an international conference with res-
tricted participation brings together Asian, European and 
American experts and decision-makers to consider current 
and relevant issues.

France-Korea Dialogue
The 9th France-Korea Forum was held in Seoul (6-7 Sep-
tember) with the support of the Korea Foundation. In addi-
tion to questions about bilateral relations (notably industrial 
cooperation and cultural exchange), the debates this year 
focused on management of the global economic crisis and 
the role of the G20, of which Korea held the presidency in 
2010, before handing it on to France. Ifri and the Korea 
Development Institute investigated this subject further; the 
results are expected to be published in early 2011. 

Asia Facing the Economic and Financial 
Crisis
The Ifri Center for Asian Studies also examined the reac-
tions of Asian economies to the global financial crisis, and 
focused in particular on its impact on regional economic 
integration.

Governance and Political Action in North Africa  
(Khadija Mohsen-Finan)

Political governance remains a fundamental issue for North 
Africa. This research area undertakes a new line of ques-
tioning on this governance by identifying new agents of 
political change, giving them a voice and analyzing their 
motivations, ambitions and actions, particularly in terms of 
investment in the public sphere. 

Africa (Alain Antil)

This work progresses in three successive directions. First, 
the program addresses stability issues in the Sahel region, 
looking particularly at trafficking and the development of 
Tuareg irredentist movements in Niger and Mali, so as to 
understand their repercussions in North Africa. Secondly, 
research on the diplomatic, economic and cultural dimen-
sions of Morocco’s Africa policy is conducted. The main tools 
and actors of this policy are examined, and the differences 
and similarities between the Africa policies of certain Eu-
ropean countries are identified. A third area is devoted to 
a prospective outlook on African agriculture, notably the 
conditions for a future green revolution and the social and 
economic transformations it would entail.

Migrations and Co-Development (Christophe Bertossi)

This research area concerns the transformation of migra-
tion issues in North African countries in light of the new 
geography of migrations between Sub-Saharan Africa and 
EU countries. In response to these geographic develop-
ments (the emergence of transit migrations in North Africa, 
the recent connection of Sub-Saharan Africa to internatio-
nal migrations, etc), EU countries, supported by Community 
institutions, are taking a “global” approach to migrations, 
and developing partnerships with countries of origin and 
transit states, in order to govern migratory flows. One of the 
objectives of the research is thus to deconstruct the notion 
of “co-development,” a concept over which most parties 
seem in agreement as far as the definition of Europe’s im-
migration policies for the next few decades is concerned, 
but whose contours and content remain vague. 

Economics (Françoise Nicolas, Jacques Mistral)

This research area analyzes the issue of North African 
regional integration, works to optimize the triangular eco-
nomic relationship between EU/North Africa/Sub-Saharan 
Africa, and more generally studies North Africa’s integra-
tion into the global economy. It also focuses on the econo-
mic strategies of actors from outside the region, whether 
long-standing partners (Europe) or newcomers (the United 
States, China, India), and their compatibility and ability to 
complement one another.

India (Gilles Boquérat)

Post-liberalization India, recording growth rates ranking just 
behind China’s, has emerged as a place for foreign compa-
nies to invest, as a market to penetrate, or as a production 
site. Meanwhile, Indian companies are seeking to be active 
outside the national territory through acquisitions and joint 
ventures. Beneath all the hype, what is really going on? 
The goal is to analyze, from a comparative perspective, the 
importance of the Indian economy in the world, through its 
capacity to create investment opportunities, to affect global 
finance and to project its businesses abroad.

The year 2010 was marked by a growth in 
power and a spectacular autonomization 
on both the regional and international 
scenes. The rapid degradation of Turkish-
Israeli relationships following the Freedom 
Flotilla near Gaza in June was a catalyst 
for what some consider to be an “Eastern 
temptation”: the weight and influence 
of Turkey in the Arab world are getting 
stronger, the Turkish position on the Iranian 
nuclear issue complicates its relationship 
with the United States, and the prospect of 
joining the European Union seems to get 
farther away. 
From a domestic perspective, the AKP 
(Adalet ve Kalkınma Partisi) of Recep Tayyip 
Erdogan has strengthened its position. 
Certainly, the possibility of change has 
become apparent with the arrival of a new 
leader at the head of the CHP (Cumhuriyet 
Halk Partisi – a Kemalist party), Kemal 
Kiliçaroglu; but he is finding it difficult to 
establish a foothold in the context of the 
AKP’s growing control over the opposition. 
The constitutional referendum of September 
2010 allowed for clarification of the balance 
of power between the judiciary and the 
army, imposing more transparency but also, 
according to certain observers, opening a 
path toward possible authoritarian drift. In 
addition, issues of identity within Turkish 
society continue to feed underlying political 
violence focused on matters concerning 
the Kurdish population and debates on the 
return of Islamic value systems. 
The changes in Turkey are following a rapid 
rhythm, casting our traditional perceptions 
of the country and its priorities into 
question. In this context, Ifri’s Contemporary 
Turkey Program is pursuing its double 
objective of: 1. renewing the classical 
analytical instruments applied to Turkey and 
finding, within Turkey, representatives who 
embody and can explain the current rapid 
evolution; 2. feeding the Franco-Turkish 
debate in line with the Season of Turkey in 
France which has revived links between the 
two countries that had weakened in recent 
years.

Research Areas
Sub-Saharan Africa is rapidly changing. Its population will 
double in twenty years, and the continent at large is beco-
ming rapidly urbanized. Sub-regional powers are asserting 
their leadership and new forms of religion are emerging at 
the same time as new forms of solidarity. Ideologies are at 
the heart of the construction of new identities – religions, 
increasingly anti-Western discourse, agrarian and nationa-
list ideologies, etc. In addition, foreign actors, new and old, 
are fighting for influence in Africa, reviving an old struggle 
forgotten since the end of the Cold War: former colonial 
powers, former superpowers, and emerging powers: China, 
Libya, Algeria, Morocco, India, Iran, Brazil, Japan, South 
Korea, etc.

Will the state in Sub-Saharan Africa simply become one ins-
titution among the many that control and organize society 
(community associations, churches, traditional chiefs, war-
lords), or will it retain its dominance? What role will competi-
tion for agricultural land play in future conflicts? What will be 
the consequences of the presence of an increasing num-
ber of young men who are now less integrated into family 
structures and the local economic fabric, and thus easier 
to mobilize for political, military or other reasons? Will the 
tensions over raw materials and fossil fuels confine these 
countries to a vicious circle of debtor economics, in a new 
chess-game between economic powers ready to secure 
their supplies at all costs? How will the increasing develop-
ment and infrastructure needs (education, health, roads, 
water distribution, etc), created by demographic explosion 
and rapid urbanization, be paid for? The rapid urbanization 
gives rise to a formidable observatory from which to view 
the current transformation, with respect to issues such as 
the recomposition of identities and the emergence of mid-
dle classes.

These questions are addressed through three research 
areas:
– The evolution of the state in Sub-Saharan Africa, no-

tably when confronted with the emergence of oligarchic 
powers; the evolution of power during elections, and the 
establishment of flexible types of democracy.

– The growth of new ideologies (nationalism, demands 
for self-determination, anti-Western discourse); religious 
models (fundamentalist Islam, Evangelical Protestantism) 
and their impact on the political landscape.

– Africa in international relations, the Africa policies of 
Africa’s traditional partners and of emerging actors; ri-
sing competition over the continent’s resources.

One of the most significant consequences of the geostra-
tegic changes that have occurred in recent years is the es-
calation of military interventions around the world. However, 
there is a profound lack of debate in France on the strategic 
and operational implications of this phenomenon. 

This is why the Defense Research Unit (Laboratoire de re-
cherche sur la défense, LRD, in French) was created at 
Ifri. Its unique and innovative objectives and structure allow 
LRD to bring together civil and military experts from Ifri, 
the Army, and occasional outside partners. The LRD makes 
recommendations addressed to all security actors through 
its original research that is not tied to any institution.

The Security Studies Center and the Defense Research 
Unit publish two electronic series: “Proliferation Papers” 
and “Focus stratégique.”

Space  
Program

One of the world’s leading space 
powers, Europe regularly combines 
industrial accomplishments (Ariane, 
telecommunications satellites, Galileo) 
with scientific missions and the exploration 
of the universe. It plays a decisive role in 
making space safe through the EU’s Space 
Code of Conduct, proposed by the Union to 
the other global space powers. Analyzing 
the decision-making process and the 
wide range of stakes involved as well as 
establishing comparisons with other space 
powers (the US, Russia, Asia, etc) is vital in 
studying this area of European policy. 
Created in 2001, the Space Program aims 
to monitor and analyze Europe’s space 
policy as well as that of other major powers, 
publish studies carried out by experts on 
exploration, exploitation, and militarization 
issues, and facilitate dialogue between 
public and private actors. Having such a 
program at Ifri brings necessary and rare 
visibility to the political side of space issues, 
which are too often regarded only from a 
technical angle.

Research Areas
The Increasing Rarity of Hydrocarbon Resources 

The constantly growing dependence on fossil fuels requires 
that we continue to develop production and provision ca-
pacities. The program looks at the impact of this challenge 
on demand and investments. Since gas and oil are often 
found in highly unstable regions, the program examines 
the links between security and provision, energy depen-
dence and the gas and oil markets.

Greenhouse Gases and the Battle against Global 
Warming 

The new environmental constraints have a direct impact 
on public policies. The program analyzes global climate 
policies and the possibilities of a post-Kyoto accord. It also 
examines the evolution of carbon markets, notably the Eu-
ropean EU ETS system, and their impacts on investment 
decisions.

Global Energy Governance

While global energy demand continues to grow, adaptation 
of the institutions governing energy could become a major 
issue for all involved parties. The program examines the 
mechanisms of global energy governance and the ways in 
which new actors can change the way it functions.

European Energy Markets: Regulation and Integration

The need to develop new electrical capacities and to fa-
cilitate energy circulation means that more interconnec-
tions are needed both within the EU and between Europe 
and Russia. The program concentrates on the regulations 
required, on both the European level and the level of EU 
member states, to establish a Eurasian network.

Geopolitical Implications of Global Developments on 
Energy Markets

The emergence of China and India has added a new di-
mension to the geopolitics of gas and oil. The program exa-
mines the evolution of the relationships between producers 
and consumers, and studies the impact on the geopolitics 
of energy and developments such as the growing LNG (li-
quefied natural gas) capacities, progress on clean carbon 
technologies, and the price of CO

2
 emissions.

Research Areas
The Economic and Financial Crisis, and Global Gover-
nance

The financial crisis was no storm in a cloudless sky; many 
signs announced it but, for the most part, remained unde-
tected. The current recovery is certainly reassuring; national 
governments acted with great energy and the rebound of the 
financial sector has been swift. But this upturn is fragile; the 
risk of a relapse cannot be ruled out, which creates a 
general unease that still raises many questions. The era of 
easy financing “à la Greenspan” had been classed as a thing 
of the past, but it seems to be back. The real economy still 
faces major uncertainties; have we learned any lessons from 
the past? Whatever the developments of the economy will be, 
we are entering a difficult and uncertain period, going through 
“uncharted seas” (as the Americans say). Old patterns and 
even the idea of globalization have been called into question. 

Decision-makers need a global framework that will allow them 
to understand the structural dimension of the new facts borne 
out of the current situation. They also need operational ana-
lyses that foresee future developments in the world’s major 
economic regions – the US, emerging countries, Europe – 
while taking into account the uncertainties produced by the 
economic crisis and the growing geopolitical risks that go 
along with them. 

In terms of finance, insight into the evolution of important 
financial tools (credit-rating agencies, accounting regulation, 
oversight of financial activities, market regulation, etc), eva-
luation of regulation models (avoid “more regulation,” elabo-
rate “better regulation”), and the imagining and invention of 
methods of governance adapted to the new environment are 
crucial. Heads of state began the process of reforming global 
governance with G20 summits; ways forward were outlined 
and the calendar has been set, but what will come of it all 
in 2011? 

To respond to the resulting expectations, Ifri launched a work 
program in 2009, which is expected to last for three years. Its 
goal is to better understand the evolution of the economic and 
financial crisis and its implications in terms of governance. 

Global Governance  

After the beginning of the financial crisis, the G20 came to-
gether again, for the first time in Washington, in November 
2008. In Pittsburgh a year later, it was named the “principal 
international economic forum.”

The President of France underlined the fact that the G20 lay at 
the intersection of all paths; it could be either an instrument for 
managing the crisis or a method of directing better global go-
vernance. The President outlined several issues: the internatio-
nal monetary system, the excessive volatility of raw materials, 
and the legitimacy and institutionalization of the G20 itself.

The French presidency of the G20 in 2011 presents several 
challenges which will be debated at a large-scale international 
conference organized by Ifri. The speakers will be renowned 
experts, members of think tanks associated with Ifri for the 
monitoring of G20 since its origin, and coming from most of 
the G20 countries.

Emerging Economies and the Future of Globalization 

The most interesting aspect of globalization by far is the way in 
which emerging countries are able to disrupt the established 
international order. First known for their success in exporting 
manufactured goods, these countries are playing an increasing 
role in global economic affairs; China, India, Russia and others 
will be tomorrow’s main players and are active on all fronts. 
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Taking notice of the rapidity of the economic success of these 
countries, it is tempting to postulate a possible fundamental 
revision of the economic force relations that would, in turn, 
bring major political changes. 

These countries have considerable assets, but the challen-
ges they face, such as inequalities, social and political rights, 
and the environment, are just as great. Faced with such deep 
transformations, there is a need for in-depth analysis of the 
real strengths and weaknesses of these players in terms of 
economics but also in social, cultural and of course political 
areas. 

The goal is to better understand the interaction between the 
emergence of new economic powers and the future of globa-
lization. China was the principal theme of the research in this 
section in 2010 and will remain so in 2011. 

China-United States

The decade that has just passed has updated the powerful, 
and apparently unnatural, links that have intertwined China 
and the United States in the economic, financial, and monetary 
spheres, creating de facto an unprecedented form of solidarity 
and interdependence. Are they, by virtue of the reality principle, 
going to build a sustainable logic of cooperation – to the extent 
that they will share a global directorship in the form of a new 
hyper-power: Chinamerica? 

Franco-German Economic Dialogue

Germany and France have set out on the path to structural 
reforms. However, whether it is a matter of economic policies 
or of the monetary union, the two countries continue to have 
their disagreements. The quality of Franco-German rela-
tions remains an essential element of European integration, 
the functioning of EU institutions, and the success of the EU 
economy. Fundamentally, what are the French and German 
positions on the economic challenges that the EU faces? True 
Franco-German dialogue is needed today to identify core 
convergences and to eliminate superficial differences. To start 
the debate, macroeconomic governance and supply policies 
will be analyzed. 

In a climate of tension and turbulence, it is more necessary 
than ever to strengthen the quality of Franco-German dialo-
gue, notably with respect to economic issues.

For this purpose, a joint operation has been undertaken 
between Ifri and the Deutsch-Französisches Institut of Lud-
wigsburg, which, since 2008, has led to a series of round 
tables in Paris and presentations in Ludwigsburg, Frankfurt, 
and Berlin.

Research Areas

The program is focused on four areas of research and de-
bate and systematically uses a comparative approach. 

New Immigration Policies in Europe 

After 30 years of keeping borders closed to labor immi-
gration, European countries have started implementing 
new immigration policies: selective opening of borders, 
organization of legal immigration, the fight against illegal

immigration – a “global” approach that emphasizes part-
nerships between origin, transit and destination countries. 
But member states are struggling to harmonize their ap-
proaches. In 2010, the program continued its European 
Task Force on Irregular Migration Program in partnership 
with the British Barrow Cadbury Trust Foundation and the 
Conseil régional d’Île-de-France. With the help of the Real 
Instituto Elcano in Madrid, and at a time when Spain held 
the presidency of the EU, the program also organized a dia-
logue between French and Spanish researchers and elec-
ted officials on immigration policies and integration into 
Europe. Finally, the program coordinated a project in part-
nership with the Université Ouverte Migration and Moham-
med V University, and with the support of the OCP Group, on 
European immigration policy from a southern perspective.

The “Crisis” of National Integration Models 

For a long time, integration policies have been defined ac-
cording to major national models: French republicanism, 
Dutch and British multiculturalism, etc. Regardless of the 
deep differences among those models, all “old immigration 
countries” in Europe seem to be facing a similar crisis: in-
tegration debates question the effectiveness of traditional 
“models.” Is this problem specific to Europe? How are such 
things understood in other countries such as the United 
States and Canada? 
In partnership with the Réseau français des instituts 
d’études avancées (RFIEA), the Social Science Research 
Council (SSRC), the Agence nationale pour la recherche 
(ANR) and the Collegium de Lyon, the program led the first 
Franco-American edition of the DPDF program of the Social 
Science Research Council (New York) by organizing an in-
ternational conference entitled, Multiculturalism, Immigra-
tion and Identities: a Transatlantic Comparison, at the École 
normale supérieure in Lyon. In addition, a conference at Ifri 
looked at the French debate on national identity. Finally, the 
program organized, on this same subject, a “presidential 
panel” for the annual meeting of the American Sociological 
Association (ASA) in Atlanta. Co-organized with the Presi-
dent of ASA, this panel considered comparisons between 
France, the UK, the Netherlands, the United States, Canada, 
and Australia.

Institutional Discrimination 

Public institutions (armed forces, schools, hospitals, etc) 
are traditional integration “factories,” but do not avoid 
racial, ethnic, and religious discrimination. In this context, 
how can they still create a sense of “common belonging”? 
Is this best done through fighting discrimination or through 
affirmative action policies? Does “institutional” discrimina-
tion exist? How can these issues be addressed? Following 
research published in 2007 on the French armed forces 
and another in 2009 on the national police, the program 
has come to the last phase of its “Care and Discrimina-
tion in French Health Institutions” study, in partnership with 
the Conseil régional d’Île-de-France, the Haute Autorité de 
lutte contre les discriminations et pour l’égalité (HALDE, 
French Equal Opportunities and Anti-Discrimination Com-
mission), the French Hospital Federation (FHF) and the Pri-
vate Hospital Federation (FHP). It has also addressed the 
European dimension of antidiscriminatory policy in a “Note 
de l’Ifri”: Des directives à la Charte: une lecture critique 
des politiques européennes de lutte contre la discrimina-
tion raciale. 

Migrations and Development 

The idea of linking international migration regulation to the 
development of migrants’ origin countries is not new, but 
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became more salient at the beginning of the 2000s as an 
important dimension of migratory policies, particularly in 
the EU. To what extent can migrants be considered actors 
in the development game? How can remittances as well as 
the transfer of social and “human” capital contribute to the 
development of the migrants’ origin countries? This ques-
tion was the focus of several electronic publications in 2010.
