Our plants are bred and selected in the tough conditions of the Midwest with hot humid
summers and cold wet winters. We strive to breed plants not as a means, but with an
end in mind.

Our goals are simple- improved, durable, ornamental garden plants for our own climate
and the rest of the world! Qur plants are bred to stand the test of time, if they don’t
survive or thrive in the garden why bother.

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2021 was an exceptional year for our genetics and with supply chain building, the future looks bright.
Quality Cuttings now has 11 IPG items including our new Monarda bradburiana ‘Midnight Oil’ PPAF
available as an unrooted cutting with an additional five plants in the works for 2022. We have started
working with Danziger on Rudbeckia x ‘American Gold Rush” taking it worldwide to the EU, Ching,
Japan, Russia, Israel, and Brazil. We also have 4 more tissue culture items three of which will be 2023
introductions. The first is Ligularia x ‘Treasure Island” PPAF, a hybrid with dentata with exceptional foliage
available from Vitro Westland and roots from Rijnbeek. Geranium maculatum ‘Huggy Bear’ PPAF a large
chocolate red foliage form with pink flowers in May is available from Microplant. | hope fo have roots
available in the future too. Sanguisorba x ‘Lady Killer' PPAF is just the right size with lots of wine red
flowers from July on. Roots should be available in 2023. Schizachyrium scoparium ‘Sandhill’ PPAF has
extra wide powder blue foliage Y4” wide on very upright 4" tall plants. Tissue culture is available from
Microplant. In addition to Sandhill in 2023 we will have a short variety of Schizachyrium scoparium
called ‘Red Fox” PPAF.

For 2022 we brought two previous introductions back fo sell. Aster x “Arrested Development” is a very
compact hybrid with laevis only reaching 10—15" tall and flowering periwinkle blue in September.
Polemonium reptans *Soft Rain” is back with its iridescent blue flowers in May above finer foliage plants.
Eupatorium perfoliatum ‘Blind Date” PPAF is an improvement on Milk and Cookies after many years of
breeding. Larger chocolate red foliage on vigorous plants fo 4'+ have milky white flowers that are very
attractive to pollinators. Geranium pratense ‘MixTape” is a mix of blue flowers, on either green or red to
purple leaved plants that vary in size from 15-25”. Leucanthemum superbum ‘Flower Power’ PPAF is

a larger Shasta daisy compared to most new varieties and is part of the Garden Choice program. Hardy
plants grow 30”x30” on dome shaped plants. Scabiosa x ‘Breeders Hardy Mix" is a seed strain with
pink or blue flowered plants ranging from 12-24" tall. It is nice with low grasses and in sunny meadows.
My favorite intro of the year is Solidago x ‘Sugar Kisses’ PPAF a hybrid of a white and gold species.
Adaptable plants have strap like almost grassy foliage /2" wide on basal clumps. In July 18-24” upright
stems with sprays of lime green buds open to white petals and creamy yellow centers. URC should be
available from Quality Cuttings in 2022.

Our 6th annual Ornamental Grasses Day is planned for Friday, September 23rd, 2022. Come see our
oramental grasses at their peak.
