SADDAM:

We may substitute it with the
desirable method, which appears to
the public.

ABU USAMA:

I believe Mr. President that we must
request voting from the party
members.

SADDAM:

Celebrate by non-harmful methods,
which may hurt the public.

ABU-AHMAD

However, in regards to the army,
explosives and resistance did not
have to be reported, they are a
population of only 57 million.

ABU USAMA:

Besides that Mr. President, you
must issue instructions and orders to
our party members and to our
organizations, that for the upcoming
days, starting today, we need to
launch a celebration and a victory
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campaign, in a positive method, in
order to execute the enemy traces,
which affected our people.

I mean launching campaigns to
remove the traces as fast as
possible, for example, just like the
Qamuss effort in World War I, to
erase the war effect on the
Armenian women’s’ behaviors.

SADDAM:

We must first erase the negativity,
sins and then the other issues.

This way, our people will observe
positive and constructive
formations.

SADDAM:

When the people notice our party
members following this method,
they will then follow. Just find a
comfortable and rapid method. The
party method is usually very
effective.

ABU-AHMAD

I swear to Allah, that the enemy had
a major impact on the party’s spirit.
I mentioned that to you before, I did
not submit it in a letter; I considered
it an irrelevant issue. I just wanted
to identify what project, which he
wrote regarding the morale of the
party members. He mentioned only
the morale of the party members, in
the south, not including the north,
Baghdad, The Palace Center,
Al-Hillah, the effect on bridges,
Al-Amarah, Al- Nasiriyah, and

SADDAM:

Not to mention the hateful and
childish attack on Al-Nasiriyah, this
would never have crossed our mind.

By the name of Allah sir, you
should engrave at every city
entrance, and on every rock, how
many attacks were launched on it
by the enemy...

Wow Abu- Usama! I am impressed
with your way of thinking. You are
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right. Why do you think we trusted
the prophets? It is because they
recorded every incident.

ABU-USAMA:

Every city keeps its record, in order
to record the martyrs, numbers of
the children and the numbers of the
women. Every city will obtain
photos of the destroyed buildings,
in the event we build a museum, in
the future.

As well as improving negativity
among them. Let the Arabs, when
they come to visit the first time, to
observe what the betrayer
Americans have done.

MVO:

We need to generate more than just
a movie. ..

ABU-USAMA:

Yes, yes you are right. It should
contain comments for the future...

SADDAM:

It should be a very rare movie in its
nature, which no one has ever seen
before, in order to be
remembered... I mean in regards to
its party organizations and for the
Arabs to witness it themselves. ..

MV10:

Sir, God willing, the road opens, I
have 35 videotapes, which I would
like to record our events on them, in
‘ Arafat, France and in Algiers, in
order to prevent any exposure of
our army sites.

SADDAM:

Ask the Army personnel and the
ambassadors, to record all the
events, which will show the
world...to show how an Algerian
speaks for us and answers. You
record 35 videotapes, from all over
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the world, and through different
nationalities, to prove it. We need to
evaluate their quality first,
otherwise, it might be better for
us...I mean not better, but more
beneficial for us, to use our
newspapers and radio stations for
that purpose, instead of spending
millions of Dinars.

ABU-USAMA:

We also need sir, to stress our
gratitude to those who supported
Iraq, including the non-Arabs, such
as the Peace group...

MV10:

By the name of Allah, those peace
group people are not good!

SADDAM:

We do not need to mention details
about it. We should just say, “This
is special thanks, with respect,
appreciation and love, to those who
stood by us and supported us in a
way that proved their sincerity,
nationalism or their true
humanitarian support.” Just like
that, we do not mention names or...

MV10:

Sir, we met and talked to those
people in Al-Rashid City, they said
to us, “We are neutral group and we
only support peace.”

SADDAM:

They support the lawful side and
the unlawful side.

MV10:

If we acknowledge this group, the
public will criticize us, because they
are neutral.

ABU-AHMAD

We should mention special thanks
to the patriotism of the Muslims and
the Christians, especially to
Al-Jamahir group who are the main
base for Islam.

SADDAM:

Where is the Islamic base? I do not
know it, I swear to Allah!

ABU-AHMAD

All the people in the city included
special gratitude to the 99%
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religious Egyptian groups, who are
some of them, are prominent
respectable Egyptians, and they are
never influenced by even 5% of the
Islamic movements.

SADDAM:

The officials will try to buy them
for information; however, they will
never be able to buy them.

ABU-AHMAD

They tried to buy whomever they
could from their leaders, such as
Al-Ma’diyah and especially the
poor individuals however, they
could not buy the Al-Jamahir
leader. ‘Abass is a very good man...

SADDAM:

See if ‘Abass could arrange it.

ABU-AHMAD

When the uprising occurred, he sent
his representative, who attended our
meeting and provided assistance,
since ‘Abbas was busy.

SADDAM:

Even his representative is good...

ABU-AHMAD

Yes, I agree. I mean
Al-Jamahir... however, the
Al-Ma’diyah movement...

ABU-USAMA:

Ben Bella told me, “The
representative of ‘Abass is
untrustworthy and do not be misled
by him.” That is what he stated to
me

ABU-AHMAD

What do you think of his talk with
us?

SADDAM:

Abu-Ahmad Listen! I do not care
much for Al-Sheik, based on my
first impression of him, which is the
most important, in regards to how
he speaks and handles situations. I
noticed that he is a good politician
and religious leader; however, he
does not speak the truth.

ABU-AHMAD

After ‘Abass arrived from Saudi
Arabia and met with you, he
returned and prevented every
uprising, including Al-Mugqadra,
Al-Murtadin, Al-Tahrir, and other
party members. ..

SADDAM:

I believe he realized that politically

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he was secluded, and wanted to
return to politics.

MV10:

I believe Mr. President that he is
following his father’s, Ahmad Sa’id
Al-Deen, footsteps, He was...

He is a fake and I even consider Al-
Khomeini better than him. I mean
he is a fake from the Al-Faliq
family.

MV10:

Saudi Arabia does not like Algiers
or the Algerians; there is a
possibility that they might change
their opinion in the future. ..

SADDAM:

Algiers is under nationalism and
Islamic pressure, which did not
exist before.

MV11:

It is great country, especially the
Algerians sir!

MV1i2:

[UNINTELLIGIBLE]

[UNINTELLIGIBLE]

I heard a statement from Ahmad,
and from that other person,
Ghanimi, they all are young men.
They have a new political office
here, and the one in charge of the
students, is a young intelligent man.

ABU-USAMA:

There is one important issue, sir,
which I believe we must achieve.
We must establish from now on, a
radio station, which will be heard
easily accessibly and widely all
over the world, as Saudi Arabia and
Egypt, and you instruct them to
broadcast Baghdad. We need to
establish a research center, as well,
connected to this radio station, its
main task is to search for numbers,
facts and documents in regards to
the Gulf corruptions. Moreover, it
will broadcast to the region
regularly, in connection to their
budget, their money, their scandals
and their Western investments, not
in general, we should broadcast
information and numbers...then we
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end the truce period. Lately, when
the Gulf was granted truce, his
corruption and his money were in
peace, and everything else.

SADDAM:

On a political and diplomatic level,
it is considered inappropriate;
however, we may wait for a while, a
year or six months. I suggest that
we think this over.

ABU-USAMA:

That is fine.

SADDAM:

No, I am asking your opinion on the
matter.

MV10:

You mean I will say no to you! That
will indicate you are wrong and that
is a lie.

SADDAM:

What was the outcome of the truce?

MV10:

It caused public interference.

SADDAM:

You mean it caused interference,
and the majority of public security
was lost, which means that some
people established relations with
Saudi Arabia! However, we are not
opposed to that.

ABU-USAMA:

We will expose them to the Arab
Nation and to the whole world, in
order for the world to hear...

MV11:

Even the Shiite countries, we
created banners asking them to
listen to our station.

SADDAM:

Okay, then we must concentrate on
our Arab nation. Am I right? In
addition, to our party and all the
good people, I mean not just our
party. Whoever is following the
same path; we must support him
and help him.

ABU-USAMA:

We must do it right and establish a
radio station, from...

SADDAM:

I cannot help you with the radio
station issue. The Commander Latif
will assist you in this matter. I do
not know, for example, why our
radio station is not like Kuwait’s or
like Egypt’s...
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MV12:

Not just now, it was like that from
before.

SADDAM:

Some of the people understand that
we do not have an ocean to provide
signals for the radio, through the
waves, and we do not have the
ability, like America, in obtaining
radio stations on a large range,
based on their widespread areas.

ABU-USAMA:

Does Oman sir, have an ocean?
Why does Oman have a radio
station, which enables everyone to
listen to it from anywhere you go?
I am not talking sir, about right
now! I lived in Iraq through every
era, from the royalty rule until now,
and I have never witnessed an Iraqt
radio station, which enables you to
listen to Baghdad. I do not know
what the secret is.

SADDAM:

You should discuss this with your
friend Latif.

ABU-USAMA:

I do not blame the Commander
Latif, he did the best he could, and
however, this issue must be solved
from its roots.

SADDAM:

I need to bring a point to
Commander Latif’s attention, in
regards to his specialists; they are
either incompetent or understaffed.
I mean the engineers and the
specialists, who provide
consultation, when we purchase it,
use it and install it. I am afraid they
might be either lazy or incompetent,
because it is unbelievable that we
were never able to have a radio
station. All the Arabs in Italy,
France, England, Jordan, Syria, and
in Egypt, they state that they listen
to the other Arab radio stations, as
well.

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MV13: Saddam Hussein’s era, was the best
where, Iraq purchased the most
advanced equipment...

SADDAM: That was in the past, yes, when we
WETE gENErous.

MV13: We were generous and some
divisions are still benefiting from it,
however...

MV1i4: Sir I would like to discuss an issue,
although it is irrelevant to our
subject right now, we consider it
very important. During these last
ten years, our main concentration
was on Iran. We have the biggest
communication center for a country,
which broadcasts for Iran, for all the
opposition Iranian stations and the
Palestinians, after we ended the war
and until now.

in Saudi Arabia.

SADDAM: I also heard from all those places,
that our station is either not
operating or is hard to hear.

ABU-USAMA: You could hear it sometimes;
however, the connection is very
weak, unless you keep on trying

MV14:

[UNINTELLIGIBLE]

Whoever installed in the eighties
has, had no problems with it, as far
as parts or repairs. They stated that
Iran is not [UNINTELLIGIBLE]
When I went to Italy, and turned on
the radio, I heard stations for
Al-Qabhira, Sut-Al-Arab, and
Al-Sharq Al-Awsatt, very clearly,
as far as the Baghdad station, it
sounds very weak! That is the
condition of...

SADDAM:

This is not a major problem; we
could fix it with effort, even if we
could find an area in Qatar,
although I worry about such a
location.

MV14:

For example sir, our radio station is
considered one of the biggest
stations in the world, which extends
up to two thousand kilometers.
When I receive reports stating that
they are unable to hear it in Syria, it
does not make any sense from the
practical side, functional side or
from the technical side. How could
not be heard? Even in Oman it is
not heard.

SADDAM:

What is your point? I feel that I
must provide you with an answer.
What would you like me to say? We
mentioned that our power is not
small or weak, which means the
technicians who are in charge of
this issue, are not motivated enough
to become creative or
knowledgeable in this field. It
appears to be an ongoing
observation.

MV14:

We need sir, to solve this issue for
us; It is not good to have our radio
station line disconnected in Riyadh

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at all.

SADDAM:

We will sit down with Commander
Latif and discuss it with him. We
will request to speak with his
employers to convene with us about
the problem, just as we sit down
with our army troops, with our
farmers and with...until we are
completely convinced, then we
offer our support and assistance, or
at least solve their problems.

MV15s:

We need the people to hear us.

SADDAM:

People are hearing us; they want to
hear us from before, and since a
year ago.

ABU-AHMAD

We need to generate a radio station
in Egypt, in Al-Jazira, in the Gulf
and in Syria; They must hear us,
even if it causes hundreds of static.

MV14:

They used to tell us that they do not
hear our radio station based on their
hatred towards us.

MVieé:

Sir we thank Allah for our good
life. What are your expectations
toward the Americans’ situation, in
the upcoming days? Do you believe
they might try to...?

SADDAM:

I do not believe that the Americans
will accept this project easily as it
is, they might try to agitate the
situation, through other tricks, and
this is the first aspect. The other
aspect is I am not comfortable with
the Kuwaiti’s restraint in the first
four days, in Qazim City. Itis a
very devastating situation, since
Kuwait is located by the ocean, if
we withdraw in the first four days,
the opening area will be inside our
region. Kuwait or the American

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army could enter through it;
therefore, we are not sure of what
they might use as an excuse, in the
event we withdraw.

MV14:

In those four days, we shall
concentrate on the open field
towards them...

SADDAM:

This is a controlled revolution; they
send you a letter today to
implement it in the morning.

Mr. President, regarding the Iraqis
over there, how many Iragis do we
have in Kuwait?

MV17:

We only have Al-Asqar.

MVieé:

No, I do not mean that, I mean from
the citizens.

What are the citizens doing over
there?

There are few Iraqi citizens over
there; the offices and business are
open and it is easy for them to
conduct their affairs.

The Full Translation:

Saddam Hussein: they said that they wanted to state that to Iraq before the American
Congress Delegation meets me, but, as long as the American Congress Delegation
met me and couldn’t deliver these points to me, they want to deliver them now, one of
these points is that your emplaced missiles are threaten our American bases. As you
said, (Talking to Yasir Arafat), when you were in Beirut, and you said "it is time to
die, and now I can smell the breeze of heavens", it is the same for us, as long as the
small players are gone, and it is the time for America to play Directly, we are ready
for it, we will fight America, and with God's well we will defeat it and kick it out of
the whole region. Because, it is not about the fight itself, we know that America has
Air Force more than us while we have few, America has rockets more than us, but I
think that when the Arab people see real action of war is real not only a talk, they will
do the same and fight America everywhere, so we have to get ready to fight America,
we are ready to fight when they do, when they strike, we strike, we will strike any
American troops in the Arab Gulf with our Air Force, and then we will state it saying
that our Air Force has assaulted the American bases on that day. Therefore, when the
battle is on, you do not say how much did you lose and do not make expectations, or
even to make some expectations for the end of the battle. It is what happened for us
during the war with Iran, we made a lot of expectations for that war and we wrote a
lot of letters, even the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Comrade Tariq, no it wasn't
Comrade Tariq, it was Doctor Sa'dun Hammadi, I didn’t ask him to write a letter, 1
did it by myself saying "My brothers: what you are doing is war, please ask the old
specialists in the Ministry of Justice, because you are new to the system, also ask the
specialists in the Ministry of Interior sorry in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, maybe
they will guide you and show you from legal point of view that what are you doing,
striking cities, and occupying lands is a war . In other letter, ask the old specialists in
the Ministry of Interior, Ask the old specialists Zayn Al-Qaws and Sayf Sa'd are Iraqi
properties, you occupied Iraqi Lands and then you emplaced your cannons in it to hit
the rest of Iraqi lands. We tried, but when the war occurred, we did not make
expectations about how much we are going to lose, because it is something that must
happen. So be ready for this level of battle, in your land (talking to Yasir Arafat) you
don’t have a state, you don’t have oil or factory to be stroked, unlike us, we got out of
8 years of war, frankly, let me tell you something, if America strikes us, we will hit
back. We said that before, you know us, we are not that talkative type of people that
holds the microphone to say things only, we do what we say. Maybe we cannot reach
Washington but we can send someone who has explosive belt to reach Washington.
Our missiles do not reach America, but I swear if it does! I would strike it. We can't
keep silent like this, while the Americans are hitting Arabs or Iragis and say we can
do nothing, yes we can, we can send a lot people to Washington just like the old days,
for instance; the person with explosives' belt around him would throw himself on
Bush's car. However, the American Bases, which are all over the world, in Turkey...
etc, we can sweep them. We have to be ready for that level. Meaning, we shouldn’t
get fanned by talking only because we have to do what we say, it is a matter of
decision and commitment, all the words that we said came through chain of meetings
with the military officers, it didn’t go like that, what the missiles can do, what the Air
Force can do, we check our defenses and their requirements, we check our bases,
what are the commands to be sent for these bases, when Baghdad is stroke by the
Atomic bombs how we are going to react, we got all these expectations. It is not our
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choice I swear, but it is a must, whei the enemy comes and there is no heavy foot that
would stop it, the Palestinian issue and Arab situation won't be a good, so it Is not our
timing, if it our choice we would chose the right time, but it is a matter of necessity,
and we have to be obliged to the necessity which says that we have a strong attitude,
conspiracy comes from flexibility, this is an assumption that would never happen
because we never done it before, you make a decision, so make the right one ,( Yasir
Arafat Says: As always), am sure that all Arabs wish me good thing , what do they
want from us, we got out of the war on that day , meaning either you forget the
matter of Arab Union and the hope to restore Palestine ,or you let us do something ,
we will move to war , yes to war, the hope's gate towards Palestine and the gate of
development for any nation can't be closed by anyone , meaning, Palestine has been
occupied for along time and they say we are the invaders!, they let the war on for
eight years and blood shed all over and they call us invaders!! We know their
conspiracies, those Americans and Israelis. Maybe we stop for 20 days, and then we
hit back once upon time with rockets and Air Forces hitting Tel Aviv, we don’t have
to strike them daily; we will chose times so they will never now meaning of sleeping,
we are a disaster, good and flexible people but once, if someone is stuck with us, we
will not Iet him go unless he got on his knees, or crawl on the ground, we don’t have
something in the middle, we don’t want to negotiate, we don’t want any mediators, (
looking at Yasir Arafat and Saying : Right Abu-'Ammar?, Yasir Arafat Replies
saying: yes 100%). Today, one of my Arab brothers stood by my side and said that
someone says hi to you, he is on your side. I told him tell him hi back to him and tells
him that I know his attitude. We don’t know the mediators; we don’t know how to
work with it, this war we had with the Iranians, we don’t know how to mediate with
them, (Yasir Arafat interrupts saying, despite of my efforts in the Islamic,
Nonalignment and Eastern Countries), we don’t know this way, you either have an
enemy or friend, you can't have something in the middle , they are two , to be a
brother and friend on Arab level, or a friend on the world wide level, or enemy on
world level. Because we cannot hang these things, we used to be on that way and
thanks God, we like it that way. So Sab'awi (talking to one of the Iraqi delegation
members), get all of you old books , coordinate with the Intelligence System Director
and our Palestinian brothers to check every single place that the Americans exist in,
within the Middle East area, even if some American man came to Greek for trade, we
have to know about him also . This is the battle; we have to be beasts in the battles, to
remain beasts to the next, (Yasir Arafat Says: Yes ...Beast.).

(Sheikh 'Abd-al-Hamid Al-Sa'ih from the Palestinian delegation speaks to Saddam
and says according to this, we have to get ready for the battle) Saddam says: and the
battle develops, for me, I do my own expectations according to nation's quantities and
requirements, let say how many cannons do we have, how many Air crafts we have,
but the most important is, what we have seen in the war. (Translator Comments: The
tape stops and Saddam resumes talking starting with information) Information for
Israel, they would get in and strike us, so we have to be ready for that level of war.
(Yasir Arafat Interrupts and says: almost like what they have done in Panama)
Saddam says no, not like panama, (Yasir Arafat says I mean the way that they got in)

I wish maybe USA needs to get a hard lesson. I wish they occupy Iraq; I want them
to get in, so we sweep all of them. (Unidentified person talks to Saddam saying What
about the Qil, they would think that we would burn it) Saddam says , I will give them
guarantees that I am not going to burn the oil , let them in, let them get their army and
to start from Al-Faw borders, I will demolish them all, (Unidentified person talks to
Saddam saying: but they won't take a risk on that). Panama! Panama is nothing while
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comparing to us, I swear Abu 'Ammar we are something different, they will roast
them and eat them. (Unidentified person talks to Saddam saying his talk, which is
more effective than works). Abu 'Ammar ,it is about the timing , if we have the right
timing and the situation of Arab countries and Palestinians are fine , we would see this
talk applied on real, but as long as we are on this way, we will never make it and the
enemy wont give us the chance for it , when the enemy saw a rocket , he said that Iraq
owns missiles that would reach Tel Aviv, well Tel Aviv has missiles that reach all
Arab countries , Iraq has Chemical weapon and successfully used it on Iranians, and
Iraq won't think twice about Striking Israel with Chemical weapons, when you ask
Israel , why would the Iraqis use the Chemical weapon against you ? The answer is to
restore Palestine for the Arabs, and do not assault Arabs and that is it! Therefore, you
do not have to be afraid of the Iraqi Chemical weapon anymore. But Israel owns the
Atomic Bomb, this is not a big deal, it is a right for it, (Yasir Arafat says: also the
atomic, chemical and germ bomb, it has 240 nuclear warhead for Arab countries, 12
nuclear war head for every Arab country, these things wont threat the Arab security)
Saddam continues saying: I am saying these words and am completely calmed
wearing my civilian suit, (Yasir Arafat says unclear words for joking), (another
unidentified person says it is a matter of diplomacy). Saddam resumes saying: so, I
am saying these words because we have to be ready for that level, maybe we say
some words that could make people happy and make us happy too, and we don’t
know what these words mean, today also, I insured that thing in front of the
parliament, I said we are Arabs, since we were kids, we learned that in the school by
Abu-Khaldun (Sati' Al-Husari) who is not Iraqi, he taught us that we are Arabs, from
Najd to Yemen and from Egypt to Tatwan ( Arab Poem), so, it is not a political theory
so they say we made that theory and violated the rules of the International Law,
meaning that being Arabs is old thing , so the word Arabs means; that we have duties
and rights ,among these duties, is to defend Arabs ,we can't change the fact of being
Arabs after we learned it since we were kids! In addition, Arab nations exist since we
were kids. We say, "We are Arabs, and we are one nation, and we don’t defend
Arabs! We can't make it make it that way, in order not to have dualism, especially,
God gave us fortune and gave us the ability to do so, we say we are Arabs and we
defend our Arab rights, (Saddam looking to one of the Palestinian delegation saying:
Right Sheikh?) Saddam resumes talking: so what we can do. (Yasir Arafat interrupts
him saying until victory.) Saddam resumes talking: do you call this assault? We did
not forget Palestine and our Palestinian brothers, they call us the invaders while Israel
occupied Palestine, rape the Palestinian women and kill the kids daily and they are not
invaders! .we know this reason before, the diplomatic language , no one has talked
about Palestine since long time ago and the Arab union as if it is shame to talk about it
, it is like when someone is talking about the Arab union and Palestinian issue his
head down because of being shame of talking about that thing, Israel did it because no
one talked about it and if someone talks about it he is not Palestinian , he is invader, it
is the same for us , have you ever seen someone who has been in war for 8 years and
at last you call him invader? Even if he is invader from the start, is there any invader,
who can keep in war for 8 years? So do you want to step on Arabs' dignity daily and
everybody has to keep silent, so you did not call anyone invader? That’s it, when we
get mad, we get mad for while but we get real mad. (Yasir Arafat interrupts saying:
Be aware of the silent when he gets mad.) Saddam resumes talking: put God in front
of your eyes always, (Yasir Arafat says together until victory.), Saddam resumes
talking: with God's power, 1 can see the victory in front of my eyes.
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(Sheikh 'Abd-al-Hamid, One of the Paléstinian delegations says: God has his own
people, if they want something, He will achieve it for them, so when they have
determination and well to do so he will achieve it for them) Saddam resumes talking
to one of the delegation member saying: Right 'Abdallah? Before, when we were in
Cairo, and we sentenced to death, why did we call 'Abdallah Al-Hurani to come for us
from Gaza, as long as the Palestinian issue is new one? What for? Now they call us
the presidents, we are not presidents we are fighters. (One of the Palestinian
delegation members says: you know something Mr. President, your high spirit is not a
new thing for you since I met you in Cairo, and it is the same for the Iraqi people.

The delegation
accompanying him includes the legal
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counsel to the special committee and
there is also the official spokesperson,
that is British, and there is also that
Americanized Russian, thus a recorded
proceeding to reach all parties.

The political meeting, was from our
point of view, I wanted from my side
and from the side of the comrades in
attendance was to inform him in a clear
and a concise way without any
discrepancies and he, at the same time,
had inquiries which were outside the
circle of technical responses.

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simple armament industry and this
industry was developed during the
period of war with Iran due to the threat
facing us.

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So you come and search for European
contexts or classical contexts in the
behavior and you want to apply it on a
case that is not a classical case. That is
the first thing.

Second, when we were confronted we
faced this type of aggression and this
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danger that threatened the existence of
our people and our land, we I mean,
took a decision as a political leadership,
and I am a part of the political
leadership, that whatever we can save to
face this aggression, we saved.

First in money. I told him we are an
organized state, you come ask us that,
okay you spent several million dollars.
Where are its documents and where are
the accounts so we could know exactly?
I told him yes we are an organized state
we have an efficient ministry of
planning that works entirely on budgets
and has an account but there are two
areas given the disposition and spending
because of this type of threat. The first
at the beginning of the war especially
was the purchase of weapons and
military supplies. We became isolated.
The Soviet Union cut us off. The ships
heading from the Gulf to the port of Al-
Qasr were turned back and we entered a
war without a source of armament.

We, yes used to give bags, bags we
would bring and put a bag in his hand
and tell him here are ten million, twenty,
fifty million, go get whatever you can,
find tanks or artillery or equipment, go
bring it, we did this. Not all of this is
orderly nor does the Iraqi state work this
way, nor all the Iraqi army works this
way. But for this performance
especially it was required to face the
exceptional aggression we encountered,
we used to do it.

Is it risky? It is risky. Are there losses?
There are losses. But when you measure
it with the current situation we consider
that it was good and necessary and we
do not regret it. That is on one side.

The other side is armament. I told him
that, as a political leadership you now
tell me about international charters,
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international charters, yes, we are a state
that respected international treaties. But
Khomeini was not respecting any
international treaty. So I am not
supposed to respect international treaties
so that Khomeini can come violate my
country, and exterminate my people.
International treaties are respected when
warring parties respect them. But when
a party does not respect it the other party
finds itself obliged to behave to protect
itself.

I told him so we authorized the workers
for the military production that any
weapon they could produce let them
produce it. They asked, can we improve
the missile? We told them to tmprove it.
They said, can we produce chemical
weapons? We told them to produce
chemical weapons. They said can we
produce biological weapons? We told
them to produce biological weapons.
Everything that the technicians and
experts came and told us that they can
produce, we told them, yes, produce it.
And we use whatever we use when
necessary. The decision for use is a
political decision, but the work is
absolute.

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Iran, were not producing biological
weapons, had not reached the
production stage, and the production
continued. A reservoir, you tell me, you
put in propellers for a reason to,
propellers, meaning armed with bombs
and missiles, we tell you no, we did not
need to. I mean the danger was not a
permanent one on us. Iran was no longer
a permanent danger on us and we had a
retaliatory force sufficient for the
possibilities of renewing the conflict
between us and Iran. So we did not need
armament.

You think of Israel, I told him yes, in all
the Arab countries: Egypt and Lebanon
and Syria and Jordan and Iraq, this is
historical since the year *48 until, like,
the Madrid conference, these countries
are countries that take precautions
against Israel. And build their military
and retaliatory capabilities taking Israel
into account. This is well-known, this is
history, the Iraqi army fought in 48
with the Arab armies, in *67 it did not
reach it but it was heading towards it, I
mean there were military sectors
heading to Jordan during the first
launch.

And we do not apologize for that and
during my meetings when I was minister
of foreign affairs during the war with
“Klovchefson” and with Germany’s
foreign minister when they raised these
issues I was frank and clear with them
and I told them we have the right to
possess what will enable us to retaliate
against an [inaudible] aggression.

Also Israel has nuclear weapons and this
1s against international laws and treaties
and you cannot tell me that Israel has no
biological or bacterial weapons
therefore, I..., so if you would like to
search for the political thought or for the
philosophy behind the Iraqi military
industry, this is it.

But for us, you know, we entered the
war in *91, we did not use it, except for
the missiles which are considered
conventional weapons, so it is not
considered non-conventional weapons.
We did not need to change the
biological stockpile into weapons
because the war with Iran was not over.
When the war and its possibilities with
America came, we destroyed them.
Your group said that you destroyed
them in September and October and you
did not have a security council
resolution for a war against you. I told
him why, we, what are you, these people
are ignorant. Directly after the events of
August a theory called the surgical
operation came into existence, meaning
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the surgical operation and this surgery
or this idea was preponderant for several
months that America will conduct a
strike called surgical against our
military and industrial establishments.
This was a known truth I mean another
thing Margaret Thatcher and George
Bush were talking about article 50 of the
United Nations Charter that permits
them to launch a war without the
approval of the security council. I said
later, later, did they go to the security
council when Gorbachev wanted a cover
to go to the security council and after
that Gorbachev accepted four billion
dollars and went to the security council.
He benefited from the cover of the
security council in order to accept a
bribe. And Mitterrand needed the cover,
Bush forced him to go to the security
council and made a resolution.

I told him we know this policy. We
were living its details; therefore there
was danger on us. We knew and we
estimated, as a political leadership, that
this stockpile or this weapon cannot be
used in this type of conflict because the
opposing party possessed a nuclear
weapon therefore if you use this
weapon, the other party will use it as an
excuse to use nuclear weapons against
you. Its remainder as a stockpile puts us
in danger when it would be hit.

will be biased and hostile.

And the first thing to explain this to be
prejudiced and hostile is the speaker. I
told him, you, we hear stories that are
going on between you writing that there
are in the Iraqi leadership doves and
falcons and I was described as being at
the forefront of the moderates and
doves. I told him yes I am at the
forefront of moderates and doves but
this means that the leader of the doves
will be the first one to infer that your
position is biased and hostile, which will
necessitate action and I previously told
you in the past that there is no point in
continuing to work with you and the
Security Council if you do not give us
our right.

You want to call it threat? I told him
that I will not enter into an argument
with you over words. We have the right,
we, you asked us to do things which we
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executed. We have a right that you lift
the economic embargo, economic siege
[inaudible]. Give us our right and we
will continue to work with you to the
end. You don’t give us our right, we will
not continue with you. And this is clear,
I made it clear to you last time and I am
now, without doubt so that it is
understood to you. And go tell the
Security Council, tell them this is what
Tariq Aziz told me.

He told me this is how things are with
the Security Council. I told him even
your friends; I told him send my
greetings to the enemies and friends
alike. We respect the friends and want
all of them to be our friends. And we
want - [ am very cautious in having a
majority in the Security Council that
understands and supports our cause. But
you see we will not give up our cause
because even our friends consider it
when they are not too busy with
something else, then, they will get busy
themselves with.

See this Bosnia, what does it mean? All
the countries are busy with it while the
number of people who are dying in
Bosnia does not exceed 10% of the
people who die daily in the Iraqi
hospitals and no one cares about us.

And we will not let go of our cause even
our friends when they remember us
barely continue to follow this issue. We
have a right. The Security Council
whether it was America or the entire
Security Council has to make a decision
in this regard. It has to give us our right.
We want a majority in the Security
Council, we do not have a majority, this
another topic, so no, I mean I will not
take into account your analysis that
there are people who will be upset and
others who won’t or that there will be
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people who will take advantage of this
issue and others who won’t. And I told
you last time I told you, you see, the
worst thing you could do is to hit us, the
Americans, and I told you this at that
time, two months ago, that this is
something that does not scare the Iraqis.
And we would like to know that we
keep complying complying complying
in the hope that the embargo is lifted
and we could export oil. If we will not
export oil, then we will tell our people
that we do not have any oil. We only
have oil for our own consumption.
There is no oil; we go back and live as a
nation and people and we were a great
people and state in previous centuries
and settings there weren’t? Our people
will get used to and everyone will look
after himself. I told him this is a clear,
simple, and honest statement. This is our
position.

This documents encompasses internal correspondence and memos between various IIS
Departments regarding information leaked concerning the capture of Abu Al-'Abbas by Iragi
authorities. Accordingly the Interpol in Rome requested that he should be handed to them for his
involvement in the hijacking of the Italian ship Achille Lauro and killing an American tourist and
throwing him overboard in 1985. The IIS claimed that such information was fabricated to allow
the American Administration to continue to apply the sanctions and to label Iraq as a country that
harbors terrorists.

The title of the current crisis is the absence of future security for the peace process which has
long been studied and presented to our people as the beginning of salvation. Both America
and the Zionist enemy are governed by its course and exercise pressure to extract new
Palestinian compromises that exceed by far what was agreed upon in Oslo and later on. This
is the Palestinian leadership's situation for which it can't be envied: it can neither progress
forward nor retrace its steps in addition to its problems resulting from intermittent confusion,
weakness, impotence and despair. It has no alternative, solutions or answers that could
convince anyone, especially people belittling and mocking the position of the authority and
its constant compromises the last of which included agreeing to the American initiative and
the 13% redeployment according to severe Israeli security conditions, along with other
important matters.

Expressing this love and respect in all my meetings with him; I have felt love for Iraq and its
fighting leader especially more vividly on the popular level though all the people I have met.
Questions always revolved around Iraq and its leader and his determination and brave stands
for his principles. During the wide range of duties we performed on the occasion of the
anniversary of the Palestinian Liberation Front, we felt that Iraq and its leader were in the
conscience and mind of the Palestinian person and that the popularity and support we
received on this occasion and its accompanying events and duties were essentially due to us
having come from Iraq and being with Iraq.

While delivering the main speech in the central fair of the Palestinian Liberation Front which
was attended by over five thousand persons representing all Palestinian political powers,
there was much warm applause by the people and political detachments when we extended
our greetings to (The guardian of the Nation, the leader Saddam Hussein and to Iraqg, its
determination and firmness). This usually doesn't happen on the Palestinian scene except
when Iraq and the leader Saddam Hussein are mentioned.

During our meeting with them, all political powers from different movements were intent on
sending letters of respect and appreciation in addition to the desire of visiting Iraq and
establishing stronger relations with it.

During my stay in Gaza, I visited the Hamas Movement leader, Sheikh Ahamd Yasin, upon
his request and after his return from his Gulf tour. He welcomed me with warmth and we had
a long conversation regarding different interests and affairs. I would like to include his
question (Why did Iraq refuse to welcome me) here along with my answer in the presence of
over one hundred of hi supporters (In my opinion, O great Sheikh, you went about in the
wrong way to reach Baghdad; our Arab habits impose on us that the greatest of the people
(TC: possibly Saddam Hussein) be visited first, while you wished to visit Baghdad after the
Gulf and Kuwait.

And it’s the meanest gates, this is one point, and the other is that we heard you directed a
letter to Iraq upon a request of Kuwaiti presidents asking to unleash Kuwaiti prisoners of war
and you considered it as a condition for visit, and this means to Iraqi people that you agree
with issues pertaining to harming Iraq and justifying the siege on Iraq, is this possible, and
why you didn’t ask Kuwaiti presidents to unleash hundreds of detained Palestinians) he
became confused and mumbled and pointing that he doesn't know that there was arrested
Palestinians in Kuwait, witnesses from his side assured that there was arrested Palestinians-
from political and security aspect- we made several meetings with delegates on behalf of our
nation inside our occupied lands in 1948, and we had visitors from many delegates from
many locations and many political, national, and Religious trends. I would like here to point
at the visit of the brothers/ Arabian Democracy Party deputies- and religious trend which is
Arabic bloc participating in the Israeli Cabinet through four members under chairmanship of
Mr. 'Abd-al-Wahab Darawshih.

Their visit to us were carrying main aim which is passing on their regards to Saddam Hussein
and the real leadership and their desire to visit Iraq with a delegation participated with —'Abd-
al-Wahab Darawshih, Talab Al-Sa'igh, 'Abd-al-Malik Al-Dahash, Tawfiq Al-Khatib, All of
them are Israeli Cabinet members ( they enjoy the kind of protection that would permit such a
visit) .

The most important thing that we found supporting and enthusiasm in those people to Iraq
and his freedom fighter, I would like to point at those people that there is no king of
connection between them and any kind of Jews Parties and they always expressed their
national stand inside their occupied home and a real supporters to Iraq in addition to leading
activities

In my opinion there is no harm to evaluate their status and their role and to gather audiences
and making several activities in 1948 places during the facing with America and search
committees.

I can see that the current circumstances and givens inside Occupied Lands (TC: Occupied
Lands mean Palestine) and inside the Zionist institutions are not impossible to penetrate or at
least place it under a microscope

It entered Kuwait in
the early sixties of the past century in the form of cells in
the region of the Seteen (Qadseyah and Keefan) and used
the Mosques to practice its activity.

500.

In 1996 this movement split amongst the following
designations:

First: “Youth for the call for the Salafis” Its most
distinguished founder is Dr. Waleed Al Tabatyani,
currently a member of the National Council of Kuwait.

Heritage” Its most distinguished founder is Khaled Al

Third: “Salafis Jurisprudence Society” Its most
distinguished is Dr. Hamed Abdullah Al Ali, a former
member of the National Council.

. The organization structure of this movement is subject to

complete secrecy, and its membership is not publicly
known. It is forbidden to talk about its structure for the
protection of its leaders lives. For fear of what might
happen to them, like what happened to the leaders of the
Muslim Brothers in Egypt, or the Islamic Relief
Assembly in Algeria.

. There is no recognized system to join the group, but it is

done by selection as determined by its leaders, specially
the individuals who attend their meetings and
symposiums.
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i. Their position towards the ruling family of Al Sabbah is
presented by changing several articles of the constitution.
They clearly reject the hereditary rule, and favor the
counseling system.

j. As for their position towards the country [Iraq] especially
after the 1990 incidents, this movement was the only one
that all its members stayed in Kuwait and did not leave
with the presence of our forces there. They formed what
was known as the Public Committees which performed
acts of sabotage and vandalism against our troops.

k. The most distinguished members of this movement
including all its branches are: Khaled Al Sultan, Ahmed
Bager, Jassem Al Oun, Badr Al Ebeid, Fahd Al Areeman,
Mofreh Nahar Al Meteiry, and Dr. Waleed Al Tabatbani.

Your letter 346 on dated 28/10/2001, we give below the information that we were able to
obtain about the Salafis Movement in Kuwait:

1.

The Islamic activity in Kuwait is formed of groups,
assemblies and organizations. Most important is the Muslim
Brothers, the Salafis movement, Jihad [struggle] movement,
the Call for Islam movement, the Communist movement, the
Liberation movement and the Moderates.

The Salafis movement was called so; because they claim
following the pious salaf, or the Sahaba [the apostles of the
Prophet], God bless them. As you know, the meaning of
Salaf in the Arabic language is the first ancestors.

The Salafis movement was first founded in the Arab
Peninsula, specifically, in Saudi Arabia. Muhammad Bin
Abdul Wahab was the first caller and leader for it. It was
spread in most of the Gulf States, especially Kuwait in view
of its proximity. Kuwait is ruled by Bedouins who relate to
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the (Anza) tribe. This is the same tribe of Ala [the family of]
Saudi [Rulers of Saudi Arabia]. Kuwait has previously
hosted the King of Saudi Arabia when he was expelled from
Najd. [illegible word] Salafism was spread in Kuwait.

4. The Salafis most important principle is to fight heresies

1. The movement has a remarkable activity in Kuwait as a result of its distribution of
cassette recording tapes and religious books in the Mosques. It represents 10% of
the inhabitants. Secondly, its importance is due to its membership being made of
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highly efficient elements with social and financial authority. These elements give
it power in movement and attract people.

2. Some of its distinguished members:
a. Hagem Al Meteiry works as an engineer for Public Works. An element
known socially; of Kuwaiti origin.

b. Nasser Al Sane’a, member of the Kuwaiti Peoples Council. He won
the election because of his popularity and his capabilities without any
support from the Government. Graduated from the Faculty of Law,
Cairo University in the seventies. While in Egypt, he worked with the
Muslim Brothers. Born 1954, his father is a known businessman in
Kuwait. In April 2001 he visited the United States, as part of a
Kuwaiti delegation of the Kuwaiti Peoples Council by invitation from
the U.S, Congress. While in the States he was interviewed by CBS
news. In his interview, he explained that the United States was
terrorizing the Muslims worldwide. As a result, the United States
directed a strongly worded letter to the Foreign Ministry of Kuwait
explaining that they liberated them from Iraq. The letter went on to
say that with such presentations continuing, they will leave them to the
Iraqi regime. As a result, Sabbah Al Ahmed called the aforementioned
and reprimanded him for his declarations. The aforementioned told Al
Sabbah that he was saying the truth and that he did not mention
anything wrong, and he asked, “What was the evidence of the United
States against Osama Bin Laden?”

3. After the incidents of 9/11 in the United States, the pressure from the American
Government on the Kuwaitis prompted the later to perform a wide campaign
against the organizations collecting charitable donations to curtail their efforts and
reduce their religious and charitable activities.

Members of the movement are saying that the Kuwaiti authorities started to get
closer to the Shiite trend. In the beginning of December 2001, the U.S. Navy
drowned one of the vessels that were carrying a shipment of weapons from Iran to
the Shiites in Kuwait. The Kuwaiti side suppressed the news and claimed that the
ship was carrying Iranian salt and foodstuffs. They also picked up its crew of nine
persons.

We obtained from one of our trustworthy informers a document issued by the Embassy of
Jordan in Kuwait, which included:

1. The Kuwaiti Council of Minister formed a committee to study the suggestions
to organize the work and activities of the charitable organizations, some of
which has been become accused of terrorism. The committee will focus on

two axis:
a. How do they collect money [fund raising]?
b. How to control it?
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The Council endorsed several important measures to organize the operation
and activities of the charitable organizations. The purpose of these measures

was to show a clear audit trail of their charity and transparency under the
umbrella of the law. The committee directed the formation of a higher
committee to be headed by the Deputy Prime Minister and the Minister of
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Interior Sheikh Mohamed Al Khaled to finalize the text and put it in practical
terms:

The council also decided to close all committee branches and
organizations not licensed or to give them an opportunity to
legalize their position within three to six months period.

All licensed charitable organizations will be subjected to an
accounting audit. They will not be allowed to open bank accounts
without the prior approval of the Ministry of Social and Labor
Affairs. All transfers will be controlled subject to examination by
local auditors.

Donations from Kuwait to foreign countries will be made on the
principle of ‘from country to country’. Disbursement of donation
money will be subject to the supervision of the Embassies of
Kuwait.

The Deputy Prime Minister, also Minister of Interior Sheikh Mohamed Al Khaled, made
the Speaker of the Kuwaiti Peoples Council Gassem Al Khorafy, aware of the plan of the
four member ministerial committee assigned to examine the charitable work and their
directives about the charitable organizations during the coming stage. Al Khaled was
reported as saying that the committee should not defame the reputation of the
organizations. Well informed sources said that the chairman of the ministerial committee
was preparing the environment for the issue of harsh decisions against the organization
and their violating subsidiary committees. This was not easy to issue in the light of the
Heads of the Charitable Organizations and their subsidiary committees’ objection
towards government interference. They argued that they were established with the
knowledge and consent of the authorities and were working in adherence with
government regulations. The ministerial committee was insisting on applying articles
three and five of Law 29 for 1994 which necessitated the closing of organizations not
licensed, before allowing them time to legalize themselves and change their status.

o Sources considered that recent world incidents prompted the government to take these
measures, which were similar to measures taken by many countries in the world to
dehydrate financial sources for terrorist groups, which was in response to a
Resolution issued by the United Nations in this regard. The French News Agency
reported that their Liberal Representatives welcomed these measures. While the same
agency reported that the representative Mohamed Al Beseiry, spokesman for the
Kuwaiti Islamic Constitutional Movement, was warning of the danger of liquidating
any charitable institution, came as a response to American pressure aiming at limiting
the charitable work which was concentrating their effort in regions of tension
especially in Asia and Africa. The Gulif charitable organizations were suffering from
accusations against them, because of suspicion in financing the activities of Osama
Bin Laden and Al Qaeda organization which were spearheaded by him.

Government sources have indicated that the committee would present their first
report to the Council of Ministers weekly meeting in preparation for their consent and to
start their implementation. Government sources said that the committee will concentrate
in their study on two subjects. First how to collect donation money [fund raising] and the
second to establish controls on the money collected, emphasizing that all these donations
will be though the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The source concluded that these controls
will not be aimed against the charitable work but to protect it from those who suspect it.

The most prominent directives
coming out of the ministerial committee assigned to conduct the study under the
chairmanship of the deputy prime minister and Minister of Interior Sheikh Mohamed
Al Khaled was to crystallize their final and practical form, and second:

a. Close all subcommittees and organizations that are not licensed, and allowing
them a six months period to legalize their position.

They will not be allowed to open bank accounts without the prior approval of the
Ministry of Social and Labor Affairs. All money transfers will be controlled and
subject to examination by local auditors.

c. Donations from Kuwait to foreign countries will be made on the principle of
‘from country to country’. Disbursement of donation money will be subject to the
supervision of the Embassies of Kuwait. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs should
have prior knowledge of where the disbursements are being made and to whom.

d. Disbursement of 70% of the funds collected for donations should be made to the
poor and needy inside the country. Only 30% of donations are considered
commensurate for foreign disbursement, unless the donor specifies the
disbursement of his/her Zakat abroad.

e. Charitable Organizations are not allowed to employ individuals without valid
residence status.

f. Fund raising boxes are not allowed in public market places. They are only
allowed in Mosques.

g. Charitable organizations and committees are not allowed to employ labor has no
valid residence cards.

These directives that were agreed upon in the Council of Ministers meeting were referred
to the Ministerial Committee for implementation and the submission of a report about
them next week.

Below is the information provided to us by the Algerian friend Mohamed Hemeid Amine,
Editor-in-Chief of the Asian Studies Center, about the Kuwaiti Charitable Organizations.

1. Islamic Inheritance Restoration Society:

a. A Charitable Organization whose objective is to restore the Islamic
inheritance. It is a Salafis society follower to the Government, with its
headquarters in Peshawar.

b. Was concerned with humanitarian work, since its establishment in the
eighties, inside the Afghani refugees in Peshawar. Was active in
paying rewards, building mosques and drilling water wells.

c. Suspicion around the society started when it was headed by the Libyan
Abdul Mohsen in the mid nineties. He was accused with helping a
suspicious Libyan group. He was dispensed with and replaced by the
Palestinian Abu Hareth Khalil Al Zobor.

d. Its activities and finances were frozen after the incidents of September
2001 and have become prohibited to operate. Its Arab laborers were
arrested and search was currently continuing for its head. In spite of
that, their activities were not finally suspended. The Ameer of the
society Saged Meer submitted a complaint to the Supreme Court to
revoke the prohibition of its suspension in his capacity as
representative in Pakistan.

2. The Call for Islam Committee:
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a. This organization originates from the Muslim Brothers in Kuwait known
as the Islamic Reform Society.

b. Was established in the end of the eighties to provide aid to the Afghani
refugees and the Jihad organizations.

c. In 1993 it was transferred to Islamabad, after the campaign against the
Afghani Arabs and the travel of most its Egyptian labor and others to work

outside Pakistan.

3. The Kuwait Crescent Society:

Most of its activity was building the largest hospital in Afghanistan in 1987,
known as the Kuwaiti Hospital, which receives the Afghani wounded and others.

Your letter M4 D1/3/1/232 dated 19/7/2001, below is the information that is available to
us through the diplomatic community:

L. Upon the destruction of the American destroyer Cole in the Harbor of Aden on
12/10/2000, the United States in the Gulf and
the Middle East maximized their efforts to protect the citizens of their country and
heirproperics.
They took advantage of the state of worry and suspicion that spread
all over the Kuwaiti street and government offices, as a result of the increased
American and British military and civilian presence and the unjustified
expenditure under the pretext of defending Kuwait. That state warned of civil war
planned by destructive elements.

2. This resulted in revealing a multinational Islamic network in Kuwait that
has hiding places for arms in remote desert locations in Kuwait. According the
confessions of the suspect, Mohamed Abdullah Al Dossary, a former soldier in
the Kuwaiti Armed Forces, it was proved that he had wide connections with Arab
and Gulf activists and fundamentalists. He has previously participated in some
meetings of the network in the Ahmady region. He also participated in the storage
of arms. In his confessions he indicated that the network had intensive activities in
Kuwait and Beirut where meetings took place with some elements that provided
assistance to Bin Laden.

3. Inaddition to the arrival in Kuwaiti elements with a group of Arab Afghanis to
Lebanon that participated in training camps in the Lebanese Beka’a Valley.
These meetings resulted in contracting for large quantities of arms that were
exported to Kuwait where it was stored in secret shelters prepared for that purpose
in the desert of Kuwait.

4. — intensified their activities in Lebanon
where they found four groups who were part of the Propitiatory and Immigration
Organization who constantly frequented Kuwait with fake passports. They helped
in finding outlets for storage of arms and munitions.

5. Inthe beginning of 2001, while conducting a Gulf Summit Meeting in Bahrain,
the ruler of Kuwait left Manama and before the completion of the summit, he
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traveled by land via the iron bridge between Bahrain and Saudi Arabia. His
brother Sabbah Al Ahmad departed by his special yacht to Oman Sultanate and
took a rest in Salala region for a week. This came about as a result of American
warnings of changing the frontier outlets for return trip. As a result of discovering
an Islamic plan targeting the ruler of Kuwait and members of the ruling family.
The Kuwaiti name Suleiman Abu Gheith, the former Imam of Al Roumaniya
Mosque in Kuwait, had connections with this plan. He lives currently in
Afghanistan. During the Afghani incidents he made a religious opinion
[jurisprudence] calling for jihad [fight, struggle] against the Jews and the
Americans who killed more than one million Iraqi child as a result of the
unjustified embargo.

In the course of the investigations with the Kuwaiti Network, the name of one of
the members of the ruling family Bin Fahd Al Mobarak which was claiming a
share in the rule which provided current logistics support for the network. He was
arrested by surprise in his farm which provided a shelter for arms and explosives
and a secret meetings place in which some officers in the army participated and
with whom investigations were made.

The current real state in Kuwait as presented by the various Islamic trends and
their preservation of wide authority through the penetration of charitable
organizations and their involvement in the more sensitive official organizations
with their financial ability, calling for the prohibition of song concerts and
fighting behavioral deviations such as use of drugs, alcohol, whore houses, and
aids disease. Especially since there is a recorded cassette currently being
distributed in the markets of Kuwait, by one religious scholar, to fight corruption
and vices. ;

1. We received information that the Ministry of Interior of the Kuwaiti regime was
able to lay their hands on a group of individuals who were planning to implement

They noticed a person with Saudi
nationality, but had a different accent. He was followed by Kuwaiti security men.

We provided him with information about the
targets we are tracking particularly foreign organizations working in the province of
Sulaymaniyyah and the emigration of the Kurdish families with Jewish origins to Israel in
addition to the presence of Iranians and their agents in the Northern area.

He was put in charge of executing several confrontational operations vis-3-vis the so-called
Iraqi opposition. He was subsequently rewarded by the intelligence Service command on the
spot.

In light of the directives of the former Deputy Director of the operations service whose aim are
illegal foreign organizations (The American and British) working in the Northern area an
operation was executed in 07/13/1999 against the British 4RS organization.

(1) Three years ago, we informed you about the existence of an extremist movement that was
separated from the Islamic Movement. We called one of its commanding members, Mr.
and I managed to persuade him to come to Baghdad to meet you,

representing the separated Islamic (Al-Hamas) mentioned earlier. He came another time on
behalf of * since he is his relative and one of his dependents.

(2) We provided you with that Movement Command names and its Officials then (Hasan Al-
Sufi). Presently, due to the importance of this movement and their role in making problems in

these Northern Areas, and because reported detailed information about them, I
would like to provide you with the following:

A. After the conflict that erupted between the National Union and the Islamic Movement and
after the first hit the second command and bases in 1997 which followed by reconciliation
between them. The Islamic Movement participated in the Government of Jalal by two
Ministers, and then a strict and extreme trend appeared inside the Movement by a group of
enthusiastic youth who condemned the Movements participation in the Jalal Talibani's
Government. They formed a Movement under the name of (The Islamic Hamas) Movement
headed by Hasan Al-Sufi. Seven of them worked openly and another part worked secretly.
On the night of 27 October 1999, at three O'clock in the morning, their leader Hasan Al-Sufi
was assassinated in the house of the so-called (Sabir) nicknamed as (Marwan) and related to
the Islamic Movement in (Zamgqa) Village near the old Halabjah. Adding to your information
that the mentioned movement hit P-K-K bases in Surik Mountain where the hit was a knock
out and considered the first operation. Afterwards, (Hasan Al-Sufi) was assassinated after the
hit. After the killing of their leader, they became lost and went away. We should not forget
that the Islamic Movement called them back to deliver themselves and rejoin the Islamic
Movement or leave the area for good. They delivered themselves and were imprisoned, so
they decided to abandon the thought, but after they were released, they came back to the
Organization as well as the secret and political work.

B. After expelling the Islamic Movement Forces from Hajj 'Umran by the Party (TC:
Possibly Party Democratic Kurdistan), a group of youth inside the Movement opposed these
expellers, especially ('Ali 'Abd-al-'Aziz) Group, and decided to face the situation and formed
a seceding movement. They decided to oppose the (Secularism) Parties especially the
(Democratic Kurdistan). After forming this (second) New Movement, Al-Hamas Command
decided to contact them and meet with them, and after several meetings, they formed a new
Movement under the name of (The Islamic Al-Tawhid). Al-Tawhid represents the joining of
Al-Hamas with the new Movement where they called themselves (Al-Tawhid)

After they opened headquarters in Sirwan Sub-District (follow Jalaja District), they worked
under the cover of the (Sa'id and Qurrah Rayrin) forces that follow the Islamic Movement.
They were skillful in sending letters and warnings to the Muslims of the Islamic Movement
to join them. As a result, the Movement and the (Military Office) informed them to join the
Movement as soon as possible or leave the Area. They did not agree on the first request, left
the area, and went to the areas that are under (The Union and the Party) domination. Then,
the Party Forces (Hit them) after preparing ambushes for them. They killed (104) gunman out
of which is their leader then. Afterwards and by the help of the National Union, they left the
area and went back to Surik border Mountain next to Huraman leaded by (Faridun 'Abd-al-
Qadir), the Political Office Member of the National Union and violated the Socialist Parties
Orders. After the Socialists gain their conscious, they started moving and fighting spread
between them killing (one) of them and injuring (two). Then they got together again after the
interference of the Islamic Movement Command to bring them together and then solve the
problem.

C. The Movement transferred them to border areas and assigned them an area under the name
of (Bani Shar Village) in Surik Mountain. They placed a base for themselves to observe them
clearly that is the observation of Al-Tawhid by the Islamic Movement. They started the Open
work with a number of (75) gunman.

D. Subject Origin: After assassinating (Francois Hariri), (Al-Tawhid) Movement started
moving and their number increased after sending calls for their supporters and distributed
sweats the day Francois was killed and made ceremonies. They were about to announce
officially that they killed Francois as a revenge for killing 14 of them were it not for the
interference of 'Ali Babir and 'Ali 'Abd-al-'Aziz due to political reflections especially from
the Party.

E. The Party members (Jawhar Namiq + Fadil Al-Mirani) visited Jalal Talibani a day before
Al-"Td on 4 March 2001, then they visited Brusk Nuri illegible) + Fa'iq Rash and asked the
Movement Command to deliver Francois killers after proving to the Party that the Union is
innocent from the assassination. 'Ali Babir and 'Ali 'Abd-al-'Aziz refused to respond to the
Party requests to deliver any person to them. The Party blockaded the Movements Centers in
Duhuk and Irbil. They blockaded the house of a group of Movement supporters and fighting
occurs between one of the Movements and the Forces related to the Party. A Major
Policeman was killed and the house owner escaped to the Movement. The situation is tense to
write these lines.

F. After the Union collaborated to deliver the killers to the Party, They arrested (Awat Salih
Muhammad) in (Itlegible) Sadiq Sub-District. He is a member of Al-Tawhid that participated
in assassinating (Francois Hariri). Al-Tawhid started moving by leaving the area and
climbing
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To Surik Mountains near Iran, and handed over themselves. Their number increases to (267)
armed members, where they notify their supporters of cautiousness and awareness because
the Socialists, the Party and the Union wanted to hit them. Now they are located in (Hanat
Ahmad, Mirnar + Sarris, and Malh Qazanah) rough caves. These places used to be the
Kurdish Headquarters ten years ago. Their necessities were delivered daily by: 6 Mules + 7
Donkeys + one Horse with Two Khaki Vehicles with no numbers: Land Cruiser and Pick-Up.
Their Food is usually potato + dates + eggs. They have new rainy cloths and new Adidas.
They are completely ready to block any attack. They armored themselves by buying weapons
and equipments. They got: 1 —2 "12.5 Dushkah" + 2 Mortar 82 mm + 1 Mortar 120 mm, and
many small Mortars 60 mm, (illegible) also they have (5) B. K .C. + 7 RPG 11 and 6 Bullets
Magazine with 8 hand grenades for every fighter.

They got 8 snipers whose present job is to repair and fix the (Illegible). They made an intense
training session for ten days only to 47 fighter + religious enlightenment session as well as
teaching them how to obstinate especially during battle and difficulty. They also taught them
martyrdom and paradise nymphs.
The reason behind these details:

1- To know that behind this group is an International Regional Hidden Force like Iran.

2- They are using them to create problems and confusions.

3- To compete with the Kurdish Parties and become numerously more than the ones
they split out or even more than the Islamic Movement.

Page 12, undated, contains a list of items, equipments and weapons to be supplied to the
Sudanese training camp. Some of the items listed include:

15,000 Klashnikov 7.62mm rifles

15,000 Klashnikov blank bullets

15,000 BKC rifles

5,000 Browning pistols

5,000 Mikaruv pistols

Other household and office items to include a high quality photocopier.

Page 13, dated 10 Nov 2001, contains a letter from the GMID’s 53™ branch to the project
engineer requesting him to do surveillance of the Sudanese training camp for water
distribution purposes.

Pages 14-15 contain a letter originally dated 3 Nov 2001 from the Ba’ath party national
command center, office of Sudanese affairs, to the GMID. This letter was forwarded
within the GMID to branches 52, 53 and 54. The subject of the letter is reorganizing and
opening of the Sudanese party members training camp. This letter mentions the need for
water distribution, cars, landline phones to facilitate communications and limit car
movements to the location. The letter includes an attachment of fifty-two fighters
assigned to the camp as of 1 Nov 2001. The names list will end up with thirty-six fighters
remaining, which will be the stationary force that will execute the emergency plan.

Greeting and appreciation,

1. On the 22™ of March, 1993, the commander (Ahmed Jabbar Amin) of a group that cooperated
with the Intelligence Organization for the Eastern Area opened fire on a car driven by three
foreigners while traveling on the Sulaymaniya — Dukan road. This mishap resulted in the
death of a Belgium person who was head of a foreign organization (named Handicapped
International) which existed in the Northern Area to cover supervision on a prosthesis
hospital.

2. After the incident, a spokesman for the United Nations claimed that the General Secretary
expressed his condolences to the family of the dead person. A French news agency had
disseminated the incident referred to.

3. Onthe 23" of March, 1993, the demolitionists carried out a burial funeral for the dead in
Sulaymaniya governorate.

Sir, the Revolutionary Command Council Member — Minister of Defense, Esq.
Greetings and appreciation,

1. In addition to what was broadcasted by foreign news agencies, the United Nations claimed
they are pulling their members out of the northern area because they were not receiving
sufficient funds. A British station and a French news agency announced on the 14" of May,
1993, that the United Nations will pull members out from the self-ruled area, quoting, “the
United Nations decision comes after the safety of the international humanitarian organization
in the northern area seriously deteriorated. Since the beginning of the current year until now
there have been four workers from a non-governmental organization, two Kurds, one
Belgium and an Australian killed, a hospital exposed to a bombardment, and dynamite
detonated in trailers that were transporting assistance to Kurds. The deteriorating conditions
forced the Doctors Without Borders Organization to leave the area at the end of April.”

2. What came in the news is a clear confession to what the foreigners were exposed to in the
self-ruled area. The operations referred to (in the news) were executed by our Directorate in
fulfillment of your excellent direction through some of the cooperatives and the National
Defense Battalion’s counselors as follows:

a. The operation that killed the Australian was executed by a group cooperating with our

Directorate, on the Jam Jamal — Bazian road on 7 January 1993, and it was revealed in
our letter Secret and Private 485 dated 20® January 93.

b. The operation that killed the Belgian was executed by a §roup cooperating with our
Directorate on the Sulaymaniya —Dukan road on the 22" March, 1993. We revealed it in
our study (top secret & private) 2020 of 27 March 1993.

c. The operation that killed two Kurds working with foreign Non-Governmental
Organizations (that claim humanity) was executed by one National Defense Brigade
counselor and we revealed it in sentence (h) of article (8) of our letter Secret and Private
3148, dated 10 May 1993.

d. The operations putting detonating dynamite on trailers carrying relief materials, (8)
operations of this kind, were executed by a National Defense Brigade counselor.

3. In fulfillment of your excellent instructions, effective June 1992 and up to the month of April
1993, two hundred and twelve operations were executed against demolitionists and their
masters in the Northern Area. The operations were carried out by National Defense Brigade
Counselors and some of the cooperatives, and were within the operations mentioned above.
Forty five (45) operations confirmed were against the foreigners and these were revealed to
your excellent sight in special letters.

4. We called the Counselors those who are distinguished in executing the operations and
informed them to raise their activity in this trend to benefit from the gap which will occur
during the withdrawal of United Nations members. In order to push the Counselors and
encourage them, we suggest your approval to meet them or to consider in raising the
manpower of their brigades. As they have attended our Directorate and sought raising the
manpower of their brigades which would enable them to assist executing members,
hereunder names the distinguished Counselors and our suggestions regarding them.

1. On 17 April 93, Ahmed Jabbar Amin joined our forces, which were close to Chamchamal
village, with a number of his followers and their families (eight men, two women, six
children) after their identities were revealed by terrorists and they were chased.

2. For the efforts that were exerted by Ahmed Jabbar Amin and his group, especially in killing
the (Belgian) head of the Handicap International Organization, which existed in the northern
area and covered supervision at the Prosthesis Hospital in Chamchamal. As they have no
residence, we seek your approval on the following:

A. Name Ahmed Jabbar Amin as a group commander in one the National Defense Brigades
attached to the Intelligence Organization of the Northern Area, with a one hundred (100)
soldier group.

B. Permit them and their families to reside in Al-Toon Kubri and furnish them with seven
rifles to protect themselves from terrorists.
