  For the purposes of the Act, all taxa of the fauna —  
 (a) specified in Schedule 1, being fauna that is rare or likely 

to become extinct, are declared to be fauna that is in 
need of special protection; 

 (b) specified in Schedule 2, being fauna that is presumed to 
be extinct, are declared to be fauna that is in need of 
special protection; 

 (c) specified in Schedule 3, being birds that are subject to an 
agreement between the government of Australia and the 
governments of Japan, China and the Republic of Korea 
relating to the protection of migratory birds, are declared 
to be fauna that is in need of special protection; and 

 (d) specified in Schedule 4, are declared to be fauna that is 
in need of special protection, otherwise than for the 
reasons mentioned in paragraphs (a), (b) and (c).
