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S1GNIFICANCE OF AcapeEMic COSTUMES
is determined especially by the sleeves
and hoods. DocTors wear the round, bell
sleeve; the gown is faced down the front
and barred on the sleeves with black velvet
or velvet of color indicating the degree; the
doctor’s hood is large. The doctor may, if
he so chooses, wear the gold tassel on his
cap. MasTeERs wear the long, closed sleeve,
with a slit near the upper part for the
arm; the master’s hood is of more moder-
ate size. BACHELORs wear the long pointed
sleeve; the hood is small. UNDERGRAD-
vATES wear the round or pointed sleeve,
and wear no hood. Hoods are lined with
the colors of the institutions granting the
degree, or with which the wearer is con-
nected, and are trimmed with velvet of
the color distinctive of the degree — for
example, arts and letters, white; philoso-
phy, iue science, gold-yellow; music,
pink; agnculture maize; engineering, or-
ange; forestry, russet; pe agog:_rll light blue;
