One of Sudbury's pioneer undertakers
and a well-known city business man,
Sam C. Leclair died following a short
iliness. Born in Republic Mich., 75
years ago, Mr. Leclair operated a
funeral parlor on Beach St. for many
years. He was employed by the Co-
operative Funeral Home at the time of
his death. Mr. Leclair came to Sudbury
from Larchwood where he operated a
hotel until 1914. He established a
second-hand store on Lisgar St. and
sold it to buy a funeral home next to
the Co-operative Funeral Home now
on Beach St. He sold his funeral
business to J.B. Ducharme in 1928

~ and left Sudbury. He returned to the
city in 1930 and operated a restaurant
on Beech St. In 1935, he returned to
the undertaking profession. His
business was bought out by Ducharme
in 1944 and Mr. Leclair retired. He
later joined the staff of the Co-
operative Funeral Home.
