Our changing world makes innovation more crucial
than ever as we strive to overcome the new
challenges facing us.

That's why the Foundation spurred innovation by
lounching the CODE LiFE Ventilator Challenge.

In the early days of the crisis, our teams worked
hard to launch the Code Life Ventilator Challenge
in collaboration with the Research Institute of the
McGill University Health Centre (RI-MUHC). Offering
a prize of $200,000, our goal was simple yet
important: collect the best ideas from all over the
world to design life-saving ventilators.

In just two weeks, more than 2,600 individuals

and 1,000 teams from 94 different countries

joined the sprint to design a simple, low-cost,
easy-to-manufacture and easy-to-maintain
ventilator, which could be deployed anywhere needed
to save lives.

Word soon spread throughout Quebec, across
Canada and beyond via media and social networks.
As a result, many specialists and companies from
all over the world have offered to lend a hand in both
prototype design and ventilator production.

On May 6, 2020, the top three designs were made
available to manufacturers the world over with a
free production licence for the full duration of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

IMMUNOTHERAPY:
A REVOLUTION IN ONCOLOGY

Immunotherapy essentially involves awakening the immune
system so that it can kill cancer cells. This method is

less toxic than standard treatments and has doubled

the survival rate of many stage 4 lung cancer patients.

In 2019, surgeon Dr. Jonathan Spicer used immunatherapy
to treat one of his patients, making the MUHC the first

of 145 international lung cancer treatment centres to
undertake the third phase of a major research project on
the use of immunotherapy prior to surgery.

TESTING TREATMENTS ON LIVE
TISSUE INSTEAD OF PATIENTS

The MGH Division of Thoracic Surgery is currently
developing one of the first living biobanks in Canada.
The project is a tour de force, requiring its own

facilities and a dedicated, highly-specialized team.
Surgically-removed cancer tissues are grown in the
laboratory to produce organoids, new cells that perfectly
replicate the original cancer. These organoids are then
analyzed and used to test up to 20 different drugs in the
lab, saving a great deal of time and, most importantly,
saving patients considerable suffering, in finding the best
drug to combat their specific cancer.

REDUCING THE IMPACT
OF OTHERWISE HIGHLY
INVASIVE SURGERY

Thoracic surgery is one of the most invasive procedures,
which is why offering less invasive alternatives whenever
possible is so important. One such aption is removing
esophageal cells via the mouth. Normally, surgeons have
to make long incisions to take out the esophagus and
stomach, removing whole sections of them. The new
technique allows patients to recover much more quickly
and be less limited in terms of food choices and

daily activities.

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ANDRE DESMARAIS
AND FRANCE CHRETIEN-DESMARAIS:
PHILANTHROPY
AS A FAMILY VALUE

‘| became enthralled by the Montreal General
Hospital very quickly,” says André Desmarais
of his first connection with the Montreal
General Hospital almost thirty years ago. ‘| had
just arrived in Montreal and had always been
interested in medical care. | was invited to join
the Montreal General Hospital's fundraising
campaign at the time, and | met with the
famous Dr. David Mulder to discuss their
needs,” he recalls. “If you know Dr. Mulder, you
know there is only one answer: it’s Yes.” And

so Desmarais became an integral part of that
earlier campaign, where he was particularly
engaged with the initiative to transform the
hospital’'s trauma facilities to qualify as a level
one trauma centre.

Today, Desmarais and his wife France Chrétien-Desmarais
serve as co-chairs of the CODE LiFE Campaign, along with
Andrew Molson and David McAusland. “We have been

very attached to the hospital for a long time, so it was
an easy decision to take part in CODE LiFE,” he says.
“Especidally as the Montreal General Hospital has @ lot to

be proud about, including a tremendous heritage and o
profound importance to the city's social stability. Often

you don't really think about the hospital until something
happens to you and you end up there. But then, you truly
appreciate it,” he says. Desmarais speaks from experience
that extends beyond fundraising. “I have been a patient of
the hospital a few times and | was obviously very well
treated because I'm alive,” he laughs. He credits much

of the hospital's success to the quality of peaple that it
has been able to attract. “Institutions have different feels,
and the Montreal General Hospital has a great family

feel. Dr. Mulder and others like him have really shaped the
hospital's genetic persona.”



The current COVID-19 pandemic has underlined the
importance of hospitals and healthcare workers. “We see
the devotion not just of the doctors but of all the
people in the hospital, working together to serve the
community,” says Desmarais. “We see them taking
risks, night and day. Their efforts are truly heroic.”
During these difficult times, the Montreal General Hospital
Foundation is supporting this heroism through multiple
initiatives, including its Code Life Ventilator Challenge.
“The challenge is a brilliant idea that can really make o
difference by supporting groups to design inexpensive,
gasy-to-build but functional ventilators,” Desmarais
stresses. Adds Ms. Chrétien-Desmarais, “We're stepping out
of the box with this project, which can have a worldwide
impact.” And stepping outside the box is essential, she
stresses. “Healthcare has to be innovative. The warld
won't be the same when we re finished with COVID-1. It is
making us test new ways of working in healthcare.”

The investments in the Montreal General Hospital from
funds raised by the CODE LiFE Campaign will enhance

its position it as a leader in health care and research.

“I'm very confident that the leadership team will

design facilities and programs that will put them at

the forefront of medical care,” says Desmarais. That

said, there remain some points of contention, such as

the inclusion of helicopter-evacuation facilities for the

Or. David S. Mulder Trauma Centre — something that both
Dr. Mulder and Desmarais support, but which has yet to
receive government approval. “Obviously it is better for the
community and for the Trauma Centre if they had it. And to
make the centre world class, they probably need to have it,”
he says. “But that is a negotiation that must be undertaken
with the Quebec government.”

A PORTRAIT OF GENEROSITY

“Our children have seen us involved in many
different causes, so it's natural they share some
of our interests. We've encouraged them to be
active in the community and they enjoy it,” says
Chrétien-Desmarais. As Desmarais adds, “People
who have the benefit of being able to lead quite
a good life should find ways of giving back to
society.” With a long history of doing just that,
André Desmarais and France Chrétien-Desmarais
have established themselves as role models of
philanthropic leadership.

The MGH's Dr. David S. Mulder Trauma Centre is one of the

few trauma centres specializing in treating adult patients.

Only three centres in all of Quebec share its level of
expertise and treat patients with the most complex and
serious injuries.

Victims of road accidents (drivers, cyclists and
pedestrians), falls and violent crimes are transferred to
the MGH to receive care from our experts. The Trauma
Centre serves the area south of Highway 40, including the
Montérégie region, as well as northern Quebec, including
Cree and Inuit communities. Nearly 1,600 people are

INTENSIVE
AND PERSONALIZED CARE

Patients hospitalized in the Intensive Care Unit often

have little or no memory of the time they spent in the ICU.
This “lost narrative” of their life may contribute to some of
the difficulties people can experience after critical illness.
In order to help patients better understand all they've been
through and in an attempt to foster a full recovery from
critical illness, the ICU team at the MGH has established
an ICU Journal project for its patients.

An ICU Journal is a diary account, written in plain language
about day to day events going on during the time the
patient is in the ICU. Members of the treating team as well
as family and friends are encouraged to contribute to the
journals, to offer words of encouragement and messages
to the patient to help them later review and make some
sense of this period of time.

The MUHC's Prevention and Early Intervention in Psychosis
(PEPP) Program, led by Dr. Howard Margolese, offers
community-based, tertiary care and treatment for people
between 16-35 years of age, who are experiencing a first
episode of psychasis.

NEW CPET SYSTEM
FOR THE PERI-OPERATIVE
PROGRAM (POP)

The Cardio-Pulmonary Exercise Test (CPET) gives doctors
and other health professionals a complete overview of

a patient’s heart and lung function. This allows them

to evaluate whether the patient is physically fit enough
to undergo surgery. The POP team can then use the test
results to develop a nutrition, exercise and relaxation plan
to improve the patient’s physical and mental condition in
preparation for surgery and, most importantly, to make
their recovery easier.

PREVENTING ACCIDENTS
AND DIAGNOSING DISEASES
IN THE ELDERLY

By analyzing an elderly person’s gait, we are able not

only to prevent falls and accidents but also to diagnose
cognitive loss and other health problems. While some gait
variation can be observed with the naked eye, the earlier,
more subtle signs can only be detected by specialized
equipment. Fortunately, your generosity has allowed the
Division of Geriatric Medicine to procure an electronic
walkway to facilitate patient evaluation and diagnosis.
This tool has proven invaluable to both the Fall Assessment
Clinic and the Memory Clinic.
