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Jeff Johnson Wins Haimon-Rice Award 
t l effrey Johnson (Ripon '78), 

chapter president. Cum Laude 
graduate and the fraternity's all-
time football career total offensive 
leader, ran away with the Harmon-
Rice balloting for 1978. He scored 
first on five of the six ballots 
for 28 points. 

Johnson, who compiled 5,411 
yards in four years—also tops in 
Ripon history, was an All-Midwest 
Conference defensive back in 1975 
and an All-Midwest quarterback 
in 1976 and 1977. He earned four 
varsity letters in both football and 
baseball and was captain in both 
sports. 

He served Wisconsin Gamma 
as vice president in 1976 and 
president in 1977. In addition he 
was the chapter representative to 
the IPC from 1976 through 1978. 

This year's winner has been 
described as a "triple-threat" in aU 
phases of his collegiate life— 
athletically, fraternally and aca­
demically. He was selected to 

Omicron Delta Epsilon, an eco­
nomics honor society: Phi Alpha 
Theta, a history honor society; 
the Rhodes Scholar nominee from 
Ripon; and the Marshall Scholar­
ship nominee from Ripon. He served 
as a tutor in the School of Eco­
nomics. 

He won his school's top award, 
the S. N. Pickard Award, which 
is given annually to the best all-
around Ripon College man on the 
basis of athletic ability, scholarship, 
character and college loyalty. 

Second and thfrd places in the 
balloting went to Mark Koening 
(Case-Western Reserve '78), a track 
and cross-country performer who 
scored 16 points, and Rich Walker 
(Puget Sound '78), a thfrd team 
All-American basketball selection 
who tallied 14 points. 

Koening had a 2.9 gpa on a 3 pt. 
system in chemical engineering. 
He was the recipient of three 
scholarships—the Case President's 
Merit Scholarship, the AAL All-
College Scholarship and the Case 
Alumni Association Scholarship. 

He was president of the Case 
Student Assembly and was named 
Case's Outstanding Senior Athlete 
in 1977-78. A two-time captain in 
both cross-country and track, he 
was named the Most Valuable Per­
former of both sports in 1977 and 
again in 1978. 

Mark placed in the conference 
800 meters all four years, winning 
the Presidents Conference title in 
1978 and placing fourth in the 
NCAA Division III. 

Walker scored a 3 pt. on a 4 pt. 
system with a degree in Occupa­
tional Therapy. He served as the 
chapter's rush chairman and was 
very active in the high school 
Young Life program. He is Phi 
Delta Theta's EiU-time leading bas­
ketball scorer with 1,946 career 
points and 682 ceireer rebounds 
plus a fantastic free throw per­
formance as a senior, hitting 86 of 
98. He was a three-time All-
Northwest Conference selection 

with a career scoring average of 
16.1 per contest. 

Others scoring ballot points were 
Michael Anderson (Willamette '78), 
president of Oregon Gamma and 
an NAIA Swimming AU-American; 
Mark Barrington (Drake '78), chap­
ter finance chairman and outstand-
golfer; David Smithson (Georgia 
Tech '78), Georgia Delta president 
as well as an excellent scholjir 
in industrial engineering and gym­
nastic performer; Clifford Canepa 
(Colgate '78), acting president with 
a 3.9 on a 4 pt. scale and his 
team's leading scorer in t rack-
both indoors and outdoors—for 
three seasons; and Dave Harvey 
(Wabash '78), four-year football 
and baseball performer who was 
named NCAA Division III and 
Kodak Coaches All-American with 
a career total offense of 4,365 
yards. •

.t the ripe old age of 130, the Fraternity 
continues to grow and prosper. The past biennium 
saw many improvements, both internally and ex­
ternally, in Phi Delta Theta operations. The statis­
tics in the report which follows are based on data 
collected as of June 30,1978, and, therefore, include 
action taken at the 62nd Biennial Convention held 
at French Lick, Indiana, in June 1978. 

Since the Founders met in John McMillan Wilson's 
room on the siecond floor of "Old North Dorm" in 
December 1848, charters have been granted for the 
establishment of chapters on 182 campuses of North 
America. The charters of 33 of these chapters 
have been revoked for various reasons, while two have 
been lost through the merger of host institutions 
where chapters were located and three remain under 
suspension, leaving a total of 144 "active" under­
graduate chapters. 

Extension during the past biennium saw Phi Delta 
Theta expand to the campuses of Baylor University 
in Texas and San Jose State University in California. 
Also, during the paist two years, chapters were re­
installed at McGill University in Montreal, where 
the Fraternity's first Canadian chapter was origin­
ally established in 1902, and at the University of 
Wisconsin in Madison, where the original chapter

was established in 1857. In additional action, the 
past biennium saw the reestablishment of the Illtnois 
Beta chapter at the University of Chicago, the 
charter of which had been under suspension for a 
short period of time. 

Also included in the above figures is the loss of 
one chapter through revocation by the June Con­
vention, upon recommendation of the Survey Com­
mission. The Ohio Nu chapter at Youngstown State 
University, established in 1973, had difficulty from 
the very beginning in getting properly established on 
campus. The few members remaining in the chapter 
simply gave up the ghost in a spasm of exhaustion 
during the past academic year and careful study of 
the situation failed to give any indication that 
efforts at reestablishing the chapter would succeed. 

The charters remaining in suspension are Kentucky 
Epsilon at the University of Kentucky, New Mexico 
Alpha at the University of New Mexico and Oregon 
Alpha at the University of Oregon. A colony is in 
existence at the University of Kentucky and it is 
expected that the charter will be returned during 
the coming biennium. One other colony was in exis­
tence at the close of business on June 30, that one 
located at Louisiana State University - Shreveport. 

Since June 30,1976, the Fraternity has witnessed 
the addition of 5,084 new signatures to the Bond, 
representing a small increase over the previous 
biennium. The current number of Phis on the roll 
has reached the grand total of 144,681. 

Again, legacies played an important role in pledg­
ing activities during the past biennium. Among 
the men pledged in 1976-78 were 727 direct legacies, 
of whom 430 were Phi brothers, 345 were sons of 
Phis and 71 had Phi grandfathers. In addition, there 
were two great grandsons pledged. Within this

again in 1976-78. They recorded a total of 656 
visits, 336 of them in 1976-77 and 320 in 1977-78. 
Eighteen presidents made double visits in the first 
half of the period, while 15 officers reached this 
goal in the last half of the biennium. Triple visits 
were made each of the two years by C.T. "Tal" 
Bray (South Florida '65), and Warren W. Smith 
(Maryland '56). They were joined in 1976-77 by 
John E. Harding (Texas Tech '37), and in 1977-78 
by John R. Braden (Vanderbilt '63) and S. George 
Notaras (Lawrence '53). 

Chapter Officer and Adviser Conferences 
The program of chapter officer education continues 

to grow in Phi Delta Theta. The popular and now 
weU established system of officer conferences, .which 
involve not only the chapter officers but advisers 
as well, continue to grow. There were 117 chapters 
represented by 430 undergraduates and 62 chapter 
advisers at the 1977 meetings. 

These figures shifted slightly during the second 
year, with 435 undergraduates and 52 advisers from 
121 chapters attending the meetings. Unfortunately,

Financial .Support Kemains Strong 
This report wiU not attempt to reflect the strong 

financial condition of the Fraternity as a result of 
generous contributions from alumni during the 
bieimium. The story is told in detail in the Summer 
issue of The Scroll each year and we refer readers 
to past issues for a full explanation. We did not want 
this opportunity to pass, however, without expressing 
the very sincere appreciation of the officers, both 
volunteer and professional, for the generosity of 
Phi Delta Theta alvunni. Without the kind of support 
that has been exhibited in the past, many programs 
would either be discontinued or reduced significantly. 

The 1500 Club 
Accompanying this state of the Fraternity message 

is "The Roll of Chapters" giving statistical infor­
mation on the 182 chapters of the Fraternity. 
There is also a chart showing those chapters which 
have initiated at least 1,500 members. The thirteen 
in this group two years ago have been joined 
by Indiana Theta at Purdue University, Georgia 
Delta at Georgia Tech and Mississippi Alpha at the 
University of Mississippi.

have initiated over 1,000 members. 
Four chapters have now passed their 125th 

anniversaries and 33 are now at least 100 years 
old. An additional 55 chapters are now at least 
50 years of age. 

Endangered Species Chapters 
Each year, this section of the report provokes 

letters of praise and protest. Those who criticize 
the report indicate that we £ire "kicking the chapters 
when they are down" and making a public spectacle 
of them. Persons supporting the report contend that 
calling our attention to-our problems is the first 
step toward resolving them. A case can undoubtedly 
be made for either point of view, based on the in­
formation which follows. 

Of the seven chapters listed in critical condition 
two years ago, the charter of one has been revoked 
and the charter of another suspended One of the 
seven remains on the critical list for the coming 
year. The other four were removed, not only from 
the critical category, but from the entire "endan­
gered species" list. One of these was awarded a 
Silver Star citation and two were presented with 
Outstanding Improvement Awards at the recent Con­
vention. It is also encouraging to note that the list 
has been gradually decreasing in size. 

With limited words of explanation, here is the 
current list of chapters in need of assistance. The 
following chapters are very unstable, in fact, should 
be considered in critical condition: 

Arizona Alpha — University of Arizona 
Florida Delta — University of Miami 
Minnesota Beta — Mankato State University 
The chapters listed below have limited manpower 

but should be able to make substantial improvement 
if internal management is improved and a good 
pledge class, in terms of size and quality, is obtained 
during the coming year. In the meantime, their 
condition should be considered hazardous: 

CaUfornia Alpha - Univ. of California, Berkeley 
California Gamma - U.C.L.A. 
Maine Alpha - Colby College 

The following chapters are performing well under 

improved nianagement but have limited manpower: 
Colorado Beta - Colorado College

The following chapters have sufficient or stabilized 
manpower, but need to improve leadership and 
management techniques:

Added to the above list of "endangered species 
chapters" is a special category, including chapters 
which will remain under the watchful eye of officers 
during the coming year due to problems or situations 
peculiar to the campus and/or chapter:

Pennsylvania Beta - Gettysburg College 
Texas Beta - University of Texas 

Conclusion 
In one phrase, it has been a good biennium. The 

1978 Convention saw the presentation of more 
awards to more chapters and individuals than at 
anytime in the memory of any person present. 
This is a strong indication of improved operation 
at both the undergraduate and alumni levels. The 
forecast for the future is encouraging. 

Even so, it is important to keep in mind that, 
on the whole, college enrollments wiU decrease 
during the coming biennium. This will result in 
smaller chapters and perhaps the loss of a few 
chapters, unless steps are taken to improve rush 
techniques, tighten financial operations and, in 
general, refine administrative procedures at the 
chapter level. Your general officers will be working 
toward that end in 1979 and 1980. •

Fraternity Honors Three For Service 
At the Award Banquet of the 

62nd Biennial Convention this 
past summer at French Lick, 
Indiana, the General Council pre­
sented two special awards for the 
first time to honor three Phi Delts 
for service to the fraternity. The 
following are remarks made by 
outgoing GC President Doug 
Phillips in presenting the awards 
to John Harding, Verlon Jenkins 
and Pete Stuart. 

As you know, the General Coun­
cil during this last biennium under­
took to improve the level of per­
formance of all chapters and to 
appoint an Awards Committee to 
review our awards program in order 
to provide suitable incentives to 
our chapters, to maintain excel­
lence, and also in order to proper­
ly recognize them for doing so. 

The number of GHQ plaques 
and gold stars awarded at our 
luncheon today amply demon­
strates that our chapters have im­
proved their operations significant­
ly and that we are pleased and 
proud of these achievements of 
all undergraduates. 

As you also know, the General 
Council has fuUy reaUzed during 
this last biennium that Alumni 
who devote their time and energy 
to work as chapter advisers, 
province presidents, general of­
ficers, commissioners, and in other 
capacities, were aU instrumental 
in providing the support and 
guidance necessary to assist these 
chapters in achieving these goals. 
And we have fully appreciated 
the fact that it is absolutely es­
sential to the continued success 
of our Fraternity to select and 
retain the services of these loyal 
and dedicated Phis. 

With this in mind, we decided 
to present two special awards to 
Phis who have demonstrated such 
continued and devoted service to 
Phi Delta Theta that it typifies 
the highest traditions and ideals

Brother Jenkins has been an 
active force behind the alumni 
strength in the Akron area over 
the years and continues to provide

has received recognition on nimier-

Our second award which has 
been estabUshed by the General 
Covmcil for presentation for the 
first time here at this convention 
is the Legion of Honor Award 
which is given for a life devoted 
to Phi Delta Theta based on the 
foUowing criteria: (l)Made a major 
contribution of his time, effort 
and energy to serving the Frater­
nity and improving its stature; 
(2)has distinguished himself in 
representing the Fraternity prin­
ciples of Friendship, Sound Learn­
ing and Rectitude; (3)Is widely 
recognized as a leader of Frater­
nity men and identifies with the 
promotion of Fraternities; (4)Has 
widely advanced and enlarged the 
opportunities for growth and leader­
ship among college men through 
Fraternities. 

We have chosen as the first 
recipient of this award Brother 
H.L. "Pete" Stuart. 

STUART 
On Jan. 12, 1918, Brother H.L. 

Stuart was initiated as as a member 
of the Pennsylvania Theta Chapter 
at Penn State University and since 
that date has maintain^ an active 
interest in his fraternity. 

He has served as treasurer and 
president of Pa Theta's House 
Corporation, two terms as chapter 
adviser, president of Gamma 
Province (1950-54), before being 
elected to the general coimcil at 
the 54th genered convention. 

He was re-elected in 1956 and 
served as treasurer. His fraternity 
ceu'eer was climaxed at the 52nd 
General Convention in AshviUe, 
NC, in Sept. 1958, when he was 
named president of the fraternity 
by acclamation.

ALUMNI PROFILES 

SMU Grad Promoted to Marine Major General 
Oi 'n June 15, 1978 Marc A. 

Moore (SMU '49) was promoted 
from Brigadier Genered to Major 
General in the U.S. Marine Corps 
adding one more accompUshment 
to an already long Ust of achieve­
ments by him in miUtary service 
to his country. 

The new major general is the 
commanding general, 4th Marine 
Division, with headquarters located 
in New Orleans. The 4th Division 
is the ground reserve component 
of the Marine Corps with its 
units in 197 locations throughout 
the United States. 

He was formerly director for op­
erations, J-3, (National MiUtary 
Command Center), Joint Chiefs 
of Staff, Washington, D.C. He has 
been around the world many times 
and has served in three miUtary 
conflicts involving this country-
World War II, Korea and Viet Nam. 

He was first named as briga­

dier general on June 1, 1976, and 
assigned duty as Assistant Divi­
sion Commander, 1st Marine Divi­
sion, Fleet Marine Force, Pacific, 
Camp Pendleton, CaUf. His per­
sonal decorations include the Legion 
of Merit with Combat "V", the 
Bronze Star Medal with Combat 
"V" and gold star in lieu of a 
second award and the Air Medal. 

Bom in DaUas he first entered 
SMU in 1945 and completed one 
year before enUsting in the Marine 
Corps in 1946. He served with the 
Guard Detachment, Department 
of the Pacific, San Francisco and 
as an Assistant Drill Instructor, 
Marine Corps Recruit Depot, 
San Diego. 

After completing his enUstment 
in 1948, General Moore returned 
to SMU, graduating with a Bach­
elor of Arts degree in EngUsh in 
1951. While in college he joined 
the Marine Platoon Leaders Class 
program in 1948 and was com­
missioned a Marine second Ueuten-
ant in February, 1951. 

In March, 1952, he was assigned 
to the USS Manchester as junior 
officer of the Mainre Detachment 
and served in that assignment 
during two combat cruises in 
Korean waters. He also served as 
a Naval Gunfire Air Observer, con­
ducting shore bombardment strikes 
against North Korean and Chinese 
forces along the Eastern Coast of 
North Korea. 

He was promoted to first lieu­
tenant in December, 1952, and to 
captEiin in March, 1954. That June 
he was transferred to the 2d Marine 
Division at Camp Lejeune, N.C. 

Subsequent tours of duty in­
cluded such assignments as Officer 
Selection Officer, Dallas; Amphi­
bious Warfare School, Quantico; 
and Headquarters, Fleet Marine 

Force, Pacific, where he served as 
Headquarters and Service Battalion 
S-3 Officer and Aide to the Com­
manding Genered, Fleet Marine 
Force, Pacific. He was promoted 
to major in March, 1962. 

General Moore served two tours 
of duty in Vietnam. While serving 
with the 1st Battalion, First 
Marines he landed at DaNang in 
the spring of 1965. He served 
as S-3 Officer of this unit until 
transferred to the III Marine 
Amphibious Force as Officer-in-
Charge of the Command Center 
during August. 

He returned to the U.S. in 
December, 1965 and later earned 
a Master of Arts degree in Educa­
tion from George Washington 
University in June, 1970. He was 
promoted to lieutenant colonel in 
November, 1966. 

Returning to the RepubUc of 
South Vietnam in July, 1970, 
General Moore served as Execu­
tive Officer, First Marines, then 
Commanding Officer, 3d Battalion, 
First Meirines. He brought that 
unit back to the States in May, 
1971, and assumed command of the 
First Marines in June. 

After being promoted to colonel 
in April, 1972, he attended the 
National War College in 1973-74 
and was then assigned as Marine 
Corps Representative and Director 
of the Division of EngUsh and 
History, U.S. Naved Academy. 
After his promotion to Brigadier 
General he was assigned duty as 
Assistant Division Commander, 
1st Marine Division, Fleet Marine 
Force, Pacific, Camp Pendleton, 
Calif. He assumed his current 
assignment in September, 1977. 

General Moore and his wife, the 
former Meiry Donahue of Long 
Island, N.Y., have four children, 
Daniel, Mary Ellen, Virginia and 
Andria. • 
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]VI]S£assq)pi Phi Owns EKstinguished Naval Recoixl 
xVear. Admiral Robert P. Hflton 

(Mississippi '48) is another in a long 
line of Phi Delts who have dis­
tinguished themselves with a record 
of high achievement in the Armed 
Services. 

He is presently serving as Direct­
or, Strategy, Plans and PoUcy 
Division, Office of the Chief of 
Naval Operations in Washington, 
D.C. 

In addition to the Distinguished 
Service Medal, Defense Superior 
Service Medal, Legion of Merit, 
Bronze Star and the Joint Service 
Commendation Medal, Rear Ad­
miral Hilton has the World War 
II Victory Medal, Navy Occupation 
Service Medal, National Defense 
Service Medal with bronze star, 
Korean Service Medal, Navy Ex­
peditionary Medal, Vietnam Service 
Medal and the United National 
Service Medal for Korea. 

He also has the RepubUc of 
Korea Presidential Unit Citation, 
the RepubUc of Korea Chung Mu 
with Silver Star, and the RepubUc 
of Vietnam Gallantry Cross with 
Silver Star. 

Bom in Atlanta he attended 
Schley County High School in EUa-
ville and served one yeju- in the 
Army ROTC at North Georgia 
CoUege before enUsting in the 
naval service in 1945. 

He had training at the Naval 
Air Technical Training Center in 
Memphis for five months before 
attending Mississippi for one year 
as a student in the V12 program. 
Upon discharge he continued at 
Ole Miss in the Naval ROTC 
receiving a B A in PoUtical Science. 
He was commissioned Ensign in 
the Navy on June 4,1948. 

Hilton was the first NROTC 
graduate from Ole Miss and the 
first graduate of the post-war 
NROTC program to be promoted 
to flag rank. 

Early in his career he studied 

both Russian and French at Navy 
Schools and joined the USS NO A, 
which operated with the Second 
and Sixth Fleets, as operations 
officer in July, 1950. From July, 
1953 until January, 1955 he served 
as Assistant InteUigence Officer 
on the staff of Commander Block­
ading and Escort Force, U.S. 
Pacific Fleet; concurrently, he 
served one year as Aide and Flag 
Lieutenant. Then he joined the USS 
Roanoke as Main Battery Officer, 
deploying to both Sixth and 
Seventh Fleets. 

From July, 1959 to June, 1960 
he was Executive Officer of USS 
Haynsworth, deploying with both 
the Sixth and Second Fleets. In 
July, 1961, he became Commanding 
Officer of USS Camp, which under 
his conunand participated in op­
erations in the vicinity of Cuba 
and Northern Europe. 

He reported in August, 1962, as 
executive assistant to the Director 
of the Joint Staff, Joint Chiefs of 
Staff in Washington and while 
there received the MA degree in 
Russian Affairs from George­
town University. 

In 1966 he commanded USS 
Davis participating in operations 
in the Vietnam area. USS Davis 
received "E 's" for exceUence in 
1966 and 1967. 

After additional time back in 
Washington where he served as 
Navy member of the Chairman's 
Staff Group he assumed command 
of Destroyer Squadron Fourteen 
deploying with the Second and 
Sixth Fleets in January, 1972. 
In October, 1972, he reported as 
Assistant Chief of Staff for Logis­
tics on the staff of the Commander 
in Chief AlUed Forces, Southem 
Europe in Naples, Italy. 

Hilton subsequently advanced in 
rank to that of Rear Admiral on 
July 1,1973. From September, 1974 
until July, 1976 he served in the

Perhaps more than 
any other Nevadan, BiU Harrah typified the 
forward-looking spirit that has made our state 
prosperous." 

A loyal and active Phi, Mr. Harrah was 
praised by Alan H. Glover (Nevada '72) an 
assemblyman in the Nevada legislature.

Glover said "BiU has always been our biggest 
backer at Nevada Alpha and came through for 
not only the Chapter but also the alumni 
club when it was needed." 

In addition to his casinos, Mr. Harrah owned 
the world's largest museum of antique autos.

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Good Office Design PromotesEfficiency,Morale 
By David F.Cooke

V^ongratulations! Your firm 
has grown substantially in the 
last five years, and you are con­
sidering a move to larger, more 
adequate facilities. Or, the space 
adjacent to yours has become 
available, and the extra square 
footage would help ease the over­
crowding you have experienced 
lately. Or, the facility you occupy 
is adequate but needs a "new look" 
since your business has grown or 
changed its services. 

Although the reasons differ, they 
will have the same end result— 
an office move. A move that can 
create confusion, frustration, loss 
of productivity, and disappoint­
ment. But with foresight and 
proper planning, your move could 
be a positive experience for all 
concerned. The simplest benefits 
of a well planned faciUty can in­
clude improvements in internal 
operations, efficiency, and better 
employee morale. Documentation 
of recent projects has shown that 
clean, well planned office facilities 
with good lighting and flexibility 
have been so well received by 
employees and employers that they 
are willing to come to work as 
much as 15 minutes earlier and 
stay later each day. On a yeeirly

basis, this means many additional 
man-hours from salaried employees. 

Okay, your mind is made up; 
the move is definite. Who is 
available to professionally assist 
you? 

From the beginning of the evalua­
tion of a space and lease nego­
tiation through selection of 
furniture and coordination, the 
contract designer is educated and 
trained to make your move a 
success. A relatively new pro­
fession, contract design reflects 
the degree of specialization that 
has occurred in the office environ­
ment of today. The contract 
designer differs from an architect 
and interior "decorator" in that 
the emphasis is placed on space 
planning and efficiency in non-
residentied facilities. The contract 
designer is not only interested in 
aesthetics, but also in the impact 
of the working environment. A 
good design service might include 
architectural design and coordin­
ation, procurement, and manage­
ment coordination. 

How were your present facilities 
developed? Were they actually 
planned or did they grow out of 
a need for small amounts of 
additional space? Has new furniture 
happened by buying low-priced, 
odd items with no thought to 
office standards? Have your spaces 
become merely dead end "clusters" 
centered around poor circulation 
corridors? How have new office 
machines and equipment like 
CRTs and word processors been 
integrated? 

Let's examine the steps a pro­
fessional contract designer might 
use to properly plan a business 
environment. 

Challenge and Review 
My office prefers to estabUsh 

a set of parameters with our clients 
by working directly with the "end 
user" (people who will eventually 
use the facility) on an intensified 
basis. By doing this, the designer 
learns how the client uses his office 

and knows his current problems 
and concerns. 

Almost every client has an idea 
of how he would hke to improve 
his present work situation, but a 
good consultant can often show 
more than one alternative. That is 
what is meant by "Challenge and 
Review"—first, study the clien't 
problem, and then, constructively 
challenge the alternatives to find 
the best solution. A good solu­
tion can often save thousands of 
dollars or reduce the man power 
needed to complete a task. 

One Challenge and Review 
session recently showed a client 
the way to avoid buying $60,000.00 
worth of CRT units by modifying 
the existing equipment. Another 
client was shown that the use of 
open plan would reduce the square 
footage requirements for housing 
department workers, thus reducing 
the client's overall rent expenditure. 

Data Collection 
Whether base data is collected 

and recorded by hand or by 
computer, good questioning at this 
phase of any project will save 
error and oversight in the end 
(typical base data is found in the 
questionnaire at the end of this 
article). This information will also 
be useful for other office decisions 
such as communication systems, 
inventory, and office interaction 
studies. 

This is the time in a project 
to evaluate buying or leasing phone 
equipment, explore sound masking 
systems, and determine fire code 
restrictions and requirements for 
the handicapped. Again, a good 
professional designer can advise 
you of what others have already 
learned. 

Purchasing 
Purchasing of equipment and 

contracting of services (carpeting, 
drapery installation, indoor plant 
leasing, etc.) have become more 
complex with many variations 
throughout the United States and 
Canada. We advise our cUents to 
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allow the independent (non-dealer) 
contract designer to do the shop­
ping. Sometimes it is advantageous 
to competitively bid, while other 
times it is wise to negotiate for 
the equipment or service package. 

Move-In 
Move-in and employee orienta­

tion are critical whether we are 
speaking of moving 4 people or 400. 
The fact remains that a move 
with uninformed people will cause 
problems for everyone. Simple 
orientation programs in advance 
of the'move can be done over 
coffee, or more elaborate programs 
for corporations can be designed 
to explzdn new equipment, office 
systems, and amenities such as 
the corporate exercise room and 
new art program. 

When everyone knows the 
"whys" of a move, confusion is 
minimized. It is important to 
remember that each eiiq)loyee views 
the old office desk territorially as 
\d& or hers. Even with new equip­
ment, better facilities, correct 
lifting, and other improvements, 
the space will be new £ind foreign. 
Time is needed for both adjust­

ment and acceptance. A well 
planned orientation is not just a 
thoughtful gesture, but a means 
to speed acceptance. 

Coordination 
Coordination is the essence of 

any project. Unrealistic scheduling, 
building delays, careless installa­
tion, back orders, etc. can destroy 
the efforts of all. Regular job 
meetings, good communication, 
and an organized team of pro­
fessionals can avoid the previously 
mentioned pitfalls. 

Remember, these six basic stq)s: 
Challenge and Review, Data Col 
lection. Design, Purchasing, Move-
In, and coordination are essential 
to the relocation of a one man 
office as well as the move of a 
major corporation. The contract 
designer uses the same premise of 
"plan and anticipate" regardless 
of the scale or scope, and any 
project can benefit from good 
pl£inning. 

Your mind is made up; the move 
is definite. How do you get started? 
The questions below will help you 
prepare, and I personally suggest 

that you review them with a 
professional contract designer.

1. What kind of space is reidly 
needed today, and what wiU be 
required in five years?

3. What is the desired image? 
What image will be created by 
the choice of location? 
4. What is the budget? Remember 
to include operation expenses, 
equipment purchase, structural 
expense, moving cost, and con­
tingency. 
5. What type of "work station" 
or work space is needed? How 
many clerk stations, management 
stations, executive stations, etc.? 
What is the potential for "re­
cycling" existing equipment and 
office machines?

Coundl Considers *Game Plan' For the Biennium 
Planning for the future and a 

series of routine agenda items 
consumed a full day of work for 
the General Council at its first 
meeting since the summer con­
vention in Cincinnati on Sept. 14. 

Council. President T. Glen Cary 
urged fellow council members to 
help him come up with a "game 
plan" for the biennium. A number 
of areas were discussed with final 
decisions to be made at another 
Council meeting in November. 

Members spent a good portion 
of the early stages of the meeting 
discussing problem chapters. As a 
result of reports and discussion 
the Council voted to suspend 
California Alpha at Berkley for 
sub-par performance. 

Bob Biggs, director of chapter 
services, discussed plans for this 
years Chapter Officer and Adviser 
Conferences. Four had been 
scheduled at the time of the meet­
ing with numerous others in the 
planning stages. 

The Council reviewed the pro­
posed budget and approved it. 
The bottom line budget figure for 
the biennium will be $1,279.00. 
As part of budget considerations 
the Council heard reports from 
Scroll Editor Bill Dean on economic 
considerations concerning the 
magazine for the next two years. 

It was agreed to send a First 
Class mailing to approximately 
33,000 members who have not 
responded to the Council's request 
to mail back their magazine labels 
if they want to continue receiving 
the magazine. The number also 
excludes graduates of the last 10 
years, any Phi who has made a 
financigil contribution and other 

Phis from whom various com­
munications have been received. 

The annual audit was reviewed 
and concern was expressed over the 
possibility of an adverse ruUng by 
IRS following an audit of the 
Beta Theta Pi fraternity regarding 
investment income. Members asked 
Bob Miller, executive vice president, 
to keep an eye on the Beta 
situation. 

The work of province presidents 
was reviewed and several new 
appointments were made pending 
approval by chapters involved. 
The Council did vote to move 
Florida State to Epsilon Province. 

Plans for the upcoming General 
Officers Conference at Scottsdale, 
Arizona on Feb. 2-4 were discussed.

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Lawrence Honors Late George Banta

he beautiful Lawrence Bowl, 
the gift of an "anonymous friend 
of Lawrence University" was 
dedicated on Oct. 2, 1975. That 
"friend" was one of the 5,400 
fans in the stands. 

In addition to generous annual 
support of Lawrence's current re­
quirements, this "friend" and 
trustee was always watching for 
scholars and athletes who might 
come to his college. But the foot-
bfdl stadivun was his pet project. 
He supervised every detail of con­
struction and landscaping with 
loving concern. He had edways said 
that his gift was to be anonjonous 
during his lifetime. 

George Banta, Jr. (Wabash '14) 
the "friend" and donor, died on 
Jan. 18, 1977. On Sept. 23, 1978, 
the stadium was posthumously 
rededicated and renamed The 

Banta Bowl as a tribute to the 
memory of this man who contributed 
so generously over a span of many 
years to the enrichment of 
Lawrence University, the George 
Banta Publishing Co., the City of 
Menasha, Phi Delta Theta, and the 
Banta Greek Exchange, an inter­
fratemity journal. 

To quote Thomas S. Smith, 
president of Lawrence University 
from the Renaming Program: "To 
Mr. Banta we owe the existence 
of what imtil today, has been 
called The Lawrence Bowl. Mr. 
Banta provided the gift for its 
construction but preferred that he 
not be known publicly as the donor. 
As with many other things he 
did, he felt it was the gift, not 
the giver, that was important. 

"On this occassion, we rename 
the field The Banta Bowl. By 
doing so, we honor a staunch 
friend who gave his time and 
energy as a Trustee of the Univer­
sity, who assisted students and 

alumni OT Lawrence in many ways 
and who shared his wealth to make 
this beautiful facility possible. 

"The Latin inscription on the 
placque is as appropriate to Mr. 
Banta and this field as it was 
as an epitaph to Sir Christopher 
Wren: Si monumentimi requiris, 
circumspice - If you are seeking 
his monument, look around.'' • 

George Banta, Jr. (see Scroll, 
p. 59, Spring, 1977 and pps. 110-
113, Fall, 1977) was elected to Phi 
Delta Theta^s General Council as 
a memher-at-large in 1926. He be­
came reporter in 1^8 and president 
in 1932. Earlier he served as editor 
of The Scroll and foUowing his 
General Council service he was 
on the Survey Commission from 
1940 until 1951. He served as 
chairman of the building com­
mittee that planned the construction 
of the fraternity's general head­
quarters building in Oxford, Ohio, 
completed in 1947.

W. hen someone mentions 
alcohol abuse, we always conjure 
up an image of some Skid Row

bum. Certainly these are not the 
only individuals that suffer from 
this problem. 

In fact, if we were really honest 
with otirselves, we can recognize 
individuals with drinking problems 
right in our own chapter. The big­
gest problem with drinking in our 
chapters is not the broken windows 
or furniture, the bad reputation 
on campus or even the decreased 
involvement of the brotherhood. 
The biggest problem is getting the 
people to realize that too much 
drinking is a problem. 

Sure we laugh at ourselves and 
others when we have one too many 
but sometimes that laughter is 
covering something deeper. We 
must as^ ourselves what it is about 
being in college and having a 
few drinks that gives us license 
to do things that we would consider 
anti-social in any other age group 
or context. 

Let's face it, there's nothing 

manly about drinking a lot of 
beer if it makes us sick or even 
worse, if it makes us act in a 
manner that we'll later regret. 
Too often brothers are encouraged 
directly or through peer pressure 
to drink to excess. It is at this 
point that we not only abandon our 
responsibility as brothers, but we 
may be hurting the chapter as well 

Costs 
The costs to the chapter really 

fall into five areas. There are 
legal, moral and actual costs as 
well as problems with attitudes 
and reputation. First, if anything 
happens as a resvdt of a chapter-
sponsored event where alcohol is 
served, there are legal precedents 
which have held the chapter and 
the officers liable for personal and 
physical damages (this is espeda% 
true in cases where there is under­
age drinking). 

Even worse, I am certain that 
we would all feel moral responsi­
bility for some accident which was 
the result of too much drinking 
if we had participated in the 
event. It may sound far-fetched, 
but there are drinking related 
deaths every year. Drinking in­
volves a number of actual costs 
as well. 

Alcohol itself is rather costly, 
but the real problems arise when 
damage occurs due to the behavior 
of individual brothers who have 
had too much to drink. This 
usually entails breakages within 
the chapter house or even outside 
of it. If you look £u-ound the 
chapter, you may be able to pick 
out a few individufils in your mind 
who drink too much. These brothers 
often make less of a contribution 
because they are not living up to 
their potential. This is the invisible 
cost of reduced chapter involve­
ment. As long as it is kept to about 
two or three brothers, the problem 
is minimized, but think what it 
would be like if the majority of 
the chapter were composed of 
such individuals. 

Finally, there is always one 
fraternity on campus that has 
the reputation for being drunken 
rowdies. Whether deserved or not, 
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this is an image that has serious 
implications socially, with the ad­
ministration and in rush. It is a 
label that is easier acquired than 
lost. 

Danger Signs 
It is difficult to diagnose such 

problems within ovu-selves £md in 
our chapters. As a result, certain 
"danger signs'' have been 
developed which could highlight 
real or potential problem areas. 

Situations that should trigger 
concern are: 

1) when plenty of alcohol is 
considered an acceptable sub­
stitute for innovative and 
creative rush or social func­
tions 

2) when the only thing the 
brothers and pledges brag 
about is how much beer 
Phi Delts drink 

3) when the same brothers 
always seem to be hanging 
the bar 

4) when windows and furniture 
always seem to get broken 
during and after parties 

5) when the Phi Delts have the 
reputation of being the big 
drLikers and general rowdies 
on campus 

6) when every rush function 
is centered around drinking 

7) when more than 50% of the 
social budget is spent on 
alcohol 

8) when there is a rash of 
drinking related accidents 

9) when the president starts 
sending out letters of apology 
for brothers' behavior 

10) when there is nothing avail­
able for non-drinkers at 
parties 

11) when drinking is the essen­
tial theme or practice at 
pre-initiation week 

So far we have broached the 
question that maybe drinking 
problems are closer to home than 
we originally thought. Once 
acknowledging the existence of the 
potential dangerous situations it 
becomes obvious that there are 
certain inherent costs which ac­
company excessive drinking by the 
brothers. It is all find and good 
to recognize that the problem 
exists and to know its detrimental 
effect, but the real test is in our 
ability to overcome it. 

Face the Problem 
The first step is getting a few 

key people to stand up to the 
problem. Many brothers drink too 
much simply because they think 
it will make them more acceptable. 
If peer pressure and positive rein­
forcement are used to encourage 
moderation then the effect could 
be just as powerful in the opposite 
direction. 
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The second step would be to 
encourage the respective officers 
to be innovative and to come up 
with social, rush and pledge 
functions that do not depend soldy 
on alcohol to be a success. 

Finally, stress the chapter's 
strong points to the rushees, the 
pledges, outsiders and even the 
brothers themselves.Too many 
times all that is heard about is 
how well the chapter parties or 
how much beer it consumes. 

All too often when confronted 
with this problem the response is 
"I'm not going to impose my 
standards on anyone else." But, 
the Fraternity has survived and 
prospered because we have been 
able to do just that. We seek out 
high quality individuals and then 
build them into something we 
consider to be worthy of the 
name of Phi Delta Theta. 

Every person who wears oxa 
letters represents us and we have 
every right to demand and expect 
that he live up to certain standards. 
It is these standards that make 
Phi Delta Theta something to be 
proud of. 

As a social medium, alcohol is 
an excellent device. But, let's make 
sure it's a means and not an end 
because that end might just turn 
out to be our chapter's. Think 
about it. • 



ALUMNI PROFILES 

SMU Phi Applies Lessons of Bible to Business 
leorge Fooshe (SMU '52) is 

what you might call an uncommon 
man—especijilly for one in the 
business of collecting bad debts. 

He is the president of Credit 
Adjustment Company in Wichita 
and the motto of his firm states 
that it collects debts "For the glory 
of God." He has recently written a 
book entitled You Can Be Fin­

ancially Free, published in April, 
1976 by Fleming H. Revell 
Company. 

Since 1974 he has spoken about 
personal finances over 45 times 
to audiences in excess of 4,500 
in 11 states. He has appeared on 
12 college campuses in convocations 
and chapel services and has also 
been on loced and national radio 
and television. 

Fooshee, an ardent member of 
Central Christian Church, teaches 
a Sunday School dass emphasizing 
the religious need to stay out of 
debt. He gives one-tenth of his 
gross income to his church and 
maintains a small warehouse of 
food near his office for desperately 
needy persons from who he is 
required to collect debts. 

His 123-page book is full of 
quotations from the Scriptures in 
that he has tied Biblical principles 
to the book. "The Bible's a book 
about living," he said, "so it must 
tell you something about people." 

"llie Bible says youll reap what 
you sow. If your're overspending, 
what you reap is debt. Debt is a 
trap easy to get into and hard to 
get out of." 

His inability to become personally 
involved in straightening out other 
persons' finances prompted him to 
write the book. He sees no conflict 
with Christianity and running a 
collection agency. "Many people 
are grateful for the help I offer 
them," he said. 

His overall philosophy is best 
stated in an article he recently 
wrote for Decision Magazine which 
is Billy Graham's Evangelistic As­
sociation's publication. The article 
appeared in the April, 1978, issue 
and is reprinted here with the per­
mission of Decision Magazine. 

Inflation! 
With the cost of almost every­

thing increasing steadily, most of 
us are struggUng to keep our 
spending in line with our income. 
A balanced budget is as tough 
for Christians as it is for others. 
Many have lost the spending battle 

and are mired deep in the debt trap. 
Are you aware that the Bible 

presents practical principles to help 
control spending? God's Word has 
guides which result in a twofold 
benefit: money saved and God's 
blessing. As we learn to spend 
wisely, we will also be able to 
increase our giving to the Lord. 

God is our source 
The most important principle of 

money management is that God is 
ovir source. Some people think it's 
their university degree or their 
work ethic that gets them ahead. 
But the Bible says, "My God will 
supply every need of yours accord­
ing to his riches in glory in Christ 
Jesus. "̂  We are directed to "ask" 
and are told that "it will be given" 
to us.^ God is interested in every 
one of our needs—large or small. 

Give 
The second principle is that of 

giving. We receive from God and 
are directed to give in different 
ways. We are told, "Honor the Lord 
by giving him the first part of all 
your income, and he will fill your 
barns with wheat and barley and 
overflow your wine vats with the 
finest wines. "̂  

We are called upon to tithe our 
income. The purpose for tithing is 
to teach us "always to put God 
first."* In our churches we hear a 
lot about tithing 10 per cent. I have 
found that if the 90 per cent is out 
of order the 10 per cent is in 
jeopardy. 

God asks us to give to others as 
well when he says, "He who gives to 
the poor will not want, but he who 
hides his eye will get many a 
curse."® We can give money to the 
poor and our presence to the lonely. 
We cannot outgive God in any way 
because as the Bible says, "Give 
and it will be given to you. 
. . . For the measure you give will 
be the measure you get back."® 

Save 
Principle three has to do with 

saving money, and God directs us 
to the example of the ant. The ant 
isn't strong, but it stores up food 
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for the winter.̂  We are directed to 
do likewise as God tells us, "The 
wise man saves for the future, but 
the foolish man spends whatever 
he gets.'" 

Saving is part of learning to live 
on a margin. A margin means 
planning ahead by allowing extra. 
Living on a time margin means 
planning to arrive five minutes 
early. In finances we need that 
rnargin not Only for emergencies 
but also for the future—for college 
for our children, retirement and 
other financial goals. 

Keep out of debt 
The fourth principle tells us to 

keep out of debt. The Bible says, 
"Owe no one anjrthing, except to 
love one another,"® because "just 
as the rich rule the poor, so the 
IxxTOwer is servant to the lender."̂ " 

We are given a direct Biblical 
explanation on how to keep out of 
debt: "Make do with your pay!"" 

' If you don't have it, don't spend it. 
Do without. Postpone. Fix it up. 

Without a financial margin, most 
people do what comes naturally— 
overspend. Defidt-spending is not 
God's way of making do with your 
pay. The results of debt are bondage 
and loss of peace., plus repay­
ments and interest—far from the 
abundant life Jesus promised. 

If you are already in debt, how 
do you get out of the trap? Again 
the Scriptures explain: "Don't 
withhold repayment of your debts. 
Don't say 'some other time,' if you 
can pay now."^^ The way to come 
out of debt, then, is to make 
regular pajonents. 

Be content with what you have 
A frequently violated command 

in Scrq)ture is the one to be content 
with what you have. The New 
Testament says, "Keep your life 
free from love of money, and be 
content with what you have."" 
And Paul says, "I have teamed how 
to get along happily whether I 
have much or little . . . I have 
learned the secret of contentment in 
every situation, whether it be a 
full stomach or hunger, plenty 
or want."" 

One example of discontentment 
centers on the car. Most people 

plunge into debt the first time for 
a car, and usually not just a car, 
but a new car. Otters plunge deeper 
into debt when they trade off their 
old car. I'm not opposed to new 
cars, but I am opposed to people 
spending money that they don't 
have to buy cars they don't need 
or more of a car than they need. 
Take the example of trading off an 
old car. People trade for three 
reasons: the car is too old, has too 
many miles on it, or is in need of 
repair. There's no reason for trading 
a car just because it's too old or has 
a certain number of miles when it 
may still have plenty of good use 
left in it. And to trade off a car just 
because it is in need of repair 
makes no more sense than to 
commit suicide because you need 
a Uttle surgery. 

Keep records 
A key BibUcal principle is that 

of keeping records. Scripture tells 
us, "Any enterprise is built by 
wise planning, becomes strong 
through common sense, and profits 
wonderfully by keeping abreast of 
the facts. "̂ * People usually don't 
get into trouble when they handle 
their finances carefully be keeping 
records and by budgeting. 

Most people don't plan their 
spending. Jesus instructs us to 
count the cost, "For which one of 
you, when he wants to buUd a 
tower, does not first sit down 
and calculate the cost, to see if he 
has enough to complete it?"̂ ® It 
is my experience that if you are 
not operating on a budget you are 
wasting between $50 and $125 
a month. 

Budgeting is edso a way of 
training children in money man­
agement. When each of my daugh­
ters was in kindergarten, I started 
her on a budget using three boxes 
with these words written on them: 
five cents saved, five cents spent, 
five cents to give. Every Sunday 
I gave each girl her budget of a 
nidsel for each cat^cay. B^inning 
at an early age, they started 
budgeting and have continued to 
do so throughout the years. They 
learned so well, in fact, that when 
one daughter was in her first year 

of college and living on a set 
budget, she came home once and 
said, "Hey, Dad, you've been 
sending me too much money. I can 
get by with $25 a month less! 

Work 
The seventh financial principle 

is that of work. The Bible begins 
with God at work, "In the be­
ginning God created."" In another 
passage we are told, "Work brings 
profit; talk brings poverty!"^® The 
solution to many fiancial problems 
today covdd be put into that one 
word—work. And yet, while we are 
to work, God also set a rhythm 
between work and rest with the 
instruction to "work six days only; 
the seventh day is a day of solemn 
rest, a holy day to be used to 
worship Jehovah."^® 

Seek godly counsel 
And finally, we are to seek godly 

coimsel in oiu* money matters. 
We are to seek God's counsel 
directly fi-om him through prayer 
and also to seek the counsel of 
godly people. The Bible tells us, 
"Blessed is the man that walketh 
not in the covmsel of the un­
godly."^ As Christians we are to 
go to another Christian for counsel 
one who knows the Word of God 
and who can give conqietent advice 
in our specific area of need. 

The Bible's financial principles 
are simple and soimd. God says 
he wiU bless when we obey. In 
James he says, "He who looks into 
the perfect law, the law of liberty, 
and perseveres . . . he shall be 
blessed in his doing. "̂ ^ 

By standing on God's Word, 
giving to the glory of God, spend­
ing money to the glory of God, 
and keeping out of debt to the 
glory of God, we reap not only 
exciting experiences of saving mon­
ey but also the Lord's blessings.

JT or the first time in years 
on our campus, recently members 

Dr. Vernon I. Cheadle (Miami-Ohio '32) 
retired as ChanceUor of the University 

of California, Santa 
Barbara on June 30, 
1977, after 15 years 
at the post. 

During his adminis­
tration the campus en­
rollment increased from 
4,785 to 14,000. Offer­
ings in the Graduate 
Division have increased 
from 15 Master's 
degree programs to 41 
such programs, and from 
two fields offering the 
Ph.D. to 27 at present. 

Undergraduate majors have grown from 
36 to 100. 

He was formerly a professor of botany 
at UC Davis, where he also was a botanist 
at the experiment station, chairman of the 
department of botany and acting vice 
chancellor. 

His awards include one from the California 
Academy of Sciences which named his a 
Fellow, a Fulbright Fellowship, membership 
in the American Academiy of Arts and 
Sciences, and honorary IJL.D. degrees from 
the University of Rhode Island and Miami 
(Ohio) University. 

Dr. Cheadle was also the recipient of a 
certificate of appreciation from Lambda Chi 
Alpha fraternity, a certificate of merit 
from the Botanical Society of America 
and an Outstanding Civilian Service Medal 
from the office of the Secretary of the 
Army. 

Former president of the Botanical Society 
of America, Dr. Cheadle has served as 
that organization's membership committee 
chairman, general section chairman, journal 
editorial committee and vice president. 

Other memberships include the American 
Institute of Biological Sciences, the Torrey 
Botanical Club, the Society for the Study 
of Growth and Development, Society for 
the Study of Evolution, the American 
Society of Naturalists, Phi Beta Theta, 
Sigma Xi, Phi Beta Kappa and Phi Kappa 
Phi.

of both fraternities and sororities 
aggressively answered those who 
wrote disparagingly in the student 
newspaper about Greek social 
societies. This was a great satis­
faction to me personally, because 
for over a decade members of 
social societies had not seen fit 
to defend their organizations 
effectively. 

Often the very people who have 
complained about not having 
enough personal autonomy wish 
to deny or at least denigrate 
the rights of those who wish to 
take advantage of their personal 
desires to join with others in 
fraternal groups of one sort or 
another. Indeed, membership often 
suffered because of the inabiUty 
of "Greeks" to maintain the 
credibihty of their beUefs, of their 
rituals, and their Ufe styles in 
general. 

Fortunate it is that we are unde^ 
going further rejuvenescence of 
the fraternal spirit, for that spirit 
incorporated an element of con­
tinuum so important in maintain­
ing the strength and longevity of 
choices of incoming students for 
social outlets of a deeply personal 
nature. Among individuals choosing 
to embrace it, this spirit is gen­
erated by orientation regarding 
the history, rituals, ideals, and 
practical nature of fraternal Ufe. 

Details may differ among differ­
ent social fraternities but I venture 
to say that none will survive 
unless new members successively 
understand the origin and inter­
relationship of fraternities. So 
pledge classes and all reasonable 
comparable means of appropriate 
instruction should never fail to be 
provided, or thought in any degree 
to be unimportant. 

If fraternities did not fill some 
perceived need eunong young men, 
surely fraternities would not have 
survived and prospered. They just 
as surely will help continue to 
lead us out of these yeeu"s of 
meism, in which the individual 

must be served what he wishes 
regardless of the costs, or impact, 
on the current social order or 
organization that makes our lives 
possible. The group efforts and the 
teamwork, along with informed 
individualism within them, provide 
models that most will follow in 
their later lives. 

The pride of membership, the 
Ungering memories of intimately 
shared episodes of many kinds, 
the deep satisfaction of having 
helped to support the longevity 
of new chapters, all these stimulate 
alumni to relive events that have 
had life-long meaning. Yes, those 
same factors bring £dumni back 
to the site of their experiences, 
often frequently and over long 
periods. 

As I look back over memy 
years of sharing thoughts with 
succeeding generations of Phi 
Delts — and others as well — 
the deeply personal natiu'e of 
fraternity life lingers most strongly 
in my mind. Superlative inteUectual, 
cultural, and materieil outcomes of 
many kinds are characteristic of 
those who graduate from fine 
colleges and universities, but for 
many men nothing quite equals 
the sheer satisfaction of the 
memorable growth undergone in 
a full fraternal experience. 

In any event, I was fortunate 
to be a part of fraternal life in 
one way or another nesurly fifty 
years as student, teacher, and 
administrator. And so it is clear 
to me that the advantages of 
being part of Phi Delta Theta 
outweigh any momentary loss of 
discipline or compassion for others 
oiu" fraternity might suffer. Every 
Phi Delt, and especially active 
members, should realize how 
essential it is to preserve the 
alternative of fraternity experience 
for those still to come to our 
campuses. Six members in two 
generations of my family joined 
Phi Delta Theta; I hope many 
more in the future will. • 
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Don Kessinger Wins Gehrig Award 
D< 'on Kessinger, veteran short­

stop who launches a new phase 
of his career as player-manager 
of the Chicago White Sox in the 
1979 season, is the latest winner 
of Phi Delta Theta's Lou Gehrig 
Award. 

The 36-year-old onetime Univer­
sity of Mississippi basketball steu-
was a standout defensive player 
for the Chicago Cubs for 10 years, 
giving him the unusual status of 
enjoying success with both Windy 
City franchises. 

Long active in the Fellowship 
of Christian Athletes, Kessinger 
is one of the charter members of 
Baseball Chapel, which sponsors 
non-denominational services every 
Sunday morning in baseball club­
houses. 

"I remember when Ron Santo 
was presented this award a few 
years back when we were team­
mates on the Cubs and I thought 
to myself what a great honor to 
be linked with the previous 
wiimers," Kessinger recalled. "It 
sounds like a Who's Who in 
basebaU." 

As a member of Sigma Nu, 
Kessinger is familiar with the 
fraternity system and did not have 
to ask questions as so many

other wiimers have felt necessary. 
The easy-going Kessinger's 

career was nearly short-circuited 
very early when the Cubs rushed 
him to the major league level 
long before he was able to cope 
with big league pitching. 

After his Ole Miss career where 
he earned All-Southeastem Con­
ference honors in both basketball 
and baseball, the Cubs signed 
Don after his graduation in Jime 
of 1964 and assigned him to their 
Fort Worth, Texas, farm club, a 
high level of pro ball for a beginner. 

The next year, with the team 
floundering in last place and 
desperate for a shortstop, Kessinger 
was called up from Fort Worth 
and played in 106 games but 
was an. "automatic out" with a 
.201 batting average and only 
seven extra base hits out of 309 
official at bats. 

Fiery Leo Dm-ocher was hired 
as memager of the Cubs in the 
off-season and one of his first 
statements was "we've got to find 
ourselves a shortstop." 

"That didn't do very much 
for my confidence," confesses 
Kessinger. But Don simply bore 
down and surprised a great nuiny 
people by adjusting his batting 
style to a "small man's swing" 
and woimd up with a .274 average. 

By 1969 when he won National 
League Golden Glove honors at 
his position, he played 54 con­
secutive games at his difficult 
position without an error. 

Traded to the St. Louis Cardin­
als, he shifted to second base in 
1976 to make way for young 
shortstop Garry Templeton and 
was waived to the White Sox 
in August of 1977. 

"The 1978 season was a very 
satisfying one for me," Kessinger 
explained, "because in St. Louis, 
they had decided I could no longer 
play every day. With the White 
Sox, I was in the lineup regularly 
and felt I contributed to the team," 

Bill Veeck, the celebrated base­
baU maverick who runs the White

Sox, started thinking of Kessinger 
as managerial material when Chi­
cago fans turned out to honor 
Kessinger on a "night" in his 
behalf late in the season. 

A native of Forrest City, Ark., 
he meikes his home in Memphis 
with wife Carolyn eind sons Keith, 
11, and Kevin, 8. 

Kessinger owns racquetball clubs 
in Memphis and Little Rock and 
operates a boys camp in the 
summer. 

"I've known Don Kessinger for 
a long while now and never found 
him anything but pleasant and 
accomodating," says Ritter CoUett 
(Ohio '42), chairman of the Gehrig 
Award selection committee and 
Sports Editor of the Dayton 
Journal Herald. "He's an athlete 
who never gives less than his 
best." •

NEWSFRONTS 
The Alpha Tau Omega Fraternity, acting 

through its High Council, has initiated 
charter revocation proceedings against its 
81-year-oid Texas Gamma Eta chapter at 
the U. of Texas at Austin because of 
individual and group actions deemed to be 
conduct prejudicial to the best interests 
of the Fraternity. 

Following a late August incident, three 
students — one initiate and two pledges — 
were indicted by the county grand jury 
on charges of aggravated assault for an 
alleged attack on a freshman. 

However, the High Council — five alumni 
and two undergraduates who form the 
Fraternity's equivalent of a board of 
trustees — has stayed the revocation 
proceedings and instituted terminal pro­
bation provided the chapter "conducts 
itself as a viable subordinate body of 
said Fraternity in conformity with the law 
of the Fraternity and the rules and 
regulations of the University of Texas 
at Austin."

J. he 1978 All-Phi football team is paced on 
offense by two-time A.P. Little All-American center 
Frank Bouressa (Lawrence '79) and a trio of Florida 
State standouts — quarterbacks Wally Woodham

('80). 

The defensive team is led by Jeff Hughes (Ripon 
'79), the top career interception leader in fraternity 
history with 26, and an All-Midwest Conference 
selection in 1976-77-78.

has been named winner of the 
Raymond L. Gardner Award as 
"Phi of the Year" for 1978. 

The presentation was made 
March 23 at the Founders Day 
banquet of the Sarasota Alumni 
Club by Bob MiUer, executive vice 
president. Thomas is a Sarasota 
attorney. 

Tied for runner-up in the ballot­
ing were Robert L. Trescher 
(Pennsylvania '34), a Philadelphia 
attorney, and Robert Lee Steed 
(Mercer '58), an Atlanta attorney. 

The award is presented each year 
by the Seattle Alumni Club in 
memory of Raymond L. Gardner 
(Washington-Seattle '18), a member 
of the General Council from 1952 
to 1956. The annual award is 
presented to an alumnus who best 
exemplifies the teachings of the 
Bond through participation in 
fraternity affairs, activities in 
higher education and community 
service. 

Nominated By Sarasota 
The attorney was nominated 

by the Sarasota Alumni Club. 
Roger E. Tegenkamp (Florida '59), 
club president, writes that the 
nomination was based on service 
to his fraternity, his community 
and his church.

He has served 
three terms on the board of directors 
of the Sarasota Club in addition 
to serving as vice president and 
president. He is currently Lt. 
Governor of District 21 (Florida).

General Officers Receive Good Financial News 
Good financial news tempered 

with concern for the future high-
Ughted a General Officers Con­
ference in Scottsdale, Arizona, 
Feb. 2-4. 

The Loyalty Fund solicitation 
totaled $220,000 in 1978 from 
9,200 contributors, a record. Con­
tributions have more than doubled 
in a two-year period and the 
number of contributors has risen 
almost 46%. 

However, Treasurer Bruce Thomp­
son expressed concern about rising 
costs in all areas with a possible 
decrease in male enrollments pre­
dicted for most colleges and univer­
sities. He also voiced worry over 
whether or not income from various 
fraternity funds could keep pace 
with the current high rate of 
inflation. 

Bill Dean, ScroU editor, accented 
Thompson's concern by telling 
the group that he was experiencing 
price increases in the cost of tj^je-
setting and the cost of paper. One 

factor that is unknown regarding 
Scroll expenses is how a proposed 
reduction in the mailing list will 
be reflected in final cost figures. 

The reduction program is now in 
its final stages as Robert J. Miller, 
executive vice president, reported. 
It is estimated that between 25,000 
and 30,000 names will be deleted. 

Dean also reported on a critique 
of the magazine obtained through 
a program offered by the American 
Society of Association Executives. 

Doug Wilson, commissioner of 
alumni affairs, discussed how new 
alumni clubs are formed. He 
reviewed specific activities in Miami, 
Chicago and Dayton, Ohio. Wilson 
met during the conference with 
five of the seven new alumni com­
missioners present for the meeting. 

T. Glen Cary, GC president, 
opened the meeting by complement­
ing the province presidents for their 
efforts. Province presidents visited 
more chapters in the first quarter 
of the Biennium than any other 

similiar period in our history. 
He cautioned province presidents 

to avoid the "this is how they do 
it at my chapter" approach when 
visiting chapters and also urged 
them to work closely and be 
supportive of chapter consultants. 

Cary discussed the "game plan" 
of the current General Council 
emphasizing the need to do a better 
job of selecting, training and 
motivating both province presidents 
and chapter advisers. He also 
pointed out the need to develop 
an "understudy" program to move 
people into key jobs as individuals 
become too old to serve effectively 
or move to other positions in the 
fraternity. 

Stan Brown, chairman of the 
Survey Commission, explained to 
new province presidents how the 
Survey Commission operates. He 
indicated that the fraternity now 
has three colonies at the Univer­
sity of Kentucky, Louisiana State-
Shreveport and the University of

Tampa. In the possibilities list he 
included Florida Central Univer­
sity at Orlando, Ohio University 
at Athens, Southwest Texas at 
San Marcos, Texas A&M at College 
Station and Oregon at Eugene. 

Bob Biggs, director of chapter 
services, moderated a panel includ­
ing chapter consultants Tim Shea, 
Glen Smith, Brian Dunn and Pete 
Menard on the work of the 
consultEmts. 

Wiirren Smith, Zeta Province 
president, chaired a discussion on 
the role of the province president 
that included Don Stewart, Omi­
cron South president and BiUy 
Stitt, Theta West president. That 
concluded the Saturday portion 
of the meeting. 

On Sunday the officers were 
broken into three groups lio dis­
cussion a variety of problems and 
then report back to the entire 
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conference. The group also heard management by objectives. 
a presentation by Doug Larson, Coimcil member Tal Bray was in 
Lambda Province president, on charge of the conference.

*Califomia Beta was actuaUy founded 

before Stanfcnl University was begun. Twenty-
three days after the university began oper­
ations the Atlanta convention granted a 
charter to a group of men that had been 
organized before the university opened its 
doorsonOct. 1,1891. 

•The brothers of Pennsylvania EpsUon 
have the services of "The Padre" as their 
chapter adviser. The Reverend Cannon Ker-
mit Lloyd is their adviser and he is the 
Episcopal Bishop for Central Pennsylvania. 

•During the three-day rush at MIT rapid 
communication is a must so there are phones 
instaUed in each room of the chapter's five 
story house. The phones are tied directly 
to the "command center" where brothers 
can vote on a rushee or get his current 
status. The MIT IFC keeps track of the 
current location of every rushee by computer. 
The rushee is required to check in and out 

with the computer when he enters or leaves 
a fiatemity house. 

•Fifteen classes at MIT have enjoyed the 
cooking of John Parle. The MIT brothers 
have also benefited firom the extended tenure 
of houseman, Mr. Leroy Walker, who has 
been at the chapter since 1960. 

*In 1921 New York Alpha completed its 
second chapter house at a cost of over 
$350,000. A recent estimate put replacement 
costs at weU over a miUion dollars.- The 
house at ComeU boasts a great haU with a 
40 foot ceiling, stained glass windows, soUd 
oak dining table and chairs, three foot 
thick exterior walls and a subterranian 
chapter room. 

*The chapter house at USC is a stately 
mansion that was once the Spanish Consulate 
in Los Angeles. It has a very unique "round 
room" that is circular with a 60 foot 
vaulted ceUing. It has interesting acoustics 
in that a whisper can be heard clear across 
the room. 

•The brothers at {^iBormaDelta are proud 
of their share of the national title in foot­
baU. As a result of USC's continued success 
in footbaU a number of "skins" which have 
been won from other chapters decorate 
the house. The loser of a footbaU contest 
gives the winner a piece of leather with 
the two chapter names, the score of the game 
and the Phi Delt crest on it. 

•Since losing their old house the brothers 
of California Eta at the University of 
California at Santa Barbara have taken a 
small E îartment OHnplex. Tliey have convsted 
a carport into a chapter room and are 
enjoying their new life style. 

•Fall, 1978, marked the dedication of 
Kentucky Theta's new chapter house. A 
first for the chapter, the house is located 
three miles from campus and provides the 
brothers with a real "home away fitnn homa" 
Spring, 1979, wiU mark the chapter's tenth 
anniversary as weU as the 11th consecutive 
semester that the chapter has been first 
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scholasticaUy on campus. 
•The Phi Delt house at Arizona State 

was designed by Brother Frank Lloyd 
Wright. It is an impressive structure. 

*It looks as if Arizona Alpha wiU be 
retiring its Winnebago as a rush tool. The 
good news from Tucson is that the alumni 
are closing the deal on a new chapter 
house right on fraternity row. The brothers 
are certain that if they could double their 
membership rushing out of a Winnebago 
motor home that they should do even better 
rushing out of a new house. 

IN THE COMMUNITY 
•Plans are underway for Tennessee Gamma 

Phis to assist the YMCA in renovating a 
day camp that has been in existence since 
1923. Duties wiU include cleaning the groimds 
and reropfing cabins, as well as re-land­
scaping the various traUs. 

•Brother Steve Sommer of Nevada Alpha 
has written a book caUed Kingdom. Double-
day has secured the pubUshing rights and 
plans to release it in two volumes in the 
near future. 

•The brothers of California Beta sponsored 
the film "2001: A Space Odessy" on campus. 
With the proceeds they brought 25 father­
less boys from the "Big Brothers of Amer­
ica" to Marriot's Great America. 

•Nine of the 18 members of the Sewanee, 
Tennessee, volunteer fire department are 
active Phi Delts at the University of the 
South. 

•The brothers of Centre CoUege, after 
coUecting pledges from local businesses in 
DanviUe, LouisviUe and Lexington, rolled a 
key in a ricksha device 150 nules to the 
Cerebral Palsy School in LouisviUe. 

•In addition to responsibiUties within the 
chapter house. Brothers Joe Garrett and 
Battle Brown of Kentucky Alpha-Delta serve 
the DanviUe area as volunteer fire fighters.

The "fire-up" usuaUy reflects the theme of 
the upcoming party. 

•With a large senior graduating class 
approaching Indiana Alpha has taken steps 
in their pledge program to resolve the potential 
problem. At present there are three different 
pledge masters eaching having a pledge class 
during the same semester. Their goal is to 
initiate 50 or more Phikeias. 

•When the brothers at New York Zeta 
at Colgate hosted the Alpha-Beta Bi-Province 
conference this faU they assigned one brother 

to host one of each of the nine visiting 
delegations. This process assured each delegate 
was properly taken care of and that each 
brother in attendance enjoyed good Phi 
hospitaUty. 

••The brothers at Randolph-Macon have 
spHt the chapter into three groups of ten 
each to raise money for rush. Each group 
must raise a minimum of $150 or pay it 
out of their pockets.

Alumni Were Great in '78

X hi Delta Theta Alunni are 
loyal every year but this was 
especially true in 1978 when we 
put out our annual call for finan­
cial support of the Fraternity. 

To be exact, 8,917 Phis answered 
our call for assistance in the form 
of contributions to the Loyalty 
Fund and Educational Fovmdation 
in the United States and the Loyal­
ty and Schdarshq) Funds of Canada 
This represented a significant in­
crease of 17% over the number of 
donors in 1977. 

Similarly, the amount contributed 
to the four funds increased by 19%. 
See the chart in these pages fully 
describing the details of the 
campaign just completed. Note 
that there are 341 members of the 
Sword and Shield Society ($100 
donors), a 21% increase. Quite 
interestingly, there are 650 mem­
bers of the Helmet Society ($50 
donors), the exact number regis­
tered in 1977. Perhaps the most 
significant change in the Azure 
Association consisting of $25 
donors. The figure for 178 is $3,728, 
an increase of 41 %. 

Finances Remain Solid 
All this increased income to the 

Loyalty Fund means several things. 
For one thing, it means that the 
Fraternity will remain in a solid 
financial position for an additional 
year. It means that money will be 
on hand to meet the increasing 
costs of running a society such 
as ours, much of it caused by that 
old bugaboo, inflation. 

It also means that we will contin­
ue our educational Chapter Officer 
and Adviser Conferences wherein 
key Fraternity leaders are exposed 
to advanced administrative tech­
niques. And, it means that our 
Chapter Consultant program of 
visitations which assures a mini­
mum of one visit to each chapter 
will be pursued. Of course, chapters 
in special need will continue to 

receive as many as five or six 
visits per year. 

Educational Contributions 
The total amount of money 

contributed to the Educational 
and Scholarship Funds in 1978 
actually decreased by 1% but even 
so over $51,000 was added to these 
two important foimdations. The 
Trustees of the Phi Delta Theta 
Educational Fotmdation have al­
ready £innounced that as many as 
24 scholarships totalling almost 
$25,000 will be awarded this year. 
One of these will go to a student 
from a Canadian university financed 
with proceeds from the Scholarship 
Fund in that country. 

As we indicated earUer we love 
our alumni from all classes but we 
are especially proud of the "top 
10" as listed in the accompanying 
box. The class of 1950 continues 
to hold down the number one spot 
it held last year for total con­
tributions.

This list has changed significant-
ly in the past year with the classes 
of 1924, 1929, 1933 and 1953

There was much less change in 
alumni support based on chapter 
of initiation. When considered on 

the basis of number of donors, 
only Washington Alpha at the 
University of Washington was 
replaced by the chapter at Iowa 
State in the number ten position. 
The other nine chapters switched 
around slightly but the top three 
chapters remeiined in the SEune 
relative position as in 1977 with 
the Miami chapter again in first 
place.

Si 'ince January 1, the general officers of Phi Delta 
Theta have been especially busy. They attended the 
annual General Officers Conference and they have been 
performing their duties in an exemplary manner. This 
is appreciated because their contributions are essen­
tial if we are to reach our neeir term and long range 
objectives.

Is it any wonder that these jobs are hard to 
fill? Would you apply for such a job if you saw it ad­
vertised in The Wall Street Joumalt 

Fortunately, a large number of Phis have accepted 
such jobs and serve every day without pay. What 
professions and businesses do they represent: law, 
corporations (presidents and vice presidents), coUeges 
and universities (professors and administrators), real 
estate, insurance, banking, medicine and various sales 
organizations. 

We have had ministers, coUege and university pres­
idents, judges, medical doctors, bankers, teachers, 
various corporation executives and sales personnel 
serve Phi Delta Theta and, in essence, accept a posi­
tion similar to the one advertised by Mrs. Williamson. 

Why Serve? 
Why do these extremely busy people sacrifice to 

serve? 
They believe in fi-atemity. They believe in the object­

ives declared in the Bond of Phi Delta Theta: 
1. The cultivation of fiiendsh^) among its members; 
2. The acquirement individually of a high degree 

of mental culture; and 
3. The attainment personaUy of a high standard 

of morality. 
These brothers sincerely beUeve that our chapters 

can create an atmosphere favorable to and in support 
of the maximum opportunities for cultural, spiritual 
and social growth. They recognize that the average 
student does not of himself and without influence come 
to a balanced maturity out of the classroom any more 
than he develops in class without instruction. 

What Phi Delta Theta can do and frequently does 
for an individual when a chapter is properly directed 
MOTIVATES Phis to serve and become a part of a 
great organization.

Have It Your Way Jim McLamore!

XXave it your way" was 
the theme of a highly successful 
Burger King advertising campaign 
several years ago. It is also the 
theme of the corporation's highly 
successful founder, Jim McLamore 
(Cornell '42). He has been doing 
it his own way and having it his 
own way for 32 years. 

Shortly after graduation from 
Cornell's College of Hotel Admin­
istration in 1947, he opened a 
small, 14-seat counter service 
restaurant in Wilmington, Del. In 
1954, together with David R. Ed-
gerton, he orgemized Burger King 
Corp. First year sales were less 
than $40,000. 

Today, Burger King has grown 
into a world-wide organization of 
over 2,150 restaurants with system-
wide sales of $1.4 biUion per year— 
the second largest restaurant chain 
in the world. 

"I was one of four incoming 
freshmen in Cornell's program," 
he recalled. The food business 
just wasn't too appeaUng to the 
average college student in the 
early 40's." 

After his first year, he joined 
the Navy and they sent him back 
to Cornell in 1944. He not only 
graduated in 1947 but was married 
to his wife Nancy, who he had 
met on campus. 

Initial Experience 
"My first job was in Wilming­

ton as director of food service for 
the YMCA at $267 a month," 
he said. "I had noticed a Toddle 
House across the street. There was 
a building for rent right next 
door, so I rented it and put in 
a 14-seat restaurant. We had bas­
ically the same menu as the Toddle 
House— only our food was better. 
It was a short order restaurant 
specializing in hamburgers." 

His wife's family lived in Miami, 
and while there for a vacation 
in January 1949, McLamore noticed 
that a new office building was 

being constructed, so he decided 
to rent the ground floor and put 
in a restaurant. He hired a man­
ager for his Wilmington operation 
and, along with Edgerton, opened 
up an "Instant Burger King" 
after obtaining a franchise for Dade 
County from a group already op­
erating in Jacksonville. 

"We put up $20,000 each and 
bought an automatic hamburger 
broiler and an automatic milk 

shake machine," he said. "It was 
really the first time anyone had 
come up with the idea of having 
customers come to the counter and 
serve themselves. We sold hambur­
gers for 184, shakes for 18< and 
fries for a dime. People didn't 
exactly rush in. I think they felt 
that nothing could be too good for 
those prices." 

Expansion 
Despite limited initial success 
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(It was six months before they 
had a $100-day), the pair began to 
expand. They bought a couple 
more locations and began to devel­
op a system of efficiency and high 
productivity. The Jacksonville op­
eration was having difficulty, so 
they took over and began the 
natbtial franchise opoating in 1954. 

"All this coincided with the 
development of television in the 
mid-50's and the big expansion of 
large cities," he stated. "Our con­
cept was simple. We offered a few 
items and a good price. It was 
easy to train personnel. We were 
also about to pool the strength 
of our advertising dollar.'' 

"We consider ourselves pioneers 
in the fast food business along with 
Kentucky Fried Chicken and Mc­
Donalds. McDonalds actually 
started a year later than we did 
but went into the business faster 
and more aggressively. They are 
now about twice our size." 

In 1967, McLamore agreed to 
merge the corporation with Pills-
bury. He stayed on as president 
until 1972 and as chairman of the 
board untU 1976. He is still a 
director, and the corporation has 
opened several new companies in­
cluding the Steak and AJe restaurants. 

"I think we really built the 
business on the promotion of The 
Whopper," he said. 

"For a time, we were the big 
hamburger specialist, while Mc­
Donalds was the small hamburger 
specialist. Now we are selling all 
sizes and even beginning to con­

sider dinner-type operations. Mc­
Donalds, of course, has entered 
the breakfast market. In a way, 
we have come full cycle in 25 
years—from dinner service to a 
speciality approach and now back 
to a more full offering of items." 

Community Involvement 
Always an active commimity 

citizen, McLamore serves as vice 
chairman of the board of trustees 
of the University of Miami and 
chairman of Miami's commtmity 
television station, WPBT/Channel 
2. 

He is a trustee of the North-
field Mount Hermon School in 
Massachusetts, past president of 
the National Restaurant Associa­
tion, a member of the Orange 
Bowl Committee and a director 
of a number of community organ­
izations and hospitals. 

He is a director of the South­
east First National Bank of Miami, 
Burger King Corp., Caider Race 
Course, The Pillsbury Co., Ryder 
System and Storer Broadcasting 
System. 

The Bvu-ger King innovator is 
a four-handicapper in golf and loves 
gardening. He is a trustee of the 
Faircbild Tropical Garden in Miami 
and takes great pride in his associa­
tion with the organization. 

"I like to speak to groups about 
our free enterprise system, and I 
usually get a good reaction," he 
said. "Audiences want to hear 
this. 

Free Enterprise 
"Our whole heritage in this

country is a tribute to the free 
enterprise system. It's come imder 
attack recently from many quar­
ters. In fact, an entire socialistic-
thinking phUosophy is being pro­
moted throughout the country by 
several groups. This can be seen 
in bigger government and greater 
government control of industry. 
All this tends to have the effect 
of limiting the thrust of free 
enterprise. 

"In looking aroimd, we also 
see trends throughout the world 
toward socialistic thinking. Great 
Britain is a good case in point. 
I think the majority of our people 
believe in our system. But the 
r^ulators and legislators are often 
influenced by those groups who 
speak the loudest. 

"Institutions that reflect the 
free enterprise system need to be 
protected, and I have attempted 
to do that in the speeches I have 
made." 

McLamore and his wife have 
four children, three girls and one 
Phi Delt son, Whit McLamore 
(Tennessee Tech '77). But the 
fraternity made a strong showing, 
anyway. Two of the girls married 
Phi Delts — John J. Maddox 
(Tennessee '70) and Jay Tucker 
McCormack (SMU '77). • 
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Florida Theta at U. of Tampa Installed

graduate and one volimteer worker 
in February of 1978, a year of in­
tense effort resulted in the install­
ation of Florida Theta Colony at 
the University of Tampa -, March 
23 and 24,1979. 

The activities began with the 
initiation of 44 undergraduates 
and 3 alumni of the Phi Delta 
local Fraternity on Friday after­
noon at Hillsborough Masonic 
Lodge in Tampa. 

T. Glen Cary (Texas Tech '56), 
president of the General Council, 
presided at the initiation and 
installation and was the guest 
speaker at the Fotmders' Day/ 
Installation bemquet. C.T. Bray 
(South Florida '65), member-at-large 
of the General Council; Robert J. 
Miller (New Mexico '50), executive 
vice president; Robert Biggs 
(Georgia Southem '76), director of 
ch^ter services; Robert Schuemann 
(Valpariso '71), Epsilon South 
province president; Michael D.

(Florida State '72), chapter adviser 
of Florida Gamma, assisted in the 
activities. 

Also assisting in the initiation 
were Robert Morency (Florida

One of the highUghts of the 
initiation was the initiation of 
alumni. The alumni included 
Doyle Cotton, Nick GavaUs, and 
WiUiam Loving. Loving has been 
and continues to serve as chapter 
adviser to Florida Beta. 

FoUowing the initiation the new 
brothers of Florida Theta hosted 
an alumni reception on the campus 
of the University of Tjimpa. 

On Saturday, Cary and the 
instaUation team attended a lunch­
eon in honor of Cary hosted by 
Dr. Richard Cheshire, President 
of the University of Tampa. 

Installation Ceremony 
FoUowing the luncheon, the 

instaUation ceremony of Florida 
Theta was conducted in the Ball­
room of Plant HEJI at the Univer­
sity. Brother Robert Morency, 
acting as Warden, presented Ron 
Garon, president of the Phi Delta 
local, to Cary. In a beautiful cere­
mony, led by Cary, the chapter 
was formaUy installed and Garon 
was presented with the Charter. 
Portraying the Founders in the 

formal ceremony were Miller, 
Ward, Bray, Schuemann, Morrison, 
and Bruce Bates (Florida'76). To 
conclude the ceremony the Brothers 
of Florida Theta were administered 
a pledge to uphold the principles 
of Phi Delta Theta. 

Saturday's evening activities 
began with a reception, again 
hosted by the Brothers of Florida 
Theta and attended by alumni 
from the Tampa, St. Petersburg, 
and Sarasota area, as weU as 
undergraduates from several 
chapters. The banquet which fol­
lowed was held in the Flecher 
Lounge of Plant HaU, said to be 
one of Tampa's most beautiful 
rooms. A distinguished head table 
included Dr. Richard Cheshire, 
president of the University; Ward, 
president of the Tampa Alumni 
Club; Cary, MiUer, Bray, Schue­
mann, and Morency; the chapter 
adviser. Joining these brothers 
were the original four brothers of 
the local fraternity; Ron Garon; 
Guy EuUano, Tom Slaymaker, and 
Larry Baratta. 

Other distinguished guests in­
cluded Dr. Elden T. Smith (Ohio 
Wesleyan '32), past member of 
the General Coimcil; Dr. Carl Hite, 
Dean of Students at the Univer­
sity of Tampa; and Roger Tegen-
camp. President of the Sarasota 
Alumni Club. 

Presentations 
The activities began with the 

introduction of President Cheshire 
who made a warm, formal welcome 
to the group on behzdf of the 
University; and were highUghted 
by the presentation of the Ray­
mond L. Gardner Alumni of the 
Year Award to RusseU Thomas 
(Emory '48). After a presentation 
of Thomas' many activities on 
behalf of the Fraternity and in his 
home community of Sarasota by 
Brother Tegencamp, the award 
was presented to Thomas by Ex­
ecutive Vice-President Miller. 

Cary then gave the principeJ 
address of the evening; a humorous. 
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but most inspiring, told on the 
Fraternity and its long lasting 
effects in developing men and 
leaders. 

The evening concluded with 
presentations of awards including 
plaques to the faculty adviser, 
Dr. Robert Kerstein; the chapter 
adviser Morency, and Coundl Mem­
ber Bray for their work in establish­
ing the Chapter. 

The events of this weekend that 
saw the beginning of Florida Theta 
Chapter were the climax of a year's 
dedicated effort on the part of the 
new Brothers and local alumni, 
in estabUshing a local fraternity 
and, then, a Colony. 

Shortly after taking office as 
Province President in 1975, Bray 
met with John Meyer (Cincinatti 
'67), then the Dean of Students 
of the University of Tampa and 
the Director of Activities, Mr. 
David Jackson. 

Having received great encourage­
ment from the University Admin­
istration, Brother Bray began the 
initial work of approaching the 
Survey Commission, gathering 
facts on the University and the 
Greek system on the campus. 

Plans Develop 
In February of 1978, having 

secured the interest of the Survey 
Commission and the University; 
one student, Guy EuUano, was 
identified as having interest in 
wanting to estabUsh a new group. 
With the meeting of Bray and Eu­
Uano, began a year of work that 
resulted in the estabUshment of 
a chapter in a time frame that may 
be unparaUeled in our Fraternity. 
By the foUowing week. Brother 
EuUano secured the interest of 
four other students, Ron Garon, 
Larry Baratta, Tom Slasnnaker, 
and Gary Weiner. At his first 
meeting with the group Bray, 
assisted by Morency, presented 
films and other information about 
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Phi Delta Theta. With great ex­
citement the group of five began to 
plan and organize a local Frater­
nity known as Phi Delta. 

Several weeks after their first 
meeting, the excited group of 
young men were ready to hold 
their first rush party. This function 
was held on the campus and aided 
by Bray, Morency, and Ward 
and a number of undergraduate 
Phis from Florida Epsilon chapter 
at the University of South Florida, 
a successful rush party was held 
and seventeen new men pledged 
themselves to the Phi Delta local. 

Later in the Spring, WiUiam 
Estes (VanderbUt '55), a member 
of the Survey Commission, visited 
the campus as did a chapter con­
sultant. Upon Brother Estes' 
recommendation, the efforts of the 
group were approved; and it was 
suggested that EuUemo attend the 
French Lick Convention, which 
he did. 

Returning in the FaU semester, 
19 Brothers of the Phi Delta Local 
began their first solo rush program 
and after a week's activities, 24 
men had pledged and numerous 
campus and socieil activities had 
been planned. 

Colony Status 
Also in the FaU of 1978, after 

the approved of the Survey Com­
mission and the General CouncU, 
the Phi Delta Fraternity was 
officiaUy recognized as the Florida 
Theta Colony of Phi Delta Theta. 
At this point, the organization 
had selected a group that had 
the highest grade point average 
of any on campus and were weU 
on their way to setting records. 
The group included numerous 
members of the student govern­
ment, holding several of the top 
elected campus positions; the 
editor of the newspaper and the 
editor of the yearbook; several

varsity athletes; residence haUs' 
counselors; and the leaders of 
most other student organizations. 

With the opening of the Winter 
semester, the Colony group began 
rush and again were successful 
with 12 new pledges and the 
fund raising drive intensified. The 
Genered Council approved the 
charter for the group to be in­
staUed as a Chapter on Feb. 2, 
ten days less than a year from the 
time that Bray and EuUano first 
met. 

With aU the activities working 
as planned, the instaUation day 
approached and 44 new Brothers 
were initiated. This included 'Km 
Morrison who was the first legacy 
of the new Colony jmd the son of 
Tom Morrison who was on hand 
to participate in the weekend.

DePauw Senior Named Priest Winner

Pauw '80), a 4 pt. economics major, 
has been named winner of the 
Arthur R. Priest award for 1978-79. 

The award is given £uinuaUy 
to the undergraduate Phi who 
exceUs in scholarship, chapter 
service, campus activities and com­
munity involvement. It is the high­
est honor the fraternity can give 
to an undergraduate. 

He wiU receive an $800 scholar­
ship that accompanies the award, 
which is named for former Execu­
tive Secretary Arthur R. Priest 
(DePauw '91). Priest was appointed 
the first traveling secretary of the 
fraternity in 1921. He served as 
executive secretary for 16 years 
and helped establish 14 new 
chapters whUe reviving five old 
ones. He rewrote the pledge manuel 
£md put it in its current format 
and also compiled a Phi Delta 
Theta songbook. 

Tim's high grade point average 
has led to membership in the usual 
academic honor societies, a major 
Kiwanis Scholarship and a semi-
finaUst position in the Truman 
Scholarship competition. He was 
one of only three juniors inducted 
into Phi Beta Kappa last spring. 

"If anything; Tim's record of 
campus service is even more notable 
than his academic achievements," 
said John R. Mohr, associate dean 
of students. "He participates with

He stiU finds the time to serve 
as a waiter at a sorority house 
to help defray his coUege expenses.

AU time superteams of years gone by who 
captivated the imagination of fans across the 
country. They<;ome along but once a decade. 

Cincinnati's Reds of the 1970's are just such 
a superteam, winning five division championships, 
four pennants and two World Series in the first 
seven years of manager Sparky Anderson's reign. 
They've also dominated AU-Star play. 

Superstars like Pete Rose, Joe Morgan, Johnny 
Bench and Tony Perez lead a team of some of 
the game's most fascinating athletes, players 
whose exploits have fired the imagination of 
fans everywhere. 

Men of The Machine reveals for the first time 
the human side of this incredible assortment of 
talent, who they reaUy are, where they came from 
and how they got that way. 

Ritter CoUett was in the press box in Crosley 
Field when the Cincinnati Reds opened the 1946 
season, and the sports editor of the Dayton 
Journal Herald hasn't missed an opener since 
then. 

There isn't much else about the Reds that he's 
missed over the years either. His closeness to 
the team that won back-to-back World Series 
in 1975 and 1976 lends both an insight and 
an authenticity to "Men of the Machine." 

Ritter's father and uncle published a family-
owned newspaper in Ironton, Ohio, where he 
literally grew up into the business. After 
graduating from Ohio University into the mil­
itary service in 1942, he spent three and a 
half years in World War II and found himself 
separated from the Air Force at Wright-Patterson 
AFB in Dayton. 

A job in sports on the old Dayton Journal 
turned into a career. When the Journal Herald 
was formed in a 1949 merger, he was named 
sports editor at age 27 and is stiU going strong.

Millett, John D . (DePauw '33). New 
Structures of Campus Power. San Francisco 

Washington London: Jossey-Bass 
Publishers, 1978. 294 pp. Given by author. 

During the 1960's, the structure and practice 
of campus governance changed substantially. 
Although faculty senates or academic councils 
have long been a part of college and university 
governance, new forms of institutional decision­
making bodies emerged that included students, 
administrators, and sometimes nonacademic 
staff as voting members. Evaluation of such 
recent innovations in governance has been minimal. 
Have they succeeded? If not, what are the reasons 
for their failure? This new book — the result 
of a major two-year national study — provides 
a fuU analysis and report on these new structures 
of campus power. It is concerned with what has 
happened in decision making, leadership, and 
management. 

John Millett describes in detail the governance 
patterns on 30 campuses, including state, compre­
hensive, and research universities, independent 
institutions, and general baccalaureate colleges. 
He shows the extent to which the new forms 
of governance have reaUzed their objectives, 
points out their implications for other institu­
tions, and offers recommendations for the future 
of carnpus governance. His proposals include 
restricted roles for college councils or univer­
sity senates, separate faculty and student 
governance, and the continuation of major 
leadership roles for presidents. 

The Author. John D. Millett has been senior 
vice-president of the Academy for Educational 
Development since 1972. He received his doctor's 
degree in government from Columbia University 
in 1938 and began his academic career in 1946 
as associate professor of public administration 
at Columbia. In 1953 he became president of 
Miami University, and in 1964 he became the 
first chancellor of the Ohio Board of Regents. 
Millett is the author of 15 books on pubUc 
administration and higher education and co­
author of 6 others.

The Evolution of American Taste. New

For over 200 years, Americans have been free 
to do and say as they please. But for most of 
that time, Americans accepted foreign mle over 
how they dressed themselves, the shape of the 
chairs they sat in, and the style of the buildings 
they Uved and worked in. In The Evolution 
of American Taste, William Pierce Randel reviews 
the transformation of America from an importer 
of fashions and styles to a dynamic and imagin­
ative creator of taste. 

The first immigrants to America tried to 
recreate here what they had left behind. But 
the new land they encountered was not empty: 
the food, the weather, and the native Americans 
all forced immediate changes that these Europeans 
had to make in their hfestyles. Even after they 
had won their freedom and had begun calling 
themselves Americans, they persisted in foUowing 
the guidance of Europe in matters of taste. 

But the evolution of American taste had 
already begun. The shapes of plows made by 
American blacksmiths, the lines of Paul Revere's 
silver and Lambert Hitchcock's chairs, the forms 
of Shaker boxes and benches — in aU of these 
instances and hundreds more, Americans were 
already creating for themselves their own style. 
The Evolution of American Taste covers the 
growth of American style through food, clothing, 
literature, architecture, painting and sculpture, 
furniture — the entire spectrum of American 
taste. 

The Evolution of American Taste deals with 
one of modern history's most exciting and 
fascinating events. American taste is the incredible 
result of myriad cultures, commonsense ingenuity, 
and pure genius. I t has never sought to define 
itself — it is based on the freedom of choice, 
the freedom of each American to be his own 
tastemaker. 

WilUam Pierce Randel was born in New York 
City and educated in the public schools of 
Mount Vernon, New York, and at Denison 
University, the University of Michigan, and 
Columbia University. He has taught at coUege 
level — he was the Lloyd H. Elliot Professor 
(of EngUsh) at the University of Maine — and 
has lectured widely in this country and abroad' 
on American civiUzation. This is his fifth book 
on the subject.

War College Commandant Enjoys Varied Career 

M, •ajor General DeWitt C. 
Smith, Jr. (Maryland '43) embark­
ed on what would prove to be 
Em extraordinary military career 
when he entered the US Army 
as a private in World Weir II. 
At the request of the Army he 
returned to active duty in 1978 and 
is presently Commandant of the 
Army War College at Carlisle 
Barracks, Pa. 

Actually, he first entered mili­
tary service as a private in the 
Canadian Army serving g very 
brief period. 

Seeing action in World War II, 
Korea and Vietnam, General Smith 
has received the Distinguished 
Service Medal, Silver Star, Legion 
of Merit (four times) Bronze Star 
(twice). Army Commendation 
Medal, Purple Heart (three times), 
Korea Chung Mu with Gold Star, 
Combat Infantry Badge, Presiden­
tial Unit Citation and French Four-
ragere. 

He is a member of the Council 
on Foreign Relations, the Interna­
tional Ipstitute of Strategic Studies, 
the Newcomen Society, Ends of 
the Earth and the Association of 
the US Army.' 

Additionally he is a FeUow of the 
Inter-University Seminar on 
Armed Fprce^. and Society; a 
Counselor, Anriy Mutual Aid Asso­
ciation; a board member of the 
CiviUan-Military Institute; and a 
board member of the Kennedy 
Institute of Ethics, Georgetown 
University. 

In 1977, General Smith was the 
US Army's Kermit Roosevelt 
Lecturer to the United Kingdom. 
He is a member of the Infantry 
OCS Hall of Fame and is listed 
in Who's Who in America. 

The Bethesda, Maryland, native 
was commissioned through the 
Officer Candidate School and served 
in Europe as an armored infantry 
commander in the 4th Armored 

Division in World War II. He was 
wounded three times in campaigns 
extending from Normandy to Czech­
oslovakia, serving mainly with 
spearhead elements at Patton's 
3d Army, including the reUef of 
Bastogne. 

At the end of the war General 
Smith returned to civilian life 
and covered the US Congress as 
a reporter for a newsletter service. 
He then became assistant to the 
director of the National Social 
Welfare Assembly and also studied 
at Columbia University. With the 
onset of the Korean conflict he 
volunteered for return to active 
duty. 

In the years since he has worn 
the insignia of and had troop as­
signments in three of the combat 
arms—infantry, armor and artillery; 
held commands at every appro­
priate level; served on unit staffs, 
and within NATO, the Army 
General Staff, the Joint Chiefs of 
Staff, and the offices of the Secre­
tary of the Army and Secretary 
of Defense. 

In fact, he has worked closely 
for four Secretaries of the Army 
and the Deputy Secretary of 
Defense. He has also served as 
aide to the Army Chief and Staff 
and twice has worked in the staff 
group of the Chairman of the 
Joint Chiefs of Staff. 

More recently, he has been a 
brigade commander; an assistant 
division commander at Fort Carson; 
the Army's Deputy Chief of In­
formation; Assistant Deputy Chief 
of Staff for Personnel of the Army; 
irom 1974 to 1977, the Commandant 
of the Army War College; and 
finally served as the Army's Deputy 
Chief of Staff for Personnel. 

A one-time regional Junior Davis 
Cup tennis player. General Smith 
now plays golf and is interested 
in the study of American history, 
world politics and all the arts. He 
has written and spoken widely 
throughout his career. 

He is married to the former 
Betty Bond, who has also had 
an active career serving as a radio 
announcer, secretary, nursing aide, 
school teacher, artist and model.
