Each day, tens of thousands of Americans board
regional airlines as we honor our commitment to keep
them safely connected. Our core value of continuously

advancing aviation safety is woven throughout the fabric

of every step we take, every flight we operate. Over 40
percent of our nation’s commercial flights are operated
by regional airlines; in fact, RAA members provide the
only commercial air service to 63% of U.S. airports.

Policymakers must address these critical realities
and unlock this career pathway for young people,

an action that will drive immediate economic benefit
across our nation.

National Air Transportation System. This is generally accomplished by subsidizing two round-trips
a day with 30-to 50-seat aircraft—or additional frequencies with aircraft with nine seats or fewer
usually to a large or medium-hub airport. The DOT currently subsidizes commuter and certificated
air carriers to serve approximately 62 communities in Alaska and 112 communities in the lower 48
contiguous states that otherwise would not receive any scheduled air service.
