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Abstract

Recent generic changes in the Australian fauna of Lamiinae lead us to rename 27 species
of the genus Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835. We also point out the 206 resulting new com-
binations of species now included in this huge genus (412 species), half of which belongs to
the Australian fauna and was already recombined. We completed the synonymy at the subge-
neric level for Indonesia, Malaysia, Papua-New-Guinea and Philippines. For a complete updated

Résumé

De récents changements au niveau générique de la faune des Lamiinae d’Australie nous
conduit à renommer 27 homonymes générés par ce bouleversement dans le genre Rhytiphora
Audinet-Serville, 1835. Nous signalons également les 206 nouvelles combinaisons engendrées
(dont la moitié appartenant à la faune australienne a déjà été recombinée). Enfin nous com-
plétons la synonymie au niveau subgénérique pour les faunes Indonésienne, Malaise, de
Papouasie-Nouvelle-Guinée et des Philippines. Pour une vue complète de la liste du genre

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The publication of Australian Longhorn Beetles (Coleoptera: Cerambycidae) Volume 1,
[Introduction and Subfamily Lamiinae by Slipinski S. Adam & Escalona Hermes E., 2013],
generated many homonyms by the fact that many of genera created by Breuning, were syno-
nymized by the authors. They already renamed 13 species affected in the Australian fauna,
but a great number of homonyms still remain, particularly in the genera Rhytiphora Audinet-
Serville, 1835 (in the tribe Pteropliini) and Sybra Pascoe, 1865 (in the tribe Apomecynini)
from Indonesia, Malaysia, New-Guinea and Philippines.

Being the custodian of a world wide database of Cerambycids (Tavakilian & Chevillotte,
2013), the first author, in order to clarify and avoid further errors or confusions, felt the
necessity of renaming the affected species, respecting the priority rules existing in Zoology
(ICZN, 1999).

This first note treats the delicate case of the genus Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835. The
synonymies established by by Slipinski & Escalona (2013) were based on morphologic crite-
ria and generated significant changes in taxonomy.

3. Saperdopsis albofasciata Breuning, 1938: 365 from Western Australia must be renamed
as Rhytiphora escalonai n. sp. [nec Prosoplus albofasciatus Breuning, 1938 from New-Guinea,
described page 359 in the same publication and now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audi-
net-Serville, 1835]

4. Prosoplus basalis Breuning, 1938: 356 from Papua-New-Guinea (Nouvelle-Bretagne)
must be renamed as Rhytiphora neobritannicus n. sp. [nec Platyomopsis basalis Aurivillius,
1917 consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

5. Prosoplus costatus Hüdepohl, 1996 from Sabah (Borneo) must be renamed as Rhytiphora
huedepohli n. sp. [nec Penthea costata Pascoe, 1863 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora
Audinet-Serville, 1835].

6. Prosoplus cylindricus Breuning, 1953: 102 from New Guinea must be renamed as
Rhytiphora sattelbergi n. sp. [nec Corrhenispia cylindrica Breuning, 1938 now consequently
placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

7. Prosoplus dunni Breuning, 1976: 18 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
sedlaceki n. sp. [nec Rhytiphora dunni Breuning, 1972 from Queensland].

8. Prosoplus funebris Breuning, 1939 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
lamingtonensis n. sp. [nec Corrhenes funebris Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in
Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

9. Cobria fuscostictica Breuning, 1970a: 375 from New Guinea must be renamed as
Rhytiphora anthonyi n. sp. [nec Prosoplus (s. s.) fuscosticticus Breuning, 1961 now conse-
quently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

10. Escharodes granulosus Breuning, 1938: 233 from New Britain must be renamed as
Rhytiphora jomai n. sp. [nec Lamia granulosa Guérin-Méneville, 1831 now consequently pla-
ced in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

11. Eczemotes granulosa Breuning, 1938: 232 from New Guinea must be renamed as
Rhytiphora astrolabei n. sp. [nec Lamia granulosa Guérin-Méneville, 1831 now consequently
placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

12. Eczemotes guttulata Bates, 1877 from New Britain must be renamed as Rhytiphora
batesi n. sp. [nec Corrhenes guttulata Pascoe, 1865 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora
Audinet-Serville, 1835].
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13. Symphyletes iliacus Pascoe, 1866 from Western Australia must be renamed as Rhytiphora
adami n. sp. [nec Etaxalus iliacus Pascoe, 1865 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audi-
net-Serville, 1835].

14. Etaxalus laterialbus Breuning, 1968: 225 (fig. 2), from Queensland (the holotype of
which is in MNHN of Paris) omitted by Slipinski & Escalona (2013), must be renamed as
Rhytiphora hermesi n. sp. [nec Saperdopsis laterialba Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed
in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

15. Mesiphiastus (Pubiphiastus) laterialbus Breuning, 1970a: 375 (figs 3-3a), from Austra-
lia (the type of which is in MNHN of Paris) omitted by Slipinski & Escalona (2013), must be
renamed as Rhytiphora queenslandensis n. sp. [nec Saperdopsis laterialba Breuning, 1938 now
consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835] = Rhytiphora sp.; Slipinski & Esca-
lona, 2013: 348, fig. 137 D (mâle) from Queensland: Bowen ! 

16. Prosoplus laterialbus Breuning, 1971 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
wheatcrofti n. sp. [nec Saperdopsis laterialba Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in
Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

17. Rhytiphora marmorata (Breuning, 1938) comb. nov. for Prosoplus marmoratus Breu-
ning, 1938: 353 from New Guinea. This leads us to consider Saperdopsis marmorata Breuning,
1938: 362 (of the same publication) recombined by Slipinski & Escalona, 2013: 206 to Rhytiphora
marmorata (Breuning, 1938) as a junior homonym and might be renamed as Rhytiphora
cairnsi n. sp. [nec Prosoplus marmoratus Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora
Audinet-Serville, 1835].

18. Corrhenodes marmoratus Breuning, 1973 from Queensland the type of which is hou-
sed in Museum für Naturkunde der Humboldt-Universität zu Berlin, omitted by Slipinski &
Escalona (2013), must be renamed as Rhytiphora capeyorkensis n. sp. [nec Prosoplus marmoratus
Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

19. Rhytiphora marmorea (Breuning, 1938) comb. nov. for Prosoplus marmoreus Breuning,
1938: 349 from Vanuatu leads us to consider Rhytiphora marmorea Breuning, 1942 as a junior
homonym and must be renamed as Rhytiphora marmoreoides n. sp. [nec Prosoplus marmoreus
Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

20. Prosoplus ochreobasalis Breuning, 1942 from Solomon Islands must be renamed as
Rhytiphora solomonensis n. sp. [nec Saperdopsis ochreobasalis Breuning, 1938 now conse-
quently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

21. Corrhenes papuana Breuning, 1959 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
milnei n. sp. [nec Prosoplus papuanus Breuning, 1938 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora
Audinet-Serville, 1835].

22. Prosoplus persimilis Breuning, 1938: 352 from New Ireland (Papua-New-Guinea) must
be renamed as Rhytiphora namatanai n. sp. [nec Hathliodes persimilis Breuning, 1938: 343
now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].

23. Prosoplus pictus Breuning, 1939 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
lambertoi n. sp. [nec Penthea picta Pascoe, 1864 synonym of Rhytiphora crassicollis (Pascoe, 1864)].

24. Etaxalus rotundipennis Breuning, 1976 from New Guinea must be renamed as Rhytiphora
asiki n. sp. [nec Menyllus rotundipennis Breuning, 1968 from Australia (omitted by Slipinski
& Escalona, 2013) the type of which is supposed to be housed in MNHN of Paris (not
found), now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835].
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25. Rhytiphora (Saperdopsis) tenimberensis Breuning, 1973: 661 from Tenimbar (Indone-
sia) must be renamed as Rhytiphora sundaensis n. sp. [nec Prosoplus tenimberensis Breuning,
1965 now consequently placed in Rhytiphora Audinet-Serville, 1835]/

26. Rhytiphora truncata (Pascoe, 1864) comb. nov. for Ægomomus truncatus Pascoe, 1864
from Mysol leads us to rename Rhytiphora truncata Breuning, 1940: 424, from Queensland as
Rhytiphora truncatoides n. sp. [nec Rhytiphora truncata (Pascoe, 1864)].

27. Rhytiphora uniformis (Pascoe, 1864) comb. nov. for Ægomomus uniformis Pascoe, 1864:
66 from Buru (Indonesia) leads us to rename Rhytiphora uniformis Blackburn, 1901 from North
Western Australia as Rhytiphora blackburni n. sp. [nec Rhytiphora uniformis (Pascoe, 1864)].
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
