Scott Adams: "My guess is that people who work long hours get a sort of
charge every time they complete a discrete task.

The archives of Scott Adams’ Dilbert strips (http://www.dilbert.com/) begin in 1989,
with over 8,000 strips catalogued since then and another added every day. In the
popular mind Dilbert has become prominently associated with skeptical commentary
about presentations, and the strip has given rise to several oft-repeated catch-
phrases about PowerPoint. It is thus fairly surprising to discover that only about 100
strips out of the 8,000-plus deal with presentations, about 5 strips per year (but
slightly more common in later years). Of these, 37 strips mention PowerPoint by
name, the earliest in 1996. (All data through calendar 2011.)

The portrayal of presentations in Dilbert presumably are intended by Adams to be
recognized by a wide audience as “realistic,” so the range of presentation technology
that appears is likely to be characteristic of the period when a strip appeared. The
early depiction of the usage of overhead projectors and transparencies, and of 35mm
slides, is mostly very accurate and consistent with the analyses used to guide
PowerPoint’s development. In recent years, direct video projection of PowerPoint
from computers has become the most common format, in real life and in Dilbert.
The earliest example of this in Dilbert was on 30 April 2000, more than eight years
after I'd given the first public demonstration of PowerPoint 3.0 in Paris. It took a
long time for equipment to support direct video presentations to be put in place in
common meeting rooms, and this evidence for dating is very helpful.

The first mention of the word “PowerPoint” was on 28 June 1996, more than nine
years after the first version of PowerPoint had been shipped, more than six years
after the first version for Windows. It was 10 February 2004, more than seventeen
years, before the word PowerPoint appears without quotation marks! This is
consistent with other evidence, such as the frequency of the word “PowerPoint” in
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books or in news articles. It took ten to fifteen years for PowerPoint to become an

everyday topic of popular discourse.

The Dilbert archive starts on 16 April 1989. Just four days later, coincidentally on
the second anniversary of the first customer shipment of PowerPoint 1.0, there is a
strip about making a presentation. It contains nothing about visuals or computers,
but it is a reminder that poor presentations could be made even in the good old days.

meeting participants).

(The next day). Dilbert examines overhead transparencies mounted in cardboard
frames; the implication is that these mounted transparencies are the result of
yesterday’s computer work. The cardboard mounts invariably had rounded corners,
and if an overhead had a printed border it was usually rounded at the corners to echo
the mount. PowerPoint 1.0 made its default a rounded-corner border to provide this
same cue. The mounts made it easier to change transparencies when standing at the
projector by preventing their sticking together, and protected them for re-use (when
they were harder to make manually). PowerPoint 1.0 transparencies were at first
often mounted in those same cardboard frames, but decreasingly as years went on.

(The next day again). Dilbert is projecting (projector not shown) an image with the
rounded corners of the lighted areas caused by the shape of the inner edge of the
cardboard mounts. The “stage” (lighted platform) of an overhead projector was
usually square, and transparencies and their mounts were sometimes made square to
match—as seen here. After overheads were mostly made on photocopiers (even prior
to PowerPoint), mounts became available to match the shape of the transparencies
(US Letter or A4) that could go through the copier, but overhead projectors remained
square to accommodate either portrait or landscape transparencies.

The first sighting of 35mm slides in the Dilbert strip. Dogbert asks for “Lights,
please,” reflecting the fact that 35mm presentations were made in darkened rooms
(overheads were projected with room lights on, for discussion during meetings). The
darkening of the room is indicated not only by that stage direction, but also by the
fact that the projector beam is visible in the drawing. Dogbert also has a “clicker”
remote control for the projector—common on 35mm slide projectors, but impossible
for overhead projectors. The aspect ratio of the projected images is not square, as for
the overheads, but approximately correct for 35mm slides (2:3). The inside edges of
cardboard mounts for 35mm slides were very slightly rounded. Note also that a
“formal” retractable screen is used.

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The first view of an overhead projector in the Dilbert strip. Unlike Dogbert’s 35mm
projector at the back of the room, requiring a remote control, the boss’s overhead
projector is at the front of the room where he can manually lay overhead
transparencies onto its stage. The light source (“bulb”) is in the big box below the
stage; the small frame supported on a stalk holds only a mirror at 45 degrees to
reflect the image from the stage onto the screen—or, as apparently in this case, the
wall, without benefit of the retractable screen used for the 35mm slides. A cautious
presenter avoided looking into the mirror.

The first mention of color overhead transparencies in the Dilbert strip. But this does
not mean that color photocopiers capable of making transparencies have become
common, because “Those are color transparencies. It would take hours and cost
hundreds of dollars to reprint them.” Genigraphics produced such color
transparencies in 8” x 10” and “professional” 7” x 9” sizes by conventional
photography, and they were indeed very expensive. Color overheads were very
uncommon, since most occasions that warranted the cost of color were formal
enough to require 35mm slides in a darkened room; something like a board meeting
of a F500 company might use them. (PowerPoint 1.0 provided an easy way to put the
current date uniformly on each page of a presentation.)

Not long after the color overhead transparencies which “cost hundreds of dollars,”
were mentioned, we have our first real view of a color overhead—again projected on a
wall (rather than a screen) in a lighted room. This Dilbert strip also features colored
hard-copy handouts, reflecting that color copiers capable of printing on paper had
become more common—though still expensive. The “3-D colored pie chart” was
probably made on a computer of some kind, since that’s the kind of thing computers

do, useful or not.

Here we have the first mention of PowerPoint by name in the Dilbert strips.
PowerPoint is used in quotation marks, and the all-caps style of Dilbert speech
balloons means that we can’t tell whether the internal capital letter is present. The
context is sitting at a desk with a computer, preparing (not presenting). This is more
than g years after PowerPoint’s first customer ship date; apparently it took that long
before Scott Adams believed the name would be generally recognizeable. All the
PowerPoint people liked this recognition so much that this strip mentioning
PowerPoint, unique at the time, was reproduced in the program for the GBU tenth
anniversary reunion (April 1997).

Dilbert is still using an overhead projector, but now with flexible transparencies,
NOT in cardboard mounts. This became increasingly common as transparencies
became easier to make, less often re-used, and less important to protect. Simply
putting sheets of paper between transparencies made them easy enough to handle.
For more important occasions, with outsiders, cardboard mounts continued to be
seen.

A big breakthrough comes in early 2000: we have the very first image of direct video
projection from a computer in the conference room. Dogbert is presenting—perhaps
as a consultant, which explains the fancy setup?
