Sie Zmonés
ilgai stovi, veizi, tyli, tik retkarciais galima is-
girsti, dazniausia angliSkai, ispaniskai, italiskai
ir vokiskai: Imperatorius, Napoleonas, Napoleo-
nas... Pasitraukes karta, vél grjzta, pasiremia ir
lindnai témija karsta. O §is karstas, kurj supa
dvylika kolony, o prie kiekvienos ju stovi angelas
su nuleistu kardu ir jau neplevésuojancios tri-
spalves véliavos, tino ¢ionai nuo 1841 mety.

Kadangi paskutinés Imperatoriaus Napoleono
valandos yra labai jaudinancios, a§ jas paminésiu
nors bendrais bruozais ir paskui, kaip pateko
minéton vieton jo lavonas, kuris diena dienon
pritraukia tiek daug lankytoju ir kuriu tarpe
ateity gal bus ne vienas i§ §Sito straipsnelio skai-
tytojas.

abdikavus jam antra karta, jis buvo nuveztas j
Sventos Elenos mazyte sala, kurioje jis turéjo
Jaustis kaip kalinys ir baisiai bloga tenykste
gamta turgjo suterioti jo sveikata.

Taip, netrukus, Imperatoriaus sveikata pablo-
géjo. Nekurj laika gydé ji Anglijos gubernato-
riaus, toje saloje, gyvdytojas Arnott. Bet ziaurus
gubernatorius uzdraudé gydytojui tai daryti ir
iSsiunté jj, gydytoja, i Anglija. Suzinoje Bona-
party Namai apie bloga Napoleono sveikata prasé
pasiysti jam gydytoja ir kuniga—kunigo Saukeési
pats Napoleonas.

Tarpe Sventosios-Santarvés monarky viens
tik Popiezius Pijus VII uztaré Londone belaisvi
Imperatoriy. Viename kardinolo Consalvi laiske,
3 birz.

Arnott,
kuris gydé Napoleona pries Antommerchi’o -atvy-
kima, Imperatoriaus Saukiamas jzengé Sioje va-
landéleje. Napoleonas buvo neramus:

“Prisiartinkite, taré jis vienam savo dvaris-
kiui,- i§verskite Sitam ponui ka girdésite; saky—
kite viska, nepraleiskite né zodzio.

“AS buvau nuvyk@s i Britanijos tautos namus.
As tikejau ju nuosudzxu svetingumu. - O jis man
atkisote gelezi... Tai jusy ministerija iSrinko
man Sita baisia uola, kame europieéiy sveikata
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netveria né triju mety... Nezmoniskas, baisus
mano likimas jus dziugina. Maziausius susinesi-
mus su Seimyna, net tokius kokiu dar niekam
nebuvo uzginta, jiis man uzdraudéte.

Peasantry, as other classes also had their own
hierarchy with a foundation in the common law
applied to its members with regard to the meas-
ure of freedom accorded to them by the lords,
to the wealth which they possessed and to their
personal almost natural and moral abilities as
wisdom, luck in farming, numerous family, so-
briety and temperance. Often there was little
distinetion between the serfs and villeins, the lat-
ter being free and a serf under a gentle master
was better off than a wvillein under one who
was harsh. While the villein was not tied to any
estate, he often experienced difficulty in attach-
ing himself to any other landholder; and he was
therefore in practice obliged to stay with his
lord even though his lot was a hard one. “In the
lawless times the serf enjoyed the protectoin of his
lord, and that is why also quite free peasantry
sometimes gave up their freedom and enlisted
themselves among the serfs of any lord, to be
safer (Spalding, p. 32). “In England at the time
of the eleventh century, the serfs, including vil-
leins and cottiers, comprised two-thirds of the
population.” (Spalding, p. 33) “The grouping of
the serfs together in small hamlets gave them
a power, which would never have come to them
had they lived isolated on their little holdings.”

The hierarchy in the peasantry was an in-
ternal affair of their mass and nobility or bur-
gess did not care very much for the “great peo-
ples” of peasantry; of course the peasantry did
not care for the estimation of outsiders of its
own class. Every class had its own life and
there were very few affairs and still fewer wish-
es to interfere in the matters of other classes.

Abbot Snow has given us a picture of rural
life at the beginning of the Middle Ages. (Spal-
ding, p. 30) “The condition of the serf or villein
as he was called, varied according to the amount
of service and the harshness of its exaction. The
lord retained a part of the domain under his
own cultivation, and the remainder was partly

left to freemen and partly entrusted in allot--

ments to serfs. “The law gave the serf no re-
dress against his master, but a body of customs
grew up which protected him in the kind and
amount of service.”

Nevertheless in the time of str ugg‘le between
the peasantry and any other class, the leader of

the first became an important person, not only
for his own class but also for the: other, and
sometimes was the vietim and sometimes the
hero of the whole country and nation.

Professor Cunningham, a careful student of
mediaeval life so compared the life of vari-
ous classes in the 13th century. (Spalding, p. 30).
“A dwelling with an earthen floor, with
no carpet, and in which there was: hardly any
furniture, where meat was served on spits for
want of earthenware plates, and there was no
glass for drinking out of, would seem to imply
the lowest depths of squalid poverty; but royal
palaces were little better provided, and well-to-do
burgesses lived in some such fashlon at the end
of the 13th century.”

Every one who belonged to the peasantry was
conscious and proud of it. Was conscious, be-
cause in the 13th century all the land in Europe
was under the control of the lords and nobody
without their acknowledgement and agreement
could take any piece of ground for himself ex-
clusively. The measure of freedom of everybody
in the 13th century should be either' recently
given or reconfirmed, and in both cases:every
one kept in his memory this important act, some-
times recording it in his personal life and in'the
life of his family. He was proud of his belong=
ing to the class of peasantry, first, because if
he was the first of his family who reached the
husbandry and had his own farm, his desire was
accomplished ; second, if he inherited a farm of
his ancestors, his love of husbandry was strength-
ened by love of the parents, and by the joy that
his parents left him not only their name, ‘but
also the fruits of their work. Of course, rela-
tions of the free peasantry to the state, i.e. to
the nobility, was various, but always regulated
by the tradition and religion. The' burdens:im-
posed on the husbandry were sometimes very
hard, but when they became intolerable the peas-
antry, who were very numerous, by joint actlon‘
with success obtained better conditions. @ "0

The ideal of the nearest to nature peasantry
was to live, if possible, separately and indepen-
dently of one another. An honorable peasant was
not curious to know how affairs were going’ on'
outside of his own country and did not care-to
advertise his own life, he was the happiest when
forgotten by the whole world, The love Qf na-

ture, of the productive field, of his own stock
and especially the strong, natural rather brutal
than affectionate love of their own family; of
the wife and of the children made every hus-
bandman the most happy man in the world. The
peasantry was a most conservative class, which
fanatically observed all old customs, and the
whole power of this class maintaining harmony
between the classes of European society in the
13th century, depended on the importance of the
flourishing husbandry for the whole country.
The very nature of the occupation of the peas-
antry was fighting for their benefit, because if the
nobility or the middlemen would try to oppress
the peasantry, very soon they themselves per-
ceived the effects of this oppression in the lack
of nourishment. It was obvious to everyone,
what a strong weapon this was in the hands of
the peasantry, but only effective in time of peace.
Therefore the peasantry was the greatest enemy
of every war. On the contrary, almost every
retired warrior longed to become a husbandman
and in the thirteenth century very many farmers’
families were the descendents of retired warriors
who spent their youth in the crusades and did
not feel the vocation to the monastic life.

“The finest exemplar of the power of .unity
among the peasants in the 13th century gave us
the hardy mountaineers of the Swiss. Before

the end of the 13th century they had formed a
defensive and offensive union amongst them-
selves against the Hapsburgs.” “The formal
decument which constituted this league a federal
government deserves to be quoted.” “Know all
men that we, the people of the valley of Uri,
the community of the valley of Schwiz, and the
mountaineers of the lower valley, seeing the mal-
ice of the times, have solemnly agreed and bound
ourselves by oath to aid and defend each other
with all our might and main with our lives and
property, both within and without our boundaries
each at his own expense, against every enemy
whatever, who shall attempt to molest us, either
singly or collectively. This is our ancient co-
venant. Whoever hath a lord let him obey him
according to his bounden duty. We have decreed
that we shall accept no magistrate in our valleys
who shall have obtained his office for a price,
or who is not a native or resident among us.
Every difference among us shall be decided by
our wisest men; and whoever shall reject their
award shall be compelled by the other confeder-
ates. Whoever shall wilfully commit a murder
shall suffer death, and he who shall attempt to
screen the murderer from justice shall be ban-
ished from our valleys. An incendiary shall lose
his privileges as a free member of community,
and whoever harbors him shall make good the
damage. Whoever robs or molests another shall
make full restitution out of the property he pos-
sesses among us. KEveryone shall acknowledge
the authorily of a chief magistrate in either of
the valleys. If internal quarrels arise, and one
of the parties shall refuse fair satisfaction, the
confederates shall support the other party. This
covenant for our commonweal, shall, God willing,
endure forever.” (J. J. Walsh, p. 337.)

The fifth class in European society in the
13th century was the class of courtiers. - “Court”
as Winston’s Encyclopedia says, was the body of
persons who composed the household of, or at-
tend on the sovereign.” “Court-baron, in. Eng-
land—a court composed of the freeholders of a
manor, presided over by the lord of the manor
or his steward. These courts have long fallen

into disuse.”
