Statistician General

The new Statistician General, Dr Burton Mguni says he
is grateful to have been given the opportunity to lead
Statistics Botswana.

Dr Mguni made this note during his inaugural Statistics
Botswana Annual General meeting address on 29 June
2018.

“This AGM is the first to be held following my appointment
as the Statistician General”, he said.

He further said that the AGM provides useful input into
appreciating and addressing the welfare of staff and
mapping the path of the organization in response to
increased customer needs.

Dr Mguni urged Statistics Botswana employees to always
work as a team to achieve desired results.

“We are a team. If we succeed, we succeed together
and the organization wins. However, if we fail, we fail
together and the organization loses. Let us therefore
pull together, with each and every one of us contributing,
advising and supporting each other”, he said.

The SG promised to visit the recently opened satellite
offices in Maun and Ghanzi. He highlighted that the
new offices will improve data collection processes and
enhance the organization’s involvement in the planning
process in the country.

“The lessons learnt from running these offices will assist
the organization in assessing the logistical needs for
opening other offices across the country”, he said.

On the release of Statistical outputs, the SG said the
organization has made significant progress as it managed
to release 63 statistical publications monthly, quarterly
and annually in accordance with the advance release
calendar.

“"The release calendar is in the Statistics Act, we should
continue to comply with it”, he said.

Dr Mguni outlined a number of areas which he will be
focusing on during his tenure as Statistician General:

He said recruitment of suitable staff to fill vacant positions
at the Executive and Senior Management levels is one
area that he will prioritize.

“It is critical that these positions be filled as soon as
possible so as to enhance organizational capacity and
stability”, he said.

On the upcoming 2021 Population and Housing Census,
the SG said itis important that its preparations commence
earlier to ensure that all the new approaches to be used
fo this census are set up and tested in good time.
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“This census processes and applications will be more
electronically based than was the case in previous ones.
For example electronic mapping and data collection
platforms will be used”, he said.

Dr Mguni stressed that the Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs) are important globally and nationally and
will thus continue to receive special attention from SB.

“SB's role of coordinating the production and
dissemination of SDGs indicator data that is relevant and
applicable to Botswana is critical”, he said.

He further said that he will expedite the rebasing of the
Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and Consumer Price Index
(CPI), adding that the UN recommends that both be
rebased every five years. Statistics Botswana has not kept
up with this expectation. Nevertheless, the plan going
forward is to follow the international standard.

'ThiS CeNnsuS processes and applications
Wil be more electronically based than
Was the Case INPrevious ones. For

example electronic mapping and data
collectionplatforms will be used
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Dr Mguni informed the meeting that the Board of
Directors has approved the review of the organizational
structure and salary structure and benefits, adding that
consultations with the Union will commence shortly in this
regard.

“These exercises are very important and will require
inputs and active participation by all”, he said.

On clearance of backlogs, Dr Mguni said work continues
to be done to clear backlogs in terms of publications,
especially in the Health and Education areas. He said
these are key development areas that require up to date
statistics from, as the country has also suffered an erosion
in its international statistical capacity and performance
ratings due in part to the backlog of statistics in these 2
areas.

“I will therefore place a great priority on clearance of
these backlogs with a target of achieving this by the end
of the financial year” he said.

Statistics Botswana is in the process of rebasing
the Consumer Price Index. The objective of the CPI
rebasing is to capture the ever — changing households
‘consumption patterns as reflected in the economy.
CPI rebasing is a process of relating item prices in the
basket to the current consumption pattern. The best
International practice is to rebase CPI after every five
years. The current Consumer Price Index has a base year
of September 2016. The new base year for CPI will be
December 2018. This is consistent with harmonized CPI
as required by SADC. Currently Botswana' is not rebased
every five (5) years however the plan going forward is to
follow the international standard.

Mr Mbalekelwa espoused that the CPI “basket” is
constructed, by conducting the Botswana Multi-
Topic Household Survey (BMTHS), to collect data on
household and income expenditure by looking at the
purchasing pattern of households over 30 days. The
BMTHS is conducted over 12 months in order to factor
in seasonality, and data is collected in 49 areas that is,
all the administrative districts, cities, towns, Urban and
Rural Villages.

The Consumer Price Index is calculated using the
Modified Weighted Laspeyers index formula.

Among its uses, the Consumer Price Index is used to
derive inflation, which is used to determine interest rates.
It is used as an adjustment factor for indexation of prices,

Mr. Lekoko Simako’s work at national accounts is akin
to an economic futurist. He is a Statistician housed in
National Accounts and produces the Gross Domestic
Product (GDP).

Quizzed on what the National Accounts does, he shifts
gears into academic over drive. Mr Simako states that
National Accounts deals with statistical reports on the
performance of the country’s economic activities.

Economic  activities include Agriculture, Mining,
Manufacturing, Water & Electricity, Construction, Trade,
Hotels & Restaurants, Transport & communications,
Finance, Real Estate & Business services, General
Government and Social & Personal Services.

The most frequently quoted indicator of economic
performance is the GDP. Other National Accounts
aggregates are also compiled for instance Gross National
Income, Gross National Disposable Income, Gross
Savings, Capital Stock, and GDP Per Capita.

The System of National Accounts (SNA) is used as the
framework for preparing national accountsin the measuring
of the main flows relating to production, consumption,
accumulation and external trade of the economy.

SNA is a set of agreed international standards to measure
economic activity for purposes of economic analysis,
decision making and policy making.

Mr Simako says that National accounts uses administrative
data from all sectors of the economy and data from
surveys to estimate the GDP and other aggregates. Such
surveys include the Survey of Recent Trends, the Annual

The Statistician General, Dr Burton Mguni
and University of Botswana Vice Chancellor,
Professor David Norris spearheaded the
signing of the MoU. The MoU between
the two institutions aims to strengthen
cooperation mainly in the areas of:

Training and capacity building through exchange
programs, attachments, enhancement of officers and
students skills, exposure on various statistical areas
including census/ survey/research methods as well as
continuous refresher courses, amongst others;
Development of systems for specific statistical data
processing applications;

Conduct of joint surveys/researches on identified
subject areas and guiding each other on analysis and
presentation of census/survey/research results;

The general use of facilities for training purposes,
advocacy, and dissemination of statistics, and most
importantly;

Collaboration in community education to increase
mathematical, statistical and research awareness and
knowledge to the public.

Speaking at the signing ceremony, the Statistician General,

Dr

Mguni said the signing is an excellent example of the
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i In pursuit of academic
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strength of cooperation between the two institutions
and is also a clear indicator that the institutions are
committed to both the production of quality official
statistics, and statistical development in general.

“Statistics Botswana and the University of Botswana
have much in common. Built into both our DNA is
a commitment to innovation on data collection and
analysis as well as the spirit of pioneering new ways of
better developing statistics and its use in research and
decision making in the country”, he said.

Dr Mguni also reiterated that the signing of the MoU
is a huge incentive for both SB and UB as it aims to
strengthen collaboration mainly in the areas of training
and capacity building, development of systems for
specific statistical data processing applications, conduct
of surveys/researches as well as collaboration in
community education.

For his part the University of Botswana Vice Chancellor,
Professor Norris said his institution has historically
collaborated with Statistics Botswana in a number of
areas, including training and provision of technical
assistance during design, conduct and analysis of
various national surveys and censuses.



“The signing of the MoU does not mark the initiation of
collaboration between the two institutions, rather it marks
a renewal, reinvigoration and refocusing of collaborative
energies in ways that maximize mutual beneficiation
between our two institutions, he said.

Professor Norris further said that the collaboration of both
UB and SB is beneficial not only in terms of staff access
and experience in research, but also in terms of enhancing
quality of students training by offering real life experience
of participating in surveys and working with real life
primary data.

Statistics Botswana continues to appeal to other sectors to
enroll in the National Statistical System by way of signing
MoUs.

To date, SB has successfully enrolled other sectors, among
them; Ministry of Tertiary Education, Research Science and
Technology, ACHAP, NBFIRA, Namibia Statistics Agency,
BURS and HRDC.

The Statistics Act of 2009 recognizes the National Statistical
System (NSS) and Statistics Botswana’s role as coordinator
of the NSS. Therefore the signing of MoUs is directed
towards the need to work closely and collaboratively
with other entities in the production of official statistics to
enhance evidence-based decision making processes and
planning across all sectors of the economy.

The MoU which provides an overarching framework
to encourage collaboration between the agencies
articulates the principles by which jointly supported
activities might be developed and executed.

Statistics Botswana hosted the Bank of Botswana and
the International Monetary Fund (IMF) on 22 May 2018
to reflect on recent data on National Accounts, exports
& imports (in value and volume), household surveys,
employment, poverty and inequality issues.

While in Botswana, the IMF team said they would
consult several agencies to discuss current policies and
implementation issues and exchange views on various
aspects of the country’s economy.

When welcoming the visitors, the then Deputy Statistician
General (Economic and Social Statistics), Dr Burton Mguni
informed them on the ongoing project of rebasing the
National Accounts. Dr Mguni also pointed out that the
Balance of Payments were generally a responsibility of the
Central Bank.

Forher part Ms Boitumelo Matlhaga, Director for Economic
Statistics, informed the delegation of the processes
involved in producing trade statistics, their challenges

along with remedies that have been put in place.

She further highlighted that Statistics Botswana interfaced
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their system with Botswana Unified Revenue Service
(BURS) customs systems for ease of data sharing. The
Manager for Labour & Poverty Statistics, Mr Moffat
Malepa also gave a synopsis on the Botswana Multi-Topic
Household Survey (BMTHS), which provides Labour and
Poverty statistics among others, highlighting that SB was
currently working with the World Bank to produce the
survey's main report.

For his part a member of the IMF delegation, Mr Rodolfo
Maino appreciated the feedback and indicated that the

IMF would use data from the BMTHS as input into a Labour
and Poverty survey that they would be conducting.

The trio from World Bank - Mr. Xavier Furtado (World Bank
Country Representative and Special Envoy to SADC),
Mr. Dino Leonardo Merotto (Lead Economist) and Mr.
Victor Sulla (World Bank Senior Economist) paid a visit to
Statistics Botswana (SB) on Monday, 25 June 2018.

The purpose of the visit was for the envoy:

e to determine ways of delivering on World Bank’s
support to the development of Botswana Jobs
Strategy;

e discuss the availability of business data for Botswana
(e.g. business register and the quarterly earnings &
employment survey or any survey of the informal
sector or household based enterprises);

e deliberate on the possibilities of using census data to
analyze changes in employment types and occupation
in Botswana across wards and over time;
discussions on poverty analysis; and
to deliberate on the next steps of Reimbursable
Advisory Services (RAS) work on continuous Botswana
Multi-Topic Household Survey (BMTHS)

When presenting on the development of the Jobs
Strategy, Mr. Merotto who is in charge of this program
globally outlined how job diagnostic works and
articulated the data needs required to complete the
analysis of the strategy.

“We are still formulating a Job diagnostic tool for
countries worldwide and development of the strategy
is a consultative process which is country and context
specific, therefore it will take time to implement”, Mr.
Merotto said.

For his part, SB's Statistician General Dr. Burton Mguni
reiterated the importance of job creation and assured
the visiting contingent of SB’s unwavering support to the
cause.

He also advised the World Bank team to engage
other stakeholders such as The Botswana Institute for
Development Policy Analysis (BIDPA) and the Human
Resource Development Council.
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This “shared goal” brought Andrea Martin and Melis
Guven to the boardroom of SB to discuss the Social
Protection Framework. The duo from World Bank were
received by Mr Tapologo Baakile - Director of Social and
Demography Statistics, Ms Phetogo Zambezi-Director
of Standards, Methods and Information Systems and
Ms Nametso Kgosiyame- Senior Documentation and
Dissemination Officer.

Ms Melis Guven, Senior Social Protection Economist
explained that they were on a mission to modernize social
protection in Botswana. She said their eight day stay in
the country was to among other things render support to
Government on the National Social Protection Framework,

which she divulged has already been drafted.

She also intimated that the Social Registrar software tool
piloting has started in earnest. When quizzed on the
importance of such a tool, Mr Baakile eulogized that the
system is vital in interfacing all social schemes like LIMID,
Pension Administration and Civil Registration.

This he said will curb “double dipping”, and information
collected can be availed without the “tedious and costly”
exercise of a survey.

Ms Zambezi said that the peculiarity of the system is that
it will serve as a basis for identifying populations eligible
for social security allowances and those excluded from
accessing other public and private services.

She therefore said she concurred with the World Bank
team that this would be a welcome development.
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UNICEF Country representative, Ms. Julianna Lindsey
paid a courtesy call to the Statistician General on 01
February 2018 to explore possible areas of cooperation
between the two organizations.

During the meeting Ms. Lindsey commended SB for
having released BMTHS poverty module results in
January 2018.

“The dissemination forum was quite informative and we
learnt a lot from it”, she said.

She further said her organization is willing to collaborate
with SB on various fronts such as health and education
for the interests of children.

For her part, the former Statistician General, Ms. Anna
Majelantle applauded Ms. Lindsey for her visit, adding
that SB has always had excellent relations with UNICEF
and other United Nations organizations operating in
Botswana.

“Our relationship comes from afar before SB became a
parastatal”, she said.

UNICEF has been working in Botswana since
independence in 1966. While in the early days work

focused on specific interventions, such as providing
materials for schools, now the country office concentrates
on working with Government at policy level to improve
life for the children in Botswana, particularly vulnerable
children and orphans.

It further
collaborates with the University of Botswana, Faith-Based
Organizations, Civil Society Organizations and NGOs.
