Tricia Griffith was appointed President and Chief Executive  
Officer and elected to the Board of Directors in July of 2016.   
She is responsible for helping the company become  
consumers’ number one choice and destination for auto  
and other insurance.

Prior to being named CEO, Griffith served as Personal Lines 
Chief Operating Officer since April, 2015 overseeing the 
Company’s Personal Lines, Claims and Customer Relationship 
Management groups.

Tricia joined Progressive as a claims representative in 1988 and  
has served in many key leadership positions during her 
tenure.
