Wed, Aug 4 — Faculty / Staff Preparation Day

Today is the memorial of St. John Vianney (1786-1859), whose most remarkable accomplishment was his
work as a confessor. In winter months, he spent 11 to 12 hours daily hearing confessions. In summer, time
increased to 16 hours. As his fame spread, more hours were spent serving God’s people. Even the few
hours he allowed himself for sleep were disturbed frequently by the devil. Here are wonderful words from
St. John: We do not have to talk very much in order to pray well. We know that God is there... Let us open
our hearts to him. Let us rejoice in his presence. This is the best prayer.

TDIH: In 1944, acting on a Dutch informer tip, Nazi Gestapo captures 15-year-old Jewish diarist Anne
Frank and her family in a sealed-off area of an Amsterdam warehouse. Her father was the only family
member to survive the Nazi death camps. After the war, he returned to Amsterdam via Russia, and was
reunited with one of his former employees who had helped shelter him. She handed him Anne’s diary,
which she had found undisturbed after the Nazi raid. In 1947, Anne’s diary was published by Otto in its
original Dutch as Diary of a Young Girl. An instant best-seller and eventually translated into more than 50
languages, The Diary of Anne Frank has served as a literary testament to the nearly six million Jews,
including Anne herself, who were silenced in the Holocaust.

I draw the following to your attention (in alphabetical order, not order of importance):

ACADEMIC SUCCESS: Help your son develop proper attitudes and habits for success. Show confidence in
his ability; work with him to set realistic academic goals. Help him develop an orderly study environment.
Teens enjoy chaos, so the trick is to help your son create enough order in his chaos for proper study to occur.
Designate a place and time to study. Require 1-2 hours of study per night. Do not accept the **I have no
homework' excuse. He always has homework -- review, study, and advanced preparation. At the end of his
study session, have him organize books, assignments, PE clothes, etc. for the next day. Students who do not
arrive to class with their homework are sent to assignment hall.

ATTENDANCE: Please follow all SPS attendance regulations in the Student-Parent Handbook and make Mrs.
Suzy’s job as easy as possible. Thank you for your cooperation. The State of Louisiana limits the number of
days a student may miss and still receive credit. Saint Paul's adheres to these regulations. Please do not allow
your sons to miss school for less than very serious reasons.

BAND HALL HISTORY: The new
band building continues to take shape,
although weather has delayed things a
bit. Some band hall history: In the
summer of 1966, the school constructed
a “recreation center” for the recreational
needs of the students living in La Salle
Hall dorm. At a cost of $15,000, a
building was constructed to provide ping
pong, pool, games and TV for

boarders. Eventually, arcade-type
e e oo, e ae games and a snack bar were added. In
addition, a nine-hole miniature golf
(putt-putt) course was built in front of the building, complete with lighting for nighttime use.

The facility, known simply as “the rec hall”, served the recreational needs of the boarding students until the
summer of 1995, when, once again, the needs of the school dictated change. The overall population of the
school was growing, but the population of the boarding program was shrinking. Accordingly, the decision was
made to move the “rec hall” into La Salle Hall itself and to move the band hall (which was located on the third



floor of Benilde Hall) into the rec hall building, thus allowing us to construct five more classrooms in Benilde
Hall. The miniature golf course had also deteriorated and was removed.

The building served the Marching Wolves well since that time, but, again, needs dictate change. In addition to
overall building deterioration, our band programs have been expanding of late and now include concert, jazz,
and drum corps components in addition to the renowned Marching Wolves, now almost one hundred members
strong! They are deserving of a better facility. This new facility will provide expanded space, restrooms,
acoustics, and aesthetics to our music program. Construction has begun and this $2.3 million project will be
completed in early fall of 2021. Interested in supporting the renovation, whose overall cost will approach $2.3
million? PLEASE CONSIDER A GIFT TO THE NEW BAND HALL IF YOU HAVE NOT YET DONE
SO. NO GIFT IS TOO SMALL! No gift is too small! (Not shouting; just emphasizing!)

BENILDE HALL.: Three years ago this week,
we began occupying the newly renovated
Benilde Hall. It was challenging, but the benefits
outweighed the challenges. More classrooms,
better restrooms, an elevator, improved lighting
and HVAC, additional ingress and egress,
student services, and more. In case you don’t
know its history, Benilde Hall was built in 1959
under the presidency of the late Brother Cassian
Lange. The second and third floors were dorms
for 61 and 7" grades. The bottom floor had
study halls and rec rooms. When SPS dropped
6" grade, the first two floors were converted into
classrooms. Interesting trivia: Trevor had one of
those non-air-conditioned classrooms and bought
a window unit — making it one of the few air-
conditioned classrooms on campus. It was cool but loud! The third floor remained a dorm for 71" grade. When
we dropped 7" grade, the third floor became the band room! (Imagine lugging instruments up three flights of
stairs!) The current band room was a rec hall for the boarders. When the number of boarders started dropping,
we moved the rec hall into La Salle Hall and converted the third floor to classrooms. And now we have the
latest (and last — at least for me!) incarnation of that storied (pun) building! Saint Benilde! Thank you for
helping us turn that ordinary building into an extraordinary
one! I am most grateful to those who have already responded.

e Students may not “order out”, e.g., pizza, R|SE UP, O MEN OF GOD

Please do not ask us to do so.

e Students participating in the cafeteria program must make an initial payment before school opens.
This may be done on Aug 3 - 5 Between 7 and 2:30. A separate check will be needed. Students may
NOT "charge™ a meal if no money is on account.

e Students MUST use their ID cards for check out in the cafeteria. A temporary ID will be issued them
on their first day of school.

Contrary to the belief
by some, these are NOT new regulations. As | wrote in July, WE INTEND TO INCREASE OUR
ENFORCEMENT OF THE DRESS CODE THIS YEAR - particularly with grooming and SHORTS. Refer to
previous newsletters or the student handbook on our website for particulars if you are still unsure. Note: We
have a number of clean, pre-owned SPS uniform shirts and shorts in good condition. If the family budget
is tight, feel free to ask for some of these clothes. Nothing is done to embarrass a student and no one will
know. Thanks to those families who supply us with their outgrown uniforms.

DRIVING POLICY: The driving habits of some students (speeding, horn blowing; engine revving, tire

screeching, etc.) cause grief for the neighbors. | have spoken at length with some neighbors and also with the

Covington PD. As our handbook states, driving and parking on our campus is a privilege, not a right. Thus:

e Covington Police will increase their presence and issue tickets;

e Neighbors have been instructed to take pictures or get license plates of speeding or unsafe drivers;

e SPS has increased the number of faculty street supervisors after school,

e SPS has a series of monetary fines (beginning at $50 for a first offense) against students shown to be
violating traffic laws around school;

e SPS reserves the right to revoke the driving to school privilege — which we have done in the past.

e And remember: it’s against Louisiana law to use a cell phone (except hands free) during school zone
times.
