TAPACHULA, Mexico
(AP) — Benjamin Villalta,
a 39-year-old Nicaraguan,
couldn’t believe that a
Mexican immigration of-
fice would open in the
middle of the night to give
himandsome40othermi-
grants one-year humani-
tarian visas allowing them
to move about Mexico and
work. “They took our in-
formation and at most we
waited half an hour,” said
the excited Villalta. It was
a radical change from his
first contact with Mexican
authorities in early No-
vember,whodetainedhim
and then dumped him at a
remote border crossing
with Guatemala. Unde-
terred, he caught upwith a
migrant caravan that had
left Tapachula, spent three
weeks walking with them
and then took the govern-
ment’s offer of a bus ride to
another city and a human-
itarian visa.

Such an option would
have been a fantasy before
and is now part of a major
overhaul of howMexico is
handling migrants at its

southern border. It came
just days before theUnited
States and Mexico an-
nounced Thursday a deal
to re-implement under
court order a Trump-era
policy known as “Remain
in Mexico” at Mexico’s
northern border that
forced asylum seekers to
wait out their cases inside
Mexico.

Both sets of policies
seek to alleviate immigra-
tion pressures on the re-
spective governments. In
the south,Mexico is trying
to relieve growing frustra-
tion among migrants the
government has contained
in Tapachula. “Remain in
Mexico,” swiftly suspend-
ed by Joe Biden when he
took office, was intended

by the previous adminis-
tration to deter asylum
seekers by making them
wait in Mexico’s danger-
ous northern border cit-
ies.

The dilemma of how to
copewith themigrant car-
avans departing Tapachu-
la pushed Mexico to find
alternatives. After more
than two years of a con-

tainment policy that kept
migrants stuck in the
south, far from the U.S.
border, Tapachula — a
sweltering city of some
350,000 — was over-
whelmed with tens of
thousands of recent mi-
grants. They have been
crowded in parks and pla-
zas, many complaining
they couldn’t find work.

The newplan is tomove
migrants to other states
across Mexico and give
them humanitarian visas
to let themwork legally for
a year, according to the
National Immigration In-
stitute.

The effects of that poli-
cy change remain unclear,
especially since many of
the migrants still aspire to
make it to the United
States — but will now do
so from cities closer to the
U.S. border.

In recent days, some
3,000 people, mostly Hai-
tians, have camped under
trees and in the parking
lot of Tapachula’s soccer
stadium. They wait for
buses that the Mexican
government will use to
ferrymigrants to other cit-
ies and hope for the hu-
manitarian visas, but
don’t know where they’d

go — or when the buses
will arrive. “I want to go to
another city to look for
work,” said Haitian mi-
grant EdwineVarin,while
she and her husband and
son sought shade under a
sheet at the stadium. “If I
don’t work, how am I go-
ing to pay rent? How am I
going to buy food, clothes
for the kids?”

A Venezuelan migrant
who would only give his
name as Jeferson said that
he had just arrived to Ta-
pachula with his mother.
“We were coming by on
the bus because we were
going to turn ourselves in
to immigration and we
saw all the people,” Jefer-
son said. An Associated
Press journalist saw them
board a government bus
later that same day,
thoughwhere itwas head-
ed was unclear.

With little information,
migrants have attempted
to organize themselves,
but it’s not always success-
ful. Some have blocked
roads to demand the gov-
ernment sendmore buses.
The immigration institute
hasnot saidhowmanymi-
grants have been given the
humanitarian visas or
bused elsewhere.

Mexico overhauls handling ofmigrants to release pressure

WASHINGTON - Pres-
ident Joe Biden signed leg-
islation to fund the gov-
ernment through Feb. 18,
averting a government
shutdown that would
have kept multiple federal
services closed and em-
ployees out of work days
before the holidays.

The stopgap funding
bill cleared Congress on
Thursdaynight after some
delays partly caused by a
small group of Senate Re-

publicans who tried to
seize on the imminent fis-
cal deadline to fight Biden
over his vaccine mandate-
and-testing policies. Had
the measure not passed,
Washington would have
essentially come to a halt
Saturday morning, a de-
velopment that Demo-
crats had described as ir-
responsible and danger-
ous in the middle of a
deadly pandemic.

The stopgap measure
means that, by Feb. 18,
lawmakers must adopt
another short-term mea-
sure or complete work on

a dozen long-stalled ap-
propriations bills that
fund the government for
the remainder of fiscal
2022, which ends in Sep-
tember.

The funding bill,
known as a continuing
resolution, passed the
Senate on a bipartisan 69-
to-28 vote late Thursday
evening. Earlier in the day,
it passed the House large-
ly along party lines. Illi-
nois Rep. Adam Kinzin-
ger, who is retiring at the
end of his term, was the
only Republican to vote
for it.

Themeasure covers key
federal agencies and pro-
grams until February and
authorizes an additional
$7 billion to assist Afghan
refugees. Another $1.6 bil-
lion appropriated in the
bill will fund care for un-
accompanied children
who crossed the southern
border and are inU.S. cus-
tody. Funding for the care
of unaccompanied chil-
dren was also a feature of
budget bills passedduring
the Trump administra-
tion.

The bill, however,
doesn’t address an array

of unresolved policy is-
sues and program fund-
ing that lawmakers had
hoped to tackle before the
end of the year, including
impending cuts to Medi-
care and farm subsidies.

On Friday morning, Bi-
den called the stopgap
measure “a great achieve-
ment,” but also the “bare
minimum” one could ex-
pect fromCongress. Biden
thanked House Speaker
Nancy Pelosi, D-Calif.,,
Senate Majority Leader
Chuck Schumer, D-N.Y.,
and Senate Minority
Leader Mitch McConnell,
R-Ky., for ensuring pas-
sage of the bill and urged
Congress to finalize a full
spending bill in the com-
ing weeks. Biden also
thanked SenateAppropri-

ations Committee chair
Patrick Leahy, D-Vt., vice
chair Richard C. Shelby,
R-Ala., and Rep. Rosa De-
Lauro, D-Conn., who
chairs the House Appro-
priations Committee.

“I want to thank the
substantial bipartisan
vote in the Senate for
sending this bill to my
desk today to avoid dis-
ruption of government op-
erations,” Biden said Fri-
day. “I want to urge Con-
gress to use the time this
bill provides to work to-
ward a bipartisan agree-
ment on a full-year fund-
ing bill that makes the
needed investments in our
economy and our people,
frompublic health, to edu-
cation, to our national se-
curity.”

Their arrival seems to
be a testament to Republi-
can optimism about win-
ning in Pennsylvania, a
bellwether state and one
of the nation’s biggest
presidential electoral priz-
es, backing Democrat Joe

Biden in last year’s elec-
tion and former President
Donald Trump in 2016.

It’s also a test in an in-
creasingly nationalized
political environment of
whether voters care about
how deeply their repre-
sentatives are tied to the
state—orwhether carpet-
bagging will be a pivotal
issue in next year’s contest
to replace retiring two-
term Republican U.S. Sen.
PatToomey. “Every candi-
date comes with assets
and liabilities,” said Char-
lie Dent, a former seven-
term congressman from

the Allentown area. “The
question is, how big a lia-
bility it is and, at the endof
the day, will it matter to
voters more than any oth-
er issue?” But, Dent said,
“every one of those candi-
dates will be doing every-
thing they can to prove
their Pennsylvania bona-
fides. They’ll spend a lot of
time talking about their
roots in Pennsylvania.”

The race is wide open,
and has attracted Demo-
cratic contestants who
have farmore electoral ex-
perience than the Repub-
lican field.

Rich?Want to be a U.S. senator?
Welcome to Pennsylvania!

DENVER (AP) — A
judge ruled Friday that a
man charged with killing
10 people at a Colorado su-
permarket earlier this year
is mentally incompetent to
stand trial and ordered
him to be treated at the
state mental hospital to see
if he can be made well
enough to face prosecu-
tion.

Ahmad Al Aliwi Alissa,
22, is accused of opening
fire at a busy King Soopers
in the college town of Boul-
der in March, killing a po-
lice officer, shoppers and
several store employees.

Four doctors have now
determined that Alissa is
not mentally competent to
participate in court pro-
ceedings, and he has “dete-
riorated” over the past cou-
ple of months while in jail,
District Attorney Michael
Dougherty said. Given the

consensus, Dougherty re-
quested that Judge Ingrid
Bakke send Alissa to the
state mental hospital in
hopes that medication and
treatment will enable him
to become competent un-

der the law — able to un-
derstand legal proceedings
and work with his lawyers
to defend himself.

Dougherty did not dis-
close why the experts de-
termined Alissa is not

competent, and the report
explaining the evaluation’s
finding is not available to
the public, only to the law-
yers and judge. Alissa’s at-
torney, Kathryn Herold,
said Friday her client has a
“serious” mental illness
but did not provide details.
She also agreed he should
be sent to the Colorado
Mental Health Institute at
Pueblo.

The ruling halts virtual-
ly all proceedings in the
case indefinitely. Alissa is
not scheduled to be back in
court again until March 15,
nearly a year after the
shooting, todiscusswheth-
er any progress has been
made. There is a possibility
he could returnbefore then
if doctors believe hehas be-
come competent, Dougher-
ty said. Prosecutors will
get monthly updates from
the hospital on his condi-
tion.

“I’m 100% confident that
the day will come that he’s

held fully responsible for
what he did on March 22,”
Dougherty said after the
hearing.

Robert Olds, whose
niece Rikki Olds, the su-
permarket’s front-end
manager, was killed in the
shooting, said he was frus-
trated by the latest delay,
which puts off the day
when his family can really
begin to grieve by seeing
Alissa put on trial. Howev-
er, he also tries not to be-
come too upset by the jus-
tice system’s slow pace, to
avoid being “revictimized”
by Alissa, he said.

Still, Olds noted Alissa
seemed competent at his
last court hearing when he
answered the judge’s ques-
tions. “He’s incompetent to
stand trial, but on the day
he did all of this he was
pretty dang competent in
his actions and everything
else,” Olds said.

An earlier court-or-
dered evaluation complet-

ed Oct. 1 found Alissa was
not mentally competent,
but prosecutors asked for a
second evaluation to be
conducted with an expert
of their choosing, the latest
to find him incompetent.
An earlier evaluation by a
defense expert also found
him to be incompetent,
Dougherty said.

While none of those re-
ports are public either,
court filings regarding the
Oct. 1 evaluation contained
some hints of Alissa’s con-
dition.

Alissawas provisionally
diagnosed with an unspec-
ified mental health condi-
tion that limits his ability to
“meaningfully converse
with others,” and he gave
“superficial responses” to
questions about hypotheti-
cal legal situations that in-
dicate a “passive approach
to his defense” and “poten-
tial overreliance on his at-
torneys,” according to a
prosecution motion.

Colorado supermarket shooting suspect incompetent for trial

(AP) —Dr. Sikhulile Moyo
was analyzing COVID-19
samples in his lab in Bo-
tswana last week when he
noticed they looked star-
tlingly different from oth-
ers.

Within days, the world
was ablaze with the news
that the coronavirus had a
new variant of concern —
one that appears tobedriv-
ing a dramatic surge in
SouthAfricaandofferinga
glimpse of where the pan-
demic might be headed.

New COVID-19 cases in
South Africa have bur-
geoned from about 200 a
day in mid-November to
more than 16,000 on Fri-
day. Omicronwas detected
over a week ago in the
country’s most populous
province, Gauteng, and

has since spread toall eight
other provinces, Health
Minister Joe Phaahla said.

Even with the rapid in-
crease, infections are still
below the 25,000newdaily
cases that South Africa re-
ported in the previous
surge, in June and July.

Little is known about
the new variant, but the
spike in South Africa sug-
gests it might bemore con-
tagious, saidMoyo, the sci-
entist who may have been
the first to identify the new
variant, though research-
ers in neighboring South
Africa were close on his
heels. Omicron has more
than 50mutations, and sci-
entists have called it a big
jump in the evolution of
the virus.

It’s not clear if the vari-
ant causesmore serious ill-
ness or can evade the pro-
tection of vaccines. Phaah-
la noted that only a small

number of people who
have been vaccinated have
gotten sick, mostly with
mild cases, while the vast
majority of thosewho have
been hospitalizedwere not
vaccinated.

But in a worrisome de-
velopment, South African
scientists reported that
omicron appears more
likely than earlier variants
to cause reinfections
amongpeoplewhohaveal-
ready had a bout with CO-
VID-19.

“Previous infection
used to protect against del-
ta, and now with omicron
it doesn’t seem to be the
case,” one of the research-
ers, Anne von Gottberg of
the University of Witwa-
tersrand, said at a World
Health Organization brief-
ing on Thursday.

While the study did not
examine the protection of-
fered by vaccination, von

Gottberg said: “We believe
that vaccines will still,
however, protect against
severe disease.”

The findings, posted on-
line Thursday, are prelimi-
nary and haven’t yet un-
dergone scientific review.

South Africa’s hospitals
are so far coping with the
surge, even those in Gau-
teng province, which ac-
counts for more than 70%
of all new infections,
Phaahla said.

The picture could
change because most of
those infected thus far
have been younger people,
who generally donot get as
sick as older patients. But
Moyo expressed hope that
vaccineswouldcontinue to
work against the variant.

“Ihavea lot ofhope from
the data that we see that
those vaccinated should be
able to have a lot of protec-
tion,” he said.

Omicron-stricken SouthAfrica
may be glimpse into the future

(AP) — The U.N. Securi-
ty Council voted unani-
mously Friday to allow
international naval
forces to continue using
all necessary means to
fight piracy off the coast
of Somalia—but only for
the next three months
because the Somali gov-
ernment says there has
been no piracy incident
for over four years and
it’s time to end the opera-
tion.

The council had been
renewing the authoriza-
tion for regional organi-
zations and countries to
fight against piracy and
armed robbery off the
coast of theHorn ofAfri-
ca nation for 12 months.
But this year the Somali
government, whose con-
sent is required, objected

to another year-long re-
newal sought by the
United States, which
drafted the resolution,
and agreed only to three
months after negotia-
tions with the U.S. and
other council members.
“We believe that the Se-
curity Council resolu-
tions on piracy and
armed robbery off the
coast of Somalia have
successfully achieved its
intended objective,” So-
malia’s U.N. Ambassa-
dor Abukar Dahir Os-
man told the council af-
ter the vote.

He said 13 years after
adoption of the council’s
first resolution to fight
piracy, the milestone of
“four consecutive years
of no single piracy inci-
dent and no piracy hos-
tage held in Somalia is a
true testament of federal
government of Somalia’s
ownership of the prob-
lem.

UN renews anti-piracy
ships off Somalia
By Edith M.

NEW YORK (AP) —
Federal appeals judges
asked Friday whether a
U.S. president’s every re-
mark is part of the job as
they weighed whether
former President Don-
aldTrump can be held li-
able in a defamation case
that concerns his re-
sponse to a rape allega-
tion.

Trump and the Justice
Department say he was
acting in his official ca-
pacity when he spoke to
the media about writer
E. Jean Carroll’s accusa-
tion, so they want to
swap the U.S. govern-
ment in for Trump him-
self as the defendant in
her defamtion lawsuit.

The change might
sound technical, but it
could make a big differ-
ence. Federal law makes
it difficult to sue U.S.
government employees
for job-related actions,
and a law that some-
times allows such law-
suits specifically ex-
cludes libel and slander
claims. That could keep
Carroll’s case from going
forward if courts decide
Trump was acting as a
government worker.

A federal judge reject-
ed that request in Octo-
ber. Friday’s panel of 2nd
U.S. Circuit Court of Ap-
peals judges didn’t give a
clear indication of how,
or when, they would
rule.

But the judges floated
multiple questions about
private and public con-
duct for the commander-
in-chief: Is everything a
president says work-re-

lated? Does it become so
if reporters are there?

Can saying that a
woman is “not my type,”
as Trump did, be part of
public service? Should
presidents need to mind
their language constant-
ly for fear that losing
their cool could cross a
line into legal responsi-
bility?

Trump’s lawyer, Alina
Habba, drew the line at
“an unprovoked attack
on a citizen“ and said
that wasn’t what he did.

“He was on the defen-
sive here” after Carroll
went public in 2019 with
her allegation that
Trump raped her in the
1990s, Habba said. She
argued that the claim es-
sentially questioned his
fitness for office.

“When somebody
says he did a heinous
crime 20 years ago, he
needs to address it,” she
said.

But Carroll’s lawyers
say Trump’s response
went beyond any job ob-
ligation.

“A White House job is
not a promise of an un-
limited prerogative to
brutalize someone who
was a victimof a prior at-
tack,” attorney Joshua
Matz told the court.

Carroll, a former long-
time Elle magazine ad-
vice columnist, sued
Trump in 2019, saying he
slandered her in denying
her allegation that he
raped her in a New York
City department store
dressing room in the
1990s.

Trump said she was
“totally lying” and was
“not my type,“ among
other remarks.

Courtmulls:Was
Trump’s reply to rape
claim part of job?

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BEIRUT (AP) — Leba-
non’s information minis-
ter resigned Friday, a
move many hope could
open theway for easing an
unprecedented diplomat-
ic row with Saudi Arabia
and other Gulf Arab na-
tions that has compound-
ed the small country’s
multiple crises.

George Kordahi, the
minister and a prominent
former game show host,
said he took the decision
to step down ahead of
French President Em-
manuel Macron’s visit to
Saudi Arabia on Saturday.
The resignation, Kordahi
said at a press conference
in the Lebanese capital,
may help Macron start a
dialogue to help restore
Beirut-Riyadh relations.

But the crisis goes deep-
er than Kordahi’s com-
ments aired in late Octo-
ber, in which he was crit-
ical of the Saudi-ledwar in
Yemen. His resignation is
unlikely going to be a
game changer in the dy-
namics of the crisis. It is
rooted in Saudi Arabia’s

uneasiness over the rising
influence of Iran in the re-
gion, including in Leba-
non, once a traditional
Saudi ally and recipient of
financial assistance from
the oil-rich kingdom.

It is also unlikely to dif-
fuse internal divisions in
Lebanon and a govern-
ment paralysis made
worse during the diplo-
matic crisis.

Saudi Arabia, which
has been joined by other
Gulf Arab states in a boy-
cott of Lebanon, is unhap-
py with the dominance of
the Iran-backed militant
Hezbollah group and its
allies on the levers of pow-
er in Lebanon.

“The Saudi view is that
any initiative that does not
address that core issue
will not succeed nor re-
ceive its blessing,” said the
risk consultancy Eurasia
Group in a statement Fri-
day. “As a result, a minis-
ter’s resignation will be
viewed as somewhat con-
structive but largely irrel-
evant to the much larger
issue at hand.”

Prospects of significant
financial assistance to
Lebanon are therefore
dim, the group said.

That crisis has added to
immense economic trou-
bles facing Lebanon, al-
ready mired in a financial
meltdown. FollowingKor-
dahi’s televised com-
ments, the kingdom re-
called its ambassador
from Beirut and banned
all Lebanese imports, af-

fecting hundreds of busi-
nesses and cutting off
hundreds of millions in
foreign currency to Leba-
non.

That aggravated Leba-
non’s economic crisis, the
worst in its modern histo-
ry, which has plunged
more than three quarters

of the nation’s population
of 6 million, including a
million Syrian refugees,
into poverty.

The Saudi measures
have caused anxiety, par-
ticularly among hundreds
of thousands of Lebanese
who work in the Gulf Ar-
ab countries and send

home millions of dollars
every year.

For weeks, Kordahi,
backed by Hezbollah and
its allies, refused to resign,
saying the commentswere
made before he was
named minister and that
he meant no offense.

On Friday, he said he
was resigning even
thoughhewasunconvinc-
ed that this was needed,
adding that “Lebanon
does not deserve this
treatment” from Saudi
Arabia.

“Lebanon is more im-
portant than George Kor-
dahi,” he said. “I hope that
this resignation opens the
window” for better rela-
tions with Gulf Arab
countries.

Prime Minister Najib
Mikati welcomed Korda-
hi’s resignation, saying it
was “necessary” and
“could open the door for
tackling the problem with
the brothers in the king-
dom and the Gulf na-
tions.”

On Hezbollah’s Al-Ma-
nar TV, Kordahi was
hailed as a “national hero”
who stepped down for the
national good, without
changing his views.

Lebaneseminister resigns in bid to ease crisis with Saudis

NICOSIA, Cyprus
(AP) — Pope Francis on
Friday denounced the
“culture of indifference”
that the West shows mi-
grants as the Vatican con-
firmed that at least a doz-
en asylum-seekers would
be transferred from Cy-
prus to Italy inagestureof
solidarity with European
countries that have re-
ceived a disproportionate
share of would-be refu-
gees.

The transfer, formally
announced on the second
day of Francis’ visit to Cy-
prus, came on the eve of
his scheduled arrival in
Greece, from where he
brought a dozen Syrian
Muslim refugees home
withhimaboard thepapal
plane in 2016.

The Vatican said the
Rome-based Sant’Egidio
Community, working
with governments, had
arranged to bring the asy-
lum-seekers from Cyprus
to Italy in the coming
weeks. It said 12 people
would be initially trans-
ferred. Earlier, the Cypri-
ot Interior Ministry had
thanked Francis and the
Holy See for the initiative
to relocate 50 people, say-
ing it was a recognition of
Cyprus’ inability to con-
tinue to absorb migrants
and refugees.

The Vatican didn’t im-
mediately respond when
asked about the discrep-
ancy, though presumably
more could be relocated at
a laterdate sinceSant’Egi-
dio for years has run “hu-
manitarian corridor“ ser-
vices to bring migrants to

Italy legally.
Cyprus’ interior minis-

ter, Nicos Nouris, insisted
to The Associated Press
that arrangements had
been made to transfer 50
asylum-seekers in total.

Francis himself didn’t
confirm the initiative dur-
ing a Friday evening
prayer service with mi-
grants in the Church of
the Holy Cross in Nicosia,
the Mediterranean island
nation’s capital. But he
made it clear that coun-
tries had a moral obliga-
tion to accept those who
flee war, hatred and op-
pression — often to face
barbedwireatbordersbe-
fore they are rejected and
returned.

“He who comes asking
for freedom, bread, help,
fraternity and joy, who is
fleeing hatred, finds him-
self in front of a hatred
which is called barbed
wire,“ Francis told themi-

grants, who took up most
of the pews in the Nicosia
church. “May the Lord
awaken the conscience of
all ofus in frontofall these
things. We cannot be si-
lent and look away at this
culture of indifference.“

Francis referred to the
problemsCypruswas un-
dergoing, sayinghe recog-
nized that governments
can’t take in everyone and
that “we have to under-
stand the limits.”

“This is a generous is-
land, but it can’t do every-
thing because the number
of peoplewho arrive is su-
perior to the possibility to
insert, integrate and pro-
mote them,“ in Cypriot
society, he said.

But he also voiced dis-
gust at how the “devel-
oped civilizations of the
West“ refuse to acceptmi-
grants or send them back
to countries where they
would be “confined, tor-

tured and enslaved.”
Itwas a reference to the

migrant crisis at theEuro-
pean Union’s border in
Poland with Belarus, as
well as the conditions in
Libyan compounds for
refugees who are sent
back. Francis called them
“lagers” similar to Nazi
and Stalin-era detention
camps.

“Today, we wonder
how that happened (in the
past), but this is happen-
ing to our brothers and
sisters today, on nearby
coasts,” he said.

Others, he said, never
make it and die at sea.

Theglobal indifference,
he said, is “a serious ill-
ness and there’s no antibi-
otic for it. We have to go
against this vice of getting
used to these tragedies.“

Among those attending
Francis’ service was Da-
vid Henry Jr., 28, who is
from Nigeria.

Vatican takes in 12migrants as
pope denounces indifference

As tensions mount be-
tween Washington and
Moscow over a potential
Russian invasion of
Ukraine, U.S. intelligence
has found the Kremlin is
planning a multi-front of-
fensive as soon as early
next year involving up to
175,000 troops, according
to U.S. officials and an in-
telligence document ob-
tained by TheWashington
Post.

The Kremlin has been
moving troops toward the
border with Ukraine while
demanding Washington
guarantee that Ukraine
will not join NATO and
that the alliance will re-
frain from certain military
activities in and around
Ukrainian territory. The
crisis has provoked fears of
a renewed war on Europe-
an soil and comes ahead of
a planned virtual meeting
next week between Presi-
dent JoeBiden andRussian
President Vladimir Putin.

“The Russian plans call
for a military offensive
against Ukraine as soon as
early 2022 with a scale of
forces twice what we saw
this past spring during
Russia’s snap exercise near
Ukraine’s borders,” said an
administration official,
speaking on the condition
of anonymity to discuss
sensitive information.
“The plans involve exten-
sive movement of 100 bat-
talion tactical groups with
an estimated 175,000 per-
sonnel, along with armor,
artillery and equipment.”

The unclassified U.S. in-
telligence document ob-
tained by The Post, which
includes satellite photos,
shows Russian forces
massing in four locations.

Currently, 50 battlefield
tactical groups are de-
ployed, along with “newly
arrived” tanks and artil-
lery, according to the docu-
ment.

WhileUkrainian assess-
ments have said Russia has
approximately 94,000
troops near the border, the
U.S. map puts the number
at 70,000 - but it predicts a
buildup to as many as
175,000 and describes ex-
tensive movement of bat-
talion tactical groups to
and from the border “to ob-
fuscate intentions and to
create uncertainty.”

TheU.S. analysis ofRus-
sia’s plans is based in part
on satellite images that
“show newly arrived units
at various locations along
the Ukrainian border over
the last month,” the official
said.

Details of theU.S. intelli-
gence provide a picture
that Secretary of State An-
tony Blinken began to out-
line this week on a trip to
Europe, where he de-
scribed “evidence thatRus-
sia has made plans for sig-
nificant aggressive moves
against Ukraine” and
warned there would be se-
vere consequences, includ-
ing high-impact economic
measures, if Russia invad-
ed.

Biden said he is prepar-
ing measures to raise the
cost of any new invasion
for Putin, who has dis-
missed the U.S. warnings
as rumors and said Russia
is not threatening anyone.
“What I am doing is put-
ting together what I be-
lieve to be, will be themost
comprehensive and mean-
ingful set of initiatives to
make it very, very difficult
for Mr. Putin to go ahead
and do what people are
worried he may do,” Biden
said Friday.

U.S. warns of Russian
offensive in Ukraine

PONTIAC, Mich. (AP)
— A prosecutor filed in-
voluntary manslaughter
charges Friday against the
parents of a teen accused
of killing four students at a
Michiganhighschool, say-
ing they failed to intervene
on the day of the tragedy
despite being confronted
with a drawing and chill-
ing message — “blood ev-
erywhere” — that was
found at the boy’s desk.

James and Jennifer
Crumbley committed
“egregious” acts, from
buying a gun on Black Fri-
day and making it avail-
able to Ethan Crumbley to

resisting his removal from
school when they were
summoned a few hours
before the shooting, Oak-
land County prosecutor
Karen McDonald said.

“I expect parents and
everyone to have humani-
ty and to step in and stop a
potential tragedy,” she
said. “The conclusion I
draw is that there was ab-
solute reason to believe
this individual was dan-
gerous and disturbed.”

By mid-afternoon, au-
thorities said they were
searching for the couple.
Sheriff Mike Bouchard
said their attorney, Shan-
non Smith, had agreed to
arrange their arrest if
charges were filed but
hadn’t been able to reach

them.
Smith, however, said

the Crumbleys weren’t on
the run and had left town
earlier in the week “for
their own safety.”

“They are returning to
the area to be arraigned,”
Smith told TheAssociated
Press.

Earlier, the prosecutor
offered the most precise
account so far of the events
that led to the shooting,
three days after four stu-
dents were killed and oth-
ers were wounded at Ox-
ford High School, roughly
30 miles (50 kilometers)
north of Detroit.

Ethan Crumbley, 15,
emerged from a bathroom
with a gun, shooting stu-
dents in the hallway, in-

vestigators said. He’s
charged as an adult with
murder, terrorism and
other crimes.

Under Michigan law,
the involuntary man-
slaughter charge filed
against the parents can be
pursued if authorities be-
lieve someone contributed
to a situation where there
was a high chance of harm
or death.

Parents in the U.S. are
rarely charged in school
shootings involving their
children, even as most mi-
nors get guns from a par-
ent or relative’s house, ac-
cording to experts.

School officials became
concernedabout theyoun-
ger Crumbley on Monday,
a day before the shooting,

when a teacher saw him
searching for ammunition
on his phone, McDonald
said.

Jennifer Crumbley was
contacted and subse-
quently told her son in a
text message: “Lol. I’m not
mad at you. You have to
learn not to get caught,”
according to the prosecu-
tor.

On Tuesday, a teacher
found a note on Ethan’s
desk and took a photo. It
was a drawing of a gun
pointing at the words,
“The thoughts won’t stop.
Help me,” McDonald said.

There also was a draw-
ing of a bullet, she said,
with words above it:
“Blood everywhere.”

Between the gun and

the bullet was a person
who appeared to have
been shot twice and is
bleeding. He also wrote,
“My life is useless” and
“The world is dead,” ac-
cording to the prosecutor.

The school quickly had
a meeting with Ethan and
his parents, whowere told
to get him into counseling
within 48 hours, McDon-
ald said.

The Crumbleys failed to
ask their son about the
gun or check his backpack
and “resisted the idea of
their son leaving the
school at that time,” Mc-
Donald said.

Instead, the teen re-
turned to class and the
shooting subsequently oc-
curred.
