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Respiratory Care
Program | coming Fall 2024

If you're looking for a thrilling,
sought-after career in saving lives
and helping those in need, Triton
College's Respiratory Care Program
is for you! The program is excitedly
coming to Triton's campus in the
fall of 2024. "Respiratory therapy is
an extremely in-demand, rewarding
career,’ said Lizz Molina, the
chairperson for Triton's Respiratory
Care Program. "Anyone that has a lot
of compassion and enjoys helping
others should consider this field.’

The median annual wage for
respiratory therapists was

$61,830

in May 2021.*

Respiratory therapists have a variety of
responsibilities, according to Molina,
such as performing diagnostic testing,
assessing and diagnosing patients

of all ages, administering pulmonary
medications, managing ventilators,
drawing blood, and assisting newborns

and their mothers during high-risk
deliveries. They also can treat asthma
and chronic obstructive pulmonary
disease (COPD), help patients with
effective breathing and assist with
rehabilitation from chronic respiratory
conditions, among many other roles.

“We are often the calm presence for
our patients in hospital rooms during
those scary times when they are
struggling to breathe,’ stated Molina.
Those with a degree in respiratory
care from Triton College can work

in an emergency room, critical care
unit, neonatal intensive care unit,
rehabilitation center, skilled nursing
facility, doctor’s office, home care,
in-flight transportation and more.

The beginning salary for a respiratory
therapist is $30-$40 per hour. Since
2021, the job growth has risen 14
percent. Molina explained that
respiratory therapists must have proper
hearing, mobility, visual and motor
skills. They also must be tactile, have
strong communication skills, and good
intellectual and cognitive abilities.
These skills are essential for assessing
and monitoring patients, equipment,

working long hours and handling
equipment safely and efficiently.

Triton College’s Respiratory Care
Program requires 68 credit hours,
which is five semesters (two years),
to earn an Associate in Applied
Science degree. During that time,
students will participate in clinical
rotations (semesters two through
five) and prepare for the National
Board for Respiratory Care (NBRC)
exams that will be taken after
graduation. To practice respiratory
care in the United States, students
must receive an NBRC credential
of certified respiratory therapists
(CRT) or registered respiratory
therapist (RRT) and a license in
the state they wish to practice.



Triton's Respiratory Care Program
has state-of-the-art equipment,
including ventilators, diagnostic
(PFT) machines, oxygen equipment,
and fully functioning mannequins
for intubations and ventilation. The
new laboratory has been designed
specifically for this program and
features four intensive care beds,
working monitors and working gas to
run equipment used in the program.

“Our students will be prepared

and competent to enter the field of
respiratory care after going through
our program,’ said Molina. Graduating
respiratory care students can

continue their education and receive a
bachelor's degree or master’s degree.
They can also choose to expand in

the field and take specialty exams

to become a neonatal/pediatric
specialist, asthma education specialist,
pulmonary function technician,

among other specialties. Molina noted
that Triton College's program has
received an approval of intent and

is seeking provisional accreditation
from the Commission on Accreditation
for Respiratory Care (CoARC).

“Triton College is an extremely diverse
and inclusive campus, making it stand
out,’ said Molina. “Our instructors have
a wide variety of experience in the field.
Our education, skills and experience
prepare our students to have rewarding
careers in respiratory care.’

Are you an aspiring student who wants to work with your hands, learn
how to operate robotics and be a part of a vibrant and exciting field?
Triton College's Engineering Technology/Robotic Welding Certificate
Program is a compelling new addition to the Technology Department,
with classes available for the spring 2024 semester.

"Robotic welding is an advanced version of welding, and allows

for quicker results, less waste and better safety, as well as useful

for various repetitive welding operations," said Antigone Sharris,
chairperson of Engineering Technology at Triton College. "Robotic
welding can be much more efficient than traditional forms of welding."

Triton's Robotic Welding Certificate Program teaches students to
become skilled in automated robotic welding, computer numerical
control (CNC) plasma cutting and AutoCAD (a program used to
develop flat patterns sent to a CNC plasma to cut).

Careers can range from assembly
and operations, to engineering
and design,’ said Sharris. “The
ability to program a robot, and
especially program a welding
robot, can be important from a
shop floor to a boardroom!”

The median annual wage
for robotic welders is

$68,565

according to salary.com.

Sharris noted that Triton College’s program is both cost effective and
time efficient. “The future holds 100 percent opportunity for those who
complete this certificate program,’ said Sharris.

PLACEMENT TESTING

Triton College expects all students to either possess at the time of admission or acquire
through appropriate developmental coursework, the basic reading, writing and mathematical

skills that are necessary for success in the course or program of study chosen by the student.

Therefore, Triton College requires all entering students wishing to enroll in credit classes,
to take institutional placement tests or provide formal documentation of basic learning
skills. See advisor for exceptions.

Students scoring in the developmental range on the English placement test must enroll in
appropriate college reading and/or writing courses prior to the completion of 12 academic
credit hours. New students must complete testing or submit documentation to be
exempt prior to attending orientation or registration.

Students with previously earned college credit may be waived from placement tests if they
personally bring in a college transcript or grade report showing successful completion of

a college-level English composition/rhetoric course or mathematics course with a “C"” or
better. New transfer students need to bring a transcript or grade report to their orientation
program. Returning students should bring appropriate documentation with them at the
time of registration.

CAREER/Joint Agreements

PAY by Nelnet Tuition Payment Plan
To help you meet the expenses at Triton College, we offer
a convenient monthly budget plan for students with a
tuition balance of at least $250. Nelnet gives you two
options for making monthly payments.

You may make payments by either automatic bank
payments or by charging payments to your Discover
Card, MasterCard or American Express. Because Nelnet
is not a loan program, there is no debt incurred, no credit
search, and no interest or finance charges assessed on
the unpaid balance. Nelnet charges a $25 per semester
nonrefundable fee to enroll and participate in its program.
Students who opt to use the credit card option also will
incur a credit card convenience fee.

You are responsible for paying tuition for all classes for which you have

registered. You should not assume that you have automatically

been dropped from classes if you don’t pay for them by the due
date. Be sure to drop any class you do not wish to take.

If you register, fail to attend and fail to officially withdraw from
classes, you are still responsible for the tuition. Students who receive
grades but do not pay will be subject to collection fees when the
account is turned over to the college’s collection agency.

You must enroll online. Go to triton.edu/MyTriton for instructions on how to log on to
the student portal. Once you log in, select Enroll and Manage My Payment Plan from
the Financial Information pull-down menu. After you submit your online agreement, a
confirmation email will be sent to verify your agreement.

You may budget your tuition and fees one of two ways:

A. Automatic Bank Payment (ACH) - ACH payments are those payments you have
authorized Nelnet to process directly with your financial institution. It is simply a
bank-to-bank transfer of funds that you have preapproved for your tuition at Triton
College. Payment can be made from either your checking or savings account.
Payments are processed on the fifth of each month and will continue until the
balance due to the college is paid in full.

B. Credit Card Option - If you elect to use this option, monthly payments along with a
convenience fee will be charged to the Discover Card, MasterCard or American Express
as designated at the time of origination. The convenience fee is in addition to the
Nelnet nonrefundable enrollment fee. Payments will be charged on the fifth of each
month until the balance is paid in full.

Completing the Nelnet Agreement

When you enroll online be sure to have the following information:
- Your student ID number.
- The name and address of the person responsible for making the payments.
- Account information for the responsible person.

1. If paying by automatic bank payments, you will need bank name, telephone
number, account number and the bank routing number. Most of this information is
located on your check.

2. If paying by credit card, you will need the credit card number and expiration date.

Nelnet Pending Aid Payment Plan

Nelnet Pending Aid Payment Plan is available for eligible students applying for financial
aid. An eligible student is one that has an expected family contribution (EFC) of $5,900 or
less (based on their FAFSA on file in the Financial Aid Office). The $25 Nelnet processing

fee is deferred until the plan is activated. If the student'’s financial aid award covers all
institutional charges, the plan is canceled with no penalty. If the student has an incomplete
file, or a balance due after the financial aid award has been applied to their account, the
student can choose to pay the balance due in a one-time payment and the plan will be
canceled with no penalty, or the plan will activate and the $25 Nelnet processing fee will be
charged to the student along with the first of the monthly installments.

A student identification card may be required to access various
services on campus.

Final grades are available online on your Student Portal at
MyTriton.triton.edu. Student Grade Reports are not mailed.

REFUND POLICY

A student who registers, fails to attend class, and fails to
officially withdraw from the class, is still responsible for all
tuition and fees. A student who receives grades for a class,
but does not pay, will be subjected to collection fees when
the unpaid balance is turned over to a collection agency.

A student who officially withdraws from any class may be
refunded to a percentage of the course tuition depending
on when withdrawal is made (see the following table). The
registration, late registration, proficiency test and special
examination fees are not refundable. The auxiliary and
student services fees are refundable only when official
withdrawal occurs before the start of the semester.

REFUND

A student is entitled to a 100% refund when official
withdrawal is made no later than the first 5.5% of the
class calendar days. A 50% refund will granted within
the first 5.6-8% of the class calendar days. Withdrawals
after the 100% refund period will result in a grade of “W".

All requests for exceptions to this policy must be made in
writing on a General Petition form and submitted to the
Welcome Center in the Student Center within one calendar
year of the semester in dispute. For more information, you may
obtain a guide to refund petitioning at the Welcome Center.

Tuition Refunds/Credit Vouchers for

Students Called to Active Military Service

Any active student who is required to withdraw from
classes during his/her regular semester or summer term
due to active military obligations will be entitled to a
full refund of tuition or credit voucher (unless paid by a
state/federal agency) upon evidence and notification to
the college within the semester or term of withdrawal.
